Federal Reverses In Georgla.

The rash advance of Gen. Sherman
180 miles from his base into the heart
of an cnemy's country, is now meeting
with results foreseen by those who were
not.blinded with prejudice. Sherman
has negletted to leave a sufficient force
to protect his communications, and the
result is that immense quantities of ma-
terial of war have baen destroyed dn his
rear. A despatch by Louisville, Ken-
tucky, says that on the morning of the
18th the rebel Gen. Wharton command-
ing brigade, 2,500 men, crossed the
railroad between Kingston and Dalton,
capturing and burning five freight trains
loaded with supplies. Two days later,
on the 20th, Captain Glover also made
a raid on the railroad five miles from Res-
aca, and captured two freight trains with
supplies. Seven freight trains With
army stores and provisions must con-
tain an immense accumulation of mate-
rial difficult to replace in an enemy’s.
