.. -CONGRESS IN- SESSION.

:The scene and circumstances amid which Congress
daily does its work are suggestive rather of Demo-
‘cratic inshtutions ‘than of the forms, ceremonies,
and restrainte with which deliberative ugsemblies are
gurrounded in older countries, By one class &t least
the equality of man.is persistently asserted, The
coachman who jumps off his box and walks into the
White Houge the equal of his fare and shake hands
with the President st a levee is not likely tofee! very
bumble before & simple member of Oongress.- In
fact a Congressman, unless be is distinguished for
gome exceplional personal qualities, is looked upon
by his constituents se & rather inferior person to
themeelves. After all be is only u paid servant,
aad is obliged to be civil to those who employ him,
and consider their interests. before any others, or he
sbows himself to be scarcely worth his wages. He
must find places for his beat supporters, or his first
term of office is likely to be his last. Heoce the

Capitel, tbat uasightly, irregular, and clumsy ouild-
ing, is always crowded with free apd independent
electors, whoee way of votling haa not been ut all
concealed by tbe ballot, and who have come to get
thewselves or their somas a berth in a post-offics or
gome other department under Government. In no
ocher part of the States, perhaps, could a more varied
or sirongly marked collection of Americans be seen
than about the streets of Washington, or the corri-
dors and lobbies of the Capitol. The long, thin,
bory face, yellow as parchment, moody and sullen in
expression, with a tuft of thick, coarse hair on the
chin, and a plog of tobacco in the ‘cheek — this tra
ditionsl type of the American i3 &ll over the city.—
There are other varieties, but he is the mest com-
mon one. The only amusement available for these
gentlemen, whose babits are of & very desultory acd
prowling kind, is that provided for \hera in Congress,
and a8 800n as the doors of the Capitol are opened
the crowd begins to wander over the building. There
are no restrictions placed npon them. On the con-
trary, their visit is duly prepnred for by arow of
imwmense gutta-percha spittoons, which are placed ou
each side of the corridorg; but, capacigus as these
are, the floors by 3 or 4 in the afternoon are always
wet and alippery. The Senate and the House of
Representatives are pituated at opposite ends of the
building, and between these two points the crowd
passes in a constant stream, pausing under the dome
to admire the glowing representations of scenes in
Ameriecan history on the wails—the surrender of
Lord Goruwallis, the marriage of Pocabontas, or the
wouoderful picture high up on the roof in which all
the gods are ebowering blessings upon the Republic.
In the old Senate chamber, which is situated heiwesn
the halls now in use, there are various hideous busis
of M, Lincoln end Mr, Johnson scattered about, two
or three gtatues, and a gigantic and grotesque plaster
cast of ¢ Liberty,’ the duplicate of one at tke top of
the dome. I have often heard this work very much
admired by the visitors, and alwaya in the same lan-
guage ; they sum up its merits by sayiog ¢ It is a big
thing.' Then there are bropzed doora to sttract
their attention, pieces of whiclk they steal, so that
the otber day the Speaker was obliged to call the
attention of the House to these depredations—plenty
of hucksters' pialls, where dusty cakes and flemon
soda,’ photograpbs, piecea of marble, and other odds
and ends may be bought, A theatrical-looking per-
sonage, clad in eking, and calling bimself the ' Oali-
fornian Hunter/ has a stall close to the very door of
tbe House, and is slways surrounded by & throng of
open-mouthed country people. There are no attend-
ants or police about the place except at the doora —
The refreshment rooms ure open to the public a3 well
as to members, and anything can be bad in them
except * spirituoua liguors,’ the sale of which is for-
bidden by one of the rules of Jongress. The whole
building is heated to a most unwholesome and dis.
agreeable temperature by steam pipes, and no vea-
tilation of either Qhawber in which the legislators
meet is Attempted,

The civility with which aven the dreariest and
most tedious of speakers i3 allowed to prose on,
either in the Senate or the House, i3 one of the most
atriking features of Congress. A member pulls out
his big roll of manuscript, and makes violent effurts
to work himself into animalion over the stilted sen-
tences and stale declamation which ha has prapared
so carefully. Whezx he looks around the Hounse and
waves hia arms, he, of course, loses the place where
he left off, and stumbles back to find it out, repeats
what he said before, mutters confusedly to himself,
vecovers hiis ‘cue, and makes another plunge into
the abyss ot bis foolecap sheets. The House cannot
be said to listen to what he gays, but it i3 perfectly
quiot, and never interrupts. These essays are all
printed 2 exienso in the Congressional Globe, and
thus every iosignificant member iz cften reported
through 15 or 10 columns of this paper, 8t the ex-
pense of the Government, it need scarcely be said,
t'ne other day the Globe comsisted of 68 closely
printed columns of one day’s essays and discussions,
and it i the literal truth to say that there was not
half a column of practicai suggestions or sound sense
in all that vast waste of words, Sometimes & mem-
ber asks permission of the House to take his speech
ag read, and it i3 then printed in the Globe a3 if it
had been actually delivered. It will be obvions at
once how much this arrangement epcnurages laxity
of debate, and how hopeless would be the attempt to
confioe members to the subject before the House —
The Government pays the proprietors of the Globe so
much for every printed column, and it takes in ad.
diton five and tweanty copies of each day's isene for
every momber of Congress. There iz a specizl siaff
ot reporters for this paper, and the debates are al-
ways printed unabridged. Fnlly two-thirds of the
apeeches made are supplied beforehund to the
paper by the members, and proof-sheets are given to
them, from which they read their remarks. It i,
of course, understood that these remarks ara ad-
dressed to their individual constituencies, and they
are certainly vead nowhere ¢lse. The style and
character of the essays are often most extraordinary,
The name of the Almighty i3 invoked a dozen times
in ag many minutes, Scriptare i3 quoted to silence
autagoniats, asd in the present debates on the South,
Ponting Pilate or Judus Iscarict are seldom ont of
the discussions 24 bours together. A few daysago

citing the whole of the poem, ¢ How sleep the brave
who sink to rest.! The ladies in the gallories were
charmed, The Speaker was busy writing notes. —
The members were chiefly asleep. Another after-
noon the proceedings were enlivened by one member

-] telling another that he had ‘uttered a falgebood,’

and the accused retorting that he would not shelter
himself behind the rnles of debate, but that his friend
knew where to find him. The glorification of Ame-
rican !ijnstitootions’ is simply woaderful, and it is
nenrly always received with applavse, Hare is an
axample of this style of oratory, quoted from the offi-
cial Globe. The speaker waa a Mr. Grinnell :~—

