An Act to prohibit the sale of Intoxicating Liquors on or
near the line of Public Works in this Province.

W IIEREAS it is desirable to .estrain the sale and use of intoxicating Preamble.
Liquors in the neighborhood of Public Works where large bodies of

men are necessarily gathered together: Be it therefore enacted by the

Upon judgment of affirmnance of any appeal, and for any other pro-
