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INTRODUCTION.

The systematic organization of a federal collection of 
Archives was begun in 1872. Before that time there had been 
some individual attempts to gather in France or in England 
documents relating to the early days of our history ; but the lack 
of uniformity in research and of centralization afterwards, 
rendered these pioneer efforts of little value.

As few in Canada were aware that documents were being 
copied in the Archives of London and Paris, it could scarcely 
be expected that deep interest would be manifested in the work. 
Few had the good fortune to know that in 1852 Mr. Fairbault 
had brought from France a collection of historical manuscripts 
taken from authentic sources, and that in the Library of Par­
liament these documents were open for public reference. Few 
too were aware that we possessed a collection of old maps copied 
at the Dépôt des Fortifications of France as early as 1854, or 
that in the various departments of the service in Ottawa were 
documents of which the importance was unsuspected and even 
the existence unknown. Even the old records of Quebec and 
Nova Scotia *had scarcely been drawn upon by the writer of 
history.

The reports published by Dr Brymncr, the first federal 
Archivist, came as a revelation. These were begun in 1872, 
as supplements to the reports of the Minister of Agriculture. 
Since that time the public has come to know the wealth of 
historical materials in our possession and to realize the impor­
tance of securing copies of all documents relating to Canada 
in the Archives of Europe. The researches undertaken by Dr 
Brymner both in our own country and in England, and the ex­
tended inquiries instituted in France by the Abbé Verreau and 
followed up by Messrs. Marmette and Richard, have laid the

foundation for one of the best collections of historical manu­
scripts to be found in America.

The decision of the government to centralize at the federal 
Archives all the documents prior to 1867 which had remained 
scattered throughout the different departments has brought to 
completion the work undertaken by these worthy pioneers. The 
great project begun in 1872 and pursued without interruption 
for thirty-six years, reached its consummation when the Hon. 
Mr. Fisher, Minister of Agriculture, brought about the erection 
of the stately Archives building in the Capital of the Domin­
ion for the preservation from fire or loss, of the thousands of 
volumes of manuscripts assembled here with so much care, and 
consulted by historians and students in all parts of the world.

It is not within our province to speak of the services the 
Archives Branch has already rendered, or is called upon to 
render ; but one has only to review the works of history pub­
lished in this country during the last thirty years, to prove that 
methods of research are better and sounder and that authors 
who have a thought for their reputation no longer write with­
out drawing upon the manuscript sources of history of which 
they can now so easily avail themselves.

The annual reports of the Archives Branch were published 
from the year 1872 to 188^ ^s supplements to the reports of 
the Minister of Agriculture. In 1882 'a separate and distinct 
volume was published with a pagination of its own. A com­
plete collection of these reports is to be found in the Sessional 
Papers published year by year af Ottawa.

There is a first series of eleven volumes comprising the years 
1872, 1873, 1874, 1875, 1876, 1877, 1878, 1879, 1880, l«8*r 
188%, A second series issued as a separate publication and in­
cluded in the Sessional Papers comprises the years/1883, 1884, 
1885, 1886, 1887, 1888, 1889, 1890, 1891, 1892, 1893, 1894, 
1895, 1896, 1897, 1898, 1899,1900, 1901, 1902, 1903, 1904, 
1905. There is a volume for each year with the-exeeption of 
1899, when- a supplement was-iesued and for the year 1905,
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whoa two volumes were "published. A collection of documents 
relating to the Constitutional History of Canada selected by 
Adam Shortt and A. G. Doughty, was published in 1907. 
During the years 1906,^1907 and llift^tliere was no separate 
report issued by the Archives Branch, but an account of the 
work of the Branch for each year is to be found in the annual 
report of the Minister of Agriculture.

In order to ascertain what has been accomplished by the 
Archives Branch from the year 1872 to 1908 it is necessary to 
consult the following reports :

(a) The first series 1872-188(5, eleven volumes.
(b) The second series 1881-1905, twenty-si^ volume^) and' 

the annual reports of the minister from 1872 to 1908, in which 
there are important observations on the Archives, making a 
total of 74 separate publications.

How many are there, even among close students of history, 
who have preserved a complete set of the reports ?

It is true that the collections may be found on the shelves 
of the Library of Parliament ; in the legislatures of the pro­
vinces and in several public institutions ; but, bound up as they 
are with the Sessional Papers they are difficult of access and 
an index is necessary to enable one to consult them. We have 
therefore thought it desirable to summarize in the present work, 
the valuable information contained in the numerous volumes.

Inquirers, students and writers will find in the pages which 
follow, the exact title of each of the volumes relating to the 
Canadian Archives from 1872 to 1908 with the precise indica­
tion of the volume of Sessional Papers in which they are con­
tained and the page of the minister’s report referring to the 
work carried on by the Branch. A brief analysis is given 
clearly indicating in a few words the contents of each volume.

The nature of the reports varies. They contain an account 
of the researches undertaken in Canada, in each of the pro­
vinces, and of the investigation made in the great depositories

à ¥ 
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of Archives in England and in France. Remarks are made 
on the organization of Archives in other countries and of the 
methods of classification and preservation.

It has been found impossible within thirty-seven years with 
the appropriation at the disposal of the Branch to copy or to 
concentrate all the documents. It should be borne in mind 
that this mass of documents is scattered in thousands of files 
that do not always refer solely to the colony of Canada. Some­
times the documents are found in the Department of Foreign 
Affairs and deal with matters relating to commerce, naviga­
tion, the army, finance and Indians. Other papers are found 
in the colonial depositories and state libraries and museums.

The first step was to discover the location of the documents 
and then to select those relating to Canada for transcription. 
The process of selection and copying is slow as the whole work 
must be executed under the direction of experienced men.

In making transcripts of original documents for the Archives, 
it is imperative that the copies should be carefully examined 
and certified, if reliance is to be placed upon them. This work 
cannot therefore be entrusted to inexperienced hands. The 
government has decided that in the future, research, transcrip­
tion and collation shall be left only to experts in order that the 
public may rely with confidence upon the copies deposited in 
the Archives. If, therefore, the Canadian Archives does not 
at present contain transcriptions of all the documents indicated 
in the reports there are, however, references in the volumes 
published during the last thirty-seven years to the places where 
they are located, and thus the papers are available to investi­
gators.

The reports not only indicate the source, but also give a fair 
synopsis of the documents already copied, or to be copied, in 
the Archives of England or France. In order to appreciate the 
value of this early work it is necessary to consult the sum­
maries prepared by Messrs. Verreau, Marmette and Richard 
on the French Archives, at the Department of Foreign Affairs,
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the Colonial Department, the National Archives, the Biblio­
thèque Nationale, the Mazarine Library, the Libraries of the 
Institute, the Arsenal, and of Ste Geneviève,* and the calen­
dars commenced by Dr Brymner and continued by the Branch 
in the principal centres in London, the Public Record Office, 
War Office and the Tower of London.

