ESTABLISHED IN MONTREAL, 1836.

I. This Society shall be called the Caxapa Suxpay

in existence. The means to be chiefly relied upon to effect
these ohjects wil] be by maintaining a correspondence with
the varivus schools throughout the country by *he means of
an Agent or Agents, wﬁenever practicable, and by the
cheap and itous distribution of Library and other
Books, suitable for Sabbath School instruction.

IIL. It is intended that this Society shall embrace mem-
bers of various Evangelicsl denominations, and the Books
put in circulation by it =il not intertere with the pecusiari-
ties of those denominations.

IV, Tho&onmmont of this Society shall be vested in a
President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, C and
Recordinz Secretaries, itary, and a Coumittee com~
red of the resident Ministers of the Gospel, and twelve

y selected from the various eonlgreg.\tions; whose
duty it will be to enact By-Laws and form Rules for the
more minute details of the operations of this Society, and
to devise and gxecute ull such measures as they may ceem
expedient for oting the obf']octs contemp. in ite
organization ; five of w. will form a quorum for the
transaction of business.

V. The annual payment of a sum not less than 5s. will
entitle to membership ; and the payment of £2 10s. at any
one time, to life-membership.

VL. The annual Meeting of this Society shall be held at
such time and place as the Committee may direct, when
will be submitted the Treasurer’s Report for the past year,
and a detailed statement of all the operations of this Society,
and any other intelligence of interest relating to the cause
of Schools at large.

VII. No alteration, or amendment, to be made to the

SEVENTEENTH ANNUAL REPORT.

After a careful retrospect of the Association’s opes"
rations during 1853, and in anticipation of the proba-
ble results of these, the Committee feel that in the very
outset of their Report they are imperatively called
upon to acknowledge, in the language of unfeigned
and humble gratitude, the very large amount of suc-
cess which the Father of mercies and the God of all
grace has been pleased to accord to their labors.
They do not deem it necessary to qualify in any de-
gree this expression of gratitude because the number of
the Returns to the Circulars falls considerably short of
that of some by-gone years, as this shortcoming is
quite satisfactorily accounted for by concluding that
many Superintendents’ of Schools, which have been
visited by our Agents during the past summer, have
judged it quite superfluous to transmit to the Recording
Secretary the same statistics which they had ginn'
orally to the Agents. )

In pursuance of a resolution that the services of
competent Agents, during the summer months at least,
were absolutely necessary, the Committee instituted a
correspondence on the subject with the Amorlctn
Sunday School Uzion. In the course of this corres- .
pondence it was intimated to the Committee that the
American Union designed to commission Missionaries
to visit Canada, particularly those sections that lie
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more contiguous to the Line ; and, being desirous of
avoiding interference in any field of labour of our
Agents, would gladly avail themselves of the counte.
nance and sanction of this Society. Accordingly W.
E. Boardmau, Esq., General Secretary of the Ameri-
can Sunday School Union, and H. Hoyt, Esq., the
Agent in Boston, visited Montreal in the month of July.
With these gentlemen the Committee, in pursuance of
a notice to the Members, had an interesting conference
of two hours’ duration.  This conference they believe
to have been mutually refreshing and encouraging, and
suggestive of much that might be turned to useful ac-
count gn both sides of the Line. It was eventually
agreed to second the praiseworthy exertions of the
American Union by furnishing their Commissioners
with credentials for the various sections of country
allocated to them. About the same time the services
of three competent Agents were procured for other dis-
tricts.

Having premised thus much, the Committee, anxious
to omit less important though interesting details, which
will be found iin the extendsd Report, will now proceed
to state, as briefly as possible the results which have
been most satisfactorily drawn up by the General Sec-
retary of the American Union and our Agents. The
letter is dated Philadelphia, Dec. 28, 1853, and ad-
dressed to Mr. John C. Becket, Recording Secre-
tary :—

Dear Sie,—Your letter of Nov; 1st, to H. Hoyt, Esq., of
Boston, is befere me.

