HE Brantford Young Ladies’ College, established in 1874, in connection with

the Presbyterian Church in Canada, has met with a grati‘ying measure of

success. The College now occupies a high position among the Educational Institu-

tions of the country, and maintains its reputation for the thoroughness of the edu-

cation imparted. The General Assembly for a series of years past, has warmly
commended the institution to the confidence and support of the church at large.

The location of the College is all that can be desired as a home for young ladies,
While offering the most complete retirement for study, it is at the same tin, within
easy walking distance of the principal business streets of the city, and cornands a
view of the surrounding country that cannot be surpassed for extent | beauty.

» ART GRADUATION.

1 1. Applicants for Graduation in Pictorial Art must be able :
(a) To outline and shade from models, in black and white,
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(h)  To copy any simple picture of landscape or figure.

(¢) To sketch any simple architectural subject in correct Perspective ; and to
explain the principles of Pictorial Perspective.

(d) To draw and shade from casts of the Figure or Ornament.

(¢) To paint from the round any simple group of flowers, fruit, or other
picturesque ohjects.

(f) To paint from Nature either landscape ; or else figure or figure subjects ;
and

(g) To answer questions proposed by the examiner on the History of Art.
(Text Book, DeForrest.)

2. Candidates may work either in oils or water colors. Any pupil passing a
good examiation in both, will graduate with Honor.

3. Candidates must produce specimens of all different classes of work required ;
these specimens must have been done without help, and during the twelve months
preceding the examinations.

4. The examiner will be a leading member of the Royal Canadian Academy, or
of some foreign institution of at least equal standing.

CERTIFICATES.

5. Pupils able (1) to copy well (without help) landscape or figurc pictures ; (2) *

to sketch with correct perspective ; and (3) to paint simple landscapes from Nature,
may receive Certificates of ability in Oil or Water Color Painting.

6. Pupils able (1) to copy (without help) in crayon, figure and animal subjects

PROFESSOR CHARLES A. GARRATT,
DIRECTOR.

HE Music Department is under the charge of Chas. A. Garratt, Esq., who
received his musical education in England, in Litchfield Cathedral. For
years he presided over one of the best Organs in Canada, subsequently was leading
organist in Milwaukee and at the Centennial Exposition, and was trequently
invited to give organ recitals. The Professor has had the honor of being specially
invited to give an organ recital before H. R. H. Princess Louise and H. R. H.
Prince Leopold. Professor Garratt has charge of the magnificent organ in Grace
Church, and is Musical Director and Teacherin this College. He throws enthusiasm
into this Department, and ladies who have the privilege of his instruction on the
Organ, Piano or Violin, have unexceptional advantages. The Choral Society is
becoming one of the most popular features of his departmnent in the College.
INSTRUMENTAL COURSE.

The method of Pianoforte and Technique adopted in this College, is that
universally sanctioned and followed in the best Conservatories and Musical Institu-
tions in Europe and America. This system while it gives the most csreful training
to the hand, which enables it to execute the most difficult passages with ease, at
the same time pays particular attenticn to the development of a healthy musical
taste, and leads the intellect to an appreciation of the highest range of musical art,

The instruction given in this department embraces all the branches essential to
a complete musical education.

1. Theory of Music—embracing Harmony, Composition and History.

2. Pianoforte playing, embracing elementary and technical exercises, training
in style, expression and artistic conception.

Certificates will he awarded upon the completion of the first and second year's
course respectively, and a diploma upon the completion of the full three year’s
course, The College medal will also be awarded upon the satisfactory completion

of the full course.
VOCAL COURSE

This College, recognizing the importance which attaches to the skilful training
of the human voice and the distinctive character of the vocal course, has increased
the efficiency of the Music Department by placing this branch also under the charge
of Prof. Garratt, who has had long experience in Voice CULTURE.

Instruction in this course embraces not only the knowledge necessary to sing
correctly and with taste, but also the special training suited to each individual voice.
The physical side of the Vocal Art, including the physiology of the vocal organs,
respiration, and the best methods of using the organs to produce the highest results,
receives due attention, thus making the system at once natural and philosophical.

The methods employed are those of Benke, Ludden, Garcia, Randegger,
Concone, Vaccai, Rossini, Bertini, Lablache, Marchesi, interspersed with solos,
songs, arias, conforming to each grade.

THE ORGAN.

Professor Garratt is well know as a master performer on the organ. A special
advantage is thus afforded to ladies who may desire to gain a knowledge of this
instrument, which will enable them to take charge of church organs.

THE VIOLIN.

