Petrograd, September 11.—It was admitted that
the large number of Austrian and German forces that
inyaded Rubsian Poland' had succeeded in making
their escape.
Charges of brutality are made against the Ger-
nmans in a dispatch received frem the correspondent
of the Novoe Vremya. He declares the Germans ate
tacked the Jews' after they entered the town of Op-
oczeno, in province of Radom, and incited the inhabi-
tants to massacre.
Dispatches to the War Office from the front do
not confirm in any way these charges. On the con-
trary, the Russian wounded say they were cared for
by Germans as far as it was possible for thém to
do so.

“The retreat of the Germans has amounted to
from 37 to 45 miles in four days, during which the
French and English forces operating to the south of
the Marne did not cease to pursue the offensive.
“This pursuit continued in the reglon to the south
of the, forest of Crecy, and in thé region toward the
north of Provinee, as well as to the south of D'Ester-
nay.

“The enemy then continued  toward the Marne to
the north of Chateau Thierry, where a violent en-
gagement took place, which wak still continuing when
they reached the region of La Fere, Gauche D'Es-
ternay and Mortail. The left of the army of General
Von Glyk, as well as the army of General Von Bue-
low, fell back before our trodps. There was a new
engagement in the region of New Chateau of Se-
zanne, and Vitry Le Francois. This battle was most
bloody. The heaviest Joss of life occurred on the
left of the army of Von Buelow, the Saxon army,
and a part of the army commanded by Prince Grand
Duke Alprecht of Wuertemberg.

TO STRENGTHEN NAVY

Within Next Twelve Months, Beitish Sea Foree Will
o Inoreased By Fifty-five V of Various
Types, According to Intimation from London,

Ottawa, September 11 —~The Governor-General has
received from the Secretary for the Colonies the fol-
lowing eable, reviewing the events of the war. The
cable readsi—

After one month of war, command of the sea is
1éft unchanged in the hands of Great Britain and her
allfes, The main German and Austrian flects remain
in the harbor under the shelter of mines and batteries,
Four Geérman crulsers, one auxillary cruiser, two de-
stroyers, one submarine, and one Austrian cruiser
have been dunk. A (German dreadnought and a
cruiser_have fled without fighting to the Dardanelles.
The loss of British ships has been insignificant.

In consequence of this naval supremacy, more than
300,000 troops have crossed the sea in different parts
of the world without losing @ man. A British expedi-
tionary force has been carried to France, expeditions
have beéen sent to attack German colonies in Africa
and the Pacific, and French troops, protected by the
Anglo-French Mediterranean fleet, have been escort-
ed from Algiers to France.

The armies in Furope will be reinforced without
ceasing by troops from Camada, Australia and New
Zealand, Africa, Indla.

The German mercantile marine hag disappeared
from the seas, which are open freely to British com-
merce everywhere.

In China; Pacific and Atlantic waters, German

ships have avoided action’ with British cruisers, and
their depredations have heen small.

The British navy will be increased
next twelve months hy not less than ten first-class
capital ships, fifteen crulsers and twenty destroyers,
During the same period, Germany will not add more
than one-third of this number to her fleet.

In the meantime, in answer to the call of the Gov-
ernment, a large number of fresh pecruits have volun-
tarily joined the British army. The eagerness to en-

list has grown markedly since the British troops have
actually engaged the enemy. During the lust week
in London alone the number of recruits has averaged

nearly four thousand dally, and on Monday last the
number exceeded 4,800.

New York, September 11.—The steamer market con-
tinmes quiet in all departments and there is no notice-
able improvement in the demand for tonnage in any
of the various trades. A larger percentage of the
chartering is being done abroad than is usual, and
in most cases nothing is known here of the fixtures
until mail advices are received, owing to the in-
creased cost of cabling same in plain English as re-
quired by the censors. There is an abundance of
unchartered boats available for prompt loading, but
the scarcity of freights and the low rates named by
charters greatly restricts trading. There are two or
three orders for case oil carriers for long voyage busi-
ness and a few inquiries for grain and coal and deal
carriers to Europe, but no_freights of consequence
offer in any of the other trades. Rates are nomin-
ally steady at the basis of last previous charters. The
sailing vessel market continues dull and what few
freights are offering are for coastwise account. Rates
are holding steady at the low basis, current and ample
tonnage is available for all necessities.

“A few days will see the American merchant mar-
ine augmented by not less than 125 ships,” said Ed-
| win F. Sweet, Acting Secretary of Commerce, to-day.

“This, with the British vessels still keeping the sea |

open, will be ample to take our surplus agricultural
;prnducts to consumers abroad. More than that, it
will give us sufficient command of the situation to
prevent the purchaser across the ocean from domin-
ating the price.

