LETTER FROM GUNNER
SIELING.

Witley Camp, . England, Sept. 23.
Dear Sister: .

I arrived safe and sound on
the shores of old England on the 22nd,
and got into camp at 5 a.m. on the 23rd.
We left camp at Petawawa on _the 8th,
got to Halifax on the 11th, and got on
board the Metagama and left Halifax on
the 13th at 6 a.m., and arrived in Eng-
land on the 22nd, so we had a long trip.
We could have gone faster, but there
were four transports and one cruiser on
the trip, and the Northland was much
the slowest boat, so we had to keep to-
gether as a protection against submar-
ines. When two days’ sail from Eng-
land five destroyers came out and met
us, which was a sight well worth seeing,
they are so speedy and small. They can
make 45 knots an hour. The scenery
was lovely as we were coming down the
channel between England and !reland,
and all kinds of ships coming up the
river into Liverpool harbor,. Crowds of
women and children cheered and waved
flags on the shore of the river as we
came up.

As we were going through Quebec the
15th brigade were tredted to a shower of
stones by the spectators who pelted the
train. We got off at another village in
Quebec and went into a store, and the
people there could net speak English,
and thought the boys were stealing
things, so the old man locked the door,
and got the old shotgun down, and pre-
pared to hold us up. The store was
just crowded with officers and men, and
they were getting ready - to clean up on
the old man for his impudence, when :
the whistle blew, and the old man epen-
ed the door and the soldiers left without
doing any violer.ce.

We went across a big bridge at Mon-
treal, 1§ miles long, which was the lar-
gest I had ever seen. We were four in
a cabin 0 board, and the ship’s crew
served us at the table and did all the
cleaning up, so we had nothing of that
kind of work to do. The 4th Pioneers
were with us on the Metagama, among
whom I was surprised to meet Edward
Schmidt, son of Mr. John Schmidt of
Mildmay. 1 have not seen him since.

The names of the other boats that sail
ed with 'us are the Scandinavian, Cam-
eronian, Northland, and the cruiser Am-
phion. The Northland wae the slow
boat, so we couldn’t make much time
until we met the destroyers, and then
we left her behind. The Secandinavian
beat us in, and our boat and the Camer-
onian had a two days’ race to port, and
we beat her in by half an hour, so we
were evenly matched for speed. We
had a little physical drill on board. I
never missed a parade, but a lot of the
fellows were out for several ‘days on
account of seasickness. I missed one
meal and fed the fish with one, so 1 was
lucky in this respect.

The scenery in England is great.

Many of the country houses are old and
quaint, and covered with green vines,
and have nicely kept.lawns. The roads
are paved like our city streets.  This
country has everything beat for scenery,
surpassing even the wonderful things
we saw in Quebec, and the other prov-
inces on the way to Halifax,. We have
comfortable huts to sleep in here, with
electric lights, and we have a gram-
aphone occasionally to amuse us. 'We
haye a wooden cot, with straw tick and
four blankets, so we are well off. Half
of our battery are going on pass to-mor-
tow, and we are going to London for a
six days’ visit, going on a special train.
We are just 35 miles from London.
They have small trains and engines here
but they travel at a great speed. The
cars are divided into compartments,
each accommodating eight people and
and the cars have no aistes;: like they
have at home. One gets in from the
side, and the cars have a running board
like the ordinary street car.
Our men that overstayed their last
leave in Canada had all the dirty work
to do on the trip.over, but we all have a
clean sheet to start on now. [ wonder
how long I can keep mine that way.

We were roused three times from our
sleep one night on account of the Zepp-
elin raids. They managed to bring
down two of the machines but not before
29 people were killed and ninety.nine
others wounded.

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Winter Care of Cows.

Cows are sensitive creatures and
for this reason must have especially
good care during the winter season,
The man who would obtain the best
milk yields in the winter must endeavy-
or to approximate summer conditions
as closely as possible.

