CONFERENCE.

HUS far we have attempted to

interpret India’s request in the
light of her own wishes and aspir-
ations. But this is only half the
story. If we are to appreciate the
claim she makes in all its bearings.
we must consider also what & the
Imperial Conference really is, and
how  far its constitution and +he
purpose for swhich it exists pro-
vide for the 'admission of India’s
representdtives to its . fold.

The Conference is not yet thirty
years old. It has met in all six
times, at intervais sufficiently long
for the course of outside events to
give on each occasion a definite
besit to its proceedings; for which
re@Son it is possible to sum up its
history in no great space, with-

foour presefit purpose. The first
olonial Conference assembled in

887, on the occasion of Queen

Vie 2, and under

" 50

the '_pu‘ t:‘loninal expan-

sion of France and Germany. It
was an informal gathering of Co -
cnial representativeés to deliberate
on matters of common interest.
[t expressed a growing wish to
promote the solidarity of the Em-
pire without the faintest wish to
alter its orgamization. ““It was
England’s business to run the Em-
pire as a whole, to conduct its
foreign relations, to defend it
from attack, to govern the De-
pendencies.” The Colonies were
invited to consider what contribu-
tion they could make in the de-
fence of their own territories, and
Australia undertook to contribute
to the cost of an auxiliary squad-
ron in Australian waters. Mr.
Hofmeyr’s proposal. for an Im-
perial tariff for Imperial defence
purposes was sympathetically re-
ceived; ‘but the Conference
amounted to an informal discus-
sion, the value of which lay rather
in its giving definiteness to a com-
mon sentiment than in any posi-

.

tive attempt to translate that
sentiment into action. India was
reither represented nor referred
ta. The next meeting was sum-
moned by the Canadian Govern-
ment and was held at Ottawa in
1894. It busied itself with ques-
tions of trade and communica-

i'tions, and matters of defence and

‘oreign policy, not to mention the
Dependencies, were not discussed.
This change illustrates the natural
difference of view between the
Mother Country, which was still
Iresponsible for the security of the
i whole Empire, and the Colonies,
. which were mainly concerned with
their own-self-development. By
11897 the partition of Africa, the
;advance of Russia to the East, the
{China-Japanese war, and the
Jameson raid lent a new serious-
ness to Imperial problems which
l,was reflected in the more respon-
sible character of the Conference
summoned in that year by
Chamberlain and in the tentative
proposals which he‘then put for-
ward for an Imperial’ Council.
But the Colonies still maintained
their view that political relations
should be left as they were, and
‘that the surest way of consolidat-
{ing Imperial interests lay " along
the line of commercial recipro-
city. By the time the Conference
of 1902 met the participation of
Colonial troops in the Boer war
had encouraged the belief at home
that the Dominions were willing
to share in the responsibilities of
'Empire, while in the Dominjons
themselves it had quickened the

Reids’ Freight
Rates Advance

HE countr_\ has been aroused

from end to end during the
past three days over the action of
the Reid Nfld. Co. in advancing
freight rates all over their system
- on land and sea. The advance
amounts to 100 per cent. in some
cases and the lowest is about 33
per cent. The new rates are the
fullest that can be charged under
their contract. Competition has
hitherto prevented them from ap-
plying the full rates allowed un-
der the Deal of 1898. ' That they
should now apply the full rate in-
stead of being content with a
moderate advance will cause a
great outburst of indignation on
the part of the people which will
make the Company as unpopular
as it was in its ‘most unpopular
past. Nothing but a desire to
grab the last cent possible from
the people in their misery and
during the most cruel devastating
war in history can be the motive
of such an action.

The Government is asleep and
is permitting all sorts of grabbing
by private interests, although the
laws afford ample protection if
enforced. Every conceivable pow-
er for the public protection
against grabbing by firms, indus-
tries or companies was given the
Government at the last session of
the Legislative, .but at no time
since the war ‘started have condi-
tions demanded Government ac-
tion more severely as those now
existing.

It is hard to realize that the
Reid Nfld. Co. are determined to
take from the people their last
ounce - of flesh, and not only flesh,
but the blood also. They have
been receiving since the early
spring 97 cents per barrel freight
for flour from : Sydney to St.
John’s and $1.07 from Sydney to
outports connected with their sys-
tem, as against about 15 cents
prior to the war. Those increased
prices on flour will give them
something like $150,000 for this
season; not being content they
now, just as the fall weather pre-
vents transportatton by schooner,
add extra freight charges that
will enrich them to the extent of
another $100,000. Their extra
grab consequently for this year
\ull amount to something like
$250,000. It should be noted by
our readers that when the con-
tract. was made in 1898, nothing
was. inserted to cover charges
from Sydney to Port-aux-Basques
and the public are entirely at the
mercy of the Company in‘this re-
spect.

fishermen. The Government is
asleep or possess no business
ability or cannot have the inter-
ests of the masses at heart. It
was the duty of the Government
to take action in this respect two
months ago. If the people de-
pended on the action of  the
Government of the day in New-
foundland we venture to state

that the fishermen would be starv-.

»Loss of Constanza chcrc

Blow to Roumania and
Has Big Effect on Greecc. .

The loss of Constanza, the Ruican-
tan Black Sea port, is a serious mat-
ter for the Allies in this theatre of the
war. It is useless to disguise that
fact, as some of the news agencies
and many prominent journals are at-
tempting to do. The only bright fea-
ture of the fall of this important
cgntre is that it has not ccme as a
surprise and need not discourage the
Rumanians. A significant under note
in the news of last week prepared the

news from the Dobrudja, although in
some quarters this was regarded as
pessimism.

But the 1emoval of muscles
or’ bones not irreparably injured is
not practised on the first or second
examinations as frequently as has
been the case heretofore, and in this
way parts are saved which otherwise
might have been lost.

.Tirn.os).—-'J‘he correspondent of  the
» Chronicle at s'tockholm sends the foi-

lowing under yesterday’s date:

The facts with regard to the Official
Gmman attitude on the present posi-
tlon of the war together with an out-
line of the course to be pursued hmui
been told to me by a distinguished |
neutral who is. a resident in Berlin
and who for a few days has been vis-
iting in Sweden. My informant speaks
with the knowledge that he is not a
casual foreigner in Berlin but one
whose business brings him in touch
with public life and public men there
and who has special  facilities for
knowing the minds of political lead-
ers. I present his narrative clearly as,
I can in his own words.

“I left Berlin about a week ago. It
may be taken as quite definite that
