Large Purchase of Horses 
“While in the west the committee 

completed the purchase of 250 horses 
which they shipped to Verjigin, whère 
they will be used in connection with 
the work of the industries which are 
to be established there and some of 
which have already been instituted. 
The industries which. have already 
been established include the large 
brick yard, where both burned and 
preseed bricks are produced and a 
plant for the production of cement, 
and pottery. They are just complet­
ing a large grist mill and an oatmeal 
mill, and are ready to enter on any 
enterprise by means of which they 
will be able to afford the means of 
a livelihood to their people.

•; No Rebellious Spirit
“AS you are aware'the quantity of 

land held by the community has been 
very greatly curtailed, and now is 
comprised within a limited area. As 
members of the Doukhoborsti society 
it was impossible for them to con­
form to the régulations of the de­
partment of the Interior. The mem­
bers of the society are manifesting 
no rebellious spirit at the action of 
the .government in this regard. They 
are peaceable and will continue to 
prosper.

He stated to me that many of the 
officials in the executive buildings nt 
St. Petersburg were, completely shut 
in owing to the general insecurity 
and the fear of what might ’ happen 
on the streets.

Doukhobors at low rates in the states) 
of Washington, Oregon, and Montana, 
but the leaders of the community 
have paid little attention to these 
offere, owing to the fact that, as I 
have pointed out to them, there were

'd in’s stables, singing and chanting 
and straggling through the streets 
looking for food. All meat and but­
ter offered was refused, only onions 
and bread did they accept. Tuesday 
morning they left Dauphin and start­
ed for Ochçe River, where they arriv­
ed in. the late evening, having travel­
ed seven miles that day. They stay­
ed there all night, but were not al­
lowed to get much rest as they were 
continually bothered by people in the 
community whose curosity had not 
been satisfied.

„ Yesterday morning they left Ochre 
River and arrived at Makinak about 
noon where they rested in the. shade 
till about two* oc’clock, eating their 
simple meal of bread and onions.

They struck off again along the Ca­
nadian Northern Tracks for Winnipeg 
at which place they intend to rest be­
fore proceeding to their promised 

- land.
(In ten days they have travelled 

about 150 miles, nearly half the en­
tire distance, so at their present rate 

• of travelling the band will arrive in 
Winnipeg about a week from Sunday.
