CHINES; BURIAL SERVICES.

The many curious customs of the Chi-
nese have been a constant source of
wonder and amusement to the tourist
in ('hlll!l. By far the oddest, but most
impressive of their ceremonies is the
burial rites for their dead. The Chinese
hold their dead in high esteem, and
lhow'er honors upon their memories by
burning incense and candles daily. They
also honor their relatives who have
die'd many years before. As soon as a
Chinaman dies his relatives embalm him.
Dressed in his richest garments, he is
p!uc_ed in a teakwood coffin, solid an
airtight, and the coffin is closed an&
sealed. It is then placed in front of
t)!e family altar. The altar is hung
with richly-embroidered draperies and
decorated with flowers, vases and josses.
The period of mourning begins at once,
especially among the women of the de-
ceased’s household. They start a daily
lamentation over their loss, and are join.
ed in their occupation of wailing by
relatives ang fr:‘gnh. The male mem-
bers of the family are busy digging the
grave, while the women-folk, assisted
by the professional mourners, do the
wailing. The grave is half under and
half above the ground, and is enclosed
by a crescent-shaped wall about two-feet
high. Another thing to be prepared for
the dead is a miniature house. which is
provided with miniature furniture. The
idea is to provide the deceased with
all the comforts of a home in the regions
where he is going. An image of the de-
ceased, together with drinkables and
eatables 2nd money, is placed on the
coffin the day of the funeral. The
image is not buried, but is burned in
the presence of the mourners, who, dur-
ing the process, s<briek and make the
most frightful noises. This is to drive
out the evil spirit with which the dead
man is supposed to be possessed. When
the funeral services are over the mourn-
ing banners are taken home and nsed as
ornaments on the hare white-washed
walls of the rooms. The more the ban-
ners the greater the honor paid to the
dead. The miniature honse preceded the
mourners to the grave. Then follows
the elahorate hearse. draned with rich
dark blue velvet with silver fringes,
borne by the natives. The mourners,
to, are supposed to nssist in carrying it,
which they do by holding on to the
white cords attached to the hearse. Re-
freshhments are served at the burial
ground, and at the end of the services
the friends and relatives partake of the
food to show their appreciation.

No satisfactory
substitute for gutta-percha found in the
forests of the Malay Penisula and in
Malacea has been discovered, but the
natives, in order to get quick returns,
are destroying the trees so rapidly that
a gutta-percha famine is feared. To pre-
vent this, the French, Duteh and Bri-
tish governments are striving not only
to prevent the waste of the trees al-
ready existing, but to increase their
number by transplantation and cultiva-
tion. Experiments with  transplanted

trees are being made in Reunion and
Madagascar.

‘BRIOKS FROM REFUSE.
English Process Which Turns Garbage
Into Useful Building Blocks.

At Woolwich and at Nelson, Fngland,
garbage is incinerated in furnaces. The
combustion geses. after heating boilers
in which steam is produced for the gen-
eration of an electric lighting ‘current,
flow through tubes surrounded by air,
which is, thus heated to 300 degrees F.,
and is then blown through the furnaces.
The operation leaves a large quantity
o_f clinkers, composed of silica, alumina,
lime and iron, with a litttle magnesia,
potash and soda, which is utilized in
making sand-lime brick. The ground
clinkers are mixed with quick-lime and
about 10 per cent. of water, to form a
soft mortar, which is stored in brick
cisterns for a_day or two to insure the
complete slaking of the lime. and then
goes to the brick-making machine. The
fresh bricks are placed in closed vessels
and subjected for eight or ten hours to
the action of steam at eight atmos-
pheres pressure. When taken out the
bricks are sufficiently hard for imme-
diate use, s

The hardening is caused, as in the
case of ordinary sand-lime brick, says
the Scientific American, by the comhin-
ation of the lime with the silica of tae
clinkers, at the high temperature of the
steamer.  The quality of the Nelson
garbage brick is equal to that of good
blue Staffordshire brick. except that it
is rather more hygaroscopie. Large

building blacks and pavement tiles are
made by similar. processes, ’

Hamilton’s Great Increase
in Manufactures

Toronto and lontréal Gain
Most in Population.

Western Ontario Popl;lation
Has Fallen Off.

