HODGINS’ DROP OUT.

Committee Will Consider Fate of
the Fatherless Charges.

Ottawa, June 17.—The two Hodgins
dropped out of the Hodgins enquiry
this morning.

OPENING OF GREAT CONVENTION
IN LONDON.

—The Morality of the Canadians
Emphasized—Magnificent Reception
to Oversea Pan-Anglicans,

London, June 16.—At the Pan-Ang- |
lican Conference the Archbishop of
Toronto presided over the section

which discussed the work in the prairies

During the discussion of the mar-
riage question, under the Presidency of
the Bishop of Montreal, the statements
that divorce was pragtically unknown |
in Canada, and that no Canadian
clergymen would celebrate the marriage
of a man with his deceased wife’s sister,
were loudly cheered. Canon Tucker em
phasized tne high standard of morality
obtaining in Canada, despite the increase
in illegpitimacy, due to the growth of
industrialism in the cities. A White-
chapel delegate observed that more than
seventy-five per cent. of the immigrants
chosen to be helped to Canada were
living in concubinage. The Bishop of
Albany hoped that instead of the United
States corrupting Canada, Canada
would correct the United States, The
Bishop of Montreal expressed great
at the magnificently con-
servative ring of the debate,

Replying to the toast of “Our
Guests,” proposed by the Premier at
the Pilgrim’s dinner last night, the
Archbishop of Rupert’s Land remark-
ed on the magnificence of the recep-
tion accorded to the oversea Pan-Ang-
licans, and pointed out amid laughter
that Saskatchewan had a town called
Asquith, which also had its education

From every cor-
per of the empire, from every quarter
of the civilized world, and from parts
of the earth still peoled with heathen,
a host of delegates have come, repre-
sentative of the English Churhe and
its large family of daughter churches.

LOOKING FORWARD.

Business indications are looking better.
Last month’s banking report would ap-
pear to indicate that we have reached
the turn in the road, and the general
sentiment of Canadian business men is
that things are picking up. The Montreal
Trade Review points out that we possess
four lines of defence, the financial, the
mercantile, the industrial and the agri-
cultural. The three first are making
little, if any, advance, but the fourth
indicates progress. The Review says:

The official reports go to show that
there has been ceaseless activity during
the winter in the discussion of improved
methods, of systems of culture, and of
various othﬂ‘ problems that make for
larger prosperity of labor and capital
engaged in the  cultivation of the soil.
After a year of good prices for farm
products and of Hquidation of labor in
occupations which compete with agricul-
ture, farming has more abundant capital
as well as a more liberal labor anpply
than probably in any earlier year in
the current decade.

The fourth line of defence is thus
not only well entrenched against in-
lction, but will probably be the first
to raise the signals for advance. The
enlarging purchasing power of the rural
population must find outlet for its
resources in some direction. Much of
it will go back into the pmrerh 8 they
own. Some of it wi]l be laid away for
savings, but most ul it will be turned
into the channels of trade sooner or
later to meet the current needs and

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

NY EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF
£ Dominion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Alberta, excepting $ and 26, nor
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per-
500 who Is sole head
male over 18 years of age, to the extent of
one-quarter section of 160 acres, more or less.

Applicatior for entry must be made In
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-sgency for the district in
which the land Is aituate. Entry by proxy
may, bowever, be made at any agency on
certaln conditions by the father, mother,
daughter, brother or sister of an lo-
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least six months’ resi-
dence upon and cultivatiou of the land in
each year for thrée years.

(2) A homesteader muay, if he so desires,
perform the required residence duties by
living on farming land owned solely by him,
not less than eighty (80) acres in extent,
fn the vicicity of his homestead. He may
also do so by llving with fathér or mother,
o1 certaln conditions. Joint ownershin in
lapd will not meet with this requiremeént.

(3) A homesteacer Intending to perform
his residence duties in aocordance with the
sbove while living with parents or on farm-
ing land owned by himself must notify the
agent for the distriet of such intemtion.

In a little chapel in New York City
that bears this inscription

“To the glory of God, and in loving
Miller. liuln \»pt
11, 1890. Departed this life Oct. 1903

Many a visitor has asked who mathm
little thirteen year old boy and what did
he do to have such.a memorial as this in
the chapel. Then comes the story, for
little Willie Miller gave his life to save
his two younger brothers. On that Octo
ber afternoon he was hurrying the two
little fellows across one of New York's
crowded streets, holding a hand of each, |
when they saw a trolley car coming
rapidly down the street.
