A LEGISLATIVE BEAR-GARDEN.
Disorderly Scenes In the French Cham­

ber.
London, June 17.—A correspondent at 

Paris, describing tire scene in the Chamber 
of Deputies, says many members of the 
Right rushed towards the Ministerial 
bench. M. Dariate called Minister Tirard 
a coward and there waa a personal collision 
between them. Blows were also exchang­
ed between Ranime and Jean David. 
De Cassagnac, after the censure of the 
House was pronounced upon him, declared 
the Government to be a scum of cowards 
and wretches.

Le Soir announces that explanations 
have passed between Gambetta and De 
Cassagnac and the Utter will not be pro­
secuted.

Paris, June 17.—In consequence of M. 
de Cassagnac's final insult to the Govern­
ment in the Chamber on Monday, urgency 
his been voted for a proposal for a 
rule making repeated insulta to the 
Government punishable with exclusion 
fsom the Chamber until the end 
of the session.

FLOODS

Creel DestraeUea ef Crops aad Cattle- 
Farther iBBBdatlaas Threatened

Rome, June 15.—The waters of the Po 
are still rising. In the MerUndo district 
13,000 hectares have been submerged, and 
500,000 quintals of grain, 600,000 quintals 
of forage, and 5,000 cattle destroyed. 
Inundations on the Adda are also 
threatened.

Tenant Bight ln Ireland.
The agitation among the farmers of Ire­

land, of which an account waa sent a few 
days ago, continues to increase. The tenant 
fanners on Monday last assembled in Urge 
numbers at Milltown, County Galway. 
The Catholic clergy of the district 
endeavoured to^discourage and prevent 
the meeting on the ground that the 
grievance might be redressed by other 
methods, but the tenant farmers claim 
that public and united action is calcuUted 
to extort from the landlords the conces­
sions demanded. At Monday's meeting a 
number of banners were displayed, on 
which were inscribed, “The Land U for 
the People.” “Down with Tyranta,” and 
“Ireland for the Irish." The speakers 
at the meeting advocated a system of 
peasant proprietorship, arguing that from 
time immemorial the peasant occupiers of 
the soil of Ireland had a prescriptive right 
to its occupancy and use, and that 
all which could be exacted from 
them in the nature of rent represented 
simply a tax which was necessary for the 
government and well management of dis­
tricts. The ex-Fenian, Darcy, was present 
at the meeting and received much attention. 
During the meeting enthusiastic cheers wen 
given for the Irish Republic and for the 
Zulus, because of their resistance ofjEnglaad.

lard Derby en England’» Agrlenltnral 
interests.

London, June 16.—The jooraaU to-day 
publish long reports of a speech delivered 
by Lord Derby on Saturday before the 
Lancashire Fanners’ Club at the Town Hall 
in Liverpool. The noble Earl dis­
cussed at great length the ques­
tions of the reUtiona Between landlord 
and tenant and the present state of agricul­
tural interests of England. He aad that 
he had for many years, aa a large owner of 
agrienltnral lands, given to the farmer 
question much serious study and investiga­
tion, and hie own interests* a landlord and 
«firmer had constrained him to investigate 
the matter with care. The fact waa patent 
that landlords and tenants alike in Eng­
land were in no prosperous condition. 
Agriculture had been carried to a very 
high state of perfection, and all was gotten 
out of the ground that could by any possi­
bility be obtained. The landlords 
had not been exorbitant in their 
demands. Many landlords were satis­
fied with 2} per cent, on the value 
of their property. The tenants were thrifty, 
intelligent and careful, yet they found 
difficulty in making both ends meet and 
neither landlord nor tenant made any 
money. The sharp competition to which 
the farmers and rtock-iaisers of England 
were now subjected from Americans had 
much to do with keeping down prices. 
The prospect before the English farmer 
>nd landlord was by no means an inspiriting 
°ne, and it waa very difficult 
to devise a remedy for the pre- 
*ent unhappy state of things. Still 
ffie recuperative powers of England's 
agricultural resources were so great that 
no one should despair of the future. The 
interests of landlords and tenants were the 
unie. One of these interests was the re­
duction of taxation to the lowest possible 
nmits, and for this . reason a government 
vhick engages in expensive and needless 
foreign wars, the ooet of which in the ulti- 
mate would fall, to a great extent, upon 

farmers, should be opposed by all 
legitimate means. Nevertheless, the in­
terests of England in her colonies and 
ether lands should be carefully protected 
a°d advanced, and expenditures for these 
Purposes, if prudently made, would be 
fund to be seed sown in good ground.

The New York World reports that the 
negotiations with the Khedive of Egypt to 
secure lor New York the obelisk now 
standing at Alexandria have been brought 
to a successful close. The State Depart­
ment has received the official papers and 
the obelisk will be brought to New York 
at the expense of wealthy citizens who 
donated a hundred thousand dollars for the 
purpose.

The cotton mille of Fall,River have been 
shat down, and American manufacturers 
and “ hands" are entering upon a trade 
conflict of gigantic proportions. The dis­
pute affecta forty mills, employing twelve 
thousand hands, and producing weekly one 
hundred and fifty thousand pieces of 
printed cloths.

They are used 
in the Old Country on tramways, it being 
found that three can be maintained at leas 
ooet than two horaeo, and whilst not in­
ferior to horses in strength, they possess 
greater powers of endurance. The Eng­
lish Government have five hundred males 
in transport service in Zulnland.

Honours from their Majesties Tison Fa 
Tiaoula Longhorn and Kromamnm Bawara- 
wuhai Tison, first and second kings re­
spectively, of Siam, are honours indeed, 
and worthy the first lady in the world. In 
a few days a special embassy will arrive at 
London from the Siamese Court at 
Bangkok, charged with conferring upon 
her Majesty the highest hendhr known in 
Siam. It is a sort of salutatory offering, 
for it is to bo shortly followed by lus 
Majesty, the First King, in person.

The old Arctic exploring ship Resolute 
which formed part of the expedition in 
search of Sir John Franklin 1860, is about 
to be broken up, Ornaments and hand­
some pieces of furniture are to be made 
from the best timbers which the British 
Admiralty intend to present to the Presi­
dent of the United States as Souvenirs of 
the occasion when the Resolute was found 
by American whalers abandoned in the ice, 
and the Government of the United States 
had her repaired and refitted, and present- 
ed her to the British Admiralty.

Anecdotes ef the Prince Imperial’s doings 
in South Africa are already beginning to 
appear in the English papers. This is the 
first :—“ A rather amusing incident oc­
curred when the Danube was off Algos. 
One of the women passengers was so ex­
cited by the eight of the heavy sea and surf 
that the waa about to traverse in landing 
that aha actually forgot her baby and left 
it on board. It waa not discovered for 
some time. The ship signalled a shore 
boat, and in the meantime the Prince Im­
perial calmed its equalling* by dandling it 
about, and eventually pet it safely into the 
boat.’

A TRIPLE CHAMPION.
Haitian Adds the Championship of

ELLIOTT EASILY DISPOSED OF.

The Performance Unequalled 
on British Waters.

ÂN IMMENSE CONCOURSE OF PEOPLE.

Eethmmstk Reception of the Prend Victor 
ef Tweity-eight Races.

[sraoiAL BY CASUS to TBS mail.]
Nbwcabtle-on-TyNx, June 16.—From 

seven o’clock this morning the Central 
railway station waa crowded by visitors 
arriving from the Counties of Durham, and 
Northumberland, and north of the Tweed. 
Special trains were run from Sunderland, 
the Hartlepool», and all stations along the 
North-Eastern railway, while steamers 
brought up thousands of people from the 
riverside towns lying between here and 
North and South Shields. Throughout 
the coal mining districts there was earn­
ers! cessation of labour, for the oolBers 
trooped into Newcastle to witness the per­
formance of their mate and general favour­
ite, Elliott. Towards noon the high 
banks of the Tyne were lined with 
crowds of sightseers, who occupied 
every wharf and stage. The river was 
lined with boats, ranging from the un­
wieldy coal barge to the dainty steam 
yacht and tiny skiff. The public were 
out in full force, the crowd being the 
largest ever assembled in this city at any 
previous race. The weather was favour­
able, the sky being overcast, with a light 
wind sweeping over the river. The breeze 
was just sufficient to make a lively ripple 
on the water’s surface, and at the same 
time not confer any great advantage on the 
contestant who secured the inside position 
on the course." At noon, the hour fixed 
for the start, twenty steamers crowded with 
spectators were moving to and fro among 
the river craft, while the bridges crossing 
the river were crowded with excited 
throngs. When the men put off from the 
shore the interest became intense, rounds 
of cheers greeting the representatives of 
the old and now countries.

he led all the way. The offers met with no 
response.

Elliott, as is usual with 
English oarsmen, stripped to the skin, 
while Hanlan wore his customary dark 
blue sleevelets jersey, with the magenta band 
round his head. Itoth looked cheerful and 
confident and in the very pink of condition. 
Having embarked on the south side of the 
High Level bridge, Hanlan as he came 
through nodded to his friends on his cut­
ter, who shouted in response. Great cheer­
ing rent the air as the men took 
np their positions. Both took a few pre­
liminary apart*, and returned to their 
stations ' amid renewed cheering. . The 
start was by mutual consent. Elliott 
broke away twice, but at the third at­
tempt they got away on even terms, and 
cries of

“ THEY’BE OFF !” “they’re OFF J” 
resounded on all tide*. They did not pull 
together for an instant, for Hanlan broke 
into a magnificent rate of speed at forty- 
two to the minute. He left nia man with 
the greatest ease, and in the first hundred 
yarns secured a full half length to the good. 
Elliott pet on all the steam he 
could, and worked up to forty, but 
he could not hold the Canadian for 
an instant. The English champion seemed 
literally paralysed at the marvellous speed 
of hie antagonist. lambing round to see 
where he had his opponent, Elliott «ported 
with all his well-known power. Wit Hanlan 
kept on with his beautiful style aad drew 
clear when they had gone, eight.-hundred 
yards. Elliott discovering he could not

thirty-two, but in grand form. Elliott now
began to hang out

SIGNALS OF DISTRESS,
bnt the Canadian kept on the even tenor 
of his way. Gradually he widened the gap 
between him and his plnoky opponent in 
the rear until at the head of the Meadows 
fi® had increased his advantage to 
fully five lengths. Elliott’s steering 
was now very much astray, aad 
“i® rowing unsteady. He had evidently 
■hot hie bolt and was a used-up man. The 
raoe admits of no further description, hav- 
mg become a mere procession of two. 
Silence prevailed on the banks when the 
spectators perceived the state of things. 
Off Benwell boat-house, a little beyond 
Paradise quay, Hanlan stopped rowing and 
coolly looked around to see how much 
further he had to go. Smiling pleasantly 
at the bewildered multitude» on shore, who, 
recovering themselves, broke out into a 
somewhat feeble cheer, he caught up hie 
oare again and went at it with a will, to 
make up for lost time. Increasing his lead

having beaten the hope of England ant. 
as some think, the best man she has ever 
known, by a full eleven lengths, in 21 min. 
1 seo., the fastest championship time on 
record, and a minute better than the 
Elliott-Higgins raoe. It was a aad disap­
pointment but the crowds forgot their dis­
appointment in ringing cheers which arose 
from thousands of throats as the trium­
phant holder of three championships gently 
paddled to his boat house, where the ever- 
ready “Sir James" Hensley was waiting 
to assist him to disembark.

IT WAS A PROUD MOMENT 
for the Canadian party on the official 
steamer, and they manifested their appre­
ciation of their countryman’s prowess by 
subscribing sixty-eight pounds and pre­
senting it to him. Hanlan in turn took up 
the usual collection for Elliott, and gather­
ed in nearly twenty-six pounds.

A SCULLING PHENOMENON.
Throughout, the Canadian showed de­

cided superiority in pace and. staying 
qualities, and the victory waa of a most 
undoubtedly one-sided character. Elliott 
could not live with him from the first 
stroke, and upon Tyneside Hanlan is con­
sidered neither more nor less than a scul­
ling phenomenon. Hie visit to Newcastle 
will long be remembered and the storv of 
the manner in which he came down upon 
us, and lowered the colours of England’s 
champion will be told over and over again 
and linger for ever in the history of British 
aquatics. The speculation was of a much 
heavier character than it was expected it 
would be and the gentlemen from across 
the Atlantic are large winners by the re­
sult.

He 
concluded by stating he was willing to row 
any man in the world bar Hanlan, whose 
equal he did not think was living. Elliott 
was very warmly and loudly applauded.

A SUSPICIOUS CONVERSATION

•HOT BY A BURGLAR.

A Wealthy Farmer at Carlisle Bebbed
anti Waanded—Daring Artemy* at Berg-
to*».
Lsndon, Ont., June 16.—News he* been 

received of a daring attempt at robbery 
and a moat wanton case of felonious shoot­
ing, which occurred in the Village of Car­
lisle, between Brecon and Allan Craig, 
Friday night. It aeemi that Mr. John 
Fhher, a wealthy farmer of that district, 
hrti collected a large nun of money during 
tike day, and waa stoppmg for the night at 
the house • of Mr. James Stewart. At 
about eleven o’clock he was awakened by 
a load noise, caused by the breaking open 
of à door, a heavy rasp being used for the 
purpose. He rushed out of his room, 
scarcely realizing what had happened, when 
he came full upon the robber, who had by 
this time earned admittance. As Fisher 
appeared, the robber fired at him, the shot 
taking effect under the short riba and em­
bedding itself in the body. At this point 
Mr. Stewart appeared, when the robber 
aimed the pistol at him and pulled the 
trigger. The weapon fortunately snapped, 
when Mr. Stewart’s watch dog made his 
appearance, and at sight of this addition 
to the strength of the party attacked, the 
robber took to his heels and disappeared. 
There «an scarcely be a doubt but that he 
was acquainted with the neighbourhood 
and knew of the large sum of money Mr. 
Fisher had on his person, and that it was a 
wish to secure this that led to the attack. 
Dr. Anderson was called to attend the 
wounded man, who Med profusely, and has 
hopes of his recovery, although the victim 
of the wanton act is in a low state.

Tell-tale Talk Overheard at a Quebec 
Hallway Station—The Murderers Sup­
posed to be at Ottawa-The Authorities 
on the Alert.
Quebec, June 18.—It is stated that on 

Tuesday of last week, Mr. Guillaume 
Lemieex, trader, of St. Roch’s, surprised 
three strangers in conversation near the 
Palais railway station, and that from cer­
tain remarks of theirs which he chanced to 
overhear, there can be littlè doubt that two 
at least of these men are the murderers of 
the unfortunate Quenneville, who was 
assassinated in Montreal a short time since. 
Mr. Lemieux was engaged in hie own busi­
ness when his attention «vas attracted by 
the movements of these individuals, who 
were conversing together in a very 
mysterious maimer.

“ Do you think that it is for $200 that I 
would «nsh to keep away from Montreal, and 
never be able to return f 

Mr. Lemieux, moving up closer, heard a 
second add :—

“ Never mind, I am engaged to go to 
«rork at Ottawa. Yoo «nil come «nth me 
and later, when the affair has Mown over, 
we will go down to MontreeL”

This speaker did not appear to have par­
ticipated in the crime but seemed more 
demrous of encouraging hie companion to 
fly, for the latter said 

“ In any case you should not, and you 
cannot, remain in Quebec any longer.” 
The third exclaimed in 'a remorseful

'< AH this is very good but it is the life 
of this unfortunate man which we cannot 
recall. The fire is nothing.”

The conversation «ras kept up in the 
lame strain for about ten minutes longer 
when tiie station bell announced the de­
parture of the train and the two individuals 
who are suspected to be the murderers 
jumped on board the cars. Without losing 
a single instant Mr. Lemieux wrote to 
Mr. Morey and went and informed the 
Attorney-General of what he had heard so 
that steps have been taken to effect the 
arrest of these two individuals who are now 
to aU appearances at Ottawa. It is not 
stated whether" the foregoing conversation 
waa carried on m French or English.

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OTTAWA AFFAIRS.
THE “GLOBE’S” MISSTATEMENTS.

’ Ottawa. June 13.—The Globe is break­
ing out again with the old mania for mis­
statement. It is necessary to dissipate a 
few delusions. First the Globe in a cable 
despatch, which might as well have been 
dated Toronto or Ottawa, says :—

The date of Mr. Langevin’s departure is still un­
certain. He has had several consultations with the 
Colonial office ; but the Government has not 
yet informed him of its decision in the Letellier 
affair. I learned this afternoon from _ a 
trustworthy official source that the Cabinet has 
decided not to sanction the Lieutenant-Governors 
dismissal.

In reply it may be said, first, that the 
date of Mr. Langevin’s return is not at all 
uncertain except to those who know.no­
thing about *his movements and are driven 
to fabricate or cable false news about him. 
Second, there is no authority whatever for 
the statement made in the Globs relative 
to the Letellier matter. In return for all 
this “ information ” no doubt the Olobe 8 
London correspondent will cable a para­
graph praising somebody’s “ servants, as 
was done about those at Rideau Hall. The 
Olobe also says :—

The Colonial Secretary informs me that he does 
not comtemplate making any communication of the 
decision to the English newspapers, therefore the 
publication of the news may first take place in 
Canada. Mr. Langevin will not leave till the des­
patch is sent to the Marquis of Lome.

After the Colonial Secretary giving that 
intimation it was sheer impertinence to 
fabricate false news and send it across the 
Atlantic.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAY ROUTE.
The conduct of the Globe in regard to 

the question of the Pacific railway route ia 
beyond all bounds of ordinary decency. It 
stated emphatically that the Government 
had cancelled the order-in-Council of Mr. 
Mackenzie, which made Burrard Inlet the 
ten&mus of the road on the mainland, and 
on the strength of that statement—that 
false statement—it charged Sir Charles 
Tapper with having told an untruth to 
Parliament when he said that Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s order had not been cancelled. It 
was shown in The Mail that the 
Globe had mistaken the order altogether 
and was ignorant of the true state 
of the case. The order that was really 
cancelled was published for the Globe's in­
formation. It was proved that the Burrard 
Inlet order was quite another order which 
was still untouched and in force. Yet in 
the face of this exposure, the Glebe goes on 
with its false statements. The charitable 
suggestion that the Globe was £ ‘ mistaken” 
must now be withdrawn, and it must be 
said that that paper has published and 
persisted in an infamous falsehood, 
plain to the eyes of all the country, for the 
purpose of trying to damage the Govern­
ment. It owes its readers, the country 
and the Ministers an apology for the 
grossest fabrication that has of late dis­
graced its columhs.

The local Opposition organ here has 

been manufacturing a “ scandal ” out 
of nothing against Mr. Mackintosh, 
of the Citizen, Mayor of Ottawa. 
Mr. Mackintosh’s energy and successful 
activity as a Liberal-Conservative leader in 
Ottawa have made him the object of many 
gross slanders in the Globe, as well as in 
other Preform papers.

the property in question. We are able, however, 
to explicitly contradict every statement made, both 
in the above article and other paragraphs referring 
to the subject.

Thrown ISO Feet In the Air,

One of the moat wonderful natural

Wednesday after­
noon about four o’clock, when a depth of 
150 feet had been reached, Mr. Taylor 
heard a peculiar rumbling sound, apparent­
ly issuing from the hole, and judging that 
something unusual was about to happen, 
warned his men to move to a safe distance 
Iroin the well. One of the men was at the 
top of the derrick adjusting some of the 
tackle, and, as he, too, heard even more 
distinctly a series of most extraordinary 
sounds coming up from the bowels of the 
earth, he did not stand upon the order of 
his going, but went.

month after that day, Louis Napoleon 
Bonaparte was parading Regent street as a 
special constable under orders of his Cap­
tain of Division, Major Waller. But, to 
set against the many bitter things for which 
the year 1848 is notable, Englishmen treasure 
the remembrance that it gave them the 
most beloved of all Princesses. The 
salient points of her life, from her 
birth down to her departure for Canada 
last year, are so familiar to everybody, 
that it would be an impertinence to reiter­
ate them here. And equally impertinent 
would it be to eulogize a character each as 
hers. One charm she has, however, which 
must be touched upon, for it is so rare in 
its highest perfection that it may perhaps 
be called her peculiar characteristic. This 
charm ia that “ sweet unconsciousness ” 
which, in the same way that it supplies the 
last crowning grace of beauty and the lsgt 
crowning grace of genius, supplies also the 
last crowning grace of an English princess. 
Consciousness, or at least apparent con­
sciousness, of any superiority, whether of 
rank or beauty or genius, dims, in these ad­
vanced days, all its lustre. To the Princess 
Louise her position ia neither a burthen, as 
exalted rank is to some weak natures, nor 
a source of secret vainglory, as it often 
is to others. As she never thinks of 
it—as it never wearies nor elates her 
—she is as incapable of affected humility 
as of hauteur. The splendour of her 
position invests her with its halo none the 
less, but it invests her merely as a reflected 
light from the conscious eyes of others. It 
is not merely that she does not require any 
demonstration of the reverence which is 
her due, but such a demonstra­
tion, except in the very mildest 
form, irks her. It is this more, perhaps, 
than anything else which makes her name 
like a note of music in the ears of all those 
who know her. That a charm so delicate 
as this, however, should be appreciated in 
circles of art and culture more than any­
where else is but natural. Here there is no 
one—high or low, “ gentle or simple"—so 
beloved as she A bom artist herself, the 
severity of training impossible in a prin­
cess was alone needed to give her a distinct 
and recognised place in pictorial as well as 
in plastic art. Her portrait of Mr. Motley, 
the American Minister, is alone sufficient 
to show her gifts in portraiture.

That she should marry the Marquis of 
Lome was m entire accord with the har­
mony of her life. As the sublimity of snob­
bery is the denial of a man’s claim to esteem 
on account of his rack, we need not ahrink 
from saying that there is no man living 
with purer and nobler aspirations than the 
Governor-General of Canada ; and his abili­
ties are equal to the demands which will 
inevitably be made upon them. Of him it 
may be said that he has that faith in God 
and belief ia the high duties of man with­
out which rank is a vulgar nuisance—an 
insult flung in the faces of honest and in­
dependent men. That the Prinoees and 
her husband will both be highly popular 
with the Canadians it is difficult to doubt. 
And, with regard to the Prinoees, we can­
not question that the Canadians will realise 
the value of the prize they have gained aa 
fully as we Englishmen realize the value of 
the prize we tor a time have lost. They 
have robbed us of half our sunshine—these 
Canadians—and they will know how to 
cherish the “golden " spoil.

