HAYMAKING.
Timely Hints to The Herald’s Agricul 

tnral Readers.

As farmers will soon be busy at hay- 
harvest, a few words on this important 
subject will be in order.

Be sure and have everything ready be­
fore the rush begins. Take some rainy 
day and get the knives ground and all re­
pairs made, the mows cleaned out, the 
forks hunted up, the hayfork, if one ji§* 
used, put in readiness, the car oiled, tjfe 
pulleys and ropes hung in their proper, 
places. Do not wait until there is aTOad 
in the barn and then find that the rope 
requires splicing or that a new one is 
needed and thus lose half a day of good 
weather.

Though the principles of haymaking 
are few in number and easily understood, 
they admit of many variations, and nearly 
every farmer has his own way of manag­
ing his bay crop.

It is often stated that hay should be so 
made that it is dried grass. Though this 
idea, at first sight, appears reasonable, still 
the conceptions of hay and dried grass are 
quite distinct in the mind of the practical 
farmer, for grass which lias not attained 
its full growth, makes a soft non-nutri- 
tious feed, hence the popular conviction 
that horses need old or riper hay.

TIME TO CUT.

In order to obtain the best hay, the 
grass should be cut at the time when it 
contains the greatest amount of nutriment, 
aud the crop should be secured with as 
little waste as possible. If the hay is cut 
too soon, the yield will be small, and the 
feeding value will be less. Another dis­
advantage of early cut hay is, that it will 
be so full of sap that, unless the weather 
is very favorable, it will be almost im­
possible to cure it properly, though with 
the introduction of improved tedders and 
horse-rakes, this objection has lees weight.

It has been found that at about or 
shortly after the full bloom, the plant has 
drawn all the substance that it can take 
from the soil, so it will easily be seen that 
there is a direct loss if cut before this 
period.

After the period of full bloom, the stalk 
increases in weight and becomes dryer, 
but it is owing to the carbon which is 
taken from the air. This process changes 
the digestible cellulose into the more in­
digestible woody fibre. If a farmer were 
selling hay, it might pay as well to let it 
stand somewhat longer that it would for 
his own use, for he would get a greater 
weight of hay, which would sell for nearly 
as much as earlier cut hay.

Another disadvantage of late cutting is, 
that a larger proportjpn of the nutritive 
material is deposited in the seeds, which, 
owing to their small size; are liable to be 
shelled out and lost, or if saved and fed> 
being too small to be thoroughly masti­
cated, will escape digestion.

Practical men say that when about one- 
half the heads of the clover plants turn 
brown, it is fit to cut. Timothy they 
would prefer to cut when it is in what is 
called the second flower.

WASTES IN HAYMAKING.

There are many wastes to be guarded 
against in the proper curing of hay. Late 
cutting is one of these ; for very few peo­
ple will begin cutting their hay early, 
enough, and before they are through the 
latter part will be so ripe that it will-be 
little better than straw. Another waste, 
and one which should be guarded against 
in clover, and especially if it has been cut 
on the ripe side, is from the shaking off 
of the foliage and the fine leaves, which 
are the richest part of the plant in nitro­
gen. Other wastes are the washing out 
of the soluble parts by rains, and the 
moulding and rotting due O insufficient 
curing.

One of the chief remedies against wash­
ing by rains is the improved machinery, 
such as tedders, horse-rake and loaders, 
by means of which the hay is dried so 
rapidly that it is not necessary to cut down 
much at a time. Many farmers, nowadays, 
do not cock their hay — deeming it a waste 
of time. Both science and practice agree 
that where hay is put in a cock, it is poss­
ible to make the best quality of hay. But 
in this country, where the weather is so 
uncertain, the rule to go by is not to cut 
down more than can be handled easily at 
a time, and get it into the barn as quickly 
as possible.

The improved agrcultural implements 
of the present day, including mowing 
machines, tedders, horse-rakes, loaders 
hay-forks and slings, not only facilitate 
the hay-curing process, and thus obviate 
loss in quality by the grass becoming over­
ripe before cutting, or exposure to rain af­
ter being cut, but are also a great saving of 
labor, time and expense, and the best of 
such machiiiQg are not only exceedingly 
useful hut also a necessity in the economy 
of every well-managed farm. A good ted­
der will toss the grass lightly, exposing it 
to the sun and air, and leave it in a loose 
mass upon the ground, allowing it to dry 
rapidly, thus conducing to improvement 
in the quality of the hay and adding to 
its value, for the sooner the curing process 
can he completed, the better the quality of 
the product.

Hay, as a rule, should be housed the day 
after cutting, if possible. Of course, much 
will depend upon the temperature and 
state of the atmosphere in curing grass, 
even on a bright sunny day.

If the hay is cut after the dew lias dried 
off, start the tedder as soon as the grass 
begins to wilt, and turn it frequently. In 
this way the hay may be sufficiently dried 
to rake up and dry the same day. If the 
grass is very green and heavy, or if the 
weather is unfavorable, the above could 
not be done, and a somewhat longer time 
would have to be given to the curing pro­
cess. When it is thought better to cock 
hay, the use of hay caps will he found ad­
vantageous. A very light, easily-handled 
cap is being manufactured out of paper, 
which appears to fill the bill, aud does 
away with weights, pegs or any other 
method of fastening the caps.

AGRICULTURE AND DAIRYING

Dlsonssod at the Board of Trade Rooms 
by Dairy Com. Robertson.

ProLRobertson Dominion dairy commis­
sioner, delivered an address in St. John 
recently, on the dairying and farming in­
terest of Canada, both from the sandpiont 
of the farmer of the country and business 
and of the city.

Those who were present, among whom 
were Attorney General Blair, Sir Leonard 
Tilley, Mayor Robertson and other pro­
minent citizens, were charmed with the 
address, which was comprehensive, enter­
taining and instructive.

President Halheway who introduced the 
speaker, spoke of the desire on the part 
of the hoard to cement still more firmly 
the ties between the merchant and the 
farmer.

Prof. Robertson exprssed pleasure in 
speaking before a board of trade. He like

to see the merchants conscious of the fact 
that their interests were advanced by the 
advances in the condition of the farmer, 
and it was well when each recognized the 
mutual dependence.

Capitalists, and others with financial 
interests, watch the progress of the farmer, 
and pay closer attention to the crops than 
is generally supposed. When the crops 
are good, there is a feeling of security 
among monied men ; but when crops are 
bjiA such a feeling does not exist. The 

nact is that the opinions of those in the 
country are largely moulded by the people 

the city was touched upon, and the re­
mark made that this province was fortun­
ate in having a government which always 
took an interest in the farmer and his 
welfare. New Brunswick is backward in 
agriculture, that is the agriculture for 
home use. There is not diversity enough 
in the crops grown and thus a failure of 
one dr more has a bad effect. More crops 
should be grown in the interests of the 
farmer.

