On the 8th nit., the new Church 
of the Sacred Heart at Clones, 
county Monaghan, was dedicated by 
His Eminence Cardinal Logno. 
About half a dozen years ago, the 
Very Rev. Canon O’Neill, the zeal- 
one parish priest, entered on the 
project of building a new church to 
replace the tot ter in? building which 
has up to the present been the sa­
cred edifice of the Catholics of 
Clones. The Church stands in very 
nicely laid out grounds. Four 
flights of steps rising from inside a 
handsome entrance gate lead up to 
the main door,*of the church, while 
from a second entrance gate, at 
another angle of the grounds, there 
proceeds a well arranged carriage 
drive. The grounds were gay with 
streamers, and over each of the en­
trance gates was a scroll, one bear­
ing words, “ Hoc Est Damns Dei, ” 
and the other the words, “ Loons 
Iste SanctnsEst. ’’ Cardinal Logue 
addressing the Congregation, said : 
“ I am sure that the day is not far 
distant when towering over your 
beautiful church here there will be 
a golden cross ( applause ), raised up 
as Michael Angelo said he would 
raise the dome of the Pantheon. 
When asked to design St. Peter’s he 
said he would take the dome of the 
Pantheon and suspend it in the 
clouds.

We have beefl»tdld that, at the 
King’s County Exhibition, some 
of the milch cows exhibited had 
not been milked, during the time 
they were there, two days or so. 
Possibly there were cases of a 
similar nature at the other exhibi­
tions. This is certainly cruelty to 
animals, and such neglect is well 
calculated to injure these cattle, 
and destroy their usefulness as 
milkers. To meet such negligence 
and cruelty on the part of owners 
and exhibitors, it would be well 
for those charged with the man­
agement of our exhibitions, to 
make such arrangements as would 
prevent the possibility of such oc­
currences. Perhaps there is some 
provision made for such contin­
gencies. If so, it appears that, in 
some cases, the vigilence of the 
proper authorities has been 
eluded.

We have been informed that a 
report appeared, a short time ago, 
in one of the St. John papers, to 
the effect that the Island potato 
crop was almost entirely destroyed 
by rot. We have not been able 
to verify the report, as we have 
not on any of our files the paper 
containing it. As regards this 
year's potatoes, however, we have 
not heard anyone complain that 
they were, to any extent, effected 
by rot, on the contrary our farm­
ers bear testimony to the excel­
lence of the crop, in every respect. 
As a matter of fact, the question 
of our potatoes being unduly ef­
fected by rot, may be given the 
most emphatic denial. It is most 
unfortunate that any such report 
should have been made, and its 
author must have written in ig­
norance regarding the facts of 
the matter in question or with 
malicious intent. In either sup­
position the report was well calcu­
lated to inflict a serious injury on 
our farmers.

King’s County Exhibition.
The Exhibition for King’s County, 

hell at G;orgetown on Wednesday 
las’, was eminently successful. The 
day was fine, the attendance was large, 
and everything passed off in a most 
orderly manner. The exhibits in the 
Drill Shed, as well as the horses, 
cattle and other animals, were first- 
class. Indeed, the excellence of the 
different exhibits was remarked by all 
visitors, and the farmers of King’s 
County may well teel proud of the 
showing they made at this Agricultural 
and Industrial Exhibition. The 
management of the Exhibition are to 
be congratulated on the order of the 
arrangements and the harmony with 
which everything moved. They cer­
tainly are deserving of praise. The 
fruit exhibit was, for its extent, as fine 
as could be seen anywhere. The 
same may be said of the roots and 
vegetables, while the knit and textile 
goods and fancy work were of the 
highest order. The cattle show was 
universally praised, and the horses 
won the admiration of all. Certainly 
some of the handsomest animals of 
the equine species ever shown in this 
Province were exhibited. The special 
train which left this city at nine o’clock 
had on board a good number of pas­
sengers for the exhibition. To this 
train was attached the Lieutenant 
Governor’s private car, containing His 
Honor Lieutenant Governor and Mrs. 
Howlao, Lt. Col. Moore, D. A. G., 
A. D. 0., and several other ladies 
and gentlemen, friends of His Honor 
and Mrs. Howlan. This train reached 
Georgetown shortly after eleven 
o’clock. The Lieut Governor and 
suite were met by Hon. D. Gordon, 
whose guests they were during their 
stay, and conveyed to his residence.

