Disenfeciants.

Attention has been recently ealled to »
simple disinfectant which hus been successs
fully used here. A person en,aged in empty-
ing cesspools certilies that it destroys all
effluvia, reducing the contents to the appear-
ance of black clay  The receipt for the dis-
infectant is as follows:

** Take equal weight of sodaash and fresh
lump hine, say 10, 20 or 30 pounds of each,
according to the size of the cesspocl: dissolve
thewn ia separute barrels with boiling water—
the lime 10 the consistency of whitewash—
the soda ash in the proportion of about ope
quart of boiling water to each pound. When
each is dissolved, pour the loJ:oimo the lime
wixture, stirring them well together. Then
empty the mixture into the cesspool, spread-
myg itover. Tbis will have to be done quick.
ly, us when the two ingredients are mixed
they may boil over. The use of this mixture
uot merely destfoys foul smells, but produces
a chemical chauge in the waterials from
which they arise, and renders them wholly
itnocuous. It also reduces the muss con-
siderabiy.  Atier the fluid is applied the place
should be covered up tight for two or three
hours.”

The product of the mixture is a solution of
caustic soda, with lime and carbonate of lime
i suspenzion. It requires to be hand'ed
with care, as it will destroy  all urticles of
clothing it comes in contact with. As &
disinfectant it has all the merit cluiméd for
it.
