In the event of any escane in the
drain into which such discharges are cast,
the well of water soure s might be infect-
ed. Ho therefore recommends that all
dischargos should be disinfected before
being thrown into the drain,and that all
clothes, towels or badding in the least
taiuted should also bo carcfully disinfect-
He remarks that the main object
for endeavor must bu to secure such local
circumstances that cliolera  contagion,
though not disinfected, shall be |v:c\':ntvd
from acting extensively on the popula-
tion. He goeson to remark thus :—

The dangers which have to be gnarded
against as favoring the sproad of cholera-
contagium are particularly two. First,
and above all, there is the danger of
water supplies whish arc in any (c¢ven the
slightest) degree tainted by house-refuse
or other kinds of filth ; as where there |
is outflew, leakage, or filtration; from
sewers, house drains, privies, cesspoois,
ooul ditches, or the like, into streams,
springs;“wells, or reservoirs. from which
the uulrply of water is drawn, or into
the soil in which the wells arc situated —
 danger which mnay exist on a small
scale (but, perhaps, often repeated in
the sawe district) at the pump or dip-well
of a private house ; or on a large scale
and cven vast scale, in the source of
supply of public watcr-works,  And,
secondly. there is the danger of breath-
ing air which is foul with effluvia from
thesame sort of impurity.  Immediately
a searching examination of gources of
water supply should be made in all
cases where the source is in any degree
open to the suspicion of impurity ; and
the water both from private and pul:ln:'
sources should be cxmmn-.l.‘\\'!wrr'
pollution is  discovered,  everything
practicable should be done to prevent
the pollution from continuing, or, if this
object cannot be attained, to prevent the
water from being drunk. Simultaneously
there should be unmediate thorough re-
moval of every sort of house refuse, and
other tilth which has accumulated of the
same sort should be prevented; attention
shonld be given to all defects of house
drains and sinks through whict oifensive
smellsare letinto house;thorough washing
and lime washing of uncleandy premises,
especially of such as are densely occupied,
should be practiced again and again.

the present hiedid not have a single case
o his docket, though fresh calls came
1w rapidly 'fu-rw:\rnl. In the practice
of the physlaan above mentioned there,
hirve heeuahont 500 cases during four
weeks within arading of ten mile.  In-
cluding the practice of other physicians,
it may be safely estimated that within
the lumits mentioned in the first part o
thisarticle there have been at least 1,500
cases of thissingular epidemic.  Even in
Chicago there have \m:n many cases.
The epidemic seems now to have passed
its enlminating point as the cases in the
region where it has specially raged are
diminishing.

Nichols, of Malvern, has published a
pawphlet in which he undertakes to
how not only that “'the average Briton”
1 live on sixpence & dav, but that such
living “will make him, like ‘early to bed
awl early to rise,' healthy, wealthy,
witty and wise.” He puts his veto upon
all flesh of land aaimals ; but he allows
an gcc.uiunnl pennf"unh of fish ; and
the grains, vegotables, and fruits he
recommends  are in - number as the
sandupon the sea-shore. ‘A pennyworth
of potatocs and & pennyworth of dried
codlish boiled together, then both mashed
and mixed together with a bit of butter,
make au excellant dish. Add a penny-
worth of greens and you need never dine
better." *‘As to drink,” he says ‘‘rain
water—filtered if you like—but in any
case ra'n water.” The fare ho appears to
particularly recommend is oatmeal, as-
sisted by rain-water; and he desires that
this combination should be taken ‘‘in
plesant company, galy and uui'thfully
and, in every case, with thanksgiving.”
