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The Newfoundland 
School Society.

Every student of history must he 
■truck with the numerous instances 
of one man power, the Influence of 
one solitary enthusiast on the great 
movements of the world. Peter the 
Hermit and the Crusades of the 
Middle Ages, Wycllff ahd Luther, and 
In more modern times Father Mat­
thew and the great temperance re­
form, General Booth and the Salva­
tion Army, and the most recent of all 
Grenfell and Labrador—these are all 
In their why marvellous, but they are 
not more striking or remarkable than 
the founding of the Newfoundland 
School Society by Samuel Codner. He 
was a very ordinary West Country 
merchant, carrying on business in 
Newfoundland. He had no eloquence, 
no literary ability, no great wealth. 
Readers can see his likeness in my 
History, a very ordinary common­
place individual. On a visit to Lon­
don he heard a sermon by an eloquent 
preacher on the duties of Englishmen 
towards their overseas kinsmen In the 
Colonies. They should be given the 
blessings of religion and education. It 
stirred Codner to such a pitch of en­
thusiasm that he there and then vow­
ed to devote his whole life and en­
ergy to giving Newfoundland educa­
tion. At once he gave up his busi­
ness, and from that day forward all 
his life and energy was Consecrated 
to this one object.

Beginning about 1820 Codner trav­
elled all over the British Isles, and 
in every city he established a branch 
Of his new Society—“The Newfound­
land and British North America So­
ciety for Educating the Poor.” At 
that period Newfoundland with its 
90,000 of population had only one soli­
tary school, a few Catholic priests, 
ten Church of England clergymen and 
ten Methodists. Both religion and edu­
cation were at their lowest ebb.

The work done by Codner both in 
England and the Colony was some­
thing marvellous. In 1831 we learn 
that his health had completely broken 
down, he had literally worn himself 
out; but to the day of his death be 
never abated his exertions on behalf 
of the one great object to which he 
had devoted his life, and his success 
'was marvellous. Beginning in August, 
1824, Archdeacon Bridge reported in 
1842 that education had been extend­
ed to 12,000 children, that it had 
now 44 schools in full operation.

There was one point about -the new 
Socjety that Fill re.commend_it to ail 
lovers of education. It was absolute­
ly non-sectarian. In its reports it de­
clares “Whilst it adopts Dr. Bell’s 
system of instruction, it is cautious 
of giving offence by insisting on the 
general introduction of any particu­
lar catechism,” etc. It is pleasant to 
know that in Newfoundland men of 
all denominations, Catholics and Pro­
testants alike, supported the new So­
ciety.

The old reports give us an insight 
into the real history of the Colony rt 
this period. We can note the first 
beginnings of the great house of Bow- 
rings, first in Benjamin Bowring, 1820. 
grandfather of Sir William Benjamin 
Bowring, Bart, of to-day; next Bow­
ring & Son, B. Bowring and his eld­
est son Châties, and next Bowring 
Bros. In the Liverpool auxiliary two 
of the leading members are John 
Gladstone and John Job, afterwards 
Sir John Gladstone, father of the 
great statesman, and John Job. grand­
father of our William Carson Job 
The Jobs of Liverpool and the Glad­
stones were associated in business 
Job’s supplying Gladstone's slaves m 
Demarara with Newfoundland fish and 
bringing home Gladstone's celebrated 
Demerara rum. I have often wonder­
ed that the great commoner's enemies 
never attacked him about the early 
associations of his family with slavery 
and rum. In these early days the 
anomaly was never considered; both 
John Job and John Gladstone were 
earnest religious men. 'Tt required 
Wilberforce and Zachary Macaulay, 
Lord Macaulay’s father, to rouse the 
nation into indignation about the 
slave trade , and the horrors and 
cruelty of the middle passage.

The Society's operations were soon 
extended to Upper Canada. Then in 
Ms infancy with a sparse" population 
of about 290,000 less than the annual 
emigration of'oné single yeaj- into the 
Dominion, as it is,well known the old 
Newfoundland School Society is now 
merged into the Colonial and Conti­
nental Church and School Society. 
Newfoundlanders should always hon­
our the memory of Samuel Codner, 

/who did such good work for our edu­
cation.

All bear wit­
ness to the greatness of his Kingly 
qualities, to the wisdom of his states- . 
manship, to the lovableness of hit 
personal character, and to his un 
warying care for the welfare and the 
interests of his people.

