The Europeans who remain
in Tripoli are gathered in groups in
streets. Nearly all the Italians have
sent their families away, the Consul
giving them a free passage. The
steamship Adria with steam up is
%ept here at the disposition of the
Italian Consul. Turkish pickets are
~trolling the town day ‘and night.
The most threatening danger is that
the Arabs may rise against the Ital-
ians who are still here. The depart-
ure of many Europeans has intensi-
fied the feelings of the Arabs-against
tne Italians. Trading vessels lie in
the roadstead with cargoes undis-
charged. No native or foreign labor
can be obtained. So threatening .is
the native population that probably
the members of the Italian Colony
will leave Tripoli to-morrow. At pre-
*ent they are gathered at the Consul-
ate.
