It is further addec 
that the Islands captured by Greece 
should be restored to the Hellenic 
Kingdom.

The Standard Voices the consensus 
of opinion of the British press in say 
Jng—“We' look forward to the uniter 
action of the Powers, which will hav< 
the effect of removing the presen i 
deadlock, thus affording the Ottoman 
Government the necessary excuse foi 
yielding to the inevitable.

M. Zenezeras, in a statement to th< 
London Time®, this morning, says,— 
“No other solution is possible to peac.. 
than the cession by Turkey of Adrlan- 
ople and the Aegean Islands.”

The Greek Prime Minister points ou’ 
that the possession by Greece of all 
the Aegean Islands including thow 
aeId by Italy would have fallen ti 
Greece except for occupation by thr 
Italians. He contends that the cap 
ture of the islands Imposed great sac­
rifices in lives and money and was 
due-to the heroism of the Army anti 
Navy of Greece and were taken only 
after determined resistance by the 
enemy, and adds: “The Hellenic de­
mands for the possession of the is 
lands of Chois and Mytelene are no 
antedated, but are superior rights ac 
quired by Greece through conquests 
of war." He further declared that Ü 
the Powers granted rightful demands 
to the Allies they will ensure perman 
ent peace In the near East with mem 
hers of the Balkan Alliance living iu 
perfect concord with their neighbors 
He finally pledged the protection by 
Greece of all Mussulmans dwelling In 
the Aegean Islands, and assures them 
équal standing dhd protection by law.
