of loyal fathers.

BELFAST, Sept. 16.

Sir Edward Carsen landed to-day
to inspect Ulster's volunteer army,
which is to support the revolutionary
government. This army is said to be
thoroughly organized with 100,000
men, and expectations of 200,000.
Carson will remain a week. The cli-
max of the visit will be on Saturday
when the Belfast Unionist corps will
be inspected. There is little hope of
l.ord Loreburn’s suggested confer-
ence maturing, though the idea is not
abandoned.

LONDON, Sept, 16

As the result of the action of 1,600
of their employees at Liverpool, yes-
terday, two English railway compan-
ies have become involved in the Irish
Transport Workers’ dispute. More
than 1,000 men employed on the
L.ondon and North Western struck in
support of three of their number, who
refused to handle Irish traffic, and
later the sympathetic strike move-
ment extended to certain employees
of the Lancashire and Yorkshire rail-
way who alleged that the Irish goods
they were told to handle had come
through the I.. and N. W. system.
The- strike in Ireland is said to be
spreading rapidly, but so far there is
no disorder. In Dublin itself more
than 10,000 are now idle. Laborers
in the building trades refused to give
the understanding required by the
masters, and have joined the strikers.
Farm laborers in the county of Dub-
lin also went on strike yesterday.
The Dublin pawnshops will take no
more pledges, as they are already
overflowing with cheap clothing and
other articles, pawned for a few
pence to buy bread.

A great motor omnibus strike,
which would bring to a standstill
thousands of motor omnibuses now
traversing the streets of London, is
threatened, owing to the issue of no-
tices by Messrs. Gilling prohibiting
conductors and drivers from wearing
Trade Union badges.

He mnext went to the window of the
car and held up the mail matter for
the clerk to see what he wanted, but
this did not avail anything, and an im-
portant mail had to be brought back
to me. This meant in some cases a
week’s delay in receipt of my corre-
spondence,”

Cablé News.

Special to The Evening Telegram.
MEXICO, To-day.

Provisional President Huerta de-
livered his semi-annual message last
night at the opening of the second
session of the twenty seventh Mexi-
can Congress. In it he promisséd to
spare no efforts to bring out unre-
stricted elections of the President and
vice-President of the Mexican Repub-
month, declaring it would
constitute the greatest triumph in his
career to turn over the office to his
successor with the country at peace
as he hoped to do. General Huerta
said the strained diplomatic relations
hetween Mexico and the States had
caused the Mexican nation to suffer
unmerited affliction, and had retarded
the pacification of the country. Never-
theless, he asserted he had good
grounds of hope for an early solution
of the difficulties between the two
nations and see Mexico and States
once more united in the bonds of
friendship. The provisional President
drew a distinction between the . at-
titude of the Government of the States
and that of the people of that nation
saying, “Tenseness of our. diplomatic
relations with the Government of
States America, although luckily not
with that people had put Mexico into
a state of apprehension. In his per-
oration, Provisional President Huerta
said the Mexican Government regards
the pacification of the country as a
urgent and necessity in order to re-
store the public services to their nor-
mal state, to re-establish political.
social and economic equilibrium, and
make possible a program of reform
which will satisfy the national as-
piration” I will spare no effort, no
sacrifice to obtain the coveted peace,
and guarantee fully that the incoming
elections shall be a free casting of
the ballot. You may be sure it will
constitute the greatest possible tri-
umph for the interim Government to
surrender office to its successor, if
the latter as is to be expected enters
upon its functions with public peace
and order an accomplishied fact.”

NEW YORK, To-day.

The discovery of the counterfeit

DUBLIN, To-day.

The Bus Drivers Union adopted a
resolution last night calling out all
employees of the Transport combine,
which includes practically all motor
bus lines and tube railways, unless
the drivers discharged for wearing
Union badge are immediately re-in-
stated and the Union recognized.

Dapish Steamer

The final stage in this remarkable
ind memorable case was reached yes-
terday whegyp the plaintiff's counsel
announced in Court that a seftlement
was arrived at whereby the plaintiff
receives the flll amount sued for and
costs. The plaintiff sued for one-third
of the net proceeds of the sale -of 112
gquare miles of timber land. which
was sold for $5,000. The plaintiff be-
zan this case under great difficulties,
as he had practically nothing but his
own word to stand on against the two
defendants, and therer was no agree-
ment in writing to evidence his claim.
His case was that he (Mark Gibbons)
after some conversation with W. Cros-
bie had made an appointment to go
to Mr. Piccott’s office in July, 1909, to
arrange about taking up the area. He
and Crosbie on July 3rd, 1909, went
down to Mr. Piccott’s private office.
Mr. Piccott was engaged with several
men, who went out when Gibbons and
Crosbie went in. Piccott went to the
Crown Lands’ Office and got a map
and laid it on the table. Piccott sat
on one side of the table and Gibbons
and Crosbie on the othér side. Gib-
bons said that at this meeting they
agreed that the property at Maccles
Lake was to be taken up in W. Cros-
bie’s name and that Piccott was to see

. that the rentals were paid, and that

they were to share and share alike
in the proceeds, and that when he
pointed the area out to them on the
map and described and gave them the
boundaries, and that Crosbie was to

was W, Crosbie’s agent in all thaf he
did, and that there was no agreement
made in his office to give Gibbons any
share; that he wrote a letter to Mr.
Mews in May, 1911, saying that Gib-
bons had given him the boundaries

-4 and that he had given the boundaries

to Crosbie. He said in reference to
that letter that Gibbons did not give
him the boundaries at the meeting in
his office, nor at any time before, but
that it must have been some time af-
ter’\vards. But he also said that he
(Piccott) must have given Crosbie the
boundaries before the property was
gazetted. It was gazetted on July
3rd, 1909, the day of. this meeting.
Piccott said Gibbons had many con-
versations with him in 1909 and 1910
about this land, asking if it was sold,
and Piccott would answer, not that he
knew of, and so forth. That Soy (the
purchaser) went to Gambo to look at
the area. Gibbons wrote him (Pic-
cott) letters telling him what the
cruisers had seen and reported about
the timber and that he answered these
letters. . Piccott’s first letter in reply
was as follows:—

“CLAP THE GRIPS.”

