But it is not alone cgttle which ‘are
in danger of perishing. There is a
great shortage of foodstuffs' from
Port aux Basques to Millertown Junc-
tion, and unless a speedy relief is
forthcoming distress will be felt by
many residents west of the Topsails,
particularly the poor who could not
lay in a six months’ stock last fall.
And there are many who could pro-
vide, as in the days before the trains
were operated, but who relied upon
the railway for regular communica-
tion throughout the ycar, and did not,
therefore, prepare for three or four
months’ isolation.

The excuse that the severe storms
of the present winter made it impossi-
ble for the Company to move freight
cannot deceive those who know the
real cause of the break-down in the
operation of the road.

The people of the West Coast, and
many people here and elsewhere,
know that the greatest part of the.
trouble was due, and is at the pres-
ent time due, to inefficiency on the
part of the men responsible for the
operation of the rogd.

When the people of the West Coast
saw blunder after blunder committed
by the officials; when they saw four
or five engines stalled at Port aux
Basques terminal, by the grossest
stupidity and incapacity on the part
of the juveniles under whose control
the responsible officers of the road
left the movement of traffic, while
there was no engines to move trains
for several days as a consequence,;
when they saw snow-fighting appar-
atus stalled at junction points for
days at a time from want of motive
power to move them and bring them
to the points along the road where
their services were required; when
they saw the utter helplessness of the
officials to cope with the most ordin-
ary difficulties, they knew that the ex-
cuse which a purchased press gave
to the public for, the break-down of
the system was not correct.

It is utter nonsense for the Reid
Company to endeavor to shelter
themselves from public censure for
their failures during the past few
months in connection with the opera-
tion of their road and steamship
systems by pleading exceptionally
severe weather. The people of this
country know the brand of weather
we usually get as well as the Reid
officials, and they know that, ~with
one exception, there have not been
any storms of an unusually severe
character.

There is, therefore, some other rea-
son for the tie up of the system since
last fall, and in my next letter I shall
have a word or two to say on that as-
pect of the matter.

tion as advocated by the Evening
Telegram is the only remedy in the
present crisis, if we are to save our
honor as the youngest dominion, by
creation, but the oldest by discovery,

of the British Empire. And the guard-
ing of that honor lies with ourselves.
The Regiment is ours, the child of the
Dominion of Newfoundland, and
should it die, we alone are responsible,
—directly because of the reluctance
of the manhood of the country to
volunteer. And indirectly because of
the dilatoriness of the Government in
the adoption of a definite policy by
which to create reinforcements. It is
not enough to allay anxiety to publish
information received from, unofficial,
tho’ reliable, sources that the Regi-
ment is not, or has not been, in the
recent big battle. The 29th division,
to which the Royal Newfoundland
Regiment is attached, is one of the
most famous fighting divisions of the
British Army, and has been in_every
engagement of importance. Where
the bullets of the enemy fly thickest
there is the 29th. Yet assuming that
“QOurs” is not in the heavy fighting,
small casualty lists are continuing to
come in daily, the total of which will
eventually reach large proportions.
Nine hundred men all told and no re-
serves. How long will it take to put
this number hors de combat? And
yet the regiment is asked to wait until
a played out system is again exploited.
Our men are there, people of New-
foundland, “nobly dying still uncon-
quered, with their faces to the foe.”
What is your answer to their silent
appeal for reinforcements? What is
your answer, fathers and mothers of
those heroes who have given their
lives? Will you not demand that their
sacrifices be made good and their
deaths avenged? What is your an-
swer, wives and orphans of those who
gave up their dearest heritage that the
world might be freed from the men-
ace of a brutal and bestial militarism?
What is your answer, relatives of the
nine hundred who are maintaining the
honor of Newfoundland in the firing
line? Do you favor the re-adoption
of a worn out method or will you not
make your voices heard throughout
the length and breadth of the land, de-
manding that a measure, which will at
once be productive of the desired re-
sult, be enacted without further delay?
This is no time for adulation, gentle-
men of the Government. Upon you
rests the responsibility. You must play
the game of Imperialism now, or be
forever disgraced in the future history
not only of Newfoundland, but of your
sister Dominions as well. The occa-
sion demands drastic action. Des-
perate diseases require desperate
remedies. Are you prepared to admin-
ister tha remedy of SELECTIVE CON-
SCRIPTION to save the life of the
regiment? Not only your own honor
is involved but the honor of the Dom-
inion of Newfoundland. And when
you come to look at it, don’t you think
that her honor is far above any per-
sonal consideration?

