(British Wireless Service.)
There is not yet sufficient informa­

tion on miners ballot to warrant any 
definite conclusion as to its result.

Virtually nothing 
is known of the Nottinghamshire vote. 
Derbyshire, so far, makes a majority 
for acceptance. South Wales and 
Lancashire are voting against a settle­
ment, but apparently the majorities 
are «mailer than in the last ballot

Bonar Law in the House Of Com­
mons yesterday announced the first 
results of the mission of Sir Percy 
Cox, High Commissions to Mesoptamla. 
and said he had received from Sir 
Percy Cox advices that the energetic 
steps taken to suppress the rising had 
proved so successful that there was 
no further cause for_ anxiety. For 
sometime past a committee of about 
thirty six deputies has been occupied 
in electoral laws for the creation of a 
representative congress of all sections 
of people. Draft of this law would be 
completed very shortly, but a consider­
able period, must elapse before the 
elections could be completed. Mean­
while the High Commission had adapt­
ed purely provisional measures, by 
which the Nabob of Bagdad had been 
invited to form a counsel of state, with 
himself as President, for the conduct 
of the administration until such time 
as the national assembly could meet 
and decide upon a future form of Gov­
ernment This Council of state too, 
would be representative of all parts 
of the country, and would consist of 
seventeen or eighteen members.

Jerusalem is still an Oriental city. 
This is most vividly brought out in 
the dress of its populace. On every 
street one meets Arabs dressed In the 
most striking hues and colors. Fierce 
looking Bedouins, with their unique 
head coverings, are encountered 
everywhere. Red fezes, traces left 
oyer from the Turkish regime, also 
axe much in evidence. Then there 
are the long caftans of the Ashkenazy 
Jews who still cling to their stream­
ing sldelocks and fur-fringed velvet 
hats. Hajis, wearing turbans of bril­
liant hues, help to complete this 
multi-colored picture.

Amid this half-motley, half-dazz- 
llng procession can be seen trudging 
along a caravan of camels, their 
humped and heaving backs \ laden 
with anything from a crate of veg­
etables to a heavy log; or a group of 
small donkeys, usually driven by an 
Arab woman, with a heavy veil cov­
ering her face that makes you won­
der how she ie able so well to find her 
way in the crowd; or a flock Of goats 
or sheep in charge of a shepherd 
who looks as if he had just stepped 
out of a Bible-color engravtfig illus­
trating the portion dealing with the 
time of Abraham. And, of coarse, 
everywhere, too, there is a touch of 
modernity, both in dress and manner.

But un­
like the usual lay-out of these twin 
cities, the Old City of Jerusalem Is 
In the centre; the New City surrounds 
it The New City is divided into sep­
arate quarters, or neighborhoods.

Buried Under Rubbish.
An original idea in connection with 

the Old City la that put forth by Pro­
fessor Patrick Oeddes, the famous 
town planner, who Is in Jerusalem ot 
the invitation of the Zionist organisa^ 
tion to lay out the plan for the Jer­
usalem University on Mount Scopus, 
as well as a general plan for the New 
City. According to Dr. Geddee, a con­
siderable portion of that part of the 
Old City, particularly Its streets, lies 
burled beneath anywhere from fifteen 
feet to twenty feet of rubbish. This 
seems quite evident, even to the un­
trained observer, when visiting the 
section of the Old City near the Gol­
den Gate, where the buildings are two 
to four stories below the street level 
and give the appearance of one city 
on top of another.

The number of languages the Jer­
usalem Jews speak, especially the 
young, Is nothing short of remark­
able. It Is not uncommon to find 
young men and young women, who, 
besides Hebrew, speak Arabic, Eng­
lish, French, Turkish and Yiddish. 
Some, not content with these, also 
speak German, Spanish, Russian and 
Italian. If, as ln accordance with a 
Talmudic saying, the air of Pales­
tine makes men wise, that of Jeru­
salem must. In addition, possess the 
special qualities of making men lin­
guists. Before the war French was 
very popular; It was the language of 
both the business and the Intellectual 
elements. But it is now being rapidly 
displaced by English.

To Have Electricity.
In connection with the city’s de­

velopment an important announce­
ment was made during my stay in 
Jerusalem. This was the High Com­
missioner's appointment of a com­
mission on land credit banks. In 
view of the fact that at present there 
are no banking institutions extending 
loans on mortgages, and thus assist­
ing the building Industry, this ap­
pointment was considered of great 
importance.

