Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—I do not offer myself as 

ap educationalist, nor as an, expert on 
the school question. At the same time 
as the one who led the case, for state 

! schools in the debate vghlch seems to 
I have given rise to the present dis- 
: cussion on the subject, I might be j permitted to attempt a rejoinder to 
the interesting letter of the leader of 
the negative side in that debate, my 
good friend, Mr. Cullen. Readers of 
your paper will remember that the 

i Cathedral debating club went over- 
! whelmingly in favor of state schools 
; in the vote which followed the debate, j Mr. Cullen has fallen into one or two 
. serious errors or, shall we say, mis­
conceptions, of what state schools 
would entail. With the exception of 
Jhese errors we will all cheerfully 
subscribe to the arguments which he 
brings forward. Religious education 
certainly does not—or at least one 
would not think that it did—consist 
of a mere knowledge of Biblical epi­
sodes and characters, as he says. Also, 
of course, religion Is a very necessary 
work of a normal man a makeup. A 
man without religion is nearer the 
lower order side of life than he per­
haps imagines. These are things 
with which we all agree.

THE FIRST QUARREL.
My first quarrel with Mr. Cullen Is 

concerning his definition of education. 
Education can only be religious edu­
cation, says he. Now, surely that Is 
a statement which can not be enter­
tained. Mr. Cullen is right when he 
says that education is the drawing out 
of what is already is a man, or the 
forming of character. Learning means 
putting something in the man. The 
mistake that he makes is in supposing 
religion to be only Christian religion. 
According to his theory, only a Chris­
tian can be educated, because educa­
tion consists of religious education, 
and religion is the Christian religion. 
Therefore,, no Jew is educated. No 
Buddhist, no Mahommedan, no agnos­
tic and no atheist is or can be educat­
ed. Surely, surely, Mr. Editor, this is 
not the case. Think for a moment of 
the many scientists of greatness and 
genius who were not Christians, who 
did not believe in God or in Jesus. 
Think of Darwin or Huxley, or Haekel. 
These not educated men? These men

not comment on the reported pro­
position, but it was indicated that 
further details would be eagerly 
awaited.

There­
for, according to him, only Christians 
can be educated. Therefore, according 
to him, all Christians are and cannot 
help being educated, because they 

■ have "a true and living faith in the 
Father, Son and Holy Ghost”

“Undenomination alissl”
Mr. Cullen also falls into much con­

fusion when he talks of “undenomina­
tional religion.” As advocates of un- 
or inter-denominational Education 
mean the word, It Is simply the teach­
ing in the schools, not of religion, but 
of Biblical lore and facts. In Inter­
denominational schools the teachers 
would not, positively would not, teach 
religion, In the generally accepted 
meaning, which Is denominationalism. 
They would, certainly, teach certain 
hits of morality common to all good 
religions; such as abhorrence of ly­
ing, stealing, cowardice, killing, etc. 
They would teach the children to he 
good and brave and chivalrous and 
generous, but they would not teach 
denominational religion. If there is 
such a thing as undenominational re­
ligion, it is that However, the word 
interdenominational means, simply, 
that the various denominations would 
come together in the matter of schools, 
and that children of different denomi­
nations would go to school together. 
It Is not undenominational religion, 
but undenominational education, that 
is proposed. The teachers would not 
teach religion, in the popular meaning 
of that much-abused word, in state 
schools. The state could never uphold 
religion, or pay for its propagation. 
The state would allow and indeed com­
pel its teachers to teach religion in the 
broad, or real sense, which is really 
morality. Morality is not something 
confined to denominations, or even 
specifically to any particular religion. 
The state would not, however, pay 
teachers to teach denominational re­
ligion to children. It the denomina­
tions wanted to have their children 
taught their own denominational re­
ligion, they would have to do it them­
selves. They would have to 'come in 
school, in or out of school hours, ac­
cording to arrangement, and take the 
children of their own denomination 
apart and instruct them. The teachers 
would not do it. The teachers would 
only teach them general principles of 
good "morality, which of course is re­
ligion in its true sense.

THE EIGHT PLACE.
Anyway, the right place to teach de­

nominational religion is in the Sun­
day Schools, Bible Classes and Church­
es of the denominations, with all res­
pect to Mr. Cullen's view. As a matter 
of fact, of course, this is mostly what 
is done. I have gone to schools of three 
denominations — Anglican, Roman 
Catholic and Methodist. In the Meth­
odist school I was taught no religion. 
In the Roman Catholic I had my own 
choice to go out of school when they 
were teaching the catechism. In Bis­
hop Feild College, where I went for 
five or six years, very little religion 
indeed was taught in school.. Rev. J. j 
Brinton used to come down to us in

==■-- ................. - ....... "
many children of one denomination 
go to schools or colleges of different 
denominations? And are they injured 
by it? I am personally of the opinion 
that the mixing of children of differ­
ent denominations serves to soften and 
make mellow the fires of sectarian 
hate which keep the people of this 
unhappy country, so much at each 
other’s throats. Regarding 'stare 
schools it will be noted that Mr. Cullen 
does not go into the economics of the 
question at all. He brings forward 
some objections, and these objections 
are, I suggest, without wishing to be 
dogmatic, untenable in the light of in­
vestigation."

LONDON, Feb. 26.

None whatever, absolute­
ly. I can guarantee Mr. Cullen that he 
or I or anyone else could take a class­
room full of Anglican, Roman Catholic 
and Methodist children and teach them 
religions axioms or truths, Which 
would not interfere with their denoml 
national religions. Mr. Cullen also 
speaks of the "injustice of compelling 
Jews, Rqman Catholics atid Church 
people to pay . . for this one form
of religion of which they disapprove.” 
It certainly would he au injustice, and 
contrary to all democratic principles 
But such is not proposed. The only re­
ligion that would be taught all the 
pupils together In a class-room would 
not be religion which any Christian or 
Agnostic, or Jewish religionist could 
disapprove, but which every sensible 
or good man or woman could uphold. 
Why, could not any clergyman take a 
church full of men and women of dif­
ferent denominations and teach them 
religion, and yet not affront their In­
dividual denominational beliefs?

SHIPOWNERS !Scarcely any article to common 
use is as little regarded as the wood­
en spool, yet this bit of turned tim­
ber is of the utmost importance in 
the commercial life of the country. /

Without it the thread manufactur­
er would face enormous difficulties, 
and every manufacturer and house­
wife using thread—and it Is aston­
ishing how few industries do not use 
thread in greater or less quantities— 
would be subjected to great incon­
veniences and lose.

Every sewing device in the world, 
except the simple hand needle, is de­
signed with the Idea that the thread 
it is to use will come wound on a 
wooden spool.

The manufacturer of wooden spools 
has come to be very largely a New 
England industry, and Maine takes the 
lion’s share. Factories there turn out 
abeut 1,666 million spools annually, 
which have a market value ' of about 
one and a half million dollars.

Only the best quality of timber is 
used ip the manufacture of spools, 
the white birch, used almost exclus­
ively, reaching the factory to bars % 
to 2 8-16 inches square, and 1(4 to 4 
feet long.
