ie prohibited, no great harm can re­
sult from the disclosure. So here 
goes, conte que conte.

It so chanced that we were off the 
cape called Colonna on British maps, 
the Suhium of ancient days, whence 
we viewed, in the year 480 \B.C.., a 
spectacle of unparalled splendour— 
the passing of Xerxes’ vast armada, 
In stately procession, to meet its 
doom at Salamis. In later times the 
cape was the scene of Falconer’s 

Shipwreck, the finest nautical poem 
in our language and here, also, Byron 
narrowly escaped being kidnapped by 
brigands., Its precipitous cliffs seem­
ed to invite a repetition of our exploit 
off Salamis.' Accordingly the ship 
was manoeuvred Into a suitable pos­
ition beloved of Nelson, who liked to 
see the whites of his enemy’s eyes be­
fore 'letting drive.’ A well-defined 
rock at the base of the cliff was indi­
cated to the gun-captains as the tan- 
get ,and all hands stood at the 
‘ready’ awaiting the bugle-call to ‘let 
drive.’

At this point 4t must needs he ex­
plained that perched on the crest of 
this noble head-land, as every classi­
cally Briton knows, is one of the most 
celebratéd' edifices of ancient Greece 
—the temple of Athena. And although 
its virgin beauty has been sadly mar­
red by time and the hand of man, cer­
tain portions, in the form of graceful 
columns, still—yes, to this hour, 
thank goodness!—project their lovely 
forms against the blue Grecian sky, 
exciting the admiration of all cul­
tured travellers, and the most fanati­
cal of ‘Phllhellenists.'

The sight of these exquisite works 
of art, poised, as it were, between 
heaven and earth, forms one of the 
great attractions of modern Greece, 
drawing admirers from the very ends 
of the' earth to "gaze on—aye, and to 
gloat over—these matchless products 
of the sculptor’s chisel. Even sailor 
man can scarcely behold this sadly 
mutilated temple without emotion. For, 
albeit the statement lacks confirmation 
in our Admiralty Sailing Directions— 
and even Falconer omits all allusion 
to the claim in his poem—those hu­
morists who compile the ‘romances 
called History’ assure us that the tem­
ple on Sunium heights was reared to 
the honour and glory of one Poseidon 
—the ‘God who ruled the sea." But do 
you suppose any thoroughbred British 
seaman would recognise this astound­
ing claim? Certainly not, seeing that 
he invariably swears by Dame Britan­
nia. Be it noted, moreover, that even 
the old-time worshippers of Poseidon 
were a bit mixed in their conception 
of the attributes of this .‘God who rul­
ed the sea'—or pretended to.

India, and even from Devon to Aus­
tralia, but no one has as yet man­
aged a flight around the world.

Did it ever occur to you to consider 
the immense difficulties in the way of 
such an achievement? If not, it may 
be worth while to set down a few of 
them-

In the first place, you must con­
sider the weather, and especially the 
wind. Since the wçrld’s winds are, 
In the Northern Hemisphere, mostly 
westerly, the flying men naturally 
start from west to east.

But in July and August India and 
its surrounding seas are covered by 
the storms of wind, rain, and thunder, 
known as the “monsoons.” It is there­
fore necessary to start at such a time 
as to avoid these storms, which are 
frequently vqry severe.

The Foggiest Region on Earth.
But as they are, they are not nearly 

so bad as the typhoons or great cir­
cular storms which rage in the China 
Seas. The typhoon season Is Septem­
ber and October, and flying in those 
months is extremely risky in that 
part of the globe.

Science in
the Fishery.

For years there has been des­
ultory agitation going on in 
Newfoundland in favor of the 
establishment of a Bureau, for 
scientific research, in connection 
with our fisheries with a view to 
increasing their productivity and 

i value, but so far nothing of a 
practical nature has been done. 
We have an expensive Fishery 
Department, but so far their op­
erations seem to be confined to 
methods that show no improve­
ment on the condition that pre­
vailed twenty years ago in the 
disbursement of allocations and 
issuing licenses for Lobster 
Packers. They had a chance to 
make a great industry of the 
Herring Fishery, but owing to 
lack of proper supervision and 
export control our herring are 
unsaleable at a profit in the for­
eign markets to-day. Alaska has 

; taken away our market in Am­
erica because the Fishery De- 

! partaient of that District realiz­
ed at the start the necessity of 

\ sending none but well packed 
' herring, uniform in size across 
i the continent. The Canadian 
Fisheries Department at Ottawa 
will, this summer, make a spe­
cial effort for the conservation 

i and extension of their fisheries 
in British Columbia, and will 
give special attention to scien 
tific research work. Members of 
the Biological Board met at Ot­
tawa last week and held several 

I days consultation with officials 
of the Government with regard 
to a more extended programme 
of scientific research in the fish­

eries and a grant will be allocat­
ed from the supplementary es­
timates for this purpose. The 
Board recommends the follow 
ing agenda: Laboratory work in 
the study of all articles used in 
the preservation and canning of 
fish. A small curing plant to 
enable accurate determination of 
the best methods of curing and 
the effect of different tempera­
tures on fish. A small drying 
plant in which temperature and 
moisture conditions of any part 
of the coast could be duplicated, 
once the ideal condition is ascer­
tained. A smokehouse for experi­
ments in curing fish by this pro­
cess. A small freezing plant. A 
plant for canning fish and a 
plant with equipment for re­
ducing fish offal into commercial 
products.

The knowledge and experience 
gained from these experiments 
will then be disseminated 
amongst the fishermen and fish 
packers on the Pacific and At­
lantic Coasts. If Canada, which 
has not to depend s o much on 
her fisheriès as Newfound­
land has, is doing all this, 
surely then it is time that the 
Government take some steps to 
help improve our fisheries. If the

Tricks With a Camera.
For those who take their holidays 

by the sda, one of the first camera 
hints to remember is that sea and sky 
photograph much quicker than fields 
and sky.

Again, the holiday group taken on 
the seashore is apt to turn out a dread­
ful failure, with the faces of your 
friends shown as black as niggers.

There is another pitfall into which 
the amateur camera-man often falls 
when arranging his friends for a 
photograph. Suppose the person to be 
taken is sitting down, on a chair or on 
the ground. Be careful of the sitter’s 
(eet, or you will spoil your picture.

The Long and Short of It. _ ..
Do not let your friend pose with his 

or her feet stretched out towards the 
camera. If you do, those feet will ap­
pear hopelessly out of proportion in 
the finished photograph. Either place 
the sitter sideways on to your camera, 
or else see that the feet are drawn in. 
They will then be at the same distance 
from your camera as the rest of the 
figure, and your picture will be in pro­
portion.
