"Charley’s Aunt" with Syd 
Chaplin Is more than enough to make 
a crab laugh—even those ’crabs’ that 
never admit It was the picture which 
made them laugh, It was only that 
they were feeling good.

The farce was originally produced 
in England thirty-three years ago and 
has played continuously and in almost 
every known language ever since. As 
a screen farce, however, it far sur­
passes the stage version partly be­
cause the screen permits greater lat­
itude in settings, and largely because 
Syd Chaplin is by far the greatest 
comedy actor who ever assumed the 
title role. .

Syd Chaplin has the soul of a true 
comedian. Every gesture, every lift of 
the eyebrows, evokes a humorous re­
action from Ms audiences yet he him- 
self seldom so much as smiles. The 
production, directed by Scott Sidney, 
to whom much credit Is due, in ad­
dition to being beautiful, Is so smooth 
and steady It seems actually to flow 
along. There are no raw edges, no un­
finished corners.

The simple story of a college hoy 
who asumes the part of an elderly 
aunt In order to help his chums win 
the girls they love, is told in the 
straight from the shoulder manner 
which is so delightful and refresMng. 
Without recourse to gags and by-plots 
the play attains a maximum of sus­
pense and manages by some miracle 
to maintain the fullest share of comedy 
throughout every moment of the pro­
duction. There is not a single slow 
moment in the film even In the rare 
Intervals when Chaplin himself is not 
on the screen.

Surprising Situation
at the Humber

A writ was issued from the Sup­
reme Court this morning by Mr. 
Brian Dunfleld. Solicitor, which sug­
gests a surprising state of affairs.

It appears that some years ago 
some city gentlemen, now incorporat­
ed the Humber Valley Farms, Ltd- 
purchased about 2800 acres of land 
near South Brook with the Intention 
of establishing a hay farm near the 
paper town, which at that time was 
to be at Deer Lake. This is said to 
be some of the finest agricultural 
land In the country, and our reporter 
when at Corner Brook some years 
ago remembers ^seeing a trench dug 
on this property, which exposed 
splendid loam without a single stone 
of any kind for quite a depth. At a 
later date It waa resolved to establish 
the mills at Corner Brook, and con- 
seoJbntly a transmission line was 
built last lear.

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A Notable Diplomatic 
Achievement •

The agreement reached be­
tween Britain and France on the 
problem of European security, 
which is described by the news 
agencies as “the greatest diplo­
matic achievement since the 
war,” is the outcome of the 
stand taken at Geneva a short 
time ago by Mr. Austen Cham­
berlain, the British Foreign Sec­
retary, when he rejected the pro­
tocol to outlaw war.

In sponsoring Germany’s pro­
posals of a secifTity pact between 
Germany and her former oppon­
ents in wtflch she should be in­
cluded. Austen Chamberlain dis­
carded the theoretical for the 
practical, and established a basis 
for discussion, and this has led 
to a definite and apparently 
amicable agreement.

The argument advanced by the 
British Foreign Secretary when 
hç threw his bombshell into the 
Geneva camp was that it was 
futile to expect that any real 
security could be found in mili­
tary guarantees alone, and he 
admitted that he had received 
overtures from the German Gov­
ernment Which suggested a way 
out. The Manchester Guardian 
summarizes the German pro­
posals as follows :—“The sub­
stance of the German proposals
,s understood to be the uncondi- fthe rallwey „ now in 8UCh good con_ 
tional resignature of the Treaty 
of Versailles, so far as the wes­
tern frontiers of Germany are 
concerned, and an undertaking 
not to use force in the alteration 
of her frontiers with Poland and 
Czecho-Slovakia.”

The most significant fact in 
connection with the proposal 
made by Germany is that it is 
voluntary, and aims at an agree­
ment which would be mutual.
To-day it would appear as if the 
powers were in complete accord, 
and if the solution of the diffi­
culty has been found, it will be h 
notable success for the British 
Foreign Secretary.

