8ir,—There are many good points in
the new School Bill, but there are still
some changes it would be in the interests
of Education to have made. One very
important change is, that any person, in
order to be eligible for the office of Coun-
ty Superintendent, besides the qualifica-
tions mentioned in the bill, should have
taught & common echool at least five
years. No other man, no matter how
talented he may be, knows the difficul-
ties to be encountered in teaching suc-
cessfully a common school, and therefore
no man is so well fitted to inspect schools
and suggest improvements in the man-
ner of instructing and conducting the
common schools of the country. It is
aleo the right of teachers that their in-
spectors -shall be drawn from among
themselves —a right accordell to all other
professions—a right the Teachers ot On-
tario will ingist upon from one end of the
Province to thé other, or I know not the
spirit of that hard-working claes of men.
