It was first proposed; however, though
launching the logn for that amount, to
take up only half of it, the other half to
be ‘taken ‘up later.

From the best authority we
g‘;ve on the subject there were 16,000
Chinamen in the country three years ago;
there are now not over 8,000. - Only 122
new arrivals of Chinamen are: reported
for last year, and 180 returned who held
certificates. On the other hand I learn
from the same authority that about'10;-
000 whites were added to our: population
in 1887. T do not think it necessary to
gomore into detail respecting revenue,
and I will now, with your permission,
turn to the estimated expenditure, ~This
L shows a.total of < $789,836, being an in-
‘crease over. 1887:8 of $70,161, and it is
$188,455 over the estimated receipts. This
is an apparent increase over expenditure
of the present gear. = In fact, however, it
is & smaller 'expenditure, as in the present
year we have heavy supplementary esti-
mates to add. I have no doubt that
gentlemen ‘opposite will feelingly depre-
cate this expenditure over income occur-
ing—and T feel miself that it is not'a
desirable state of things; but, as will be
seen by the estimates, the disparity be-
tween. the receipt and expenditure has
been considerably lessened. The com-
mencement is now made ‘towards bringing
them nearer together, and I believe that
with a vigerous and careful collection of
all the revenue, and. careful expenditure,
we shall soon get the finances into- the

is desirable. At the same time I confess
that the condition of -our province is such
a8 to make this a difficult ‘matter. | When
we consider the vast-extent of the country,
and the endless demands from all parts
for roads, bridges, schools, and, I am
sorry to say, also for constables and gaols,
it will be readily seen that it is a province
that requires a large expenditure in order
to open it up and improve ‘it. -* These ex-
penseés with its limited population point
to the fact that if all wants were supplied
there 'must either be more taxation
or further  loans. = The ' first of
these - is'  ‘undeniable and ‘always
unpopular, though I must say that I
think our taxation is not heavy, particu-
larly when we - compare it With the ad-
joining country or some other proyinces.

n New Zealand taxation amounts to £3
14s. 2d., about $18.50 per head of popu-
lation. Here it is' not over, I think,
$2.50 per head of white population. On the
other hand, loans if carried too far ‘must
have a tendency to reduce our- credit-apd
in the epd also increase taxation, unless
the money can be so applied as to cause
prosperity in the country and an increase
of population. I think that just now we
should be content to limit our wants for a
little; and see the bemneficial results that
should arise from-the expenditure already
made, or that we can fairly still make for
the ‘good of the province. . Yet I find
that hon. ‘gentlemen complain of the
‘smallness of expenditure in many. dis
tricts, and one hon. gentleman had: pro-
mised quite recently that at least $50,000
should be expended in his district this
year,—this district, I may casually re-
mark, gives a revenue of about $1,500! 1f
the expenditure were to be carried out on
this . scale, to what  pesition." would
the , province eome? I  will  now
go into the _estimated - expenditure
a little more in detail in reference to; the
increase under several heads: I find on
public debt. the increase is $29,288; this
arises from the interest and sinking fund
being charged on the whole of the million
dollar loan, whereas in last year’s: esti-
mates the interest and sinking fundswas
for only half the loan. . Under the head of
ieivil government salaries, the “incpéase 'is
$8,800; this is more apparent than real, ‘as
far as this department is concerned. A
considerable portion of it arises from what
in former “years appeared as temporary
services, being now placed on the perma-
nent staff.

000, so that the actual revenue produced
by the provinee in those years was respec-
tively, after deducting the amount re-
ceived from, the Dominion—the actual
revenue, 1 say, was $189,035 and $198,-
586, whilst, if we dedudf-the part revenue
from the Dowminion from 1886 and 1887,
it leaves: our revenue which is produced’
by the province as $302,669 and $325,184
or an increase of nearly 75 per:cent.
I will, .however, trespass on the pa-
tience of the house no longer.

[The hon. gentleman read the
reports of the public accounts. committee
of the 26th March, dealing with the mat
ter of issuing the amount out of the trea-
sury prior to the issue of the warrant fon

from the minority only in the fact that
they endeavored to provide an excuse for
the government, though they knew it was
illegal. - The matter might be considered
a government crime, and it was but right
that the house should condemn them for
their illegal action. ~

Hon. Mr. Robson said that there was
little required to be said on the matter.
Great stress was laid on the fact of the
provision contained in See. 62 of the
Constitution Act, which provided that no
payments should be made out of the trea-
sury without first having the authority of
the governor’s warrant. He granted that
vhe payment was an irregular ‘one, but it
was done for the purpose of meeting an
exigency, and was not without precedent.
The payments were made for the purpose
of obtaining necessary data in conunection
with the proposed Shuswap and ©Okana-
gan railway in the interests.of the coun-
try. All informatien which had prev-
iously been placed before the government
was that which thad been sécured ‘through
the surveys made by the railway comipany.
It was considered necessary that the gov-
ernment’s own engineer should go over
the ground and report upon the accuracy
of the data furnished by the company,
and whether the circumstances were siuch
as would justify the assent to the grant
made in support of the construction of
the railway. It had been ' found neces-
sary to have the engineer start ‘at ' onece,
and in order to do this the amount was
handed over tothe head of a departmént
without the usual warrant, which ' was is-
sued four days litter. He wus surprised
that the Oppositiou had taken the present
course, - for if his» memory served him
rightly other governments, and that one
of which the hon. leader of the Opposi-
tion had been a member, had pursded

| similar tactics.

Mr. Beaven —Name an instance.

