When in Chatham Sound, which" is 
one of the most dangerous parts of the 
coast, the gale was at its Worst, and all 
attempts to keep her in the channel 
proved unavailing. At 11 o’clock at 
night a furious gust of wind, aided by 
a mountain of water, drove the big col­
lier on Green island,, and after the ship 
had been pounding about for some time 
she became wedged1 on the rocks.

CAPTAIN COOL.
" According to the survivors Capt. Mc­
Intyre took matters very oooly and de­
cided that owing to the terrific gale rag­
ing that the safest spot in the world for 
himself and crew was on the ship. 
When the hold was ' first examined the 
ship was reported to bq "in a compara­
tively safe position, and Captain Mc­
Intyre wae heard to remark that he 
would likely be able to float her off all 
right at high tide. At midnight, how­
ever, Chief Officer .Smith went below at 
the captain’s suggestion and soon has­
tened back with the announcement that 
tile coal was pouring through the ship’s 

" bottom into the sea. Oaptain McIntyre 
;*js said to have laughed at Chief Offl- 
rt-cer Smith and to have remarked “You 
Jiare frightened; we’re all right.”
■_The chief officer then urged that the
” boats be launched, and the Vessel aban­
doned to her fate, as in his opinion she

Whether the order was subsequently 

given is not stated, but some time after 
that the men began swinging the boats 
free and leaving the Ship.

sian soldier, wounding him in the arm.

The relations between the United 
States and British consuls and naval 
commands and the Russian administra­
tor at Newchwang are strained, which 
makes a friendly settlement of the af­
fair difficult. The- administrator at­
tempted to enforce associai code which 
the foreign officials refused to recognize, 
and consequently their relations have 
been limited to Strictly official inter­
views, which1 have not been amicable, 
consisting mostly in protests against 
the conduct of the sailors. The mem­
orandum presented by the Russian min­
ister to the United States minister here 
relates to various alleged assaults com­
mitted by Americans. On one occasion 
three sailors attacked a sentry and owe 
their lives to the sentry’s forbearance in 
not exercising his right to shoot. The 
administrator demanded that the United 
States consul try the offenders, but the 
commander of the Vicksburg, E. B.

formerly and should meet all Chinese 
advance in the most friendly spirit.

Many foreign soldiers and a few offi­
cers today ignored thé request to keep 
off the streets, which have been Clean­
ed aud decorated for the royal proces­
sion. This is likely to create resent­
ment.

Railroad traffic 'between Pekin and 
Pao-Ting-Fu, except on the court’s 
business, has been congested since the 
arrival of the court at Pao-Tiug-Fu.

Washington, Jan. 6—Thq senators 
representatives of the Pacific Goasèr who 
have been considering a bill for Chinese 
exclusion, have perfected a measure 
which will .he introduced in both houses 
in a few days. It is much more impres­
sive ,-than any bills that have been pre­
sented heretofore on this subject, most 
of which simply provided for excluding 
Chinese or re-enacting the Geary law. 
This bill under consideration does not 
limit itself to any term of years, as did 
the Geary act, but if passed in its pres­
ent form would be perpetual, unless re­
pealed. The bill declares that-all Chin­
ese, other than citizens of the United 
States or those who are secured ' 
ing to and residing in the Unite 
under the present treaty with China, 
shall be refused admission and returned 
to the country whence they came at the 
expense of the transportation company 
bringing them. The only Chinese per- 

permitted to enter the United 
States;under the act are those who have 
ibecomte citizens by birth and naturaliza­
tion. and officials of the Chinese"'feoveru- 
ment. teachers, students, merchants, 
travelers for pleasure or curiosity, re­
turning laborers who must have a cer­
tificate or domiciled merchants. No 
fChinese except diplomatic or consular 
officials are allowed to enter the United 
States at any other ports than San Fran­
cisco, Port Townsend, Witch.4 Portland, 
Ore.: Boston, New York, New Orleans, 
Honolulu, San Juan and Manila. Ports 
may be designated on the Canadian or 
(Mexican boundary after goutracts have 
been made with transportation lines to 
comply with the act. Ptovision is made 
for the registration of ail Chinese now 
in the United States to be completed 
within six months after the passage of 
the act. All registered Chinese shall 
have a certificate with photographs at­
tached and those without certificates at 
the end of six months shall be de­
ported. v

San Frabeisco, Jan. 6.—Ninety-two of 
the rescued passengers, officers aud crew 
of the ill-fated iXyalla Walla arrived 
here on the steamer Pomona Sunday 
morning from Eureka. The Pomona was 
due in port at 7 o’clock in the morning, 
and in anticipation, of her arrival anx­
ious relatives and friends of the ship­
wrecked people began assembling at tie 
Pacific Coast Steamship^ company’s 
wharf, at the foot of Broadway, while 
it was still dark. The Pomona did not 
arrive at the expected hour, however, 
and "the anxious throng paced up and 
down tjie draft.v freight shed and shiv­
ered in the cold morning air for two 
hours before the steamer appeared 
around the bend of the harbor. As the 
Pomona drifted up to the’dock she had 
a decided list ,to staiboard, for nearly 
all of her several score of passengers 
were crowde* on the etaiboard side of 
her decks, leaning anxiously over tie 
rail for a first glimpse of expectant 
friends and relatives.

