A Peeling of General nz.ugdolpmd Sympathy
—Preparations for the ' Faneral—Movements
of President Arthur--Canadian Flags at the
Half-Mast—The Post Mortem Examination.

All conversation on the streets yesterday
all tarned on the death of President Gar-
field, so the news despatehes this morning
deal with the same absorbing subject al-
most to the exclusion of everything else.

It would seem as if the whole world stood

still for a day, all thought and all interest

being centred on the sad tragedy which

opened at Washington and closed at Long"

Branch. In the United States there is grief
for the death of the president and deep sym-
pathy for his bereaved family. In Canada,
in England and en the continent of Europe
the sympathy is more for the nation than
for the family, but everywhere there is a
strong feeling that in the death of Genmeral
Garfield one of the great ones of the earth
has pessed away. General Arthur has suc-
ceeded to the presideney so quietly that the
event commands little notice, but there is
everywhere a disposition manifested to
treat him with the respect due to the first
magistrate of a great natiom. The remains
of the late president will be conveyed to
Washington to-day and to Cleveland on
Fridsy. On Monday there will be a public
funeral, under direction of the staté authori.
ties of Ohio.
HOW HE PASSED AWAY.
SR
A Grea$ Pain in the Heart—Pighting the Grim
Enemy to the Last—Wife and Daughter.

The end came very suddenly.. The fatal
clot in the heart, which is the dread of sur-
geons in all similar cases, sealed the patient's
fate. - There was a brief but great pain, and
then all was over. :

When Bliss was summoned to the sick
room Monday night he saw the immediate
necessity of raising the president’s tem
ture. *‘Bring ammonia and mustard in-
stantly,” he said. Search was made for the
two thi that might perhaps have pro-
longed life a little w ile, but there was no
mustard and no ammonia there. A messen-
ger ran_across the darkened lawn to the El-
beron hotel, & hundred and fifty yards
away.” He stumbled up the porch of the
hotel almost exhausted and in breathless
haste, and waited for the medicaments to
be got. Warren Young meantime galloped
at headlong speed to the camp, almost half
a mile away, for mustard and ammonia,
while those in the room stood breathless.
There was not a word to say, there was only
one thing to .do; it could not be done.
Alone among - many who loved him,
helpless in presence of his arch-
enemy, even amid all his friends and sur-

THE IMMEDIATE CAUSE OF DEATH.

Dr. Bliss attributes death to neuralgia of
the heart, which caused the formation of a
blood clot there by preventing proper cir-
culation of the blood. The president’s re-
marks to Swain, who was with him when
he awoke from his sleep, were: ‘‘ Oh, Swain,
what a pain,” placing his hand on his heart,
¢¢Can’t you do something for me, oh Swain?”
At this time Mrs. Garfield had been out of
the room about fifteen minutes and had rg-
tired for the night. Previous to going to
his own room Bliss conferred with Mrs.
Garfield on the general condition of the
president, and she expressed the opinion
that her husband was not weary, and had
awakened feeling comfortable, and ex-
perienced little or no pain. Tt was about
ten minutes past ten o’clock, said Bliss,
that the president awakened and complained
of a severe pain on his heart. The doctor
referred to the fact that the former attend-
ing surgeons on the case had been called to
attend  the autopsy, and Dr. Curtis of
Washington had been selected to do the
cutting.

AROWND THE DEATH-BED.

Among those present when the president
breathed his last were Drs. Bliss and ‘Agnew,
Mrs. Garfield and her daughter Mollie,
Colonel Rockwell, C: O. Rockwell, General
Swain, Boynton, Mrs. and Miss Rockwell
and Brown. Mrs. ‘Garfield sat in a chair
shaking convulsively, and with tears pour-
ing down her cheeks, but uttering no sound,
After & while she arose, and taking hold of
her dead husband’s arm, smoothed it up and
down. Mollie threw herself on her father’s
shoulder on the other side of the bed and
sobbed as if her heart wonld break. - The
president’s death was as complete a surprise
to the doctors and attendants as to the out-
side public. At 10 o'clock, just before
closing the cottage for the night, the family
had sent a despatch to Garfield’s boys at
Williams’ college countermanding a previous
despatch which summoned them to Long
Branch. Mr. MacVeagh was the firat
member of the cabinet to get the news. He
ran bareheaded through the darkness across
the lawn from his cottage to Fraucklyn cot-
tage, followed by his wife. The first des-
patch of sympathy they received came from
Arthur.

