While therefore we have no'sympathy
with those whose utterances are prompted
by _psrtisan feeling, or influenced by
sordid considerations, we cannot withhold
our regret that they should sosoon be called
upon to express their early and deep dis-
appointment with the new council. To

have exhausted the journalistic vocabulary
in showering abuse upon the late council,
and in éxpressions of the most devout and
complaisant thanksgiving that by their in
strumentality a model mayor and an honést
and economical council were elected, and
then, and before even their first regular
meeting, to have to take it all back, and in
anguish of spirit to say of this very same
body that the ** committees are making uy
their estimates with an utter disregard of
such trifles as economy, or ante-electior
promises” is both embarrassing, annoying
and discouraging. No wonder that under
the sudden revulsign of feeling they (the
council) are given to *‘ understand oncp for
all that the system of going it blind that
pre el in/the past will not longer be
teleratud,” #n | oh bitter disappointment,
mpting reform” they are
told that they *‘ promise to be more waste-
ful and extravagant than any of their pre-
decessors,” :

Itis true that many of the
members are unacquainted with municipal
affairs, but we feel assured that these will
make an earnest effort to become ao-
quainted with the leading details of civic
administration, and that the council will
try to keep down the rate of taxation to
the lowest point consistent with efficient
government. We shall not fail to refer tc
what we may regard as errors in judg
meat, or condemn whatever may he pre

““ instead of .it:

judicial or detrimental to the city’s in.
terest, but every houest endeavor will have
our loyal and hearty sapport. It will be
inferred therefore that wa have no sym
pathy with the criticism to which we have
referred, for we regard it as both prema
ture and unmerited, for while figures are
quoted they are so placed as to show pro
found ignorance of the two departments tc
which they refer, :

Reciproeily Again,

It was to have been expected that the
American national board of trade would not
separate without something said abont
reciprocity with Canada., The resolution
adopted favors a reciprocity. treaty, pro-
vided that it be “truly reciprocal.” But
what our neignbors will .consider to be
*‘truly reciprocal” does not so far certainly
Appear,

,We may, however, exercise the privilege
of “guessing.” And we may be eure that
the old Amerioan idea of reciprocity, will
be Insisted upon—that it must linclude
manafaciured goods as well as natural
products. This it is not our interest to
sgree to, and the difficulBy~.of coming to
any agreement; at all will be found & serions
one. But the greatest difficalty of all will
be the old one of 1874, when the late Hon,
jeorge Brown went on his mission to
Washington—the fact of our connection
vith the mother country,

Whatever goods we make | free, coming
from the United States, must be free also
coming from England, Bug Eogland’s ex-
port warehouses are suppiied with goods
irom France, Germany, Belgium, and other
countries, as well as those of Her own make,
Therefore, for us to open our ports| to the
Uauited States means virtuaily that we open
them to all Europe as well, American
ports would be open to Canada only, the
country with which the bargain was made;
while ours would be ep to the world, As
long as raw products ofily are iacluded, this
difficulty does not arise, becauze such com-
modities gn from America to Europe, but
not to any extent, iron being perhaps the
most notable exception,

How this difficulty is to ba got over does
not very clearly appear; in fact it is' most
likely to prove wholly insupsrable,| unless
our neighbors are willing to coufine the
achedules to the raw products of the farm,
