Ottawa, May 29.—The committee <* 
Privileges and Elections met et 10.30 this 
morning and took more real testimony than 
it has at any previous sitting.

progress at Lake St, John.
Lake St. John has rapidly become so popu­

lar a summer resort that the hotel accommo­
dation there has been quadrupled during the 
present winter. This has been done by 
larging the Roberval Hotel by the addition 
of two immense wings, so that the house now 
has accommodation for three hundred guests, 
instead of one hundred as it had previously. 
The building, which is very handsome in de­
sign, looks almost as large as the Windsor of 
Montreal, and is built on an eminence com­
manding a magnificent view of Lake St John. 
It has a perfect water system of its own,with 
baths and fire appliances, a very fine dining­
room and balconies, and will be lighted by 
electric light To provide for the comfort s 
of sportsmen, a fine new hotel with accom- 
mouation for one hundred guests has been 
built on one of the islands of the Grand Dis­
charge of Lake St John, in the very centre 
of the best fishing grounds for that celebrat­
ed and unique species of fresh water salmon 
called by the Montagnais Indians “Ouinani- 
Che." . This hotel will be worked by the 
staff of the Hotel Roberval, and the fishing 
privileges will be free to all guests of either 
house. A steamer will run daily between 
Roberval and the Grand Discharges distance 
of thirty miles, in connection with trains on 
the Lake St. John Railway.., The two steam­
ers now on the lake being found insufficient, 
a very fine new boat is being built, which 
will be ready for the coming summer’s buri­
ne a. This steamer will accommodate a large 
number of passengers and will be very fast, 
and also seaworthy, as rough weather is 
sometimes met with on the lake.

At Lake Edward an excellent hotel has 
been built on the border of that wideley cele­
brated trout lake, so well-known for its large 
fl.h At Lake St. Joeeph, which is less than 
an hour’s ride from Quebec, a new wing is 
being added to the hotel, which will double 
the prient accommodation of this delightful 
summer resort The train service between 
Quebec and Lake St John is also going to be 
much improved. A million dollars has been 
expended in ballasting, equipping and im­
proving the railway, and trains will make 
faster time than in previous seasons. They 
will be furnished with the beet of modern 
rolling stock, with handsome Monarch par­
lor and sleeping cars on all passenger trains.

The Free oh Admiral Seises St George’■ 

Bay and Claims Everything*
New Yore, M*y 20.—A Bt. John’s (Nfld.) 

despatch says: Thé French have seized St. 
George’s Bay, repeating their outrages of 
last year and adding another and greater one 
by assuming , territorial possession of the 
waters. Mr. Bishop, the resident magistrate 
there, telegraphs the Colonial Government 
here that the French admiral has proclaimed 
his authority in the bay, has forbidden 
the Newfoundland fishermen to do 
any fishing whatever, has* put out 
oatrol launches, whose crews have taken 
up the local fishermen’s nets, seines and 
traps and have put them all ashore. Mr. 
Bisnop further reports that the French com­
mander has driven off the colonial fishermen 
who were baiting several American schoon­
ers, disregarding the protests of the Ameri­
can captains, who insisted on their rights 
under the treaty of 1818.

FOUND DKAD IN HIS BARN.

Tragic End ot One of the Best Known 
Men in Toronto Township.
