Is Enterprise a Crime?

He had jhad built
in this city maguificent steel steamers jon which
his children or their children coudld go to
the Island. [Agglaus& Was there anything
wrong in that? ey had offered go build wharves
on ‘the Island eir boats had plled to the
Island Park, which should be the pleasantest re-
sort for thé people that we had. Well, the com-
pany had lost $£00 last season on that venture.
But that was in the course of business, and busi-
ness took the fat with the lean. Another tging
he had been accused of was that he was inex-
perienced in municipal ‘matters, Well, th
had doubtless often heard of the result
where Capital amd Experience went into
partnership. The ecity undoubtedly had the
capital and the aldermen, he would take their
word for it, had thé experience. They all ‘knew
what happened in cases like that and he need say
nothing further,

A Voice: Good for youl.

Mr. Osler continued that he confessed. that it
was very difficult to say gust where matters were
wrong in our civic affaips. He would not say
that herwould save a dollar here and a dollar
there, and a thousand dollars in another place,
but he intended going in and getting at the root
of the trouble.” He did not deny that we
had here & very beautiful city but there
was” no manner of doubtd that we were
pdying too much money for what we got.

Stop Not the Car of Progress.

The ¢ity must not for a moment cease its pro-
gressive career. Any policy that would interrupt
tnat career would be an unwise policy. But
short of that,there must be an era of economy
and care.. It was often said of & Cbristian that
he could not stand still. He was either getting
better or worse.: It was so with the city, and it

| must be their cake tokeep the city growing better

in every respect all the time. Ope of
the flrst requisites was to watch jealously
the appropriations and then o keep the
expenditure -within the estimates. The next
thing' was to put away religiously the sinking
runal‘ That was the breath of life of the city
credit.

Toronto has been a large borrower, Mr, usler
said, and on one eccasion had to go to the banks
and-borrow money at what it could to tide over
the finanrcial crisis that was coincident with the
financial pineh in Loundon. At that time the
banks .came to the city's aid. ‘They felt they
had to do it. The ' withdrawal from ordinary
business of such a large sum at that tiove had an
injurious effect. It was therefore a position that
the city should not get in.

Mr. Osler then remarked that he saw that one
of the aldermen had made an attack on him for
collecting $65 monthly, rent for a wharf pro-
perty at the foot of Church-street. Said the
speaker: “The property is not mine, - I hold it
in trust. It is my duty to collect the rent. - Am I

to be blamed for doing/ my duty? What are the
facts? The E:operty s assessed for - $17,000, and
the city pa; it is 8§55
month. The taxes upon the property amount to
$288 and the insurance $100, and the net rental
is only 13§ per cent. onf its assessed value, And
{M Ald. Jolliffe says. that iny chlrzlnf such.a
arge rental is gne reason why I should be de-
barred from rer:eunt_mz the city in the Mayor's
chair.”

AS THE MASSES VIEW IT,

Mr., A, W. Wright states in Moderate
Terms the Case from Theiz Standpoint,

Editor World: Like others I have watched
with much interest the discussion of the Sunday
street car question. Notwithstanding the dog-
matic spirit in which one side seems to be dis-
poséd to deal with it, it seems to me that there is
room for hogest difference of opinions upon the
matter. Last Sunday evening I listened to the
sermon of the Rev. D.J. Macdonnell upon the
question, or rather to his sermon upon the whole
matter of Lord’s Day observance, in which be
incidentally  dealt with Sunday  street
cars. 1 have read most of the letters
which have . appeared in press  upon
the subject, including those of Rev, Mr. Milligan
and Rev. Dr. Thomas, and now, that I have read
the report of last night’s meeting in the Pavilion
and ‘also the deliverance of the Evaogelical
Alliance I think I ma&,uﬁlﬂut I have heard both
sides, and with The World’s permission 1 would
like to say a few words regarding the question,.
speaking for myself only. It is, I think, a mat-
ter to be regretted that so much of bitterness has
been interjected into the discussiop, but in fair-

ts

day Mr. Macdonnell read an extract
from The Christian Union which showed that in
Paris the tendency is towards less rather than
more Sunday work, so there the effect of Sunday
cars is not to increase the amount of work
done on Sundays. This brings me to the other
objection, that Sunday cars would be followed by
Sunday  theatres, ardens, saloons, etc.

or affect to dread here. The same is true of
Richmond, Rochester, Reading and many other
American cities.

For Innocent Pleasure.

I have said that I am of those who believe that
men are something more than animals with phy_
sical necessities, and if I thought that the run.
ning of Sunday cars would have a tendency to
deprive the people of any opportunity they now
enjoy of ministering to their moral and spiritiial
needs I would  not o not  ‘favor
the change but with all my might I would
op it. If I even believed that the change
would tend to make the people less desirous of
moral and spiritual improvement I would not
favor it. But somehow I believe that an oppor-
tunity to escape from a noisome lane and from
the surroundings of a too often unbeautiful
home into the leafy glades of High Park, for
example. would be oftentimes a better t.hlng
morally—aye, even spiritually—for many of the
families of the poor, than listesing ‘even to an
eloquent and earnest sermon.