¢ No, Mr., Speaker; let us proclaim to the world,
and let it go forth, that haviug conquered the re-
bellion, kaving subdned the rebel army, we are pre-
pared to rule thig land and muke our people frea.—
And when that proud old bird of freadom shall soar
across the land, bearing in h's bealk the broad ban-
ner of beauty and glory, let all {ta stars unfolded to
the world proclaim in -a language which will make
thrones and tyrancies trembls to their ‘centres,—

sentence is ever uttered calculated to rrise a smile.
Barcastic speeches are also little known, and a brisk
mmpromptu-discussion has not.risen once during this
Session. ' The written esisy. tells heavily on the
gpirits of members, and yet all resort to it in turn,
excapt &' few who sre'able to trust to their natural gifs
for debats, " The majority of the members seldom
speak without making vehement professions of their
sincerity and diginterestedness, which are doubtless
chiefly. -addressed to their coostituents, They are
usually something like the following paseage, which
I quote from the speech of Mr, Williams, of Penn-
SyLvania :--

‘ But if I atood alone on this floor, and it wers my
last utterance, holding the high wrust which God had
given me, with a nation in travail, and .in view of
the dark porténts that cloud the horizon and shake
the very-atmosphere aronod us, 1 would say 1o the
people, Awake from your false security, or prepare
yaurselves for another holocauat, .Here [ have taken
my stand, and by the help of God T will maintain it
‘0 the end.- Others may falter in the trial, but
through me no right shall be abridged, no privilege
surrendered, no gingle leaf’ plucked, nc jewel torm
from the crown of the representative body.’

It wouid be asy to qnote from any day’s debates a
large gelection of these Aowers of ongressional rhe-
toric; but one otnersample, from the speech of a Ar,
Newell, must be sufficient : —

'So shall our beloved country, healed of her
wounds, and disenthralled from the enchantment
which has bound her for a hundred years, gpriog
into 8 new exiatence, to exceed in grandeur and
greatness the wildest visions of the patriot fathers,
and her banner, plaated bigh upon the everlasting
billg of truth and justice, illuminated by the sun of
freedom, shall becume a beacon to the appreased
children of men who shall come bitherward and find
a refuge and a herilage for themselves and their
children, and their chtldren’s childrea, tiil time shall
be no more. :

This, however, is very tame compared with the
8peechea which are popular outside Congress. For
instance, 4 member of the last State Oonvention h-1d
in Misslssippi said, as reported in the papers :—

* | am & mossy-back, Sir and I stand hers to-day
to represent the county of Jones, People said tbat
the county of Jones seceded from Missigsippi. Yes,
Sir, we did secede from the Confederacy, and, Sir,
we fought them like dogs ; wa killed them like devilg,
we buried them like asses. Yea,like asses, Sir!—
My people down there in the county of Jones did, in
their sovereign capacity, secede, and did become
massy-backs, We did fight them like dogs, and kill
them like hellions —ijke héllions, I say, Sir. But I
didn’t come up Lere to gas, Sir, and 1 surrender my
rights to the Hluor, Sir, expressing only the one sen~
timent that 1 stand ug for the county of Junes in
general ; yes, Sir, I am for Jones all the time. Iz
my suffering county the wails of 330 nidowed women
and shirt-tail children are ascending before the God
of right, and appealing 1z tears to the powers ap-
poiated for reliet.

It is not often that thiz is equalled in Congress,
but the same style of speaker nbounds there, und his
brother members call him by the sigoificant name of
‘blower.” The waste of time whick tskes place in
irrelevant discussions and the reading of esseysis, io
fact, 8o deplorable that it is worse then 1dle to si'.
out the debates day afier day. A leading New
York jourral recently bad the following just com-
ments on this subject :— : )

‘ Praciical legisiation i3 wanied, apd we have bad
instead & dreary wilderness of debate. Couzciliation
and magpanimity are indispensable, aand in lieu of
these we have had displays of despotism sand ven-
geance unworthy of a legislative body in any cir-
cumatances, and especiully unwaorthy in the full
flush of the nation’s triumph. Within the balls of
Congress not a siogle step has been yet teken in the
direction of reconstructiop. Not ozly has nothing
been done to agauie the South of its rights under the
Qouatitution, but the claims of even tried Southerc
loyalists have been systematically ignored. It were
a fatal mistake to esupposa that these things have
not been closely scarined and duly weighed by the
great majority of those whom the Union members
represent ; and it were equally an error to believe
that there is any geoeral inability to comprehené the
consequences of persistence in the course which has
beea until now puraued.’

Each member of the House receives 52,000 a year,
and certsin mileage fees, which vary according to
the digrance be has to travel, Moreover, Le franks
al} his letters, and also the Goveromert reports, and
is eliowed (as already mentioned) 25 copies uf the
Glob: a day,nnd tbree daily pepers. Besides all
this, copies of books may be voted to the House by
itsalf, a3 was doue receatly in the case of a mnew
edition of Madison’s works. Szpators cannot be
arrested for debt, bat this immunity does not appear
to be extended to Representatives.-—-Times' Corres-
pondent. ‘
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IRISHE INTELLIGENCE

Ireasp Uspek Brrrisg Rune.—The following

Sir,~—There are several points in your lucid sum-
mary of lrish history to which exception might be
taken. You say, for isstance, that the settlers of
the Pale never amalgrmated with the natives, I
think you will find that some of them became ¢ Hi-
berni ipsia Hiberniores ;' this wag, in Tudor times, &
constant charge against them.’ But the point to
which I wish to confine wyself is your assertion that
¢ the Sicilian Vespers and St. Biritholomew were sur-
passed by the great Ulster masesacres of 1641 Now,
1 think it is proved to the satisfaction ot any impar-
tial persen, in the latest work on this very obacnre
subject, 'The Cromwellian Settlement in Ireland,’
by J.P. Prendergast, that there was no massacre at
ull of the kind detailed in almost all the * authorities,
beginning with Sir Jobn Temple's gensational book,
publizbed in 1646. The ' messacre’ was called into
existecce for political ends, chiefly to make Irish belp
rather s detriment than otherwise to the Royal cause,
Reprisals there were, atrocities there were on both
gides, but the English began it. I will quote one pas-
gage ; for the rest I refer your readers to Mr. Prea-
dergasts mo3t valuable book. Sir Phelim O’Neil
was beaten off at Newry by the Scota; then ¢ some
eighteen of the Irish women were stript naked, thrown
into the river, and fired on ic the water.” The
' Levites’ Lamantation’ aguin spesks of four * mur.
thered by these bloodsucleers on the sizth of May. For
we had put neare forty of them to death upon the
bridge of Newry, amongat which were two of the
Pope's pediers, seminary priests, in return of which
they slanghtered many prisoners io their custody.’
This was no ‘ massacre ; indeed, Professor Goldwin
Swith (whose admirable ‘Irish History and Irish Cha-
racter’ I recommend 10 overyone who wishes to see
what an impartial Englishman says about Ireland),
though he is deceived by the ' manufactured’ deposi-
tions given by Rushworth,coafesses that there was no
organised m:teacre, and that the Boplish and Scotch
coloniste perhaps exceeded the Irish in atrocity, es~
pecially when we consider their comparative eivili-
sation. He instances the massacze of every living
soul on isiand Magee by the Scotch of Carrickfergus,
tho' the islanders were utterly innocent of any con-