In addition to the information before mentioned the reports 
of the Archivist contain the complete text of numerous docu­
ments bearing upon special subjects with comments and ap­
propriate notes. Thus for example the following questions 
have been dealt with:—The establishment of Cape Breton, 
exploration and commerce in the West, the settlement of the 
Loyalists in Canada, intercourse with the United States and 
Canada after the Treaty of 1783, negotiations with the State 
of Vermont, the French nobility who remained within the 
Colony after 1760, inland navigation, Chambly, Sault Ste 
Marie and Welland canals ; War with France in 1790 and the 
designs of France on Canada during the revolutionary period, 
the settlement of the French Royalists in Upper Canada, Ad­
ministration of Justice, Marriage Laws in Upper Canada, the 
Constitutional Act of 1791, Clergy Reserves, Indian Lands, 
anticipation of the War of 1812, Roman Catholic Church in 
Upper Canada, the Indians of Grand River, proposed Union 
of Upper and Lower Canada in 1822, Naturalization, Land 
Companies in Canada, Education, Immigration, Banking and 
Currency. In the report of 1904 were published instructions 
to the Governors ; documents relating to the war of 1775-76, 
a list of the officers and men killed in 1837-38, documents re­
lating to Bigot, Vergor and Villeray, a description of Nova 
Scotia in 1761, a letter from Father Ignace on Acadian Mis­
sions, Canadian Archives in 1787. The reports also contain 
a list of books, pamphlets, manuscripts and papers deposited in 
the Archives.

The report for 1905 includes the Instructions to Governors 
from 1791-1839, the Imperial Orders in Council relating to
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land grants in Prince Edward Island in 1767, a list of maps 
and plans deposited in the Dépôt des Fortifications, Paris; a 
list of manuscripts relating to Canada in the Bibliothèque 
ISTationale, letters of Vaudreuil, Lévis and Dumas, 1760; 
memorandum by Pellegrin on navigation in Canada, the Jour­
nal of L’Inflexible and Le Formidable in 1757, Genealogy of 
the families of La Beauce, the Island of Orleans and of Aca­
dian families, a census of Acadia, 1671 and 1752. The volume 
published in 1907 contains a collection of papers bearing upon 
the Constitutional History of Canada, 1759-1791.

Without perusing all the reports published since 1872 it is 
impossible to form an estimate of the value of the documents 
that are now assembled in the Archives, or of those that 
have been summarized in England or France or published in 
full as notes or appendices. It is only since 1904 that the 
volumes of the Archives have been supplied with a table of 
contents and an index, although the office has been in existence 
37 years, so that if one desired to ascertain what had been done 
in the Archives of France by Verreau, Marmette or Bichard, it 
would be necessary to consult the reports for the years 1874, \ 
1883, 1885, 1886, 1887, 1899, 1904 and 1905.

To form an idea of the research undertaken by Brymner 
in the Archives of Great Britain, many volumes must be con­
sulted, as calendars were published from time to time during 
the progress of the work. Ta^e fpr example the summary of 
the Haldimand collection of 207 volumes. To examine the 
complete calendar of these papers it is necessary to refer to the 
reports of 1884, 1885, 1886, 188^and'4888/^ A similar method 
was employed in dealing with the collection known as the State 
Papers. ^~The documents relating to Lower Canada were pub­
lished one year, followed the next year by papers of Upper 
Canada./ In order therefore to find the official correspondency

The report for 1894 is devoted to documents concerning 
Nova Scotia, and the volume for 1895 deals with New Bruns­
wick, Prince Edward Island, Cape Breton and the Hudson’s 
Bay. |In the report for 1896, the State Papers of Lower Can- 

' ada from 1813 to 1818 are calendared and continued as far as 
the year 1838 in the volumes for 1897, 1898, 1899, 1900, 1901 
and 1902, Papers of a later date relating to Lower Canada 
have been transcribed in England and are now in the Archives, 
but no calendars have yet been q>repared. During the later 
years of Dr. Brymner’s life the rapid accumulation of docu­
ments in the Archives prevented the publication of the calen­
dars as the material was received. Moreover, the demands of 
inquirers for information concerning the sources of history 
became a tax upon the small staff of the Branch. But the 
enumeration given above is sufficient to prove the utility of 
condensing the sources of information calendared in the reports 
from 1872 to 1908 into a brief summary, which with the index 
will enable the inquirer to find at a glance the material 
scattered through so many volumes.

With the publication of this volume the first period of the 
organization of the Archives ends.

The accumulation of documents in the new building result­
ing from the removal of records from various departments of 
the government, and the mass of papers which have been trans­
cribed in Europe, has increased the number of volumes on our 
shelves from 3,155 in 1904 to over 15,000 at the present time. 
During 37 years, less than 3,000 volumes were calendared. It 
can therefore be readily understood that many years must 
elapse before the complete collection could be treated in a 
similar manner. This work cannot be proceeded with until 
an intelligent classification has been made in chronological 
order according to the subject matter of the documents.

Our history is divided into several clearly defined periods. 
The two principal divisions are the French régime and the 
English régime.

It is needless at the moment to give details of the subdivi­
sions that fall under these two heads. The Historical Manu­
scripts’ Commission created by the Hon. Mr. Fisher is deal­
ing with the question and a preliminary classification has been 
commenced. Whilst the re-organization of the Archives Branch 
is being carried out upon a systematic plan, the important tasks 
of research and transcription in Europe cannot be overlooked. 
Special efforts, in fact, will be put forth to secure copies of all 
important papers bearing upon our history before the lapse 
of time, fire or other agencies have placed them beyond our 
reach.

The two operations, re-organization and research, have been 
carried on simultaneously with diligence. Attention will also 
be directed towards the improvement of our facilities abroad.

In order to increase the usefulness of the Archives and to 
render the vast mass of valuable material accessible to the 
public, an inventory of the collections of manuscripts is being 
prepared for publication. The inventory will be sufficiently 
descriptive and with the proper arrangement of documents 
will facilitate research until such time as a general index and 
catalogue are complete.

Each year an account of the transactions of the Archives, 
which is a branch of the Department of Agriculture, will be 
found in the Annual Report of the Minister; but it has been 
decided that all matter concerning history shall henceforth be 
published in the form of bulletins. These publications may 
include documents relating to a given period, special subjects, 
journals and explorations, memoirs or correspondence.