Mr. Hoyt, and also Mr. Porter, our Corresponding Secretary,

have written you, no doubt, of our gratification with the reception
and full hearing accorded to Rev. Mr. Stone, our representative

to you.
My present object is simply to answer your request for statisticg
of the work of our Missiun in Canada,
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Thirty.five is the whole number commissioned, three of whom
resigned, and two have failed to Report fully their work. If all
had reported, the results would be somewhat more than is shown
by the following statement :—

The aggregate time of service rendered has been three years, fout
months and eight days, as far as reported.

Time and space do not allow me to give, to any extent, the jn.
cidents of this work, given by our Missionaries, many of which
are interesting ; nor their own impressions, as given by themselves,
of the value and need of such a work. 1n general terms, how-
ever, I may say that all concur in saying they found every.
where, almost just what is found this side of the Line, both great
need of the work and desire to have it done.

We are greatly encouraged by the prosperity of our Miesionary
work of this past year.

Our full annual statement is not out yet, but, when out, it will
show more than double the number of any former year in com.
mission, and more than double the work dene. = God has gra.
ciously favored us in our unworthiness, and blessed us in our
weakness, and filled our hearts with gratitude to Him for His
goodness, But the work has served rather to bring befure us the
necessity for a more expansive and prayerful earnestness 'in
gethering.in the remaining millions of children and youth into
the Sabbath School ; and we intend and hope for better things
still in the year on which we are now about to enter, :

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this city, in whose employment he had acted in the ca-
pacity of a Colporteur during the previous year with
the highest satisfaction. Yeur Committee cannot but
speak in the warmest terms of the prayerful earnest-
ness, faithfulness, and singleness of aim with which
he devoted himself to his mission. His labors have
been consequently attended with abundant success.
The perusal of the journal, in which he has detailed
these self-denying labors with a degree of system and
interest rarely combined, has afforded the utmost satis-
faction. If in our power, we would present it in a
printed form to the public. Wherever he called meet-
ings for the purpose of addressing the inhabitants,
he was well received, and generally favored with
Jarge audiences, at which gentlemen of respectability
and standing presided. Everywhere he was hospita-
bly entertained by friands of the Sunday School cause ;
and he sums up his journal in the following manner :—

Mr. A. F. Douglas, of Newton Theological Semi-
nary, Massachusetts, whose field of labour was con-
fined to the Townships of March, Huntly, Fitzroy,
Pakenham and M‘Nab, and who has overtaken it with
great satisfaction to the Commiltee, thus sums up :—

Mr. Elias 8. Orr, St. Andrews, Canada East, bav-
ing proposed to act as our Agent in that district, a com.
mission of Agency was issued to him accordingly. In
his Report he states that he addressed copies of our
Circular, accompanied by a brief letter of inquiry re-
specting the progress and state of each School, to nearly
all the Schools within a radius of twenty-five or thirty
miles. From some he received no answer, as they
bad become disorganized through inefficiency, negleet,
or petty jealousy on the part of Managers. He assures

us that the Schools, organized in 1852 by our active
Agent, Mr. Freeman, are accomplishing the design of
their institution. Mr. Orr organized two Schools, and
visited twelve. He was cordially invited to visit
oihers, but from pressing engagements could not ac-
complish it. He thus concludes :—* It would be diffi.
cult to find « larger or more interesting Sabbath School
in any country place than that of Lachute. I believe
that the average attendance is over 100 persons.
¢ Union is strength’ here. There are three congrega-
tions, three Church edifices, three seitled Pastors, and
only one Sabbath School. The school in Thomas
Gore is also worthy of particular notice. Here in a
secluded country neighborhood are found warm and
energetic friends of the cause, who, laying aside mi-
nor differences, unite to maintain an efficient School.
The results cannot fail of being beneficial to all con-
cerned. There are over twenty Sabbath Schools in
the field assigned to me, and there is yet more land to
be possessed.” ’

Up to this date, we have received Returns from 62
schools, in which 297 male, and 247 female teachers
are from Sabbath to Sabbath engaged in imparting
instruction from the Bible, catechisms, hymns, &e.,
to not fewer than 1,517 boys, and 1,615 girls. The
total teachers reported amount to 544, and scholars to

REMARKS ON THE REPLIES TO THE QUERIES.