A new feature is added to the Musical Department in the introduction of the
Violin. The Professor is a skilled instructor and performer on this instrument, and
has had large experience in using it in orchestral work and in concert with the
organ and piano. The use of the Violin has come, of late years, into great favor
with ladies, and it is possible that many a lady who will never become an expert on
the Pianoforte may distinguish herself on the Violin.

THE CHORAL SOOCIETY.

The Choral Society meets once a week for instruction in the theory of singing,
and for practice in reading music at sight. Much of the enthusiasm awakened in
the department arises from the special advantages afforded by this class. The

Students who have taken rooms at the close of the session are expected in all
Wases to retain them, unless notice has been given before the 5th August,

Applications should contain information on the following points :  Ist, age;
2nd, branches of study recently pursued ; special wishes of parents and guardians as
o studies ; 4th, the time expected to attend the College ; 5th, the church preferred
for attendance.

When young ladies cannot take advantage of the full Collegiate course, it is
Qmeatly recommended that, in justice both to themselves and to the faculty’
arrangements should be made for continuing their studies in the College at least on
.hll year.

SOOIAL AND DOMESTIC RELATIONS.

All students on their admission become awmenable to the College regulations:
he social life of the students is under the direction of the Lady Principal, assisted
the resident teachers. Parents are solicited to make such communications as
all aid her in promoting the welfare of their daughters
No correspondence will be allowed, except with those whose names are furnished
by parents and guardians,
¥ Weekly boarders may leave the (‘ollege on Saturday morning, returning not
ter than 5 p. m. on Sabbath, No responsibility will be assumed by the faculty of
e College for the hehaviour of such pupils during absence from College,
Young ladies are not allowed to visit, nor spend the Sabbath outside the
stitution, except at their own homes. Parents are advised to have their daughters
nd their Christmas holidays at home, or, if too far from home, that they should

main in the institution. Students remaining through the Christmas holidays will
charged at the rate of §3.00 per week.
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Respect and prompt obedience to the Teachers and Governesses are expected at
all times. Continued misconduct or insubordination subject to suspension or
expulsion.

Damages to the building, apartments, furniture and grounds are charged to
those who commit them.

No lending or borrowing of money, books, clothes or jewellery allowed, unless
by permission of the Lady Principal.

Packages containing cakes or sweetmeats sent to the students by parents or
guardians, will not be received.

It is especially desired that the dress of the students should be simple and
inexpensive. Simplicity saves time, thought and money which are needed for
higher uses. Whatever may be the circumstances of the student, extravagance is
here out of place and in bad taste.

Each student should be provided with an umbrella, thick boots, india-rubber
overshoes, table napkins and ring. Fvery article belonging to a student must be
distinctly marked. Washing is limited to twelve pieces per week, of ordinary
attire ; all beyond this will be charged at the usual rate.

Everything necessary is provided in the private rooms of the young ladies, but
they may add for themselves any articles they may desire for ornament. It is also
desirable, that each pupil be supplied with some standard work of Poetry, for use
in literary exercises.

Parents and guardians are earnestly requested not to sanction the visiting of
home and friends during the term. Calls on students must be so arranged as not
to interfere with College studies.

Absence is permitted only on account of serious illness, or some other equally
urgent cause.

Boarders are not allowed to leave the College grounds, unless with one of the
Governesses, or their parents and friends.

HOURS TO BE OBSERVED.,

Breakfast is served at 7.45 a. m, ; dinner at 12.30 p. m., and tea at 6 p. m,
Class recitations are from 9 to 12 a. m., and from 1.30 to 3.30 p. m.

From 3 to 6 p. m., piano practice one hour, recreation and private study.
From 7 to 7.15, Private Devotions,

From 7 to 9 p. m., studying uuder charge of a teacher.

All lights in the bedrooms are to be extinguished at 9.45 p. m.

RELIGIOUS HXERCISES.
While the College is in connection with the Presbyterian Church, the teaching
is thoroughly unsectarian. A Bible Class is held every Sabbath afternoon, which

all the students are required to attend. Students are expected to attend the
Presbyterian Church, unless otherwise directed by their parents or guardians,
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Arrangements are made for those attending their own churches in the morning,
under the escort of a teacher. Family Worship is conducted morning and evening,
at which all the boarders are required to be present. All students attend the daily
reading of the Bible in their respective classes.

DAY PUPILS.

All the departments of the College are open to studeuts residing in the city,
who are amenable to the same regulations as the resident pupils during class hours.
They are not allowed to remain in the College or on the grounds out of class hours,
nor are they allowed in any part of the premises where their duties do not call them,
unless by special permission. They must never be the bearers of any notes, mess-
ages or packages to or from the resident students in the College.