The law admitting foreign-built ships to American
registry will rehibilitate our foreign commerce in ex-
actly the way to prevent the United States from suf-
| fering unduly from the war in Europe, and will take
care of the present emergency until the ship pur- |
chase bill ean be enacted into law.

“It is well understood that the Steel fleet, the Oil
fleet and the Fruit fleet will come in. That has been
announced. Others, not connected with any estab-
lished line, will register as fast as we can get to
them. Among these is' the Robert Dollar fleet, con-
sisting of ten ships on the Pacific. In New York
harbor, ever since the outbreak of the war, there
has been a considerable number of vessels ready to
take American registry. They are owned by Ameri-
cans, but officered by foreigners. To give these ships
an opportunity to get to sea quickly after the sus-
perision of the navigation laws, the Department of
Commerce did an unusual thing. Foreign officers
serving on an American ship have to be examined
and licensed. We conducted these examinations be-
fore the naviagtion laws were suspended and prepar-
ed the licenses, so that the moment the President is-
suéd his proclamation the ships commanded By these
officers were able to go about their business.

“Nearly every one of these ships has already gone
to sea with American products. While we were ex-
amining the officers the vessels were being loaded
with grain for Europe, or with manufactured pro-
ducts for South America. By anticipating the new
law we therefore advanced the date of sailing sever-
al days in each instance,

“Some of the boats admitted to American registry
will not do much to relleve the situation. The Un-
ited Fruit Company's ghips are too fine to go into
general commerce, as they are refrigerator ships. But
in emergency they can carry meats and fruits, even to
the point pf taking out apple crop across the ocean,
The steel fleet, with minor changes, can carry car-
goes of grain and coal to any point where there is a
market.

"é}n the increase of our merchant marine by a
large number of what are known as tramp steamers
is where we will get our best benefit. It is these
which will swell the régistry to over 125, They are
owned by Americans who have operated them under
foreign flags because of our navigation laws, but it is
predicted that onbe under American 'registry they
will never go out. They are the ships that develop
commerce because they are willing' to go to any
point to get business, and are not’confined to cer-
tain routes and places of terminal”

MONEY FOR TRANSPORTATION
FAGILITIES 15 STOPPED

Borrowing Money ,at 7 Per Cent. For Refunding Shows
Strikingly How Construction Projects
Have Been Shelved.

New York, September.1l,—Renewal of $5,000,000
New York Central notes on a ‘7 per cent. basis, put
out a year ago on a 5% per cent. basis, almost certain-
ly means a 7 per cent. rate for the $12,000,000 notes
of the same company maturing November 5. The
Lake Shore $2,000,000 notes maturing in London are
being renewed on a 6% per cent. basis.

It hardly needed this bright sidelight on the cost of
money to the railroads to demonstrate that for the
time being the expenditure of capital for transporta-
tlon facilities is absolutely stopped. But the actual
transaction of borrowing money at 7 per cent. for re-
funding shows strikingly how construction projects
have been shelved.

This rate of interest. means, for instance, that plans
for the expenditure of upwards of $60,000,000 for
modernizing the Central’'s freight termipals on the
west side of Manhattan Island and the abolition of
cross tracks at street grade in, Tenth and Eleventh
avenues have been-pigeonholed, though the need for
the improvement is as great as ever. It means, also,
an indefinite delay in the construction of the new
union station and freight terminals in Chicago by the
Pennsylvania, Burlington and other roads, city ordin-
ances for which have been adopted and await ac-
ceptance of the railroads concerned.

It means as well the indefinite postponement of ter-
minal improvements in most. of the larger cities of the
country, notwithstanding that such authorities as J. J.
Hill hold that greater terminal capacity is the chief
transportation need of the country.

If a prompt: favorable decision by the Interstate
Commerce Commission in the eastern rate case had
made it possible as it might easily have done, to re-
fund the note indebtedness of the fluctuations of a
war money market——mdebte_dness of the principal rail-
roads six months ago they would now be immune to
the fluctuations of a war money market. Not only
was that relief denied, but the government stands
ready to interpose a 5 per cent. war tax as on obstacle
to a general increase in passenger rates.

COST OF STEAMER OCEANA

Original Value in Prime Condition Was $192,000, Now
$550,000 is the Price Asked.