On account of their general spare-
ness of flesh, cows have little protec-
tion for their vital organs and are
therefore peculiarly susceptible to
cold. For this reason warm housing
during the winter season is a matter
of the highest importance, It mat-
ters little how good a dairy machine
a cow may be or how well she may be
fed, the returns from her will be un-
satisfactory, if she is compelled . to
shiver in the stable,

Never expose cows to the cold driz-
'.z]ing rains which usually precede and
follow the severe cold of the winter,
’It it not uncommon for cows to shrink
than double thisg amount.

Many, in their attempts to keep
| COWS warm, expose them to conditions
i which they may suffer even more
, than_from exposure to cold We re-
fer to the practice of shutting up cows
}in stables where there is no provision
i for ventilation. A cow barn should be
built as warm as possible,

Another matter of importance is to
supply cows with reasonably warm
water, he amount of fue]
o heat water from
blood temperature!
o furnish cows only
freshly pumped water. If the wa-
ber is allowed to stand in the tank un-
till it is nearly frozen, it should be
warmed by means of a heater placed
in the tank. 1Ip this connection, it ig
well to remember that wood is cheaper
fuel for heating water than feed. But
there are other disadvantages of al-
lowing cows to drink cold water aside
from the extra feed required in warm-
ing it to blood temperature. The bad
effects of 'ving very cold water
to cows ju fore and after calving
are too weil known to require much
comment, Many an afterbirth has
{ been retained by chilling cows with jce
| water at this critical period.

British Firm Resumes Negotiation
_Broken by War.

Negotiatiqns for the acquisit_ion 91
‘important oll interests in Cahforpxa
‘which were concluded by a British
shipping syndicate, but which fell
through when the war broke out,
have been revived and the original
scheme will be carried out, says a
London despotch. The primary mov-
ers in the scheme include Earl Grey,
Lord Pirrle, Thomas Royden and
Hans Anderson, managing director of
the East Asiatic Company, Copen~
hagen, for which elghteen motor ships
of from 10,000 to 13,000 tons are now__
being built.

The British firms concerned are
the Cunard, White Star, Union
(Castle, Elder Dempster, Atlantic
Transport, Dominlon and Leyland
lines, and it is likely that most of
their vessels will be fitted to burn oil
when the shipping world gets
straigh@ned out again. The syndicate
will establish stations for the supply
\of oil fuel on various_ocean routes.

Orders for a large number of ves-
sels of the tank type were placed
with British firms some time ago,
but the great pressure of naval work
has made it impossible for these
firms to get on with the work, hence
many of their vessels are now being
built in the United States,

ASQUITH SCORNS
PATCHED PEAC

Allies Demand Adequate Re-
paration, Adequate
Security.

A despatch from London says:
“This is no time for faltering coun-
sel or wavering purposes,” said Pre-
mier Asquith in addressing the House
of Commons on Wednesday. “This
war cannot be allowed to end in some
patched-up, precarious and dishonor-
ing compromise masquerading under
the name of peace,

“No one desires to prolong for a
single moment longer than is neces-
sary the tragic spectacle of blood-
shed and destruction, but we owe it
to those who have given their lives
that their supreme sacrifices shall not
have been unavailing.

“The. ends of the allies are well
known. They have been frequently
stated. They are not selfish, they are
not vindictive, but they required ade-
quate reparation for the past and ade-
quate security for the future.”

The House cheered the Premier
loudly as he made these remarks in
concluding his address, after moving
8 vote of credit for £300,000,000.
This brings up the total for the cur-
rent financial year to £1,350,000,000.

The House agreed to vote the credit
asked for by Premier Asquith, virty-
ally no criticism being offered to the
Premier's statement.

Canned meats are a great conven-
ience and luxury, not only as an extra
dish for the family, but when com-
bany . arrives unexpectedly, or work
hands; are needed at a time when the
housekeeper has an unusually hm‘di
day’s work to accomplish and ﬁndsi
the larder rather low. Especially is
this“true in the country where a trip
to town for the purpose of obtaining
meat is sometimes impossible.

At butchering time one often tires
of seeing so much fresh meat about, |