Ottawa, Sept. 25.—Canada’s fifth een-
sus, begun in June, has been completed
and the oificial figures will be made
public in a few days, as soon as the
returus are m from the far-off Yukem
and Northwest districts. While the
figures in hand will not be. given eut
in detail, many oi the facts disclosed
by the census wére available to-day.
First among these is ‘the faet that Can-
ada’s total population is well under the
eight-million mark, which enthusiastie
prophets had foretold.

The returns show that Toronto and
Montreal have made the largest guins w
population. The former has the great
est percentage of gain sma the latter
the largest gain in numbera. The Mari-
time Provinces, New Brunswick and
Nova Scotis buve not grown as bave
Quebec and the other provinces, [ ™3
that  they have more than held thoir
own is about as strong as the cemsus
officials will put it. y s

The gains in New Brunswick and Neva
Scotin were confined practically te Hali-
fax and the mining sections. Frinee
Edward lsland bas stood still. Wes
Province of Quebec will show large gains
all around, both in town and countsy.
All the cities and towns increased and
W iucrease included the rural d=
tricts. |

1n Ontario the population of the rur
districts has fallen off, notably in Wes~
ern Ontario, from which there has bee.
a large migration to the west since the
last census. This has been partly off-
set by a great increase of pepulutiox
in Northern Ontario, in the four dis
tricts of Nipissing, EKast and West Al
goma, and Rainy River and Thusder
Bay, where the population has more
than doubled.

All the western provinces show great
gains, the largest percentage of gain be-
ing credited ‘to Alberta. The cities of
Winnipeg and Calgary show the largest
gains of any of the western cities.

Mr. Archibuld - Blue, chief of the
Census and Statisties Bureau, said that
a glance at the figures reldting to mams-
ufactures, showed many surprising gaina,
and instanced the city of Hamilton, On-
tario, whose manufactures have increas-
ed more than 100 per cent. since the last
census. He said the cities of Montreal
and Toronto would show similar gaims.

The census of the district albig the
west shores of Hudeon Bay and west
to the Height of Land was taken under
the direction of the Royal Northwest
Mounted Police, and is complete, lh::
ing a population of 1,600 Eskimos
Indiane and a few white and halforeed
trappers.

The large increase in the Province of
Quebec will raise the basis of represen-
tation in the House of Commons from
25,000 to 32,000. This will resuit in
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick each
losing two seats and in Prince Edward
Island losing one seat. Ontario will eer-
tainly gain no members and may lose
one or two. The provinces west of Lake
Superior will gain about 27 additional
members, which will increase the mem-
bership of the House of Commons after
redistribution from 221 to 241 members.

"TREASURES OF ROYALTY.
A Qlance of the Priceless Contents of
Buckingham Palace Vaults.
On the basement at Buoki
ham Palace are the conten

of which

are worth a fabulous amount
of money, and which are guarded with
immense

care.
- In these vaults are stored accumu-
lations of treasures which have come
into the possession of the royal family
in different ways during t.hehfut fitty
or sixty years, and for which it is
impossible t0 find room in the apart-
ments, corridors, or halls of the royal
residences, as they are already filled
to their full capacity with armor, sta-
tuary, and various valuable works o.
art,

Two of the treasure vaults are of im-
mense size; one nearly square, has a
floor space of 300 feet by 260 feet and
runs under the state apartments on
the first floor. There is a passage lead-
ing into it outside the Bow Room
which looks out on the gardens, but
the entrance to this age was ocov-
ered over in Queen Victoria’s reign.

The second vault is somewhat small-
er than the first; the third has on¥ a
floor space of 30 icet by 10 feet. The
vault 1s steel-lined throughout, and it
is here that the gold silver orna-
ments and other small valuables for
which there is no room in the royal
palaces are stored. In the two large
vaults, which, by the way, are abso-
lutely air-tight, and heated by radia-
tors, are kept the larger treasures,’
such as statues, big pictures, etc.

Probably ,the contents of the small--
est vault equal in value all that is
stored in the other two. The weight
of the gold ornaments alone—they are
made of the purest metal—is said to
be over a ton. There are over six
thousand of these. Bnut the weight of
many of these ornaments bears no re-
lation to their value. There are, for
example, half a dozen grotesque Ara-
bic figures not more than a couple of
inches in height whose united weight

Germans,
whose work is not of much value, and
these, when the late King came to the
throne, were removed from the apart-
ments and halls in the royal palaces
and placed in the vaults, and replaced
by other objects of art of much great-
er value, which were then in the
vaults.