“ Notwithstanding al the dreadful fog 
and smoke,” a foreigner of eminence onoe 
said to us,”' “ there are many bright things 
to be seen in London, but the brightest of 
all ia the Princess Louise’s smile. For 
frankness, for sunninees, and complete 
geniality, it ia—aa far as my experience of 
smiles extends—unique. ” There was much 
truth of observation in this, and we told 
that “distinguished foreigner” that he 
knew a good thing when Be saw it. He 
might have gone on to say that the smile 
she has to bestow upon him or upon any of 
the great personages of Europe, if it dif­
fers at all from that with which she greets 
any struggling artist of genius or deserving 
man witn whom she may be brought into 
contact, differs only in this, that the latter 
is more frank—if possible—more “ sunny " 
and more genial than the court knows.

She cooked a portion of the latter 
for hen own and the children1! supper, and 
observed at the time she placed it in the 
pan that it was slightly tinged, es though 
with mildew, in a small spot at one end. 
With this exception the meat looked 
thoroughly fresh and wholesome. She ate 
a small portion of it, as did also two little 
boyi, Georgia, aged three, and Willie, 
aged five. Of the remainder she cooked a 
portion for her husband’s mid-day meal 
next day, and gave the remainder to her 
mother residing next door.

If the cloth was perfect they were to get 8 cents 
extra. When they arrived here they were told the 
agreement was wrong, aa it waa Intended they 
should weave eight yards, i picks to I inch and 4 
inches wide more tor 18 cento. They alto state that 
the agent told them they were required to work 
new English machinery which the weavers on this 
continent were not accustomed to ; in fact the looms 
were lying Idle waiting their arrival. This asser­
tion they state was false, aa all the looms were 
folly occupied when they reached Dun­
dee. The passage» of the men were paid 
by the company and houses and furniture 
provided for their families' in the Valley City. 
The amount. It ia said, that Hu been spent to bring 
them out and provide for their accommodation is 
about *7,000. The men now decline to work and 
demand that they be paid 810 each for their time, 
with free return passages home, or that they get 
ISO etch and be sent to the States This is the sub­
stance of their story, but It Is not likely the directors 
will comply with the request, at least until the 
signed agreement Is received from 
men In the meantime 
minds.

SYMPATHY WITH THE EULUS.
A memorial has been sent by the Abori­

gines Protection Society to Sir Michael 
Hicks-Beach. The memorialists say they 
desire to address him on the subjectif the 
disastrous and lamentable war waging 
with the Zulus. They lament that the 
nation has been placed in the unhappy 
position of invading the territories, sacri­
ficing the lives, and captaring or destroy­
ing the property of people who have shown 
a desire to cultivate friendlp relations with 
England. They learn with deep regret 
that at public meeting! lately held both 
in the Cape Colony and Natal a war policy 
has been enthusiastically advocated. The 
war is no doubt popular in the South 
African Colonies ; but whether it would be 
equally re if the Colonist» were required to 
bear the heavy and increasing burthens 
which it will retail may, the memorialists 
think, well be doubted. They earnestly 
hope that her MQesty'i Government will 
seize the earliest opportunity of offering 
such terms of pease as the Zulu chiefs ana 
people may reasonably be expected to ac­
cept. Among the hundred lignera of the 
memorial are the Duke of Westminster, 
Lords Ehury and Stanley, Sirs C. E. 
Trevelyan, Wilfrid LawSon and Charles 
Dilke ; forty-eight members of Parlia­
ment, Mr. J. A. Fronde and Mr. Herbert 
Spencer.

THE FARMERS’ ALLIANCE.
The following circular has been issued 

“to farmers and others interested in agri­
cultural reform —“ It has been long felt 
by many farmers, as well as by others who 
understand the necessities of modern farm­
ing, that the conditions under which the 
cultivation of the soil is carried on are 
highly detrimental to agricultural pros­
perity, and, as obstructive to increased 
production, prejudicial te the interests of 
both landlords and tenants, as well as of 
the public at large. The serious position 
in which landlords and tenants find them­
selves placed urgently demands that every 
legitimate effort be made to encourage the 
development of the resources of the soil, 
and the preliminary step in this direction 
must be to free the business of farming 
from the trammels of unjust laws, and the 
cultivation ef the soil from the unwise, and 
in many cases absurd, restrictions which 
obstruct its improvement. The hopes of 
agricultural reform have hitherto proved 
delusive, anal the reason plainly ia, because 
the interests of those engaged in agricul­
ture are not adequately represented in Par­
liament. The first thing towards the re­
dress of those agricultural grievances which 
•have to be dealt with by Parliament ia 
manifestly the election of men who really 
represent the interests of agriculture. To 
acoompliah this, farmers have only to as­
sert their political independence and elect 
candidates who really represent their views 
and thoroughly possess their confidence. 
The Farmers’ Alliance is organised to help 
towards the return of such representatives, 
as the proper constitutional means for the 
redress of the grievances complained of, 
and to promote the other objects stated in 
the provisional programme, by the united 
action of all who are in favour qf agricul­
tural reform.” Then follows the programme 
which was given in the editorial note» of 
The Mail a day or two ago. The protfRoaal 
committee-of the Alliance comprises fifty 
or sixty very influential landlords, includ­
ing several members of Parliament.
AID TO THE KICK AND -WOUNDED IN ZULU- 

LAND.
A committee in aid of the sick and 

wounded soldiers in South Africa has been 
formed in London under influential patron­
age. The Baroness Bnrdett Coutts has 
opened the subscription-list with £100, 
and in a letter her ladyship points out that 
whilst none can forecast the future .of, the 
warfare at the Cape, an effort should at 
least be made to provide that, if more of 
our soldiers are to lie in graves in a far­
away country, they should fall with the 
feeling of the country’s loving care and ap­
preciation.

AIHUOCLTORAI. BBM0N6TRATI0N.
The annual demonstration of West of 

England agricultural labourers was held on 
Whit Monday at Yeovil. Resolutions were 
passed in favour of assimilating the county 
and borough franchise, equal electoral dis­
tricts, payment of election expenses oat of 
the national exchequer, and alterations in 
the land laws, and also one condemning the 
Government policy. Dr. Kenealy, Mr. 
George Mitchell, and Mr. Handel Coeeham 
were among the speakers.

THE WIMBLEDON MEETING.
Preparations have been commenced for 

the twentieth National Rifle Meeting at 
Wimbledon. Throaghout all {arts ef Greet 
Britain it is being anticipated with unusual 
interest. The entries for the Queen's and 
8k George’s Prises closed on 3rd inst, and 
•restated to be very large, and the last day 
far All Comers’ is axed for next Tuesday. 
It ia announced that the camp will be ready 
for occupation ou the 12th proximo, two 
days before the Costing begins. The ag­
gregate value of the prizes wfll considerably 
exreed £15,000.

COST OF THE DURHAM STRIKE.
ft is estimated that the loss in wages 

occasioned by the Durham strike amount» 
to £640,000, £240,000 of which was borne 
by the miners. Each miner has lost £6 in 
wages in a strike which resulted ia 
1 j per oenk better terms than those oi 
by the owners at firth One and a quarter 
ia 3d in the pound, ao that they will have 
to work years to recover the £6 sacri­
ficed by the strike.

REVIVAL OF AN ANIMENT CEREMONY.
A ceremony seldom witnessed nowadays 

in London, took place on June 1st, before 
an non anally large congregation, in the 
French Protestant church, St. Martin'e-le- 
Grand, the occasion being the reoeptiea of 
a convert from the Roman Catholic faith 
in accordance with the quaint and impres­
sive rites prescribed by the old Huguenot 
liturgy. Additional interest was given to 
the event by the fact that the convert was 
a French lady ef position, of high literary 
attainments, and said to be a near relative 
of the celebrated George Sand.

A FENIAN OUTRAGE.
At Manchester, a porter at the Salford 

hospital, named Riley, ia charged with at­
tempting to murder Frederick Dove by 
«hooting at him in the streek The parties 
had been members of a Fenian organization, 
holding its meetings at a hall of which 
Dave was the keeper, and he had given 
some offence to hie fellow-members. Having 
in memory the rescue of the Fenian leaders, 
Kelly ana Dewy, and the attack on the 
prises van some twelve years ago, the 
polios were present in the court in large 
numbers with loaded revolvers.

another mysterious murder.
An outrage of an extraordinary and bru­

tal character, which has since in one case 
terminated fatally, took place in the neigh­
bourhood of Queen’s road, Peckham, on 
Slit nit. It seems that two young men, 
R. Colline and H. Shepherd, were practis­
ing with singlesticks clore to the canal 
bank, and Collins, ' who was a volunteer, 
was teaching his companion the broad­
sword exerercise. Very shortly a couple 
of men, both of whom are unknown, set 
upon them, end after beating them about

several places, and threw them both into 
the canal Collins expired in the accident 
ward of Gay’s Hospital on the following 
day. one of the wounds having penetrated 
the lungs. The police are actively endeav­
ouring to search out this mysterious affair. 
Unfortunately, however, there is absolutely 
no due, as Shepherd, who ia quite a young 
fellow, «taies that neither of the menu 
known to him. Robbery waa certainly nok 
and personal malice could scarcely have 
been the motive of the outrage, since the 
men appear to have been perfect strangen.

the euston square murder.
The inquest on the remains found at No 

4 Beaton snare, London, waa conolnded on 
4th inet., with a verdict of “ Wilful mur­
der against some person or persons un­
known,” the jury adding an expression of 
their belief that the remains were those of 
Miss Hacker. The preliminary' trial of 
Hannah Dobbs for the supposed murder 
was still in progress at Bow street when 
the mail left. Dobbs had written to her 
parente at Bidtford that they need not fear, 
she should be able to clear herself of the 
crime. It has come under the notice of 
the police that Hannah, on her visit to 
Bideford in 1877, presented a valuable old- 
fashioned torquoise ring containing four or 
five stones to her sister, which is supposed 
to have belonged to the murdered woman. 
The superintendent of the borough police 
endeavoured to obtain possession of this 
ring, but without being able to do so, al­
though it had very recently been repaired 
by a local jeweller.

A SINGULAR COPYRIGHT CASE.
Vice-Chancellor Bacon has given judg­

ment in » somewhat singular action for 
slander of title. The plaintiff, Mr. 
Dicks, _ ia the proprietor of Bow 
Bell», in whioh he published a 
pattern for worsted work taken from a 
German original, and being a reproduction 
of Millais’ celebrated picture of the 
“ Huguenots." The copyright of this 
picture vests in Mr. Brooks as proprietor of 
the engraving taken from it, and accord­
ingly Mr. Brooks sent out a circular warn­
ing the trade that the plaintiff’s coloured 
pattern in Bow Bell» was a piracy. For 
this Mr. Dicka brought an action for what 
ia known as slander of title, claiming 
damages, and Mr. Brooks not only pleaded 
that the slander was true, but set up a 
counter claim on the ground that the pro­
perty in the “ Huguenots ” was his own, 
and not that of the plaintiff, and claiming 
damages against the plaintiff for-piracy. 
Vice-Chancellor Bacon decided in favour 
of Mr. Brooks, and not only gave judg­
ment for him, bat condemned the plaintiff 
in the sum of 5s. for each 25,000 copies 
proved to have been sold by him, half of 
which will go to the Crown and half of Mr. 
Brooks, under the provisions of the Copy­
right Ack The fine is therefore £6,000.

ORDER OF MERIT FOR NURSES.
At "the Westminster Hospital on the 

4 th insk, Sir Rutherford Alcock presided 
at the ceremony of the investiture of 
the first three “St. Katherine’s Nurses” 
with the badge of the Order. The Order 
has been founded by the Queen for the im­
provement of the social position of hospital 
and other nurses, and the three who were 
selected as thé first recipients of the hon­
ourable distinction had been trained in the 
Nurses’ Training Institution, started by 
the late Lady Augusta Stanley. Among 
others who were present and who spoke on 
the occasion were the Dean of WestininSter 
and Lord Hatherley.

MINING STATISTICS.
The reports of the Inspectors of Mines for 

1878 are published It appears that in that 
year there was an aggregate number of 
475,329 persons employed in and about the 
coal, ironstone, and other mines of the 
three kingdoms, of whom 380,000 were 
employed underground The number ex­
hibits a decrease of nearly 20,000 aa com­
pared with the figures for the preceding 
year. In the output of coal there was a de­
crease of mere than a million and a half of 
tone, and a million and a quarter o iiron­
stone. The fatal accidenta amounted to 
811, nod the deaths thereby oœaeoned, to 
1,413, showing a decrease aa oonqnred with 
the year 1877 of 53 in the number of acci­
dent», but an increase of 205 in the number 
of lives lost.

Prisoner’s Interview with 
Cetewayo.

The lave at In Advance—A Couple of 
Incidents.

The Natal Colonitt gives an account of 
the marvellous escape qf a Frenchman 
named G randier, who waa captured by the 
Zulus after the battle of Zlobani, and who 
subsequently escaped. The story will show 
that Gramfier suffered severely while he 
was with the Zulus. The Colonitt says 

“ This afternoon two of the mounted men 
who started for the Blood River this morn­
ing returned to camp, bringing with them 
a Frenchman, one of Colonel Weatherley’s 
corps, whom they espied on the top of a 
hill a short distance on the right of the road 
they were travelling. At the first offset 
the mounted men thought it was a Zulu 
spy, but on nearing the object they dis­
covered it to be a white man making great 
efforts to reach them. As soon as he came 
within a short distance of them and per­
ceived they were not Zulus, in his delight 
he threw np his arms in the air and fell to 
the ground, unable to proceed any further, 
so overcome was he at so unexpect­
ed a deliverance from falling into the 
hands of the enemy. Being unaoquaint - 
ed with the part of the country he was 
in, he was making for the direction of 
Luneberg to the best of his ability until 
he fell in with the mounted party. When 
brought into camp he was questioned by 
Colonel Wood. After this discussion termin­
ated, a great many individuals questioned 
him concerning the interview with Colonel 
Wood, bat ooald not get the fall particu­
lars, as the poor fellow was completely 
fatigued. However, we managed to gain 
a little information concerning hia perilous 
adventures since the attack on the Zlo- 
bani Mountain, on the 28th of last month. 
It waa to this effect :—After all our 
mounted men had been put to rout on 
the said day, Colonel Weatherley’s men 
were completely hemmed in, and fought 
with undaunted bravery to the last man. 
The Zulus buried Captain Campbell and 
Mr. Lloyd, the interpreter, (this is a mani­
fest error) and preconcerted an attack on 
Kambula next day, and shortly after the 
bnrial of these bodies, they (the Zulus) espied 
this Frenchman trying to escape, and-he 
being the only individual alive of those 
hemmed in, the Zulus would not kill him, 
but made him a prisoner, to be brought 
before Cetywayo to be dealt with by him. 
He was kept a prisoner on this mountain 
until the impi returned back to it again 
after attacking Kambula Hill. When he 
was brought before Cetywayo the latter 
questioned him seriously concerning this 
column. He was asked by the King if he 
had had enough of it, Cetywayo thinking 
at this time that the impi he sent to attack 
this column had completely annihilated us;* 
but never was he more chagrined than 
when, while in the act of questioning the 
Frenchman, the tidings of the grand defeat 
of his best warriors were related to him. 
The Frenchman says that Cetywayo nearly 
cried on hearing such unexpected news, 
and he got greatly enraged on hearing that 
Umbelini was killed. The King farther 
questioned him as to the actual strength 
of our column, to which the Frenchman 
replied that we were near 3,000 strong, and 
could defy the whole Zulu army. Cetywayo 
gave him to understand that he knew all 
about the reinforcements coming ont by 
showing him a lot of papers. The King 
also told him that the Dutch and Zolas 
were going to combine, and after killing all 
the English he would turn around and kill 
all the Dutch, and have the country to 
himself. This poor Frenchman says that 
a good many Zulus at the King’s Kraal can 
read and apeak better English that he can, 
ao that accounts for their information with 
regard to the reinforcements coming here. 
But it ie a very strange thing how Cety­
wayo can get possession of these papers. 
I think some underhand work must be 
going on somewhere. It would be 
a good job if the party were found ont and 
made an example of. Cetywayo kept,, his 
prisoner for eight or ton days, and every 
night he was stripped naked and both hia 
hands and feet were bound together. In 
the morning all the women and a few men 
would come and give him some severe blows 
to make him rise up, after being ont in the 
cold all night and quite numbed from its 
effects. The women used to pull small 
portions of hair at a time out of his head 
and whiskers, causing him great pain, the 
men pointing their assegais and going 
through the form of how they should kill 
him. At length the time arrived for Cety­
wayo to decide what he should do with 
him, and, forming a ring, with the prisoner 
in the centre, they told him that he should 
be sent under an escort of two 
men to Umbelini’s party with full in­
structions how they should kill him and 
avenge the death of Umbelini, at the same 
time showing him how they would com­
mence killing him by cutting small pieces 
off his legs and arms, and thence continue 
till his whole body was sacrificed in the 
same manner. The esoort from there pro­
ceeded with their prisoner for Umbelini’s 
party, and when they got a 
miles on their journey the 
feigned being tired and wanting to sleep, 
and the eaoort complied with nia wishes. 
One of the eaoort having fallen asleep by 
hia side and the other having walked a 
short distance away, the prisoner availed 
himself Of an aaaegai belonging to the Zulu 
sleeping alongside of him, and driving it 
through him staked him to the ground. 
The cither Zulu, perceiving hia companion 
laid low, suddenly took tohia heels and ran for 
his life for fear the same fate should befall 
him. He says that when he freed himself 
from hia eaoort he did not know what plaoe 
he waa in or what direction to follow, ex­
cept by the rising of the moon and son. 
Going Dy there two guides, he made forth* 
direction of the Zfobani Mountain to the 
beat of his ideas, with the intention of, 
perhaps, getting any sort of covering for his 
body which might have been left there 
after the fight, and thence make the beet 
of his way to Luneberg. Bat the poor fel­
low lost his wav after leaving the Zlobani 
Mountain until picked up in a miserable 
condition by oar mounted men. He was 
all over bruises, and could net stand when 
he reached camp. Colonel Wood ordered 
him some brandy, etc., bat the poor man 
could eat nothing, he was ao overjoyed at 
being rescued from the jaws of death. He 
had nothing given him to eat except a 
mealie served out each day when at the 
King’s kraaL He also stated that the two 
guns taken at Isandlana were at the kraal, 
and the Zulus were trying hard to get the 
spikes out of them, but found it impossi­
ble. He informed us that Cetewayo had 
only 240 men left to gnard his kraal after 
sending the whole of his army to attack 
this camp and Pearson’s. This account 
leads me to the conclusion that the King 
cannot have more than about 31,000 fight­
ing men at present, as Cetewayo told the 
prisoner that he sent 25,000 to attack 
Kambula and 11,000 to attack Pearson, 
and by the account of the Frenchman, 20, • 
000 out of 25,000 only managed to march 
back to the King’s kraaL i am sure that 
before long you will know full particulars 
of this man’s statement made to Colonel 
Wood, as the discussion between them was 
of long duration, and Capt. Stanley took a 
note of everything that was said, so I tup- 
pose the whole proceedings will shortly be 
publicly made known.”

The Cape Timet gives the following de­
tails of the movement in advance ;—

“ On Saturday morning Ulyana’s people 
crossed the Tugala at Ulyan»’s_ Drift, 
about nine miles above the Lower 
to gather in the crop. They wi

an ambush of Zulus. They then re­
am! reported to Captain Lucas, who 

it 600 bolder guard natives across the 
river. The Zulus fled .after a 
anse, and were 
joined by other bodies of men. This 
morning a large convoy of over one hun­
dred waggons left for Fort Chelmsford, ac­
companied by an eaoort of the 88th and 
99th Regiments, the Naval Brigade, 
Mounted Infantry,' and the Royal

Artillery, ae for er Bton-i Laager, 
where the convoy will be met by an eaoort 
from Amatakula, detained there sinoe the 
Urt convoy from here to Fort Crealock. 
The Mhevenda, with Oetewayo’e brother, 
who oame in a few days ago, has given 
aome interesting particulars about Cete­
wayo a present intention, and about the 
Iaandula battle, in which he was engaged. 
On the day of the battle, Mhevenda says, 
it waa the Zulu plan to enter Natal with 
an impi of 25,000 men, destroying the 
camp of the column and the post at Rorke’a 
Drift on the way. Fourteen thousand 
men attacked the camp, a reserve of 11,000 
being kept out of action. The 24th Foot 
behaved so steadily, both outside the 
camp and afterwards, when they retired on 
the tenta, that the Zulus were defeated and 
about to fly, when the ammunition of the 
soldiers failing, they plucked up courage for 
a rush, and carried the position by weight of 
attack. The 24th, at the last, unable to 
fire their rifles, were formed back to back, 
and thus held the ground with the bay­
onet until they fell in their lines. The 
reserve then advanced on Rorke’s Drfit, 
and the gallant defence of that post saved 
the colony. . Cetywayo now says that he 
will attack no more camps or laagers ; if 
the English will meet him in the open he is 
ready for them ; and his next attack will 
be made upon one of our advancing col­
umns while in motion. Men are now 
being collected in force at the King’s 
kraal, and a regiment has been despatched 
down the coast line to intercept Dabul- 
manzi, who is said to be preparing to come 
in to us with his people. This Zulu force 
ia concentrated either on the Inyani, or 
this side of Gingihlovo, or in the Bkowe 
Bush, some miles beyond.”

A letter ip the Cape Times says :— 
“ Captain Gough, son of Lord Gongh, was 
killed by his own bravery. He was lying 
ill with dysentery at Ginghilovo, bat 
woald go up, and, jumping ont of his am­
bulance to join his men in the pursuit, ag­
gravated the disease, to which he suc­
cumbed at Stanger. A good Irish girl — 
blessing on her honest heart !—was making 
wreaths of immortelle» tor the graves of 
poor Mason, Thirkell and Gough.”

When the Zulus rushed in on the small 
British- detachment of Col. Wood, and 
while there was yet an open road in one 
direction, Col. Weatherly, an English 
cavalry officer, clapped hie son, a boy of 
13, who was with him, on horseback,kissed 
him, and told him to fly for hia life. The 
lad jumped from the saddle, striking the 
horse a laeh whioh sent it galloping off, and 
said: “ Father, I’ll die with you.” The 
father handed hie revolver to the child 
just as the Zulus reached, over British 
bodies, the spot where they stood. Weath­
erly slew five Zulus before he fell, but his 
eon was killed at once.