Speaking of wealth Prof. Robertson said 
there are five main sources of wealth. 
Sunshine is one source which is frequently 
overlooked though it is a great one. As 
an illustration he told of what is being 
done in some places in Russia in the grow­
ing of sunflowers for their oil the and by­
crops of fodder. The growth of these flow­
ers was being introduced into Canada and 
should be encouràged.

Soil is the next source of wealth, and 
here in some of the valleys there is land as 
fertile as can be found anywhere in the 
world. In the delta of the hill and in one 
or two places in New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia are the only lands which can be 
spoken of as inexhaustible.

Air is another source of wealth. In 
this connexion he spoke of the power of 
clover and beans to take up nitrogen, and 
if ploughed back again they were a valu­
able addition to the soil.

Water was mentioned as a source of
wealth.

Intelligent labor was submitted as being 
an important factor in the wealth of the 
country. In New Brunswick the labor 
had not been turned to any better account 
than any of the other four sources spoken 
of. The labor of this province was fre­
quently exhaustive, but was not skilful, 
and generally in Canada the work was 
not skilful. Skilful labor is that which 
makes the right thing at the right time. 
Good management is skilful labor, and it 
is not good management in this province 
to have a surplus of tho cheapest products 
and a scarcity of those which are dearest- 
Butter will be a good product. It always 
pays a good price, employs many in its 
production, and sells quickest. It is a 
good article to produce except jierhaps in 
July and August. Wheat will be a wrong 
crop for the next ten years. Grain has 
fallen in price and in India and Russia 
can be produced at a cheaper rate than 
will be profitable for persons with the 
standard of comfort which prevails here. 
The workman in India receives ten cents 
per day for his labors, and in this country 
something near that price will have to be 
taken by the laborerer here if grain is to 
be sold. Outside grain producing countries 
outnumber Canada in workers and in 
bushels, and outbid her in the markets. 
As conditions are at present the whole 
world is an auction room.
'La butter, though the keenest competi­

tion last year was from New Zealand, the 
high prices are maintained. The reason is 
that the manufacture of butter requires a 
higher class of workman, one whose stand­
ard of comfort is near that of the maker of 
butter here, and who, therefore, can not af­
ford to take a low price of his goods. The 
finer products have not gone down in price 
and are not likely to, since intelligent labor 
is needed for them, and it is, to the pro­
duction of these that the people of New 
Brunswick and of Canada should devote 
themselves. The people here should lift 
themselves out of competition with a low 
class of labor into a competition with those 
engaged in a higher class of production. 
The greater the culture in the country the 
greater will be the wealth which will flow 
into the city. The success of St. John de­
pends upon the people of the province hav­
ing products to send into the city and out 
again for export.

It would not have been hard to get the 
best lihe of steamers In the world to come 
here if there was the wealth of products for 
it to carry. Thus it was better for the Board 
of trade to take steps to encourage product­
ion throughout the province and thus 
build up the possible exports than to 
struggle for lines of steamers. Good arti­
cles have not to wait to look for exchange 
for wealth, and if butter and cheese are 
manufactured here, they can readily find 
a market. Times are hard when there is 
a scarcity of products demanding exchange 
for money, but not when there are good 
marketing articles which in selling quick­
en circulation.

This province has been paying a tribute 
to the people of Ontario which is really 
immense. Every dollar that has gone 
from here to Ontario for grain, has been 
tribute to the superior skill of that people 
which should not be paid. New Bruns­
wick should grow its own corn, beans 
and sunflowers for feeding purposes and 
not pay out for grain. The coarse grains 
could be fed for bacon to supply the lumber 
camps.

The stability of the cheese and butter 
market was dealt w'ith, and the fact that 
the United States, in other things our keen­
est and ablest competitor, is retiring from 
the field in the production of butter and 
cheese.

The influence of dairying upon land is 
beneficial. It preserves the fertility of 
the soil, it calls into use hitherto unused 
lands, it keeps labor on the farms all the 
year, and it gives the farmer control of 
the effect of the weather upon his interests. 
In the country the people, man for man, 
are equal to those anywhere. Such con­
ditions should be made for them that 
they will be enabled to do well. Density 
of intelligent population makes property 
valuable, and by dairying there will be 
employed more people, and the future of 
the country will be helped materially. 
These Maritime Provinces, in the opinion 
of Prof. Robertson, offer better opportuni­
ties for the Scotch, English, Irsh and Dan­
ish farmer immigrant than does the coun­
try west of Lake Superior. Lord Aber­
deen, who is an astute statesman, has 
consented to adress agricultural gatherings 
throughout the province this summer set­
ting forth, the advantages as a home for 
immigrants, and the reports of his speeches 
will be forwarded to Great Britain for 
distribution, Perhaps an agricultural pic­
nic will be held at the capital, where all 
persons can gather.

The dairy station at Sussex and the 
travelling dairy was spoken of as work 
done in the interests of the farmers. In 
P. E. Island during the last four years 
through the efforts of the government thf 
number of acres under cultivation for corn 
had risen from 10 to 5,000, which it is 
at present.

The speaker closed with reference to 
the position taken by the New Brunswick 
dairy products at the World’s Fair, and 
promised his assistance, whenever needed, 
in the advancing of the farming interests 
of Canada. A vote ot thanks was moved 
by Mayor Robertson, afld seçopdçd by 
éir Leonard Tilley,

CARNOT ASSASSINATED.
s

The President of France Stab­
bed to Death in the Streets 

of Lyons

By an Italian Anarchist.

President Carnot, of France, was assass­
inated at 9.45 Sunday night, at Lyons, by 
an Italian anarchist. The latter climbed 
on the step of the president’s carriage, 
which was being driven to the theatre, 
and under the pretext of handing him a 
petition, dealt the head of the republic a 
blow with a stilleto, from which death 
followed at 12.45.