Ottawa advices say the request 
of the British Columbia sealers, 
that the commission to assess Beh­
ring Sea seizure damages shall sit 
at Victoria, will be acceded to. 
The Dominion Government will 
endeavor to secure the assent of 
the authorities at Washington to 
the appointment of two commis­
sioners, one representing Great 
Britain and Canada, the other the 
United States. The decision of 
the commissioners, if unanimous, 
will be final. Points upon which 
they disagree, they will report to 
their respective governments, 
when, if a settlement cannot be 
reached through the usual diplo­
matic channels, the services of an 
umpire in the person of a repre­
sentative of a neutral power will 
be invoked. It is quite likely 
that, during the present visit of 
Sir Julian Pauncefote to Ottawa, 
he will discuss with the Govern­
ment the method of procedure be­
fore the "commission and learn 
fully the views which the Govern­
ment hold.

Harold Frederick cables from 
London to the New York Times : 
It was predicted by a military 
friend of mine that the first thing 
Lord Wolseley would do when he 
became commander-in-chief would 
be to reorganize entirely the sys­
tem by which the infantry soldiers 
are now shod. He adds that it 
would be a most important reform, 
and this is easy to imagine The 
recent manoeuvres in Ireland and 
the south of England showed 
afresh that the British foot sol 
diers are cruelly handicapped in 
marching by bad boots. The per­
centage of the disabled in every 
march, from this alope, was ridicu­
lously in excess of the continental 
losses from all causes together. 
The Germans have long ago de­
cided this most vital of all ques­
tions, and take such elaborate 
pains at the outset to fit each re­
cruit that it becomes possible 
thereafter to treat sore feet as a 
punishable misdemeanor, and, in­
deed, it > is now practically un­
known to the German army- The 
adoption of the same system has 
often been urged here, but the old 
Duke of Cambridge always treat­
ed such suggestions as a personal 
insult. Now, happily, there is to 
be a new order of things and gall­
ed heels will no longer be a neces­
sary portion of Tommy Aitkins.

Shoitly after two o’clock most of the 
visitors assembled on, and in the vici­
nity of the Grand Stand at the Driving 
Park, when several excellent addresses 
on the subject of agriculture were 
delivered. Hon. D. Gordon, Presi 
dent of the King’s County Exhibition 
Association, presided and introduced 
the speakers. In his introductory re­
marks, Mr. Gordon said it afforded 
him much pleasure to know the exhi­
bition was a success, and referred to 
the wonderful progress that had been 
made in these matters since the late 
Hon. Edward Thornton and himself 
had the honor of inaugurating an 
exhibition in King’s County, when 
three or four sacks of different kinds 
of grain were considered a wonderful 
exhibit. Taking the grand show of 
to-day in comparison with the first 
exhibition as an evidence of the ad­
vancement in this line in twenty-five 
jhars, what might we not anticipate in 
the next quarter of a century in the 
progress of the County and Province ? 
He then introduced His Honor Lieut. 
Governor Howlan, who delivered an 
admirable address on agriculture and 
horticulture, He first referred to the 
excellence of the exhibits which they 
had all se?n on the grounds and in 
the building. The »!?<* exhibits as 
well as the fruits, grains and vegeta­
bles, were all first-class. The black 
oats were the best be had seen any­
where. But it was quite evident the 
old methods of farming must be abau- 
doned and new methods adopted. It 
was unprofitable to raise oats for salee, 
inasmuch as they were thus selling 
the fertility of their land. The dairy­
ing and canning industries must 
henceforth engage the attention of our 
farmers. Last year our cheese export 
realized the handsome sum of $roo,- 
ooo ; this year it would reach $200,- 
000, and he felt confident that in the 
near future a half million dollars would 
be realized from this source. Our 
Province enjoyed all the advantages 
for successful dairy farming. He re­
ferred to the wonderful advancement 
that had been made in the Province 
of Quebec in the dairying industry in 
the last few years. Referring to the 
question of fruit growing and fruit 
canning, His Honor read some cor­
respondence which had passed be­
tween himself and Professor Saunders, 
of the Central Experimental Farm, 
Ottawa, in which it was shown that 
Professor Saunders was firmly con­
vinced that this Province w?s well 
adapted for fruit growing. He 
thought, indeed, the Island was in no 
way inferior to the Annapolis Valley 
for apple growing. A great factor in 
the success of the fruit industry would 
be the organisation of a horticultural 
society.