He died, as he had lived, in har­
ness. He has fulfilled to the very 
letter the noble resolve with whict. 
he entered on his reign—all glorious 
for himself if all too brief for mankind 
—"I am fully determined as long as 
“there is breath in my body to work 
“for the good and amelioration of my 
“people.” No sovereign could ascend 
his throne with a loftier aspiration. 
None has ever fulfilled it more faith­
fully and more steadfastly than King 
Edward the Seventh.

In behalf of the Church of England 
in Newfoundland the Executive Com­
mittee immediately embodied an ex­
pression of its sorrow and sympathy 
in an address to the" Royal Family, 
which was forwarded to His Excel­
lency the Governor for transmission 
to the proper authorities. The address 
is as follows:

Address to Royal Family.
“The Synod of the Church of Eng­

land in Newfoundland desires to ex­
press the deep feeling of sorrow with 
which, in common with all church peo­
ple throughout the Colony, it has 
learnt of the death of our beloved 
King, who has endeared -himself to 
all his subjects by his wise and bene­
ficent rule; and it also desires to ex­
press its heartfelt sympathy with His 
Majesty King George, the Queen Dow­
ager, and all the Royal Family: And 
it further desires to assure His Ma­
jesty of its unswerving loyalty and 
devotion to His Throne and Person.” 
Given under Our Hand and the Seal 

of the Diocese, this tenth day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred 
and ten.

Accession of King George.

The loss of a Sovereign so experi­
enced, so sagacious, so popular with 
the statesmen of both parties, as well 
as with the nation, so cautious, so 
courageous, and so tactful in the man­
agement of men and of affairs at a 
moment when England stands com­
mitted to the gravest domestic crisis 
of our time, is indeed a public calam­
ity. We have, nevertheless, one sub­
ject of consolation. We have lost a 
great constitutional King. He has left 
us a successor in whom we may con­
fidently repose our trust. The seri­
ous character, and the wide personal 
knowledge of public business through­
out the Empire of King George, af­
ford us a strong hope that the ship of 
state will be wisely and firmly steer­
ed through all the dangers Which 
menace it.

To us In St. John’s our new King 
and Queen are no strangers. We all 
remember that it was with their visit 
to Newfoundland that the Duke and 
Duchess of Cornwall and York 
brought to a close their memorable 
tour of the Colonies, which they un­
dertook in fulfilment of the wish of 
Queen Victoria, and we all remember 
the loyal welcome which they receiv­
ed here. That tour was a Royal pro­
gress, the like of which no Prince 
has ever made in the history of the 
world. In eight months their Royal 
Highnesses travelled by land and sea 
little short of 50,000 miles. In all that 
w onderful journey the Duke and Duch­
ess never once set foot on soil not an. 
integral part of the British Empire, 
with the exception of Egypt, which, 
after all, is a British Protectorate.

That tour enabled millions to see 
and i acclaim, many of them for the 
first and only time, their future King 
and Queen. On the other hand the 
Royal travellers were brought face 
to face and shook hands with tens of 
thousands of the King’s loyal sub­
jects of all classes and degrees, and 
they had ample opportunities, of 
which they took every advantage, to 
study the social, educational, financ­
ial, and political questions in the Col­
onies. ,, ....In his admirable replies to the bun- 
nrodo nf love! addresses presented,

recall the reply which he made to the 
Address of our Diocesan Synod. It 
was as follows:

“My Lord Bishop,—I am greatly 
“touched by the receipt of the ad- 
“dress which you have tendered to 
“me in the name of the Diocesan 
"Synod of the Church of England in 
“Newfoundland. Although the oldest 
’ of His Majesty’s Dominion’s oversea, 
“your Island shows no lack .of vigour 
“or sturdy progress, and the figures 
“which you have quoted amply prove 
“that the Church of England here ad- 
"vances with the passage of years.

“I shall gladly bring to the notice 
“of my father, your reference to the 
"visit of His Majesty to your shores, 
“and the overflowing côrdiality of 
"welcome which has been extended 
"to us on this occasion.

“In the name of the Duchess and 
“for myself, I thank you most heart- 

’ "ily for your words of goodwill, and 
“1 earnestly trust that the providen­
tial care which has been yours in 
“the past may be your aid and safe 
“guard in the years that are to come.”

Happy is the nation which, on los­
ing such a ruler as King Edward, can 
see the Sceptre pass into the hands 
of such a successor as King George.

Ol’R LOSSES.
Owing to my attendance at the Lam 

beth Conference in the summer of 
1908, the eighteenth session of oui 
Synod was not held until late in Sep­
tember of that year, and therefore the 
>eriod which has elapsed since our 
last meeting, and which we have to 
review, is shorter than usual.