Department Marine & Fisheries,
St. John’s, Newfoundland,

February 13th, 1911.
Dear Mark,—Your letter of the 10th
instant to hand. Soy is here in town
and tells me that the man he had to
go over the ground reports only 12
miles of timber land. Can this really
be true? If it is, you were badly mis-
taken when you advised Crosbie to

take out a grant for it. 1 surely
thought there were more than 12
miles timber land there; certainly

there must be something wrong some-
where, but I suppose this man Brown
whom you say has returned and is
sending in his report, cannot be giv-
ing a true statement. Either he or
vourself is wrong.

Received samples asbestos. What
chout taking out the claims for it? 1
will go in with you if you will give
me the chance. If you 'do, write me

and 1 will have the claims ‘taken out
at once. It looks good, but the party
to whom I showed it said it was a

pity that the fibre is so short. I do
not know anything about this stuff,
but if you had it analyzed in Canada
as vou say you did, you know what
the report says. Let me know what
vou intend to do and I will clap the
grips on it immediately.

SOLD FOR $5,000.

Gibbons' second letter of February
15th gave further details of what the
cruisers had reported. Soy came tc
town and made an agreement to buy
the property on Feb. 18, 1911, for $5,
00, The agreement was signed b}
John C. Crosbie on behalf of W. Cos-
bie, who was away. Piccott went &
Botwood on Feb. 13th and came back
zbout the 20th of February. Soy left
St. John's by the express on Feb. 19th
and going through Gambo -had said
that he agreed to buy the property.
Gibbons said he then wrote a third
letter to Piccott, asking for his share.
Piccott denied getting this third let-
ter, and on Feb. 24th he wrote Gib-
bons as follows:—

Department Marine & Fisheries,

St. John’s, Newfoundland,

February 24th, 1911.
Dear Sir,—Before I went to Bot-
wood I was not willing to sell the
timber land for what was offered, that
is as far as I was concerned. Of
course the land belonged to Mr. Cros-
bie, and neither you nor myself have
anything more to say in it. It is true
I helped to pay the rentals. I was
at Botwood one week. When I came
back Soy was gone and I have not
seen Mr. Crosbhie since, so that I can-
not give you any information as to
what was done, or what they intend

to do, and know no more about it than
vourself.

Yours in haste,
A. W. PICCOTT,
Mr. Mark Gibbons, Gambo.

J. C. UROSBIE PAYS RENTALS.

Piccott also said that when he
wrote this letter he did not know that
the property was sold, but wanted to
tell Gibbons that he had no right to
be interesting himself in this timber
limit, although W. Crosbie had not
told him to tell Gibbons that he (Gib-
bons) was not to have anything fur-
ther to say in it. He also said that
although he signed a note for part of
the rentals, he did not pay any, as
John C. Crosbie paid them.

WATTIE’S PECULIAR MEMORY

W. Crosbie in his evidence admit-
ted getting from Gibbons all informa-
tioin about the timber limit, but said
Gibbons gave it to him for nothing.
He admitted meeting Gibbons in Pic-
cott’s private office, but said he met
him there by accident and not by ap-
pointment; that he wrote out the Ga-
zette notice himself and brought his
written notice to the Gazette Office
on July 3rd, ’09. When he was con-
fronted with the typewritten notice

he could not say who typewrote it for
him, Afterwards he remembered, and

he was nearly positive about it that

he got it typewritten in Hon. J. C.
Crosbie’s office. On the appeal Thom-
as Devine proved that this notice was
typewritten in the Marine & Fisheries
Office, and W. Crosbie did not go in
the box to deny it.

There were many discrepancies or
contradictions in the evidence given
by the defendants. Mr. Piecott was
not in Court when Crosbie gave his
evidence. A most curjous circum-
stance in the case was the fact that
Crosbie and Piccott said that they did
not negotiate the sale of the property
and did not know who did, and Pic-
cott said he did not enquire.

WHO WILL YOU BELIEVE?

Hon. J. C. Crosbie gave evidence
and said he signed the agreement of
sale on Feb. 18, '11, but that he did
not negotiate the sale. Whilst Mr.
Soy, who bought the property, said
in his evidence, which was given Dec.
1st, 1911:

“The first conversation I had was
with A. W. Piccott, Minister of Mar-
ine and Fisheries. The first man I
phad a conversation with at all was

James W. Grant, and he had no inter-
est in it that I know of and he
brought me to Piccott. I had a con-
versation with Walter Crosbie after-
wards, and we broke off; we could do
no business. I wrote John C. Crosbie
and made him an offer, and that af-
ternoon we came together and made
an agreement for sale and paid the
deposit of $300 with Howley, a law-
ver. Left it in abeyance for te do
certain things. I do not remember of
inybody else.”

At the trial judgment was given
for the defendants, and on the appeal
the Court recommended a settlement,
vhich was afterwards done as re-
gards .the defendant Crosbie, and
thereby obviated the necessity of a
final judgment.

Mr. Mews was counsel for the
laintiff and Mr. Howley, K.C. was
:ounsel for the defendants.