Dear Mr. Editor,—I have been out
of the city and on returning last night
learned that you had nailed the flag
of selective conscription to the mast,
Permit an ardent advocate'of such a
measuro to congratulate you on the
stand you have taken. It is now over
nine months since the Methodist Con-
ference by resolution called upon the
Legislature and the Government to
pass a measure for conscription, and
much valuable time has been lost.
That vote was significant coming
from men who are haters of Militar-
ism, and who, before the war, were
anti-conscriptionists probably to a
man. But tho legic of events had
proved too strong for them; and com-
ing as they didgfrom all parts of the
country, they were convinced that
selective conscription alome would
meet the needs of the hour and that
such a measure could be enfo!

I do not know from whom His Ex-
cellency the Governor got his infor-
mation that appeals for volunteers had
not been made by the Churches on a
religious basis. I can assure him that
as far as Methodist ministers are con-
cerned his informant was mistaken.

Very early in the war we recogniz-
ed that the assertions of the German
leaders that the principles of the
Christian religion only governed the
relations between individuals, but bad
no force in the State was a direct
challenge of the claims of the Christ
to Lordship in every sphere of human

thought and action. And it became in-
creasingly evident as the war went on
i that underlying a1l the conflicting is-
! sues of the war this one was supreme,
! namely, Was there to be one standard
i of conduct—the law of love—the law
iof Christ—for the individual, and an-
other, the law of MIGHT not RIGHT
for the State? It was this and not
mere patriotism that led to the vote
mentibned above. The ministers of
the Conference knew that their advo-
cacy of Conscription (as their ad-
vocacy of the duty to volunteer had
been) would be challenged by the ig-
norant and sclfish among their peo-
ple and that some of them would suf-
fer in consequence, but their loyalty
to the Christ whose ministers they
are and their duty to His Flock con-
-strainod them to such action.

When I read the next morning the
Premier’s speech at the Casino Thea-
tre I was glad, Mr. Editor, that the
crowd prevented me from getting in
the nizgkt before. I am afraid I
should have shown my sympathies
with the hecklers. At the opening of
the Assembly last summer after listen-
ing to the specches of the leader of
the Government, Baron Morris, and
that of the leader of the Opposition,
the present Premier, I remarked to a
friend that I would not willingly again
listen to either on a patriotic theme,
as their speeches had convinced me
that the thing of supreme intereat to
both, was not the conduct of the war
or the regiment or even the fate of the
Empire, but their own political stand-
ing. My friend who had listened to
the speeches agreed that my judgment
though severe was probably just.
Subsequent events have only served
to confirm that judgment.

The Premier tells us that Public
Opinion is not ready for conscription.
But are not the members of the Gov-
ernment and Assembly the chosen
leaders of the people? They have ac-
cess to sources of information that
others cannot have. They were chosen
because they were supposed to be
more intelligent and better qualified
to form a correct judgment upon mat-
ters of state than the ordinary voter.
They constantly create public opinion.
If they want a Spring Election, or a
Branch Railway, or a change in the
Sealing Law, or-to abolish the law
of Supply and Demand they set about
doing it, and then try to work up
public opinion to sustain their action.
They tell us they believe in conscrip-
tion, and that it is the best method of
keeping up the regiment. Then they
should have passed a conscription
measurc and gone out to their consti-
tuents and laid thc reasons for their
action before then.. Backed as they
would have been by an almost unani-
mous Press, and by a majority, if not
all of the religious leaders, they
would have come back with a solid
body of Public Opinion behind them,
and have shown themselves worthy of
their high trust, not mere politicians
vainly trimming their sails to the vari-
ous currents of an uninformed pub-
lic opinion.

With the shibboleths of the People’s
Party or the Fishermen’s Union, neith-
er the writer nor thousands of his
countrymen, have now any concern.
These are only of local and passing
interest. Our one concern is the help-

Dear Sir,—I congratulate you on
coming out flat-footed for Selective
Draft of men for the Regiment. It is
time for the public to assert itself and
it is fitting that the good and reliable
old Telegram should take the lead.
How often, by the way, has the Tele-
gram championed the right? We all
remember when the Proprietor and
the Editor of the Telegram suffered
the penalty of the law rather than sur~
render the right—the British right—
to speak out.