But possibly the greatest boon to 
come to Jerusalem, and, for that mat­
ter, to Palestine in general, will bo 
the hydro-electric plant the Zionists 
are planning to build along the Jor­
dan River. The plans already have 
been drawn by the British and Zion­
ist engineers. The whole life of the 
land, particularly of its capital city, 
will be quickened—for Palestine has 
no coal, no petroleum and no timber, 
all essential to the development -of in­
dustry and commerce. Most homes 
to-day use straw with which to make 
fire. The wealthier classes use chav- 
coal. With the exception of the gov­
ernment buildings, hospitals and 
hotels—all those buildings that have 
their own private electric generating 
plants—all burn kerosene lamps. The 
entire welfare of the Holy Land de­
pends upon this project, which, waen 
completed, will be able to supply the 
whole country with light, heat and 
power.

Often the lower floors of 
the larger buildings are two to four 
storiesrbelow the street level; this 
makes some of the rooms on a level 
with' the street The bazaars are in 
dark, unlighted alleyways, in most 
cases completely shut off from air and 
sunlight The thoroughfares, in gen­
eral, give the appearance of arcades, 
or long corridors, rather than streets.

pointing in the same direction. One 
of the sources was a famous globs, 
dating from 1637 and made by the 
Dutch physician and mathematician, 
Gemma Fristus, who points out that 
North America was reached in 1476 
by Johannes Scolvus.

Johannes Scolvus is a name un­
known to Norwegian history. Dr. 
Larsen connects It with the Norweg­
ian surname Skolp, which means a 
man from the shores or fishing places 
of Northern Norway. His deed be­
came famous in his own times, but on 
account of various conditions not 
traceable now, it was veiled In ob­
scurity and forgotten.

The account of his voyage undoubt­
edly has been of significance to other 
expeditions, Norwegian as well as 
English and Portuguese. Dr. Fridt­
jof Nansen in one of his scientific 
works has proved that even one hun­
dred years later English explorers 
were familiar with the expedition of 
Johannes Skolp, namely when prepar­
ing for Martin Frobisher's travel to 
Greenland In 1676.

That romantic and sensational 
crimes are not exclusive develop­
ments of the west is proved by the 

’ following story from a London paper:
It is alleged that a respectable 

young clerk employed in one of the 
numerous plantations In Ceylon, 
named Sinnathamby Velupillai, took 
a long period endowment policy val­
ued at about <7,500 with the Nation­
al Mutual Life Insurance .Association 
of Australia on July 13. 1519. In 
spite of the fact that he w»a a minor, 
Velupillai made a will on December 
31, 1519, in favor of two elderly rela­
tives. On May 12, 1820,-the secretary 
of the Life Association received a 
claim application from one Nagen- 
dram (one of the assignees) report­
ing Velluplllai’s death and this was 
supported by a letter purporting Lto 
have been signed by the Resident of 
Neervaly.

Apparently the papers appeared to 
be quite in order, but the suspicions 
of the secretary of the Lite Associa­
tion were roused by the fact that a 
minor who had taken out a long- 
period endowment policy should have 
transferred the policy to an elderly 
relative, who, in the ordinary course 
of events, could not hope to survive 
the policy-holder and enjoy the bene­
fits accruing from the policy. So in 
quiries were instituted, but the police 
reported that the policy-holder died in 
Maskeluja on April 29, 1920. and that 
hi* body had been cremated within a 
few hours of his death, and that two 
of his relatives, the aslgnees, were 
reported to, have been present at the 
death-bed. The report was further 
supported by the evidences of a medi­
cal officer and the superintendent of 
the estate on which the policy-holder 
was employed.

However, the National îfntùal Life 
Association was not satisfied, and 
officials instituted further: inquiries, 
and in consequence a man named 
Thambyah, of Jaffna, was discovered, 
who stated that on May 24, 1920, he 
had seen the policy-holder hale and 
healthy, and added that he was still 
alive, and residing in Chidambaram, 
a small town in Southern India. On 
June 22, 1920, this witness and a 
police officer were sent to India to 
trace the man in question. Two days 
later a telegram was received by the 
authorities in Ceylon stating that the 
policy-holder was found «live, none 
the worse for hie death and crema 
tlon. He was arrested and taken to 
Ceylon.