Schooner Cyril F. 
Founders Off Bear Point

The three Wasted schooner CyrU T., 
formerly owned by Tessier & Co., 
foundered yesterday about three miles 
from Bear Cove Point, Whilst bound 
to this port from Maine In ballast. The 
first Intimation of the losg of the ves­
sel was contained in the following 
message received yesterday evening 
from the Light Keeper at Bear Cove 
Point:—"Three masted schooner sunk 
about 8 miles from Bear Cove Point. 
Boat with crew boarded another small 
schooner off here.”

The Hugh D. went out this morning 
and took the shipwrecked crew off 
the schooner and brought them to 
port As far as can be learned thé 
stern of the vessel gave out possibly 
due to straining In the Bay of Fundy, 
where she had a hard time for 7 or 8 
days. The crew had barely time to 
save a few personal belongings before 
the vessel sank. The Cyril T. Is owned 
by Capt. Wm. Davis and was com­
manded by Capt. Neilson. She was 
purchased at River John, N.S., in 1918, 
and was towed here by S.8. Sable I. 
as she was not at that time rigged. 
Ever since she has been engaged in 
the foreign trade, and made some 
very successful voyages. Her last trip 
from here was with a cargo of fish to 
Porto Rico for the Monroe Export Co. 
After discharging there she took a 
load of salt from Halifax to Maine, 
and was returning In ballast when 
disaster overtook her.’

TO-DAY’S MESSAGES.
FOUR POWERS PACT AGREED 

UPON.
GENEVA, June 8.

Great Britain and France reached 
a complete accord to-day In the prob­
lem of European security, and it 
Germany, Ao whom the accord will 
soon be aient, agrees to the conditions, 
a four-Powefr pact will come Into be­
ing, based on the Inviolability of'the 
Rhine frontiers as-.delimited by the 
Versailles Treaty. The pact will In­
clude Great Britain, France, Belgium 
and Germany. Italy Is not Included, 
though the text will be communicated 
to her for reasons of courtesy, and 
Poland and Ceicho-Slovakla are not 
directly affected, though they will 
benefit by the operation of France’s 
alliance with them.

In the Missionary report for 1863 ap­
pears the following significant sen­
tence, which we are glad to quote and 
to commend to the earnest considera­
tion of every member and adherent of 
our Church,—"The success already 
granted is not only a reason for 
gratitude, but for hope and * effort.” 
With that statement we most heartily 
agree, and we sincerely hope that 
wjjile making sure that gratitude 
fills our hearts at Jhls time, we also 
make sure that the success of the 
past one hundred years inspires our 
hearts and minds with the "hope and 
effort” as well. The last work that 
the Church can ever think of giving 
up, no matter how costly it may be, is 
the work of “preaching the Gospel to 
every creature.” As a Church the 
Great Commission must ever be our 
watchword, and our highest aim to 
do, to dare, or even to die in its ac­
complishment.

CHURCH UNION.
Another cause, beloved, for the song' 

of praise that it is ours to sing to-day 
Is the. measure of success that has at 
last all but crowned the efforts of 
those who for years past have zeal­
ously laboured to bring nearer tfiat 
time when, not TSnly in a spiritual 
sense, the prayer of Him who per­
haps we are safe in calling the Great­
est Unionist, shall be answered, name­
ly, "That they all may be one even as 
we are One.” For what has been done 
towards the realization of that prayer 
we render devout and heartfelt thanks- 
to God. True—in view of the bitter 
controversy that has raged and still 
rages—we have to confess, that day 
has not yet dawned, yet on the horizon 
some of us claim to detect clear and 
unmistakable signs and tokens of its 
coming. We are glad that our faith 
has never failed us, and fail us we 
hope it never will, for wé" know that 
the answer to the question, “What of 
the Night?”—that is, the night of our 
bitter denominational and sectarian 
differences, which must we fear often­
times binder the Master’s work—must 
inevitably be “The morning cometh.” 