Hon. Mr. Robson—1I cannot name an
instance, but 1 will stake my reputation
for accuracy that such has been done.

Mr. Beaven said he presumed the hon.
leader of the government. relied on the
support of his majority ratherthan upon
what he had put forward, to support him
in the present instance. ' This was a most
important fault, and he did net think. it
was excused by the fact that other gov-
ernments had pursued a similar ecourse;
although he (Mr. B.) denied that such was
the case. The. matter had been clearly
placed by the hon. member for Cassiar,
for if the guvérnment could pay out $700
without warrant they might also pay out
$7,000, $70,000 or $700,000, provided
there was such a sum in the treasury,
The excuse, put forward that other gov-
ernments had done so was a poor one, for
if a former government had done' wrong
it was no reason why another government
should act similarly; if such a practice
ebtained there was no saying where it
would end—we might see quite an emi-
gration to the ‘‘land of the free.” The
whole matter was in a nut-shell.. The
government had paid out monies without
the usual warrants and nothing.that he
could add would place the matter more
strongly than it had already been done by
the hon. mover of the resolution.

Hon. Mr.. Dunsmuir—Did’ no’ other
government do such a thing ?

Mr. Beaven—Well, there was a govern-
ment, the Elliott-Smithe government,
which was in the habit of doing 'extraor-
dinary and illegal acts, secend to no other
than these performed by the present
administration. They, however, = were
consigned to a deserved oblivion for those
acts,

Hon: Mr. Robson—But they had a
glorious resurtection ?

. Beaven—It is true a small portion
of them did rise again after a lengthy
petiod had elapsed, but the majority were
consigned to the oblivion of private life
from which they never returned; amd to
which: the present government is-surely
hastening. (Derisive laughter.)

Hon. Mr. Turner said that hon. gentle-
men opposite seemed to be'trying to make
a great matter out of & very small one—

& Okanagon Railway without a warrant.
This amount was really advanced for two
or three days prior to the issuance of a
warrant; but special reasons existed for
this course. Hon. gentlemen’ had re-.
marked that two wrongs did not make a
right. He agreed with that; but still he:
could not refrain  from referring to an
advance made by a former government,
without a proper warrant. It was for the
sum of $3,600, advanced te Hon. Amor;

8.8, Parthia, in command-of Capt. F. H.
Wallace, arrived in Royal Roads Mon-
day morning at 8 o'clock from Shanghai,
Hongkong and Yokohama, leaving the
last named. port. on the 27th ult., and
thus making the trip to Victoria in_thir-
teen days. She was piloted into Royal
Roads by Capt. McIntosh, and left for
Vancouver about 11:30 a.m. in chmge of
Capt.- Gaudin, her regular pilot, Capt.
Urquhart, having taken the ship Carrol-
ton over te Port Moody, not’ expecting
the Parthia to arrive until Wednesday.
The passengers for Victoria, Seattle, Port-
land and San Francisco were . desirous of
landing at this port, but no arrangements|
having been made for entering or clearing
the vessel at the customs here, they were
reluctantly carried on to Vancouver.

If it was decided against
the latter then others who had secured
crown grants might.also be proceeded|
against, -The petitioners asked that they|
be relieved of the “expense of appeahng
from the decision of the supreme court of
Canada to the privy council, and in his
humble judgment he thought it would
be but just to do so.

Hon. Mr. Robson said that this was an
occasion where he very much regretted
the absence of Hon: A. E. B. Davie, the
attorney-general.  That gentleman had
repeatedly expressed the opinion when
the petitioners “had importuned for'a
crown grant for the lands in question that
it was not within the power of the gov-
ernment to issue a crown grant. How-
ever, they pressed for weeks and weeks
that crown grants be issued, stating that
they would be willing to fight their own
battle if the titles were brought in ques-
tion. It was only under persistent im-
portunity that the then chief commissioner
nnally 1ssued the crown grants for the
lands,
that time were informed that they were
probably not worth the paper they were
written upon. However, they had de-
cided to take the chances, and, in a word,
fight their own battles. This being
the case, he could not, see the justice of
the petitioners—at least some of them—in
coming to this house and asking that the
expense of an appeal to the privy council
be borne by the province. So far as the
policy of the government in issuing crown
grants under the circumstances was con-
cerned, hé was quite well aware_ that it
might be questioned.. But the crown
grants having been issued with the under:
standing that those receiving them were
to fight their own battle, he could not now
see his way clear to support their petition
for assistance. The petitioners were, per-
sonally his friends, and of course he would
be glad if he could - support them; but he
must stand between them and the tax-
payer, and his duty pointed out, that, in
the interests of the latter, he must explain
the position. He admitted that the peti-
tioners were entitled to receive the monids
paid for the crown grants, and probably
interest on the same.

The reader will probably know that the
Zambos- Mosqultos are descendants of the
Indians and Negroes and form a supersti-
tious and xgnorant race of peeple. They
inhabit the eastern coast of Nicaragua and
Msmgalpa was in-
tellectually rather above Zthe ‘average of
his countrymen. He arrived about five
years ago to the hacyenda of Don Rafael,
where he hence served. = Heé was mtelh
gent, obedient but very gloomy 'on ac-
count of a girl who | left him, “as
the’ servants used to say. Matagalpa
was a young man yet, of great stature and
enormous physical force. .
Our travelling in the prairie was quite
different from that in a forest. We were
obliged to ride only in the mornirigs and
evenings and rest at day timé on account
of great heat. We - could, therefore,
move but very slowly, and only on the
third day since we left the forest we
sighted for the first time the blue outline
of the Gracios Mountains.