It was a desolate looking company 
that the Pomona brought into port, for 
many of the survivors had met with 
physical injpries in addition to suffering 
from cold, hunger and exposure for 
many long and weary hours in open 
boats and life rafts. Many who |had- 
eseaped from the wreck in scant attire 
were garbed in strange clothing and car­
ried tieir few belongings tied np in a 
nightrobe or a handkerchief. Some 
were wrapped in bandages and others, 
too ill or two seriously injured to walk

In Session•A* general peace hag ibeen restored 
and the court is about to return to Pe­
kin, it appears reasonable that we should 
hand back Mapchuria to its proper own­
er to quiet the mihds of those who are 
inclined to suspect that Russia is aiming 
at absorbing and annexing this import­
ant territory. But after careful consid­
eration we find that it is not at all op­
portune for us to do so now. And the 
reason is obvious; for as China is newly 
defeated and is saddled with the -burden 
of an unprecedented indemnity, it is not 
within her power to raise sufficient 
funds to organize and maintain a strong 
army in Manchuria ts defend it. But 
unless Manchuria is strongly garrisoned, 
it is impossible to prevent the foreign 
powers from casting a greedy eye on 
that province. It is for this reason that 
Russia insists ou keeping this important 
territory under her control until China 
is strong enough to take k back. If we 
disregard the welfare of China and eva­
cuate Manchuria at the present moment,
I am sure that no sooner have our troops 
left the place than those of someone or 
other of the foreign powers will'step in 
and make a permanent occupation. This 
statement, I hope, will be a sufficient ex­
planation why we refuse to give up Man- 
cnuna now.

.“With reference to the convention as 
agreed upon by the late Li Hung Chang 
and us, it is a satisfactory document in 
every respect..

The Ultimate aim 
of Socialists is, however, to secure the 
collective ownership and control of the 
means of production and distribution.

With these objects in view Mr. Petti- 
pieKîe has been asked by the members 
to establish an official newspaper for 
the party, at some convenient point in 
the province, a proposition which he is 
now investigating in this city.

Slr,—With your permission I would like 
to direct the attention of the school trus­
tees in general and Supt. Eaton in partic­
ular, jto the annoying fads many of the 
teachers have of making pupils discard 
books after being used a few weeks. When 
objection is taken by parents the only sat­
isfaction that is forthcoming Is a petulant 
toss of the head and a sneer. “Oh, it only 
means a few cents.” Why cannot the same 
set of books be made to serve through sev­
eral classes? There was a time in our city 
public schools that the same books were 
used throughout the entire school; for in­
stance, those on geography, grammar and 
arithmetic, and the pupils as they advanc­
ed,, were carried further and further 
through the same set of books, until, in the 
senior class, the entire book was supposed 
to be of use. At present each teacher seems 
to have a fad for some particular author, 
and the consequence is the unnecessary 
multiplication of books. Thoughtful tax­
payers believe in ample allowance for edu­
cational purposes, and are only too glad 
that worthy members of the teaching staff 
should receive salaries commensurate with 
their taletits, but this nonsensical changing 
of books Is a sore point with very many of 
the long suffering class above referred to. 
And it is not only text books, but the hun­
dred and one scribblers, drawing books, ex­
ercise books, “social forms,” (etc. etc., ad 
infinitum) are constantly thrown 
before a quarter of them are used: 
eequently the plea that it is “the depart­
ment,” won’t hold water. Now that the 
salaries of the staff are being raised, can­
not Mr. Eaton, by simplifying the present 
system of waste of books, secure for those 
who pay the piper, a slight concession and 
a saving In the direction named.