THE TERRIBLE PAIN.

Swain gives this account of the
The president awoke and I said, “You
have had a mice.comfortable sleep.” He
then said, ¢ Oh Swaiu, this terrible pain,”
placing his right hand on his breast, about
over the region of the heart. I asked him
if I could do anything for him. He said
«Some water.” 1 went to the other side
of the room and poured about an ounce
and a half of Poland water into a glass
and gave him to drink.

door, to tell Bliss and Mys, Garfield to come
in immediately. I glanced at a small clock
on the chandelier and saw it was ten minutes
past 10 o’clock. Bliss came in within two
or three minutes. I told Daniel to bring a
lighted eandle which habitually sat behinﬁ a
socreen near the door. When the light
shone full on his face I saw he was dying.
When Bliss came in a moment after I said,
“ Doctor, have’ you any stimulants ?- He
seems to be dying.””  He took hold of his
wrist, as if feeling for the pulse, and said,
““Yes, he is dying.” I then said to Daniel,
“Run and arouse the house.” At the mo-
ment Rockwell came in, when Bliss said
“¢ Let us rub his limbs,” which we did. In
a very few moments Mrs. Garfield came in
and said, * What does this mean ?” and a
moment after exclaimed, “Oh! why am I
made to suffer this cruel wrong ?” At10.35
.m. the sacrifice was completed. He
reathed his last calmly and peacefully.

THE POST MORSEM EXAMINATION.

AL PR
Secondary Hemorrhage of a Mesenteric Artery
the Immediate Cause of Death.

ELserox, Sept. 20.—The following offi-
cial bulletin was prepared at 11 o'clock to-
night by the surgeons who have been in
attendance upon the Jate president: By
previous the post mortem ex-
amination of the body of President Garfield
was made this afternoon in the presence
and with the assistance of Drs. Hamilton,
Agnew, Bliss, Barnes, Woodward, Rey-
burn and Andrew H. Smith of Elberon,
und Acting Assistant Sutgeon D. 8. Lamb
of the Army medical museum, Washington.
The operation was g-lomod by Dr. Lamb.
It was found that ball, after fracturing
the right eleventh rib had through the
spinal column in front of the spinal canal,
fracturing the body of the first lumbar
vertebram, driving a sumber of small frag-
ments of bone into the adjacent soft parts,
and lodging below the pancreas, about two
inches and a half to the left of the spine
and behind the Feritonenm, where it had
become completely encysted. The imme-
diate cause of death was a secondary
hemorrhage from one of the mesenteric
arteries  adjoining the track of the
ball, the blood rupturing the peritoneum
and nearly a ﬂ:nt escaping into ‘the abdom-
inal cavity. This hemorrage is believed to
have been caused by thesevere pain in the
lowér patt of the chest complained of just
before death. The liver was enlarged and
fatty, but free from abscesses, nor
were any fonnd in any other organ except
the left kidney, which gontained near its
surface a small abscess about a third of an
inch in diameter.

In reviewing the history of the:case in
connection with the autopsy, it is quite
evident that the different suppurating sur-
faces, and especially the fractured spongy
tissue of the vertebre, farnish sufficient ex-
planation of the septic eondition which
existed. = (Signed) D. W. Bliss, J. K.

Expressions of Deep Sympathy from all Quar-
ters—The Feeling in Bngland.

In Canada and Great Britain the feeling
of sympathy for the American  people is
universal. All government and  public
buildings here are displaying flags' at half-
mast,. and the ' death of - Garfield over-
shadows every other public event.