neotion with ()'Neil’s outbreak  The Lords. Justices

Borlase and Parsons he does not Lesitate to atigma-
tige as ‘ two scoundrels desiroug at heart of & good
rebellion with plenty of confiscations in its train.’
Yet these men had the getting up of the evidence on
which, five years after the alleged eveats, Sir J, Tem-

All that can be said is, it ‘'wus po  maasacre,’ but &
cruel act of reprisal, unfortunately paralleled by si

milar atrocities on the other side. [t i3 significant
tiat the depositions in the Remonstrance of March,
1642, containy no allegation of a general messacre.

The tale was invented to ruin the King. It wag kept
up ta excuge the monstrous ‘transplaanting,’ aad
‘settlement,’ the effects of which are stiil felt in all
those * ismé’ which periodicaliy afflict the country.

Drowning, by the way, and the shooting of drowning’

wen were favourite ways of gatting rid of the Irish
¢ Qsnaapite? In GuizeVs book you will find regular
noyades of Irish Papists taken witk armsin their
hands in Gheshire and thereabouts. I write at such
length becase ] am anxious to set an imporiant
point at rest.

In 1689 the Irish rose, not for a king whom they
despised, out for their native land and their own re-
ligion. Again, 28in 1641, they had a moment of
trinmph. Agsin their triumph waa speedily turned
to disaster. William of Orange ihen completed tne
work of Cromwell, Protestant ascendancy was BS-
gured. The penai lawa were enacted, aod for & whole
century, utterly crushed and spirit-broken, the Irish
Catholica crouched beneath the rod. Noteven in
1715 angd 1745, when the foundations of the Euglish
throne were shbaken, when the Sootch armies
were at Preston and at Derby, did the [rish move.
Theirs was the apathy of despair, Itis true that
meanwhile many brilliant passages of Irish bistory
were enacted. The Parlismentary struggles of the
Eoglish parly, whose sim was dependence on Lhe
Crown, aod the Irish party—headed at different
periods by Swift by Molyneux, and by Grattan —af-
ford many splendid examples of eloquence and vigor.
But tothe unbappy peasant it mattered little, for
whoever was master he was doomed to be a slave.
If this miserable time, of which we may read an im-
perfect record in the work of Arthur Young, has left
a festering wound in the Irish beart who can wonder
at it?

During the centuty of slumber, Ireland, under the
penal laws aod the cottier syatem, was fast bastesing
to ntter ruin. The inctease of the population brought
only an increase of misery, and tbe persecuting laws
perpetuated ignorance apd crime. The mutteriogs
of that great storm which swept away so many hoary
abuses, firstin America and afterwards in Frapce,
wa3a long in reaching the dulled enr of the Irish pea-
gant. But when it did reach him it awskened an
irrepressible hope. Some bold and able men-~of
whom the ablest beyord comparison was Wolfe Tone
—took advantage of a national and religious enthu-
siasm which they did not share to obtain those Re-
publican iostitutions to which they bhad honestly
though upwisely vowed their allegiauce. Another
rising, ressmobling the risings of 1641 and 1638, ia
that the chiefs had ozeabject and the people another
took place in 1798.

This last, however, was influenced from outside,
not by any of the European monarchies, asin the
former cages, but by the Fremch Republic. It bad
little of Republicaniam aboot it however; it bated
BEngland as Ssxon not as monarchical, and its mov
ing spirit was that religion which the French bad
trampled under foot. Irish patriotiam has also been
evar of an aristocratic type. Iis devation has been
paid more to rank than to merit In }688 Tyrcounel,
in 1798 Lord Edward Fitzgerald, in 1843 Mr. Smith
(O'Brien wero selected a3 chiefs in preference to abler
wmen apparestly for no other reason than that they
were of good birth. Clearly Republicanism had
little chonce in Irelarnd,

The insurrection failed, though it had better chan-~
ces of Success than we are usually 1n she habit of
thinking. It failed and readered the Union a neces
sity, The Union which, had the designs of Pitt bien
carried into etfect, might have made Ireland an aux.
iliary to England io political progress instead of a
dead weigut, was shorn of all its benefits by the mad-
ness of the king and weakness of the minister.
Disappointment at this treachery and indigunation at
the savage cruelities with which tue rising of 1798
bad been repressed, rankled in the hearts of the Ca-
tholics and produced the abortive conspiracy of which
Emmett was the head.

Then again followed along period of peece A
conslitutional agitation succeeded the Emancipation
Act, U'Oonnell demanded Rapeal, but the ery for
Repeal soon swelled into & cry for independence. To
& people keenly sepsitive to the evils of their system
of land tenure the Socialist doctrines promuigated
by the French Revolutionary party in 1848 were dan-
gerously attractive. This feeling, and the painofa
recent infliction of unexampled pestilence and famine
caused tbe movement which terminated in the igoo-
minious fiasco of Ballingarry. Then ensued a long
peace, an unparalleled depletion of populaticn ; and
we began once more to feel secure, to settle down
into the old wayr, and to treat the grievances of Ire-
lond as chimerical.