The Bulletins will be published by direction of the Minister 
under the supervision of the Archivist. Special attention will 
be given by the Archives Branch to the reproduction of exact 
texts ; but when notes are required or an introduction desirable 
the matter will be entrusted to responsible editors having a 
special knowledge of the subject matter. The function of the 
editor, however, is not to interpret the documents but to throw
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such light upon them as will enable the student as far as possi­
ble to understand both sides of the question. During the present 
year several bulletins will be published, including a collection 
of documents relating to Cabot, edited by Mr. H. P. Biggar,;/

The sketch of 'the system of keeping public records in Great 
Britain is founded upon the various reports of the Select Com­
mittees of the House of Commons from 1800 to 1837, and upon 
the reports of the Royal Commission on Historical Manuscripts 
constituted in 1869. The steps which led to the Act (1 and 2 
Viet., cap. 94) for the keeping of Public Records and to the 
foundation of the Record Office in Chancery Lane in 1850, are 
traced with various references to current conditions in Canada
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to which similar measures could be applied. A further note is 
made of the methods employed in the Register House, Edin­
burgh, from the early seventeenth century to the present time.

A general report is submitted, with reference to material 
available at Ottawa, but emphasizing at the same time its in­
completeness. Mr. Brymner suggests a joint committee of both 
Houses to ‘ take up the whole subject.’

A general report upon the progress made in acquiring and 
classifying materials for the Archives and upon the measures 
necessary to render them more easily available ; together with 
four notes, summarizing various documents and reports for pub­
lic use, and a supplemented catalogue of manuscript and printed 
documents in possession of the Archives.

The general report alludes to the acquisition from the Gov­
ernments of Ontario and Quebec of public documents since Con­
federation, and to valuable gifts from the Master of the Rolls, 
London, of the Report of the Historical Manuscripts Commis­
sion, Reports of the Deputy Keeper of Records, 1840-1882 
(43 volumes), and three volumes of the Calendars of the Colo­
nial series of State Papers (two others of which had been 
obtained in 1881).

The work of copying in the British Museum had resulted in 
the transcription of 144 volumes of the Haldimand Papers and 
17 volumes of the Bouquet Collection, all of which with the ex­
ception of those but recently received, had been calendared. 
Work upon the transcription of other documents in the British 
Museum was still in progress.

The proper classification and arrangement of Public Ar­
chives could be executed only when permanent accommodation 
could be granted for a systematic grouping of the various docu­
ments according to Provinces, subjects and periods. In the 
crowded state of the Department there were no means of ren­
dering important papers easily accessible for reference. There 
should be at the seat of the Federal Government a general col­
lection of historical documents sufficiently complete to supply 
materials for any general investigation upon the history of 
British North America ; the Provincial Governments should
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also be urged to ensure the preservation of documents of a 
strictly provincial nature, and to keep the Central Archives well 
informed upon the materials in their possession in order to 
facilitate to the utmost the work of historical research.

Report on Canadian Archives by Douglas Brymner, Archivist, 
Appendix to Report of the Minister of Agriculture.

A general report submitting as usual the result of the year’s 
work in the Archives Branch. The transcription of documents in
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London had now become so systematized that very satisfactory 
progress was being made in that direction. During the year 
the transcription of the Haldimand Collection, in 232 volumes, 
had been completed ; the Bouquet Papers covering the same 
period comprised 30 volumes. The Archives possessed the 
only copies of these important documents on the continent. In 
the Public Record Office the official papers relating to Lower 
and Upper Canada after the division of the old province in 
1791 were being copied concurrently. Those received during 
the year comprised the correspondence, in Lower Canada, of 
Sir Alured Clarke and Lord Dorchester from November, 1791, 
to November, 1795 ; and in Upper Canada, of Lieutenant Gov­
ernor Simcoe, Peter Russel and Peter Hunter from November, 
1791, to December, 1803.

Important papers acquired from private individuals com­
prise the following : journals and diaries of Mr. Dorwin of 
Montreal (1815-1885) ; log-book of the French vessel 'Le 
Héros ’ on her voyage to Quebec in 1712; an unpublished jour­
nal, Memoirs of the Siege of Quebec and total reduction of 
Canada in 1759 and 1760 by John Johnson, Clerk and Quarter­
master-Sergeant of the Fifty-Eighth Regiment ; a collection of 
the letters and other papers of Major Noah Freer, Military Sec­
retary to Sir George Prévost ; important publications from the 
Public Record Office, London, and official publications from 
the various provinces of Canada.

Comments are submitted as usual upon the notes which are 
appended to the general report, for public reference. Observa­
tions are made upon the negotiations with Vermont (Haldimand 
Papers, B. 175-183), the affair of Thomas Walker, December, 
1764 (Note A., q.v.), the French Noblesse in Canada after 
1760 (Note C.), the life of Pierre du Calvet and the project 
of settling French Royalists in Upper Canada.

A report sketching as usual the progress made by the Ar­
chives Branch during the year.

The staff employed in London under the direction of the 
High Commissioner had transmitted during 1889, copies of the 
State Papers (Colonial Series) down to 1807 for Lower Can­
ada, and to 1812 for Upper Canada. Papers in the series 
4 America and West Indies ’ had also been submitted, down to- 
1769, together with some supplementary volumes to the same 
series, dealing chiefly with the affairs of the British Army serv­
ing in North America from 1756.

Documents acquired from private sources during the year 
include the following : papers from the family of the late Judge 
Badgley, the Journal of Laverendrye, 1738-39 (see Note A., 
1), letters from Bienville, Governor of Louisiana, and a 
Mémoire by Father Coquart dated 1750 ; correspondence and 
other documents of the late Capt. Bulger, acquired from Mr. 
A. E. Bulger of Montreal ; a written copy of 4 Lieut. James 
Moody’s Narrative of his exertions and sufferings in the cause 
of the Government since the year 1776,’ published in London. 
1783.

Several instances were mentioned in which the Archives 
Branch had proved of especial usefulness during the year. 
Quotations are given from the Atlantic Monthly, from Mr. 
Justin Winsor of Harvard College, Dr. Pôole of Chicago and 
Prof. Herbert B. Adams, illustrating the appreciation of his­
torians for the work of the Department. By request, part of
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the paper by the Archivist on Canadian Archives, read before 
the American Historical Association is embodied in the report 
of the year (pp. x-xv). It is a comprehensive and valuable 
sketch of the Archives Branch since its inauguration in 1872.

On p. xv of the report is published part of a letter from 
Mr. Walter Shanly, M.P., enclosing a number of inscriptions 
from gravestones in the old English burying-ground, Montreal. 
Various remarks, suggested by the Bouquet and Haldimand 
Papers, of which the Calendar is completed in this report, are 
submitted by the Archivist on pp. xix—xxii, q.v.

A general report submitting to the Minister the result of 
the year’s work and remarks upon several series of original 
papers on various topics, published for public reference.

The transcription of the State Papers in the Public Record 
Office had been brought down to 1819 for Lower Canada ; for 
Upper Canada to 1825. The various series relating to Can­
ada cover the following periods : ‘ America and West Indies,’ 
1755-1771 ; ‘ Quebec, Canada,’ 1760-1791, with scattered 
papers to 1800 ; for Lower Canada, 1791-1819 ; and for Upper 
Canada, 1791-1825. There is also a series of volumes of mili­
tary correspondence from 1756 to 1786.