It affords unfeigned satisfaction to the Committee to
state that in the replies to the first query,—“ Has the
past year been one of spiritual progress 7 What fruits
have appeared of your labours in the school 1”—the
Reporters have generally <poken in terms more en-
couraging than on previous occasions. In illustration
of this, some refer to the apparent fruits manifested by
an increasing thirst for Scriptural knowledge, more
regular attendance at school, and marked improve-
ment of demeanour there : some state that they labor
in faith, and entertain the hope that the seed which
has been sown “ will spring up in many souls, and
bear fruit in God’s own time and way,” while others
in like manner find encouragement by reflecting that
the fruits of the Sabbath Schools are to be looked for
“many days hence,” and that their supporters and
friends must not despair hecause the immediate fruits
are not %0 apparent as could be wished, as these
precious fruits may not he known till the day when
“both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice
together.” As on former occasions, several of’ the
teachers and adult pupils aré reported to ‘have entered
into communion with the churches with ‘which they
are connected, whilst severa! of the latter have be.

k
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come teachers. The formation of classes of adults
has been occasionally referred to as a somewhat new
and interesting feature, one reporter returning seven
classes, comprising from forty to fifty pupils.

Creditable contributions for Missionary purposes
have been frequently annourced. In Lower Canada
two have respectively raised £20 and upwards of £11,
the latter having besides raised £5 6s. 2d. for 269
copies of the New Testanient for China. In Upper
Canada one has raised £15 for the Jubilee Fund of
the British and Foreign Bible Society, and another
£13 for Missions generally. Several contributions
on behalf of the French Canadian Mission and
the Grandoe Ligne Mission, varying from $1 to
$10, have been received. Numerous donations on
behalf of the London Religious Tract Society, varying
from under $1 to $2, have been remitted from the
less populous and poorer localities. These donations
amount to 16s, 4d. One Sabbath School in Lower
Canada has raised £3 in books for a school in the
country. Another in Lower Canada, having been
furnished with a new library, has voted the old one,
consisting of 246 volumes, in like manner. We take
pleasure in recording such ezamples of brotherly con-
sideration, as we hope that other schools under similar
circumstances may be led to do likewise.

Does not the recital of such efforts on the part of our
youth warrant us in indulging the confident hope that
the extension of the Redeemer’s kingdom on the
earth, through Bible and Missionary instrumenta lity,
will not fail to receive their zealous support in more
advanced years ?

The, Missionary and. Sabbath School Record hu m-
creased congiderably in its circulation, as mtght.lmrg
been expected from the introduction of some interest-
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ing features in its columns. At the same time we are
gratified to find that the columns of such excellent pe-
riodicals as The Child’s Paper, The Sabbath JAdvocate,
Zion’s Advocate, &c., supply the minds of the inquir-
ing pupils monthly with a considerable amount of re-
cent Missionary intelligence, and of valuable matter
of a religious tendency.

The Committee cannot allow this coportunity to
pass without gratefully acknowledging the liberality of
the Postmaster General, the Hon. Malcolm Cameron,
in allowing the Record to go to all parts of Canada free
of postage, in consideration of its being the publication
of such a Society.

As on former occasions, unqualified testimony is
bornb to the decidedly beneficial effects resulting from
the reading of the excellent books of which the li-
braries are composed. Their influence tells not only
upon pupils and teachers, but upon parents (and upon
the community at large) in a variety of ways.
Amongst these results the statement has been ocea-
sionally made that the attractive reading in these
libraries has so engaged the minds of many during the
unoccupied hours of the Sabbath as to perceptibly con-
duce towards the better observance of that blessed day
in several quarters. Indeed the establishment and pe-
riodical replenishment of these libraries are justly re-
garded as essential elements in upholding the existence
of the schools. Few schools are without a library.