Philip Manson, of 290 Broadway, who has been in-
terested in marine affairs and has lately offered some
criticism of the United States Marine Association and
certain of their operations, said yesterday with refer-
ence to the shipping situation that since the Vera
Cruz incidents efforts have been made to sell to the
Government the steamer Oceana for $550,000, special
efforts in that direction having been made by one
person specially. On this point Mr. Manson says:

“It so happens that I bought this self-same Oceana
four years ago when she was in prime condition, hav-
ing Lloyds highest rating for $192,000. Please note
that I bought the ship from the Hamburg-American
Line, which may be given credit for not selling the
ship for less than she was worth. This same ship
was sold at auction a few months ago.for $41,000. As
soon as I can obtain'permission from the owners to
publish the names of vessels which I know earn their
cost within two years, I will submit the same. In the
meantime I will cite the earnings of the Oceana, which
under my management and in a keenly competitive
trade, having as competitors two well-established
lines, namely, the Royal Mail Steam Packet Company
and the Quebec Steamship Company, searned during
the first four months of 1911, $126,865.87 net, which
was about two-thirds what the ship cost.”

C. P. R'S DECREASE LARGER.

The earnings of the C. P. R. for the week ending
September 7th, totalled $2,110,000, as compared with
$2,496,000 in the similar week of 1v18, a decrease of
$3886,000, or 15.4 per cent. 3

The decrease In August as a whole from the fig-
ures reported for the corresponding month last year
has amounted to $1,630,000, or 18.9 per cent.

FIRE. COMMISSIONERS COURT

Investigation Into 8t. Lawrence Street Fire Was Re-
opened as Result of Bribery Charge.

The comparatively unusual procedure; of re-opening
a fire enquiry was followed at the Fire Commis-
sloners’ Court .yesterday afternoon, when Commis-
sloner Ritchie sat on'a case which came up about a
month ago.

The second appearance of Abraham Selector, 763 St.
Lawrence street, was due to the fact that he was al-
leged to have told his creditors on the morning after
the fire th'at an insurance agent had tried to bribe
him by an offer of $900 in settlement of all his claims.
Mr. Selector denied absolutely that he had ever made
such a statement. The evidence taken at the re-
opened enquiry showed 'a 'slight difference: in :the
amount of indebtedness estimated by Mr. Selector.
On his first appearance he told the Comymissioner
that he owed $2,800. When he assigned the next
morning he found that his obligations totalled ' §6,-
700.

‘While the Fire Commission merely collects evidence
and never renders a judgment so that there is noth-
ing final about any enquiry, the procedure -of re-
calling a witness is uncommon.

A fire in the joint store of Frank Bain and Art.
Schechter, of 279 St. Dominique street, was investigat-
ed, but no explanation of the origin of the blaze could
be given by any of the witnesses summoned before
the Commission. The fire started around a partition
between the two stores shortly after midnight on
Sunday, but there was nothing ‘to indicate in which
store it began. ' B. Schechter, a son of the owner of
the store, stated that while the insurance was for
$2,000, the value of the goods was at least double
the amount. - Mr. Frank Bain could not explain the
fire. He had been in his store shortly before mid-
night, and there was no inflammable material. He
had $1,600 insurance, but was carrying twice that
value in stock: ‘As hé was not keeping books, and
a8’ Mr. Schecliter's' could nét be’ found; “the* parties
were unable to furnish more detailed iilntormatlon.

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A London Stupidity

A strange story is that of the London Daily Tele- |

graph, which, according to a cabled report, says in
effect that Britain is badly in need of new warships
that would cost seven millions sterling, and that
she is so hard up that she cannot get the ships un-
less Canada provides the money to pay for them.
It is a pity that a journal of the standing of the
Daily Telegraph should allow its columns to k?e
used for the publication of such rubbish, and it is
surprisig that the London censors, S0 severely
critical in some directions, should allow the cabling
abroad of such an utterly false representation of
Britain’s financial position. If the article was de-
signed to have a bearing on questions concerning
Canada’s naval policy, which have been in con-
troversy here, then it is most reprehensible, for all
right-thinking people will agree that this is not the
time to discuss such questions.

From an Imperial point of view the statements
of the London journal are both foolish and dan-
gerous. There is nothing to show that Britain is
suffering from a lack of Dreadnoughts. On the con-
trary, the fleet of them which she has seems to
be performing its duty most effectively and most
satisfactorily. But if Britain needs more ships of
any kind, and money can obtain them, she is not
obliged to go a-begging for the money in the way
the London paper indicates. Almost at the very
moment when the Daily Telegraph was sending out
this miserable assertion of Britain's poverty, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer, Mr. Lloyd-George, was
declaring in a public speech that -Britain would
win in this war, in the end, if not from other causes,
from her immense financial resources.

Britain is strong enough financially to provide for
all her needs in this war, and semsible enough to
receive in the right spirit the assistance which the
overseas portions of the Empire are so heartily
giving, each in the form that seems best adapted tp
the situation.

The London censors should keep a watchful eye
on the journal that has sent this foolish report
abroad. A writer who at this critical time in-
forms the world that the British Government are
80 hard up that they are obligéd to beg the Colonies
for money is much more dangerous to British in-
terests than many of the German citizens, who, as
a precautionary step, are being placed under guard.