Much of the furniture and armor
is, however, of immense value. A set
of old oak chairs and two long tables
which are of the eleventh century,
would fetch thousands of pounds if
sold. These chairs are so. massive thas
an ordinary man could not raise one
completely from the ground.

His father was secretary to an in.
surance company in London, wherd
Bir Harry was born in 1856. Hig
grandmother was an artist; the facul-
ty skipped a generation, then cropy
Eed out in him, so his father, after

aving put him to King’s College,
sent him on to the Bouth Kensingto:
Bchool of Art, where he won a golﬂ
medal, and then turned him loose as
& regular student at the Royal Acad:
emy, with supplementary studies in
the art schools of France. Every4
thing was cut and dried for his career
as an artist, and there seemed every
probability of his painting his wa,
to glory. Buddenly his health failed.
He seemed to have a wretched consti-
tution, and he had over-studied with
his painting, hie greedy reading, his
frenzied devotion to the mastery of
languages.

He .was sent for his health’s sake

on a tour through France, Spain and

Portugal; and a latent, unsuspected
instinct for travel now asserted it-
self. Instead of returning to his
studies, he 'threw in his lot with a
French expedition to North Africa,
and when he did come back it was
to launch out with a notable series
of articles on Tunis. This was in
1880, prior to which he had never
earned a penny. And thepn he was
anybody’s man for a time; his career
became a matter of great uncertainty.

With his health improved, his soul
cried out for action; he could not
facc the prospect of years of study
at Cambridge, so he threw himself
into natural history and biology, toil-
ing away at the Zoological Gardens
under expert guidance until he be-
came a first rate naturalist and ana-
tomist. All unconsciously he was
sowing seed of which the Empire was
afterwards to reap the harvest. Not
a particle of his artislic training has
been lost, nothing of his talent for
languages has been wasted, nothing
of his literary ekill but has been ad-
vantageously utilized.

At about this time Lord Mayo was
planning a West African expedition
and he needed a man who could
speak Portuguese. Johnston was the
man. He had mastered Portuguese,
French, Spanish, Italian, and, if you
please, Arabic. He was pining for a
chance such as this, for, though he
had not yet absorbed. black man, his
trip to the Dark Continent had set
his blood dancing with the zest for
travel in that mysterious land. Once
you have been you always desire to
return, while youth keeps your mus-
cles supple and your heart undaunt-
ed. So off he went with Lord Mayo’s
expedition. The party compassed its
purpose and returned, but Johnston
stayed on. He determined to wrest
the secrets of the Congo from that
mighty river, and off he went alone,
a breadless boy of four-and-twenty.

The.Lord
required Ezekiel to receive into his mingf
and Beart the revelations which were
made to him without objecting to any
purt.

He must meditate gn every
part of the “roll” that -his judgment
might be formed on it, his memory
stored with it and his affections regu-
jated by it. With what unction could
Ezekiel preach when he had taken to
his own mind and to hie own heart and
to his own conscience the word of God,
both in its terrors and in its surpaseing
mercies! God thus sought to bring lee-
kiel into close fellowiship with Himself.
Perfeot accord with the will of God
turned the bitter into sweet. Hy hemng
“lifted up” KEzekiel was brought into
sympathy with God and wan, and
sirengthened to do a very diffieult work,

When Ezekiel rightly aunderstood the
roll, the word of God, he was no longer
self-contained. He was overwhelmed
with grief for the sins and mizeries of
his people and ready to be the bearer
of a divine message for the correction
and moral awakening of "is country-
men.

§pirit of God the prophet was brought to
the execution of his office. He needed
prudence, knowledge, divine grace to
enable him to present God's truth in the
most profitable manner and at the same
time escape those pnares wbhich came
in the performance of so difficult a
task.

A
corrective, stimulating message made
hie minigtry a spiritual force to hin
hearers. He did not seck controversy
or opposition, but the conditicn of
things involved such. The people hated
the things of God and therefore hated
hig prophet. Ezekiel could not do otbher-
vise than stand opposed to the age in
which he lived.

111. Was dependent upon strict obedi-
ence, In his uplifted life the prophet
was brought into deep sympathy with
the divine will and was fitted to do the
Jord’s work, vet Ezekiel would have for-
feited the divine presence anl protection
had he suffered himself to be corrupted
by the people.