Irish Centenarians*
The returns made by registrars in Ireland 

relating to the first quarter of the year 1879 
state that 21 of the 32,397 deaths were of 
persons 100 years old or upwards. The 
oldest died in Clonavaddy, Dungannon, 
and the local registrar says :—“ This man 
had reached the advanced age of 110 years. 
I made special inquiry in reference to bis 
age and it is even beyond doubt that he 
was a few years older.” Next to him is a 
man who died in a western district, Cor- 
ronn, and the local registrar says :—“ In 
this quarter I registered a death at the ex­
traordinary age of 106, which, from in­
quiries I made, seem to be correct, he being 
25 or 26 years old in 1798. He has s daugh­
ter who is only 15 years of age. ”

How John Dunn Left Cetewayo.
The London correspondent of the Leeds 

Mercury says :—“ The following story of 
John Dunn, of the Native Volunteers and 
Scouts, who are doing such good service 
with our troops in Natal has been told to 
me by an officer just returned from that 
country, and whose up-country service 
entitles him to credence. John Dunn has 
lived many years in both Natal and Zulu- 
land, and has been one of those most inti­
mately acquainted with Cetewayo. For 
some years past, indeed, he has been act­
ing aa a kind of commander-in-chief of 
certain Motions of Cetewayo’s army, and 
for his suooeeree has received many marks 
of that chiefs good-will At the outbreak 
of the present hostilities Cetewayo sent for 
Dunn, and asked him what were hie inten­
tions—whether he would continue to fight 
for him, or whether he would join his own 
countrymen. Dunn, without hesitation, 
expressed his intention of plating his ser­
vices at the disposal of the English com­
manding officer. Cetewayo replied that 
under the circumstances he should have 
done the same—that no man had ever any 
right to fight against his countrymen, and 
that had Dunn given any different answer 
he had made up his mind to have him 
executed at once. Dunn then received a 
safe conduct to the frontier, and, aa is well 
known, has been a most valuable counsellor 
to Lord Chelmsford and Colonel Evelyn 
Wood.”

Extraordinary Child Harder.
A moat extraordinary murder has taken 

place at Newcastle-on-Ouse, a village about 
nine miles north of York. In the village 
mentioned live a labourer named Isaac 
Hammond and his wife Elizabeth, who had 
several children—amongst the latter a boy 
two years old, named John. This child 
has been murdered, and the mother ia the 
alleged murderer. A couple of months ago 
the hoy John mysteriously oame to grief 
by renoue burning, for which he had since 
been attended by a surgeon. He was re­
covering up to Sunday night last, when 
he commenced vomiting. The father ret 
off to lollerton for medicine, which he ad­
ministered. and the child waa apparently 
well again when the father left home on 
Monday morning. Before noon, however, 
he Waa rent for, and arriving at home, 
found the child deed. A witness, named 
Jane Dalton, deposed et the inquest that 
Mrs. Hammond took her upstairs to we 
tire deceased child. She (Dalton) «aid, 
“ Poor thing, have yoa hart it?" To which 
the mother replied “ Yes, 1 have ; he asked 
me for a drink, and I wetted hia lipe and 
then sat upon, him. ” Witnem aaid, “ How 
long waa he before he died,” and she aaid, 
“Notions.” To another witness Mrs. 
Hammond aaid, “last upon the child in 
bed and killed it poor thing.” She also 
added, “ On Saturday night I save it aome 
laudanum, but it was sick, ami threw it all

After a long absence Father Gevazzi has 
reappeared before a London audience.

The German Government proposes to 
organize a separate corps of coast artillery.

It ia announced that Oarey, the recently 
liberated Fenian, is a candidate for and 
will contest the city of Limerick.

Dr. Woodlock, the late Dr. Conroy’s 
successor in the see of Ardagh, was conse­
crated by the Pope at Rome, on 1st inst.

Legal proceedings for defamation of 
character have been commenced by Don 
Carlo* against the Gaulois and République 
Française.

The great Council of Geneva has refused 
to discuss the re-establishment of capital 
punishment. There was not a single voice 
in its favour.

Lord Northbrook was elected. President 
of the Royal Geographical Society for the 
ensuing year, on the 26th ult., in succes­
sion to the Earl of Dufferin.

The question of 'elevating Owen’s Col­
lege, Manchester, to the dignity of a uni­
versity, originated by Mr. Gold win Smith 
ten or eleven years ago, has again been re­
vived.

An English parliamentary committee has 
reported that the electric lighting system 
is sufficiently developed to allow of its 
being economically used for public, but not 
for domestic purposes.

In consequence of the war in South Am­
erica the German Government have re­
solved to send the gunboat Nautilus and 
several vessels from the Asiatic squadron 
to South American waters. ——

A Manchester despatch says :—Rumours 
are in circulation of further business 
troubles among several large houses in 
Manchester. The collapse of one 
large firm is momentarily expected.

More than six hundred pardons have al­
ready been granted by the German Em­
peror in celebration of his golden wedding, 
principally to offenders against himself. 
It is relieved two hundred more will be 
granted.

The Cardinal Newman presentation fund, 
of which the Duke of Norfolk is president, 
amounts to between four and five thousand 
pounds. The presentation is to be made 
immediately on the Cardinal’s return to 
England.

The vestrymen of the parish of Putney 
have requested the Council of the National 
Rifle Association to devise some means of 
restricting Sunday visiting to the Wimble­
don camp and the disgraceful scenes arising 
therefrom.

The Edinburgh Liberal Association have 
made arrangements for holding a national 
demonstration of Scottish Liberals on the 
occasion of Mr. Gladstone’s visit to Edin­
burgh in prosecution of his candidature for 
Midlothian.

Dr. William Howard Russell, the veteran 
correspondent, has transferred his allegi­
ance from the Times to the Daily Telegraph, 
and has gone to South Africa with Sir 
Garnet Wolseley as special correspondent 
for the latter journal.

The Russo-Bulgarian authorities, with a 
body of Russian troops, have taken forcible 
possession of the frontier districts claimed 
by Servie, driving out the Servian officials. 
The population are angry and discontented 
at the action of the Russians.

Mr. Secretary Cross has consented to in­
augurate the new Museum of Hygiene on 
the 28th inst., and the Queen, as patron of 
the institution, has sent a donation of 50 
guineas. For a time the museum ia to be 
located in the London University buildings.

Richard Miles, a Liverpool newsvendor, 
at Bukenhead, has been committed for 
trial on a charge of obtaining twopence by 
falsely representing that newspapers which 
he sold for that sum contained certain news 
which the purchaser did not find in them.

Mr. Cross, on 24th ult., assisted at the 
opening of the second block of “ Artisans’ 
Dwellings ” at Stroud Vale, Islington, and 
subsequently laid the foundation stone of a 
third block, to be erected, with a like 
object, by the Victoria Dwellings Associa­
tion.

The Speaker of the House of Commons 
presided on the 24th ult., at the opening of 
the Westminster Industrial Exhibition. 
He was accompanied by Sir Stafford North- 
cote, Mr. W. H. Smith, and other mem­
bers of the Government, who addressed the 
assemblage.

Mr. St. Leger Herbert, who was on 
Lord Dufferin’s staff in Canada, and until 
recently was Secretary to the High Com­
missioner and Clerk to the Legislative 
Council in Cyprus, sailed with Sir Garnet 
Wolseley for South Africa as the General’s 
private secretary. *

The Société d’Acclimatation of France 
has awarded to Sir Samuel Wilson, as a 
token of their appreciation of his efforts in 
the cause of acclimatization, a gold medal 
cf the first class, for having successfully 
introduced the Californian salmon into 
Australian waters.

The annual report of the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers congratulates the 
members on having gone through the very 
worst year ever known in the universal 
history of trade with no greater lore than 
£23,600, and with a balance of a quarter of 
a million still at command.

Now that a Suffragan Bishop for East 
London has been appointed, says the Man­
chester Guardian, it is proposed to appoint 
a Suffragan Bishop to North London, un­
der the title of tiie Bishop of Highgate, and 
another to West London, under the title 
of the Bishop of Kensington. • !

A Liverpool pair iront to bed drank .in 
the same couch with three of their chil­
dren, the youngest four months old. In 
the morning the babe waa dea<L The 
Coroner’s jury rendered a verdict of 
“ found suffocated, ” and the parents were 
“ strongly censured for their conduct."

A renewal of hostilities is reported from 
Acheen. Early in April the Dutch rent 
out several detachments, which devastated 
the native villages and crops. This brought 
the Achinese to arma again, after the war 
was supposed to have been ended ; and 
there has been some severe "fighting in the 
island.

The United States consul at Constanti­
nople announces the arrival of Clark and 
Baoon in the Dorian, a boat of only two 
tons, from Boston. The voyage across the 
Atlantic in so small a vessel has excited 
great wonder in Constantinople. They en­
countered a severe storm in whioh Clark 
nearly lost hia life.

Three English sailors have been killed 
and two more wounded by a Russian 
patrol, near Ismail, on the Lower Danube. 
At the instance of the British Consul at 
Ismail an inquiry will be instituted. Ac- 
cording to the Russians the mariners were 
drunk and riotous, and resisted the patrol 
when arresting them.

Lord Shaftesbury presided recently at a 
meeting of the National Refnge for Home­
less ana Destitute Children. Since 1852, 
when the institution was established, more 
than six thousand boys and one thousand 
four hundred and forty-one girls have been 
admitted, moat of them being picked up 
in the London streets.

Mr. Labouohere, writing in Truth, says 
he understand* that “German” (lager) 
beer ft being shipped largely from the 
United States both to France and the East. 
“If therefore," he says, “our English 
brewers will persist in ignoring its ad­
vantages over their compound, one more 
export trade will he lost to ua."

Geneva will hold, in 1881, an Interna- 
tion&l Exhibition exclusively confined to 
watches, jewellery, muff boxes, and mam- 
cel boxes. The Grand Council is said to 
have voted the credits necessary for the 
preparatory works. This exhibition wRl 
be the first of an international character 
whioh has taken plaoe in Switzerland.

Fifty poor orphan boys at a House of 
Refuge for the Poor in Trieste recently set 
upon the Superintendent of the institution 
with their work-tools, and killed him. A 
warder who oame to hia assistance waa

wounded, and the Police and Manioipal 
Guard had to be called in to qneU the dis­
turbance and march the boya off to prison.

The bronze statue of the great Protestant 
reformer, William Tmdale, which ia to be 
ejected on the Thames embankment, has 
been entrusted to Mr. Boehm, a well- 
known sculptor. The Archbishop of Can- 
terbnry heads a list of noblemen and gen- 
tlemen subscribers to the work, the com­
plete execution of which is estimated at 
£3,500.

While riding through Hyde Park on the 
morning of the Queen’s Birthday, on his 
way to the parade in St. James’ Park, 
Adjutant-Major Abdullah Effendi, thé 
Military Attaché of the Turkish Embassy, 
was thrown from his horse and fatally in­
jured, remaining unconscious until eleven 
o’clock at night, when he expired at St. 
George’s Hospital.

Marceline Guiot, t^nty-six years of 
age, has just been condemned to death by 
the Court of Assizes of the Vienne for one 
of the most abominable crimes on record. 
She forced her step-daughter, a little girl 
of eight, to take with her soup sixteen 
pins, two needles, and some pieces of wood, 
and the unfortunate child expired in the 
most horrible torments.

The Vicar-General of the Archbishop 
(Dr. Deane, Q.C.) has instituted the Right 
Rev. Ashton Oxenden, D.D., for ten years 
Bishop of Montreal and Metropolitan of 
Canada, te the vicarage of St. Stephen,, 
near Canterbury, vacant by the death of 
the Rev. John White, on the presentation 
of the Right Rev. Dr. Parry, Bishop of 
Dover, as Archdeacon of Canterbury.

Duleep Singh, the lord of the manor of 
Lakenheath, Suffolk, having increased an 
incloeure on a commonable warren, a com­
moner brought an action in the Chancery 
Division to restrain the Maharajah from 
infringing his rights of common. . Mr. 
Justice Fry decided that there was suffi­
cient common left for the plaintiff’s pur­
poses, and dismissed the action with costs.

Dr, B. W. Richardson has been elected 
President for the ensuing year of the - 
British Medical Temperance Association.
In the address which he delivered he de­
clared that in the treatment of some dis­
eases in which alcohol was supposed to be 
necessary, his own experience was that it 
was a palliative only, and that the craving 
it excited demanded the most watchful 
care.

At the Leeds Borough Police Court, 
penalties were imposed upon James Lupton 
and Frederick Foster, for having in their 
possession pigs affected with typhoid fever, 
the condition of which they had not re­
ported with all practicable speed. These 
were the first prosecutions of the kind. 
Lupton was fined £2, including costs, for- 
each animal affected, and Foster 15s. each 
animal.

Don Carlos intends to prosecute the 
French papers which reprinted some letters 
by his former secretary, Gen. Beet, who is 
about te be tried at Milan on the charge of . 
stealing some jewels from the Collar of the 
Golden Fleece in his master’s possession. 
These letters represented Don Carlos as 
selling the jewels and pretexting that they 
had been stolen, and as scoffing in private 
at Legitimist doctrines.

A Vienna despatch reports that Russia 
has presented to Bulgaria a portion of her 
flotilla on the Danube, «xmsisting of two 
steamers, six small gunboats, and six tor­
pedo beats. These vessels will temporarily 
retain their Russian crews to instruct the 
Bulgarians in their management. There 
may be a question whether it is allowable 
under the Treaty of Berlin for the Bulgar­
ians to maintain a war flotilla.

A young unmarried woman was recently 
sentenced to death at Lincoln for the mur­
der of her child five months old. She was 
greatly depressed on account of harsh 
treatment by her mother, and gave the 
child strychnine, at the same time taking 
a dose herself. Her own life was saved 
for a worse fate, unless the jury’s recom­
mendation to mercy shall cause the inter­
position of the Home Secretary.

The first steam yacht that has ever visit­
ed Natal arrived on the 24th of ApriL 
Her name is the Lancashire Witch, and she 
belongs to Sir Thomas Heaketh, of Rnfford 
HaU, Lancashire. When at Cape Horn 
her distinguished owner heard of the Zulu 
war, and at once came to Natal. She made 
the «quickest passage on record from the 
Falkland Islan«ls to the Cape, performing 
the voyage in 171 days. - Natal Mercury.

The Turkish Ambassador, M. Masarua, 
is dean of the foreign envoys accredited to 
London, where he has represented Turkey 
some 40 years. He is much more an 
Englishman than a Turk, and one of his 
daughters is married to Mr. Heriot (son of 
an Episcopal clergyman), whose sister mar­
ried Lord Wentworth, Byron's grandson. 
The Turkish Embassy is a very large abode 
in Bryanston square, north of Hyde Park.

The correspondent of the London Stand­
ard says that after having received at din­
ner at the Russian Embassy tidings of his 
election to the throne of Bulgaria, Prince 
Alexander the First—who is described as 
tati, good-looking, well-mannered, a good 
soldier, talker and dancer—repaired with 
some congenial friends to one of the swell 
cafés in the Unter-den-Linden, Berlin, and 
had a jolly relebration of the great event 
of the day.

There are certain comparisons between 
vital statistics of France and Prussia, in a 
recent report of the Academy of Sciences 
of Paris. Thus, it appears that in Franoe 
100 marriages give about 300 children ; in 
Prussia 460. It is also shown that in 
Franoe the annual increase of population 
(births over deaths) ia 2,400 for each mil­
lion of inhabitants, while in Prussia it is 
13,600. At this rate the population of 
Franoe should double in 170 years ; that of 
Prussia in 42.

At a sale of a portion of the Firrain Didot 
Library in Paria, a missal bequeathed to 
Queen Catherine, wife of Henry V. of 
Eqj^and, by her father Charles VL, and 
afterwards the property of Henry VI., 
Henry VIL and Henry V UL, waa bought 
by a Paris bookseller for 76,000fr. A 
manuscript which belonged to Mary Queen 
of Scots fetched 10,000fr. The five days’ 
sales realised 633,000fr., and a fourth por­
tion next May is expected to bring the 
total up to 6,000,000fr.

A meeting having been some time since 
held at the Freemasons’ Tavern to con­
sider a proposal that the Freemasons’ of 
England should undertake the restoration 
of aome special portion of St. Alh»n« 
Cathedral a local committee waa appoint­
ed to endeavour to carry out the under­
taking. The movement ia now under the 
patronage of hia Royal Highness the Prinoe 
of Wales, his Royal Highness Prince 
Leopold, and several noblemen and gentle­
men. The committee propose first to un­
dertake the restoration of the central 
western porch.

The annual demonstration of the Roman 
Catholic Temperance Society *-*iH the 
“ League of the Croea” waa held in Hyde 
Park on the afternoon of Whit Monday, 
Cardinal Manning presiding. About twenty 
branches of the League were represented, 
and several thousand persons assembled at 
the Reformers’ tree. Cardinal Maiming 
•aid that any society which had the forti­
tude to keep ite engagements in such miner, 
able weather would no doubt attain the 
object of the institution, namely, a great 
reform in the licensing laws of the country. 
The Cardinal moved a resolution in favour 
of an efficient measure of local option, 
which was carried unanimously.

A labouring man, named Kearney, 
aged 20, was charged at the Dublin police 
court with having wilfully murdered hi» 
mother by throwing her from the window 
of their lodgings—24 feet from the ground. 
On being placed in the dock he cried 
bitterly, and stated that when he returned 
home his mother, who had taken drink, 
said she would throw herself out of the 
window. She then removed the aash and 
carried ont her threat, exclaiming,
“ Neighbours, catch me !" Evidence wae 
given by inmates oi the house proving that 
a heavy straggle had occurred in the 
prisoners room—one woman stating that 
she heard Mrs. Kearney cry, “Neighbours, 
save me ! The prisoner, on being ar­
retted, said, “ I did not lay a hand on. 
her.”
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WHAT WAS THE ISSUE t 
Apparently the entire interval be­

tween the elections and the latest date 
at which Mr. Mow at can venture to call 
the new Legislature together, will be 
occupied in deciding what the people 
really meant by their verdict of June 
5th. The Globe is as much puzzled 
about it as old Kaspar was about the 
moving cause that ‘1 splendid vic- 
“ tory” won by Marlborough on the 
battle-field of Blenheim. At first 
nothing seemed an adequate explanation 
of the matter but a reaction against the 
National Policy. People were asked to 
believe that a party which vehemently 
protested against making that a Local 
issue, and triumphed because the people 
trusted in their sincerity, had really 
gained a victory upon a question in re­
gard to which they had declared their 
absolute neutrality with painful ostenta­
tion. It is not at all certain that the 
organ, at the next tilt of its see-saw, 
will not ascend to the same plane again ; 
meanwhile, it has found out another 
cause, which, like the first, was 
not merely the chief, but the 
sole agent in effecting Mr. Mow at’s 
triumph. It was not the reaction after 
all, nor a furious popular exasperation 
against the tariff, but purely provincial 
considerations which proved the salva­
tion of the Government. The Globe 
shall speak for itself : “ What saved
“ the Mow at Administration at this 
“ election was the complete failure of 
“ the Opposition, after the most 
‘ ‘ thorough sifting any financial record 
11 was ever subjected to, to find any- 
“ thing worthy of condemnation, or, on 
“ their own showing, requiring amend- 
“ roent.” From all which it necessarily 
follows that, reaction or no reaction, the 
Ontario Cabinet would have gone by 
the board but for this “complete 
“ failure of the Opposition,” and that, 
as our readers are aware,is as imaginary 
as the reaction. At all events the be­
wildered organ is precluded from again 
importing the National Policy into the 
elections. If the only thing which 
“ saved ” the Premier was something 
purely local, then the tariff coulçl not 
have caused a defeat of the Opposition. 
If Dominion matters played any part in 
the struggle at all, it must, on the 
Globe’s own showing, have been a very 
paltry and insignificant one. There is 
no possible way of wriggling out of that 
inevitable conclusion, at all events.

The best of the joke, however, is that 
the “ new assignment,” as lawyers 
would call it, is as untenable as the old 
one. Mr. Mowat most distinctly did 
not appeal to the people on the ground 
of thrift or economy, but the direct 
contrary. It was their spending powers 
that Ministers and their journals prided 
themselves upon all through the canvass. 
Mr. Blake was especially withering 
when he poured out his invective upon 
the miscreants who suggested retrench­
ment in the expenditure. If the Globe 
now means to assert that the Opposition 
failed in proving extravagance to have 
been the besetting sin of the Govern­
ment, Mr. Wood’s own figures refute' 
the statement In 1871 the ordinary 
expenditure was $833,176, and in 1878, 
$1,268,579 ; in the former year what he 
calls “ controllable” expenditure was 
$983,690, and that included charges now 
entered elsewhere ; in 1878, after official 
manipulation, the figures stood $1,139,- 
954, without adding surplus distribution, 
&c., at all ; so that during seven years 
of Reform Government the “ ordinary” 
and “ controllable” expenditure was in­
creased by no less a sum than $581,667. 
And yet the organ says that the Opposi­
tion failed to impeach successfully the 
economy of Ministers !