The president was visiting Lyons in 
connection with the International exhibi­
tion. Sunday night at 9.45 President 
Carnot started lor the theatre, where a 
performance was to be given because of 
his presence in the city. Several carriages 
were in the procession, the first one being 
occupied by the president. Mr. Carnot’s 
carriage was driven slowly along in front 
of the Palais de Commerce and then turn­
ed into the Rue de la Republique. When 
half way down the street, which was lined 
with enthusiastic crowds of people, who 
were loudly cheering, a man rushed out 
of the crowd and sprang upon the step of 
the president’s landau. Just at this mo­
ment M. Carnot was waving his right 
hand in response to the ovation that was 
being given him by the crowd. The peo­
ple close to the carriage saw that the man 
standing on the step

HAD "A KNIFE IN HIS HAND,

and by the glare of the electric lights they 
saw the bright blade gleam in the air as 
the assassin’s arm descended, and then 
President Carnot was seen to fall back in 
his seat, his face deathly pale. One of his 
hands was pressed qver his heart, where 
the steel had entered his body.

M. Rivaud, prefect of Lyons, who was 
seated by M. Carnot, immediately struck 
the assassin a blow full in the face and 
knocked him from the step, thus prevent­
ing the man from again stabbing the pres­
ident, which it was his evident intention 
to do.

Instantly cries of “Le president est 
assassine,” “Mort a la assassin,” were 
heard on every side, and the crowd in the 
vicinity of the carriage swelled to enorm­
ous proportions, every member of it seem­
ingly intent upon killing the assassin. He 
was grasped by a dozen hands, and his 
life would have then and there paid the 
forfeit of his crime had it not been for 
several sergeants de ville, who seized him 
and attempted to draw him away from hie 
captors. This was found to be impossible 
as the infuriated populace were determin­
ed to lynch the man, and the efforts of 
the sergeants availed nothing, beyond 
saving the man from instant death. 
Blows were aimed at his face and head 
over the shoulders of the police, who had 
by this time received reinforcements. In 
the meantime

had spread with lightning-like rapidity, 
and mounted guards were sent to the aid 
of the policeman. With drawn sabres 
the guards rode down into the swirling 
crowd, heedless of whom their horses 
trampled upon. The crowd slowly gave 
way before the horses, and at last the 
centre of the crowd was reached. Then 
a cordon was formed around the ten al­
most exhausted policemen and their cap­
tive, and the march to the police station 
began.

Physicians were hastily summoned to 
attend the president, who had almost im­
mediately been conveyed to the prefect­
ure. A careful examination was made of 
the wound, and the doctors declared that 
the condition of M. Carnot was hopeless.

The receipt of the news of the assassin­
ation caused a great sensation at the 
Grand theatre, which was filled to the 
walls by the elite of Lyons. All were 
awaiting with impatience the arrival of 
the president, and all were unable to un­
derstand the delay. Suddenly a man en­
tered the theatre, crying at the top of his 
voice, “ The . president has been assassin­
ated.” The most intense excitement fol­
lowed this abrupt announcement.

On arrival at the prefecture, General 
Borious, the prefect and the mayor alight­
ed. President Carnot lay motionless and 
unconscious' upon the cushions of the 
carriage. His eyes were closed. His 
overcoat was unbuttoned, and his shirt, 
on which the bright red cordon of the 
legion of honor was conspicuous, was cov­
ered on the left side just over the heart by 
a large blood stain that extended to the 
hip. It was impossible to tell from his 
appearance whether he was dead oralive. 
The crowd surged about in the vicihity of 
the carriage, but the mounted guards and 
the foot police held them in check some 
distance from the landau in which the 
president was lying. Many were the ex­
pressions of pity for the president and an­
ger at his assassin.

General Boridus, the prefect and the 
mayor, assisted by a number of attendants, 
lifted M. Carnot from the carriage and 
with difficulty carried him as tenderly as 
possible to a room on the first floor of the 
prefecture and laid him on a bed. Dr. 
Gailleton, mayor of Lyons, examined the 
wound, and all the physicians attending, 
agreed that an operation was necessary, 
and Dr. Olliery immediately probed the 
wound. While this was being done, M. 
Carnot came to his senses and said feebly 
but distinctly, “ You are hurting me.” 
The doctors, however, continued to attend 
the wound, the outward bleeding of which 
had stopped. They knew then that the 
president’s condition was extremely grave 
as they more than suspected that internal 
hemorrhage had commenced.

Shortly after midnight the Archbishop 
of Lyons was summoned to the bedside of 
the dying president to administer to him 
ttie last rites of the church. At half past 
12 o’clock he administered to him the 
sacrament. M. Carnot remained conscious 
to the last. He realized that his life was 
speedily ebbing and twice he said : “Je 
M’en vais.” Dr. Ponset leaned over the 
bed on' which the president was dying 
and said to him : “ Your friends are here 
Monsieur le president.”

M. Carnot replied “ I am grateful for 
their presence,” and in less than a minute 
he gasped for breath, there was a convul­
sive shuddering of his body and the fourth 
president of the French republic was dead.

The assassin is an Italian named Cesare 
Giovanni Santo. He is a beardless young 
man 22 years old. When questioned, his 
replies were given cooly, but without any 
signs of bravado. He refused, however, 
to answer any of the many questions put 
to him regarding his motive for stabbing 
the president, declaring that on this sub­
ject he would speak only before a tribunal.

A strong solution of salt and water will 
remove the poison of a bee or a mosquito 
sting.

Coarse ground coffee sprinkled on a 
shovelful of burning coals will remove of­
fensive odors from the sick room.

When you go to whitewash your cel- 
lers put a lot of copperas in the white­
wash.

If you desire to paper a wall that has 
been whitewashed rub the wall down 
with a cloth wet in strong vinegar or sal- 
eratus.

Flowers will keep better in damp sand 
than in water, and a centerpiece of flow­
ers for the table may be more gracefully 
and firmly arranged in a jar of wet sand\ 
than in a foundation of moss.

A Quick Way of Scrambling Eggs.— Six 
eggs, a half cup of water, a half teaspoon 
of salt, butter the size of a walnut and a 
little pepper. Mix all together and cook 
in a frying pan.

Roly-Poly Pudding.— One pint of flour, 
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder, one 
tablespoonful of butter, and milk to make 
a soft dough. Mix and roll out half an 
inch thick, nearly square. Spread with 
sliced apples, peaches, berries of any kind, 
or cranberries ; roll it up, put into a bis­
cuit tin and bake. Or roll it up into a 
floured cloth and steam. Serve with 
liquid sauce.