Colonel Blair, Superintendent of 
the Maritime Experimental Farm at 
Napan, N. S , was the next speaker. 
After expressing his appreciation of 
the remarks made by His Honor the 
Lieutenant Governor, he said, as this 
was the first time he had the pleasure 
of addressing a meeting of farmers in 
Prince Edward Island, be would con­
fine his remarks chiefly to agriculture, 
lying as it doos at the foundation of 
every country’s prosperity. He ex­
pressed himself as very much pleased 
with everything he had seen at the 
exhibition. As Superintendent of 
the Maritime Experimental Farm, be 
tried to keep in topçh with the farmers

of the three provinces, so that he might 
the better understand what the people 
of each province were doing in the 
way of elevating themselves in their 
noble profession. He pointed out 
that the Experimental Farm with 
which he was connected belonged as 
much to this Province as to Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, although 
the people of this Province seemed to 
be more in touch with the Central 
Experimental Farm at Ottawa. The 
soil, he said, in past years had been 
impoverished by excessive cropping, 
and the experiments at the farm are 
for the purpose of finding out how to 
obviate this. Science had been 
brought to bear, and thqy acted in 
accordance with the chemists. Cer­
tain necessary constituents are taken 
away by excessive cropping, and these 
must be returned to the soil. The 
farmer is a'producer of raw material ; 
but be should also be a manufacturer 
of beef, butter and cheese, with that 
raw material. He pointed out what 
proportion of fertilizers were taken 
from the soil by grain and root crops, 
and showed the cost of replacing these 
ingredients. Take this grain, feed it 
to the cow, convert it into butter and 
cheese, return the manure to the farm, 
and in this way a large percentage of 
the ingredients are returned to the 
were the best of all fertilizers. When 
short of these, he recommended the 
soil. The fertilizers about the barn 
use of bone-meal and potash. One of 
the most important factors in success­
ful farming was the proper cultivation 
of the soil. By experiment at the 
farm they had found out that an acre 
ot land on which zo cart-loads of fer­
tilizers had been placed had given a 
larger yield than an acre on which 30 
loads had been placed, and more even 
than one on which 40 loads had been 
placed. Why ? Simply because this 
land, although poor, had been well 
cultivated. The same held good with 
regard to lime. Ten or twelve bushels 
of lime to acre was plenty. Farmers 
should work with their heads as well 
as with their muscles ; they must think 
and study as well as professional men 
and mechanics. After dealing at 
some length with the manufacture ol 
butter and cheese he referred to the 
question of fruit culture. The exhibit 
of fruit at this exhibition was, he said, 
most creditable. He believed fruit 
could be grown here just as success­
fully as in the Annpolis Valley. He 
strongly advised his hearers to organ­
ize an agricultural and horticultural 
society. In conclusion, he expressed 
the hope that an early day he would 
have the pleasure and privilege of ad­
dressing a convention of farmers when 
he would go more fully into details 
and practical work. The above is 
but a mere summary of the excellent 
speeches of His Honor, the Leiut. 
Governor and Col. Blair, our limited 
space preventing us from giving them 
at greater length.

Mr. John Hamilton of New Perth 
was next introduced ; but as the day 
was well advanced he did not read his 
paper, which is said to be a very able 
one, on farming in this Province from 
the historical point of view. Mr. T. 
J. Dillon, Dairy Suprintendent, did 
not speak at any length, for the same 
reason as Mr. Hamilton. He took 
advantage of the occasion, however, 
to give a most emphatic denial to the 
libel recently circulated in some of the 
Dominion papers, regarding the flavor 
of Island cheese,as well as the assertion 
that a quantity of Island cheese had 
been consigned to a Montreal bouse. 
This statement he said, was utterly 
without foundation. It was true, 
15,000 boxes of our cheese had been 
shipped to Montreal, but for cold stor­
age purposes only, pending shipment 
to England, where the price has lately 
advanced. He believed the patrons 
would obtain a fair price for their 
cheese, the superiority of which is 
acknowledged. The meeting was 
brought to a close with rousing cheers 
for the Lieut. Governor, Co}. Blair, 
Mr. Dillon, Hon. Mr. Gordon and 
the Queen.