During this period there are natu­
rally many who have gone from oui 
gaze and have passed beyond the veil 
into the Paradise of God. Very likel) 
some of those who have been least 
known and accounted of here on 
earth will stand highest in the sight 
of Him with Whom we. have to do 
Some of these have been specially 
brought before you in the pages of oui 
Diocesan Magazine, a paper in many 
ways most helpful to our work, and 
deserving of your constant recom­
mendation and support. There are 
three whose names we cannot omit to 
mention here.

The Rev. Augustus Edwin Bayly. 
our senior Priest, after twelve years 
spent in retirement, entered into his 
rest in a good old age. He was or­
dained before the close of the first 
half of the nineteenth century. He 
spent nearly the whole of his minis­
terial life as Incumbent of Bonavista 
and Rural Dean of the Bay, and has 
left behind him a record of self-deny- 

,ing .and strenuous labour. - - -v 
We have also to mourn thé loss of 

the Rev. Thomas William Temple.
He commenced his ministry in the 
arduous mission of White Bay, but two 
years later he undertook the duties 
of Chaplain to the Anglican Congrega­
tion in the French Island of St. Pierre 
—a post for which he was admirably 
adapted— and where his scholastic 
work in imparting a thorough educa­
tion to the children of the English- 
speaking residents was highly appre­
ciated. In spite of failing health, he 
carried on his labours there for 23 
years, but was at length compelled to 
retire to England. After a brief rest 
there, however, he essayed to under­
take the charge of a mission in Con­
ception Bay, but this proved too much 
for his strength, and he returned 
again to his native land, and died 
there in 1908.

No more faithful layman has ever 
served the Church in Newfoundland 
than the Hon. George Rendell. A 
member of the Synod from its incep­
tion, and Secretary of the Executive 
Committee for well nigh a quarter of 
a century, his calm judgment, wise 
counsel, and untiring devotion to the 
best interests of the Church have been 
of inestimable value. He has gone 
down to the grave full of years and 
honour.

We shall remember them, and oth­
ers who have been taken from us. 
and consider how we may profit by 
all that was high and noble in their 
lives. We shall pray that we. with, 
them and with all those that are de­
parted in the true faith of God’s most 
Holy Name, may have our perfect con­
summation and bliss, both in body and 
soul, in His eternal and everlasting 
glory.

addition to these 7 recruits, two 
priests have joined us from England, 
and one who had left the diocese has 
returned. Against this Increase of 10 
we have to set the loss of 3 by depar­
ture and one by death. The net gain 
is therefore 6, and this raises the total 
number of clergy to 75,.but as two of 
these are retired and 5 are on leave, 
the total number on active work is 68, 
an increase of 6 upon the number at 
the time of the last Synod.

CONFIRMATION.
I bave held 37 Confirmations, at 

which 663 males and 707 females— 
making a total of 1,370 persons—have 
received the Imposition of Hands. Let 
me remind you, my Reverend Breth­
ren that the work of Confirmation 
neither begins nor ends with the visit 
of the Bishop : it Is a continuous part 
of the labours of the Parish Priest 
If the preparation for this ordinance 
of the Church is of great importance, 
still more is the care and watching ; 
and this, 1 fear, is comparatively lit­

tle thought of, even In many cases 
where the preparation is done with 
conscientiousness and diligence. It Is 
to this cause that I attribute, in a con­
siderable degree, the extremely small 
proportion of habitual communicants 
among those who have recently been 
confirmed. I believe that a change in 
this disappointing state of things 
would be brought about more than 
In any other way by continuing the 
Confirmation classes for a consider­
able time under the name and charac- 
tr of meetings for young communi­
cants. If even for two or three months 
after the period of Confirmation the 
candidates were gathered together in 
the week preceding their monthly 
Communion, and every effort made to 
secure their attendance, a habit could 
scarcely fail to be acquired of regular 
Communion, and the end would still 
more surely be attained if these meet­
ings were continued In accordance 
with the suggestion I have already 
made, as .a permanent and continuous 
branch of parochial work. I fear that

;
we suffer great loss and miss a great 
opportunity in not giving more time 
and care to the preparation for first 
Communion. It is an epoch in the 
spir tual life, in some respects more 
important than Confirmation itself. 
Whenever it has been made the occas­
ion of loving teaching with regard to 
the Sacrament, above all when it is 
combined with fitting exercises of de­
votion on the eve of the momentov.; 
day, it is calculated not only to be a 
very powerful strei-gth to the future 
spiritual life, but also a blessed mem­
ory which will often exercise a holy- 
influence upon the soul in after times 
of trial and temptation, of sorrow and 
of doubt, amidst the waves and storms 
of this troublesome world. , •"

nicants In the diocese Is, the Statis­
tical Returns furnished to the Synod 
do not enable me to say. I should 
rejoice to be able to test from time to 
time the progress or the slackness of

who are growing drowsy and careless, 
and to bring back those who are be­
ginning to wander. I know nothing 
which more directly tends to keep the 
Pastor’s vigilance alive than the habit 
of gathering into such a record this 
almost itnfailing index of the ; vari­
ations of spiritual. life .within his par- 
iah.