I want to say a word or two about
Wednesday’'s Patriotic meeting. In
the sense that it showed that the right
spirit was here in St. John's, it was

trampled on, or that other thrilllng.P

a grand meeting. But what a sorry
show our politicians made! -There
was a very strong plea for united ac-!
tion. Let us put aside our differen- |
ces—our very petty differences—and ,
with a long, long pull and a pull alto- |
gether put the best that is in us to!
uphold the right and down the wrong! ,
That was in effect the plea and we all |
shouted: Amen, so let it be.

But there is one great hindrance. |
Our politicians are not playing the
game and our Government is not up-
holding the dignity and majesty of a
National Government. As a Govern-
ment it is playing a policy of drifting '
and shirking with this recruiting
business, and, farm from doing works
to command the united admiration of
our people, is setting class against
class; while individual members of
the Government are utilising their
high office to court the favour of sec-
tions of the community. This was
surely very evident at the Sealers’
meeting held in the beginning of
March when the Prime Minister and
the Colonial Secretary made cheap '
clap-trap electioneering speeches ap-
pealing to the men present not for a |
“pull altogether boys,” to win the war, |
but rather for their favor and support, !
while the Hon. W. F. Coaker wrote a
letter such as might have been writ-
ten in other days and conditions for
the purpose of securing their personal
attachment to him and his doings, not
as a Minister of the Crown but as
President of a Trading Company. I
say, then, Honorable advisers of the
Crown are prostituting their high of-
fices and merit the contempt of every
loyal man and woman. And then they
have the face to call for united effort.

Let them change their ways, let
them behave as a National Govern-
ment, let them realize what they are
in office for, let them not, like a lot |
of cheap-jack politicians be courting !
the favor of any section or class in:
the community, but rather be fearless- |
ly following the path of sacred duty, !
and then we will follow them, then
we will give them united support, and
then men will abound for our noble
regiment and for the Empire’s de-
fence. Our Governor has telegraph-
ed to tl.e Secretary of State, “Please
assure Prime Minister this Govern-
ment will do all that is possible.”
These are responsible words, and our
Government can only “do all that is
possible,” if it abandons politics and
directs its energy with undivided |
mind to the prosecution of the war!
and the conservation of the welfare |
of this Dominion.

The‘? is one other point I should
like draw to your attention—the
vacancies in the People’s House.
There are four vacancies in the city of
St. John’s. Ome in Placentia Bay, one
in Fortune Bay, one in Carbonear——l
perhaps others. What is there to pre-'
vent all these seats being filled before
the House meets. Surely it is wrong
to have these districts disfranchised.
These bye-elections would afford a

Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—In Saturday’s issue of the
Evening Herald an article, under the
heading of “Recruiting,” makes some
very conflicting statements re the
wearing of the Divisional Patch.

I would like to point out that when
a man of our Regiment is wounded
and sent to England, he is no longer
on-the strength of the 29th Division,
and, therefore, he is not entitled to
wear the Divisional Patch. The Her-
ald seems to think that the Red Patch
is a decoration, whereas it is merely
the distinctive mark of the 28th Di-
vision. When the Regiment was at
Gallipoli with the 29th Division, there
was no such thing as a Divisional
Patch. It was not until May or June,
1916, when the Division went to
France, that this Patch was worn.

A returned soldier can be easily dis-
tinguished from a man who has never
gone overseas, For instance, if a
soldier has been wounded, he wears
the authorized gold stripe. There are
also service stripes which are worn
on the right sleeve of the tunic; the
red stripe shows that a man went
overseas-in 1914, and the' blue stripe
is worn for every year that a man had
been away from home; e.g. & man
of the first contingent who returned
home in 1917 is entitled to wear the
red stripe and three blues.

The Battalion color which is now
cut in the shape of a circle and worn
on the back of the collar of the tunic
also shows that a man has been to
France.

Surely with all these “distinguish-!

ing marks” a Treturned soldier feels

quite satisfied, and is not losing very

much sleep because he has been or-

dered to stop wearing the Divisional

atch.

There is an order issued in Canada
now, that all Canadians who return to
Canada have to “take down” any col-
ors that they are wearing. As regards
the different badges issued in Canada,
it i quite a different subject; and as
we do not come under the Canadian
authorities, we do not wear their bad-
ges. The Imperial badge for honor-
able discharge is given to all our men
that receive their discharge.