The policy-holder, in his defence, 
stated that Nagendram (one of the 
relatives in whose favor he had made 
the will) bad sent in the premium <n 
the first instance without hie know­
ledge, and he was induced to make 
his will, and the accused did so, as

It appears that one Vallipuram pre­
tended to be ill, and impersonated 
Velupillai, and was seen by the doc­
tor. Then the person was reported 
dead. Vallipuram took hie place in 
the coCn for the time being, and sub­
sequently slipped out, and the empty 
coffin was placed on the funeral pyre 
and reduced to ashes.

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Cowan Mission Organize 
“Old Ladies’ Home.”

AN INSTITUTION WORTHY OF 
SUPPORT.

On Tuesday afternoon the ladies of 
the Cowan Mission inaugurated the 
“Home for Old Ladies,” formerly the 
Convalescent Home, by holding a 
pound “party.” Having found that 
the Convalescent Home was no long­
er a necessity, the Cowan Mission, 
which was responsible for Its upkeep, 
decided to found this Home for Old 
Ladles In its stead, the Idea being to 
provide a home for destitute old ladles 
^t the merely nominal rate of twelve 
dollars monthly, which It Is hoped 
will be paid for each Inmate by some 
charitably disposed persons. At 
present, there Is only room for five 
Inmates In this Institution, but the 
committee In charge hope that next 
winter considerable extension if pos­
sible will be made. In the meanwhile, 
the work is being done under difficul­
ties, as besides the Government grant 
of $600, the only other funds the Mis­
sion possesses Is an annuity of $100. 
The Government has stated Its in­
ability to increase the grant, and as 
the committee has only $700 in sight, 
subscriptions are urgently required If 
the Home Is to be a success. The Gov­
ernment grant, so we have been In­
formed, barely pays for the heating 
of the building. To give an example 
of the excellent work that is being 
done, one of the four old ladles al­
ready Inmates of the Home, a former 
school teacher, was taken from the 
Poor House to end her days In peace 
and comfort It Is a disgrace to the 
Government that a former public ser­
vant should have been forced to enter 
the Poor House. There Is only room 
for one more inmate In the Home at 
presènt and as there have been a 
large number of applications, this 
vacancy will soon be filled. In the 
meantime, donations of money, groc­
eries, and clothes will be thankfully 
received by any member of the Com­
mittee, or they may be left at the 
Home itself, In the General Hospital 
grounds. At the pound party; which 
was attended by a very representa­
tive gathering, each guest was sup­
posed to bring a pound of some groc­
ery and amongst other things, 62 lbs. 
of sugar and 35 lbs. of tea were re­
ceived. It is to be hoped that this de­
serving Institution will receive from 
the public the support which It merits 
The officers of the Mission are as fob- 
lows:—President, Mrs. Brehm; Secty., 
Mrs. Dr. Paterson; Treasurer. Dr. 
Brehm. and the committee consists of 
the following ladies:—Miss Furlong, 
Mrs. Smith and Mrs. W. A. Mann. Any 
of the above will be pleased to receive 
subscriptions, large or small.

On Saturday afternoon a Bridge 
Party will be held to help raise funds 
for the Home, and, during the winter 
concerts and other entertainments 
will be held, all with the same worthy 
object We might add that at present 
the Home is only in the nature of an 
experiment and whether it will be 
kept up or not depends on the sup­
port it will receive from the public.

It Is possible to 
read print at three or four times the 
normal distance with the greatest 
ease. When wearing, the spectacles 
with the horizontal slits it is only pos­
sible to see more or less horizontal 
lines in houses, fences, trees, etc., 
really plainly. Thus, while the trunk 
of a tree is difficult to detect, the 
horizontal branches a^e much sharp­
er than is normally the case- Exactly 
the opposite is the case with the spec­
tacles having the vertical openings. 
Here it is only the more or lees up­
right lines that are really plain. The 
horizontal lines are very indistinct 
and if fine disappear altogether. Thus 
while one can observe the posts sup­
porting the clothes line' it is not pos­
sible to see the line itself when wear­
ing the spectacles with the vertical 
slits.

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acme sacred meat and thus give his 
blessing to the food of the country, 
and he ends his day by guarding the 
place from danger until the late hours 
of the night.

Milks the Sacred Owe.
Let -me give some details in ex­

planation of these ceremonies by 
briefly recounting some of them. 
First, the early morning ceremony 
when he goes to his bathroom; two 
yearling bulls, one "black, the other 
red and black, are brought to him. 
He takes the black bull by the horns, 
and placing his forehead on the white 
patch on the bull's forehead he asks 
the Creator to remove all the evil of 
the night from him and his people, 
then taking the red and black bull he 
asks for the blessing, by placing his 
head against that of the bull as be­
fore.