i Let it he our daily ambition to live 
so that we shall hasten and help that 
day along, when again of Christ's fol­
lowers everywhere the blessed com­
pliment that was paid them ot the 
first, shall he paid them again, “See 
how they love one another." Love, 
and only love, not acts of parliament, 
is the leoven that we need, and must 
have “To leaven the whole lump,” or 
Union,—at least some of us fear—will 
be a Union in name, without ever be­
coming in spirit a'blessed and accom­
plished fact. Far better would it be, 
in our humble opinion, that union 
shall never come, than that it should 
come and "have a name to live and 
yet be dead.” Someone has well said 
“Union cannot be created by courts, 
but it must grow out- of the fusion of 
the lives of men and women, bound 
together by faith and hope.”

PROHIBITION, ETC.
Notwithstanding the temporary de­

feat, or setback, we may have suffer­
ed through the passing of the iniquit­
ous liquor bill during the year, we re­
joice that Methodism, in its hostility 
and opposition; to the liquor trade, 
still remains unshaken, and is, we be­
lieve, in this fight to a finish. And. 
though as a Church for the moment 
we may he "cast down,” yet thank 
God, we are not destroyed. -While 
perhaps amongs us there always has 
been, and always will he, a difference 
of opinion as to how this evil in our 
midst should be dealt with and fought, 
yet that it must be dealt with and 
fought, must never fir a moment be 
lost sight of. In this ' connection it 
is fair to say that while we are pray­
ing for, and in our own quiet way 
working to hasten, the day when we 
shall have a Warless World, we are 
also praying for, and in our own quiet 
way working for, a Boozeless World 
as well. Let us speak from our pul­
pits and our platforms, ip our schools 
and homes, that no one may he in 
doubt as to our position regarding this 
life destroying traffic. We believe it 
is of the devil,, therefore we must 
fight it, not merely till we get tired, 
but till death discharges us from toll. 
In passing we must pause to say that 
our attitude regarding the evils of 
the drink traffic is also our clear and 
unmistakable duty

true ana umely moral rerorm mould 
he bore, and nursed, and reared and 
supported by the Church of Jesus 
Christ. There Is not a single moral 
precept which sinful humanity needs 
but the Church should teach it, there 
is not a wholesome example to be set 
hut the Church should practise it. 
That Christian Church is the most 
Christ like which does the most to 
seek and save the lost.”

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.
The very menton- of Sabbath Ob­

servance, we have to confess, makes 
our hearts grow sad, for, perhaps, 
foremost among those things which 
sadden them is the .Christian Sabbath. 
To some of us, alas! alas! in this 
matter, as in many others we could 
name 'The gold is becoming dim.” 
Was it not Ramsay MacDonald who,

appear in print for many years. We 
pass that statement on for what It 
may be worth, but we wish to say that 
our own honest opinion is this, while 
in connection with the Kingdom fig­
ures always have had, and perhaps al­
ways will have, their right and law­
ful place, yet there have been times 
when we have sincerely regretted the 
undue prominence that has been given 
to them. We, unfortunately, to-day 
have come to measure our successes 
only by the additions that we make. 
In that, it may be, we are altogether 
wrong, for there are ttipes when we 
cannot help wondering whether de­
crease, Instead of Increase, is not a 
sign of revival, and whether sub­
traction, instead of addition, would 
not be a good method to employ in 
future in our endeavours to measure 
the success of the work done. Pey-

deploring the lack of Sabbath Observ- haps one of the things, that in our
ance, said, "It Is our modern craze 
for recreation that has robbed us of 
our capacity to spend a good Sun­
day?” “I am amazed,” said he, "at so 
many ot my friends who say the old 
Scottish Sabbath was a burden. I 
would like to see a state of society 
where every man and woman prefer­
red the old Scottish Sabbath to the 
modem French one. In that state of 
society you would have a fine, solid 
and eternal foundation of character 
and self-command upon which to 
build your Church and your States.”