This action 
brought by plaintiff to recover 

damages for injuries sustained while in 
the shaft of the Le Roi mine at Ross- 
land, by reason of the cage falling on 
him. At the trial the jiiry found that 
the cause of the injury was occasioned 
by the non-continuance of the gqide 
rails, which, in the opinion of the jury, 
caused the safety clutches to fail in their 
action, and therefore allowed the cage 
to fall. The jury also found that the 
plaintiff was entitled to $3,000 dam­
ages. The Chief Justice did not see fit 
to enter judgment on the findings of the 
jury, hut left the parties to tnove the 
Full court. Both parties moved the 
* id court for judgment and the motions 
were argued at Vancouver .in November 
last and their Lordships found that the 
Full court is an appellate court, and has 
no jurisdiction, to hear a motion on the 
findings of a jury referred to it by a 
trial judge. The case was then re­
ferred back to the Chief Justice, who 
dismissed the ■ plaintiff’s action with 
costs. From this judgment the plaintiff 
•snow appealing. Counsel completed 
their argument yesterday afternoon, and 
judgment was reserved.

Offer For Shares Debated in tlhe Unit­
ed States House. _

Washington, D. C., Jan. 7.—The de­
bate ou tlhe Nicaragua bill in the House 
was opened today bj General Hepburn, 
chairman of the Inter-State and Foreign 
Commerce committee, which reported 
the bill. For two hours he held the floor 
replying to a volley of questions concern­
ing the recent offer of the Panama Canal 
company to sell its property and fran­
chises to the United States for $40,000.- 
OQO. The interest in the debate cen­
tred almost entirely in this new phase 
of the subject. Mr. Hepburn maintain­
ed that the alleged offer of the Panama 
Canal company was part of the plan 
of delay. All his rftterances along that 
line are applauded. He pointed ont 
what he claimed was the suspicions cir­
cumstances that the Panama company 
held out for $166.000,000 until it was 
dwidedjietore the holiday recess to con­
sider the Nicaragua bill, and then sud­
denly dropped the price to $40,000,000. 
Mr. Morris, (Minn.) gave "notice thnt 
at the proper time he would offer an 
amendment to authorize the President, 
if he could tn procure the property aud 
right of the Panama1 comnanv for *40.- 
000.000 if concessions could be procured 
from Colombie, and if tbe Walker com­
mission so recommended to purchase and 
proceed to complete the Panama canal.

written down as a year of plenty and 
prosperity, of which British Columbia 
had her full share. The mines, the fish­
eries and the forests contributed royal­
ly to swell the grand total of the years 
business, while agriculture and its kin­
dred industries made satisfactory pro­
gress and show signs of increasing in­
terest in advanced methods of work, 
which augur well for the future. The 
labor troubles which impeded mining 

, operations in the Kootenay country in 
the beginning of, the year have been so 
far adjustedTis to warrant the hope that 
1902 will ibe free of them, allowing this 
great industry to proceed without hin­
drance. Other drawbacks to mining 
were the low prices of silver and lead, 
but in despite of these the mines show 
a gratifying increase in general develop^ 
ment and output. The mines of Van­
couver Island and especially those of 
the Victoria mining division, made good 
progress during the year. The perman­
ency and value of the Lenora, Tyee and 
other properties on Mounts Sicker, 
BrentOn and Richards were so satisfac­
torily established through practical de­
velopment that two smelters are now in 
course of erection—one at Osborne Bay, 
with a capacity of 400 tons a day, and 
the other at Ladysmith, capable of 
treating 100 tons daily. The establish­
ment of these industries, which will 
give employment to several hundred 
men, and the impetus which their prox­
imity will naturally give the mining in 
the district, should create a distinct im­
provement iu all lines of trade and 
greatly benefit Victoria, which is the 
natural point of supply for the new 
towns which will build up at Osborne 
Bay, Mount Richards and Mount Bren- 

. ton, and the increased populations of 
Mount Sicker and Ladysmith.

Victoria, as the chief port and com­
mercial entrepot of the province, shown 
a steady growth in all material lines 
during the past year. Her volume of 
trade has increased, many important 
public improvements are in progress, and 
private. enterprise has added several 
substantial buildings, in addition to the 
fine new High school now in course of 
erection. The merchants of Victoria, 
wholesale and retail, and the manufac­
tures, report a prosperous year—in some 
cases an increase of from 15 to 25 per 
cent.—and all are hopeful of better 
times in 1902.

It is impossible to secure complete 
figures as to the actual volume of busi­
ness transacted in all lines, but those 
available (and which follow) are suffi­
cient to convey a fair understanding of 
the situation. One item of the customs 
revenue, which shows a very large de­
crease, is the amount collected as poll 
tax on Chinese immigrants, a pleasing 
result of federal legislation.