A PUBLIC @RDER FROM OTTAWA.

GoverNMENT Housg, OTTAWA, Sept.20.—
The flags 'at the citadel, Quebec, Fort
Henry, Kingston, and at all other milita:
posts, and also on all government build-
ings and vessels,will be hoisted to-day half-
mast high, and be so maintained on each
day from sunrise to sunset until after the
funeral of the late president of the United
States, General Jamés Garfield. And it is
requested by his excellency the governor-
general that the flags on all public, munici-
gxe\l and private buildings and on all ships

placed and maintained in like. manner
from sunrise till sunset during the same
period, in token of the sorrow felt by Can-
ada and its peuple for. the calamity which
has befallen the great nation with whom the
Dominion is connected by so many ties of
friendship and of kindred. - By command
of his excellency, the governor-general.

SYMPATHY FROM ENGLAND.

LoxpoN, Sept. 20.—The -opinion of all
classes here is that the event is doubly sad
after the gallant struggle for life made by
the president. The American exchange is
draped in black. Flags in many places of
business in the west end. of the city are
displayed at half-mast. The lord mayor at
the Mansion house - expressed on behalf of
the citizens of London their deepest regret
at the news. He said there never was a
time when the great English speaking com-
munities were joined in closer bonds.

The queen telegraphed Mrs. Garfield :-
¢ Words cannot express the deep sympa-
thy I feel with you at this terrible moment.
May God support and comfort you as He
alone' can.” To Mr. Lowell she sent the
following : ‘“ With deep grief I and my
children learn the sad, but not unexpected,
news of the fatal termination of the suffer-
ings of the president. His loss is a great
misfortune. Ihave learned with deep sor-
row that the president has passed away.”
The Prince of Wales also telegraphed to
Mr. Lowell : ““The princess and ; myself
beg you to offer our sincere condolence to
Mrs. Garfield.”

Earl Granville, secretary of foreign affairs,
semé a cable message to Washington re-
qu2sting the secretary of state to assure
Mrs. Garfield and the government of the
grief with which the English government
received the announcement. Parliament
not sitting prevents it from giving a formal
expression of the sorrow and sympathy uni-
versally felt, which is deepened by the
courage and-dignity displayed by the suf-
ferer. The news of the president’s death
was’ immediately telegraphed to Mr. Glad-
stone.

General Arthur Greatly Affected by the News—

I
have heard nothing.” ‘¢ A despatch has
just been received,” said the reporter. “1
hope, my God, I do hope, it is a mistake,”
Arthur's voice broke at the last words, and
his eyes filled with tears. He thea retired
to a back room, where Elihu Root and Dan-
iel' G. Rollins were awaiting him. * They
say he is dead,” said Arthur; *‘a despatch
has been received at the Sun office.”
Deep silence ensued. A moment afterward
a telegram from the cabinet was received.
Arthur broke it open slowly. After read-
ing it he buried his head in his hands and
remained in this position a loug time.

The Herald says that during the ceremony
of taking the oath Arthur evidently was
deeply affected. Immediately after he sank
into a chair in the/room and
in his hands, thoroughly overcome. Aftera
few minutes he arose aud went up to the
second floor.

President Arthur went to Long Branch
yesterday, and was accompanied from the
station to MacVeagh's cottage by all the
members of the cabinet. As the carriages
passed the crowd at the hotel was much
excited and several hundred persons follow-
ed them to the ( cottage. - The doors were
closed, but the crowd continued to increase,
and it was found necessary to call outa
special guard of soldiers to perform picket
duty about the cottage.