Rebellion
grows less and less strong as our ruling spirit grows
better. Why should we not, by abolishing all in-
justice and scandal, extinguish disloyalty altogether.

popular ingurrection bastily got up and consisting of °
‘@ partially armed mob.  The position of the barracks
sre chogen with a view to the defance of the capital
sgainat such an outbreak. The harbour and city of
Cork are much more strongly defended, the former
being ths best harbour for ships of war in Irelund
and containing many valosble naval and mi)izar;-
establishments. In the harbour of Cork are the
thres islands named Spike Island Haulbowline, and
Rocky Isiand. Spike Jsland, which covers nn areg
of about-one hundred acres contains Westmoreland
Fort, the strongest military position in the South of
Ireland, with the officers’ quarters and various mili-
tary storea and appurtenances. It also containg g
prison and depot for convicts, to whbich, it is zaid
the Fenian prisoners are to be moved for grea.(ex'-
securiyy. Haulbowline Island covers about iwenty
three scres, and is used as & depot for Ordoance
stores, besides contsining the governor's nouge.
Rocky Ialand, which is only about 24 acres 1n extent
containg two powder magaziaes and asmall barrack,
Carlisle and Camden Forts, which are opposite each
other, near the entrance 1o the hurbour ars not now
maintained ; but a varicty of new works on the
mainland, calculated to make Spike Island a strong
fortress with outworks on the mainland, were ganc-
tioned by Parlismens in the Fortifications Bill intro.
duced by Lord Pamlerston's government three or
four years ago, and could easily be executed in case
of need. Ia addition to the works at Spike Island
there are largs barracks at Oork, capable of holding
1,000 cuvalry and four regiments of infantry, with
all tae appurtenances required at the headquerters
of the suuthern military district of Ireland. The
barracks cover the eminecce of the beautiful suburb
rising over the Glaumire roud. The old fort near
the Cathedral i3 now the constabulary barrack. The
whole line of ceuulry betweenr Dublin and Cork is
furnished wilk stroog barracks, coustructed in for-
mer days of turbulence, and available if such timea
should return. At Newbridge, on the line of rail=
way from Dublin to Limenick and Cork, there js a
‘large barrack for cavelry. As Templemore, further
soutl, on the same line, there isa large infantry
barrack, capable of containing 1,500 men. At Mal-
low there is & small infantry barrack. At Fermoy,
in the county of Cork, onthe banks of the river
Blackwater, there are tho most extensive infaatry
barracks in the south of Ireland. They form two
separate equares called the East and West Barracks,
The former occupiea rhreo sides of a quadrangle 500ft.
in length by T00ft. in breadth, The latter is similiar
in srrangement, but Bcmewhat less extensive. In
the rear of the eastern quadrangle are small barracks
for cavalry, with all the hospitals and other appur-
tenances necessary for so large & military establish-
mont. The West Barracks have not beea uied for
military purposes for gome years, but might easily
be made available in case of ueed. Thers are bar-
racksat several other places in the south of freland,
including large cavslry, acd another cavalry bar-
rack at Clromel. There are large intantry barracks
at Kilkenoy, Limerick is the h=adqua:ters of the
south.western military district, and thers are four
barracks—~nemely, the Custle Barrack, Englishtown,
for infantry ; the new barrack, near Newtownderry ;
the artillery barrack, in Irishtown ; and an infantiry
barrack in St. Jobn's-square. There ig &l30 & naval
force in the lower part of the River Shannon at tke
preseat time, which would be of great value in case
of any sitempted movement, Limerick may bs con-
sidered the lowest point in & line of fortifeations in-
tended to command tho whole line of the River
Sbaooon, which divides the provinces of Leinster
and Munster from Connaught, The atrongest fort-
ress on the line of the Shannon is Atblone, which Las
slways been a military position of great importance,
-and has become more impnriant than ever in conge-
quence of the construction of the great line of rail.
way that runs across Ireland from Dublin to Galway,
aud croszes the shannon at Athlone, The castle of
Athlone which occupieaa spur or set-off from the
higher grounds on which the western wortion of the
town is built, was erected so long ego ag the reiga
of Kieg John, and was enlarged and strengthened in
the time of Elizabeth. The ancient keep igin the
centre of the court or area of the castle, and is used
a8 & barrack. The buildings which have been erect-
ed ou the platform next the lower side of the town
are occupied by the officers of the castle, the walls
of which,risiug above those that sustain the mouad,
addlog to their commanding appesrance upon tae
outer side. In other parts the plattorm is surrounded
with modern works mounted with cacnon go placed as
not ouly to command the approaches from the Cgn-
naught side, but to sweep the bridge across the Shan-
non. The military detences of the place, now all
upou the Connaughtside in addition to the castle,
coneist of advanced forts and redoubts outside the
town, so placed 88 to command the main approach
along the great road from Galway by Ballinasloe to
Athlone, The canul made to avoid the fords of the
Shannon adda lo the strength of the works, and the
bridges acrosa it are defended by palisades The
extengive bogs are sufficient protection to the works
alongside the river to the sonth, on the Gonnaught
side. On the north of the casile are the armoury,
which usually costains muskets for 15,000 men, with
barracka for infantry, cavalry, and artillery, ang the
neceagary stores, hoapitale, and parade-grounds, the
whole occnpying an area of 15 acres. Athlone is, in
fact, the strongest and mest importaat military posis
tion in the interior of Ireland, and has been the
scene of some of the greatest military events. Thers
seems to bz no doubr that the American~Irish con-
spirators have recently not onoly endeavoured to
obitaic plane of the fortifications of Athlune, but also
to corrapt the garrisonby large bribes, They may
have probably succeeded in the former attempt, but
not inthe latler. There is now railwsy communi-
cation in s few hours from - Athlone to- Dublin,
through Mullingar, where thers are also large bac-
racks for infuntry, and also in the opposite direction
te Galway, Oune of the latest pieces of intelligence
is that a military force has just been sent from
Athlone to Galway, where there have been no troops
for a considerable time, altbough there is & barrack
for infantry. A ship of war has also been placed in .
the bay, and other vessels in the prinoipsl bays along .
the coast, ruund to Lough Foyle 8nd approaches to
Loundonderry. There are scarcely any fortifications
in the North of Ireland except the old walls at Lon-
donderry and the old castle at Oarrickfergus. Ian

fucto legally the property of the inndlord, ucless the
tepant has a lense.

To this be answers that be bolds the land be-
cause without it hisfamily cannot live, and he would
give all be is worth to get a leaBe uta reasopabie
rent, but the laudlord refuses to give one, preferring
to have the discretiosary puwer of re-valuation, aund
of issuing €1 terrorem notices-to gnit. Itis on these
accounts that tbe poople, whether right or wrong,
regard the law of landlord and tenant in Irelznd as
essentially unju-t and oppreseive; zud, the slleged

‘There
vaay be disaffection as strong as ever, as general
‘®8 ever, bul recent events seem to have coo-
vinced the most disaflected, that without reve-
aues, without arms, witbout leaders, without mi-
tiary or political organisation, it would be madness
on therr part to appeal to arms against the giant
force of Great Britam. The reporfs of Ste-
rgben’s flight are now generally credited; and
~what seems to confirm them 15 that Mrs. Ste-

.. phens has taken her passage per steamer, for the
“Uhnited States. :

nouncing his arrival in-that:city.. The position
ot the British, Ministry oo ‘the Reform questien
is critical. Lord Grosvenor has given notice of
bis intention.to introduce an amendment, when
the secoud reading comes up, declaring 1t to.be
wexpedient to discuss the -Ministerral Bill, uatil
the House be in possession of all the -details of
the scheme contemplated by the Goveroment.