A collection of the papers laid before the Imperial Parlia­
ment had been made in order to supplement as far as possible 
the official correspondence.

The work of transcription had been begun in Paris and an 
index of the first instalment was already in preparation.

Papers. Work was well advanced on the Minutes of succeeding 
years.

Among valuable documents presented to the Archives dur­
ing the year there appears an important collection of the corres­
pondence of Mr. A. W. Cochrane, one of Sir George Prevost’s 
Secretaries in Nova Scotia, presented by the Hon. Senator 
Almon. A very valuable collection of manuscripts, letter-books 
and other documents bearing upon the administration of Sir 
Charles Bagot, loaned for a time by his grandson, Captain Bagot,

A general report submitting as usual an account of the 
year’s work in the Archives Branch.

The transcription of the State Papers in London had been 
continued to December, 1831, for Lower Canada, and for
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Upper Canada to the end of 1832. An additional instalment 
of papers copied in Paris had been received, of which a list of 
contents would be found in the report on French Archives by 
M. Marinette appended to the general report for 1885.

During the year permission was received from the Home 
Government for the transcription of State Papers to the year 
1841. Many documents were found, scattered in various depart­
ments. There were several series deposited in the Public Record 
Office, but so injudiciously arranged as to be very confusing to 
the investigator. The Colonial Office possessed some volumes of 
correspondence, chiefly duplicates, hut, containing letters not in 
the other collections. The Mascarene correspondence and other 
papers relating to Nova Scotia were preserved in the British 
Museum. Much valuable material was found at Lambeth 
Palace, at the rooms of the Society for the Propagation of the 
Gospel and in the Mission rooms of the Moravians or United 
Brethren. Papers in the possession of Lord Dartmouth which 
were examined proved to be of value.

Directions had been given to have these papers copied and 
arranged on a strictly chronological system, irrespective of the 
series to which the document might belong. Indications of the 

series from which transcripts were made were to be entered at 
the head of the various copies, in order to facilitate reference 
to the original documents.

Calendars of the maritime provinces had been prepared, 
but owing to limited space available in the Archives Report, 
only the Calendar of the Nova Scotia papers from 1603 to 
1801 could now he published. The Prince Edward Island 
papers began from the date of the separation from Nova Scotia 
in 1769; but it was thought advisable to incorporate Lord 
Egmont’s proposals for a feudal tenure in 1763 and 1764, with 
the papers which relate to Prince Edward Island as a separate 
province.

A general report submitting as usual an account of the pro­
gress made during the year in the Archives Branch.

The transcription of State Papers in London and Paris was 
proceeding regularly and systematically. Transcripts made at 
Paris under the supervision of M. Victor Tantet, already 
covered the period from 1575 to 1741. The work of investiga­
tion at Paris begun by M. Marmette in 1883 was now being 
prosecuted by Mr. Richard.

Much inconvenience, though fortunately no serious damage, 
had been incurred by the Archives Branch through fire in the 
Western Block. The Archives had been transferred to the De­
partmental Building on Wellington Street without the loss of 
a single document. Space however, was limited, and though as 
systematic an arrangement as possible was made, access to much 
of the materials was not easily to be provided. Among the
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books, &c., acquired during the year, special mention is made 
of the works of Alpheus Todd with autograph notes, presented 
by his son; of the publications and reports of the Public Re­
cord Office, London, and the Historical Manuscripts Commis­
sion of England; and of a photograph of the Cabot Map of 
1544 obtained in Paris.

The report refers to the fire in the Western Block and the 
inconvenience which had resulted from limited space and the 
damage by water to catalogues and bindings.

The work of transcribing the State Papers in the Public 
Record Office, London, was completed to the year 1837. These 
were largely composed of dispatches from the Governors to the 
Colonial Office. Those from the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies had been placed in volumes in the Colonial Office Lib­
rary. The transcription of these papers had also been under­
taken. Miscellaneous documents received, comprised military 
correspondence, commissions and instructions to the Gover­
nors, Minutes of the Board of Trade, boundary correspondence, 
&c. Papers in the Nova Scotia collection had been received 
from 1603 to 1666. Documents copied in Paris covered the 
period from 1575 to 1767. All these had been received with 
the exception of two volumes treating of events in the Province 
of Quebec from 1758 to 1760.

A valuable collection of correspondence relating to M. de 
Bougainville had been received from M. de Kerallain, of 
Quimper, France. Remarks and an interesting quotation are 
given on pp. vi and vii.

A report on historical researches at the Ministère des 
Colonies at Paris, from March, 1897, to December, 1898.

The work of examination and transcription, suspended by 
M. Marinette in 1887, was resumed along lines suggested by 
M. Marmette in bis report of 1887. The Colonial Archives 
were stored in an attic of the Louvre.

The work of M. Marmette was extended by making a more 
ample summary. Continued care was necessary to avoid re­
peated transcription of documents which recur several times, 
at the Ministère des Affaires Etrangères, the Ministère de la 
Guerte or the Bibliothèque Nationale.

An analysis is made of 17 volumes of the Moreau de St. 
Méry collection, 12 volumes of the Raudot-Pontchartrain 
correspondence, 3 volumes on the Missions of Canada, 6 vol­
umes on Civil Status of He Royal (Cape Breton) and lie St. 
Jean (P. E. Island), and 42 of the 119 volumes of Series B.*

•There appears to be much confusion in the tabulation of M. Richard's 
Calendar. Many of the mistakes are obviously typographical. C. C. IT, 
for instance, on p. 200 et passim, should be C. C. 11 (Cf. M. Marinette's 
report, 1885, p. xxix &c.)

The 12 volumes of the Raudot-Pontchartrain collection evidently begin 
in p. 200, where the number of the series is given as II instead of 11 (Of. 
again M. Marinette's report, p. xxvi). The three volumes on ' Religious 
Missions ’ (pp. 192-200) ere referred to separately by M. Richard on p. 3 
and are not classified with the Raudot-Pontchartrain at all by M. Mar­
mette (Report of 1885, p. xxiv.) This separate classification has also been 
preserved in this summary.
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Various remarks and quotations suggested by the papers 
examined in the Ministère des Colonies are submitted, upon 
the Story of Mlle, de Verchères, p. 6, and the controversies 
between Frontenac and Perrot, p. 12, Abbé Fénelon, M. Du- 
chesneau and others, p. 12. À brief sketch of the Colonial 
Archives of France is given on pp. 15-16.

A report of the conditions existing in the Archives Branch 
and suggestions upon the measures necessary to ensure effici­
ency and general usefulness.