Superintendents and teachers, connected with about
one half of the schools, meet occasionally or periodi-
cally (generally monthly) for the purpose of imploring
the Divine blessing on their own labors, and on behalf
of the Sabbath School cause generally. Ina few cases
the pastor is present on such occasions. In many in-
stances the teachers assemble before or after the

a ae P -
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meeting of the scholars for mutual instruétion in re-
gard to the Babbath School exercises.

In regard to the course or plan of instruction; the
improved character of the replies to the queries leads
to the conclusion that each successivé year will con-
tinue to exhibit marked progress in the mode of tuition
in numerous schools. The Superintendents in these
seem to avail themselves of useful suggestions on this
important subject from various sources for the sake of
the teachers underthem. Several schools in the cities
and towns present a system of class.instraction and
superintendence rarely surpassed.

In reference to the query,—* Does your school
continue open throughout the year? if not, in what
months does it continue open ?”’—we find that upwards
of one half are kept open, while one fourth are open
from April or May to December or January, and the
remainder for a less period. In the cases last men-
tioned, which are generally Union Schools, several
pupils attend from a distance of five or more miles.
In these cases there is generally no stated ministry.
One of these schools meets once a month in winter,
chiefly for the distribution of the library-books.

In reply to the last query,—¢ What is the general
influence of your schools on the community ?’—the
Reporters continue to express their unqualified convic-
tion of the unquestionably salutary effects flowing from
Sabbath School instruction. These effects they repre-
sent as unmistakably exhibited, besides in many other
ways, by more mutual forbearance and kindliness of
manners, and the suppression of immorality on the
Sabbath, as Sabbath.School-goers are generally Church-
goers. Such effects, they state, are seldom found
where the schools do not exist. In conclusion, the
conviction has been frequently expressed that through

the Divine blessing on Sabbath School instrumentality
not a few have been truly and early brought within
the Redeemer’s fold.

Your Committee, therefore, concurring fully in this
conviction, deem that they cannot more appropriately
close this their Seventeenth .nnual Report than
by reiterating their resolution, in dependence upon
Heavenly aid, by no means to relax their efforts for
the establishment and maintenance of Sabbath Schools,
with which the well-being, in time and ecternity, of
thousands upon thousands of our fellow.immortals in
Canada is so intimately associated,

Gentremen,—The length of time spent in the service of your
Society, and the amount of material on hand, compel me to
adupt extreme brevity in laying before you my report.
Receiving my appointment, as your Agent, to visit the Ottawa
District, I left Montreal, June 11th, 1853. The following day
(Sunday) was passed most happily at the Village of St. Andrews,
In the choice of the Rev. Mr. Orr, as your Local Agent, you
have found a friend to souls and Sabbath School extension in that
destitute region. As his report will give you all requisite infor.
mation, I omitdetails, My kind reception and entertainment are
in grateful remembrance. Taking to the noble Ottawa again,
my next stopping place was Bytown, and was kindly welcomed
at the houee of Mr. J. Durie. I proceeded on the 15th to Bell’s
Corners, where a Sabbath School was organized by your former
Agent, D. Freeman. The Sabbath School was generally pros-
perous ; had read their library thoroughly, My next stopping
place was in Goulbourn ; visited and addressed the last Sabbath
School formed by Mr. Freeman. To it I made frequent refer-
ence in my future labors, as worthy of imitation ; much of its suc.
céese and efficiency is owing to the Christian fidelity of its worthy
Superintendent, who showed me much kindness, I wasnow vpon
the borders of Huntley, where my first Sunday School was pro-
perly organized, June 22, four new Sabbath Schools were orgau-
ized in as many contiguous School Sections, and one other on the