The Benefits of War

The war is conferring some benefits upon the
people. In the first place, we are all forced to brush
up our geography and familiarize ourselves with
the location, spelling, pronunciation, pcpulation and
industries of the various towns which the war is
putting on the map. Our knowledge of ihstory is be-
ing freshened up through out efforts to #ind par-
allels for the struggle now going on in Europe.‘
The history of the Franco-Prussian War and the
Napoleonic struggles and of a half score others is
being pevised in an effort to keep up to date. In a
commercial sense, we are taking a new and keeuer}
interest in trade returns, commercial happenings
and statistics in general.

Before the war broke out few knew, and still
fewer cared, what business Cermany transacted
with South America. Today we can tell in glib
terms almost to a cent how many dollars worth
of textiles she exportel to Chile or Brazl, the
value of her steel exports to Argentina, and a score
of other items. We even learned that Buenos
Ajres is now the third city in size on the American

he said: “The first hundred millions our enemies

ginning. We are fighting a very tough enemy, who
is well prepared for the fight, and will probably
fight to the very end before he will accept the only
conditions upon which we can possibly make peace.
“If we are wise, that is where our resources will
"cnme in, not merely of men, but of cash. We have
won with a silver bullet before. We financed Europe
in the greatest war we ever fought, and that is
what won. Of course, British tenacity and British
conrage always come in, and they always will. But
let us remember that British cash tells tco.”

Immigration and the War

1 lmngmtlnn to both Canada and the United
! States has practically come to an end as a result
of the war. In 1913, Canada received 402,000 im-
migrants, while the United States in their fiscal
year which ended June 30th last, received 1,218,009,
During that same year, however, the Unitel States
had 300,000 departures, leaving a net increase.of
but slightly over 900,000. Of the immigrants re
jceived by the United States in that year 733,000
were from countries which are now engaged in war.
Of Canada’s newcomers almost two-thi were from
Burope. As long as the war lasts, there will be
very few arrivals in either Canada or the United
| States. Aeccording to the latest reporis, the new
arrivals at New York have been reduced to a very
|smsll fraction of those who came a year sgo.
| It is only reasonable to expect that following the
‘war there will be a large exodus from continental
Europe as well as from Great Britain. In Europe
especially tens of thousands of people will be left
{homeless and desolate as a result of the war. As
| these- people have always been on the verge of |
| starvation, it is only to be expected that rhey will
| take advantage of the first opportunity to get away
| from- war-stricken and poverty-infested Europe and |
come to countries where there are opportunities |
for bettering their position. In the mater of im-|
migration, Canada is likely to profit enormously as
a result of the war,

NEW YORK CITY’S HUNGER

American Metropolis Eats Up More News Print in a
Day Than Eight Countries of Europe and Asia
o ~World's Supply and Consumption.

New York, September 11-—~That the continuation
of the Europeam war will result in 2 paper famine
throughott the world is the opinionn of A. B, Wright,
of the Intermational Paper company. Mr. Wright
says that the paper manufacturers in this country are
already feeling the great demand for print paper, and
it is generally feared that it will be necessary to cut
into the reserve supply now held at the mills.

It is understood that because of the shortage 0f pa-
per in France, the French governmént will decide
soon to lift the prohibitive tariff on print paper to
permit the importing of American stock. It Is be-
lisved that England, if the shortage continues, will
dernand that Canada send all of its surplus stock to
the mother country.

In this event it would be necessary for the Ameri-
can manufacturers to confine more of their shipments
to the United States, as at the present time Canada
supplies the United States with 1,000 tons of print
paper daily, and the loss of this would mean a furth-
er demand on the American mills.

Moratorium in Austria.

Austria—It is probable that a moratorium has been
declared in Austria, but 80 far nothing is known inre-
gard thereto. The only financial item that seems to
have reached here out of Austria since the outbreak
of hostilities is to the effect that “settlement day on
the Vienna Bourse passed without a single fallure
peing announced.”

Norway declared a moratorium for one month, but
a subsequent proclamation of the government termin-
ated the moratorium welative to interpal payments
as from date of Septemnber 6. The moratorium re-
lative to foreign payments is being partly continued.

Turkey announced @ moratorium of one momth on
all obligations except coupons.

Brazil declared a moratorium of four months. A
bank holiday was declared from August4 to15. The
government issued a decree sanctioning the emission
of paper money.

Canada—The Canadian Parliament passed an act
authorizing the Government to declare a moratorium
at any time while the war lasts, but so far it has not
beenn exercised.

Denmark—The Danish Parllament voted a three-
months moratorium covering all debts except civil law
debts and coupons until October 10. No sult is pos-
sible for a debt contracted after August 1, abroad or
toward a foreigner.

Algeria—The French moratorium is effectlve there.