He was not to amend
the terms on which the Lord wonld deal
with hig rebellious subjects. He must
demand that the people comply with
God’s word. The position of & watch-
man, though dangerous, was important
in Judah.

THE OLYMPIC AT |

SOUTHAMPTON

——

Will be Laid Up Months for
Repairs.

Room for Passengers on
Other Steamers.

Man Left Vessel and Left
Wife Behind.

Southampton, Sept. 26.—The White |
Star Liner Olympic which was damaged
by collision with the British eruiser
Hawke yesterday, left her anchorage in
‘Bouthampton water early thie morning
and assissted by six powerful tugs, made
her way slowly back to the dock here
which she had left less than 24 hours
before on her voyage for New York.

Great crowds watched the passage of

the steamer into the harbor while the
passengers who had spent a comfortable
night on board lined the rails. Specisl
trains were waiting for the first and see-
ond class passengers, a majority of
whom were going to London to await
the sailing of other vessels on which the
company had obtained accommodations
for them.

It is expected that all of these will
gt away within ten days. T'he Ameri-
can Line stéamer St. Louis will take a
#ew on Saturday and others will go.on
the Holland-American steamer Noordam,
sailing Sunday and on the \White Star
Liners Arabic sailing next ‘I'vesday, the
Majestic sailing Wednesday, -and the
Cedric sailing Thursday: and on the
American Line steamer New York, which
is scheduled to leave on Sept. 30. 'L'he
third class passengers will proceed on
the St. Lonis and the Majestic.

As soon as her cargo has been dis-
charged the Olympic will be patched up
sufficiently to enable her fo proceed to
Relfast where the repairs wil! be com-
pleted.

A naval enquiry will be heid at 1’orts-
mouth soon to fix the blame for the
aocident. However. as was the case with
the steamer St. Paul collided with the
British cruiser Gladiator, the decision of
the naval court will be withheld until
the civil courts decide the question of
dumages as hetween the two vessels.

The Hawke, which is lying at Ports-
month. attracted many enrioiis ones
throughout the day. The eruiser 1s so
badly damaged that she has kept rer
pumps going and her collision mats re-
main in place. TLike the Olympic she
will have to be in dock for several
monthe for repairs.

GOT AWAY IN. A HURRY.

Directly the collision occurred T'homas
Magee, of San Francisco, who found him-
self close to the waterline jgazing through
the rent in the Olympic's side, hailed a
boatman and offered him three sover-
eigns to be rowed ashored. In explain-
ing the incident of his leaving the vessel
so hurriedly he said:

“1 realized that the Olyoypie would be
laid up for some time, and my wife and
I were in a hurry to returi home to see
our three-year-old baby. [ obseryed »
rope coiled up by a porthole, and, throw-
ing it over the ship’s side. | climbed
down hand over hand. For five minutes
1 hung there until the boat conld reach
me. The boatman made three attempts
to get alonggide before he suececded,
and there wa® nearly two feet of water
in the boat. We had a hard row
against the wind and the tide to Cowes.

“Directly 1 got a shore 1 rang np the
White Star office at Southanmpton and
gave them the first tidings of the col-
lision. They were so astonished. that
they refused at first to eredit my story.
1 succeeded in reaching Seuthampton
just in time too book three herths by the
Adriatic leaving Liverposl to-morrow.

“My wife did not know of my leaving
the ship,” said Mr. Magee in conclusion,
“und was greatly alarmed as to what
had become of me.”

OTHER STORIES.

Thomas Hastings, of New
g of the accident, said:

“I was watching the warship coming
up astern. For threc or four hundred
yards we were steaming side by side.
Just as we bad apparentiv forged clear
the warship altered her course as though
to go under our stern. Instead of clear-
ing us she swerved into ue on the star-
board side, tearing a great rent which
1 could see extended right down to
the water line. Most of the pussengers
happened to be at lunch and were
quickly assured that there was no dan=
ger. Many did not know that there had
Leen a collision, so slight was the shock
felt in the raloon.” .

Waldorf Astor. member of Parliament |
for Plymouth, said that the hole made in
the Olympic’s side was wide enough for
him to stand upright in. It extended
from the top deck to the water line, how
much farther he could not tell, but as
the cruiser had a ram below the water
the damage must have been very great.