Surely it would have been far better 
if the party had clung to the National 
Policy invention, rather than abandon 
one false position only to try one still 
more defenceless. • One of the chief causes 
of Mr. Mowat's success was his squan­
dering. In every constituency through­
out the Province nothing was heard, on 
that side, but appeals to gratitude on 
account of favours past qr baits for sup­
port in consideration of good things to 
come. Either a harbour, or roads, or 
drainage, or a railway had been made, 
or would be made if the electors only 
did the fair thing by Mr. Mowat and 
his friends. Even in Toronto, the bribe 
of a million dollars, in the shape of 
new Parliament buildings, was promis­
ed, provided that eminent purist the 
Premier succeeded in defeating Mr.

oburse, other causes, this contributed to 
the depression of Toryism for two 
reigns. The party had acquired a non­
national character. The people's in 
stinct was keen enough. The character 
was not undeserved in some particulars. 
In our day we have been, ana still are, 
the witneasqps of a similar character being 
earned by the Liberals, who are the 
legitimate descendants of the Whigs of 
the past century, though some of the 
Whig families have abandoned the camp. 
The policy of Lord Bbaconshbld 
in foreign affairs has given 
the historian the opportunity of drawing 
a fair and interesting parallel between 
the two parties under the circumstances 
existing in each century. The foreign 
policy of the Tories has been “ ener- 
“ getic,” has been bold, has been de­
fiant, has been warlike, has been suc­
cessful. There was apparently a hearty, 
historical, British dash about it which 
pleased the people, confused the foreign 
mind, and drove the Liberals at home 
into a policy for which they could have 
had no very great natural aptitude. The 
Liberals of late years have become in 
the eyes of “ the people ” the allies of 
foreigners, and therefore, not the 
friends of England. The Liberals took 
nothing - by objecting to the Queen’s 
title of Empress of India. T^ey made 
themselves the friends of Russia also, 
which was a great mistake. And in the 
cases of the Afghans and Zulus, the 
Opposition have pursued a singularly 
short-sighted policy of friendly favour 
towards “ the enemy.” The average 
British mind sees in the Afghan, as we 
have said on another occasion, only a 
savage, a savage of superior skill, with 
beards and tawdry clothing ; and the 
Zulu is looked upon as a savage beast 
who has killed Bntish soldiers and must 
be exterminated. Yet the Liberals have 
taken up the position of advising 
moderation, peace, “humanity,” “con- 
“ sidération, and all that stuff, till one 
can pardon the Tory soldier if he cries 
at the representative Liberal—as Hot­
spur cried—

“ He makes me sick
To see him look so fresh, and smell so sweet, 
And talk so like a waiting gentlewoman. ” 
It is always, has always been, a mis­
fortune for an Opposition when in times 
of war its policy Seems to ally or does 
ally it with the enemies of the country. 
That injured the Tories in the last cen­
tury and prevented a change of action 
in favour of the Stuarts. That has in­
jured the Liberals in this century and 
gives Lord Beaconsfield the opportun­
ity of doing what he pleases with the 
purse and the sword of England. The 
people, in the great mass, change little. 
There are elements in the agricultural 
population of England at this moment 
winch would give strength and coher­
ence to an agitation for the renewal of 
the feudal system. The dislike of 
“ foreigners ” is not much less than 
ever it was with the newly enfranchised 
masses. And the Liberal party have 
placed themselves in the unfortunate po­
sition of having to bear the odium of an 
alliance with all the foreign enemies of 
the country at a time when the people’s 
mind is most excited against these 
foreigners. It is an unfortunate po­
sition. It is a position which all oppo­
sitions are likely to step into. But his­
tory, nevertheless, could teach them 
how to avoid it.

FOREIGN POLITICS AND THE 
BRITISH PEOPLE.

When Lord Macaulay wrote his 
familiar and famous description of Whigs 
and Tories, and claimed that the parties 
had to a great extent changed policies 
without changing name, he probably felt 
that he would like to have the privilege 
of refuting that statement if it had been 
made by anybody else—some uncon­
verted Tory, for instance. Macaulay 
had, it may be said in passing, in his 
earlier years—he altered after—that lin­
gering desire to behead a Tory, to which 
Sydney Smith confesses in the case of a 
Quaker. But Macaulay’s theory is 
borne out by the facts of political life in 
our days, in a very remarkable fashion. 
And the circumstances of the case sug­
gest how strong and enduring are national 
feelings and passions, and how little the 
minds of “ the people ” are changed 
even in so active a century as the 
past. In the last century there was 
nothing more marked as a characteristic 
of the English people than their dislike 
of foreigners and of foreign influence. 
The causes of this dislike were of course 
deep in the heart and the history of the 
people. The traditions of the French 
wars remained. The “foreigners” were 
people against whom British ships had 
constantly to be sent. Charles II. 
had so scandalously made himself the 
tool of France and the fool of foreign 
women, that the people revolted at 
heart at the spectacle. Again, after 
the Revolution, the dependence of 
•J âmes IL on France, the aid extended 
by France to disturb the peace of the 
kingdom, and the intrigues of English­
men with St. Germains and Versailles, 
all did much to make the public mind 
restive under the idea of foreign influ­
ence in English affairs. The people 
who fought under Marlborough 
against France, did not feel like 
fighting under Louis and James against 
even William the Third, Aud

THE FUTURE OF ONTARIO 
POLITICS.

There is a touch of the ludicrous in 
that sort of qualmish and tremulous joy 
which the dictator professes to feel over 
the result of the Local elections. The 
victory seems glorious enough—upon 
paper ; and yet there is a skeleton in 
the closet, obtruding itself during the 
congratulatory banquet, and poisoning 
the conqueror's detights. All the acces­
sories of majesty remain to Damocles ; 
but the sword hangs suspended by a 
hair above his head. He counts some 
four or five additional nobodies who 
pledge themselves to worship the image 
he has set up ; and still there is some­
thing amiss. The old ring of triumph 
is heard no mere ; and there seems 
abundant promise of trouble without 
and within. There is reason for the 
serio-comic attitude of the Globe, 
since, whatever significance the elec­
tions may have, from a strictly 
party point of view, they clearly 
mean eventual release from dictation. 
The summons to Mr. Blake for aid was 
in fact a death-knell to conventional 
Gritism. The ex-Minister figured some­
what ni a blind Belts arils in the con­
flict, but he effected some service to 
those whom politically he hates the 
most Now the price must be paid for 
his services, and the price is abdication. 
Nobody who knows Mr. Brown can 
imagine that he will brook any rival 
near his throne ; and the invitation to 
Achilles therefore means, and can 
mean nothing but, resignation to the in­
evitable. The triumph, such as it is, 
belongs to the recalcitrant wing of the 
dismembered Reform party. As it once 
existed, under the patriarchal system, it 
exists no more. The sounds of rejoicing 
from the chief organ are therefore few 
and low.! Let us endeavour to analyze 
the causé of this cheerless triumph at 
the latest Barmecidal feast.

If one could suppose that conscience 
had anything to do with Reform politics 
—there being “nothing to reform”— 
an adequate reason might be given for 
the rift in the lute. Seldom, if ever, 
has an electoral victory been won of 
which the successful party had greater 
reason to be ashamed of itself. The 
campaign was begun ostensibly on a 
neutral basis regarding Dominion ques­
tions. The protestations of the party 
leaders, as well as the party organs, 
were vehement that at the contest of 
J une 5th, they had nothing whatever to 
do with September 17th. The Globe, 
within three days of the election endea­
voured treacherously to change the basis 
of conflict, well knowing that, so long 
as its strong protestations would affect 
the bulk of the elections, it had exclud­
ed the National Policy from the contest. 
At the last moment, it made the futile 
effort—always a risky one—of killing 
two birds with a single stone. It may 
be that some dregs of that early 
conscientiousness which, as gaol chap­
lains tell us, is apt to crop up even m 
abandoned criminals, may have effected 
some kind of spiritual influence, even 
upon the Globe. Charity, at all events, 
bids us hope that the remorse of the 
party has tempered its triumph. An­
other thing which strikes an observer is 
the introduction anew of what are 
called “Reform principles.” Will the 
Globe be good enough to formulate 
them 1 Mr. Mowat stated distinctly, 
only a few weeks since, that there was 
no difference, in point of principle, be­
tween the so-called Reformers and the 
Liberal-Conservatives. On the other 
hand, the Globe claims that Ontario is en­

tirely Reform,by which it means that it is 
amenable to the order and dUniplin» 
prescribed by the Managing Director. 
If Mr. Mowat has only back-bone 
enough—and there lies tii weakness— 
to resist outside interference, either as re­
gards measures or patronage, he may 
make a very respectable exitlrom politi­
cal life, ana that is more than many men 
of greater calibre and importance than 
the Premier have been able to achieve.

We are told that Ontario is naturally 
Liberal, and so it is in the strict sense 
of the word ; but it is not buff with 
tinge of Brown, and that, we think, the 
dictator is convinced of already. The 
real Liberal party is that which will 
eschew bribery on a large scale, intro­
duce economy and thrift, and boldly face 
the pressing local issues Mr. Mowat has 
been careful to avoid. What is “ Re- 
“ form” good for, when it acknowledges 
itself impotent to deal with the ex­
emptions question 1 The retort is 
absurdly irrelevant, because, as the 
Premier himself said the other evening, it 
is not for those to talk who have no re­
sponsibility. Did it never occur to him 
that those upon whom the responsibility 
rests are ipso facto condemned if they 
do not shoulder it, and acquit them­
selves like men 1 If the Globe would 
give us any fair promise of work to be 
prepared during the recess, there might 
be something tangible to rejoice over. 
Mr..MowAT was defeated in East To­
ronto, and is, of course, absolved from 
his bribery promise of new Government 
buildings. What does he'stand pledged 
to 1 What are the “ Reform principles” 
he proposes to carry out during 
the next four years, supposing 
his feeble .Cabinet to last so 
long with Mr. James Young 
Treasurer vice Mr. Wood retired Î The 
man whom Mr. Mackenzie rejected for 
a “mere schoolmaster" is not likely to 
add strength to a sufficiently feeble Gov­
ernment. Let us know what thp people 
of Ontario should be glad about, in the 
shape of tangible measures 1 The op­
ponents of the National Policy wanted 
a cut-and-dried tariff, a year since ; 
what is to be Mr. Mowat’s easier pro­
gramme now 1 He has seven months 
before him, is he going once more to 
“wait for his friends” in the lobby? 
If so his reign will not last much over a" 
session, and the Globe’s reserve is easily 
comprehensible.

the campaign by persons high in au­
thority to throw the Catholic vote in the 
Government’s favour. No doubt the 
l&thoritiee referred to acted conscienti­
ously ; but it is quite dear, and this is 
the only branch of the subject we are 
concerned about, that the right of 
conscience and the freedom of the eleo- 
t* were seriously interfered with. In 
St Hyacinthe, where a Local dection 
was held the other day, the Rouges cir­
culated flysheets containing anti-Catholic 
songs supposed to have been sung by 
prominent members of the Conservative 
party in this Province. Sir John Mac­
donald was represented as threatening 
the Pope with the terrors of the Boyne, 
and as 1 ‘ trusting to heaven his Orange 
“ friends in Upper Canada would unite 
“ and drive the French and Irish Papists 
“ out of the country.” In Rouville, 
where an election contest is now in pro­
gress, an effort is being made 
by similar means to inflame the 
French Catholics against the Conservative 
candidate. In an Ontario constituency 
the Opposition candidate, an Irish Ca­
tholic, was bitterly opposed by a Catho­
lic priest. Of that he did not complain, 
for a clergyman has a perfect right to 
take part in politics. But he did com­
plain, and he had grounds for it, when 
this clergyman openly intimidated his 
flock. This case will, it is understood, 
be brought before the Election Court, 
when it is to be hoped the limits of 
clerical interference will be settled once 
for all

These religious cries are relics of the 
bad old days when sectarianism was the 
main issue in Canadian politics. That 
they are discreditable to the intelligence 
of our people and the spirit of our in­
stitutions, goes without saying ; and 
how to suppress them, how to obliterate 
the bigotry of which they are the out­
come, is a matter that should receive 
the earnest consideration of every 
thoughtful patriot and every good 
Christian. The pulpit, the school and 
the press have a great mission to per­
form in this respect It is a matter on 
which the good men on both sides of 
politics are at one ; and we sincerely 
trust that by precept and example they 
will seek to remove so foul a blot upon 
Canadian public life.

INFIDELITY UN THE SCAFFOLD.
The descriptions telegraphed from 

Russia, concerning the bearing of the 
assassin who was executed for an attempt 
on the Czar, are very interesting from 
many points of view. The man “died 
“ game.” He was an infidel and he 
died like an infidel. He waived aside 
the cross of the priest. He refused the 
consolations of religion. He was hard, 
cold, immovable and brave to the last. 
All this does not, of course, give a well 
regulated mind a single pang of pitying 
emotion for his fate. He deserved his 
doom. But it does suggest a contrast 
with some of those gallows scenes which 
we are accustomed to read of on this 
si le, in which the criminal publishes a 
solemn confession full of unction, and 
Bible phrases, and dies with a pious ex­
pression. Of course it is better than 
blasphemy, and one hopes against 
hope that all is well. But there 
is always the cynical suspicion that 
the unction and the phrases have been 
supplied by the gaol chaplain, and that 
the conversion has come too suddenly 
after a life of crime. There is always a 
suspicion that the “ consolations of re- 
“ ligion ” have been fraudulently ob­
tained, and are no consolations at all te 
such dying wretches ; and a feeling that 
there is a measure of hypocrisy about 
the thing whiqk renders aU such scenes 
of gallows repentance repulsive to many 
minds. No one denies the possibility ot 
such repentances, but the circumstances 
of the case and the language of the 
“ confessions ” are generally too strong 
for the ordinary taste.

It is a melancholy fact that some of 
the finest qualities of the human race 
are exhibited by the criminal class— 
courage, fortitude, faithfulness, patience, 
and fearlessness of death. No military 
heroes go to death with more calmness, 
as a rule, than the victims of the law. It 
is not always religious faith which up­
holds them. The crowd, the ceremonial 
appliances, the desire to die like a man, 
are sufficient of themselves with many 
if not most. It is a familiar historical 
picture, that of the way in which the 
victims of Tyburn Tree went gaily to 
their fate. And every day gives us evi­
dence of some criminal dying like a 
stoic. In the case of this Russian, he 
had every reason to induce him to die 
well. He was moved by the strong 
political feeling which renders the Euro­
pean conspirator as courageous as a lion. 
He knew he was watched by his friends 
and confederates in the street, perhaps 
among the officials who were escorting 
him. He knew his death would be 
avenged somehow. He had failed in 
his career on earth.. He had no faith in 
Gop* no belief in a hereafter. And so 
he died calmly. It was a terrible 
spectacle. But we question if it excited 
as much loathing as some of the maudlin 
“ professions” which accompany the 
last mobiflnts’of Some et the wickedest 
criminals on this oontmeht.

THE “RELIGIOUS” CRY.
Nothing is more deplorable in con­

nection with Canadian politics than, the 
constant dragging in of the question ot 
religion. An exchange relates of the 
recent contest how a Conservative can­
didate was hounded in a Protestant 
township, with the cry that he had 
voted, while a member of the County 
Council, for a small grant to a poor 
Separate school ; while in an adjoining 
Catholic township the fact of his being 
an Orangeman was used against him 
with telling effect. Tactics of this 
kind were employed in many con­
stituencies. No doubt our friends 
in some places resorted to them, 
but beyond question the Reformers 
were the chief culprits. In one town 
not a hundred miles from Toronto the 
Catholics who had voted with the Con­
servatives in the September election, 
were disposed to vote with them again. 
They attended the Conservative meet­
ings, and were enthusiastic in support 
of the Opposition candidate. On the 
night before the election, however, they 
were subjected to a most potent in­
fluence, and polling day saw the major­
ity of them casting their ballots in 
favour of the Government candidate, 
for whom they had no respect person­
ally or politically. It was not money 
that produced this change ; but the 
power of the Church exercised 
by one of the principal members 
of the hierarchy. These voters were 
bull-dozed as effectually as . though 
their lives had been threatened. Similar 
marvellous changes took place in almost 
every Catholic district, and the conclu­
sion is unavoidable that a deliberate, 
skilfully planned, and successful effort 
was made during the last two days of

HAN LANS VICTORY.
The aquatic championship of England 

was won on Monday by the Canadian 
sculler, Edward Hanlan, with such 
ease and grace as to elicit the hearty 
plaudits of a Tyneside crowd interested 
in the success of their favourite, Wil­
liam Elliott. The contest took place 
over the Tyne championship course, a 
distance of three and a half miles, under 
favourable conditions of wind and weather 
and in the presence of one hundred 
thousand spectators. Although the 
Blyth sculler won the toss, and accord­
ingly obtained the position on the 
north aide of the river, which gave him 
the double advantage of a shorter dis­
tance and smoother water, the Canadian 
champion led from the start to the 
finish. Dashing off with a strong spurt, 
Hanlan steadily drew away from his 
opponent. At the end of the first half 
mile he was a length ahead, and rowing 

waiting race. Along past the 
Meadows, which lie in thp middle of the 
river and halfway from starting point to 
goal, Elliott made a gigantic effort to re­
trieve his waning fortunes, but the Tor­
onto sculler calmly watched the spurt, 
and without putting forth increased ex­
ertion*, maintained his lead, ultimately 
winning by about eleven lengths. There 
was no nitch to mar Hanlan’s victory ; 
the race was a fair and honest one 
throughout ; and our Canadian repre­
sentative has nobly earned the proud 
distinction of American 'and British 
champion.

To have defeated the English cham­
pion, and one of the best oarsmen ever 
produced by the old country, is of itself 
ample proof of Hanlan’s remarkable 
ability with the sculls. But the feat 
becomes more conspicuous when it is 
remembered that the Canadian, accord­
ing to our detailed reports of the 
race, practically won as he pleased, and 
yet the time is the fastest on record. 
Hanlan showed both speed and staying 
powers. Although Elliott, is famous 
for speed, he was unable to outrow 
his rival, even at the start, and 
the latter wisely kept at the fore, 
and regulated his speed according 
to the spurts made by the English 
sculler. Hanlan appears to have been 
well advised throughout his recent 
matches. He was well trained by Hbas- 
ly, his condition yesterday being de­
scribed as perfect, and the tactics 
pursued were such as to reduce to a 
minimum Elliott’s advantage in rowing 
on the north side of the river. In style 
and power our Toronto sculler eclipsed 
the English champion, and his victory 
will undoubtedly lead to a new departure 
among the oarsmen of the Tyne and 
Thames, who until recent years have 
encountered no rivals.

To Hanlan belongs the - credit of 
having inaugurated a new and thoroughly 
Canadian style of sculling. Like 
Chambers, he displays enormous for­
ward reach, .and obtains great power 
from using his legs and back ; but while 
the old English champion rowed with 
fixed seat and thole-pins, or fixed row- 
locks, the Canadian uses a sliding seat, 
and has swivel rowlocks placed on the 
outriggers. The rigging of his boat is 
also original, and to the buoyancy ob­
tained many judges attribute in a large 
degree his success on lumpy water, such 
as prevailed during his races with Haw- 
don and Courtney. Monday’s con­
test was not, however, in any sense a 
trial of styles. I mmed Lately after the easy 
defeat of the Délavai sculler, Elliott 
cast away all Tyneside traditions and 
adopted the Canadian style and 
outfit. He did not represent 
the style of either Thames or 
Tyne scullers, but appeared as an 
Englishman who sought to defeat Han­
lan by availing himself of Canadian im­
provements. The English style went 
by the board when Elliott abandoned 
it. Our American neighbours will no 
doubt claim that Hanlan’s victory has 
demonstrated the success of the Ameri­
can style. Such a contention cannot be 
maintained by facts. Plaisted, Court- 
key and Morris all row the rapid stroke 
which was believed both in England 
and the United States to be the only 
sure road to victory before the Toronto 
sculler astonished the aquatic world. The 
American university fours also practice 
the same style, the Shoe-wae-cae-mettes, 
probably the best four-oar crew on the 
continent, maintaining an exceedingly 
rapid stroke, even over long courses. 
Monday’s contest on the Tyne result­
ed in a triumph for Hanlan both as re­
gards skill and vim with the sculls, 
style of rowing and racing outfit.

England has for the second time lost 
the championship, the honour having on 
each occasion been won by a colonist. 
TrIckbtt, 'of New South Wales, defeat­
ed Sadler in 1876 on the Thames, and 
assumed the title of “ champion of the 
“ world. ” Although the English sculler 
was then champion of the Tyne and 
Thames, having succeeded Rbnforth,

he was never considered as among the 
best talent produced ; and vet if is upon 
the defeat of Sadler that the Australian 
sculler wear» his laurels. It la to the An­
tipodes, however, that Hanlan will now 
look for a rivjsL If he should decide to 
proceed there he would sail next fall 
and row matches during the summer, 
while we were encountering wintry 
blasts. But we judge it will prove a 
difficult task to make a match with an 
Australian sculler. We were informed 
by a member of the New Zealand Gov­
ernment the other day that Trickbtt is 
no longer the great oarsman of former 
times, that he has grown fat and un­
wieldy, and could not easily be 
trained. At a regatta in January 
last he was easily defeated by Laycock, 
who has since then also defeated Rush, 
Trickett’s old opponent. A champion 
match is now proposed between Lay- 
cock and Trickbtt, and the winner may 
properly be challenged by Hanlan. 
Having carried away the championship, 
the Toronto sculler is expected to leave 
England for home at an early day. It 
is unnecessary to bespeak for him a 
hearty reception. To thô oarsman who 
has obtained the good will of all English 
people who love manly sports, a warm, 
enthusiastic welcome will be accorded 
by his native city.

THE INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITION.
The exhibition which- will be opene d 

in Toronto on the 1st September by his 
Excellency the Governor-General and 
the Princess Louise promises to be a 
large, successful gathering for the 
encouragement of agriculture, horti­
culture, arts and manufactures. It will 
be held under the auspices of the In­
dustrial Exhibition Association, which 
includes representatives of the lead­
ing societies identified with the 
agricultural and manufacturing in­
terests of the Province, and the thaqks 
of the citizens are due to this 
energetic body, by whose vigorous efforts 
Toronto will possess an annual show 
rivalling the Provincial Exhibition in 
variety, extent, and character of its 
exhibits. The success of the enterprise 
is assured. The grounds and buildings 
of the exhibition park have been ob­
tained from the City Council, which 
voted $5,000 to aid the Association, 
and $2,500 to improve the appearance 
of the walks and drives. About 
$7,000 have been raised by pri­
vate subscription, a guarantee fund 
of $20,000 has been secured to 
protect tiie Association against financial 
loss, and a liberal contribution is ex­
pected from the York County Council. 
The additional fact that the Associa­
tion pledges itself that apy surplus re­
ceipts will be applied to the improve­
ment of the exhibition grounds and 
buildings, entitles the promoters to 
generous aid and support.

The exhibition will present several 
new features as compared with that held 
in this city last year under the auspice's 
of the Provincial Association. The 
period of its duration will be three weeks 
instead of one week, and while during 
the first and second weeks the exhibition 
will partake largely of the character of a 
vast commercial bazaar for the sale 
of an almost endless variêty of 
articles, the last week will be devoted 
to a show, especially of live stock, 
of the regular Provincial type. The 
management of each department by ex­
perts is a novelty worthy of commenda­
tion. The Ontario Society of Artists 
will, for example, hangpictures in better 
style than half-a-dozen city aldermen, 
and exercise better judgment in planing 
the best pictures on the line. This con­
cession to the general belief that men 
engaged in a special business know more 
about it than do outsiders nill, more­
over, secure for the Association a more 
generous support, and thus improve the 
extent and character of the display. 
Another innovation is the payment for 
space used by exhibitors. This is only 
an equitable arrangement, for every 
manufacturer who displays his 
machines or goods obtains pub­
licity on very easy terms, and 
we believe no serious objections have 
been raised to the proposed system. As 
a natural sequence to this change is 
the permission and encouragement which 
will be given to effect sales.