Strawberry Pudding.— Beat the yolks 
of four eggs and four tablespoons of sugar. 
Add one quart very ripe strawberries. 
Serve cold and with sauce made of one- 
half cup butter and one cup sugar stirred 
to a cream and piled on top. •

Apple Pie.— One quart of sliced apples, 
one teacup of water, one of sugar, half a 
nutmeg, yolk of one egg, a little sugar and 
milk, puff paste. Peel and slice the ap­
ples, add the water, sugar, peel of half a 
lemon grated and the nutmeg. Stew un­
til tender, then set it away to cool. Line 
a shallow tin pie dish with a good paste ; 
put in the stewed apples half an inch 
deep. Roll out some of the paste, wet it 
over with the yolk of an egg beaten with 
a little milk and a tablespoonful of pow­
dered sugar; cut it into very narrow 
stripe and lay them in cross bars or 
diamonds across the pie ; lay another 
strip around the edge. Trim off the out­
side neatly with a sharp knife until the 
paste loosens from the dish.

GEESE ON THE FARM.
It is a matter of surprise that so few 

formers keep geese, for they are profitable 
to raise, and require less cate and attention 
than any other kind of poultry. Geese are 
grazing stock, as much so, in fact, as horses 
and cattle. During the warm weather 
they will eagerly feed on the succulent 
glasses that grow upon the banks of ponds 
and streams, or even the dryer herbage 
found on the edges of the roadways. On 
this food, together with other material 
picked up, they will support themselves 
and keep in good condition without need­
ing grain or any additional ration. The 
female lays about a dozen of eggs before 
she gets ready to incubate, but it is better 
to hatch them under a hen, for geese, like 
ducks, are poor setters, and make but in­
different mothers. The young gosling 
should be hatched as early in the seasoni 
as it is convenient to have them come out 
for those born early are the largest and 
finest birds. They are very hardy, and 
therefore easy to rear. Probably the best 
food for them is hard boiled eggs chopped 
fine, bread crumbs and short sweet grass. 
While their coop must be kept dry and 
warm water ought to be g nerously provid­
ed and if there be no ponds or streams in 
the neighborhood facilities for drinking 
and bathing, should be supplied by arti- 
fiical means. It may be true, as some writ­
ers assert, that water in large quanity is not 
absolutely essential to the welfare of geese, 
but we think there can be no doubt of 
their thriving better with than without 
it. Geese are long-lived birds, not arriv­
ing at maturity until their third year, and 
often reaching the age of thirty years. 
Many breeders, however, do not consider 
it profitable to keep them after their 
eighth year, especially the gander, who by 
the time he has seen four or five seasons 
becomes very quarrelsome, and often un­
productive. Inbreeding has to be carefully 
guarded against, and for this purpose it is 
necessary to introduce new blood into the 
flock once every five years at least. A 
fair-sized, fully grown goose will weigh 
from twelve to eighteen pounds when 
dressed.

Pedestrians have some slight protection 
against the Man on the Bicycle when he 
goes on a rampage. They can scurry out 
into the gutter and kick mud at him. 
They can scramble upon the fence and 
hurl hard chunks of language at him. 
They can subsidize a teamster and sic a 
coal cart on him. They can lug around 
base-ball bat walking canes and knock 
him out on the fly now and then. They 
can even carry their guns at half-cock and 
bring him down on the wing, if quick 
enough on the trigger. But the Woman 
on a Bicycle is a different thing altogether.

The public has long since recognized 
the fact that it is at the mercy of a woman 
on a pavement, especially if she walk 
double or triple file, and more especially 
if she carry an umbrella. Put her on a 
bicycle and she is simply devastation on 
wheels. With face set as grimly as Fate’s, 
with eyes as unseeing as the Sphinx’s, 
with pedals as relentless as the jaws 
which champ her tolu, she swoops down 
the street ; and when she does, let the 
beasts hunt their holes, the fowls their 
roosts, the men and children hurry to the 
second stories, if second stories be in reach.

THE SCORE CARD SYSTEM.
Dr. Twitchell talks About It to Fred­

ericton Horsemen.

As already intimated, Dr. Twitchell de­
livered an interesting address at the 
Queen hotel last week on the advantages 
of the score card system of judging at ex­
hibitions over the committee system, and 
was able to make out a good case for the 
former. He said we should come to an 
understanding as to the object of award­
ing prizes at exhibitions, whether it was 
simply to give a blue ribbon or to build 
up an increased interest in agricultural 
pursuits. All no doubt agree that the 
latter was the object of exhibitions, and if 
that was true there was call for a change 
in the manner of awarding the prizes. 
He then discussed the committee plan 
pointing out its alleged absurdities and fav­
oritism, applying it particularly to the 
judging of horses. In New England the 
stables were overstocked with hprses and 
he presumed it was the same in the prov­
inces. We had sought production rather 
than quality ; we have been seeking b'ood 
lines rather that individuality. T the 
score system of judging we ■ divif ;d the 
horse into parts, and measure them giving 
our judgment on the whole by the sum 
of these parts. This method brings the 
measurement down to the individual 
parts, and we have a record of them. The 
ideal of form with special reference to 
purpose should be our aim, and also to 
educate the exhibitor. The score card 
not only gives the complete record of 
judgment, but it presents reasons for that 
judgment, and it fixes the responsibility 
where it properly belongs. The score 
card is especially designed to give fair 
play to the humbler exhibitors, and there 
can be no favoritism when it is used. It 
is eight years since his society had com­
menced its use and it had revolu- 
ized the horse exhibitions there. There 
has hardly been a murmur against it. 
We use only one judge in each class.

Dr. Twitchell then exhibited a score 
card and judged one of Mr. Edwards’ 
horses by it, giving the explanations in 
detail. Here is a card which speaks for 
itself.

DR. TWITCIIELL’s IDEAL HORSE.

In his description Dr. Twitchell gave 
the points of his ideal horse as follows :

Eyes.—Color hazel, large, full, lustrous, 
expressive, indicative of intelligence, free 
from meatiness of lid.

Head.— Wide between the eyes, good 
breadth between ears, broad and flat on 
the face, a large, open, thin nostril. A 
Roman face indicated .a restricted pas­
sage. He liked a thick lip and the lower 
lip not to drag, a clean cut jaw.

Neck.— Good length, thin at the top, 
not arched nor ewe-necked. A thick 
neck indicates beefiness or closeness in the 
spinal column. A neck well cut at the 
throttle and well set On the shoulders.

Ear.— Not too large but loose in action.
For a driving horse, a thin, sloping 

shoulder blade, extending well back to 
the saddle.

Chest.— Deep, full, prominent, and a 
good width, open between the forearms.

Barrel for driver, deep and wel 
rounded ; a long springy rib.

Point of Coupling.— In front of the 
line of the hips, and well over the kid­
neys, the weak spot in man or animal. 
This gives endurance and strength of the 
horse over the kidneys.

Quarters.— Symmetrical sloping and 
long, which gives nimble stifle action.

Tail long, bone well set and stiff, hairs 
fine and good.