Dr. Dawson, director of the 
Dominion Geological survey, has 
made a careful estimate of the un­
explored areas of Canada, which, 
he says, aggregate 1,250,000 square 
miles. Beginning at the extreme 
north-west of the Dominion, the 
first of these areas is between the 
eastern boundary of Alaska, the 
Porcupine River, and the Arctic 
Coast, and consists of 9,500 
square miles, or somewhat smaller 
in extent than Belgium, and lying 
entirely within the Arctic circle. 
The next area is west of the 
Lewes and Yukon rivers, and ex­
tends to the boundary of Alaska. 
Until last year there were 32,000 
square miles in this area unex­
plored, but a part of this was 
travelled last summer. A third 
area of 27,000 square miles lies 
between the Lewes, Pelly and 
Stike Rivers, being nearly as large 
as Scotland. Between the Pelly 
and McKenzie rivers is another 
large area of 100,000 square miles, 
or about twice the size of England 
It includes nearly 600 miles in 
length of the main Rocky moun­
tain range. An area of 50,000 
square miles is found between 
Great Bear Lake and the Arctic 
coast, being nearly all to the north 
of the Arctic circle. Nearly as 
large as Portugal is another area 
between Great Bear lake, the Mc­
Kenzie river, and the western part 
of Great Slave lake, in all 35,000 
square miles. Lying between 
Stike and Laird rivers to thej, 
north, ana the Skeena 
rivers to the south, is an area of 
81,000 square miles, which, ex­
cept being recently penetrated by 
a field party, is quite unexplored. 
Another area of 35,000 square 
miles south-east of Athabaska 
lake is an area of which little is 
known, except that it has been 
crossed by a field party en route 
to Fort Churchill. East of the

Bathurst inlet lies 7,500 mites of 
unexplored land, which ^payhe 
compared to half the sizqfof 
Switzerland. Eastward from this 
is an area of 31,000 square miles, 
or about equal to Ireland. Lying 
between the Arctic coast and Backs 
River, much larger than Great 
Britain and Ireland, and embracing 
178,000 square miles, is an arae 
bounded by Backs river, Great 
Slave lake, Athabasca lake, Hatch­
et and Reindeer lakes, Church­
ill river, and the west coast of 
Hudson Bay. The most easterly 
area is the greatest of all. It com­
prises almost the entire interior of 
the Labrador peninsula, or North- 
East Territory, in all 289,000 
square miles, more than equal to 
twice the area of Great Britain 
and Ireland with an added area 
equal to that of Newfoundland. 
The Arctic Islands will add an 
area of several hundred thousand 
square’miles of unexplored land.

A proclamation will be issued in a few 
days, by the Dominion Government, de­
claring the French treaty in force. A 
cable was received recently announcing 
that the ratification negotiations were 
concluded.

While trsvelling in the Highlands of 
Scotland, a week or two ago, Sir Donald 
Smith, of M ontreal, met with an accident 
by which his thumb and subsequently his 
arm were broken. He has returned to 
London and is much improved.

The veteran Broughton, door keeper at 
the Georgetown Exhibition, seems still to 
possess much vigor, notwithstanding his 
snowy locks and ninety-five years.

A Boston correspondent of the St John 
Sun writes 1 Large numbers of provincial- 
ista are returning to the provinces, 
many of them having completed work 
for the aeaaon to the agricultural die 
tricte of the state. Moat of the young 
men who have come up from the pro, 
vinoee and Maine within the paet year 
or two have hired ont on farms at from 
$20 to $30 per month. Aa it la almost 
impossible to get work at a trade stead- 
lly here, the majority of those who 
leave the farm at the end of the season 
return home. Outside of farm employ 
ment It is very difficult to get a paying 
position at other work. The young wo 
men find it easier to get employment 
than the men, although there is no 
scarcity of either female or male appli 
cants for employment just now.

A despatch from Rio Janeiro says 
that Great Britain, France and Italy 
have decided upon a plan of com­
bined action with the view of obtain­
ing satisfaction of their respective 
claims in Brazil.