A Danyerons Runaway
Shortly after 2 p.m. yesterday as a 

young business man of the city was 
driving along Henry Street, intended 
to take a drive countrywards, and 
while proceeding west over that 
thoroughfare the horse he drove—a 
mettlesome animal— took fright and 
dashed off at great speed.

An old man named John 
Reid, of Sheehan’s Shute, was at 
work with others repairing the street 
opposite Soper & Moore’s store; he 
had his back turned towards the on­
coming animai, and being deaf could 
not hear the cries of warning uttered 
by Consts. Nugent and Humber who 
were standing at the head of Adelaide 
Street, when noticing by the gestures 
of the officers that something was 
wrong he turned and saw the beast 
was upon him, and when he stooped 
to avoid it, though he escaped the 
horse, the whqels struck him in the 
side of the head and he was thrown 
with violence from the middle of the 
street in on the sidewalk. Had the 
horse gone over him he must have 
been trampled to death under its 
hoofs. The two officers ran to his 
assistance and found that he was 
bleeding from some wounds in the 
head and was in a state of collapse 
Councillor Martin who stood in the 
doorway of his undertaking establish­
ment helped the officers to get him in 
there, and Dr. Tait was quickly sum­
moned by telephone. Const. Nugent, 
before the doctor arrived, procured 
some brandy which helped revive 
Reid. The doctor found that he was 
much hurt about the back and loins, 
and that a couple of ugly wounds 
were In the head, one over the left 
eye and the other over the forehead. 
These were quickly stitched and the 
man was made comfortable, after 
which he was driven home.

The driver of the'horse was looked 
after by Sgt. Savage and the officers 
with him. He quickly revived, and 
after attending to Reid, Dr. Tait was 
prompt in ministering to him also. 
He had a cut over the eye, was hurt 
about the legs and suffered from 
shock, and after being treated by the 
doctor was driven home accompanied 
by Sgt. Savage. He will be alright 
in a day or so. The runaway was 
stopped near the Western Fire Sta­
tion and the carriage escaped injury. 
It was a fortunate thing that the ac­
cident had npt a more serious ter-

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Their Boat Capsized,

graphies of the world’s great ■
wonders of science and nature, and, 
above all, lives of Christian Saints 
and Martyrs, will feed their interests," 
and give a healthy direction to their 
tastes.

I have said that the majority of 
our people read little more than the 
daily newspapers, and here it might 
be admitted that there is room for 
much improvement in the conduct of 
the press. In our local journals large 
space is often devoted to trtval mat­
ters, while a few lines are given to 
events bearing on the cause of civili­
zation and progress in the world. All 
unprejudiced persons will acknow­
ledge that the tone of our newspapers 
at stich a time as a general election 
leaves much to be desired. The mis­
representation of the words and ac­
tions of public men. the apparent in­
ability to give credit to an opponent 
for a wise or honourable action, the 
appeals made to prejudice and ignor­
ance, the attempts to put class against 
< lass and creed against creed, are 
such as should be repudiated by all 
right thinking people. The remedy 
for this state of things lies in the créa­
tion of a healthy public opinion, and 
1 venture to think that a pronounce­
ment by the Synod on this question 
would be a point in that direction.

A good daily paper is a deriderat- 
um: a journal which, while recording 
all that the press now deals with In 
politics, commerce and affairs of 
the world, would give to moral and 
relffeious questions at least the share, 
home by them in human life. I do 
not refer to what are called 'religious

Dr. Arnold desired for books, that it 
should deal with common subjects in 
a religious spirit.