As the Herald says, “at the present
time, when every nerve will have to
be strained in an effort to obtain re-
cruits,” it does look a bit strange
that the editor should labor such a
trifiing matter which might be the
means of causing trouble, when what
we ‘want is united efiort.

North of Albert the British
clung tenaciously to their line, but just
to the south the Germans pivotted out
from Albert and swung their front
westward from ‘Dernancourt until it
reached the railway on which the de-
fenders were making a gallant stand.
Both these attacks to-day and those
delivered below the Somme yesterday,
appear to have been merely forerun-
ners of what may be termed the sec-
ond phase of the offensive when the
Germans will strike another great
blow with vast forces against some
portion of the long battle front. The
engagement south of the Somme yes-
terday resulted in the British being
pushed back to their defences east of
Villers Bretenneaux. Early yesterday
moraing the Germans began a tre-
mendous bombardment of the lies’
lines south of the Somme and en
moved forward for the attack. The
fighting continued most of the day.
The main weight of the enemy thrust
was against the French on the right
of the British. It included three -of
the famcus Guards’ units, namely, the
first Guards division, commanded by
Prince Eitel Freidrich, the Guards of
Essatz and the Fourth Guards. Not-
withstanding the great advantage
which the enemy had in numbers, the
British flung off a succession of heavy
attacks and held their own with the
exception of *he sector east of Vil-
lers Brvetenneaux. Hcre they were
forced back slightly, but still retain-
ed the town.

THE AMERICANS ALRIGHT.
LONDON, To-day.

Premier Lloyd George telegraphing
to-day to the Lord Mayor of London
on the occasion of a lunicheon given
to celebrate America’s entry into the
war said: “During the next few weeks
America will give the Prussian Mili-
tary Junta the surprise of their lives.”
Replying to a telegram sent by the
Loré Meayor of London and his guests
at the luncheon, King George said
“Amorican trcops are daily taking
their place in the battle line and this
increases more than ever the confi-
dence which we patiently look forward
to the ultimate victory of our united
efforts in defense of the rights and
liberties of civilization.”

BRITISH CASUALTIES.

LONDON, April 6.
British casualties reported in the

week euded to-day, aggregated 3,743,

divided as follows: killed or died of
wounds, officers, 135; men, 642;
wounded or missing, officers, 628;
men, 2,338. This total is only slight-
ly in execess of last  week’s which
was 3,613, Apparently the reports
of casualties in' the Somme battle have
not begun to come in.

JAPS AND BRITISH LAND.

MOSCOW, April 7.

Admiral Kato, Jajanese Minister of
Marine, has issued a proclamation at
Vladivosiok dealing with the landing
there on Friday of the Entente Allied
Forces. He says he feels great sym-
pathy wiih Russia in the present situa-
tion, but was compelled to take steps
to protect the life and property of Jap-
ensc and Allied subjetts in view of the
number of Japanese soldiers and be-
cause there was no local organization
to maintain law and order.

IRISH CONVENTION FINISHED
WORK.

! LONDON, April 6.

The question of Ireland’s future has
reached a crucial stage with the an-
nouncement that the Irish Convention
has finished its work and decided up-
on a report to be made to the Govern-
ment. While it is not permitted to re-
veal, the convention’s proceedings for
the present, the nature of the report
and the general work of the conven-
tion is well known to public men in
England and Ireland. Premier Lloyd
George declared when the convention
was organized that if it agreed upon
any plan for a Government, its plan
would be embodied in a bill and placed
before Parliament.

ATTACKS REPELLED.,

LONDON, April 7.

There was no resumption Sunday of
the heavy fighting along the British
front. The Germans, according to the
report of Ficld Marshal Haig, atempt-
ed two aitacks at Bucquoy but were re-
pelled. The report says: Successful
minor operations undertaken by us
this moraning south of the Somme ied
to sharp local fighting. The enemy
counter attacked strongly in an at-
tempt to regain his former positions
and suffercd losses. The number of
German prisoners taken has increas-
ed to 140. Secveral machine guns also
taken. This morning the enemy made
two attempts to attack against our
position at Bucqucy, but in each case
were repulsed and driven back. The
day passed more quietly.