Later comes the ceremony of milk­
ing the sacred cows. When these are 
milked the ceremony of drinking the 
milk comes, when every person in the 
royal enclosure must remain still and 
quiet, not even coughting, on the pain 
of death. I pass over the trial of 
cases to the time when he has to go to 
herd some cows and thus Insures 
blessing upon the herds of the land.

Coek*s Job Net Enviable.
In the afternoon, at about 4 o’clock, 

he has to partake of some sacred beef. 
Before doing so he beats one beat on 
each of the nine, sacred drums, which, 
informs the people that he is about to 
eat, and enjoins silence; all the peo­
ple cower and cover thdir faces wher­
ever they may be. The special cook 
comes purified, carrying a special 
fork, and hie servant a bowl of meat 
The cook kneels in front of the king, 
who sits on his throne while the cook 
puts four pieces of meat into his 
mouth, and has to be careful lest the 
fork should touch his teeth, because 
that would mean death to him. After 
the meat is eaten the sacred .herd of 
cows again comes and after they are 
milked the King drinks milk as in the 
morning.

During the last few months I have 
been engaged in investigating these 
cow customs, and find the people have 
the most wonderful knowledge of 
cows. Without any aid or science they 
have gained extraordinary insight into 
disease and the care of cattle. With 
a little training they would become 
expert cowmen and supply European 
markets with meat as well as send­
ing butter and cheese.”

Such 
was the ruin.

And the gods, seeing their ruin, 
soon vanished.

and Their Gods, The bomb, as an expression of soc­

ial discontent and class hatred was 
born In the United States of foreign 
parentage.

Thrown by an unseen hand, it first 
blazed out in destructive malignity at 
the Haymarket Square riot in Chi­
cago, May 4, 1SS6. killing seven police­
men and wounding sixty persons. It 
was an Innovation in anonymous mur­
der on a wholesale plan.

Cowardly and destructive minds in 
all countries hailed it as the safest 
known means of slaughtering unpre­
pared people v ithout being detected. 
The French anarchist, Ravachol, tried 
It in 1892, but was caught and im­
prisoned. / .

Vaillant, whose right name was 
Konigstein, threw a bomb into the 
crowded pit of a Barcelona theatre 
two years later and killed thirty per­
çons and wounded eighty. But while 
he was hugging himself on hie fien­
dish exploit he was arrested, identi­
fied as the thrower of the bomb, con­
victed and put to death.

Assassins by bomb in the United 
States have been more cautious In 
covering up.their tracks. Years ago 
they invented the time clock bqrub 
with which to spread sudden death 
at a safe distance. But It was betray­
'd so often by the ticking of Its clock 
that murderous minds pined for a sil­
ent missive of destruction—silent, 
that is, up to the moment of Its deadly 
action.

This burning want was supplied by 
the war by a German spy, Scheele, the 
chemist and ship bomber, who invent­
ed a bomb that could be timed ac­
curately to explode when a quantity 
of acid had eaten through a metal 
partition.

The first Is the Mattloll theory. 
It Is believed by some that Ercole 
Antonio Mattloll, a minister of Char­
les IV., Duke of Mantua, was the Man 
In the Iron Mask. History tells us 

I that Mattloll sold the plans of the 
fortress of Cassais to Lonls XIV., and 
upon the occupation of the fortress 
by the French he betrayed the trans­
action to Austria, Spain, Venice and 
Savoy. In Yeivenge Louis had him 
kidnapped, and it Is said he was 
wearing a mask when arrested. 
Louis decided to make him wear the 
mask for life: It was reported in 
1680 that Mattloll, now a prisoner of 
Saint-Mars in the Isle Ste. Marguer­
ite, was almost mad, due to his soli­
tary confinement

The other popular version Is that 
the prisoner was Eustache Dauger, 
a valet of Lanzin, who was a friend' 
of Fouquet, the king’s political ene­
my. It is thought that he was Im­
prisoned because he knew too much 
for the safety of the empire.

Maurice Le Blanc, in his Arsene 
Lupin story of "The Hollow Needle,” 
uses the story of the valet who pried 
lntd a secret communication and bad 
to be Imprisoned because of his dan­
gerous knowledge of state affairs. 
Andrew Lang propounded the theory 
to his book “The Valet’s Tragedy,”