THE HOME.
In dealing with the influence exert­

ed by the home, and its importance 
as a builder of character, someone 
has wisely said, “Where perhaps we 
are falling down the worst of all to­
day is in the great and important mat­
ter of home teaching. Parents have 
in many instances shirked their re­
sponsibilities in the matter of train­
ing their children In the way that 
they shoulS go, or where the respon­
sibility has not been shirked it has 
often been regarded as a burden to be 
shunned rather than a privilege to he 
attempted.” He further says “We are 
convinced that the remedy for much 
that troubles us to-day lies in a re­
valuation of religious influences in 
the home—the perfect home being 
that which trains its sons and daugh­
ters not only in body and mind, but 
also in spirit. An alarming number 
of our people to-day are growing^ up 
without any religious training, let us 
not send them to the House of God, 
but go with them, and show them that 
we believe tile things we want them 
to learn, and that they are worth 
while.”

REVIVAL.
While spiritual revival has always 

been the Church’s supreme need, there 
bas been, perhaps, no age in which 
that need has been more pres«’ng 
than now, and few things rejoice 
some of our hearts more than to no­
tice what a strong conviction is slow­
ly but surely settling upon the minds 
of many, that the supreme need of 
the hour is a spiritual awakening. 
Just how this need can be best met, 
opinions perhaps never varied more 
than they do to-day, but that the 
need can he met we have never doubt­
ed. Since “My God shall apply all 
your need out of Hfs riches in glory 
by Christ Jesus,” this spiritual awak­
ening will come in His own good time. 
Ghandi is right when he says “The 
revival and quickening will come 
when we who name His Name begin 
to live more like Jesus Christ, when 
we practise our religion without adult- 
ering it or toning it down, and when 
we take it in its simplicity and live 
it just as it is.” Truly, the greatest 
need'^of our life to-day Is the vitaliz­
ing and energizing touch of the Risen 
Christ

If memory serves us right it was

But to all this, 
thank God, there is another side. 
Whatever may he said to the contr­
ary,, statistics in connection with The 
Kingdom have a right and lawful 
place, therefore with sincere gratl^ 
tude to Almighty God, "Who alone 
has given the increase,” we beg to 
submit the report so recently tabled 
by our General Conference statistic­
ian in which he states “our total mem­
bership tfL present Is 414,047, with 
240,221 families under pastoral care, 
these figures show an Increase in 
membership over the previous year 
of 4,966.” We are pleased, though 
with humble spirits, to record that 
towards that splendid showing of last 
year our Conference made a substan­
tial contribution, and while apparent­
ly this year the “sheaves of golden 
grain” that have been gathered have 
not been so many, yet “the joy of the 
reaper" has not been altogether de­
nied many of our brethren.

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The Return to the
Gold Standard,

iHN’STHE MOST WONDERFUL STORY EVER SCREENED IN S'On April 88th, Mr. Winston Church­
ill, Chancellor of the Exchequer, in 
the House of Commons, said: —
‘ "We have decided to allow to lapse 

the Act under which the export of 
gold coin or bullion, except under 
"license, has been prohibited since 
1919. That Act expires on December 
31 next.

A return to an effective gold stand­
ard has long been the settled and de­
clared policy of the country.

THE BUOYANT £. j
This is the moment most favorable I 

for action. Our exchange with the j 
United States has for some time been 
stable, and is at the moment buoyant. 
We have no immediate heavy commit­
ments across the Atlantic. We have 
entered a period on both sides of the 
Atlantic when political and economic j 
stability seems to be more assured ! 
than it has been for some years. We f 
have therefore decided, although the 1 
prohibition on the export of gold will 1 
continue in form on the Statute Book 1 
until December 31, that a general 
licence will be given to the Bank of 
England for the export of gold and I 
bullion from to-day.

We thus resume our international | 
position as a gold standard country j 
from the moment of the declaration 1 
I have made. (Hear, hear.)

That is an important event. (Hear, • 
hear.)

These 
practices have protected the Bank of 
England and other banks against any 
appreciable demands for - sovereigns 
or half-sovereigns.