During the summer months, however, 
a branch railway of the Canadian 
(Pacific, following the course of the Lar­
deau river from Kootenay lake to the 
foot of Trout lake, was un<^r construc­
tion and when this line is completed, as 
it is hope0 it will be early in the spring, 
the development work prosecuted during 
1901 at the mines will be rendered ef­
fective. During the' year all the older 
established properties have been able to 
increase tneir production, while new dis­
coveries like the Triune, thanks to the 
exceptionally high-grade character of the 
ore which carries a value of $200 per 
ton, have also assisted in swelling the 
distriicts’s output by entering the ship­
ping class without the usual delay inci­
dental to quartz mining development. 
The rich free-milling gold ore discoveries 
at Fish Creek and silver finds about five 
miles west of Trout Hake oity have also 
helped to attract attention to this dis­
trict in whose mines very considerable 
investments of capital were made during 
the year.

AMERICANS RELEASED.

Some Passengers of Rosalie Freed.— 
Others Remain Another Week.

The steamer Majestic went to William 
Head quarantine station on her outbound 
trip to Seattle last night, and from 
there she took 15 of the quarantined pas­
sengers and 18 of the crew of the 
steamer Rosalie—these bring citizens of 
the United States. The Canadian pas­
sengers and nine of the Rosalie’s crew, 
who remain to look after the wants of 
the Canadian passengers, were told to 
“go way back and”—for another week. 
The quarantine laws of the United 
States call for a period of isolation of 
two weeks, while the Canadian regula­
tions oail for a period of three weeks 
behind the fences of the quarantine sta­

tion. The Americans are now free to 
go home, but the Victoria-bound pas­
sengers will not be loose for another 
week. The patient is convalescent.

it will possibly dispose of the matter â» 
far as Japanese are concerned, but we 
want some definite assurance on that 
point. I am aware that the difficulties 
With respect to the Japanese are greater 
than with respect to the Chinese, on ac­
count of the difference in the status of 
the two nations; but the conditions of 
competition being identical, the problem, 
so far as *we are concerned, is the same 
in both cases.

“While on this subject I wish to call 
your attention to the frauds which have 
been perpetrated in connection with the 
naturalization of Japanese. Thia would 
seem to suggest some necessary amend­
ments to the Naturalization act in order 
to prevent the recurrence of such abuses 
in the future. The evasions of the act 
which have taken place are of the most 
scandalous nature, and I have no {doubt 
that, after the subject has been thor- 
<mghly investigated, you will have fur­
ther representations from the Honorable 
the Attorney-General.

“In itihis connection, also, I desire, on 
behalf of the government, to bring again 
to the attention of your government the . 
apportionment of the revenues arising 
out of the operation of the Chinese Im­
migration act. While only one-quarter 
of the revenue so derived is returned to 
the Provincial Treasury, practically this 
Province has to suffer the whole of the 
evils arising from such immigration. 
What we beg to propose, and believe to 
be our right, is that the money remaining 
over after the expenses of administering 
the act are met should be paid to this 
government. The right of the Province 
to the present apportionment is, I under­
stand, based upon the material effects of 
Chinese immigration in the Province, 
and is regarded as a compensation for 
resultant local evils. If the principle of 
any apportionment at all is a right and 
just one, then the claims of the Province 
to the whofle of the revenue is equally 
obvious. I think that is so clear as not 
to^dmit of argument The numbers of 
Chinese who find their way to Eastern 
Canada are small, and the effect on the 
•labor market, in consideration of the 
largeness of the total population, is, in 
the aggregate, so insignificant as not to 
be appreciable. On the other hand, onr 
population is so comparatively limited 
that any influx of Chinese is felt * 
correspondingly increased ratio.”

It will be noted that the Premier plac­
ed thé question before the Ottawa au­
thorities in the strongest possible man­
ner, with a thorough appreciation of the 
necessity of dealing with the problem 
promptly and effectively. Since the writ­
ing of this letter, the Dominion bead 
tax of $100 has come into operation, 
without any appreciable result in staying 
the incoming of Chines*. The “B. C. 
Immigration Act, 1900,” providing an 
educational test after the manner of the 
Natal act, was rigidlj enforced until its 
disallowance, for Imperial reasons, by 
the Ottawa government. The Dominion 
commission of enquiry into the Oriental 
labor question, which held sittings 
throughout the Province last spring will 
probably have handed in its report be­
fore the assembling of parliament, and 
it no doubt will contain recommenda­
tions for dealing with Mongolian 'immi­
gration. The nature of these is, of 
course, not yet known. The provincial 
government have been energetic and 
earnest in their efforts to deal effectively 
with the difficult problem. This is amply 
shown by their correspondence with Ot­
tawa, and in the legislation which has 
been passed and the active measures 
taken to enforce it.

GERMAN CLAIMS.

Note Presented, to Venezuela Not an 
Ultimatum.