Arthur left for New York on a special
train in the evening, Grant accompanied
him, and both will return in the morning

THE MAN WITH A GRIEVANCE.
This gentle individual is a Mr. Henry
Carrick, a well-to-do farmer, advanced in
ears, living in the township of Trafalgar.
he old gentleman’s grievance dates from
1860, when he was subjected to an impris-
onment of ten days by a county magistrate
for -trespassing on property and pulling
down a fence. The magistrate in ques-
tion is Mr. M. Switzer
of the same township, and it
is against him that Mr. Carrick has been
proceeding in varions ways for a long series
of assize courts, and through many pro-
cesses of law, but thus far the old gentle-
man has not carried his point. -~ He wishes
to lay a charge-of perjury against the ma-
gistrate for some alleged false statements he
made in 1876 when §iving evidence cam-
cerning the trial of 1860. —The case of
1876 was one of libel preferred ‘against Mr.
Carpick, who had just been exposing the
of his long-pent grievance in the
columns of the Mail. The article was ad-
judged libellous, and the writer was fined
$40. Since that time especially Mr. Car-
rick has been anxious to have the perjury
charge imvestigated, but he can't succeed
in getting it brought before the grand jury.
A charge of perjury cannot come directly
before the grand jury, but has first to be
investigated by a magistrate, and the trou-
ble with the aggrieved man is that he can-
not get s magistrate in the county to
take up the case. For the past two or three
assizes, consequently, he has appeared
before the court, asking his loriship for
¢ an order to have the case come betore the
grand jury.” His lordship hasn’t the
power, and heretofore no such order has
been made, wi: reupon Mr. Carrick applied
to the attorney-uc for information.
Upon the strength of avo nication from
the deputy attorney-gencral Carrick ap-
peared before the court to-day and ereated
the same smiles among the profession that
Dr. Stewart of Kingston does when he
brings up and argues his case at Osgoode
hall. Again his lordship had to refuse the
order,and the cld man was nonplused once
more.

Even were the facts true which Carrick
alleges, the crime of perjury conld not be
proved; and as the facts iu the gase trans-
pired twenty-one years ago, it 1s evident
that the grievance against the magistrate
has got the better of the old man, and that
it is likely he will carry the burden to
the grave. Your correspondent heard
him detail his view of the case on two
separste occasions. Kach time it took 20
minutes for the old man to deliyer himself,
and the second speech was an exact repro-
duction of the first, word for word and let-
ter for letter.

« You are losing your time and money by
coming to court 8o often,” said one of the
interested listeners. -

“ first-class,” " good,” -“ splendid,” are the

Niverville (Mennonite settlement)—Crops
far -exceeded expectations; wheat average
35 to 40 bushels to acre ; other grains in
proportion ; root erops promise large . yield.

Winnipeg—Above average of other years;
average yield, wheat 30, cats 70, barley 45,
peas 40, and potatoes 273 bushels to the
acre ; stock raising carried on to limited ex-
tent ; stock improving fast.

Portage la Prairie—Total number of acres
under cultivation , 18,818 ;  average yield,
wheat 35 bushels, oats 55 bushels, barley

_l.’mfce Albert, 500 miles northwest of
Winnipeg—Crops excellent ; 20,000 acres
under eultivation, of which 10,000 acres are
wheat ; average yield, wheat 30 bushels,
oats 50 bushels, barley 40 bushels. 2000
settlers here ; prices, wheat §1.50, oats 75c,
barley 50c.

These particular reports are not more
favorable than any of the others, but they
have been selected because the places are
better known and because they represent
the chief points of interest in the Northwest.
They are .mot guesses after truth, but, are
actual facts obtained from -official sources,
and give an idea of ‘the capabilities of the
country as nothing élse can. 4

future of a country which can produce man’s
staple food in such prodigal abundance.

“ The failures thm:’x{ghont the United States
and Canada reported to Bradstreet’s during
the past week were 103, an increase of thirty
over the record for the preceding week.
Inadequate capital and inexperience were
the causes of many.of the failures. Numer-
ous traders who had started in business
within the past year found it impossible to
compete with old-established houses, and
have had to go under. Speculation has also
affected several firms. In the middle states
there were 28 failures, an increase of 13;
New England - states 15, a decrease of '2;
southern states 10, an increase of 1 ; western
states 29, an increase of 15; California and
the territories 6, a decrease of 4 ; Canada