The dispute betwixt Prussia and Austria ss still
the cause of much anxiely i the political world ;
both countries are increasing their armaments,
and a war betwixt the two Powers is very im-
mioent. .

The proceedings of the Committee to examine
into, and report upon, late events in Jamaica
bave not yet fimshed their task; but a good
deal of evilence bas been publisbed, and many
important facts have been elicited, and are now
before the country. It may now be taken as
certain that the horrid massacre with which the
outbreak commenced, would, but for the prompt
and vigorous action of Gov. Eyre, have been
followed by a general 1surrection of the negro
population throughout the 1sland, and tbe murder
of all male whites. 1t seems equally certamn
that, in the suppression of the wsarrection, many
flegal acts were commtted by subordinates : and
though little or no reliance can be placed upon
negro testunony, though many things swora by
the niggers are uadoubtedly false, still there 1s
but too good reason to beheve that many crue]
acts were perpetrated against the black popula-

tion, even after all daoger of an insurrection was
over. Ramsay, the Provost Marshall, who is
pamed as the chief agent in these cruel acts, has
been arraignea on a charge of murder, and if one
balf of what 15 alleged against him he true, he
richly deserves the gallows. It may not how-
ever be true after all, and 1t would not be fair to

assume bis guilt,

I'ie Reverend Mr. Ryerson, as many ol our
Upper Canadians readers are aware, has been
« stumping™ the Province as our Yankee neigh-
bors style it; bolding Conventioas, and warinly
advocating the adoption of certain reforms in the
Schoo! system, to make it more thoroughly des-
polic over the consciences of the Catholic mino-
niy. .

Ot the reforms which be thus advocates the
most mmportant is that of compulsory attendance
st schoot during a certan preseribed portion of
the year ac least. This attendance the Rev.
Mir. Ryerson proposes, as we have before pointed
out, to enforce by means of pains and penalties
upoa refractery parents, in the shape of fies,
imprsonment, and penal servitude ; so some
years ago Acts of Parliament attempted to en-
force attendanre upon the services of the new
religion which Heory VIIL bad set up. In prin-
eiple the legislation of the Tulors and that pro-
pozed by the Rev. Mr, Ryerson are identical, so
little 15 the progress that we have really made in
einil and religlous hiberty since the sixteenth cen-
tury : or perhups better would it be to say—so
little difference is there at any time betwixt
monarchical,and democratic despotism.

The palmary argument by which the Rev. Mr.
Ryerson defends hus propesition is the silly com-
monplace, that— (e quote from a report of 2
speech by him made whilst advecaling bis views
in Otlawa at the School Convention beld in that
City on the 3rd ult., aod published in the Ottawa
Daily News of the 5th)—*ignorance is the

wother of vice” :—

¢ Many children are now being brought up in the
gchool of vice, acd are graduating ns thieves. The
rocords of our gaols and penitentiaries show that it
is from the ranks of the uneducated that our criminal
claes is chiefly recruited; and it is universally
admitted that ignorance is the mother of vite.”

The Reverend Mr. Ryerson must pardon us if
we differ from lim. It is not * universally ad-
mitted that sgnerance”—{meaning thereby secu-
lar ignorance, with which alone his schools can
combat ; tgnorance of the alphabet, the muliiph-
cation table, grammar and arithmetic)—*is the
mother of vice,” or has any conmneclion, imme-
diate or remote, with its contrary, that is to say
virtue or merality. It is a proposilion, iudeed’
often Jaid down by shallow sciolists, hy quaeks,
charlatans, and imperticent pretenders to a pro-

found and mtimale acquaintance with the social:

problems of the day ; but it 1s scouted by every
one who has any real information on the subject
and above all 1t is odious to the Christian whe
taking the Word of God Himself as lis guide,
holds to the doctrine that, not from an unculti-
vated intellect, not from an ill furnished head,
but from a depraved and vitiated wil, and from
a corrupt heart, proceed all vices, ¢ el thoughts,
murders, adulteries, formcations, thefls, false
witnesses, blasphemies.”  St. Matt. XV. 19.
But the only education that it is possible to give
in a State establisbed school {from which all reh-
gious mstruction 1s uecessarily bamshed, leaves
the root of the evil untouched, since 1t 1s ad-
dressed exclusively to the intellectual, instead of
to the moral faculties. But vice is essentially a
moral not an intellectual disease or defect; and
to propose Lo cure 1t by the exhibition of remedies
addressed exclusively to the intellectual organs
or factlties, s as rational a procedure as it would
be to attempt to set a broke leg, by the applica-
tion of a bread poultice to the pit of the patient’s
stozach. = ,

All that mere secular education can effect, is

‘Penitentiary, or convict ship.

to determine the direction in which the’ unera:.
dicated vicious propensities of its subject shall

‘mapifést themselves, and to divert them from
.ane chaonel 1ato another. The uneducated vicious
person will display his'propensities lowards theft,

o the picking of packets,sa burglaries,-and gar-

1otte robberies : the same man, if an-adept 1 se-
cular learning, would accomplish his ends by means
of forgeries,- gigantic frauds, and ‘systematic
swiadling, feats requiring more address, but less
physical torce. There is just the difference be-
twixt the educated and the uneducated thief,
that there.1s betwixt the skilled and the unskilled
workman, betwixt the mechanic and tue day la-
borer, betwixt the architect, and the drudge who
carries the hod, And it there be any truth in
the aphorism that « knowlege is power,” we con-
tend that society is no gainer, but a loser, by any
system of mere secular education; because the
educated vicious man is 1 virtue of his knowledge
more powerful, and therefore more dangerous
thaa is his 1gnorant or uneducated brother cri-
mioal. The only education that can be of any
the slightest use to Society as a protection
against vice,1s a moral education. But as all
morality is based, not upon the ideas of expe-
diency or of mights, but of duty and of right, a
moral education must have God, without Whom
there can be neither :ights nor duties, for its
basis. In other words 1t mus! be grounded upon,
positive religion, or the relations which exist be-
twixt God, Creator, Liord, Masier, and Lawgiver,
and man, creature, servant and subject, These
relations we can learn ooly from Revelation.