In preliminary remarks on pp. vii-ix the Archivist empha­
sises the importance of original documents in modern methods 
of historical writing. The inauguration of a work to procure 
and preserve a national treasury of documentary evidence was 
suggested as a fitting monument to mark the three-hundredth 
birthday of Canada in 1908. ‘ It has become impossible,’ the 
Archivist quotes from Lord Acton’s preface to the Cambridge 
Modern History, ‘ for the historical writer of the. present age 
to trust without reserve even to the most respected secondary 
authorities. The honest student finds himself continually 
deserted, retarded, misled by the classics of historical literature, 
and has to hew his own way through multitudinous transactions, 
periodicals and official publications, in order to reach the truth.’

A tribute was paid to the faithful work of the late Dr. 
Brymner. In the face of great difficulties and under condi­
tions sometimes very unfavourable, he had laboured patiently 
in collecting national papers, in opening up new fields for 
enquiry, in stimulating individual research and in directing 
much public attention to the value of the records of the past.

An important step towards the preservation of public 
records had been taken in 1897, when His Excellency the 
Governor General approved of a report of a committee of the 
Privy Council recommending the appointment of a Depart­
mental Commission, consisting of the Deputy Minister of 
Finance, the Auditor General and the Under Secretary of 
State to report to the Treasury Board upon the state of the 
public records. This excellent report, prepared by Messrs. 
Courtney, McDougall and Pope, had been published in 1898.

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Pointed reference had heen made to the lack of any community 
of plan among the several departments for arranging and pre­
serving their records; and a proposal was suggested for cen­
tralizing the public documents under the care of a Dominion 
Archivist and Keeper of the Records. It was recommended 
that the following papers should he removed to the central 
office :

1. " Everything in the Archives Branch of the Department 
of Agriculture.

2. Everything in the Records Branch in the Department 
of the Secretary of State, other than departmental files and 
letter books of later date than June 30, 1867, lodged there for 
convenience.

3. Everything in the Privy Council Office of date anterior 
to July 1, 1867.

4. Correspondence of the Provincial Secretary of Canada 
in the Department of Finance and elsewhere.

5. Papers in the Militia Department, or elsewhere, having 
reference to the war of 1812 and the rebellion of 1837.

6. Documents bearing upon the early history of the Rideau 
and Welland Canals, whether in the Department of Railways 
and Canals, or in the Department of the Interior or elsewhere.

7. Documents in the Department of Justice, or elsewhere, 
relating to the risings in the Sort Invest, and also those touch­
ing Fenian raids.

8. Bound manuscript volumes containing reports of the 
Indian Commissioners at Albany and elsewhere, dating from 
1722, now in the Department of Indian Affairs; also the 
original surrenders from the various tribes.

9. Papers in the Department of Marine and Fisheries 
relating to the Behring sea seal fisheries and other international 
questions, as the subjects to which they relate are disposed of.

An order in Council based upon the recommendations of 
the commissioners was passed in 1903, directing that the papers 
be 1 assembled in one place and put into the custody of one 
person, and so arranged and classified as to be easily accessible 
to all persons interested therein.’

It was recommended by the Archivist that a systematic 
examination of documents in the Dominion be undertaken by
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an assistant. It was pointed out that a whole series of State 
papers had been transcribed from copies in Europe while the 
original documents in excellent preservation were at the same 
time in Canada. Until it was known what materials were acces­
sible in Canada it would be difficult to avoid making duplicate 
copies and wasting much time and energy in spasmodic 
enquiry.

The classification of the volumes already in the Archives 
was in many respects unsatisfactory. Certain records men­
tioned in the Calendars had not yet been copied ; more than 
four hundred volumes on the shelves of the Archives Branch 
had not been included in the reports. The following classifica­
tion existed at the time of writing :

In the M series volumes 1 to 8 consisted of extracts from 
the Actes de Foy et Homage, with obviously no relation to the 
Colonial Office. Volume 119 contained a list of the Essex 
Militia in 1812; volume 130 referred to the Martyrdom of 
Brébeuf. There were over one hundred distinct titles in the 
M series which had no relation to the Colonial Office. A list 
of these miscellaneous volumes is appended to the general 
report. The rearrangement of these collections was attended 
with difficulty because it would change the references in the 
printed • reports, and further would necessarily be incomplete 
until the numerous copies or original papers were obtained to 
supplement them. The Hon. Mr. Justice Hodgins had sug­
gested that the state papers be printed verbatim. 1 f the series 
were reasonably complete this would probably be the best solu­
tion of the difficulty. Even with the usual annual calendar, 
many years would elapse before all the documents collected 
under the direction of Dr. Brymner (called by the archivist
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class A.) could be included. It was therefore advisable to 
suspend the publication of a calendar in chronological order 
until at least an examination could be made of the documents 
(called by the archivist class B.) nominally in the custody of 
the archivist but as yet scattered throughout many of the de­
partments. Meanwhile various documents of permanent 
interest could be published verbatim.

In class B were included all the documents mentioned by 
the Commissioners in their report as well as those which had 
been discovered by the Archives Branch. It was impossible 
to form an estimate of the extent of these collections until they 
could be removed to a suitable place for examination. After 
correspondence with the Home authorities, His Excellency the 
Governor General had transferred to the Archives Branch 
more than four hundred volumes of original dispatches and the 
replies thereto, dating from 1791; a series of dispatches relat­
ing to Prince Edward Island, Vancouver and British Colum­
bia, and a mass pf correspondence between the Provinces, 
original instructions to Governors, and other interesting docu­
ments, comprising altogether the most valuable collection of 
original documents in the possession of the Archives. His 
Excellency was also instrumental in obtaining for our Archives 
the following registers and volumes of military correspond­
ence:

Two cases of papers relating to the War of 1812 had been 
transferred from the Department of Militia and Defence to the 
Archives Branch. There had also been acquired by purchase 
from the ‘ Masson Estate/ a collection of records relating to the 
North-West and also to the events of 1775-6. Two small cases of 
semi-private papers had been purchased, amongst which were 
many letters of Chief Justice Powell, Attorney General Monk

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and General Sheaffe. Encouraging results were anticipated 
from co-operation with the Archives of Ontario and of Quebec.

The transcription of documents in England had been in­
spected by the Archivist during the summer and it was recom­
mended that the final chronological arrangement and binding 
of the copies should take place in Canada ; otherwise it would 
be impossible to introduce supplementary materials or to dis­
tribute properly the papers of the sapie class and period ac­
quired in Canada.

Negotiations had been opened with Mr. Fitzroy Fenwick of 
Thirlestaine House regarding a collection of papers in his 
hands ,the disposal of which, however, was subject to a decision 
of the Court of Chancery. There were six volumes of original 
documents in French and five or six in English comprising 
letters from Montcalm, Vaudreuil, Bigot, Lévis, Bougainville, 
Malartic, Senezergues, Hébecourt, Louis XV, Amherst, Bour-
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lamaque and various others. Valuable records were also to be 
obtained in the Museum of the Post Office, London. Arrange­
ments were being made for procuring copies of the Townshend 
papers at the Pantechnicon, London, and of the Selkirk papers 
at St. Mary’s Isle.