line of Huntley and March. These Sabbath Schools, with ene
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other organized in March proper, were all in successful opera-
tion, save one. I then proceeded North, into Fitzroy, where I
found two Sabbath Schools, and organized six others. One new
Sabbath School was organized in Torbolton, where another ex-
isted. As all the Protestant settlements had been visited, in the
four Townships named, in which it was thought Sabbath Schools
could then be established, and being advised (from Montreal) to
proceed up the Ottawa further, I entered Pakenham, August 3,
with a view to canvass that Township. The house of Mr. J.
Dunnett was frum that time onward truly @ home. A Bible class
and prosperous Sabbath School exist in the Village of Pakenham ;
three others were organized.

August 18, I proceeded to M*Nab, and was kindly received at
the house of the Rev. Mr. Frazer, to whose efficient aid I was
greatly indebted. M‘Nab and Horton were visited, in which three
Sunday Schools already existed, and three others were organized.
The time of my engagement drew rapidly to its close.

With mingled joy and regret, I began, (Sept. 1st,) to retrace
my steps, leaving waste fields unvisited, and many friends made
such by social intercourse and sympathy in labor.

My tabular Report, now before you, will give you statistics,
which in this rapid outline of the direction my labors took, cannot
here be inserted.

Seven Townships had been visited, a section of country in
its longest direction about fiftly miles, its average width fifteen
miles,—the gentle curve of the ever-widening in ascent and

beautiful Ottawa, forming most of its northern and eastern boun.

The adult population can talk of what they have once seen, but
can say little of the stirring world without. Many exceptions
exist, but what are they among so many hundreds who seldom see
a newspaper or any book beside the blackened remains of a few
volumes that weathered the sea.

The Day Schools are of an ordinary character : school hoases
without suitable desks and seats, though several are widely dif-
ferent. The teachers are for the most part men of families, the
mode of instruction and government antiquated ; many of the
youth over twelve years old were very poor readers, and multi.

But amid all these disadvantages it was extremely gratifying
to find so much Bible knowledge in many pions families ; no peo.
ple better illustrate the strength and importance of early religious
impressions, the wisdom and duty of pious parental authority.
But pious fathers and praying mothers are fast passing away : the
objects of their care ard love are crossing the threshold of home.
A demand for other help to meet the growing wants of the people
is deeply felt ; they must join home to home, and hand to hand,
in the great work of saving the souls of their children. Iseem to
see those conntenances of fond parents kindle with joy and hope,
and to hear again those oft repeated sayings,—‘¢ The Sabbath
School is a good Institution,”—** Never ehall 1 forget the Sabbath
School, nor my faithfal teacher who gave me this book as a re-
ward of diligence and good behaviour at the Sabbath School,”—
“ We want a Sabbath School,”—** We can’t keep our children
in on the Sabbath,” and as one devoted man said,—** In the name
of God, let us begin the Sabbath School.” The people everywhere
were anxious to have Sabbath Schools, and subscribed liberally
of their abundance for the purehase of librarice. The broad prin-
ciple (union).everywherc found ready access to the judgmeni
and heart. They know themselves too well to hope for success
and permanency in the Sabbath School enterprise to organize a
Sabbath School on any other basis than union. The avidity and
interest with: which old and young were reading the libraries, the
Christian enterprise manifested by Superintendents and teachers,
the success of other Sunday Schools around them and along the
Ottawa, the extreme sensiliveness of the people to the insidions
growth of popish influence among them, and the practical expe-
rience of hundreds of parents in Sabbath Schaols “at home,” en-
courage hope of u future and abundant harvest. But how mueh
remains to be done ?—they bave just begun to learn their wants ;
their need of encouragement in their noble work ; frequent visits,
and fresh supplies of books, call for the labors of men thoroughly
acquainted with the ground ; living among them and universally
esteemed as men of integrity and piety.