“At the moment of the eollision,” he
added, “I was preparing for lunch. 1
felt nothing but a slight shock. There
was absolutely no panie aboard.”

Mills, aged 60, a Canadian Pacific dock
employee here, was murdered and rob-
bed some time between 3 and 5 o'clock
thig morning.

Mills was a hard worker and ex-
tremely frugal in' his habits, and the
police theory is that he was murdered
for a sum of money which he was
supposed to have carried about with
him.

The discovery that a erime
been committed wae made by J. H.
Kimber, a railwayman, who, in pass-
ing the Michigan Central “house iraek’
sxilng, shortly after 6 o'clock this
mormng, eaw the body lying between
some freight cars. 1. .aminination show-
ed that the victim .ad met with foul
play. There were ten deep wounds in
the head. directly ahove the forehead,
any one of wuen, the physiciang say,
wasg sufficient to have cansed death. A
hole was also knocked in the back of
the skull just behind the ear. The man
had evidently been attacked as he was
passing between the cars in the dark-
ness, The weapon used was probably a
coupling pin or an Jron bar with &
round knob &t one end.

Papers found on the body estab-
lished Mills’ identity, and also show
that he had a wife, Mrs, Mary Mills,
residing on Brock street,  Kingston.
There were a number of n-ceipu,
showing that Mills bhad regularly sent
money through the postoffice to bis
wife about the middle of each month.
Another receipt showed that Mills on
August 18 had sent $65 to the cashier |
of the Oswego County State Bank,
Oswego. N. Y.. with which to pay some
taxes on his property there,

So far as known Mills had no
enemies -and wade but few friends. He
worked as a dock man, and. although he
received good wages, he spent very lit-
tle, He was last seen about 9 o'clock
Jast night’ near the West End Hotel, ap-
parently quite sober and walking in the
direction where the body was aftey-
wards found.

be of so good a flavor.

According to experiments made at the
Maryland Experiment BStation, forma-
lin can be used to check scouring in
calves The method of using is to mix
one-halt ounce of formalin with 15
ounces of water for a stock solution.
From this stock solution one teaspoon-
ful is added to each pint of milk. Of
12 calves treated in this way, 11 recov-
ered without wny further treatment.
Further experiments will be conducted
to find out whether formalin is injuri-
ous to the calves in any way.

Among the many rare and intereat-
ing plants forming the collection in
the Botonical Gardens, at Washington,
is a complete set of insectivorous
plants. These plants are so constructed
as to attract insects, capture them in
various ways, and feed on them. Among
these is a species call the “Vegetable
Whiskey Sbop,” as it captures its vic-
times by intoxication. The entire shop is
shaped after the manner of a house,
with the entrance projecting over the
rim. Half-way down the brhm of the
cavity there are an immense number
of honey:glands, which the influence of
the sun brings into active operation.
This sweet acts as a lure to passing in-
sects, and they are pretty sure to alight
on the outside edge, and tap the nec-
tar. They, however, remain there only
for a brief period, as there is some-
thing more substantial inside the cavity
in the shape of an intoxicating liquid
which ig distilled.by the plant. The way
this beverage is straight, and the en-
trance is puved with innumerable fine
hairs, all peinting to the bottom. When
the flv haa had its first sip it does net
stop and fly out, as it could do, but
indulges until it comes staggering up
and reacheg the point where these fine
hairs begin and where its progress out-
wards is stopped owing to the points
of the hairg being placed against it.
The poor fly is now in a pitiable plight,
it attempts to wse its wings, but in do-
ing so only hastens its own destruc-
tion.

NEW USES FOR GYROSCOPE.

The gyroscope, for many years a mys-
terioua toy. has been receiving practical
recognition recently at the hands of the
world’s inventors. Applied to a camera
for taking moving pictures it en-
#bles the operator to dispense entirely
with the use of the tripod. The camera
is simply beld as an ordinary instrument
of this character and the rapidly-revolv-
ing wheel of the gvroscope steadies it
so that there is no perceptible motion.
This greatly enlarges the field of the
moving picture, as scenes of busy streets
may be reproduced without attracting
crowds of onlookers, which mars the
results on the film. The gyroscope built
in the chaaesis of the automobile is said
to be a remedy for skidding and, used
in connection with the mariner’s com-
pass, it enables the vessel to be sailed
much closer to her:course.