In addition to providing for the inno­
vations named, the directors have wisely 
directed their attention to remedy­
ing the defects of the late 
Provincial show. Canadian agricul­
tural implements are seen at the 
Royal agricultural and other leading 
cattle shows in the Mother Country, 
and our manufacturers are naturally 
proud of their success. Yet a small 
open shed is the only accommodation 
provided on the exhibition ground for 
the use of representatives of this im­
portant industry. Fortunately this 
glaring defect will soon be 
remedied. The Society has re­
solved to erect an agricultural 
implement building, in the form of a 
cross and of large dimensions, the site 
selected being the level land between 
the office and machinery hall. A 
restaurant building of two stories, situ­
ated within the grounds, and a waiting 
and lunch room at the depot, are pro­
jected improvements. These are, in­
deed, absolutely necessary to render the 
arrangements fqr visitors complete.

not the kind who go to colleges.”

The Mail, therefore, 
in order to prevent the state of things 
which the Recorder pretends to abhor (but 
which its own friends in Ontario are doing 
their best to bring about), speaks ont, and 
says that demagoguism like that of Fraser 
must cease. There is no right thinking 
person in Canada but will cordially agree 
with The Mail in this position.”

Our Reform friends are particularly fond 
of ridiculing the number ef inhabitants 
represented by each British Columbia mem­
ber in the Dominion Parliament, and of 
charging the Conservative party with hav­
ing given the Pacific Province excessive 
representation. They forget that.no coun­
try presents the spectacle of having repre­
sentation regulated strictly according to 
population. The anomalies of the English 
system are revealed by a parliamentary re­
turn just printed. In England and Wales 
there are two and a half millions of electors. 
Of these the boroughs claim two-thirds as 
against one-third in the counties. The 
former return 297 members as against 187 
by the latter. While the borough electors 
in Scotland number twice the strength of 
the county vote, only twenty-six seats are 
assigned to the former against thirty-two 
appropriated to the latter. The Irish 
boroughs have an aggregate register of only 
55,247, but these return eleven more mem­
bers than four times the number of borough 
voters in Scotland. Taking English con­
stituencies, Manchester has five thousand 
more borough voters than all Ireland, but 
the Green Isle returns twelve times as 
many members as the great Lancashire 
manufacturing centre.

There is little probability that the general 
election in Scotland will be fought out ob 
the question of disestablishment of the 
State Church, but there is every indica­
tion that it will prove a very prominent 
feature. ' At present neither party seems 
disposed to take the matter up, but the 
Free Church, which in Assembly on 30th 
ult., voted for disestablishment by 362 to 
106, appear determined to force the ques­
tion to an issue.

The Mail, therefore, 
in order to prerent the state of things 
which the Recorder pretends to abhor (but 
which its own friends in Ontario are doing 
their best to bring abont), speaks ont, and 
says that demagoguism like that of Fraser 
must cease. There is no right thinking 
person in Canada but will cordially agree 
with The Mail in this position. ”

Our Reform friends are particularly fond 
of ridiculing the number of inhabitants 
represented by each British Colombia mem­
ber in the Dominion Parliament, and of 
charging the Conservative party with hav­
ing given the Pacific Pro vino* excessive 
representation. They forget that.no coun­
try presents the spectacle of having repre­
sentation regulated strictly according to 
population. The anomalies of the English 
system are revealed by a parliamentary re­
turn just printed. In England and Wales 
there are two and a half millions of electors. 
Of these the boroughs claim two-thirds as 
against one-third in the counties. The 
former return 297 members as against 187 
by the latter. While the borough electors 
in Scotland number twice the strength of 
the county vote, only twenty-six seats are 
assigned to the former against thirty-two 
appropriated to the latter. The Irish 
boroughs have an aggregate register of only 
55,247, bat these return eleven more mem­
bers than four times the number of borough 
voters in Scotland. Taking English con­
stituencies, Manchester has five thousand 
more borough voters than all Ireland, bat 
the Green Isle returns twelve times as 
many members as the great Lancashire 
manufacturing centre.

There is little probability that the general 
election in Scotland will be fought out on 
the question of disestablishment of the 
State Church, but there is every indica­
tion that it will prove a very prominent 
feature. At present neither party seems 
disposed to take the matter up, bat the 
Free Church, which in Assembly on 30th 
nit., voted for disestablishment by 362 to 
106, appear determined to force the ques­
tion to an issue. Principal Rainy, the 
father of the resolution which was carried, 
made a bold bid for the support of the 
Conservatives by declaring that if Lord 
Beaconsfield would espouse their cause, 
he could give him a line that would make 
his month water. AU the speakers 
favouring the separation of the 
Church from the State said they 
saw no reason why they should 
not accept what they wanted as well from 
a Tory as from a Whig Government, and 
some appeared to think that it would be a 
clever move of the existing Ministry to 
cut the ground from under the feet of their 
opponents by adopting disestablishment as 
a battle cry. In our EngUsh summary, 
which will be found in to-day’s supplement, 
a letter is quoted from Mr. Adam, the 
Liberal whip, stating that he considered it 
would be impoUtic for his party to take np 
the subject, and this letter was very 
unfavourably regarded by the majority of 
the Assembly. As Lord Beaconsfield 
stole a march on the Liberals in 1867 by 
carrying a Reform bill contrary to aU pre­
conceived notions of Tory principles, the 
Scotch nonconformists appear to imagine 
it would be no great stretch for him in 
1880 to go in for disestablishment of » 
State church in order to gain a party 
triumph. But there is no probability of 
his doing so, for the bare proposition of 
such a platform would estrange from him 
nine-tenths of his foUowers, who would 
regard it as another nail in the coffin of 
the National Church of England.

Canadian Regulars.—The 100th Royal 
Canadian Regiment,ywe learn, from late 
correspondence, is now stationed at Amril- 
tan Pnnjaub, India. It was formed in 
Canada in 1858, and numbered* 1,200 offi­
cers and men, aU Canadians. When at 
Aldershot it had the reputation of being 
the third best regiment m the British ser­
vice. For some years the movements of 
this fine regiment were anxiously watched 
all over Ontario ; but from deaths and die- 
chargee only 16 Canadians are left, includ­
ing the Lient.-Colonel, the rest of the 1,200 
being made up of other nationalities. The 
Lieut.-Colonel, J. W. Smyth, is brother-in- 
law to onr friend Mr. R. S. Henderson, of 
this village (Madoc).—North Hasting*

A bill has been filed in Chancery for an 
injunction against the proposed amalgama­
tion of the Northern and Hamilton and 
North-Western railways. It is contended 
that the vote endorsing the amalgamation 
at a recent special meeting of the Northern 
railway was not properly taken, and, there­
fore, does not hold good,

Toronto will be the headquarters of the 
Governor-General and H.R.H. the Prinoese 
Louise during their tour in Ontario. It 
has been arranged that they shall be the 
guests of the Province at the Government 
House. Five thousand dollars voted by 
the city for their entertainment will be ex­
pended exclusively on decorations.

It was thought probable that, 
following the example of the Irish Catholics 
on St. Patrick’s day, the Orangemen would 
forego the street parade, but they have 
determined otherwise.

THE VICEREGAL VISIT.

■is Excellency and the Princess Lenlse 
ta ta Geests ef the Province while In 
Tsronts—Arrangements ter their Be- 
eeptlen.
The City Reception Committee is steadily 

and satisfactorily progressing with the com­
pletion of the arrangements for extending 
an enthusiastic reception to his Excellency 
the Governor-General end the Princess 
Louise upon their arrival in Toronto, on the 
2nd September.

It seems that his Worship the Mayor, 
Dr. Beaty, Q.C., succeeded some time ago 
in arranging with the Government of On­
tario to nave the viceregal party become 
the gueete of the Province daring their 
visit to the city ; and having their head­
quarters at Government House, they will 
make short visits to surrounding parts of 
the Province, extending over a period of 
about three weeks.

The sum of $5,000 recently voted by the 
Council toward defraying the expenses 
connected with the viceregal vint wifi con­
sequently be devoted to decorations, Ac., 
which constitute so great a feature of pub­
lie demonstrations of this nature. Under 
these circumstances the reception commit­
tee has determined to render the reception 
of onr distinguished visiters worthy of the 
City of Toronto.

The civic arch, a plan of which has been 
adopted by the committee, and which is to 
be erected moet probably at the corner of 
King and Yonge street, is of a beautiful 
modern Italian style, and cannot fail to be 
greatly admired. It will be about 80 feet 
m height by 66 feet in-width, with a dome 
in the centre surmounted by the royal 
standard. It will have four towers, upon 
which will be banners, flags, mottoes, and 
devices of a loyal and industrial character. 
The arch of course will be constructed of 
rustic work, and covered with ever­
greens and garlands of flowers ; 
It will be brilliantly illuminated, and will 
present a magnificent spectacle at night.

The citizens will also be requested to 
unite in a general illumination of the city ; 
and it is understood that several of the 
national and benevolent societies intend to 
erect arches in various parts of the city ;

Montmal, June 18.—In view of the 

approaching session of the Quebec Legis­
lature, which opens to-morrow, it may not 
be out of place to make a statement of the 
present state of parties. When the Legis­
lature was adjourned the parties stood 
equally balanced, each having thirty-two 
and the Liberals procuring a majority by 
the casting vote of the Speaker. Since 
then four member have been thrown off 
the lists through death or election peti­
tions, for the constituencies of St. Hya­
cinthe, Ron ville, Chambly and Vercheree. 
Two of those, in Ron ville and Chambly, 
were Conservatives, and the two others, in 
St. Hyacinthe and Vercheree, Liberal, 
thus leaving the proportion aa it stood be­
fore. The Liberals regained St, Hyacinthe, 
but for voting purposes have at present 
lost Vercheree, thus still preserving the 
equilibrium. There are now, therefore, 
three constituencies to be heard from and 
the result will settle matters one way or 
other. The Liberals assert that they will 
gain Ron ville and Chambly, while the 
Conservatives contend that Vercheree is 
almost sure for them, and of Chambly they 
have no doubt. If the present Govern­
ment gain the three seats in abeyance they 
will have three of a majority, not count­
ing the Speaker’s vote, and if the Conser­
vatives gain them they will have, of oouree, 
the same majority. But if they only win 
Vercheree end Chambly they will have 
one, even over the Speaker. Mr. Price, of 
Chicoutimi, is said to intend going with 
hie old friends the Conservatives.

The Synod of the Diocese of Huron met 
for the 22nd session on Tuesday.

“A Wonderful Discovery.”—All the 
scientific world has been sent agog by 
the alleged wonderful discovery of Signor 
Return, an Italian naturalist, of a pro­
cess for preserving life in a frozen state 
for an indefinite time. It was stated by 
the Brisbane Courier, an Australian jour­
nal, that the Signor in the course of hie 
travels in South America had come across 
an herb, an extract from which, injected un­
der the skin, would suspend animation at 
pleasure in any living thing. So perfect 
was the resemblance of death said to be 
that decomposition speedily set in. To 
avert this, the learned botanist placed 
his subjects in a refrigerator and 
froze them hard. In this state it was told 
that he had kept sheep and other animals 
in his experiments for nineteen days. At 
the end of that time a few drops of an anti­
dote to the extract first inserted was in­
jected into a hole in the neck, and the ani­
mal would speedily revive and be none the 
worse for the operation. All this was set 
out in the Courier with great detail, and it 
was even stated that Sir Harry Parker, 
Premier of New South Wales, was to be 
applied to for a criminal, under sentence 
of death, that he might be exp< 
mented upon. The Times, Telegra, 
Manchester Ouardipn, and many other im 
fiuential papers in England had articles 
upon the “ marvellous discovery,” and 
gravely told their readers that in the 
light of it, it was dangerous to laugh at 
any wonderful stories henceforth. The 
Queenslander saw the article in the Courier, 
which, with great exactness, described the 
buildinge erecte 1 for carrying out the pro­
cess, and at once set about investigating 
its truth. As a result of its enquiries, it 
now humbly apologizes for giving the mat­
ter currency, having ascertained that it is 
entirely fiction from beginning to end. A 
writer in the Birmingham Post also exposes 
the fraud, and endorses the Queenslander's 
statement, by showing that the Courier’s 
article was only a réchauffé of an article 
that appeared in Chambers’ Journal in 1876.

The city of Winnipeg is submitting a two 
hundred thousand dollar by-law for the 
Red River bridge, which is te be voted for 
on July 14th.

The twentieth annual Synod of the Epis­
copal diocese of Montreal opened on Tues­
day, the Bishop of Montreal presiding and 
delivering the annual address.

The treasurer of Queen’s College, King­
ston, acknowledges further subscriptions 
te the endowment fnnd of $3,340. The 
total subscription now amounts to $44,880.

Another strange family poisoning case is 
reported at Montreal. One Honghey, hie 
wife and two children declare they have 
been poisoned by baking powder. They 
will recover.

The purchasers of the By estate at Ot­
tawa have paid off their whole indebtedness 
to the heirs end obtained a reduction of 
$90,000 on the priginal amount agreed to 
be paid for the estate.

Sir Henry Tyler, President of the Grand 
Trunk Railway tie., Sir Charles Young, 
Vice-President, Lady Young and party, 
■ailed for England on Saturday by mail 
steamer from Quebec.

The new arrangement of the Weights 
and Measures Consolidation act of last ses­
sion will go into operation on July 1st, and 
the lists of inspectors and deputies and of 
the enlarged districts will be prepared as 
speedily as possible.

The services in connection with the 
opening of the Synod of Ontario took place 
on Tuesday morning at St. George’s cathe­
dral, Kingston. At three p.m. the Synod 
was regularly convened in the Synod Hall, 
the Bishop presiding.

A young lady visiting Dr. Thayer on 
Sunday evening was shot while passing 
along Dorchester street, Montreal. The 
ballet—a small one—lodged just above the 
eye and was at once extracted. The shoot­
ing was evidently accidental.

George Lesser, a veteran of the war of 
1812 and 99 years of age, applied to the 
Montreal police magistrate on Monday to 
take his deposition in order to apply for a 
pension. The old warrior was married for 
the fourth time one year ago.

The application of the defendants, in re 
the Church of Scotland Temporalities 
Fund, to be allowed to pay eight thousand 
dollars into Court, and that the injunction 
as against the rest of the fund be dismissed, 
was refused by the Court on Saturday.

The presidents of the several Irish 
•Catholic Societies in Montreal have formal­
ly expreeeed their approval of the action of 
Mr. McNamee in inviting the 69 th Regi­
ment ot New York to attend the picnic of 
the SL Patrick Society on Deesiaion Day.

On Sunday afternoon, at Montreal a 
child of Joseph Kiernan, known as “ Joe 
Beef,” fell into the den in which he keeps 
his pet bears, and on Kiernan entering to 
rescue the child, he was attacked by one 
of the beasts, and had his leg severely 
bitten.

Some of the students in Albert College, 
Belleville, succeeded in stealing from the 
printer a number of the examination 
papers for the recent examinations. The 
theft was discovered in time, and new 
papers were presented in five different 
subjects.

Thomas Smith, a vagrant from Toronto, 
made hit appearance in Guelph last week, 
and after stealing a web of cloth from one 
store and a pair of trousers from another, 
was arrested. He was ordered back to the 
city by the police magistrate, who gave 
him three months in the Central Prison.

The office of Mayor Lewis, of London, 
was besieged on Tuesday afternoon by 
labouring men anxious to get work on the 
Credit Valley railway. Many having no 
money to go to Woodstock applied for 
help, and the contractor, Mr. Brothers, 
being applied to, said he oould provide 100 
men with work at one dollar per day.

It is expected that the Welland Canal 
Commission, so far ae the Crown is oon- 
earned, will close its labours in about two 
days. The defence will probably occupy 
as much more time, so that the whole busi­
ness may be closed by the end of the 
week, and the Commissioner be at leisure 
to make his report to the Government,

The New Brunswick Government has as 
yet received no official information as' to 
the date of the viceregal visit to that 
Province. From private sources it is un­
derstood that the distinguished visitors will 
arrive early in July. Meantime, extensive 
preparations are being made at Govern­
ment House, Fredericton, for their recep­
tion.

The lumbermen and the Belleville City 
Council have not yet reached an agree­
ment as to the rates to be charged on tim­
ber peering through the booms.

The vice­
regal party arrived at Metapediac in the 
evening, and are to remain here some ten 
days engaged in fishing.

His Lordship Bishop Fabre has issued a 
pastoral in which it is announced that the 
bishopric of the diocese of Montreal has 
been considerably affected by the financial 
crisis, the rent of houses—their great 
source of revenue—having fallen off by 
nearly one-third, while the value of their 
property has decreased by one-half.

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About six months after I had been «ailed 
to the bar, I was seated in my office one 
day, lazily reading “ Starkie on Evidence," 
when a gentle tap at the door announced a 
visitor. Supposing it to be a boy with a 
message, I cried ont, ‘1 Come in !" and turn­
ed over the next page, without even raising 
my eyes from the book. The door opened 
and closed and then I turned carelessly 
around to get the intruder’s object. •! 
started suddenly to my feet, with what J

4ear was a rather ungraceful jump, for oloee 
o my table stood two ladies, in deep 
mourning, and one of them presented the 

most lovely vision that ever gladdened the 
eyes of an advocate. I handed them each 
a chair, and when they were seated, re­
sumed my former position, put on my 
wisest look, and waited for a statement of 
their business. But during the narration 
.given by the elder lady, my eyes would 
ireqnently steal an enraptured gaze on the 
beautiful girl at her side. The object of 
my hidden admiration was then bet a.little 
over seventeen years of age, and had the’ 
most perfect face and figure I have ever 
beheld. It is thought by many that fascin­
ation is incompatible with regularity of 
outline and just proportion, and that much 
of the witenery of woman iies in the ex­
aggeration of some commanding feature. 
Here was a case to give the lie direct to 
that statement—at least to its universal 
truth. Every feature was classical. The 
nose was purely Grecian, with delicate and 
.flexible nostrils ; the lips bow-shaped, 
small, and the lower of that rare pulpiness 
and rotundity which we of tenor see in 
paintings than in life; the chin rounded 
and slightly receding; the throat round, 
■lender and moderately long ; the forehead 
•commencing to recede just at the beginning 
-of the hair ; the eyes large, oval, and at 
that soft, melting hazel, swimming in a 
pearly lustre, which could so readily 
«very emotion from behind the long and 
curved eyelashes. The stolen contempla­
tion of this beauty diverted- my attention 
from the story of the mother—for such she 
was—and I was obliged, at its dose, to ask 
her to repeat it, under the pretext that it 
was necessary to commit the pointe care­
fully to writing. The following are the 
facts of the case, as she stated them :—

My client was the daughter of James 
Osktield, a well-known wealthy citizen.

But once on a time, 
a few months back, he had shown some 
signs of relenting in his hatred, and had 
been heard to say that though bis daughter 
had been disobedient and ungrateful, his 
grand-daughter should not be always con­
demned to live on a mere pittance. An 
artist, a former friend and pupil of Carter, 
having painted a miniature of Florence for 
her mother; Oakfield saw it at the studio, 
learned who it was, and desired ■ copy. 
This the artist declined to make, except 
with the mother’s consent, and with this 
or with her knowledge, Oakfield declared 
he would not have the likeness st «II 
People began to say that the old man and 
his child would yet be reconciled, and 
Charles Oakfield grew alarmed for his ex­
pected inheritance. One day, however, 
about a year before the time at which the 
two came to me, the elder Oakfield, while 
■walking in the lower part of the city, was 
attacked with a profuse bleeding of the 
lungs. He staggered into a grocery, kept 
by a Germah named Zimmerman. The 
place was a resort principally for sailors 
and stevedores. The keeper, and those 
who were in the place, endeavoured to as­
sist him while a doctor was sent for. "Oak­
field could not speak above a whisper, hot 
seizing the top sheet of a pile of wrapping- 
paper which lay on the counter, he made 
known that he wanted a pen and ink. It 
was brought—they supposing he desired to 
write his name and address. He scrawled 
a few lines hastily, and beckoning two of 
the bystanders to stoop, whispered in their 
ears that the paper was his last will and 
testament, signed R., and made them ap­
pend their names as witnesses. This done, 
he wrote a line at the bottom, bat before it 
was finished the pen dropped from his 
hand, a gosh of blood came to his month, 
and he died. During the excitement of 
the moment the will was forgotten, and 
when it came ont on the coroner’s inquest 
that there was such an instrument, and 
search was made, the paper was fyund to 
have disappeared. All search for it proved 
vain. After the funeral a will was pro­
duced by Oakfield’» lawyer, dated the day 
after his daughter’s marriage, bequeathing 
the property to the nephew. To this was 
appended a recent codicil, by which Flor­
ence Carter was to receive the interest of 
fifty thousand dollars annually, until the 
day of bee marriage, when the principal 
was to be paid over to her. This will was 
admitted to probate, and Charles Oakfield 
succeeded to an inheritance at between two 
and three hundred thousand dollars, which 
in those days was oenaidared an enormous 
fortune.

But the will drawn and signed in the 
grocery—what had become of that? It 
was generally supposed that it had been 
taken by some one who desired to make 
merchandise of it. The nature of its con­
tents was not known. Some believed that, 
touched with remorse, he had left all to his 
daughter or grand-daughter. Others con­
tended that to resent the denial of the 
miniature, he had in the instrument exe­
cuted m articulo mortit, revoked the codi­
cil. Discussion on the affair had about 
died out, when suddenly Charles Oakfield 
announced that he was in possession of the 
will, which had been detained hitherto by 
one of the subscriber’s witnesses, the only 
one in the city—the other, who was a 
sailor, having gone to sea for a four years’ 
voyage a few days after Oakfield’» death. 
The widow and her daughter could make 
but little opposition. Their case seemed 
desperate ; out as the new-found will was 
said to cat them entirely'off, they thought 
it best to consult counsel. They had called 
on the late Mr. Emmet, who indicated me 
as the junior in the case, and added that 
as I was shrewd, persevering, and not too 
much troubled with clients, I would be apt 
to rive the affair my closest attention.

Tasked some more questions, principally 
In order to prolong my gaze at Florence as 
long as possible, and then, taking my 
client’s address, dismissed them, stating 
that I would examine into the case thor­
oughly, consult with Mr. Emmet, and let 
them know the result as soon as possible. 
They departed, and left me in anything 
lrat s fever of legal zeaL I felt that I was 
irretrievably and utterly in love with the 
sweet creature whose presence had flooded 
my dreary office with an ocean of sunlight. 

I was poor, 
unknown and obscure. Her beauty and 
grace formed a dowry which made her a 
mate to the richest and proudest.