Stifles muscular and long to the hock.
Forearm long and well muscled.
Hocks sound and strong, free from 

weakness, and a good angle, extending 
well down, and well filled in front.

Knees neither calf nor sprung ; if too 
round likely to go over in front.

Cannon Bone flat, broad and short.
Pasterns should be at an angle of forty- 

five degrees ; long and springy, to relieve 
the concussion in travelling.

Feet should be good width, round, free 
from contractions, good elastic frog.

Color — There is now quite a rage for 
chestnuts, they rank high in the market 
but can never take place of the solid bay.

Size, 15 to sixteen hands, weight at 
that height should be 1050 lbs.

Coat glossy, fine and short.
Substance is got in the way the horse 

stands and his head is hung.
A thin drawn navel indicates want of 

vitality.
Symmetry or general contour in his 

natural position.
Action and style.— In action, his ideal 

is a horse that takes up his fore feet and 
drops them in the line of action, without 
turning in or turning out ; hind feet which 
are the propellers, falling just outside the 
line of the forward feet, and in the line of 
action.

These are points for a general horse, 
such as will sell today for from $250 to 
$500. He did not care how nervous the 
horse was if the brain power was present.

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FREDERICTON’S CELEBRATION.

Fredericton will loyally welcome Lord 
and Lady Aberdeen, on the occasion of 
their visit here in August, not only be­
cause of their official position, but also on 
their own account. Since their arrival in 
Canada, they have shown strong sym­
pathy with all classes of the people, and 
have given their countenance and aid to 
everything of a character likely to benefit 
the country. It was a happy idea in Prof. 
Robertson, to utilize Lord Aberdeen’s 
visit to give the agricultural interests of 
New Brunswick a boom, and doubtless 
the farmers of the province will be pre­
sent by the thousands at the grand picnic 
to be held under their auspices. But the 
citizens of Fredericton, besides assisting 
to make the picnic a success, will doubt­
less add other interesting features to the 
Governor General’s visit, and The 
Herald understands that a move in that 
direction will be made at the City Coun­
cil, Tuesday evening. Lord and Lady 
Aberdeen will probably remain here at 
least two or three days, and will receive 
a welcome not only from the civic autho­
rities and farmers, but also from the local 
government, and when all these bodies 
cooperate, the celebration ought to be the 
biggest one seen in Fredericton for many 
a year.

A PUBLIC NUISANCE.

The number of serious accidents which 
have occurred in this city by bicycles rid­
den on the sidewalks, ought to arouse the 
authorities to a sense of their duty in the 
matter. There is a strict bye-law against 
any such invasion of pedestrian rights, 
and it applies to the hack streets as well 
as the front. Bicyclists should be given 
to understand in a striking way that they 
have no right to ride their machines on 
the sidewalks of Fredericton. The Herald 
is informed that an officer has more than 
once called the attention of the Police 
Magistrate to the breach of the bye-law, 
but no action has been taken against the 
offenders. Perhaps Col. Marsh has an 
explanation to offer, and if so, the public 
would like to hear it. The Herald, in 
its crusade against the law breakers, is in 
dead earnest, and it demands that the 
authorities do their duty. It may be your 
child, reader, who will next be knocked 
down and injured hv the reckless riders, 
and you will have goOchground for asking 
punishment for the offender, and damages 
from the corporation. If the law does not 
protect pedestrians on the sidewalk from 
probable collision with a bicycle, then the 
pedestrians will have to protect them­
selves. The Herald believes in the 
bicycle as a means for rational enjoyment, 
but there is plenty of room on Frederic­
ton’s level streets for those who ride the 
wheel. Let them be warned that riding 
on the sidewalks will mean prosecution 
every time.

MOWATT WILL NOT GO.

The Ontarion general election Tuesday, 
resulted in the Liberal premier, Sir Oliver 
Mowatt and his party being sustained by 
a clear majority over the Conservatives 
and all other elements in the field. The 
revised figures give the standing of parties 
as follows :

Independent and P. P. A...................... 3

The Patrons mostly, if not all, are Lib­
erals, and will support the government on 
their general policy, so that Sir Oliver, 
while able to run the administration 
without their assistance, will in affiliation 
with them, have two-thirds of the new 
legislature. His victory over the Conserv­
atives, was a most decisive one. The 
Patrons appear to have made a fair stand, 
but the Protestant Protective Association 
candidates, with their sectarian cries, 
were buried by an avalanche of ballots.

All the members of the government 
were reelected by substantial majorities, 
except Hon. W. Harty, the Roman Catho­
lic commissioner of public works, who 
was defeated in Kingston, by five votes. 
His friends attribute his defeat to the 
foolish attack made on Mr. Meredith, the 
opposition leader, by Archbishop Cleary.

“ Those people who have been drum­
ming it into our ears for weeks back that 
Mowat was going, don’t know what they 
are talking about. Mowat didn’t go yes­
terday. He had no intention of going.

When 
the game is over we find the old man 
seated at ease on his own verandah, smok­
ing his pipe of contentment, and wearing 
in exaggerated form the bland and guile­
less smile that is wont to characterize the 
Mowat profile. Mowat must go! It is 
the other man who has to itio all .the 
“ going.” Mowat at least won’t go. That’s 
settled. Men may come. and men may 
go, but he stays on forever. There’s no 
use running against a brick wall.”

HEIR TO THE BRITISH THRONE.

All England and her Colonies rejoice at 
the interesting domestic event which oc­
curred at White Lodge, Saturday night, 
when the Duchess of York presented her 
husband with a son, who is in the direct 
line of succession to the British throne. 
The little prince is reported as a lively 
youth, and his arrival disposes of the fear 
that the succession might revert to the 
daughter of the Duke of Fife, who is not 
of exclusively royal blood. The Queen 
is a very old lady, the Prince of Wales is 
getting up in years, and the Duke of York 
is not in the best of health. The removal 
of these three august personages would 
leave the throne open to the youngster 
who put in an appearance on this planet 
Saturday night. For these reasons the 
princeling is an infant of more than ordi­
nary importance, and will dovbtless be 
very tenderly watched over.

Some notable incidents of the election 
may be worth mentioning. Sol. White, 
the Conservative annexationist, was de­
feated in North Essex. He had held that 
seat with the exception of one year, 
since 1879.

The Conservatives had thirty-one rep­
resentatives in the late House. They 
have only twenty-eight in the new.

Hon. Mr. Ballantyne, speaker of the 
last House, was defeated in South Perth.

Hon. Mr. Bronson, member of the gov­
ernment without portfolio, and his col 
league O’Keefe, carried the Conservative 
city of Ottawa, with a majority of eight 
hundred.