The Dominion interior depavt- 
ment received notice that the boring 
for oil at Arthabaska Landing has 
reached a depth of 1,650 feet. No 
flow of oil has been struck, but a 
sandstone formation has just been 
struck where it is expected oil will 
be found.

Shortly after five o’clock on Mon­
day afternoon a terrific expiosii n of 
gas occurred in the Dorance mine 
at Wilkesbarre, Pa. At eight o’c’ock 
five^men, all badly burned, were 
brought to the surface. At nine two 
more were found. All but two were 
then accounted for.

At the docks of the Murphy 
Lumber company, Green Bay, Wis., 
three-quarters of a million logs were 
swept away by fire on Monday last. 
Out of seven million feet of select 
lumber on the dock, two out of three 
million feet were destroyed, together 
with a number of docks and buildings.

Calculations made on the basis of 
the quarter just ended indicate that 
the revenue of the government of 
Newfoundland for the fiscal year will 
fall 30 per cent, below the estimate 
which will result in the colony being 
in financial difficulties again in 
December or in June next at the 
furthest.

The government of Newfoundland 
is at last taking steps to prosecute the 
smuggler-, whose traffic extends half 
round the island. The steamer 
Fiona was dispatched Saturday to 
Placentia Bay to seize a number of 
schooners, whose men are implicated 
in the smuggling, and against whom 
the customs department believes it 
has sufficient evidence to secure a 
conviction.

It is now certain says a Montreal 
despatch of the 3rd inst, that the 
large depositors of the Banque du 
Peuple hold the key to the situation. 
To-day the directors issued a circular 
to the depositors, requesting them to 
leave their money in the bank upon 
the terms mentioned list evening.

A Fair-Minded Protestant 
Minister.

When a Protestant minister in his 
own pulpit and before his own con­
gregation corrects some false notions 
that Protestants entertain about 
Catholic belief, it is time to say fare­
well to intolerance in the community 
which is blessed with such a clergy­
man. The Rev. Dr. Washington 
Gladden, pastor of the; First Con­
gregational Church in Cojnmbus, 
Ohio, did such a graceful servTce for 
his Catholic neighbors on Sunday 
evening, September 15. This was 
not the first time Dr, Gladden plead­
ed for the rights of Catholic citizens. 
Our readers will remember that he 
was one of the first Protestant clergy­
men to come out openly and de­
nounce the A. P. A. conspiracy. 
With voice and pen he attacked the 
fanatics, and so successfully, too, that 
they hate him as intensely as if be 
were a Catholic. “ It would not be 
safe to assume, ” said Dr. Gladden to 
bis congregation on the occasion we 
speak of, “ that you are all very well 
acquainted with the Roman Catholic 
Church. People may live very near 
together and not know each other 
very well. Most of you have learned 
what you know about the Roman 
Catholic Church from hostile or pre­
judiced sources. We are inheritors 
of a bitter conflict, a religious conflict ; 
and history shows that there are no 
influences which so completely close 
the mind against the truth as those 
which are engendered by religious 
strife. ” Then Dr. Gladden went on 
and enlightened his bearers on certain 
Catholic doctrines such as the invo­
cation of the saints and indulgences. 
No doubt, many in his congregation 
were surprised when they were told 
that indulgences were not for sale in 
the Catholic Church. >• I am sure, ’’ 
went on Dr. Gladden, “that these 
definitions must convince a good 
many of you that you have beeu told 
a great many things about Roman 
Catholics which are grossly untrue. 
In fact I think that there are very few 
Protestants who do not entertain very 
distorted notions about Catholic be­
liefs. If it were not so it would not 
be possible for such execrable 
forgeries as are constantly circulating 
through this community to have any 
currency—forgeries in which the most 
monstrous beliefs and purposes are 
attributed to Roman Catholics—be­
liefs and purposes of which they are 
as innocent as unborn babes. The 
black art of calumny has long been 
practiced in this world; one who is 
somewhat familiar with the history of 
controversy has met with a good many 
samples of it ; but it is my belief that 
nothing more wickedly calumnious 
was ever concocted than many of the 
stories about Roman Catholics which 
have been freely circulated through 
this community for the past two years. 
I suppose that many of those who 
have circulated these calumnies have 
believed them to be true." Dr. 
Gladden believes in the Christian 
spirit of fellowship, as the following 
words show : “ When I jjay that I am
a Protestant rather than a Roman 
Catholic, that does not mean that be­
cause I am a Protestant I am an enemy 
of Roman Catholics or even of Roman 
Catholicism. It does not mean £hat I 
think Protestants are right in every 
thing, and that Catholics are wrong In 
everything j that our system is wholly 
good and theirs wholly bad ; that we 
are the friends of Christ and they His 
foes. I think that we are a good deal 
neater right than they are ; but that 
does not make it necessary for me to 
array myself against them. There are 
persons who cannot conceive it pos­
sible that you should differ with any­
body without being his enemy, In 
politics and religion the people on the 
other side are to tbemjthe enemies of 
God and their country, We who have 
lived in Columbus a good many years 
know that the Republicans are all pat­
riots and saints while the Democrats 
are all traitors and thieves. Or is it 
just the other way 1 Well, it Is one 
way cr the other, that we know. And 
it is just so with religion. To be a 
Protestant, in the opinion of many 
who call themselves by that name, is 
to bear in the heart a deadly hatred 
for all Roman Catholics—to be willing 
to believe anything horrible that any­
body may say about them—to be in­
clined to deprive them of their most 
sacred rights as citizens—even to deny 