FINANCE.
The financial position of our outport 

clergy calls for our most careful and 
sympathetic consideration. In this 
respect the contrast between their 
status and that of the clergy to Eng­
land is striking. In an endowed church 
the clergy have security for tenure, 
and consequently Independence of ac­
tion and poor congregations have a 
certainty of spiritual ministrations be­
ing provided for them which are 
lacking in a Church almost wholly de­
pendent on voluntary effort. On the 
other hand there can be no doubt 
that one tendency of endowments is 
to check enthusiasm and Interest on 
the pert of the laity, who are further 
In danger of forfieting the privilege 
that is theirs to minister in worldly 
things to those who sow into the ear 
spiritual things.

The “golden mean" is perhaps the 
best for both, endowment sufficient to 
enable a man to feel free, if need be, 
to go counter to public opinion when 
ii is clearly In the wrong, and yet not 
enough to free the people from their 
personal obligation towards those who 
labor for them In the Lord.

Into this question, however. I do 
not desire to enter further. We have 
to deal with facts as they are. We 
are not an endowed church. Now that 
the old system under which the S. P. 
O. guaranteed a-stipend of £100 or 
more to each missionary, has been

abolished, and even the block grant 
which has taken the. place of that sys­
tem, is rapidly approaching extinction 
our clergy are practically dependent 
cn the freewill offering’s of the faith­
ful laity. Let us look these facts 
squarely in the face.

We should all be agreed that it Is 
essential our own clergy should re­
ceive an income suitable to their posi­
tion, and sufficient for their simple 
needs, and, further, they should have 
some security that their income will 
cot sink below at least ‘a living wage’ 
if they feel bound in duty to our Lord 
tu take what may be an unpopular 
line on some particular occasion. .1 
bave given the matter very careful 
thought, and I speak from personal 
experience inasmuch as I have again 
and again visited and enjoyed the

Other religious bodies take this into 
consideration when deciding what a 
minimum annual income of their min­
isters should be. Why should not we 
do the'same? Why shouud not we 
make an allowance for each child 
under, say, eighteen years of age, and 
an educational allowance during the 
Sear that the child is at school?

I would claim for our clergy that 
as a body they are rendering right 
good service to the community, ànd 
that they ought to be free-from those 
anxieties, which press so heavily on 
some, as to how they are to provide 
for the education of their children. 
We should remember that thqse Par­
ish Priests are educated men. and it 
is hard for parents to know that their 
children will receive a less liberal 
■education than they themselves en-

1 had gone on too long in her, and 
that if the ship had proceeded on the 
proposed' voyage down the Labrador 
and had met (as she probably would) 
with heavy weather, she would have 
foundered, and possibly with loss of 
life.

But while we thank God that such 
a calamity has been averted, it is with 
deep regret that we reflect that we 
shall, never see her again. She was 
a welcome visitor to many an outhar- 
bor. To thousands of fisherfolk she 
has carried the ministrations of the 
Church’s Chief Pastor, and her com 
ing has been looked forward to with 
the keenest interest and delight. In 
this little ship I have spent four’ years 
of my life, and have made seventeen 
part from her without poignant sor- 
part from hr without poignant sor­
row.

The question as to what steps 
should be taken up to provide a sub­
stitute became at once a matter for 
serious consideration. I have taken 
council with some of our experienced 
laymen—merchants, ship-owners and 
others—and their advice and practi­
cal suggestions have been of much 
value. One thing is certain, namely, 
that a great part of the Bishop's work 
cannot for some time to come be car­
ried on without a vessel at his dis 
posai. Though of late years the fac 
ilities for locomotion have increased 
by means of railway and coastal boats 
yet for quite half the coast a Church 
ship is still a necessity. The Bishop 
visit scores of settlements where no 
coastal steamer ever touches.

The Lavrock was a sailing vessel 
and a better sailer could not be found. 
But the universal opinion is that 
something more than this is required 
and we have decided to build a vessel 
in Newfoundland, of about 80 tons,
and to equip her with a kerosene mo­
tor instead of trusting entirely to 
sails. The cost will be about $15,000 
We have nearly half of this sum al 
ready in hand, made up of the insur­
ance money, a small endowment yield­
ing about $200 a year, subscriptions 
from friends in England, and the re­
cent Lenten Self-Denial Offering from 
various parishes and missions. It 
should be borne in mind that until 
within the last eight years the Dio­
cese has not been put to any expense 
whatever for the maintenance of the 
three Church ships which have been 
worn out in its service. The Hawk 
the Star, and, until quite recently, the 
Lavrock, have not cost the diocese 
one farthing. In 1902 the Synod 
made its first grant of $500 towards 
thq upkeep of the Church Ship, and of 
late years several of the missions and 
parishes have from time to time con­
tributed a collectiou for the object.