Berlin, Jan. 4.—Herr Von Pilgrim 
Raltazzi, the German charge d’affaires 
at Caracas, handed President Castro a _ 
fresh note on Thmsday reciting in sim­
ple language what Germany desires 
Venzuela to do respecting all claims and 
question in dispute. An official of the 
Foreign office has informed the corres­
pondent of the Associated Press that the 
new note is so phrased that no possible 
offense. can be taken. It contains no 
suggestion of an ultimatum, and no time 
limit for compliance with its terms is 
named, though in presenting the note the 
ohiarge d’affairs asked for an early reply. 
The object of the note is to afford Presi­
dent Castro an opportunity of yielding 
gracefully, and it conveys no intimation 
of what Germany will do if Venezuela 
refuses to pay the German claims.

Steamer Amur returned on Sunday 
from Lynn canal after a stormy pas­
sage. Of her passengers four were for 
Victoria, J. Hepburn, who recently ac- 
quired a number of conglomerate claims 
in the Klondike; <S. Applebaum, a mer­
chant engaged in Klondike trade, who 
was one of the shipwrecked passengers 
of the Islander; H. ‘Hahn of Dawson, 
and T. >W. Burks of the V. Y. T. Co. 
J. Hepburn and S, Applebaum left Daw­
son on 'December 14, and were 14 days 
in making the trip out by stage. The 
trail is in bad shape, but cold weather 
was making it more solid. The Amur 
sailed from Skagway on. December 31, 
and for two days prior to that snow 
had fallen heavily on the White Pass, 
the company’s rotary being kept busy 
keeping the line open. Included among 
the passengers for Vancouver by the 
Amur were Sergeant ffweedie of the N. 
W. M. P. and Georg* St. Cyr, a mur­
derer sentenced to imprisonment for life 
who became insane at Dawson, and 
sent to New Westminster asylum. St. 
Cyr, who killed Davis, his partner at 
Hootaiinqua, attempted suicide by dash­
ing himself against the floor of his cell 
at Dawson, and several times attacked 
those guarding him.

/News was received from Wrangel of 
a fatal accident on the Stikine river. 
Three North West Mounted Police were 
drowned jn the Stikine Rapids on De­
cember 29 by the overturning of a 
_ Two of the men were named
Fitzgerald and Heathcote. The name 
of the other member of the party ,is 
not known. The canoe and several dogs 
were picked up on the beach near the 
mouth of the river by people from 
Wrangel, which is only a few miles dis­
tant, but the bodies of the unfortunate 
men were not found. •

The three men were -coming down the 
river on -a pleasure expedition in the 
canoe. They had it heavily loaded, and 
in the rapids, despite their efforts to 
keep it upright, the frail craft turned 
turtle. They were’ thrown into the foam­
ing waters aud there met death. It is 
thought that the bodies must have been 
washed out to sea or to some place 
where they have not been noticed.

As soon as the wrecked canoe and 
badly soaked and whining dogs 
found on the beach the authorities at 
Wrangel were notified and a search 
party organized from among the soldiers 
stationed there. They hunted indus­
triously to find the bodies of the dead 
men, but failed. The beach along both 
sides of the river, every foot of the way 
from the rapids, came in for a rigid 
amination, but none of the nativès even 
had seen any bodies.

The officials at Wrangel, after a full 
investigation, decided that the canoe 
must have been overloaded and in- the 
turmoil of the rapids was upset aud the 
men thrown out.

jNews of the terrible fate of C. Hop­
kins of Seattle was brought from 
iHaines, Mission, 20 miles below Skag­
way. He was buried alive. The facts 
are attested by H. H. McNaugbton of 
Haines, over his own signature, of date 
of December 19, who asks that the case 
be given full publicity. The excitement 
at Haines over the affair Hvas intense. 
It seems that Charles Hopkius, who was 
62 years of age, had at different times 
fallen into a trance, or cataleptic state, 
during which he would remain #as one 
dead, but always revived. On Monday, 
December 9, while chopping , wood, he 
had a /fainting fit and w*fs carried to his 
cabin, where he lay for four days with­
out giving a sign of life. At the end 
of that time he was buried, though it 
was the opinion of many that life 
not extinct.

:So great became the indignation when 
it iwas learned that such summary ac­
tion had been taken with the body that 
the existing douibt 'resulted in the grave 
being opened on December 19, six days 
after burial. The coffin was taken out 
and the to.p unscrewed. (Tha body show­
ed a lifelike color, and the flesh had a 
natural touch. All were mystified. When 
the body was exposed to the col-d air the 
skih turned purple. The people con­
gregated around Were awed and some 
of-the superstitious secured the body 
and privately had it buried again, with­
out waiting for further developments. 
And now the physicians a* iSkagway 
press the belief that the man was just 
being brought out of his trance again 
and was buried aiive. None had the 
courage to make a second exhumation. 
There was no physician at Haines to 
prove the certainty of death, and the 
people who buried him, it is claimed, 
under the existing circumstances, were 
too hUsty.