So without God there can be no morality
without religious instruction no Geod; and 1t s
the boast, indeed, of our common schools that
they are Godless—that in them there is no place
for religion. How theo we ask can * duties” be
tauzht or inculcated io such schools? What
can snch places of education do to purge the
corrupt heart of the vicions pupil of ils perilous
stuff? and haow if the heart, from wheace proceeds
all vice, be lett unchanged, can virtue or morality
be the product of an instruction such as secular
schools can impart ?

1t ss true that trom the uneducated classes a
majority of the criminal class 13 recrmted—
but thus is due to two causes. First, the poorer,
which is also the uneducated class, 1s more
wumerous Lhan is the richer class of society ; aad
were the two classes to furnish only in proportion
to their pumbers, it 14 ewident that the former
would still furnish the greater proportion of erim-
inals. Secondly, as the uneducated class is the
poorer class of society, the pressure on the means
of subsistence of its members 1s greater, and there-
fore, the temptation to commit a class ot offences
agamnst property, of which the law takes cogniz-
ance, s also greater. So also philosophers of the
Rer. Mr., Ryersop class may note down the
phenorsena that our eriminal population 15 maraly
recruited {rom those who are badly dressed, and
seldom take wize at their repasts ; from whecce,
by a rapid process of induction, they may leap to
the conclusion that a ragged pair of trousers is
the ¢ mother of vice,”” and scarcity of good claret
its grandmother. Such logic would be at least
as good as that of our reverend Superiatendent
of Tducation.

The aoswer to it, however, is this: that the
noorer classes of society furnish the greater num-
ber of criminals, not because they are ignorant of
syntax, aud the comcords, and are strangers to
the binomial theorem : but because, having re-
ceived but a scanly religiows education, they are
deficieat 0 those moral restraints upon their
passions, acd- anmumal appetites, which the Grace
of God alone can give, and which we shall in
vain attempt to supplement by grammar, or by
algebra, or by irigonometry whether plane or
spberieal.

Vice often may be the mother of ignorance,
and this 1s the only relatiosship 11 which the two
can ever stand to one another. The Rev. Mr-
Ryerson puts, as the saying 1s, the cart before
the horse; that which is the consequence be
takes as the cause: and that winch 1s cause, he
mistakes for eflect. [t often does happen, in
fact, that wicious children are uneducated ; but
they are uneducated because they are too vicious
to learn ; too lazy, too fond of crimisal indulg-
ence, too much the slaves of their appetites ; to
gratify which by the means which most imme-
diately present themselves, they abandon them-
selves to a career of crime. Aund yet we doubt
whether it be true that, in proportion to ther
pumbers, the poorer and uneducated classes
furmsh a greater, or even so great a number of
crnmnals, as do the wealthier and so-called
educated classes ; whilst we have no doubt that
the injury done to society by one educated
criminal, by one frandulent bankrupt, is a hundred
fold greater than that inflicted by any hundred
jguorant criminals taken at random from the
We can tell the
pumber of victims of the garotter ; but who shail
enumerale the wide spread ruin, the agonies to
thousands, that one well devised forgery may
cause 1o & commuaity ? ,

- But we are not abandoned to theory alone in
this matter of the relatignship of ignorance to vice,
and of secular education to morality, - We have

facts, bard facts such as a Gradgriod lovelp, and

their logic is incontrovertible. We quote from
Alison’s well knowa Hustory of Europe. ‘

““Prussia is of all European countries that in
which secular educatioz has made greatest pro-
gress amongst the masses of the people ; in which
in proportion to the pﬁpulahon there Is the greatest
number qchhnolé; andin which the propostion also
of these who have received a fair secular educa-
tion in also the greatest. And we will not say
i consequence, but, in spite of this, Prussia ia
the words of Alison ¢ though one of the most
highly educated couatries of Europe, is at the
same tin.e one of the most criminal.” Again we

quote from the same author.

In Prussia where the proportion of persons at
sehool, to the entire population was 1 in 7, the pro-
yortion of crime o the inhabitants was twelve. times
grea'er than in France, where it was 1in 23. This
startlivg fact ooinoides closely with what had been
experienced in Franoe itself, where the proportion of
convictiond to the inbabitants jg as 1 to 7T285; and
it han been found that without one single exception in
the whole Rightylfour departments, the amount of
crime is in the inverse ratio of the number of :person
receiving instraction. ‘

Or, without crossing the Atlantic, we might
find abundant facts bearing upon the case before
us, 10 the relative criminality of Lower Canada
and that of the U, States, It cannot be demed
that secular education 18 more general in the
latter than in the fermer: but 1t 1s at least
equally certan that, in proportion to thew re-
spective numbers, the crimnality of the Yankees
18 far in excess of that of the Lower Canadians.
Tlis, though 1t does not show secular edacation
to be the mother of vice, shows conclusively that
vice or immorality, does not stand to the waut of
secular education, in the relation of effect to
cause : and therefore shows conclusively that tke
Rev. Mr. Ryerson’s plea for enforcing secular
education by means of pains and penallies is des-
titute of foundation in fact.

Dowx wite THE PRiEsTs. — We have al-
ways insisted that the most striking and the
most painful features of the Fenian movement,
copsidered as an Irish movement, were its essential
antagonism to the Catholic Church, and its hos-
tility to priests and Bishops. This feature
is common to all revolutionary movemeatss
and is conclusive as to their common parentage
for this stroag family resemblance betwixt French
Jacobinism, Italian Carbogari-ism, and Fenianism
cannot be ¢eemed the result of an accident, any
mare than we can deem the likeness hetwixg
chuldren of the same womb ap accident. Iiisa
law of nature, a condition of their being ; and by
it we are forlunately enabled in the case of sl|
revolutionary societies, to conclude with mfalli-
ble certainly to their Satanic origin—so closely
do they all resemble one another, and, also, their
common parent.

Nor is it from the enemies of the revolution-
ary societies that we learn to mark their hostility
to the Catholic Church, and the Clergy, as their
most striking feature. i is the boast of their
friends, and they pownt ta 1t with pnide, insisting
strongly upon it as their chief beauty, Thus
the Dublin correspondence of the frish Pesple,
the Fenian organ published at New York, and
uuder date of the 10l wult., we find the writer
boastfully aud earnestly ipsisting upon this
point :—

t Tie most striking faature of the Fenian move.
ment is the entire absence of clerical influence. —
Eighteen years ago" — thal is to say whilst the old
facth, Lhe faith of Si. Patricl, was strong in Ireland —
‘what a priest said was law; to day his praise or
censure of any political move is equally derided.—
Clerical influance in p>litics ia for ever gone, and is
ope healthy sign thai Fenians mean work —Irish
People, March 31st.