The investigations of the archives in France had not 
proved entirely satisfactory because the work was not under­
taken systematically and moreover collections of which sum­
maries had been made were removed to the Louvre before 
transcripts could be obtained for the archives, and the old 
arrangements hiad been broken up.

It was recommended that documents be copied and trans­
mitted to the Archives without any attempt at further arrange­
ment than that in which they were found. A summary of each 
could then be prepared, as it was received ; classification could 
he made when the series was complete and thus the calendar 
could be published simultaneously with the final arrangement 
of the documents for public reference. Calendars would then 
form an index of the documents actually in the office and not 
of records that may possibly be received five or ten years later.

Steps were being taken for the transcription of documents 
relating to Canadian affairs in 1763. It was necessary, how­
ever, for the work of copying to be promoted to the utmost 
before any fresh fields were opened up.

The principal task undertaken since the last report, had 
been an investigation or critical examination of historical mater­
ials in certain places in the Dominion with a view of facilitating 
the work of future inquiries. A summary of the archives 
found on the Island of Orleans had been prepared for this 
report and would illustrate a proposal which it was intended 
to extend to the whole of the Dominion. Much had already 
been accomplished in Quebec by the Rev. P. M. O’Leary. Dr.
James Hanney had also been engaged upon the archives of 
the Maritime Provinces. Several excellent reports had already 
been submitted upon the papers he had examined. A general 
report upon the archives of Nova Scotia had also been prepared 
and is quoted in full by the Archivist (pp.vii-xiii.)

The first step towards collecting and preserving the archives 
of Nova Scotia had been taken more than fifty years before, 
when a commission had been appointed at the request of the 
Legislature. Mr. Thomas B. Akins had been selected to super­
intend the undertaking. A very valuable though necessarily 
incomplete collection of records was the result of his twenty-five 
years of work. Some inconvenience at the present time was 
unavoidable on account of the separation in different buildings 
of the archives and the museum, both of which were under the 
supervision of the same official. Every facility, however, had

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been accorded for the investigation on behalf of the Dominion 
Archives.

There were three volumes only of documents relating to 
the early French occupation ; 24 volumes related to the period 
1710-1749 ; 26 volumes to Cape Breton from 1773 to 1835 ; 
and about 440 volumes to the history of Nova Scotia since 1749. 
In addition to these, which were stored in the committee room 
of the Legislative Council, there were about 270 volumes of 
papers stored in boxes in the attics of the Province building. 
A complete list of contents was reserved for a final report.

Investigations were also made in the Crown Land Office, 
the offices of the Registrar of Deeds and the Prothonotary ; in 
the Register of Probates and the Akins collection of historical 
material, the property of the Nova Scotia Historical Society 
but stored in a room at Dalhousie College. An abridged 
catalogue would be submitted in the final report. At Sydney 
the Records of the Registry office had been examined and also 
the Register of the Parish of St. George. A valuable private 
collection of the late Judge Dodd contained the papers of the 
first Chief Justice of Cape Breton. At Antigonish some books 
had been examined in the office of the Registrar of Deeds and 
arrangements had been made for obtaining a list of records at 
the college.

Among other materials in Halifax were the files of the 
Acadian Recorder from 1813 to the present time; numerous 
files of newspapers in the Legislative Library and thirty-six 
volumes of records connected with St. Paul’s Church from 1749.

In New Brunswick there had been no systematic attempt 
to preserve the provincial archives ; but lists had been made of 
all documents that were most readily accessible, including the 
following important materials : a calendar of three volumes 
of French documents obtained from Quebec and copied from 
the Bureau de Marine in Paris ; an index of the Legislative 
papers of the Province from the meeting of the first legislature 
in 1786 down to the year 1858 ; a list of numerous papers previ­
ously stored in the garrets of the Departmental Building but 
now removed to a room in the Parliament building at Fred­
ericton. These documents related to the office of the Provincial 
Secretary, Board of Works and Surveyor General. The papers 
of the Executive Council also, hitherto kept in the garret of
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the Provincial Secretary’s office had been removed to a more 
suitable location and were being catalogued. It remained to 
examine the historical documents in the possession of the 
government of Prince Edward Island.

Similar investigations had been begun in Western .Canaria 
by Hr. Laidlaw with the able assistance of Dr. Bain of the 
Toronto Public Library.

Meanwhile steps had been taken to procure from abroad as 
much as possible of the materials that were necessary before 
the student could find himself prepared to carry on a compre­
hensive study of our history. Several private collections in 
Great Britain would prove of great value. The Selkirk collec­
tion contained over three thousand papers, bearing upon his 
enterprise of colonization and the state of Canadian society 
from 1810 to 1830. The Durham papers had been placed at 
the disposal of the Canadian Archives for transcription and 
some of the original documents formally presented for preser­
vation at Ottawa. The Townshend and Chatham papers had 
also been removed to the Public Record office in London in 
order that they might be examined by the representatives of 
the Archives Branch. The necessity of trusting only to original 
materials and reliable public records for the truths of history 
was meeting with increasing attention in Europe and the 
United States. It was necessary that Canadian students should 
be supplied with similar essentials for historical search. It 
was time to close up the gaps in our public records. Concern­
ing the French regime especially the materials in the 
archives were limited and incomplete. Of four thousand 
volumes of manuscript, less than five hundred refer to the early 
half of our history.

Steps were being taken to render some of the most repre­
sentative documents in Canadian history accessible to the 
public by means of the regular reports of the Archives Branch. 
The first volume prepared for this purpose contained documents 
relating to the constitutional history of Canada, from the 
cession to the Constitutional Act of 1791.

For the benefit of the investigator and as an illustration of 
the work that was being carried on elsewhere an address by 
Professor Alvord and a report upon the Kaskaskia, Kaokia

8964—12
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and Fort de Chartres papers in the University of Illinois, 
Urbana, 111., was submitted on pp. xvii-xxiv. There is a 
similar summary on pp. xxiv-xxxii, the Burton papers at Detroit 
consisting of originals and copies, letters, letter books, diaries, 
military orders and order books, Indian and French deeds and 
contracts concerning more than two centuries in the history of 
Michigan and the Lake Region. On pp. xxxii-lxxxii there is 
a calendar of manuscripts in the archives of the Chicago Histor­
ical Society.

On pp. lxxxiv-lxxxv of the general report is submitted a 
list of volumes of original papers presented to the Archives by 
His Excellency the Governor General in October, 1904. A 
complete catalogue would be prepared as soon as possible. 
The section appended to the report dealing with Acadian genea­
logies had been prepared by M. Placide Gaudet and was intend­
ed to be incorporated at a later date into a genealogical diction­
ary.