Yet 
when J turned, as I at length -did, to the 
written narrative before me, hope became 
rather darkened M to the success of the 
sait in lew, however the suit in love-might 
prosper. Granting that the will produced 
by Charles Oakfield was not genuine, and 
that he had obtained and destroyed one in 
our favour, substituting a forged instru­
ment therrfor, how were we to prove the 
forgery? )The only accessible witness had 
apparently possessed himself ef the will 
during the confusion attendent -en the old 
man’s death, and made his bargain with 
Oakfield for its production. True or false 
as the one offered might really be, the wit­
ness was ready to swear to its genuineness ; 
and how were we to destroy his testimony ’ 
From what J learned, neither the grocer, 
nor any of the bystanders, knew the con­
tents of the will—indeed, none -but the 
witnesses who signed their nasses, knew 
that it was a writing of a testamentary 
nature. What reasonable prospect was 
there of the ease terminating in our favour? 
The chances were all the other way.

I called upon Emmet during the .after­
noon, and talked the matter over. He 
said that he did not see any hope, and con­
sidered it a bad case. He had undoubted­
ly sent the widow to me to get rid of her.; 
but I did not think it policy to show .any 
resentment at the act, and merely agreed 
with him that, as the evidence then stood, 
an appeal to equity was useless labour. As 
a feeler I called on Oakfield’s lawyer, and 
with assumed frankness told him that I 
had been employed to oppose the new will, 
but if I could see it, so as to judge of its 
genuineness, if it impressed me as a true 
instrument, would abandon opposition.

friend that I was a rather estimable young 
man. To avoid further personal matters, 
and to get on with my main story, Florence 
and I were married. I will pass over the 
raptures generally so fleeting. In my case 
they gained by time in quiet intensity 
what they lost in violence. Florence made 
me a dear, good and affectionate wife ; 
my children, for such olive-plants earns for 
many years biennially, are all that I can 
desire ; and my domestic life has been one 
of rare tranquility and blessedness. 
Clouds have lowered over us occasionally, 
but no tempest has come ; and sunshine 
has so much predominated that I may safe­
ly say that 1 have been blest far beyond 
most of mankind.

About two and a-half years after my 
marriage I was detained dawn town upon 
some business until a lets hour in the eve­
ning, and walked up towards home along 
Broadway. After passing Spring street! 
stopped st a place kept by an old coloured 
m«n in order to get some oysters—the 
keeper of the cellar being famous for vend­
ing the very finest kind of shell-fish ; I

ate them as fast es they were opened, and 
while thus engaged my attention was at­
tracted to a dispute between some parties 
who were seated in one of the little stalls 
in the end of the room. One of the dé­
pitants, who appeared to be very drank, 
exclaimed in a bouterons tone

“There’s no use talking to me—I say 
Charley Oakfield is «a ass.”

The others appeared to expostulate, tint 
as they spoke in a each lower tone, their 
remarks were not audible. Presently there

The matter afforded ns topic for admir­
ing comment for an hour or more, and led 
to a. conversation about the will and its ex­
ecution, which lasted ’until bed time. 1 
was satisfied that some foul play had been 
practised. I remembered that I had seen 
a man, such a one as Mr. Carter described 
■Orton to be, leaving Oakfield’» house once 
as 1 passed it. This fact, coupled with the 
boast in the oyster oeller, awakened a sus­
picion too strong to be set aside, that the 
will .produced was a forged increment, 
substituted for the real one.

In the meanwhile I visited the grocer, at 
whose place the elder Oakfield had died, 
and after making a trivial purchase, enter­
ed into conversation with turn. After some 
words had passed I took np a piece of 
wrapping-paper from the counter, and 
asked where he bought it. He told me. I

that might pass his nearest friend in the 
street, or even visit his own family, with­
out recognition. I called on him, and 
stated that having the desire to watch 
some one’s movements without exciting 
suspicion, I desired him to try his art on 
me. He readily agreed to it, but asked 
three days for preparation. The rest of 
the day I took up in finding Orton’s where­
about—no very difficult task ; sad when 
I got home that night, I informed my wife 
that I would shortly be absent for several 
days on business, and requested her to get 
her mother to remain with her while I was

an ignorance of most American games, he 
kindly volunteered to teach me.

As we played I threw occasional glances 
around the room, and examined the furni­
ture. In addition to the carpet, bed, chairs 
and table, there was an old-fashioned wash- 
stand, with two drawers, side by side. A 
closet in the room was occupied as a kind 
of wardrobe, and a receptacle of liquor and 
cigars. On the mantle were several books. 
1 noted these points as we played. We 
continued our game until midnight, when 
I arose slightly » winner.

During that week our intimacy increased, 
and we played nightly—sometimes in my 
room, but ottener in his. He usually 
walked ont in the forenoon. During hu 
absence from the room I entered it, the 
door being always left unlocked. * I did 
not expect to find what I sought in the 
apartment—I was sure that it was hidden 
elsewhere ; nevertheless I made a thorough 
and systematic search, bat without effect. 
On one evening I managed to slip a nar­
cotic in the liquor as we drank together, 
and while he was fast asleep under its in­
fluence I searched hie person.

He would go 
there at rare intervals, to assure himself of 
its safety. I had to wait.

One day he went out for his customary 
stroll, and I went into hie room for a final

The only discrepancy was 
in my dark gray eyes ; but the blackness 
of the lashes made these appear darker 
than they re*Py Were. The stain I waa 
told would stand water, hut would gradu­
ally come off in the coarse tit a few weeks.
I called a carriage, and was soon whirled 
off to the house where Orton resided.
Here I applied for board, as a Spaniard re­
cently arrived frotf Chba by way at New 
Orleans ; and, as I had a fair knowledge of 
the Spanish language, peered master very 
well. I agreed upon tenus, engaged rooms, 
and appeared at the table at dinner time.
There I at onoe managed to scrape an ac­
quaintance with Orton. I had no difficulty 
in that. Every Cuban waa supposed to be 
wealthy, and a fit subject far fleecing ; and 
no doubt Orton waa at onoe deep, in imagi­
nation, in investigating my financial abili­
ty. We became intimate m an hoar, jovial 
companions in two, and before night the 
dearest friends in the world. As I had a 
purpose to gain, I surrendered myself to 
hie fascinations, with the most reckless 
abandonment After supper I accepted an 
invitation to his room. Cards became the 
subject of conversation, and as I professed

reafoh. I had been In there daring the 
morning before, While he WsS still at heme, 
and whilTeoavsssing with him the hked 
girl had emptied 'the bucket of ashes fn 
the grate—her morning’» task. The bucket 
stood in "the confer iff the room, already 
half-filled with ashes. I noted there were 
some scraps at paper in it, and stooped to 
examine them. They were merely frag, 
meats of letters. It was folly to look fur 
ther, nevertheless I stirred up the ashes 
with my cane, end found several things 
which I carefully removed, examining 
closely. Among others was an old dirty 
piece of rag. I commenced to replaces® 
these things in the ashes as I found them. 
The last thing I touched waa the rag. As 
I raised it I fancied it rustled. Filthy as 
it was I pat it in my pocket, and hurried te 
my own room, where I opened it. There 
were two pieces of muslin sewn together 
at the edges. I ripped them apart - and 
there, carefully laid between, was the lost 
will. I read it hastily, and at onoe left 
the house and sought my own. My wife 
did not know me, and it was only when I 
removed the wig, that she could be con­
vinced. I soon explained the cause of ray 
masquerade, and read her the will, by 
which' she was made the sole heiress at 
James Oakfield.

We had gained the will ; but we had not 
yet proved it. Gaunt was still away, and 
Orton would no doubt sustain the other 
and overthrow this by continued perjury, 
if necessary. Nor did I consider it safe, 
■until I was ready for its production, to 
have a document so valuable in my own 
custody. I therefore enclosed the will in 
• sealed envelope and d^osited it, subject, 
to my order only, in a bank. I was per­
fectly aware that re soon as Orton learned 
that it Waa gone he would suspect the 
parties to be benefitted by it had caused its 
abstraction, and that an attempt would be 
made to purloin it.

In its stead was a similar piece of brown 
paper, on which was written, in a female 
hand, the words—“Ich habe von einem 
Diebe gestholeu.”

“ What does that mean ?” inquired my 
wife.

“I have stolen from a thief," was my 
answer. The sentence betrayed who em­
ployed the spy at onoe ; and I thought it a 
rather funny conceit. But there was more 
fun in the idea that Orton would probably 
suppose it to be the genuine will, and after 
having it safe, or destroying it, be struck 
with dismay when I opened my first fire.

Matters remained quiet for some weeks 
longer, when I received a letter from my 
Norfolk correspondent. The vessel had 
arrived, and the crew had been discharged 
—Gaunt among the number. Oar sailor 
had got splendidly drunk on the same day, 
and nkd been provoked into a fight through 
my correspondent’s contrivance, arrested 
on » charge of assault, and, in default of 
bail, committed. I went to Norfolk at 
once, made the public prosecutor, to whom 
I explained our object, agree to a confes­
sion of judgment being received, and the 
discharge of Gaunt on payment of a fine, 
and brought the Utter on at once to my 
house. I imparted to him my business 
with him while, on the way, and found that 
he had read the will at the time he signed 
it, and was perfectly aware of its contents.
I immediately offered the will for probate. 
Of course regular and tedious proceedings 
sprung from this, and the chancellor, by 
means of a feigned issue, laid the matter of 
fact before a jury.

opposite side contended that our will 
a forgery.

He 
replied that he had signed after Orton ; tod 
in doing so he had commenced too far to 
the left and had carried up the top of hia 
capital G re that it had touched file bot­
tom' of the W in the other witness’ nmu 
In the forged will the O was immediately 
under, but did not touch the r In the word 
"Orton." The other reason was that hav­
ing read the will re he signed R, he was 
struck by the name of Florence Carter—the 
name Florence being that of a defeased 
sister—and this had fixed the oentents on 
his mind in a permanent way.

The grocer Zimmerman testified to know­
ing the elder Oakfield bv tight, and detail­
ed the circumstances of Me death, and hie 
previous execution of rente paper. He 
testified also to the kind of paper on wMeh 
the writing was dime. He was not quite 
sure, but believed that our will was writ­
ten upon the kind of paper he bed in the 
store at the time, and the other will was 
not. He bought hie toper at John Had- 
dam-at the time—as be did still.

John Haddam testified that he had sold 
but one make of brawn wrapping paper for 

years—that of Barrett * Amitt. He
was their sole New York agent. He sold 
the white paper of other mills, but hia 
brown paper came from those makers only.

Cephas R. Amitt, the junior partner of 
the firm of Barrett it Amitt, was next ex­
amined. He deposed that he had been a 
paper-maker for twenty years. His mill 
was at Manayunk, in Pennsylvania. The 
firm had two agencies for the sale of its 
paper—one in Minor street, Philadelphia ; 
the other in Nassau street, New York 
Mr. Haddam was the New York agent. 
He knew the paper on which each will was 
written. The paper on which Florence 
•Carter’s name was written being shown 
to him, he said he thought that was their 
make of paper, but could not swear posi­
tively. The other he had no doubt about. 
That was made by Barrett 4 Amitt, and 
by ao others. .

“Will you state why you can, so posi­
tively identify this piece of paper as your 
own manufacture ?" inquired Emmet.

“Certainly," replied Amitt “This 
paper, you wul observe, though similar in 
cotoarÿnd general appearance to the other, 
is thinner, and rustles more if crumpled— 
in fact, looks as if it had been sized. Were 
you to tear it,’ you would find it to be 
tougher. It has a very peculiar texture. 
That is owing to the materials employed in 
its manufacture. I waa engaged during 
that year looking for new materials, rage 
growing scarce, and used the leaves of 
Indian corn, for my brown paper. It made 
good paper, mixed with other stock, but

Emmet turned to the opposite counsel,

There was general consternation in the 
enemy’s camp ; but they did not surrender 
at the first summons.

aged to slip from the court room and make 
his escape. We did not hear of him fora 
long time ; but I suspect that the William 
Orton, with a long string of aliases attach­
ed to his name, who was convicted and 
sent to prison a few years * since, in the 
State of Kentucky, was the perjured wit- 
seas to the Brown Paper Will.

A *eanlBl»cenee of ike Times WkenTkere
Were Pirates on Use Ontario-A
Traveller's Mary.

(Prom the Watertown Timet.)
The following is a letter written by a 

passenger on the steamer Oswego, June 11, 
1888, te the New York Courier and En­
quirer, dated at PattUon'e Landing, near 
Frenck Creak (Clayton) :—

“ We have just arrived here from 
Oswego, and made fast to wood, at a spot 
nearly opposite to the wooding place where 
the Sir Robert Peel was attacked and 
burned by a band ef pirates, under the 
command of a desperado by the name of 
Bill Johnson, of French Creek. While we 
were making our vessel fast, a light long 
boat of a dark blue or lead colour, shot out 
from behind an island on the opposite 
shore, a little astern of us. The host was 
in sight but a few moments, having put in 
a little bay out of our view. In a short 
time four of the crew were partially 
seen through the bushes, walking in 
Indian file, each having a large pistol in 
his right hand. They came np nearly op- 
posite to us, and then retreated bacx to 
their boat. A boat put off from our wharf 
for them with two acquaintances of John­
son’s, who supposed the craft to be‘one of 
his. When they neared upon the oppo­
site short), the long boat dashed out and 
was alongside of them. It proved te be 
Johnson, with four expert Canadians as 
oarsmen, in a twelve oared cutter, about 
forty feet long, with about eight feet of 
the after part decked, on which sat John­
son upon a red carpet-bag, steering 
the boat with an oar. After lying 
to a few minutes they pulled for 
the wreck of the Sir Robert Peel, 
which lay about eighty rods ahead upon 
the opposite shore. While passing us on 
their way to the wreck, within fifteen rods 
of us, and upon one of ear passengers wav­
ing a white handkerchief, Johnson very 
majestically raised np and drew from the 
carpet-bag under him the colours of the Sir 
Robert Peel, which he held np to the 
breeze and again returned to the bag. 
They boarded the wreck of the Sir Robert 
and remained some ten or fifteen minutes, 
put off, pareed again by us, within short 
pistol shot, and made for the main land, 
near French Creek. There were about 
fifty persons on board our steamer, and 
not the least movement was made to molest 
them. We had no arms on board.

“ The two gentlemen who went out in 
the small boat are of respectability, and 
from having been long and intimately ac­
quainted with Johnson, apprehended no 
difficulty or injury from him or his crew. 
Johnson observed to them that his family 
and himself had been injured by the Brit­
ish Government's having confiscated his 
property to a large amount during the last 
war. He had now folly avenged himself 
against them, as well for hie own losses as 
for the destruction of the Caroline ; that 
he well knew great efforts were making to 
arrest him, and particularly by our Govern­
ment. But it would not be easy to take 
him, and one thing he might rest assured 
of, that he would never be taken alive ; 
that he was a fair mark to shoot at, but 
he was not the man to dangle in the air ; 
he had two other boats well manned and 
armed, within signal view ; that he eat 
upon the colours of the Sir Robert, and 
meant to sit upon them till they rotted. 
Their boat was stowed with muskets and 
small arms. He said further that the 
steamboats need have no fear of him and 
his party, as he had no disposition to 
molest them. On being told that one of 
the steamboats was to wood at the 
wharf of his son, st French Creek, he 
seemed quite affected, and replied, 
“I am glad to hear it, or any thing 
else that can benefit my family.’’ He is a 
robust, athletic man, perfectly fearless, 
•bout sixty years of age, quite grey headed, 
tod is altogether a hardy looking 
veteran. He is represented as a very 
warm friend, bat has ever been a terror to 
hie enemies. He has a daughter about 
nineteen years of age, very handsome, and 
■aid to possess equal courage with himself. 
She often goes into a boat alone, armed, 
apd seeks her father with supplies of pro­
visions. I saw her this morning at Frenoh 
Creek, an hoar before seeing the old man. 
She is certainly a very noble looking girl, 
and I should judge rally equal to the de­
scription given of her.

Actobs Judges or Flats.—it is an old 
saying that has with some people passed 
into a truism, that a piece which pleases 
the actors is very likely if not certain to 
fail with the public. A long experience 
teaches me that this is altogether absurd. 
There are no better judges of a play than 
actors. Bat what you have to do is to get 
at their judgment—a judgment un warped 
by personal considerations, a purely un­
selfish opinion. Unfortunately, the calling 
of the actor is essentially a selfish one— 
every one wishes (naturally) to be the 
“oock salmon,’’ re the late William Bar­
ren described himself, and an actor who 
has a bad part thinks lets of the piece than 
he who has a good one. But ao far from a 
favourable opinion on the part of the art­
ists engaged Doing inimical to the chances 
of a play’s success, common sense will 
suggest to everybody that a company in 
good temper and believing in the material 
they have to work upon most throw 
themselves more heartily into their 
work, and consequently help to the desired 
result, than a troupe dissatisfied and 
disappointed. As to the power of the

gross to make or mar a play, I hold it of 
ttle consequence. When a failure is 
bound to be one all the praise in the world 

wül do no good, and, on the other hand, 
no abuse can kill a piece which hits the 
fancy of the multitude. But—when a play 
is metaphically going down the hill a 
kick from the critics will settle it forever, 
while » clever piece trembling in the bal­
ance may owe nearly all its ultimate suc­
cess to the kindly encouragement of the 
press.—T’As Theatre.

TENNYSON’S FIRST POEM.

■h “ invert Tale" Written at Nineteen 
Is PStUlM at Blxty-Hlne.

(From the London Timet.)
Readers of Mr. Tennyson’s poem, “ The 

Golden Supper,” will remember thst it is 
the last chapter in the story of a disap­
pointed love. There are a few glimpses of 
the darlier chapters, but only enough to 
make the sequel intelligible. It begins sud­
denly—

Us flies the event ; he leavee the event to me :
Poor Julien—tier he rush’d sway ; the belle,
Thoee marriage belle, echoing in ear and heart— 

the “event” being the marriage of Julian’s 
cousin and foster-sister Camilla to his 
friend Lionel. “The Golden Supper” tells 
how, when Camilla is believed to have 
died, a strange chance enables Julian to 
bring her back from the grave and restore 
her to her husband.

“The Lover’s Tale,” now published as a 
whole for the first time, is a poem in four 
parte. As many touches show, the scenery 
is not English but foreign, and this will ex­
plain itself to those who recognize the plot 
of the story as taken from Boccaccio. The 
foerth part is * • The Golden Sapper, ” a 
work of the author’s mature life. The 
other three parts, which form a prelude to 
it, were written in his nineteenth year. 
“ Two only of the three parta then written 
were printed,”says Mr. Tennyson, “when, 
seeing the imperfections of the poem, I 
withdrew it from the press. One of my 
friends, however, who boy like admired the 
boy’s worn, distributed among our common 
associates ef that hour some copies of these 
two parts, without my knowledge, with­
out the omissions and amendments which I 
had in contemplation and marred by many 
misprints of the compositor. Seeing that 
these two parts have of late been merci­
lessly pirated and that What I had deemed 
scarce worthy to live is not allowed to die, 
may I not be pardoned if I suffer the whole 
poem at last to some into the light, ac­
companied with a reprint of the sequel—a 
work of my mature life—* The Golden 
Snpper ?’ ”

If pirates often conferred such benefits 
on the public, there would be some danger 
of their occupation becoming more popular 
than it has been since the days before 
Minos. The three new parts, or rather 
oldest parts of “ The Lover’s Tale” con­
tain many passages of very great beauty 
and power. They are also of the highest 
interest in relation to the development of 
Mr. Tennyson’s style, and their publication 
adds a new value to “ The Golden Sup­
per.” That noble, but hitherto fragmentary 
poem now takes its proper place as part of 
a finished whole. CTobably the first feel­
ing of many readers will be surprise that a 
boy in his nineteenth year could have 
written thus. No one, indeed, can fail to 
perceive how greatly this early perform­
ance is surpassed by his mature work in 
subtle felicity of expression, in command 
of metrical and rhythmical resource,in rich­
ness of music, in depth of thought and 
feeling. Still, when this wide interval has 
been recognized, it may be said that the 
essential characteristics of the boy’s style 
are those of the man’s. Poetical genius is 
often precocio.us in manifesting the 
imaginative and creative faculties ; but, 
considered as an artist of language, a poet 
has seldom, perhaps, been so ripe at such 
an age. The real lessons which these 
earliest poem* teach is that the form of 
Mr. Tennyson's work is more spontaneous 
and original, and less the result of a slowly 
elaborated art than some of his critics have 
been inclined to think. The following pas­
sage may be taken as a specimen of what 
Mr. Tennyson could write at eighteen :—

“ Lest we came
To what our people call * The Hill of Woe.’
A bridge is there, that, look'd at from beneath,
Seems out a cobweb filament to link
The yawning of an earthquake-cloven chasm.
And thence one night, when all the winds were 

loud,
A woeful man (for eo the story went)
Had thrust hie wife and child, and dash’d himself 
Into the dizzy depth below. Below,
Fierce in the strength of far descent, a stream 
Flies with s shattered foam along the chasm.

"" The path was perilous, loosely strown with 
crags:

We mounted slowly ; yet to both there came 
The joy of life in steepness overcome,
And victories of ascent, and looking down 
On all that had look'd down on us ; and joy 
■ nearer heaven ; and Joy to me,

the aanre-drcled earth, 
with hlr as if in heaven itself ;

And more than jhy that I to her became 
Her guardian and her angel, raising her.
Still higher, pest all peril, until she saw 
Beneath her feet the region far assay.
Beyond the nearest mountain’s bosky brows,
Burst in open prospect—heath and hill.
And hollow-lined and wooded to the lips.
And steep-flown walls of battlemented rock 
Gilded with the broom or shatter’d into spires,
And glory of broad waters interfused,
Whence rose as it were breath and steam of gold, 
And over all the great wood rioting ■
And climbing, streak’d or start'd at intervals 
With falling brook or blossom’d bush—and last 
Framing the mighty landscape to the west,
A purple range of mountain-cones, between 
Whose interspaces gush’d in blinding bursts 
The incorporate blaze of sun and sea.”