Toronto elected four Conservatives by 
large majorities. One of the successful 
candidates was O. A. Howland, brother 
of the late ex-Mayor Howland, who was 
well known in Fredericton.

Charles McKenzie, brother of the late 
Hon. Alex. MacKenzie, was defeated in 
West Lambton.

Mr. Meredith’s majority in London was 
135. It was 202 in the last contest.

Sir Oliver had 700 majority in North 
Oxford.

The P. P. A.-’s only elected one candi­
date, McCallum, who was a member of 
the last House.

Sir Oliver Mowatt, whom the people 
of Ontario have again returned to powel 
for four years, has had a remarkably suc> 
cessful career. Before Confederat]@Hf”Ee 
was a member of the old Canadian As­
sembly for seven years, and sat in the 
government of that day. He accepted 
judgship in 1864, but returned to political 
life in 1872, when he succeeded Hon. Ed­
ward Blake as premier of Ontario, and he 
has occupied that position ever since, a 
period of twenty two yt are. He has won 
six general elections, and is apparently as 
strong with the people as at any time 
during his long career. The recent con­
test was probably the bitterest he ever 
faced, but he has come out of the struggle 
with flying colors, und his success is not 
a pleasing thing for the federal Conserva­
tives to contemplate. Sir Oliver is 
seventy-four years old.

The rallying cry of Sir Oliver’s enemies 
has been, in recent years, “ Mowat must 
go,,’ but it has lost whatever force it may 
have had by his successive victories. The 
The Toronto World, a Conservative news­
paper, hit off the mouldy sentiment very

Sir John Thompson is pushing through 
parliament a bill providing that a judge 
of the Supreme Court of Canada when he 
reaches seventy years of age, and has 
served fifteen years on the bench, five of 
which must be in the Supreme Court of 
Canada, may retire on full pay ; that 
is to say, $7,000 per year. Probably the 
Premier is preparing for his own old age, 
but the people of Canada will side with 
Mr. Laurier, who moved, of course unsuc­
cessfully, that the pernicious measure be 
given the three months’ hoist.

The Minister of Militia has officially 
announced that no camps of instruction 
will be held this year, reducing the 
militia expenses $159,800. The depart­
ment intends purchasing 8,000 Martini- 
Metford rifles at a cost of $122,640, the 
payment to extend over five years. Five 
thousand Martini-Henri rifles are also to 
be converted into Martini-Metfords at a 
cost of $58,000. These, with the 1,000 
purchased last year, will make 14,000 
stand of the new rifles.

France mourns the loss of an honored 
son, President Carnot, who was foully as­
sassinated by an Italian anarchist, Satur­
day night, on the public streets of Lyons.

The new ruler, M. Casimir-Perier, elected 
by a joint vote of the two houses of par­
liament, Wednesday, has had an honor­
able career.

The soil of Canada is not suited to the 
growth of sectarianism.

Moore, the popular lum­
berman of Woodstock, will be the govern­
ment candidate in the Carleton local 
election.

Provincial Teachers Meet in Annual 
Session at St. John.

Nearly three hundred New Brunswick 
teachers attended the fifteenth annual insti­
tute meeting at St. John this week, and the 
discussions ivere of an unusully interesting 
character.

Dr. Inch, who has won the warm esteem 
of the teachers and other school officials 
throughout the province, presided, and de­
livered an eloquent address at the opening 
of the Institute, which we hope to publish 
later.

John Brittain, of the Normal School, was 
elected secretary for the ensuing year, suc­
ceeding J. M. Palmer.

Wednesday evening there was a public 
meetihg under the Institute’s auspices, and 
happy addresses were delivered by Mayor 
Robertson of St. John, Dr. Inch, C. W. 
Weldon, ex-M. P., Dr. Rand, Chancellor 
of McMaster University, formerly Chief 
Supt. of N. B., Prof. Andrews of Sackville, 
and Rev. W. O. Raymond of St. John.

Dr. Rand said it did him good to observe 
the rapid progress New Brunswick was 
making in educational matters. The prov­
ince in its educational standing would com­
pare most favorably with any other prov 
ince or state on the continent. In no other 
country did the teachers possess a higher 
social standing, and the manner in which 
the public men of New Brunswick had 
interested themselves in educational mat 
ters had not only surprised him, but had 
been very gratifying.

A musical program was included in the 
evening’s exercises, among the contributors 
being Inspector Bridges of Fredericton.

At subsequent sessions of the Institute, 
Dr. H. S. Bridges of the University of N. B., 
read an able paper on the study of Latin 
and Principal Mullin of the Normal School, 
discussed New Brunswick names.

The Institute members were given a re­
ception at the Natural History Society 
rooms, Thursday evening, when addresses 
were given by Sir Leonard Tilley, Dr. Inch 
and Dr. Mathew.

The Institute, by a large majority, decided 
against the proposition to change the school 
terms back to the old arrangement.

Inspector Bridges was elected the teach­
ers’ representative in the University Senate, 
defeating Principal Mullin by a vote of 161 
to 109. ______ _________

John Robertson, dairy commissioner, 
who visited the cheese factories at Douglas 
and Bright, Burtts Corner, Millville, 
Southampton and Prince William last week 
reports the supply of milk larger than last 
year.

Rev. Dr. McKay, the distinguished Pres 
byterian missionary from Formosa, will 
speak in St. Paul’s churcli next Thursday 
evening, and no doubt he will be greeted by 
a large congregation. All denominations 
will be welcome.

Judge Steadman and Edgar Hanson left for 
the S. W. Miramichi fishing grounds, Mon­
day, but yesterday the Judge was com­
pelled to return home by a recurrence of 
his old bronchial trouble. He is under the 
care of Dr. Bridges.

Mr. Gladstone will not again stand for 
Parliament.

Halifax is preparing a grand reception 
for the Governor General.

M. Casimir-Perier has been elected 
President of France," to succeed M. Carnot, 
deceased.

Thomas A. Edison, inventor, fell from 
a chair last Friday, and it is feared he 
sustained some internal injury.

Forty two men, mostly Germans, were 
drowned by the sinking of the steamer,
J. D. Nicol, off New York, Sunday while 
fishing.

The Governor of Texas, who has re­
cently been visiting New York, is six feet 
two inches high, and weighs 285 lbs. His 
name is Hogg.

Santo, the assassin of President Carnot, 
had a stiletto with which he killed his 
victim, concealed in a bunch of flowers 
he carried in his hand.

The Queen has signed a royal warrant 
which authorizes the issue of medals for 
long and meritorious service in the local 
forces in the colonies.