them the privilege of getting an 
honest living by honest labor. I am 
not that kind of a Protestant. Be­
cause I differ widely and radically 
from my fellow citizens on the subject 
of religion, I see no reasop why I 
should not freely concede to them al} 
their rights as citizens and as human 
beings. Nay, I cannot deny that they 
are not only my fellow-citizens, but 
that they are also my fellow-Christians 
They worship the same God that I 
worship ; they follow the same Lord 
Jesus Christ who is my Master ; and 
even if they are in error, that S not a 
good reason why I should hate them 
and persecute them, and say all man­
ner of evil against them ; it is a reason 
why I should treat them justly and 
generously and kindly." Would that 
there were thousands of men in as 
many pulpits as generous and fair- 
minded as Dr. Gladden. We would 
all, Protestants and Catholics, under­
stand one another better then.—

Twenty-five Yeere et the 
Italien kingdom.

The sollowing extracts are taken 
from an able and moderate article 
contributed by the Rev. Dr. Rooker, 
Secretary of the Apostolic Delegation 
at Washington, to the New York 
Independent \of September 26th :

Taxation was resorted to until it has 
become a study in Italy how to tax 
and what to tax. Lands are taxed, 
houses are taxed, horses ate taxed, 
servants are taxed, bread is taxed, 
meat is taxed, wills are taxed, deeds 
of transfer are taxed, business opera 
tions are taxed, incomes are taxed. 
I have heard it said that, except the 
air, nothing remained on which a tax 
could be levied except on the cloth­
ing a person might possess beyond 
what he bad on his back, and it was 
suggested that winter clothing put 
away for the winter, might be made 
to pay tribute. In short, the result 
is that nearly forty per cent, of the 
wealth produced in each year goes 
into the hands of the government. * *

“The condition of the people 
at large, economically considered, is 
lamentable. The laborers have to 
work harder and content themselves 
with less than ever they did before. 
The small proprietors pull along by 
force of borrowing money each year 
to meet their deficits. In consequence, 
their little holdings ate burdened with 
heavy mortgages, and one by one 
they are Using all under foreclosures ; 
and many who, a few years ago, had 
amassed twenty or thirty thousand 
dollats’ worth of property are now 
penniless. It has becomes common 
to hear them express their condition 
in the paradoxical lament, ‘ Siavamo 
meglio guando stuvamo peggio ’ * We 
were better off when we were worse 
off. ’ * * *

“ If we consider specially the con­
dition of things in the city of Rome, 
we have to add to the generally re­
duced condition of the masses the 
ruined fortunes of many who before 
were wealthy. * * *