BISHOP’S PRIZEMEN.
It will be In the recollection of the 

Synod that with a view to the encour­
agement of Sytematic Religious In­
struction to our Day Schools 1 have 
for some years past offered prizes to 
the teachers of those, schools .wfiicb, 
in the opinion of the Inspectors, have 
shown a satisfactory knowledge of the 
special subjects prescribed in the syl­
labus. We made a beginning in 1903 
with the schools of the Colonial and 
Continential Church Society. In 1905 
the plan was applied to the Board 
Schools lying between Petty Harbour 
and King's Cove inclusive. In 1907 
the schools situated between Brook­
lyn and Bay of Islands were reported 
upon. I bad intended that the survey 
of the whole diocese should be com­
pleted last year by the examination 
of the schools lying between Bay of 
Islands and Placentia, and in fact was 
under the Impression that this was 
being done. 1 regret, however, to find 
that through a misapprehension such 
inspection in Religious Knowledge 
has not taken place. The Superin­
tendent of Education actually visited 
nearly all of these last mentioned 
schools, but as the selection of Prize­
men was not to his mind at the time 
he feels that he could not now make 
a just and equitable decision. The 
inspection in religious knowledge of 
this portior| of the diocese must, 
therefore, fip postponed for the pres­
ent.

EDUCATION.
The subject of education, as con-, 

nected with the Church, is too im­
portant at the present time not to de­
mand our special attention. At the 
last session of the Synod a special 
committee was appointed to consider 
the subject, and to draft resolutions 
on the same for the consideration of 
the Synod. That Committee, in its re­
port, made various recommendations 
relating to the equipment of schools, 
the entrusting of an increased grant 
to the Synod Education Committee, 
the submission of plans for buildings 
to the Government, "the Increase of 
Teacheries’ salaries, and the increase 
of the grants for the Superior schools, 
for training teachers, and for the col­
leges. It is gratifying to know that 
all of the recommendations have been, 
or are being, carried out Meanwhile 
the questions rises in one’s mind.
Are the Clergy making the most of 
their present opportunities to train 
up the children of our schools in in­
telligent attachment to the Church?
The influence- of the frequent pres­
ence of the Parish Priest at the time 
of religious instruction and at other 
times,, his constant interest In the 
progress of the Individual hoys and 
girls, the Influence wisely arid judic­
iously exercised upon the master or 
mistress of the school, his sympathy 
with their difficulties, his ready help, 
his appreciation of their work, all 
this telle Immensely upon the efficien­
cy of the school. A clergyman who 
never or rarely goes near the school, 
who Is a, comparative stranger to both 
teachers and scholars, is throwing 
away a great opportunity. Then 
again much may he done to Interest 
the Laity 6f’ the Parish In the work 
of the school. Invite them to the 
school exarifnations, to the school 
treat, to the prize day. I regret that 
with i>erhaps the exception of a mem­
ber of a school board here and there 
so few of our laymen ever enter the 
schools. I very much wish, my 
brrttiern of the. Laity, that you would 
fed that the Board is a great Church 
institution In which you as Church­
men are as much Interested as the 
Clergy, and that upon the efficiency 
and maintenance of our Church 
Schools the prosperity and health of 
the Church itself depends, 1 Lut we

TECHNICAL EDUCATION.
Then with regard to the new re­

quirements of tne age. We must be 
alive to all the new aspects of the 
Educational question. Technical edu­
cation is now come to the fore. Draw­
ing and carving and various indus­
tries, most useful to the after life of 
the child, are required, and we mjist 
not neglect these. Will the parents 
of the children be content to accept 
the Church Catechism as an equiva- . 
lent for those industries which will I 
command good wages when the school- 1 
boy is become a man. I am of course I 
speaking now mainly with reference 
to schools in this city and in 
our larger settlements. It is not 
manifest that we wish to retain the 
opportunity of giving a sound religi­
ous education to the working man’s 
child, we must " secure to him while 
at our schools all those advantages 
iwhich he can get elsewhere. More, 
over, if it is found by experience that 
the possession of technical knowledge 
sharpens and expands the intellectual 
faculties and has in addition a good 
moral influence, as undoubtedly it has, 
does not love for the scholars teach 
us that we ought, if we can, to give 
them such knowledge? Real Chris­
tian benevolence does not do things 
by halves, does not give a moderately 
good thing when it is possible to give 
a very good thing. And therefore 
claim for our Church schools that 
they should give the best education 
that can be given to their scholars, 
and I earnestly ask those of you who 
are members of Boards to strain ev­
ery nerve to keep abreast of the 
movement, and to be fully alive to 
the requirements of the age you live 
in. ! can conceive nothing more like- 
lly to attach the rising generation to 
the Church than the consciousness 
that that Church, in discriminating 
love to them, gave them the best edu­
cation that could be given, with a 
view to their future wants in life, as 
well as to the highest and eternal in­
terests of their souls.

at least as much to the Bishop as to 
anyone else.