On December 18, William Gauthier, a 
Yukon pioneer, died a tragic death at' the 
Log Cabin road house, 30 miles south 
of iDeWxSon. He was suddenly seized 
with a hemorrhage of the lungs while 
eating. Rushing from the table with a 
.stream of blood gushing from his mouth, 
he fell prostrate and soon expired. Mr. 
Gauthier spent the last 12 years of his 
life on the Yukon. When death overtook 
him he was employed at the Log Cabin, 
3tne sdene of his traeic death. He was 
48 years of age and is well known to 
all old-timers.

News was* brought to Dawson on De­
cember 18. by. Dan. A. McKinnon and 
Joe iMartell. old-time Dawsonites, from 
the Koyukuk, after a trip of 27 days, of 
the burning of the Northern Navigation 
company’s steamer City of Paris, which 
was burned the first day of November. 
She is reported to be a total loss.

The mission near Ketchikan was burn­
ed down one night two weeks ago and 
the girl scholars who were sleeping in 
the building escaped with only their 
night <Hothes. No lives were lost, but 
the structure with its entire contents 
was destroyed by the flames. No further 
particulars have been received.

Rampart City, on the lower Yukon, 
had a fire on the night of November 1. 
It is not" known to what extent the con­
flagration spread, but three large build­
ings are known to have been destroyed. 
No lives were lost. The damage was 
estimated dt $30;000.

As there has recently been some dis­
cussion as to the most effective method 
of dealing with the Mongolian immigra­
tion problem, it will be instructive to 
Colonist readers to peruse the represen­
tations made to the Dominion govern­
ment in this matter -by the Provincial 
government. These are contained in a 
letter from Premier Dunsmnir to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, dated Victoria, October 
9, 1900, and are as follows:

“In the first place, you will have ob­
served by the various expceesions of 
opinion, and, particularly from the atti­
tude of the -Legislative Assembly, that 
there is a strong and growing feeling 
regarding the immigration of Mongolians. 
In the opinion of the government the 
time has fully arrived when some de­
cisive steps should be taken iby the au­
thorities, having complete and effective 
jurisdiction to permanently end the state 
of affairs complained of.

“The question is notxwithout its diffi­
culties, I admit; but the continued un­
restricted immigration of Chinese and 
Japanese cannot but result in the agi­
tation now on foot being persisted in and 
growing into undesirable prominence. 
From the representations made by the 
Japanese Consul to this government, it 
would appear that His Imperial. Ma­
jesty’s government has decided to pro­
hibit the emigration of Japanese, or 
rather to greatly restrict it. It depends, 
of course, on how far the proposed re­
striction goes, as to whether it will be 
satisfactory or not. It may appear to 
you unreasonable that the people of Brit­
ish Columbia ■ should desire to limit the 
privileges of a nation which has friendly 
treaty relations with Great Britain; but 
there are local considerations as well as 
Imperial interests which must be taken 
into account. Owing to the geographical 
relation of British Columbia to the con­
tinent of Asia, this Province is the land­
ing place for Oriental immigration to the 
Pacific Coast, and consequently the com­
petition to which the laboring classes 
here are exposed is keenly felt, in a 
way that cannot be appreciated in other 
parts of Canada. This applies to Jap­
anese and Chinese alike.

The secretary read the following letter 
from- Capt. Fletcher, post office inspec­
tor:
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~ “I ami not at all clear as to whether 
the powers of the Province can consti­
tutionally be applied to effect a remedy, 
•but during the recent session of the leg­
islature several earnest efforts were 
made to encompass the ends in view— 
with what success will appear when the 
legislation comes before your govern­
ment for review. What I feel particu­
larly is this, that an unquestionable 
remedy lies with the Dominion authori­
ties, and having promised the House 
that we would use our utmost influence 
with your government, -and through the 
Dominion government with the Imperial 
authorities, to bring about a settlement, 
I cannot too strongly urge upon your 
attention the great desirability of deal­
ing effectively with our representations. 
The theory upon which the rights of oth­
er nations are based is undoubtedly a 
strong argument against enacting the re­
strictive measures which we are so de­
sirous of seeing enforced; but it is a 
condition, not a theory, with which we 
have to contend. Other things being 
equal we could not complain. If the 
people against whom we desire a mea­
sure of protection were, in their stand­
ard of living, on a par with our own, 
the competition of Japanese and Chinese 
would be a legitimate one; but I need 
not point out to you what has been con­
tended so often and with so much force 
against an indiscriminate end unrestrict­
ed immigration of Mongolians, that, 
without lowering the general standard of 
living necessary to meet the decrease 
in wages, it is uot possible for white 
labor to exist in the face of a system 
that has grown up under conditions en­
tirely foreign to Anglo-Saxon communi­
ties, wholly inapplicable in this coun­
try, and out of harmony with our in­
stitutions. I am not prepared to say 
that there js not at the present time, 
and that probably for a little time te 
come there w8i not be, some avocations 
in which Chinese and Japanese may be 
employed with actual benefit to th 
whole community. I believe there are. 
These, however, are limited, and even 
respecting these it is desirable to change 
the conditions as soon as possible. The 
introduction of machinery will in time, 
in all probability, afford very largely a 
substitute for such labor, and, in any 
event, if the employment of Mongolians 
in a limited way may be justified, it 
certainly is very undesirable that any in­
crease in the demand for their services 
should take place, or that their employ­
ment should not he reduced to an abso­
lute minimum.