If true, this 15 a sign that apostacy has made
fearful havoe 1n the land once catled the ¢ land
ot Saints,” the land of martyrs ; whose children
have made theic country famous in the eyes of
the world, and dear to all Catholic hearts by
thewr fidelity to Popery, and their constaney in
suffering for the saxe of the Catbolic IMaith. But
a blight, a moral blight, far worse than the pota-
toe blight, bas, according to the boasts of the
Fenian leaders, settled upon the land ; and the
influence of the clergy upon the people, we are
told, 1s for ever gone, when that influence is ex.
erted against secret societies, and illegal political
organisations, *"Uis the old story. Always, and
everywhere, the silly cry that there is no con-
nection betwixt religion and politics, or in ather
words, betwixt faith and practice, bas character-
ised the party of the Revolution. Il s the cr
of Belgian wfidels, of Italian Carbonar, of
Canadian Rouges, as well as of Irish Fenians;
’is the confession of faith of Gavazzi, of
Mazzini and of Garibaldi, as well as that of
Stepbens, and Luby, and O’Mahony—to be {ol-
lowed shortly and inevitably, by its logical coral.
lary, the cry of & Ecragez l’infame.”

The cry that tie priest, the mimster of reli-
gion, should have no influence in politics, is but
another mode of enuntiating the proposition, that
revealed religion should have no influence over a
maxn’s political actions ; a very convenient maximn
to those, no doubt, who intend to throw off, and
violate all the laws of poliical morality, and who
from their political system bave eliminated the
idea of “right” snd * wrong ;” but a proposi-
tion abhorrent to all who ‘believe in revealed re-
higion, and who recognise that revelation as their
rule of conduct m every action of-life, whether

 public or private ; to'all who adifat Viai #e wbe Just

day; they. will have to.-account to. the Great
Jucge for all deeds donein the flesh, and who
are sufficiently intelligent to perceive that, if (lie
po‘htnvcxgn be. vcy!\amned,' the private citizen will
"bardiy be'saved, ' To-assert that ihe priest-Zthat
is to say revealed religion. personified -and spJea‘k.
ing by the mouth of ber minister—should have no
influence in the public or political affairs "of this
waorld, is to preclaim political Atheisw ; to deny
and renounce God as Supreme ruler of the
umverse ; and to this depth of moral acd inteliect -
ual degradation, the Fenians, according ta their
.avowed organ, bave, mm company with the re-
volutionists and infidels of Continental Europe, at
last suak, dragging the once Catholic people of
Ireland with them. '

~ We do not; we will not as yet believe 1t, It
may be true that the poison of Yankee principles,
and the doctrine of the Swaddlers have infected
many ; it may be true that Ireland is no longer
what she was some quarter of a century ago ;
that apostacy bas made fearful havoc mn some
quarters: and that she no longer stands glori-
ously promineot as thie most truly Catholic coun-
try mn Europe, the Abdiel of pations, faitbful,
tousd, among the faitbless. Vet in spite of a
great defectior, in spite of the demoralising in-
fluences of Yankee Jacobinism, we believe that
the writer in the fris)y People has grossly exag-
gerated the falling away, bas much maligned the
Catholic people of Ireland. There are yet, we
would fain believe thousands, aud tens of thou-
sands who bave not bowed, who never will bow
the knee to the revolulionary Baal; and who
still faitbful to their God ard to their Church,ai e
as yet uncontaminated by the moral leprosy of L.
beralism. These, who wiil not Jore their coun-
try less, because they love their Church still
more ; and who know how, as Christians, to
subordinate ther sestiments of nationality to their
duties as Catholics, are the men who are the
destined regenerators of Ireland ; and not the
noisy revolutiomists and 1ufidels whose boast it is
that they bold the praises and the censures of the
Catholic priest equally m derision.

cal Titles Bill, m their owo country, The
Clacago Tribune, a staunch Protestant organ,
aod a great advocate of the cause of the North-
ern ver. the Southern States, devotes a long
editorial to the subject ; in whichit lays down as
a rule to be acted upon, trat, the fruits of the
victory won by Northern democracy over the
liberties of the South, would be in a great mea-
Sure lost, were the liberties of the Catholic
Church to be respected. Tt says:—

“Niw the new era nupun which this conntry is
entering since the prostration of the rebel army,
would fail in oue of jts mest serious reforms, if
American Catholics were not to be emancipated from
their subjection to the Pope of Rome, as fur a3 the
election of the priests are concerned, who preside
over Americac Oatholic dioceses and preach to
American congregations, The nomination of Biahop
Lynch ot South Carolina, as Cardinsl, and conse-
quently &8 Priuce of the American Catholic churches
affords a striking illustration of the bancful influence
of this unseemly tmperium in imperio which the Pope
of Rome continues to exercise in the American
Republic.'— Ckicago Tribune.

Putinto plain Englsh, and the cant left out,

‘cution of-ihe laity, and the forcible appropriation
ol all ecelesiastical buildings such as churches
and chapels;l and which are at present held as
private property. 'Te some such measure, the
party now in power may very likely have re-
souce ; aud laws diserimiating betwixt Catholics
and Protestants, to the dizadvantage of the latter,
such as have already been enacted iv the State of
Missouri, may perhaps become general through-
.out the States, Piece by piece,.an entire Pensl
Code will thus be built up, and we may see re-
enacted on this Continent, Statutes of Pramu-

house on the road of persecutios, as the totally
inoperative Ecclesiastical Titles Bill i England
plaly shows;.no middle ground tepable, be-
twixt non-interference with the Church on the
part ot the State, and absolute prohibition undef
the most savage penalties, of the exercise of
religion. The Supremacy of the Pope in the
United States, as 1n England, is a purely spiritual
supremacy ; its claims can be enforced only 1n
the Court of Conscience; and therelore only by
suppressing that tribunal entirely, w so far aa
Catbolics are concerned, can those claims be
disallowed, and that supremacy be put dowa.

‘We have to acknowledge the receipt from the
Chief of Police, of the Ausual Report for the
City of Montreal. It presents nothing new, or
very striking. Ouly one paragraph, as dlustra-
tive of the effects of the Licensing system upon
unlicensed groggeries, 15 worthy of considera-
tion ; and teaches a valuable lesson to those sim-
ple-minded but well meaning persons, who dream
on, in their mutton like innocence, that the sale
of spirits, and that drunkenness can be diminished
by diminishing the number of Licences tssued to
retatl dealers.