INTRODUCTION.

The mass of materials secured by the Canadian Archives 
had become of such range and value that no very considerable 
contribution to Canadian history could be made without refer­
ence to these resources. Few, however, had leisure to examine 
at first hand the voluminous records bearing upon the origin 
and evolution of our national institutions. It was thought 
advisable therefore to select and publish a number of the most 
important and representative documents relating to specific 
features of Canadian national development in order that 
teachers, students and citizens in all parts of Canada might be 
able to follow our constitutional history from authentic copies 
of original documents. It had been the aim to make this 
selection sufficiently full and representative of all elements and 
interests in the country, to afford a basis for sound and inde­
pendent judgment. The notes and references were designed 
to enable the reader to trace the natural connections of the 
documents with each other and with the still wider range of 
first hand materials from which the selection had originally 
been made.

The present volume related only to the Province of Quebec 
from the Cession to the Constitutional Act of 1791, and con­
sisted of both primary and secondary materials, arranged as 
far as possible chronologically in order to illustrate the natural 
historical development of the constitution. The primary docu­
ments are preceded and followed by a number of closely related 
papers, petitions, reports, correspondence, etc., illustrative of 
the forces which led to the formal expression of policies or 
systems in actual government. These in turn are followed by
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other secondary documents illustrating the consequences of 
various systems and policies in different stages of development.

The papers selected may be classified under six sections, 
the first two of which comprise the central documents of the 
period :

I. Terms of Capitulation and Treaties, determining the 
limits of the colony and the conditions under which it 
wras ceded or held.

II. Royal Proclamations, or British Statutes determin­
ing the basis and character of the government to be 
established and maintained in the colony.

Iil. Commissions and instructions issued to the various 
Governors, giving in further detail the system of govern­
ment and administration to be established in the colony, 
and the general policy to be followed.

IV. Such ordinances or laws passed by the local legislative 
body as prescribes, under the authority of Royal Pro­
clamations or British Statutes and Instructions to the 
Governors, the courts of law and the general system of 
justice to be administered in the colony.

V. Special reports, of a more or less official nature, from 
various Boards, or servants of the Crown in Britain or 
Canada, setting forth the actual conditions of the country, 
from a constitutional point of view, and proposing lines 
of policy or necessary changes.

VI. A body of miscellaneous papers, furnishing the con­
necting links and general constitutional atmosphere of 
the central documents of the foregoing classes. These 
consist of:—
(a) Petitions and counter-petitions expressing the wishes 

and aspirations of the inhabitants of the country, or 
of those in Britain having special interests in Canada, 
as to the form of government, the system of laws, and 
the general administration of justice.

(b) Minor reports from the Governors and other officials 
in the colony, Memorials and Proceedings setting forth 
the political condition of the country, Minutes of

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Council and Reports of Committees of Council relating 
to the system of government or administration.

(c) Correspondence, official, semi-official, or private, 
between the Canadian Governors and the British 
Secretaries of State, and between these and others 
occupying official or at least influential positions in 
Canada or Britain, discussing, shaping, or advising 
as to the policy of government, or the condition and 
wishes of the people.

It will be necessary to indicate the principles upon which 
documents were selected for these various sections from the 
mass of materials bearing upon the constitutional development 
of Canada.

The documents in Sections I, II and III were limited in 
number and definite in character. There was little occasion 
therefore for the exercise of much choice. Section I includes 
the capitulations of Quebec and Montreal, and the two Treaties 
of Paris of 1763 and 1783. Section II includes the Proclam­
ation of 1763, the Quebec Act and the Constitutional Act. 
Section III includes the Commissions and Instructions to 
Governors, etc. As a rule only samples are given of Commis­
sions, the substance of which is usually embodied and amplified 
in the Instructions. In order also to economize space only the 
alterations or additions to previous Instructions are usually 
cited. Documents are copied in full, however, where the full 
text would lend clarity or perspective.

Section IV covers the series of Provisional Ordinances 
from 1764 to 1789, establishing the Provincial Courts and 
prescribing, subject to British Statutes and Instructions, the 
system of law and procedure to be observed therein.

Section V involved a wider choice of materials, but the 
relative importance of the various documents is largely indi­
cated by repeated reference to them in the other papers and 
correspondence of the time. A few of these reports it had 
been found impossible to trace to the originals or to authentic 
copies. The Report of Carleton and Hay in 1769 and that of 
Solicitor-General Wedderburn and Attorney-General Thurlow 
on the Government of Quebec in 1772 and 1773, had to be 
taken in their incomplete form in Christie’s ‘ History of Lower 
Canada,’ Vol. 1. Some of the reports are copied in full but
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in other cases only those parts are published which bear upon 
the constitutional problems of the period.

The selection of documents classified under Section VI 
was complicated by problems of race and nationality, feudal 
privileges and vested interests, commercial enterprise and immi­
gration, military versus civil powers and autocratic versus 
democratic government. The aim has been to present all the 
representative interests in the colony, all the essential claims 
made and policies advocated, fairly and adequately in their 
own terms as far as the documents are available. From the 
documents bearing upon the constitutional issues of the period, 
therefore, were selected : (a) those that were specially referred 
to in the primary documents, or were used in shaping them;
(b) those petitions and memorials which were most frequently 
referred to either by friends or by opponents as representing 
the wishes of the various sections of the people interested in 
the constitution of Canada ; (c) those despatches and letters 
passing between Canada and Britain which originated ideas 
and policies afterwards followed up, or which most fully dis­
cussed the issues before the country, and which were most 
frequently referred to afterwards as expressing the views of 
the persons or groups vitally interested in the measures proposed 
or adopted ; (d) such minor documents as were intimately con­
nected with or obviously threw light upon the more important 
ones. The documents thus arranged themselves in a natural 
and connected order of development and furnished in a great 
measure their own standards for selection.

It has been impossible to include in a single volume, notice 
of the voluminous discussions in periodicals, pamphlets and 
historical treatises during this very critical and highly contro­
versial period. The central and essential documents, however, 
would afford a basis for original and independent judgment 
and for passing an estimate upon that of others. The notes 
will furnish references to supplementary materials such as 
the Debates on the Quebec Act and the Constitutional Act, etc. 
though- the aim has been to furnish necessary concrete informa­
tion regarding the documents themselves without in any way 
passing judgment upon the issues involved. The functions of 
the notes, therefore, would be: (a) to furnish the necessary 
references to the sources of the documents which are repro-
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duced ; (b) to furnish references, either within or without the 
present volume, to all other papers referred to in the documents 
here reproduced ; (e) to provide references to other first-hand 
materials, and to give quotations from them, where not too 
extensive, as to the essential links connecting or explaining the 
documents which have been selected and reproduced ; (d) to 
indicate the official positions held by the leading parties between 
whom the correspondence which is given had taken place.