The splendour of this passage, again, is 
not unworthy of his matured genius : —

*' O day which did enworob that happy hour,
Thou art blessed in the years, divin est day !
O Genius of that hour which dost uphold 
Tht coronal of glory like a God,
Amid thy melancholy mates far-seen,
Who walk before thee, ever turning round 
To gaze upon thee till their eyes are dim 
With dwelling on the light and depths of thine,
Thy name is ever worshipp'd among hours 1 
Had I died then, 1 had not seem'd to die,
For bliss stood round me like the light of heaven,— 
Had I died then, I had not known the death ;
Yea had the Power from whose right hand the 

light
Of life iseueth, and from whose left hand fioweth 
The Shadow of Death, perennial effluences.
Whereof to all that draw the wholesome air, 
Somewhile the one must overflow the other ;
Then had he stemm'd my day with night, and 

driven
My current to the fountain whence it sprang,—
Even Ms own abiding excellence,—
On me, moth Ink., that shock of gloom had fall’n 
Unfelt, and in this glory I had merged 
The other, like the sun I gased upon,
Which seeming for the moment doe to death,
And dipping his Seed lew beneath the verge,
Yet bearing round shoot him his own day,
In eenfldeoee of unabated strength,
StepptSh from Heaven to Heaven, from light to

And hoideth hie undimmed foreheed far

The following circular has been issued 
from the Education Department

The undersigned respectfully begs to report to his I 
Honour the Lieutenant-Governor in Council the 
following respecting the Education Department :-r

1. The regulation as to second class certificates of I 
qualification to teach in the Public schools are re­
spectfully recommended to be amended, so as to 
provide that, in the case of a Public school teacher 
who has successfully taught in a school for at least 
three years before the 18th day of August, 1877, a 
second class certificate may be awarded to such 
teachers upon successfully passing the non-profes­
sional examination for such certificate ; and upon 
satisfactory proof being furnished to the minister 
of such period of teaching service, and that it shall 
not be neceesssry that any such teacher shall be re­
quired to attend a Normal school.

2. No member of a County Board of Examiners 
shall be concerned in examining or valuing papers 
of any candidate who has been instructed by him, or 
in the school with which he Is connected, and the 
presiding inspector will see that this rule is ob­
served ; out it is recommended that all the mem­
bers,of the County Board (having due regard to the 
above exception) shall be present at the examination 
of third dam teachers from the first day of the ex­
amination, and that such members as are not en­
gaged as presiding examiners shall, as the answen 
are handed in by the candidate, proceed with the 
necessary work of their examination. County 
treasurers and other officials are authorized to p*y 
such expenses as are properly incurred by tee 
County Board in connection with these duties.

• 8. High School Boards may, in pursuance of tbe 
amended Act of 1879, impose at the examination for 
admission such fee, not exceeding one dollar, per 
pupil, upon candidates, being the children of non­
residents who are Éot liable to pay county or mnm- 
cipal rates for the support of such school ; but no 
fee for examining for admission in other cases shall , 
be exacted by any High School Board.

These subjects 
will also be discussed, but any member of the As­
sociation may propose other subjects for discussion, 
which, if the Directors* approval De obtained, may 
be introduced to the Association, with the under­
standing that the proposer lead off in the dlscusmon. 
There should be a large attendance, as the railways 
grant reduced fares to those who present certificates, 
which can be obtained from the Inspectors. The 
annual fee is small, being only 50c. It will be the 
last convention open to all teachers, and as some 
very important practical subjects are to be 
all teachers who are interested should attend.

The meeting of the County of Lincoln Teachers* 
Association took place last week in the Central 
school, in the city of 8t Catharines, at which there 
was a large attendance from ail parts of the city 
county. The president, Mr. J. R Somerset, occupied 
the chair, and the proceedings were opened by the 
secretary reading the minutes of the last meeting, 
and a statement of the financial position of the Asso­
ciation. The following officers for the ensuing year 
were then elected President, Mr. J. B. Somerset, 
County Inspector; vice-presidents, Mr. J. Seath and 
Misses Crawford and Robertson ; secretary-treasurer, 
Mr. W. F. Rittenhouae ; auditors, Messrs. Grey and 
Davis ; executive committee, Messrs. Beatty, Man- 
ley, Brodie, Hippie, Psttersdfl, Keyes and D. Mc­
Kay, and Miss McCay. Following this, a discussion 
on the system of “ Monthly reports to parents,” 
which was varied by the draught of several forms of 
reports on the blackboard. The afternoon session 
was taken up with class teaching by means of classes 
furnished from the city schools, which was varied 
by discussions following each illustration. The 
classes taken were in addition, tables, geography, 
division, reduction and fractions, and were ably 
handled. In the evening an entertainment was 
given in the City Council chamber, consisting of 
vocal and instrumental music by the Colleg-ate 
Institute Literary Society and a lectufe and read­
ings by Mr Lewis, of Toronto. The hall was well 
filled by an attentive and appreciative audience, and 
Mr. Lewis, after an instructive address, gave read­
ings from various authors in good style. The meet­
ing was successful, and all who were in atten­
dance disnlayed great interest in the proceedings.

The following circular haa been issued 
from the Education Department :—

The undersigned respectfully begs to report to bit 
Honour the Lieutenant-Governor in Council the 
following respecting the Education Department

1. The regulation as to second class certificates of 
qualification to teach in the Public schools are re­
spectfully recommended to be amended, so as to 
provide that, in the case of a Public school teacher 
who has successfully taught in a school for at least
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three years before the 18th day of August, 1877, a 
second class certificate may be awarded to such 
teachers upon successfully passing the non-profes­
sional examination for such certificate ; and upon 
satisfactory proof being furnished to the minister 
of such period of teaching service, and that it shall 
not be neceessary that any such teacher shall be re­
quired to attend a Normal school.

2. No member of a County Board of Examiners 
shall be concerned in examining or valuing papers 
of any candidate who has been instructed by him, or 
in the school with which he is connected, and the 
presiding inspector will see that this role Is ob­
served ; out it ii recommended that all the mem­
bers of the County Board (having due regard to the 
above exception) shall be present at the examination 
of third class teachers from the first day ai the ex­
amination, and that such members as are not en­
gaged as presiding examiners shall, as the answer* 
are handed in by the candidate, proceed with the 
necessary work of their examination. County 
treasurers and other officials are authorised to pay 
such expenses as are properly incurred by the 
County Board in connection with these duties.

3. High School Boards may, in pursuance of the 
amended Act of 1879, impose at the examination ior 
admission such fee, not exceeding one dollar, psk 
pupil, upon candidates, being the children of non­
residents who are Hot liable to pay county or mam- 
cipal rates for the support of such school ; bat no 
fee for examining for admission in other cases shall 
be exacted by any High School Board.

CANNED TOMATOES,
Toe tomatoes must be entirely fresh and 

m overripe; pour orer' them boiling

tj,e portions ; cook for a few minutes in 

J tjeir own juice, skimming off the scum

I 0 with the hot tomatoes ; wipe the moist- 
gre from the tops with a soft cloth, and

op in glass jars, set away in a dark place. 
Either tin, glass or stone cane may be used, 
yd all may be sealed with putty instead of 
wax, it being much neater and more con­
venient. See general instructions for can­
ning fruit.

CANNED WATERMELON.
Cut the melons, and after taking oat the 

I cores, peel *11 the greho pert off carefully, 
cut the rind into email pieoee two er three 
inches long, and boil until tender enough 
to pierce with a fork ; have a syrup made 
of white sugar, allowing half pound sugar 
to a pound fruit ; skim ont the melon and 
place in this syrup together with a few 
pieces of race ginger, let it^ok a few 
mmotes, put in cans and seal hot.

CATSUPS AND SAUCES. 1 
Always select perfect fruit ; cook in 

porcelain, never in metal. In making cat­
sup, instead of boiling, some sprinkle the 
tomatoes with salt and let them stand over 
night, then stiain and add spices, Ac., and 
a little sugar. Bottle in glass or stone, and 
never use tin cans ; keep in a cool, dry, 
dark place. If, on opening, there i* a 
leathery mould on top, carefully remove 
every particle of it, and the catsup will 
not be injured. To prevent this moulding, 
gome do not fill.the bottles quite to the top 
with catsup, but fill up with hot vinegar. 
If there are white specks of mould all 
through the catsup it is spoiled. If on 
opening and using a part, there is danger 
that the rest may sour, scald, and, if too 
thick, add vinegar. Sauces should always 
be made with great care in a pan set in hot 
water, having the sauce pan clean if a deli­
cate Savour is desired, especially if the 
sauce is drawn butter. An excellent thick­
ening for-soups, sauces, and gravies, is pre­
pared as follows : Bring butter to the boil­
ing point in a small stew-pan, dredge in 
flonr. stirring together until well cooked ; 
thin this with a part of the soup, sauce or 

| gravy, and then add it to the whole, stirring 
thoroughly. The flour may be browned 
before uemg if intended for brown gravies 
and sauces.

CUCUMBER CATSUP.
Three dozen cucumbers and eighteen 

onions peeled and chopped very fine ; 
sprinkle over them three-fourths pint table- 
salt, put the whole in a sieve, and let drain 
well over night ; add a tea-cup mustard 
seed, half tea-cup ground black 
mix well, and cover with good older 
vinegar.

CURRANT CATSUP,
Four pounds nice fully-ripe currants, one 

and a half pounds sugar, table-spoon 
ground cinnamon, a tea-spoon each of salt, 
ground cloves and pepper, pint vinegar ; 
stew currants and sugar until quite thick, 
add other ingredients and bottle for use.

CHERRY CATSUP.
0oe pint cherry juice to half or three- 

fourths pound sugar, with cloves,cinnamon, 
and a very little cayenne pepper ; boil to a 
thick syrup ; bottle for use.

OOOSEBERRY CATSUP.
Nine pounds gooseberries, five pounds 

rogar, one quart vinegar, three table-spoons 
cinnamon, one and a half each allspice and 
cloves. The gooseberries should be nearly 
or qnite ripe. Take off blossoms, wash 
tod put them into a porcelain kettle, mash 

I thoroughly, scald and put through the 
colander, add sugar and spices, boil fifteen 
minutes, and add the vinegar cold ; bottle 
immediately before it cools. Ripe grapes 
prepared by same rule, make an excellent 
catsup.

TOMATO CATSUP.
Half bushel tomatoes, four ounces salt, 

three ounces ground black pepper, one 
ounce cinnamon, half ounce ground cloves, 

j one drachm cayenne pepper, one gallon 
I hnegar, aijce the tomatoes and stew in 
I their own liquor until soft, and rub threugh 

i sieve fine enough to retain the seeds ; 
boil the pulp and juice down to the con- 

| sptency of apple butter (very thick), stir* 
j hng steadily all the time to prevent burn­

ing ; then add the vinegar with which a 
mail tea-cup sugar and the spices have 
been mixed, boil up twice, remove from 

, hre, let cool and bottle. Those who like 
I the flavour of onions may add about half a 

dozen medium sized ones,peeled and sliced, 
fifteen minutes before the vinegar and 
■pices are put m.

TOMATO CATSUP.
One gallon peeled tomatoes, four table­

spoons common salt, four ot black pepper, 
two of allspice, three of ground mustard,

| tea-spoon cayenne ; simmer slowly in a gal­
lon cider vinegar to about five quarte and a 
half of tomatoes; strain through a sieve, 
tod bottle while hot ; cork the bottle and 
dip into hot sealing wax.

CRANBERRY SAUCE.

hted sugar and a half pint water ; stew 

, «gether over a moderate but steady fire. 
Be careful to cover and not to etir the fruit, 
but occasionally shake the veesel, er apply 
‘ gentler heat i( in danger of sticking or 
burning. If attention to these particulars 
be given, the berries will retain tbeir shape 
to a considerable extent, which adds great­
ly to their appearance on the tablp. Boil 
tom five to seven minntee, remove from 
■be, turn into a deep dish, and set aside to 
eool. If to be kept, they can be put up at 
once in air-tight jars. Or, for strained 
since, one and a half pound» of fruit should 
oe stewed in one pint of water for ten or 
twelve minutes, or until qnite soft, then 
«trained through a colander or fine wire 
«'eve, and three-quarters of a pound of 
*ngsr thoroughly stirred into the pulp thus 
obtained ; after cooling, it is ready for use. 
Oen e with roast turkey or game. When 
to be kept fer a long time without sealing, 
more sugar may be added, but it* too free 
toe impairs the peculiar cranberry flavour, 

or dinner-sauce half a pound is more 
economical, and really preferable to three-

Between thirty 
and forty yean ago, when the tomato was 
first beginning to ne extensively cultivated 
m our country, this worm appearing upon 
it was an object of much terror, it being 
currently regarded as poisonous and im­
parting a poisonous quality to the fruit if 
it should chance to crawl upon it. Now 
that we have become familiarized with it 
these fears have all vanished, and we have 
become quite indifferent towards this crea­
ture, knowing it to be merely an ugly-look- 
ing worm which eats some of the leaves of 
the tomato, and which is chiefly interesting

to ne in consequence of its being about the 
only insect enemy belonging to this plant. 
A» the worm, however, is so common and 
well known, every one feel» curiona to 
know also its history and the insect which 
produces it. We therefore here present a 
snort account of it, with figures illustrating 
its appearance in the different stages of its 
growth.

It is currently supposed that these worms 
belong exclusively to the tomato. They, 
however, occur upon the vines of the po­
tato also. And in those neighbourhoods 
where &e tobacco is cultivated, they in­
vade that plant likewise, causing much in­
jury by the holes they eat in tile leaves, 
whence they are the worst enemy with 
which the tobacco grower has to contend. 
Thus it is one and the same insect which is 
popularly named the Tomato-worm, the 
Potato-worm, and the Tobacco-worm, aa it 
occur» upon one or the other of these 
plants. The annexed cut, fig. 27, repre­
sents the moth or miller which is the 
parent of these worms, diminished to half 
ite natural size. It is of a gray colour, 
with numerous irregular and obeoure black 
marks upon ite wings, and a row of five 
round ochre-yellow spots along each side of 
its hind body, from which it has received 
its scientific n*me,Sphinx quinquc-maculata, 
or the Five-Spotted Hawk-moth, as it is 
termed in books. These moths come

abroad one after another through the whole 
summer and autumn, but are most numer­
ous in July. Daring the day time they 
remain at rest, hid from view, and come 
out in the evening to feed and lay their eggs. 
Their whole food is the honey of flowers,for 
obtaining which they are furnished with a 
remarkably long slender tongue, which, 
when not in use, is coiled np lie a watch- 
spring and concealed between the palpi or 
feelers at its base. When hovering round 
flowers and extracting the honey from them 
the moth resembles a humming-bird in its 
motions and also in the sound made by ita 
wings. The tongue is fnlly extended at such 
time», and being five or aix inches in length, 
the moth ie poised on its wings at a dis­
tance of some inches from tife flower from 
which it is sucking the honey. The eggs 
are probably placed on the trader side of 
the leaves of the plants on whioh the 
worms occur. The worms are voracious 
feeders, consuming a large quantity of foti- 
agé and growing rapidly. When they have 
attained their fuU size 
they leave the plants on 
which they have fed and 
root downwards into the _
ground to the depth of Rgworm 
some inches, and there 
become quiescent, and casting off the larva 
skin, they appear in their pupa form, re­
presented in fig. 28, diminished one-half in 
size. The pupa is covered with a hard 
crustaceous shell of a glossy bright chest­
nut colour, and is particularly curions 
from having its forward end prolonged on 
one side into a long, slender limb, which is 
bent backwards, reaching to the middle of 
the body, where its end touches, and is 
firmly soldered to the surface, thus form­
ing a kind of loop, resembling the handle 
of a pitcher—this being the sheath in 
which the tongue is enclosed, which be- 
comee developed to such a remarkable 
length in the perfect insect, as we have 
above observed. The insect remaining in 
this pupa form through the winter and 
spring, ite internal parts growing and be­
coming developed until the ehell at length 
cracks open and the moth withdraws itself 
from it, crowds upwards through the 
ground, and oemes forth in ite perfect form.

The potato usually is the least molested 
by ineeets of any important vegetable we 
cultivate. However, the Ten-lined Potato- 
beetle, Dorj/pKora 10-lmeatu, » figure ot 
whioh is presented in thé accompanying 
cut, is sufficiently numerous and destruc­
tive to make up foe this.
This beetle is of a regular .W j
oval form, v«y convex iMIL '
above and flat beneath, of 
a hard crustaceous tex­
ture, smooth and shining, 
of a bright straw yellow Hr-19.—Ten-lined 
colour, with ten black Potate-beetle, 
stripes upon the back of its closed wing 
oevera, it ie upwards of forty yean ago 
that this inaeot was first noticed, upon toe 
upper Missouri and Arkansas Rivers, some 
hundreds of miles weet ef the Mississippi. 
It has, no doubt, always existed in that 
region, living upon'some wild plant grow­
ing there, very probably the stramonium, 
and it was never known- to attack the po­
tato until the year 1861, when in different 
places in Kansas and Western Iowa, it sud­
denly fell upon this crop in such immense 
number» as to literally cover the vines, 
eating from them every vestige of their 
leaves, and leaving the stalks perfectly 
bare. It also consumed the leaves of the 
tomato with equal avidity. The next year 
it re-appeared early in the season, soon 
after the potatoes were sprouted from the 
ground, and in a short time commenced 
scattering ita eggs everywhere upon the 
leaves and stalks, the young filthy worms 
from whioh also fed upon the leaves in 
company with the parent beetles, keeping 
them so eaten down that no tubers, or at 
least none of sufficient size to be of any 
value, were found to be upon the roots. 
And it has since continued to appear, mul­
tiplying and extending itself each year, ad­
vancing eastward at the rate of seventy or 
eighty miles annually.’ It has already 
crossed the continent and even toe Atlantic 
Ocean*.

TYING ANIMALS.
Incredible as it seems, not half the 

tavern • keepers, hostlers, or teamsters, 
kdow how to tie a hone, either putting 
some clumsy knot that is troublesome to 
undo, or making a hitch that is insecure. 
The proper way, after passing toe tether 
round toe thing to be attached to, is to 
make a half-hitch, passing the end of toe 
strap through toe loop. If toe horse nib­
bling, pulls it, he merely ties the knot 
tighter. And to unhitch, ft is only neces­
sary to remove the end front the bow, and 
it is instantaneously looeeued.

Not one-fourth of the butchers or farmers 
know how to tie the legs of s'calf or sheep 
for transportation. The majority of peo­
ple, when they want to make the animal

very secure, wind the cord tightly round 
the legs, causing pain from oongeetion. 
The proper way is to make a half knot only 
on each hind and foreleg alternately, fast­
ening with a bow at lait, which is easily 
untied. I find usually a pocket-handker­
chief the handiest thing, it being about3ht aise. Tied ira this way, they are ab- 

ntely secure and without pain.—K. X., 
m Country Gentleman.

DRAINAGE WITH GRAVEL 
CoLWaring, the author of “Ogden Farm 

Papers,” says :—“The meet striking,and I 
think the most valuable suggeetion that has 
been made in connection with drainage the 
past few years, oomee from Prof ’wilkin- 
son, of Baltimore, Md., who recommended 
that the conduit be made of gravel.” Mr. 
Wilkinson, of Harvard, Illinois, in toe 
Prairie Farmer, says : Drainage with 
gravel is no ideal theory with me ; but I 
nave now had sixteen years experience 
with the use and efficiency of this material 
for drains.

It is not only economical but I have never 
known a drain to clog ; it is impossible that 
any kind of injurious vermin should get 
access to drains ; in fact, it is perfect.

The above seems well worthy oi consid­
eration and I trust will be put into practice 
under the proper conditions.—Prif. Skat- 
tuck, in Drainage Journal.

Crop reports from Northern Ohio and 
Western Pennsylvania indicate that there 
will be about a two-thirds crop of wheat 
and oats. Hay ia very light, and com is a 
complete failure. Fruits are fair.

Private advioee from Newoastle-on-Tyne 
report that the Tyne dock sanatorium ia 
completed, and has been approved by the 
inspector. Accommodation is being pre­
pared for one hundred head of cattle.

Westminster Township people held a 
meeting on Tueeday night to ooniider the 
beet means of protecting themselves 
against horse thieves. It was resolved to 
ask the Council for assistance.

The country in the vicinity of Belleville 
is reported as looking most promising. The 
growth of grain has been remarkable ; root 
crops promise an abundant yield and. the 
pastures are in fine condition.

A cow giving milk requires about eighty 
pounds of bone material in the year. Thus 
a herd of twenty-five cows will carry off 
from pastures and barns a ton of bone 
material each year.

Gardening is regularlarly and practi­
cally taught in more than 20,000 primary 
schools in France. Every schoolhouee has 
its garden, and teachers must be not only 
good gardeners, bnt qualified to teach hor­
ticulture, or they cannot pasa examination.

Hen manure should not be composted 
with unleached ashes, unless it is to be 
used immediately, It is better to mix it 
after being thoroughly pulverized with dry 
earth, which is one of the Very best ab­
sorbents. All of the valuable constituents 
of the fertilizer will then be saved.

In the Colonies and India we find a note 
respecting the employment of sheep as 
beasts of burden. "In Eastern Turkistan 
and Thibet borax is borne on the backs of 
sheep over the mountains of Leh, Kangra, 
and Rampur on the Sutlej.

It is proposed to hold an international 
horticultural exhibition in London next 
year. The Prince of Wales has been ask­
ed to be President, and has replied that he 
will consider the matter, until sufficient 
guarantees for the success of the project 
have been obtained.

Every farmer may well sow a bed of 
celery seed this spring. Of the new sorts 
the Golden Dwarf and the London Red are 
by some considered the best. Peter Hen­
derson has already contended that the red 
varieties are superior to the white. Celery 
ia without doubt the most powerful nervine 
of all our vegetable products.

Water passing into vapour, absorbs and 
hide» nearly 1,000 degrees of heat. ’ A cord 
of green wood produces toe saine amount 
of neat as a cord of the same kind when 
dry, bnt in burning the green wood, fnll 
one-half the heat produced goes off latent 
and useful in evaporating the sap. There­
fore, for heating purposes, a cord of dry 
wood is worth two oords of green.

In purchasing aheep it is judicious to 
select those that have been fed on soil in­
ferior to that for which they are designed ; 
and the best symptoms of a healthy con­
dition are redness of the gums and of the 
skin at the brisket, whiteness and evenness 
of the teeth, firmness of the wool, sweet­
ness of breath and coolness of feet.

Mr. D. N. K., Pennsylvania, tells an 
agricultural Exchange that twenty-four 
whole potatoes planted in as many hills, 
with a handful of bran in each, gave a 
yield of three pecks, and the same number 
right alongiide of them, but without bran, 
yielded only half a bushel.

The reporte from all parts of England are 
that the grain crops are backward, and in 
many districts thin and poor, and that veg­
etation is later than has been remembered 
for many years. The genial change in the 
weather that has just set in, should it 
prove permanent, will soon, doubtless, re­
pair much of the damage that has been 
done.