Hon. G. E. Foster is confined to his bed 
at Ottawa, by illness from overwork, and 
may not be able to take his seat in Parlia 
ment again this session.

Thomas Taylor, formerly of Bay du Vin, 
Northumberland County, was shot and 
killed by an Indian in Algoma, Ontario, 
last week ; motive, robbery.

Sir Oliver Mowatt, the popular premier 
of Ontario, is a Presbyterian elder, and is 
often referred to in the opposition pr. ss 
as “ the Christian statesman.”

Rev. Thomas Corbett, well known to 
many Frederictonians, has been engaged 
to supply the vacant Presbyterian pulpit 
at St. Andrews for three months.

Mr. Edgar will move in Parliment for the 
impeachment of Sir Adolph Caron, Post­
master general, and Sir Hector Langevin, 
for their share in the public work’s scan­
dals.

At Montreal .'oseph Pomin ville, a book­
keeper employed in the Sun Life Insurance 
Company, has been sentenced to four years 
in the penitentiary for the larceny of 
$1,568.

J. R. Booth’s mill on the Chaudière, 
near. Ottawa, was burned Monday night. 
The loss exceeds $300,000. The mill had 
a sawing capacity of half a million feet 
per day, and was the most complete of 
any in the world.

At Toronto the other night when a dray­
load of bananas was being unloaded at the 
warehouse of Charles Dawson, fruit im­
porter, a moccasin snake poked its head 
out from a bunch which the proprietor 
himself was lifting.

At Hamilton, Ont., Tuesday, when Dr. 
Case, 94 years old, attempted to vote, he 
was-sworn by the P. P. A’s., although for 
64 years he had exercised his franchise in 
that city, and never before had to submit 
to such an indignity.

Harry Corby, the Conservative member 
for West Hastings, Ont., who resigned his 
seat in the Commons because he violated 
the Independence of Parliament Act, by 
selling goods to the government, is appeal­
ing for re-election. Polling on 11th July.

The Intercolonial conference, which 
opened at Ottawa on Thursday, embraces 
delegations from Cape Colony, New South 
Wales, South Australia, Victoria, Queens­
land, New Zealand and Canada. Hono­
lulu and the British government is also 
represented.

A dynamite cartridge was thrown 
through a window into the press room of 
the Montreal Witness office shortly after 
midnight Thursday. The explosion was 
heard all over the city. The windows 
were all blown out, and the press was 
somewhat injured.

One masked man with a rifle stopped 
the Cariboo, B. C. stage going south, on 
Monday, and compelled the driver to de­
liver the express. The iron box was 
afterwards found not far away, cut open 
with a sharp instrument and its contents 
gone. The amount stolen is not yet 
known, but will be small.

E. B. Eddy, the well known manufactur­
er of Hull, Que., and Miss Shirriff, daughter 
of John Shirriff, High Sheriff of Northum­
berland County N. B., were married at 
Halifax on Wednesday, and after the cere­
mony the happy couple, together with 
twenty-five guests, sat down to a wedding 
breakfast at the Halifax Hotel.

Arrangements have been nearly conclud­
ed at London to provide for the necessary 
capital to finish the Chignecto ship rail­
way connecting the Bay of Fundy with the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence. The promoters 
are sanguine that the railway will soon be 
in operation and will shortly submit a 
proposal regarding it to the Dominion Gov­
ernment,

As the down train on the Salisbury & 
Harvey railway yesterday afternoon, was 
crossing the Shepody river bridge, near 
Albert, on the Harvey branch line, the 
bridge fell, precipitating the train, consit- 
ing of baggage and postal and passenger 
car, into the bottom of the river, a distance 
of twenty-five or thirty feet. Fortunately 
no fatalities occured, but Miss Aletha 
Coonan of Harvey, one of the passengers, 
was very seriously injured.

The causes which led up to the recent 
floods in British Columbia are these : 
The snow last summer had never melted 
on account of the cold season. Snow to the 
depth of thirty feet lay all last summer in 
the gulches throughout the Albert Canon. 
Along the Illecillewaet River snow fell 
early and plentifully last winter, and to 
the depth of forty-three feet in the moun­
tains of Selkirk Range and proportionately 
all through the province. And as no slides 
happened this spring and but a few last 
summer to bring it down to the level and 
thus give it a chance to melt and run off 
the early part of the spring, as heretofore, 
it lay where it fell till the hot weather set 
in. The heat came all at once .The spring 
had been very cold.

THE CITY CORPORATION

Will Offer the Military Authorities $25, 
000 for all Their Property Here.

The City Council met last night inform­
ally and discussed the proposition to pur­
chase the military property in this city 
from the Dominion Government.

Mayor Beckwith detailed the' conversa­
tion he had in May with Col. Lake, Q. M. G., 
regarding the matter and read the following 
communication he had received from that 
officer :

Ottawa, June 13th.
Sib,— During my recent visit to Frederic­

ton, I had the pleasure of a conversation 
with your Worship, in the course of which 
you did me the honor to discuss a proposal 
for an exchange of sites between the city 
and the department of Militia and Defence, 
involving the removal of the Infantry bar­
racks at Fredericton from their present 
position in the centre of the city.

The general outlines of the scheme were 
that the city should acquire such lands as 
might be approved by the Militia and De­
fence department in the neighborhood of 
Government House, and should hand them 
and the building itself over to the depart­
ment, together with the sum of $25,000, re­
ceiving in exchance the two plots of ground 
forming the present Infantry barracks (that 
is the men’s barracks and the officers’ 
quarters with the ground belonging to each) 
which are situated between Queen street 
and the river front of the city.

On my return I reported our conversa­
tion to the Major General commanding the 
Militia, who directs me to write and request 
your Worship to be so good as to cause a 
definite proposal to be put forward by the 
city, upon which he may take action.

Your obedient servant, . ' 
Percy Lake, Col.,

Quarter Master General.
His Worship,

The Mayor of Fredericton.
Continuing, His Worship said Col. Lake 

had evidently misunderstood him on sever­
al points. He (the-Mayor) did not say the 
city would hand over Government House 
property, for he knew we had no claim on 
it, and the amount he had named for all the 
military property in the city was $20,000. It 
would be observed from' Col. Lake’s letter 
that be excepted the Park Barracks property 
and increased the amount talked of to $25, 
000. In suggesting $20,000 the Mayor said 
he was only carrying out the Council’s idea 
as expressed imformally at a meeting held 
previous to Col. Lake’s visit. With regard to 
the reported intention of the Government 
to remove the School from Fredericton, 
Col. Lake said no such idea had ever been 
mooted at Ottawa so far as he knew, and he 
attached no credit to the rumor. He (Col. 
Lake) seemed much impressed with the 
proposition now under consideration.