“ The Quirinal, as the abode of the 
house of Savoy, has assuredly failed 
as a drawing card for Rome, and up 
to the present even the festivities got 
up to celebrate some national event 
have attracted very light concourses 
ot people and have been expensive 
luxuries. What success the contem­
plated celebration of the twenty-fifth 
anniversary will have remains to be 
seen. On the other hand, it is worthy 
of notice that the Vatican can still 
draw multitudes and bring money to 
the city. In 1888 the Pope, for the 
first time in eighteen years, weht down 
into St. Peter’s to celebrate the fiftieth 
anniversary of his ordination to the 
priesthood. Since then he has re­
peated his visit to the basilica at vari­
ous times, and again in 1893 he cele­
brated another fiftieth anniversary— 
that of his episcopal consecration. 
These festivals have been the occasion 
of pilgrimages to Rome not only from 
all over Italy, but from the whole 
world. People came by tens of thou­
sands. They venerated the Pope 
and then visited the city. They 
bought things to carry away with them. 
They brought plenty of money with 
them and they left plenty of it behind 
them. The Roman tradespeople be­
gan to smile as they had not done 
before in twenty years. Passing some 
hackmen one day in the Piazza della 
Trinita dei Monti I heard one of them 
say : ‘ E inutile Oi vuole il vegliardo 
dfl Yaticano per far venir i soldi 
• It’s no use. We must have the qld 
man of the Vatican to make money 
come.’ But these festivities are rare 
now, and all that ecclesiastical pomp 
ap4 splendor which used to draw 
crowds* to Rome are Jacking jn the 
city. The loss is considerable, and 
the people feel that they have paid 
dearly for the luxury of having the 
seat ‘of eivil government jn their 
midst. * * Y

“ It cannot be questioned but that 
a great many of Italians, both in thé 
Papal States and elsewhere, abstain 
from participation in civil and political 
life because they cannot bring them- 
selvgs to approve of the occupation of 
Rome. r" I $

“ The education of the people is 
besoming gradually more general, and 
it is there that the enemies of the 
church ate quieily doing their chief 
work. The youth of the country is 
growing up imbued with the idea that 
rejigiou is merely an expedient to help 
maintiin social order j th|t there is 
no use in fighting the Church, because, 
in her place, she does no harm | but 
that if is very essential to keep her in 
her' place, which is that of a sort of 
reserved police force."

Here the 
queenly Osmundas stand lush and 
deep, in stately conclave assembled 
about the dark waterways. Here the 
delicate flesh-color of the waxen bells 
of the cross-leafed heath contras.s 
softly with the strong putple of the 
suncrisped heather. Over broad areas 
of mountain is spread a carpét of ex­
quisitely fine branched white moss, 
against which the crimson of heather 
or the rich gold of bog-asphodel show 
brightly. Here descending from the 
heathered mountains to the bogs in 
the glens, one finds the vivid green of 
the marsh-mosses lit up with tiny 
jewels of the pink-lipped sundew, 
while little loughs of black bog water 
are set in a border of green lily pads 
starred with snowy cups of lily-flowers. 
And here from the sage-green thickets 
of aromatic bog-myrtle or the cool 
emerald of the rushbeds will rise the 
snipe with his twisting flight, or a stray 
woodcock to try the marksman’s skill, 
or from the lilied lough a trip of teal, 
tiniest and best of wild ducks, or a 
great mallard with lustrous neck and 
strong-winged flight,- while ou the 
mountain’s side the bag of grouse and 
hares will be varied at times when, 
with clear, soft whistle, a company of 
golden plover whiz past, or when a 
wary curlew is taken by surprise as the 
sportsman suddenly appears above a 
steep ridge of mountain.

Advertised Piety.