I have referred to this subject be­
cause. as you will have seen by the 
Agenda paper, the Executive Com­
mittee Intend to introduce a bill deal­
ing with it, and because I consider 
it to be one which demands the im­
mediate and most serious considera­
tion of the Synod.

Reference was also made by His 
Lordship to the destruction of the 
Nova Scotia Cathedral, the Pan-Angli­
can Congress Thank-Offering, and the 
work of the A.P.C. which we regret 
we have been unable to get in type 
in time for publication in this issue.

CAPE REPORT.
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ADDRESS
To Mvrii-

Gentlemen,—Having been elected by you 
' as a member oi the Municipal Council eight 

years ago, and having been re-elected four years 
subsequently, l now offer myself as a candidate 
for the position of Mayor in tnependingelection, 
in the belief that the eight years' experience I 
have had at the Council Board will enable me, 
if elected, to perform the duties of that office 
satisfactorily, 1 trust, to the great majority of the 
citizens.

I fully recognize that the affairs of the Munici­
pality are such as to call for the earnest endea­
vors and unceasing attention of those vvh<- may 
be selected by you to administer the city's gov­
ernment during the next four years, and so far as 
I am concerned, J shall leave nothing undone to 
forward the interests of the people Of St. John’s, 
and to the best of my ability I shall strive to 
maintain an honest, upright and capable conduct 
of its business.

During the past eight years public works of 
much importance to the city have been carried 
out, notably the construction of the High-Level 
Water Service, a considerable extension of the 
sewerage system, and a decided betterment in 
the street lighting service. The financing of these 
undertakings, it was thought by some, would 
have been impossible with the city’s limited re­
sources ; but whereas prior to that time the Coun­
cil was never able to pay its interest in full, we 
not alone improved the city’s financial status 
sufficiently to pay th** whole of the existing in­
terest, but also the interest on the outlay for 
these improvements, and for the past six or seven 
years the city has always been able to meet its 
total interest charge, even though the amount 
thereof has been increasing from year to year by 
reason of the enlarged outlays for public improve­
ment and the increased cost of the city services.

At the recent session of the Legislature a mea­
sure was enacted investing the Municipal Coun­
cil with increased powers, and providing the 
machinery where the extension of the water and 
sewerage systems could be gone on with and the 
Small Homes receive the benefits of these ser­
vices. If elected, I shall uo my utmost, together 
with my associates at the Council Board, to carry 
out the policy of which this measure is the ex­
pression. The amount appropriated tor those 
purposes is 590,000, and this will involve a fur­
ther addition to our interest charge, but in view 
of the rapidity with which the city is expanding, 
and of the increased revenue which will accrue 
to the Council from the assessment on the struc­
tures which are now being erected every day, I see 
no reason why it should not be possible, not 
alone to meet existing obligations, but also to pro­
vide for the carrying out of still other civic im­
provements.

In my humble judgment the matters which 
will press most strongly on the incoming Coun­
cil for action are as follows :
1.—SANITATION.

The reform of the present sanitary systems is 
imperative. The reduction of the area served 
by ihe night carts and thejr elimination, so far 
as it is possible, must soon be taken in hand. 
This will involve still further extension of the 
water and sewer systems, since the recent 
monetary provision will be- insufficient to 
carry the benefits of these systems to every 
home in the city, ;as should be the case. The 
constant flushing and care of the surface 
drains, which, if regularly carried out, would 
contribute not a little to the improved health 
of the community, will command my attention.

ÎS.-IIOUN1NG.
The need of inexpensive, but comfortable, 
homes for the workingmen of the city is all too 
evident. I shall gladly co-operate and give 
my best aid towards the working out of any 
project which may be devised for providing 
such homes and improving conditions for 
those residents of St. John’s who suffer from 
this drawback at pfesent.

a.—Municipal lighting.
With water powers within comparatively easy 
reach of the city, which should be capable of 
utilizatio i for the development of electric en­
ergy for lighting piirposes, I would be disposed I 
to advocate the establishment of a municipal 
lighting system, feeling satisfied that thereby 
the city could greatly increase the numoer of . 
lights and at the same time effect a saving in 
the cost of providing this accessory to the 
city’s comfort and convenience.