5th nit., I beg to say that I am now in­
formed by the superintendent of railway 
mall service at Vancouver, that he has 
made full enquiry as to. the feasibility of 
using thè route between Vancouver and 
Ladysmith for the conveyance of delayed 
mails by the Pacific express, addressed to 
Victoria. There are certain drawbacks in 
connection with the handling of the mails 
and the accommodation to be offered for 
their safety ln transit which, in the opinion 
of the superintendent, are undesirable, and 
he does not think the route a practical one 
to be recommended to the department 
under present conditions.

sequent exceptionally scanty water sup­
ply. The precipitation -in Cariboo dis­
trict was nearly 10% inches below the 
average, making an actual shortage in 
the water supply of 128,428 miner’s 
inches, while in Omineca and Atlin the 

conditions prevailed. Owing to 
this drawback, it is doubtful whether 
the value of the Cariboo output will ex­
ceed three hundred thousand, or less 
than the return from ore property alone 
in 1900. Operations therefore in all the 
districts mentioned were largely con­
fined to development during the year. 
From Omineca especially the season’s 
yield was very inconsiderable, probably 
■not more than $25,000 worth of gold 
was recovered—but the opportunity was 
afforded of completing the equipment of, 
several promising properties, and results 
next season should therefore be corres­
pondingly great. In Cassiar operations 
were carried on by those companies, and 
the value of the total output may be es­
timated .at between fifty and seventy- 
five thousand dollars. The progress 
made in the Atlin district is shown by 
an increased production in -6pite. of un­
toward circumstances^ the gain being 
600 ounces over the 1900 yield. Iu this 
district company enterprise is fast tak­
ing the place of individual effort, and by 
working on a larger scale and by hy­
draulic method the field offers great pos­
sibilities. The yield by creeks was: 
IPine and Willow creeks, 5,330 ounces; 
iSpruee creek, 2,300 ounces; Boulder 
creek, 2,640 ounces; McKee creek, 1.013 
ounces; Wright creek, 283 ounces; Gra­
ham creek, 103 ounces; Otter creek, 
143 ounces; Gold Run, 31 ounces; Birch 
creek, 270 ounces; total, 12,120 ounces.

'Coal mining has also, in company with

„ SIGHTED A DERELICT.

Tug Tatoosh Finds a "Schooner Bottom- 
Side Up.

A despatch from Astoria says Capt. 
Bailey, of the tug Taîbosh, reporte that 
when passing in to the Columbia on 
Friday he sighted a derelict schooner 
bottom up on the north side of the chan­
nel, and near No. 8 buoy. The craft was 
of about GO tons, bottom copper painted, 
no keel, but had a centre-iboard. All 
the spars were under water excepting 
one, which was broken off and was held 
by the rigging. Capt. Bailey lowered a 
boat and made fast to the derelict, with 
the intention of hauling it on to the 
sands, but the 'line parted, and before 
he could secure the craft agaih it had 
been carried by the ebb tide into rough 
water, where a small boat could not ap­
proach it, and he was compelled to let 
;o. Capt. Bailey says the wreck must 
lave been drifting about for some time,

The reading of this letter raised a

SIR ERNEST OASSEL.

The Man Who Has Just Given Large 
Sum to Charity.

London, .Tan. 4.—The action of Sir Er­
nest Cassel iu placing £200,000 at the 
disposal of King Edward for charitalble 
or utilitarian- purposes (which sum will 
be devoted to the establishment of a 
sanitarium for consumptives), has 
brought prominently before the public 
notice one cf the most interesting char­
acters in England. Comparisons are 
now drawn.