Of the extreme silliness of this view we have,
we say, complete and conclusive evidence in the
Report before us; from which it appears thats
whereas 1 1864 there were in Moatreal 290
licensed, against 250 unlicensed, grog-shops, or
540 in all—in 1865 there were 326 of the
former, against 2215 of the latter, or 541 in all
thus showing an increase of 36 licensed, and a
corresponding decrease of exaclly 35 unlicensed,
grog-shops — the total pumber of groggeries
bowever, remaining the same—540 w 1864
against 541 in 18065.

What clearer prao! could be desired than this
of the truth of the proposition, that licensed and
anlicensed grog-shops always do stand, and al.
ways must stand,—the craving or demand for
liquor amengst the populalion remawming the
samme—in an inverse ratio to one aaother ; that
as the first dimimish, the others to the same ex-
tent increase; and that consequently the only
effect of diminishing the number of lcensed
.grog-shaps is to increase, aod 1w exactly the
same quaatity, the number of unlicensed grog-
eries,

Trr Kipxarping Case. — Owmg to the
death ot the late Mr. O'Leary, the gents mn this

One gentlemaa, a Dr. Lee, proposed
Easter Sunday as an appropriate fast day, that
day being observed by Romamists as the special
festival of Our Lord’s Resurrection : another
gentleman, with better taste, suggested Friday
the 30th ult., or Good Friday, as more appro-
priate, seeing that the anniversary of Our Lord’s
bitter passion upon the cross is ohserved asa
fast day by most Christians. This proposition,
however, as might bave been expected, called
forth a perfect storm of indignation from the
zealots of the Presbyterian party. These con-
sidered that, as it was, there was a great deal
too much nchnation to follow the usages of
Episcopalians and Papists in the matter of fast
days ; and that, bad as was the rinderpest, the
observance of Good Friday as a fast would have
the tendency to encourage in Presbyteran Scot-
land a superstitious cttachment to those days,
and this would * result in a worse state ot things
than any cattle plague which had ever visited-
this, or any other country.” The proposition
therefore to name Good Friday as a fast day was
repudiated by the Assembly, lest some fearful
tuing should befali the faith and morals of
Puritans.

The Paortuguere
Government . besitated to comply with this de-

mand.
ITALY.

Pizpuont. —Italy, baving extanated all other re-
sources, from the plunder of the Church to the exces-
sive taxation of the laity, in order to carry oo the
Government, j3 cbliged, as = last shift, to full back
upor the charity of the nstion, The Tumes' Florence
correspondent is good enough to say that the pro-
ject of & nationsl subscription an alarge scale to
nsgist the Exchequer in ite difficulties, is being ac-
tively stimulated by :he press and many influential
persoos. A number of persous have annaunced their
adhesion to the Consorzio Nazionale and their sab-
scriptions for coagiderable sums. Count Areae, the
well known senator, has put down his name for the
magnificent sum of 100,000f,, ‘as gift or loan, as shall
be ultimately decided.’” It is chvioua that if aoy
serious result is 10 ensue from a scheme which wnost
persons persist in viewing aa chimerieal, it must be
because people cootribute in proportion 1o their for-
tunes—take from their capital, I mean, and not from
their incomes.

The Fiorence correspondent of the Post is not quite
30 sanguine. He maintains that ' it is not to be sup-
posed, however, that ths resources of Italy will do
more than in some measure restore credit. The real
promising Feature of the future is the proposed reduc-
lion of expenditure, Many Italians of weight and
itfluence have long desired to aee the national finan-
ces of Italy taken out of the hands of Rothschilds, a
house which, although ever loyat to the engagements
it has made, possesses, it is asserted, an slmoat dic-
tatorial, pernicious infiuence. Although the Italians
are heavily taxed salready, I think there is enough
patriotiam left in the peinsula to respund to further
calls, provided the Goverrment can ghow that the
fingpcial situation of the nation will ba ultimately
extricated from its diflicuities by the messnres they
may projose.

The task of collecting the alms has been ent.usted

to a central cnmmittee, which eits at Tarin,
. Toe Popolo d'liulia, of tbe 11th, furnishes the
judicial documen!s relating to a borrible case of tor-
wire to obtain evidenco on trial of Signor Giacinto
Lenti, accused of coonivance with Reaction, A
witness, one Genunero Petrscerro af Torrecuso, aged
26, was canstrained by tortura to make depositions
in this case.

Gaining ground in every quarter, firat whispered
anod pext{ nervously proclaimed doring the past
twelve montbs, the impression thatthe new King,
dom of Italy would no: be capable of psyisg ita way
much longer, i3 now coofirmed ag a positive teuth by
ovents that are iaking placs st Florence and Turin.
Scialeja with all the suspicious zeal of new rdherents
to ap ohject, thought, when accepting the portfolic
of Fioance, that the necesaities of the country could
be met by ite resources. He also seems to have
thought that if an original policy were required of
of him, the bulk of that policy would consistin re-
pairing end avoiding the errors of his predecessors.
A few months, & ghort span in the life of & minister,
bave been enough to undeceive him. ‘Pare and
prune as he may, expenditure outrune income in an
invariably dieproportionaie ratio. The Churehk pro-
perty has heen secularised, ns tke cant runs, ‘For
the benefit of the State; ' taxation bas becomes so
oppressive and burthensome that to add io its weight
would be equivalent to exciting n reaction in the
shape of a revolution ; creditors are urgent and im-
portubate, and are forced to lieten to the reiterated
assurance that thers i3 not wherewith to satisfy
them. In thiz dilemma, the Minister and his col-
leagnes heve thought of an appeal to the very apirit
of charity, againa; which the bitterest egarcacms of
revolutionists were levelled in their day uof transi-
tory exultation, We have been long accuitomed to
hear the Pope sneered at becavse of being occasion-
ally abliged to avail himself of the benevolence of
the Faithtul throughout the world. The fact that he
doeg avail himself of this spontaneous generogity has
been quoted, ‘ad oauseam’ a8 a proof of poverty,
which poverty ia regarded ne the regult of misga-
vernment and consequent unpopularity. It mast go
bard with Lemarmora and bis colleagues, when they
ars compelled to rattle the begging-box, in the ears
of a ransomed people, and play the mendicant where
it is po longer safe to play the oppressor. Butso it
is ; Italy, young and old, is iovited to ‘a great act
of sacrifice,; 1he “supplyiog cash to the National
Ezchequer. The King hes gone a good way towarda
gunranteeing the payment of hia civil list, by put-
ling dowrn b name for a stupendous sum. Gene-
rala; officers, judges, magistrates, shop-keepers, and
lazzaroni follow his example. Oan anyone have
the melancholy madoess to doupt that a glorious
future i3 in store for Italy.— Tuablet.