A number of the chief documents had already appeared in 
various forms though not always in authentic versions. Many 
of the documents in the volume, however, had never been 
published or even generally known to exist. In every possible 
case documents were taken from the most authentic sources 
available, and were reproduced exactly as they were found, 
without any attempt to correct even the most obvious errors of
spelling, punctuation or grammatical form.

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The new building would probably be ready during the sum­
mer to receive the volumes and documents deposited temporarily 
in the Langevin building. Much progress had already been 
made in preparing a card index to facilitate the work of 
reference and investigation. 300,000 cards had been prepared, 
though at least 15,000,000 would be necessary to provide a 
reasonably complete index of volumes in current use. It would 
be necessary for this important work to increase the appropria­
tion and to provide for the employment of a large staff of 
temporary assistants. ’

The search for historical documents in the various provinces 
of the Dominion was also to be pressed forward with all speed, 
with a view to the publication of a guide to the sources of 
Canadian history. Research would be begun at Montreal,
Three Rivers, Toronto and the Northwest. The report of an 
investigation by the Archivist in the Southern States along the 
Mississippi valley, was already in the hands of the printer.
Records were already being copied in the Public Record Office 
in London, in the General Post Office, in the Hudson’s Bay 
Company’s office, and in other depositories of important docu­
ments. Much was yet to be done in the United States. Trans­
cripts were to be made in the near future of the Townshend 
and Chatham papers and of the Selkirk and Durham papers in 
Great Britain. A systematic search was suggested by the
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Archivist, for papers in the hands of the descendants of all 
prominent families connected with Canadian history.

It had been found advisable to publish the full report on 
the Archives for the year, in three volumes. The first was to 
contain the report of the Archivist, a summary of the records 
examined in the United States, a number of instructions to 
Governors, new documents relating to Prince Edward Island, 
a summary of the documents examined in Paris, and a gene­
alogy of the families of La Beauce. The second would com­
prise a census of the Maritime Provinces in 1752, a genealogy 
of the families of Orleans, and the first instalment of the work 
of M. Placide Gaudet in connection with, the Acadian Gene­
alogies and documents relating to the Expulsion, The third 
volume would contain various documents relating to the con­
stitutional history of Canada.

A report announcing the completion of the new building 
and the removal to it of the records of the Archives Branch 
and various papers and volumes from the Department of the 
Secretary of State. Other papers would also be transferred, 
in accordance with an order in council of November, 1903. 
The staff of the Archives Branch was now engaged in classify­
ing and arranging this mass of public records.

It had been thought advisable in order to bring those who 
had not the leisure to consult the Archives at Ottawa into 
touch with the sources of our history at first hand, to publish 
in connected form various representative documents bearing 
upon special features of Canadian national development. One 
volume, dealing with our constitutional history, was already in 
the hands of the printer. Documents had been selected suffi­
ciently full and representative of all the constituent elements 
and interests of the country, to furnish a basis for an intelligent 
and independent judgment.

There were many problems relating to the prosecution of 
the work of the Archives Branch in which it was felt that 
much benefit could be derived from men of recognized standing 
in historical research.

An account in detail is given of the progress made by three 
members of the Archives staff, in investigating historical 
materials in Ontario, Quebec and the Maritime Provinces.

In order that the historical work done by the Dominion 
Government might be placed upon a sound and broad basis, it 
had been thought advisable to establish an Historical Manu­
scripts Commission for Canada, to act in an advisory capacity. 
An order in council passed on April 17, 1907, stipulates :
‘ That the members of the said commission shall be historical 
scholars of recognized attainments, whom the Minister may 
deem it advisable to invite to take part in the task of shaping 
and of executing a systematic plan for the prosecution of all 
those activities that are carried out under the auspices of the 
Archives Branch.’ The members of the commission are the 
Hon. the Minister of Agriculture and his deputy ; Professor 
Adam Shortt, of Queen’s University ; Professor Joseph Edmond 
Eoy, of Laval University ; the Abbé Gosselin, Professor of His­
tory in Laval ; Professor G. M. Wrong, Toronto University ; 
Professor C. W. Colby, McGill University and the Dominion 
Archivist. This commission, in addition to the various duties 
which might be assigned to it by the Governor in Council, was 
to examine the translation in the official reports of the branch ; 
to decide upon the classes of documents to be copied or pur­
chased ; to suggest methods to be adoped in publishing docu
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ments and to ascertain the nature and extent of the materials 
for local history that exist in different parts of the Dominion.

The first meeting of the commission was held on May 10, 
1907, when it was thought desirable to embody in a minute 
the deliberate opinion of the commission on the three following 
subjects :—

(i) Tasks that are most urgently required.
(ii) Tasks which should be undertaken as increased 

facilities permit.
(iii) The methods to be adopted in carrying forward the 

work of the Archives Branch.

At subsequent meetings of the commission it was decided to 
make a new classification of the manuscripts ; to prepare an 
inventory of all the documents, so as to render the collections 
easily accessible to students ; and to publish from time to time 
a series of documents, summaries of papers, reports, etc., in 
the form of occasional bulletins.

An outline is given of the work already done or in process 
of completion in Paris and in London. The report concludes 
with a sketch of the progress of the work in the Archives 
Branch at Ottawa, under the three main sections into which 
the department was divided :

The total number of volumes acquired since 1904 was thus 
11,068, exclusive of nine volumes of correspondence from the 
Indian Department dating from 1723, and 280 deeds of 
surrender.

Many of the documents acquired bear upon controversies 
which are of vital interest at the present moment, or are 
approaching decision by arbitration. There are, for example, 
originals or copies of:

The usefulness of the Archives Branch had been attested 
by numerous inquiries not only upon questions of a purely 

historical nature, but upon questions relating to land, gene-
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alogy, municipal matters and civil rights, marriages, births and 
deaths. One publication under the direction of the branch 
had been adopted by the University of Oxford as one of the 
text books for the school of modern history.

II. Map Section:
This division now contains 4,285 plans, maps and charts, 

larger portion of which are original. During the past year, 
1,884 maps had been restored and mounted on linen. A classi­
fication had been begun and a general index of seven thousand 
cards had already been made, specifying the full title of the 
map or plan, the date and the name of the author. Increasing 
reference to these maps and numerous demands for copies, 
attested the value of this collection.

III. Printed Matter :
During the year 1,^63 volumes had been added to this 

section. A record is made pf all new books relating to Canada, 
and a card index is kept of all the leading articles in news­
papers or reviews relating to Canadian history. A new feature 
in connection with the work of the Archives has been the col­
lection of prints and engravings illustrating the development 
of Canadian life. This branch was evidently proving of much 
value to authors in providing illustrations to works of history 
and of much interest to the numerous visitors to the Archives.