The horse completes its dentition at five 
years old, when he may be said to be 
mature. At eight or nine years the lower 
teeth lose their marks or black concavities,

One 
man who owed £274, and who had been 
evicted, has been reinstated in possession, 
and the arrears wiped off Another tenant, 
who has been sick for two yean, and who 
has paid no rent, has also had the arrears 
cancelled.

“ It is greatly to be regretted,” says toe 
Galt Réporter, “ that we have no mill in 
Canada with machinery to use our long 
wools. To export year after year the long 
wools and then import the merino goods into 
which these long wools are manufactured 
seems scarcely in consonance with theobjects 
of the policy we have just inaugurated.

make, with Sir John Bose, we are quite 
sere that British farmer» are in a mood to 
look very narrowly into toe action of the 
Privy Council in thie matter ; and not only 
will toe United State# Government have to 
declare a clean bill of health before Bay 
change is made in existing regulations, bnt 
it will also have to show competent pro­
fessional authority for inch declaration. 
The interests of foreign traders have 
hitherto been studied at the expense of our 
own flocks and herd» ; bet public opinion 
as well as agrienlteral opinion is now 
more than at any previous time in favour 
of preserving " the health of home-bred 
animal» at the expense—if need be—of tke 
entire foreign live oattle traffic. And it is 
ss clear as noon-day that if Canada im­
ports United Slates cattle before that 
country can be officially, professionally, 
and satisfactorily declared free from 
pleuro-pneumenia, cattle from Canadian 
ports will be slaughtered at our porta of 
landing as United States oattle now are. 
No argument in favour of the interests of 
railway companies, shippers, or others con­
nected with the cattle trade will find 
favour here ; and it was not a little 
ridiouloua to suppose th»t a plea baaed on 
snob grounds should have weight with the 
Privy Conn oil."

Agricultural Depression lu Ire­
land,

The Dublin correspondent of toe Timu 
says :—“ The pressure upon the agricultu­
ral classes, which has been felt throughout 
the United Kingdom, haa hitherto been 
been borne with patient endurance in Ire­
land, though proofs of its severity are to 
be found in the records of the Bankruptcy 
Court, and the general stringency of their 
banking accounts. No open expression of 
discontent, however, has been made except 
in a few remote district», in which it ap­
pears to have been responsive to sugges­
tion» made for political purposes. Al­
though the trying eeaeon of winter hae 
passed and there is now a goodly promise 
of improvement, the weather having taken ■ 
a favourable turn and vegetation now re­
viving, still as the landlord or agent pays 
his customary round of visits to collect lus 
rents, it is not to be wondered at that 
sign» of embarrassment and suffering 
should be more apparent and complaints 
become more bitter. It is probable, how­
ever, that if a short comparison were made 
between the condition of the ag­
ricultural clue sea at both sides of 
the Irish Channel, it would be found that 
those on this side are on the whole better 
off. There hae been no spontaneous move­
ment on their part to denote anything like 
the destitution which is reported to exist 
in some dietricts in England, and while 
giving dye credit to them for an unwilling­
ness to expose their straitened circum­
stances, it is hardly to be supposed that 
with abundant means st hand for letting 

.their misery be known they should have 
persisted in keeping it so well concealed. 
It must not be expected, however, that 
they will continue much longer to sit 
down in silence and apathy under the bur­
den of their privations and perplexities. 
A hint has been given which has quicken­
ed their intelligence, and murmurs of dis­
tress which have a tone of menace in them 
are beginning to be heard. The subject 
of a redaction of rent hae been broached in 
two or three places in the west, and the 
tenante have been reBommended to de­
mand an abatement. Some instances are 
related of tenants who have followed the 
advice so far as, with the fnll rent in their 
hand, to insist upon obtaining a remission 
of 20 per cent.”

Lerd Derby on Depression in 
Trade.

On toe evening of the 300i ult. Lord 
Derby presided at toe annual dinner of the 
Manchester Botanical Society. After hav­
ing given the usual loyal toasts, he pro­
posed the toast of the evening, and in doing 
so referred at some length to the general 
depresaion of trade. He said : First, ss to 
onr material condition, we know that the 
state of thing» in these district» hae not 
daring the last year or two being snoh as to 
encourage persons in general to go more 
than they could help into an expenditure 
whioh ie entirely voluntary and optional in 
ite character. (Hear, hear.) A heavy 
cloud has hung over our national industries, 
and nowhere hae it bang more heavily than 
in these districts. (Hear, hear.) We may 
believe—I do for one—taking what perhaps 
soma of you may think to be an optimist 
view, that the cloud is passing over. We 
may believe—I do for one—that all classes 
concerned have learnt a lesson by the ex­
perience of the last three or four years. 
(Hear, hear.) Those whe have got money 
to inveit have learnt the dangers of rash 
and reckless speculation, and have dis­
covered that over-great haste to make 
money may sometimes lead to pre­
cisely opposite results. (Hear, hear.) And, 
on toe other hand, a not lees important 
class of woge-receivers have gained some 
experience on their side. They have found 
out that no combinations and no union 
among themselves, and no artificial arrange­
ments which they can frame, will serve 
permanetiy to keep wages above their 
natural market rate. (Hear, hear.) Well, 
if I am right, when we take a . new depar­
ture, and I hope we shall before long, start 
on all tides with something gained in ex­
perience, if with something lost in capital

CHILI AND PERU.

Opium and Alcohol
Referring to a statement that during the 

last two years the eoosnmntion of epiem 
by the working olaeeee has largely in area» 
ee, and to an explanation that the in­
creased consumption ia due to the restric­
tion of the sale of intoxication liquor by 
the early eleeing of toe publie house» 
under the late act, the Lancet lays :— 
“ That toe sale of narcotic drugs has of 
late greatly increased, we fear there is bet 
bnt little reason to doubt, but tint the 
explanation offered ia toe oorreet one we 
feel bound to demur to. It ia rather to 
the hardness of the times than to any re­
straint in the sale oi drink that the in­
creased consumption of opium by the work­
ing classes is to be attributed. Opium is 
cheaper than alcohol, and 2d expended on 
the former will give more present ease 
than sixpenny worth of the latter. Nor 
when first commenced does ita use produce 
such unpleasant after effects ae an intoxi­
cating does of alcohol. It is sad to learn 
that toe sale of opinm is extending among 
the lower classes, and we hope, if the evil 
be found to be gaining ground wito the 
rapidity stated—and from facte before ni 
we cannot doubt the accuracy of the re­
port in the main—that Government will 
taken action in toe matter and place severe 
restrictions on the sale of all narcotic 
drugs. The free employment of narcotic 
drugs has wrought individual evil enough 
among the upper and middle classe» of 
society, bnt it would be a national disaster 
if their nee continued to extend among our 
working classes.’’

Panama, June 7.—AA vices from Callao 
to-May 27th give particular» of the recent 
naval battle near Iqpiqne. The Chilian

once steamed away in pnrauit. In the 
meantime the Peruvian fleet learned from 
passing vessels and by telegraph that the 
Chilian ironclads had sailed from Iqnique, 
leaving there only a small wooden corvette, 
the Esmeralda, the despatch boat Cava- 
dong», and toe transport Limare. The 
Hnasoar and Independence, Peruvian iron- 
elada, immediately steamed to Iquiqne 
and attacked those vessels. The Huascar 
after summoning the Esmeralda two 
er three times to surrender, which 
wae answered by btoadsides, at last ram­
med the latter which sank almost immedia­
tely carrying down about 150 men. About 
forty men were reseoed and sent on shore 
“ urisonera of war. In toe meantime the 
—iependencia made chase after the 
Cavadonga and Limare which the comman­
der was anxious to capture but not destroy. 
The Cavadonga, whose captain wae very 
familiar with the ooaat, steered a very 
close course|leadàng the Independence into 
water where she was certain of 
destruction. The Independence followed 
blindly, and at a place known ae Point 
Greusa, while going full speed, the latter 
strook a rock and became a total wreck. 
The Hnasoar eame to her assistance, and, 
finding it impoeeible to save her, took the 
crew off and part of her armament, and 
then let fire to the vessel to prevent her 
from falling into the hands of the enemy. 
The Cavadonga and Limare escaped. 
Thompson, commander of the Esmeralda, 
on hie vessel being struck by the Huascar, 
leaped on board of the latter wito a handful 
of men to attempt apparently the forlorn 
hope of taking her, but he and his men 
were all shot down after a desperate resist­
ance in whioh Lieut. Velarde, ef toe 
Huascar, wae killed. Commander Moore, 
of the independencia, is stated to be half 
mad in oonseqnenoe of the loss of his ship 
at snoh a critical time and has to be guard­
ed for fear of his attempting to take his 
own life.

Exciting Balloon Accident.
One of the most extraordinary escapes 

from death ever recorded, aaya the Mel­
bourne Argu», occurred on Easter Monday 
to an aeronaut named L’Estrange. In the 
presenoe of thouaande of spectators he 
made an accent from the Agricultural 
Grounds on the Sk Kilds-road in the 
balloon Aurora, the eame, it ia laid, which 
was need to convey despatches during the 
Franco-Prnesian war. When the balloon 
had attained the great altitude of a mile 
and three-quarters it suddenly collapsed, 
the gas bursting through ita eide, bnt the 
parachute came into play, and instead of 
the wreck falling like a atone, it came down 
in a zig-zag course, and finally struck a 
tree in the Government Domain, thus 
breaking the fall, and L’Estrange reach­
ed the ground half-stunned, but alive. 
The excitement when the balloon came 
down was intense. Women screamed and 
fainted, some fell on ttieir knees with their 
hands clasped in prayer, while hundreds of 
men rushed into the Government Domain, 
expecting to find a mangled body, but to 
their astonishment they discovered 
L’Estrange alive, and almost unhurt,

“High Church” Nonconformists.
The London correspondent of the Liver­

pool Courier says ;—“ Certain Nonconform­
ist ruling bodies are taking into serions 
consideration the increasing prevalence of 
what are termed ‘ High Church’ practices 
in both Weeleyan and Congregational 
chapels.

Timet ae follows:—“ Freeh" instanoes ot 
the occurrence of lead, copper, arsenic, or 
some other injurions metal either in food, 
clothing, furniture, or other articles of 
daily nee and necessity, are constantly 
being brought to light ; bnt the list is by 
no means yet complete, and my purpose in 
the present communication is to add to it 
another instance. Those who have occa­
sion to make me of postage stamp» in large 
quantities are aware that the colour is 
easily removed, and that the hands and 
lips, if the «tamps be moistened by toe 
tongue, quickly become much stained. 
Now, into the composition of this colour­
ing matter a poisonous metal enters largely. 
I nave recently subjected a number of 

nny stamps to eaaly»i$.,andin all I have 
—and lead in huge qnaosHy, derived, 
doebtieee, from the rod lead . employed in 
the «flouring of the stamp». The presenoe 
of such a metal must be regarded as highly 
objectionable, and posnibly in seme cases

metal in question will, I am sure, cause toe 
Poet Office authorities to discontinue the 
nee of snoh stamps with ee little delay ae 
possible.”

A FEROCIOUS Dee.
«to Being» ef an Animal that waa M#lan 

Shu Lord DsSerl».
A, bulldog that wae stolen from' Lord 

Deffcrin in Canada, a year ago, turned np 
lately in Terre Haute, where she hilled- a 
Team steer ia a street fight. CoL Buies, 
of Evansville, bought her for $116, and 
fmtened her in his stable. The Evansville 
Journal of last Wednesday said “Yee- 
terday, while the Colonel wse leading a 
home .worth $1,000 past the dog,'she 
leaped towards the horse with such tre­
mendous force that the collar snsnmd Hk- 
• string She buried her teeth in the 
horse a flesh. Col. Burns seized the dog 
by the throat with both hands, and hurl­
ing her back, threw himself upon 
her ae she fell. She tore hie- shirt 
into shreds. At last, with his heavy 
boot heel he planted a blow on the fore­
head which stunned the beast. The Journal 
of Thursday said “Col. Borne was sit- 
ting on horseback at his front gate yester- 
daÿ morning, when the epotted bulldog 
dashed out the aide gate, having snapped 
the cast-iron chain. He whipped his horse 
into a gallop and followed. Capt. App, of 
the police, was coming down the street in hie 
barouche when the dog dashed toward his 
horse and made a leap at his throat. The 
horse shied to escape the danger, over­
throwing the barouche, and hurling Capt. 
App against a shade tree with such force 
ae to dislocate the right elbow. On Par- 
rett street the furious dog met a lad and 
seised him by the collar of hianoat. Both 
rolled off the plank walk and down the em­
bankment. CoL Burns attacked the dog with 
the butt of a heavy whip and knocked her 
senseless. The horse ran away during the 
fight and hps not been reeovered. The 
dog was hauled home «till senseless. ” The 
Journal of Friday said:—“Marshal Lan- 
golf went to the stables to see the dog yes­
terday. She lazily yawned and pretended 
to fawn, while her great red chops, hang­
ing down, were opened and closed indo­
lently. Langolf went to pat her head 
gently, when she leaped at lue throat. The 
stout trace held her back, though her paws 
caught in the Marshal’s vest and brought 
him down on his knees. He drew his re­
volver and put two bullets through her 
head. With a few struggles the ferocious 
beast died."

A Terrible Situation.
The Denver (Col.) Tribune telle the.fol- 

lowing stoiy of the Grand Canon : Charles 
May and his brother Robert, in the spring 
of 1870, offered to pass 60,000 railroad ties 
down the Arkansas from the mountain 
source. He says :—“ Onr offer was ac­
cepted, when we started into the upper en­
trance of the canon with a large stiff, pro­
vided with six days’ provisions and 200 
feet of rope, with which, by taking a run­
ning turn around some firmly planted ob­
ject, we could lower our boat a hundred 
feet at a time. In this way, at the end of 
three days, having set adrift many hun­
dred ties, we leached the entrance to the 
Royal Gorge. Here we discovered that 
an attempt to descend the first waterfall 
with two in the boat was certain destruc­
tion, and to return was impossible. Ac­
cordingly, I determined to lower my 
brother down the fall in a boat, a distance 
of 200 feet, gave him the rope and let him 
take the chance of the canon (life seemed 
more certain in that direction, ) while I 
would risk my physical ability to climb 
the canon wall, which was about 2,000 feet 
high.

“ About 10 o’clock in the morning I 
shook hands with my brother, lowered him 
in the boat safely to the foot of the fall, 

ive him the rope and saw him no more, 
hen throwing aside my coat, hat and 

boots; and stripping the seeks from my 
feet, I commenced my climbing way, often 
reaching toe height of one or two hundred 
feet, only to be compelled to return to try 
some other way. At length about 4 o’clock 
in the afternoon, I reached a height upon 
the smooth canon wall of a thousand feet. 
Here my farther progrees was arrested by 
a shelving ledge of rook that jutted out 
from the canon side a foqt or more. To 
advance wae without hope ; to return cer­
tain death. Reaching upward and out­
ward, I grasped the rim of the ledge wito 
one hand and then with the other, my feet 
slipped from the smooth side of the canon, 
and my body bong suspended in the air a 
thousand feet above toe roaring waters of 
toe Arkansas.

“ At that moment I looked downward to 
measure the distance I would have to fall 
when the strength of my arms gave out. 
A stinging sensation crept through my hair 
ss my eye caught the strong root of a cedar 
bush that projected ont over the ledge, a 
little beyond my reach. My grasp upon 
the rim of the ledge waa fast yielding to 
the weight of my person. Then I deter­
mined to make my best effort to raise my 
body and throw it sideways toward the 
root so as to bring it within my grasp. At 
the moment ef commencing toe effort I eaw 
my mother’s face aa she. leaned out over 
the ledge, reached down her hand and 
caught me by the hair. Stranger, my 
mother died while yet a young woman, 
when I and my brother weee small boys, 
but I remember her face. I was successful 
in making the side leap of my arms, when 
I drew myself upon the ledge and rested 
for a time. From here upward my climb­
ing way was laborious, but less dangerous. 
I reached the top of tho canon just as the 
sun was sinking down behind the snowy 
range, and hastened to our camp at the 
mouth of the canon, where I found my 
brother all safe. ‘Charley,’ said he, 
‘ have you had yon had yonr head ifi a 
flour sack?’ It waa then I discovered 
that my hair was ae white ae yon see it 
now.”

The French consul-general in Egypt has 
presented a protest against the arbitrary 
manner in whioh the Khedive’s decree 
treat» the creditors at Egypt.

The questions of the 
rate of interest and the guarantees on the 
unified debt are left to the great powers.

London, June 12.—The Khedive of 
Egypt haa received a despatch from Capt. 
Gesai indicating that the slave trade at ita 
chief centre has been crushed, and the rich 
territories of the Soudan are soon likely to 
be opened to civilization. Capt. Gemi 
fought seven battles wito slave traders on 
the Gazelle river. All the slave stations 
were destroyed, and the establishment of 
civilised rule will prevent any further raids 
from the region of the Gamlle.

George R. Reynolds, a Salt Lake City 
bigamist, was yesterday sentenced to two- 
years’ imprisonment and $500 fine. He is 
the first Mormon convicted of polygamy 
since the passage of the Act of 1862: Every 
effort was made to prevent his conviction.

Emma Abbott, the prima donna, collect­
ed a thousand dollars on Wall street, New 
York, on Thursday, thus securing a suf­
ficient sum to commence proceedings for a 
new trial for Bennett and Mrs. Smith, the 
condemned Jersey City murderers. Judge 
Hilton contributed $300 and Jay Gould 
$100.

The American barque Moravia sailed 
from New York on Saturday on its second 
voyage to Liberia, with about fifty negroes 
gathered from Arkansas, Carolina, and 
other portions of the country by the agent» 
of the Colonization Society sent out under 
the care of the Rev. C. C. Brown, who has 
been for twenty-seven years a resident of 
Liberia.

A putty of five men arrived at Suspen­
sion Bridge, N. Y., on Wednesday after­
noon, and offered for sale a quantity of 
cutlery, Ac., which the police suspected to 
be stolen goods. On an enquiry being 
made, the men ran for the woods, the 
officers opening fire, which was returned 
by the thieves. Four of them, however, 
were captured. The fifth was wounded in 
the arm.

Returns to the Department of Agricul­
ture indicate an increase in the area planted 
in cotton of over 20 per cent. ; average con­
dition 96, against 99 laat ye’ar ; average 
condition of winter wheat, 90, against 98 
last year ; spring wheat, acreage, four per 
cent, increase over last spring. In the 
Territories wheat-raising has advanced 
westward more rapidly than statistical in­
quiries have been able to reach.

A man was arrested at Ogdenaburg on 
Thursday who had on him descriptions and 
diagrams of different residences in various 
parts of Canads ; also some silver tea­
spoons of peculiar manufacture and having 
a crest on the handle and a lozenge figure 
on the bowl. He is about 5 feet 7 inches 
in height, light complexion, small dark 
eyes, slightly bald, and weighs about 145 
pounds. He is held in custody awaiting 
identification.

Mrs. Starch, of Surgeon Bay, Wis., de­
sired to get of her husband. She put 
poison in his coffee, but the -dose waa so 
small that it made him only slightly ill. 
She tried again, and made the quantity so 
large that it did not seriously harm him. 
Then she experimented on a dog and cat ; 
but, by the time she had thoroughly mas­
tered the subject, Mr. Starch’s suspicion 
was aroused, and he detected the drog in 
his cup on the occasion of the third at­
tempt on his life.

The Bodie; Cal., Standard publishes par­
ticulars of the diaeovery of a bonanza in 
the Bodie gold mine. The development is 
on the 433 foot level, and has been un­
covered 200 feet in length, and 300 feet 
vertically. The average thickness is two 
feet, the filling being a peculiar mixture of 
metallic gold, home and native silver, and 
silver In sulphur. The management will 
mix toe rioh with a lower grade of ore to 
prolong toe production while prospecting 
the lower levels, confining the dividends 
to one hundred thousand dollars per month.

Although her influence over him was very 
great, he declined to help her kill his 
parents ; yet he promised never to divulge 
her proposal. One night he suspected that 
she was about to earry out her project, and 
watched her. He saw her chloroform the 
old folks and let in Joe Greer, a desperado, 
who killed Brown with an iron bar and 
badly injured Mrs. Brown. -The crime 
was attributed to tramps, until Willard, 
jealous of Joe Greer’s intimacy with Louisa, 
spoke out.

New York, May 12.—The Herald's 
Berlin special says a profound sensation 
has been caused by the cold, not to say 
slighting reception given to Prince Bis­
marck by the Empress Augusta yesterday. 
The Emperer had greeted him with the 
greatest frankness but the Empress on the 
other hand seemed as if she wished to show 
her dislike of toe Prince by notonly answer­
ing his obeisance in a very alighting fashion 
but by not even extending her hand to him, 
as she did immediately afterward with «gra­
cions mien to the veteran Von Moltke. The 
incident is causing much talk in Berlin. It 
is known that the Empress has long enter­
tained a bitter dislike to the Chancellor.

New York, June 13.—The steamer 
Oder, from Bremen, arrived . this morning, 
reports that on June 8th she collided wito 
the barque Collector, from Arundel for 
New York, the letter «inking immediately. 
Four seamen and one passenger were lost. 
The Oder sustained no damage.

An Episode nr John Bunvan's Life.— 
A carious episode in John Banyan's life hae 
been unearthed by a London magazine. It 
ie a valuable contribution to our too scanty 
knowledge of the Glorious Dreamer. Mrs. 
Agnes Beaumont, a Bedfordshire contem­
porary of Banyan, relates in her journal 
how she rode from her native village of 
Edworth to a church meeting at Gamlin- 
gay on Mr. Banyan’s horse. ■ “ I had not 
ridden far,” she says, “ before my heart 
began to be lifted up with pride at the 
thoughts of riding behind the servant of 
the Lord, and was pleased if any looked 
after us as we rode along. Indeed, I 
thought myself very happy that day ; first, 
that it pleased God to make way for my 
~ting ; and then that I should have the 
lononr to ride behind Mr. Banyan, who 

would sometimes be speaking to me about

lived at Bedford, and knew us beth, and 
spoke to a» aa we rode along, and soon 
after raised a vile «medal upon ns, though, 
blessed be God, It wsa false." When 
she returned home, her father, who 
was an irreligious man, turned her
ont of toe house, and would not 
let h6r in for several days. He called 
her “huesey, ’’ and even threatened te 
throw her into the pond. Some evil- 
minded men of the village, especially one 
Mr. Firry, a great enemy of toe Dissent­
ers, had set her father against Banyan ;