After some further discussion, on motion 
of Aid. Macpherson, seconded by Aid. Mac- 
nutt, it was resolved without division, to 
offer the Dominion Government $25,000 for 
all the property they hold in Fredericton 
including the Officers’ square, the Men’s 
Barrack square, and the Park Barrack 
grounds.

The matter will come before the Council 
Tuesday evening for confirmation.

Death of Major Staples.

After quite a lengthy illness, Major 
Staples, proprietor of the Commercial Hotel 
on York Street, died at nine a. m., Monday. 
Deceased was a native of Keswick and had 
passed his sixty-eighth year. For nearly 
half a century he was connected with the 
71st batt., rising from a private to major, 
and only retiring two or three years ago. 
He resided at St. Marys for many years, 
but on the Burdens retiring from the man­
agement of the Commercial ,it was purchased 
by Major Staples, and he successfully ran it 
until his death. The deceased was twice 
married, first to Miss Lawrence of Keswick, 
and second to Miss Brewer of the same 
place, and his surviving children are : 
Rainsford of St. Marys, Alonzo, Hedley, Ar­
thur and Mrs. F. H. Risteen, all of this 
city, and Millard of Winnipeg^ The funeral 
took place Tuesday afterm on, and was very 
largely attended. The Orangemen, headed 
by the 71st batt. band, turned out in large 
numbers and the officers of the 71st batt. 
and of the R. R. C. I., showed their respect 
for the memory of their deceased comrade, 
by turning out in a body. The pall bearers 
were Majors Beckwith, Gordon, Lipsett, 
Loggie, Cropley and Surgeon-major Bridges, 
and the interment was made at the Metho­
dist cemetery. Major Staples was much es­
teemed, and the bereaved familly have the 
sympathy of the community

A New Manager.

T. B. Blair, for the past ten months, man­
ager of the bank of Nova Scotia in this city, 
has received word from the head office at 
Halifax, that he has been promoted to the 
charge of the St. John branch, succeeding 
Mr. Saunderson, who goes to Woodstock 
Mr. Blair expects to leave here next week, 
and bis successor, W. E. Stavert, lately of 
Kingston, Jamaica, arrived on Wednesday, 
and is preparing to take over the agency. 
Mr. Blair leaves Fredericton amid general 
regret. He has made himself very popular 
both in business and social circles, and 
while he is being congratulated on his well 
deserved promotion, bis friends here are 
sorry that he is about to leave the city. On 
Tuesday evening, at the Queen Hotel, Mr. 
Blair is to be entertained at a dinner by 
representative business and professional 
men of Fredericton.

Mr. Stavert, who has come to take Mr. 
Blair’s place, has been in the service of the 
bank of Nova Scotia, in various responsible 
positions for several years, and brings with 
him the reputation of being not only a good 
business man, but also one who will not be 
long in attracting friends to his side. He 
is a native of P. E. Island, the son of a bank­
er, and his wife, who will shortly join him 
here, is a Newcastle lady.

That the Monster Farmers’ Plcnld will 

he held In Fredericton.

Last week The Herald published Prof. 
Robertson’s letter to Mr. Inches in which 
he proposed that the Farmers’ and Dairy­
men’s Picnic for New Brunswick should be 
held in Fredericton if satisfactory arrange­
ments could be made. Since then Prof. 
Robertson has been here, and it is settled 
that the big affair will take place in this city. 
Prof. Robertson arrived Tuesday morning, 
and was met at the depot by Mr. Inches 
and A. S. Murray, and when he reached the 
City Council chamber he found a large 
gathering there of representative citizens 
who gave the genial and enthusiastic Pro­
fessor a warm welcome.

Mayor Beckwith was called to the chair 
and Geo. L. Wilson was appointed secretary.

Mr. Inches opened flic ball by detailing 
the circumstances and intentions of Prof. 
Robertson’s visit, andintroduced the Profes­
sor to the audience.

Prof. Robertson said he was always glad 
to come to Fredericton, and this time he 
had an important message. He tried to 
have a hobby every season, one that would 
advance the agricultural interests of Canada. 
Last year it was the big cheese ; this year he 
had induced the govern meet to let him 
organize three farmer’s picnics for the mari­
time provinces. He had arranged for the 
P. E. Island one at Charlottetown, the Nova 
one at Truro,and he wanted New Brunswick 
to be held in Fredericton if the local 
authorities were willing to co-operate with 
him. He hoped to bring 5000 or 6000 
farmers here about the middle of August, 
and Lord and Lady Aberdeen would be here 
to join in the celebration and encourage the 
farmers in their work. He hoped also to 
have ex-Governor Hoard,one of the greatest 
living authorities on agriculture, present, 
and other distinguished men would address 
the people. He dilated at length on the in­
terest that would be aroused in agricultural 
matters by such a gathering. He would see 
that the addresses would be fully reported 
and published in the press of Great Britain, 
and this would attract the attention of 
farmers desiring to emigrate, and help to 
open the British markets to our butter, 
cheese and other agricultural products.

Prof. Robertson's address was received 
with applause, and the meeting promptly 
went to work to meet his views.

On motion of Mr. Inches, it was decided 
to appoint a committee of ten gentlemen to 
make all arrangements for the picnic, and 
J. S. Neill, A. S. Murray and Aid. Moore re­
tired as a nominating committee to make 
the selection.

Sheriff Sterling, Col. Marsh and others 
spoke on the importance of the proposed 
picnic, an d the nominating committee re­
ported the following as their choice for the 
general committee :
Mayor Beckwith J. L. Inches
Sheriff Sterling John A. Campbell
John M. Wiley F. B. Edgecombe
J. W. McCready Isaac Peabody
D. F. George W. P. Flewelling.

C. Fred Chestnut moved a vote of thanks 
to Prof. Robertson which was enthusiastic­
ally carried, and the meeting adjourned.

The committee met yesterday afternoon 
at J. W. McCready’s office and organized 
with Mayor Beckwith Chairman and Mr. 
McCready Secretary ; J. 8. Neill, A. S. Mur­
ray and Aid. Moore were added to their 
number, and it was resolved to apply to the 
local government for the use of the Govern­
ment House grounds for the picnic. Prof. 
Robertson, Mr. Inches and Mr. Murray 
inspected them Tuesday, and all agreed 
that the place is admirably suited to the 
purpose. No doubt the government will 
very willingly extend the favor asked, and