One cannot travel much without 
seeing many persons who take a de­
light in advertising their piety. We 
do not refer to members of sister­
hoods, brotherhoods or the priest­
hood who ate constantly clothed in 
ecclesiastical garb. Those who are 
familiar with this class of persons 
known they wear their peculiar gar­
ments as quietly and unostentatiously 
as other people wear the ordinary 
apparel. It is not often that you find 
a Catholic priest or a Catholic Sister 
acting so as to draw attention to their 
religious character. But there is a 
class of people both clerical and lay, 
who seem to like to draw attention to 
the fact that they are pious, and 
engage publicly in devotion or devo- 
votional reading in such a way as to 
suggest that they take a great pride in 
it, and desire people to know what 
they are doing. Such conduct is 
offensive to good taste, It is as im­
modest as to flaunt one’s riches, or 
finery, or achievements. It is as much 
in violation of good taste as are public 
demonstrations of affection between 
engaged couples. The writer's atten­
tion wgs recently attracted to a gen­
tleman who got into a crowded car on 
one of our railway trains. He was 
not a Catholic pritst, but he wore.the 
latest and most remarkable ecclesias­
tical garments. His high cut vest and 
coat buttoned over his collar were so 
arranged as to exhibit a fine gold 
chain, from which hung an ornament­
ed gold cross. As soon as be was 
seated, he drew out a devotional book 
and appeared to be absorbed with its 
contents. He was not so much ah; 
sorbed, however, that he did not give 
furtive attention to what was going on 
around him, and to the changes made 
at the stations along the line. When 
he arrived at his stopping place, with 
his book still open before him and his 
lips moving, he used his disengaged 
hand to smooth his silk hat with a silk 
handkerchief, making the impression 
that his devotions were so imperative 
that he could not spare a minute for 
anything else. Such parafie of piety, 
we say, is jiistlÿ offensive. Thosd 
who are in deepest and closest com­
munion with God do not advertise that 
fact in railway trains and in other 
public places in the presence of a pro­
miscuous etowd,—independent.

The Oafholle» et Belgium.

A collective letter from the Belgian 
Episcopate on the divisions existing 
among Catholics on the social ques­
tion was published recently. The 
document says, in order to conform 
fully to the instructions of the Holy 
Father the Episcopate has decided to 
organise shortly a «testing of priests 
and laymen in each diocese with the 
object of eoneertlng measures (or the 
re-establishment and maintenance of 
concord among Catholics. A general 
conference, which will be attended by 
the Bishops and by delegatei from 
different d'oeeses, will afterwards be 
held at Malines, under the presidency 
of the Archbishop, for the purpose of 
harmonizing the décisions of th: 
various local meetings and aggreeing 
to a uniform course of action, A 
permanent centra} committee will at 
the same time be formed to superin­
tend, under the direction of the 
Bishops, théexecution of the measures 
adopted, and -assure the maintenance 
of unity among Catholics,

Gardinal Bonaparte eon of Prince 
LucUn is the ol leal living member 
of bis house and has the fealoroe of 
the great Napoleon. He was born 
in Rome on November 15 1828. Io 
hie prime he was a splendid figure 
and, as the world vowed, the image 
of the firatEmporor. He was living 
in R-'toe es a devoot priest when 
his uncle Napoleon III., asb<d Pirn- 
IX. to make Archbishop Daiboy, 
of Parie, a Cardinil. The Arch­
bishop was a Gallican and a well 
known opponent of Papal infall.b 1- 
ity, which had not y -t been defined 
as a dogma. Pius IX. made a very 
frank and prompt answer. “Do 
you wish me to stultify myself ?" he 
said. 11 will make your nephew a 
Cardinal," and he did. That was 
in 1868. Cardinal Bonaparte took 
Saota Pudenziaoa, one time the title 
of Cardinal Wiseman. In 1879 he 
optaled lor that of San Lorenzo, in 
Lucina, within the onnd of whose 
bells I write. Over the door is his 
escutcheon, bearing the imperial 
eagle of France. He lives in Rin- 
naoiiii, now Bonaparte palace, at the 
corner of the Oorso and the Via 
Nazionale. He is very feeble now 
and loads a retired life. He has 
been a musician and patron of musi­
cians. Ho has suffered terribly in 
his feelings for the indigni y which 
the Holy See received by the betray­
al of his uncle in 1870, but no one 
has ever esteemed him the less, 
His wan and) emaciated face, bag- 
gart with pain, always bears a sweet 
expression. It ie the involuntary 
confession of bis charity and benign­
ity. Some time ago, says the cor­
respondent of the Catholic Times, I 
saw him leave the Cappuoini Church 
which he had been visiting and was 
surprised to see that his footman had 
bread for the poor.

The town Council of Avignon, in 
France, has agreed to spend 
$900,000 upon the restoration of the 
former residence of the Popes there. 
They think that the next Supreme 
Pontiff will be elected there and 
will live there, The building has 
in recent years been used as a bar­
racks. ,The Holy See will not will- 
ingly go from Rome nor stay away 
voluntarily from Rome.

Rome belongs to it and Providence 
will yet restore to jt possession of 
its own.—Ca'.hrlio Review.