4. -CONGENTED LOCALITIES.
The overcrowded condition of several sections 
of the city, which, by reason of their conveni­
ence to industrial centres, have become the 
home of large numbers of people, demands 
that such steps should be taken as arc found 
feasible to effect a redistribution of population 
in these sections, and I shall do my uimost, if 

. favoured with your confidence and support, to 
promote such measures as will helo to transfer 
the working people from these sections to 
others where they can live under more com­
fortable hygienic conditions. By this means, 
as well as by improving the sanitary condi­
tions, it should be possible to reduce the pres­
ent appalling death-rate of the city.

5. -EXTENSION OF STREET
C VRS.—In order to provide a convenient 
means by which industrial and business cen­

tres might be reached from the outlying parts 
of the city, j would favor urging the Réid- 
Newfouriband Company to extend its street 
car system so as to open up areas witnin easy 
reach of the city, with a view of encouraging 
those cf ôùr people who can afford it to erect 
homes for themselves in the subui.bs, and it 
may be that a means can be devised by which 
tenement cottages could also be erected, the 
present municipal boundaries being extended 
so as to embrace these localities and give the 
city the advantage of the revenue derivable 
from the assessment on these properties. 

«.-CITY MARKET.
A long felt want is that of a city market, and I 

shall advocate the providing of it as soon as 
soon as circumstances will permit, while the 
question of establishing fish markets in the 

• coves of elsewhere, dredging the public coves 
and providing public lavatories will also de­
mand the early consideration of the coming 
Council.

7. -KEtnfJi;STMENT NE
TAXATION.

The present system of civic taxation is a cum­
bersome and inequitable one as compared with 
those which prevail in American and Canadian 
cities, arid I would favor the substitution of a 
similar method which would, at the same time, 
more equally distribute the burdens of city 
taxation on the different classes of residents. 
In this connection I would point out the un- 
fairness of the existing situation with regard to 
absentee landlords who receive very large sums 
every year for rentals, all of which go out of 
the colony never to return, and yet they have 
contrived to escape the payment of any special 
contribution towards fhe upkeep of thé muni­
cipality whose progress and prosperity is the 
prime factor in making- their property valua­
ble.

8. —STREET PAVING.
I think the time will soon have, arrived when 
the paving of other streets in the city might be 
undertaken, particularly Duckworth and New 
Gower streets, which are steadily becoming 
important business thoroughfares. The exper­
ience of other cities in recent years has shown 
that new paving processes have been devised 
M means of which a satisfactory pavement can 
be provided at a moderate cost.

9. -8flTyiCTPAL BUILDING-
The accumulation of valuable plans, docu" 
ments and records belonging to the city ; the 
inadequacy of the provision that noxv exists 
for their safe-keeping, the increasing volume of 
work which has to be transacted by the city 
officials, and the need of greater accommoda­
tion for the official staff in order to have this 
work done satisfactorily, all suggest thé desir­
ability of providing a municipal building, 
whidjh would, besides fèmoving these defects, 

g contain a chamber having facilities to enable 
the public to attend the deliberations of the 
Council and thereby stimulate greater public 
interest in its actions. Enormous lo.*ses might 
accrue to the city if a fire were to destroy the 
only existing records which the city has of im­
portant undertakings, arid other documents re­
lating to city properties. Thé providing of 
such a building as I suggest could be accom­
plished with very little extra cost to the city.

10. —RETIREMENT OF
COUNCILLORS. '

I would press for an amendment to the Muni­
cipal Act which would provide for members of 
the Council retiring by rotation, as by this 
means it would always be possible to have, at 
the municipal board a number of members 
possessed of the experience gained by 
a considerable term of service in the 
Council, and a familiarity with the 
various matters of business embraced 
within that period.

These are the principal matters 
which suggest themselves to me as 
embodying opr city problems of the 
near future, and I shall labor as best 
I know how, towards their earliest 
solution. I would emphasize, how­
ever, that these undertakings cannot 
be even partially accomplished by any 
Mayor and Council, however earnest 
and hard working, unless the enjoy 
the sympathetic and whole-hearted 
support of the ratepayers of the 
municipality. Such support I would 
bespeak most sincerely, feeling confi­
dent that the residents of ihe city will 
secure a rgeatly increased efficiency 
in civic administration if such inter­
est is manifested.

To matters of detail, such as arise 
daily, I shall give the same undivided 
attention as in the past, and therefore 
pledging you my best efforts on be­
half Of the city and its interests, and 
respectfully soliciting your votes and