Sir Ernest Cassel is an instance of 
those who have worked from the bottom 
to the top rung of English life. He was 
born 50 years ago at Cologne. His 
father was a Geiman baker. Sir Ernest 
entered the London financial house of 
Bischoffsheim & Goldsmid, as a clerk, 
finally attaining a partnership. He had 
much to do with the great English boom 
iu Eries and was chiefly responsible in 
1880 for the conversion of the Atlantic 
and Great Western Trust Rental into 
the Atlantic Leased Lines Rental Trust. 
He was made a Knight Çommander of 
St. Michael and St. George for impor­
tant confidential services to the Egyp- 
t3an government, and was also decorated 
by Norway aud Sweden for assistance 
rendered railroad enterprises in these 
countries. Sir Ernest was interested in 
the issue of the Mexican five per cent, 
loan, and was among the first to put 
faith in the twopenny tube as one of the 
London underground railroads is term­
ed. iLady Cassel, his wife, died in j.891. 

While he is of a Jewish family, Sir

“A good (faal has been said about pub­

Senti­
ment throughont British Columbia is ab­
solutely opposed to any temporizing with 
the question. The -opposition of the Im­
perial authorities must not be allowed 
to stand in the way of the interests o«f 
this, an integral and most loyal part of 
the 'Empire, and if sufficient remedies 
have beon nermitted to be exercised in 
other colonies* they cannot consistently 
he refused to Canada, -our casse being all 
the stronger from the fact that by onr 
direct geographical relation as a high­
way of traffic to the Orient ^e are par­
ticularly exposed to the evils of such 
immigration.

“We Jook to the Dominion to afford ns 
relief, and while I am absolutely opposed 
to an unconstitutional exercise of remedies 
by the Province, by the very nature of 
things, if they are denied to us by the 
proper authorities, we shall have a con­
tinuance of undesirable and hasty and 
ill-advised legislation. It will, further­
more, create an irritation prejudicial to 

harmony which hitherto has always 
characterised, 'onr relations with the 
Dominion, and which is so necessary in 
giving foil effect to the objects of Con­
federation.

“I am sending a« an appendix to this 
letter copies of the resolutions which 
have -been pa«se4 during the recent ses­
sion otf the legislature, together with 
copies of the acts relating to immigrât 
tion and the regulation -of labor. I also 
append a r,rt of the resolutions and ref­
erences which appear in our journals and 
sessional papers since Confederation, 
from which you will eee that it has al­
ways been a Hve question iti the minds

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WRECKED A SLOOP.

Sunday’s Gale Wrecked Small Craft 
Near Stranded Santa Clara.

The southwest gale of Sunday did not 
cause damage to the stranded ship 
Santa Clara on which salvage operations 
have been commenced and today the 
ballast will toe taken out. The storm of 
Sunday (blew heavily flrom the southeast 
at first, and as the ship is sheltered from 
the wind blowing from that quarter no 
damage was caused. Later when the 
wind veered to the southwest, the tide 
had fallen so much that the seas did not 
break heavily on the stranded ship, and 
no damage resulted. The Japanese cook 
of the Santa Clara died on Sunday, and 
his remains were brought to the» city 
yesterday by the tug Mamie, wihich is 
being used by the salvage crew. The 

Tuneral will take place today.
During the storm of Sunday a sloop 

was wrecked near the Santa Clara. T. 
Oariesen, the Swede, against whom 
charges of selling whiskey to Indians on 
the West Coast ‘have been made, is said 
to have returned from the island coast 
on Saturday, and a suspicion was en­
tertained that it was his sloop that was 
wrecked, but this fact has not been 
proven; nor the sloop identified. Tlje 
occupant of the wrecked sloop was a 
Swede, but it is not known whether he 
is the man lor whom the police are look­
ing. The Swede wae bound to Port 
Townsend in his vessel, which is a fish­
ing boat about 18 or 20 feet long, and 
was sailing on the weather tide of Trial 
iefland when the storm arose. He sailed 
around afterwards to the leeward side 
of the island and- was driven in near 
the Santa Clara by the wind. Seeing 
him in danger some sailors gavé him a 
line, and he went on board the ship. He 

’ had a trunk in the sloop and the sailors 
asked him to send that up on the Santa 

5 Clara, but the man refused, and while 
' he stood on the ship in conversation in 

this regard, a wave swept the sloop up 
against the ship, swamped her and the 
trunk was thrown overboard. It broke 
open and a number of small boxes fell 

As the trunk was swept- over­
board the rescued man said, «‘Well, I 
guess I don’t go to Port Townsend." The 
sloop was wrecked.

A craft believed to toe the same ves­
sel was picked up yesterday in Me. 
Neill's toay, where it had been drifted by 
the tide. The boat was .badly split, the 
injuries, seeming, newly received, 
mast and sail had carried away, and the 
rudder wtas gone.
