The Obunoxious Sealing Regulations,

The attention of a prominent fishery
officer was to-day drawn to a cable in
Satorday’s issue concluding with the
statement that * whatever Canada may
desire, the decision of the Paris arbitra-
tion will be gtrictly adhered to during
the emsuing season;” He replied that
Canada’s objection “ was not to the de-
cision of the Paris arbitration, but to

the ‘regulations’ whereby it was pro- |’

posed to have this decision carried.out,
and which in reality imposed conditions
upon Canadian sealers neither justified
nor contemplated by the tribunal of ar-
bitrationy” “ Unfortunately,” he said,
“Great Britain assented to these regula-
tions at the instance of the United States
in 1894, and Her Majesty’s plenipotenti-
ary at, Washington seemed willing to
have a similar regulation re-enacted for
the season of 1895. Against the- latter
proposal the Government of Canada has
entered a vigorous protest, and it was
while thi sprotest was under considera-
tion that our fleet sailed for Japan-
ese  waters. Then the Canadian
vessels now on the high seas have not
been served with the regulations for
1896.”

“No, they are duly licensed, and to
each license is attached an extract from
the award of the Paris tribunal, setting
forth the conditions under which seal-
ing is permitted, as to the method of
catch, limit of the protected zone and
the close season. These terms are also
set forth in ‘the Imperial Behring Sea
Award Act of 1894, which prescribes the
penalties for infraction, ete.”

The proposed regulations provide for
the carrying of fire arms under seal while
hunt'mg in Bebrinz Sea, when the use
of fire arme is prohibited.

' 'Ountario’s Timber Overestimated.

In Dominion Statistician Johnson’s lat-
est publication, * Forest Wealth of Can-
ada,” there appears this sentence: “From
this explanation it appears that the es-
timate submitted to the Ontario Legis-
latuore in 1893 is in excess of Wwhat it
should be by 24,000 million feet in quan-
tity and by $60,000,000 in value.”

The explamation referred to is a letter
from Mr. Burgess, Deputy Minister of
the Interior, published for the first time
in Mr. Johnson's work. Mr. Burgess
states that in making out the estimate
of the timber in the disputed territory
he wrote 26,000 for 2000 million. That
was in 1879, and although the Ontario
Government was immediately notified of
the mistake, no notice of the correction
was taken,~and the uncorrected figures
still stand on‘\t\he provincial records.

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PROF, WRONG'S APPOINTMENT

——

MR. ROSS EXONERATES THR OHAN-
CELLOR OF THE UNIVERSITY,

Auditing of Municipal Accounts—Bill to
Prevent Speculative Building and An-
other Respecting the Chartering of
Trust Companies—Electric Railroad Act
—Bicycle Bill to Be Considered To-Day.

“Chaneellor Blake never approached a
member of the Government on bebalf of
his son-in-law, Professor Wrong, either
directly or indireetiy. Protessor Wrong
was appointed entirely upon his merits
and without any demand or request by
the Chancellor of the Upiversity.” Thus
emphatically did the Minister of Educa-
tion answer at yesterday’s session of
the Local Legislature the allegations of
the Varsity studeuts that Prof. Wrong

simply becaase ‘ol his relationship to the
Chancellor of the University. Mr. Ross
found opportunity for delivering himself
in this way un the motion of Mr. How-
lapd for a return of-copies of all adver-
tisements calling for applications for
professorships, associate proiessor-
ships and lectureships in the University
of Toronto and University College: since
the University Federation Act went into
force; also, copies of ‘all applications for
such advertised positions and of the tes-
timonials accompanying them; also copies
of all correspondence relating to such va-
cancies between the Government and any
person holding official positions in con-
pection with the maunagement -of either
of the above 1nstitutious. The (motion
was carried.

Auditing of Municipal Accounts.

The greater portion of the session yes-
terday was taken up with a discussion
on the auditing of municipal accounts.
The question came up on the following
motion of Mr. Davis :

That, in the opinion of this House, the
present system, of municipal audit is net
thorough, and the result in a number of
cases has been unsatisfactory, and there-
fore recommends that amendments be made
to the -act for the purpose of improving
the system of audit, and also to provide
f$ & uniform system of keeping the books
of the mumicipalities of the Province,

Mr. Davis said the question. was no
new ome; it had received considerable
attention 10 or 12 years ago, at which
time it was generally considered the
Government would take some steps to
appoint an official to audit the accounts
of all the municipalities in the province.
The present method of keeping accounts,
he contended, was not at all satisfac-
tory. He did;not propose to suggest any
changes that should be made, his desire
being simply to get an expression from
the House as to whether they agreed
that the present system was not a sar’:is-
factory one. The matter was one of the
greatest importance, and he thought the
Government should deal with it, affect-
ing as it did so many interests in the
province, He suggested that next ses-
sion the Government should bring in a
bill on the pubject.

L Frauds Due to the “System *’ 3

The municipal taxation in the province
amounted to between nine and twelve
amillion dollars per anuum.’' The peopls
who paid these taxes had a right to
know that the mouey reached its pro-
per destination and that it was proper-
ly spent. He could, he said, mention six
or eight cases during ~“the last
few years where frauds had
taken place. The commission
which enquired in 1888 into Municipal
Government generally had reported that
the fact that there were not more frauds
was not because the System of auditing
was good, but on account of the honesty
of tke officials. There were two rea-
gons why the audit was weak; first,
poor bookkeeping and secondly incom-
petent auditors. Should the Govern-
ment decide to take up the matter, he
suggested that a uniform sét of books
be provided which would be adequate
for the requirements of the various
municipalities, and that municipalities
should be compelled to keep their- ac-
counts in this form.

When Mr. Davis had finished his
speech, Mr. Whitney asked: “ What
about the Provincial audit ?”’ but he re-
ceived no answer to his query.

Mr. Crawiord saw a difficulty in that
even expert accountants disagreed as to
the best system of keeping books.

Government Admit Laxity Exists.

Hon. Mr. Hardy admitted that there
whns a general feeling that some check
was necessary in connection with muni-
cipal audits, but just what form it should
take was a stumbling block, and no
precise way had yet been laid down
that would answer or satisfy all parties.
He did not apprehend that it would be
possible for any Government audit to
assume the character of an annual super-
vision of the accounts of each munici-
pality. Even supposing a Provincial
auditor was appointed, he thought the
most he could do would be to make
an inspection in cases where the Muni-
cipal Council had an idea that fraud
existed.

Col. Matheson thought that if the reso-
lution were passed it would do great
barm. It would prejudice, he said, the
sale of municipal debentures in Europe.

Mr. Davis, after the discussion had
continued for some time, said he had
only brought up the matter for debate
in order that the House might express
an opinion. Having achieved what he
desired he would withdraw the motion.

Chartering of Trast Companies.

The Attorney-General introduced a bill
respecting “the chartering of trust com-
panies. It provides certain regulations
for the governing of these institutions
which are not covered by the general
act respecting joint stock companies. It
reguires that capital to a stated amgunt
shall be paid up. It further provides {hat
three-fourths of the shareholders of he
company shall be resident in Ontar
Another provision is that when an a
plication for a charter is made the ap-
plicants must satisfy the Government of
their fitness in every respect for the du-
ties devolving upon such a company.

Sir Oliver introduced another bill pro-
viding that where a sheriff or registrar
of deeds diep without leaving a deputy
the county crown attorney shall fill the
office temporarily.

Hon. Mr. Gibson introduced a bill to
amend the Ontario Game Protection Act,
ghortening the close season for game.

To Prevent Speculative Bullding.

Mr. Howland introduced a bill that is
of interest to loan companies generally.
Its object is to prevent what may be
called speculative building. The bill
provides that no loan company shall,
after July 1, advance any of its funds
upon the security of mortgage upon
dwelling houses in course of erection or
intended to be erected or cmnp}eted with
such advances, and upon the site of such
dwellings unless such advance is colla-
terally secured by other lands or chat-
tels of a value actually equal to the
full amount of such advance. A proviso
is made, however, which does not pre-
vent advances by building or loan. so-
cieties to members thereof for the ‘con-
struction, alteration or completion of &
single house or semi-detached pair of
houses, such houses or one of ,them is
bona fide intended for the actual use

shall a greater charge be made than at
the rate of three eents per mile for
adults and one and a half cents per

| mile for children. Children ix arms to be

in all cases carried free.

Muanicipal corporations in this province
may subscribe for any uunmber of shares
im the capital stock of, or lend any sum
of money to the compaay, and may as-
sess and levy from timme to time upon the
whole rateable property of the munieipal-
ity a sufficient sum for them to discharge
the debt so contracted, and for the like
purp ose may issue debentures payable at
such tiznes and for such sums respective-
ly, not’less than $20, and bearing or not
bearinyg interest, as such municipal cor-
poration thinks meet.

The Mayor, ‘Wardeua or Reeve, or other
chief officer of such municipal corpora-
tivn suobscribing for and holding stock
in the company to the amount of $5000,
or upwards, shall be ex-officio one of the
directors of the company, in addition to
the number of directors authorized by the
special act, and shall have the same
rights, powers and duties as any of the
directors of the ‘company.

A SOMEWHAT COMPLICATED CASE
IN MONTHEREAL
R

An Ex~Convlcl"lmmd For $19,000 By
Misrepresentation in Favor of a Hotel-
Keeper—-$315 Preminm Returned to
the Insured, Who Levants and 18 Ar-
rested For Theft.

Montreal, April 1.—A complicated and
somewhat serious case was developed to-
day by the prosecution of one Charles
Dion, a bartender in the Broadway
Hotel, opposite the Bonaventure Depot.
He was charged in the Police Court with
stcaling from one Dame Paquette, wife
of the proprietor of the Broadway
House, the sum of $315.

One Laflamme had been insured in
January last for $9000 in the Manufac-
turers’ Life Insurance Company and for
$10,000 in the Equitable Life, but as
the former company learned that the
risk was not as represented they issued
a.sejzure of revendication, and on Satur-
day last recovered their icies.

The Equitable recovered Aheirs by con-
sent the day previous, by repaying the
premiums. These were given to La-
flamme, who should have handed them
over to Madame Paquette, but instead
o( doing so he divided with Bartender
Dion and the pair skipped the country.

Diou was arrested in -Burlington, Vt.,
and pleaded not guilty this morning to
the charge of theft.

Secured by Misrepresentation.

The Mayor Thinks the Bay Tunnel of
Vital Importa) Eugl Keating’s
Report on the Borings—Another Ardagh
Allowanee Debate—Three Months’ Grant
Finally Passed.

All the aldermen were present”at “the
meeting of the City Counmcil yesterday
afternoon.

Among the communications were letters
favoring and against establishing a
civic electric plant and the tumnel pro-
ject. G. G. 8. Lindsey, on- behalf of
clients desirous of establishing a water
meter factory in Toromto, wrote, offer-
ing to supply the corporation, free of
charge, with all meters required on con-
dition of receiving all fees and rates from
such meters for twenty years. G. A.
Kingston, on behalf of the Inter-Club As-
gociation of Toronto, asked for right of
way along the water front for a bicycle
cinder track on the Lakeshore water
frout.

Mayor’s Message on the Tunmel Project

His Worship transmitted the report of
the City Engineer on the work of taking
borings in the Bay, for which the coun-
cil appropriated $56000 last year, in view
of the proposed construction of a tunnel
under the impure waters of the Bay. The
report, the Mayor added, is of a very
satisfactory character.

“ 1t is unnecessary for me to make any
comment upon the advisability of pro-
ceeding with this work, which I regard
of vital importance, with the least pos-
sible delay, as the matter has élready
been discussed in the Works Committee
and in the couneil.

“ I recommend that the Engineer’s com-
munication be referred to the Board of
Works.” i

y The Engineer's Report

This document from Mr. Keating was
in the form of a letter to the Mayor.
It stated that the borings which are
now being taken are mainly for the pur-
pose el ascertaining beyond a doubt the
precise nature of the material which has
to be passed through, and in order ‘to
furnish correct data for intending con-
tractors, as well as for determining the
least practicable depth at which it
would be advisable “to comnstruct the
tunnel, and ‘the best position for the
southern shaft. %

The borings are now well under way,

of an emunently satisiactory naturé,
showing that the tunnel instead jof being
carried over to Hanlaa’s Point) as was
at first anticipated, can be tajén in a
direct line towards the waterworks cut
on the Island, thus shorteni the dis-
taace between the intake and the main
pumping station by some 800 or - 400
feot. .

There is not a shadow of doubt in my
mind as to the practicability. of this
scheme, and that it is the very best and
most permanent solution of the problem
of carrying the water supply of the city
across the bay in an uncontaminated
condition. -

As the proposed tpmnel will be at a
very considerable depth below the bot-
tom of the harbor, it will be well out of
harm’s way and will present no obstacles
to deepening the harbor at any time,
that such a course may become advis-
able, and which possibly :mmay before
many years be required, if the proposed
deepening of the canals is ever carried
into effect, and il Toronto is to reap the
benefit of such deepcuing of our main
waterways. i

The burings which have been taken
indicate that there are no engineering
difficulties to hinder the early ¢onstrue-
tion of this work and that there is no
reason why the decision to proceed with
it should aot be reached now instead of
waiting until all the data, which is now
_being gathered, has been completed.

I can only add that, owing to the criti-
cal condition of the existing ronduit
across the harbor, it is'highly advisable
in the public interest that this work
shoald be commenced at the earliest pos-
sible date.,

SIR OLIVER MAKHSN AN EXPLANA-
TION IN fq. HOUSRE.

i
The Crime Was Ome of thc Most Despi-
cable Ever con:nnllpul in Canada—The
Victim of the Milton Foundryman Is
Penniless as the Result of His Brother-
in-Law's Forgeries.

In the Local Legislature yesterday
Mr. 8t. John asked| whether the Gov-
ernment was aware that Detective Mur-
ray had located the| defendant in the
case, Refflha v Jos. Brothers, and knows
his exact whereabouts, and if so why
they refused to incur the expense of
apprebending the defendant, and bring-
ing him back to this province for trial.

8ir Oliver in reply said the case re-
ferred to was first brought to the notice
of his department in the latter part of
1890. It was alleged that Brothers
bad by means of forged notes, amounting
to over $5000, defrauded one Amos Dor-
land, and that Dorland bhad im conse-
quence been deprived of his farm and Jeft
almost penniless. The rule of his. de-
partment in forgery cases had been to
require the parties, aggrieved and prose-
cuting to bear part of the expenses of
the extradition, whi¢h were often very
great. In the case in question he had
given instructions that extradition pro-
ceedings should be taken providing that
the expenses did not exceed a moderate
amount. In this conmection Detective
Murray went to California, but the
man wanted could not be located. The
expenses of this trip were $845. It had
recently been reported that the man
was in Mexico. Extradition proccedings
in that country involved a very large
expenditure, on_ the last occasion
amounting to .$2500. In the face of
this he did not feel justified in pursuing
the matter further at present.

The forgeries perpetrated by Brothers
were the most despicable ever recorded
in Canada, and if ever a man deserved
to be extradited and punished for his
crime this man does. Amos Dorland, a
farmer mear Milton, in’' Halton' County,
owned 100 acres of land ‘on which was
a fine brick house, and everything was
free of encumbrance. Joseph Brothers
conducted a foundry at Milton and did
business through the branch of the Bank
of Hamilton in Milton, Brothers de -
posited with the bank a large number
of forged notes, purporting to be signed
by well-to-do fammers in various parts
of the country. The notes were in pos-
session of the bank for some time, when
Brothers was motified to take them up.
He visited Dorland, his brother-in-law,
and told him he had a lot of collateral
security in the bank, that the bank did
mot wish to ¢ it any longer and
Dorland was asl to give a note for
$5000, Brothers offering to hand
over to him the collateral,
which drew 7 and 8 per cent.
interest. Dorland, suspecting nothing
wrong, accompanied Brothers : fo the
bank, where the note for the $56000 was

drawn up. Dorland did not secure the
| notes that day, but subsequently- receiv-
"ed them. None of them were at that
{ time due. Meantime Dorland had re-
i newed hia $6000 note at the bank. Then
the bank demanded and secured a mort-
| Zage from Durland on his farm. This
‘mortguge was transferred by the bank
to a third party. Before the notes given
to Dorland became due Brothers had
fle dthe country. Dorland subsequently
discovered that all the notes he held
were forgeries, or rather that the mak-
ers were fictitious persons. The Gov-
ernment took up the case and placed the
matter in the hands of Chief Provincial
Detective Murray, who located Brothers
as working in the Risdon Iron Works at
Sam Francisco, while the family were re-
sident at Oakland. Murray proceeded to
San Francisco and after a diligent search
found that Brothers had received a tele-
gram to make himsell scarce, that Mur-
ray was after him. The officer endeavor-
ed to lucate him in California, believing
at that time that he was there, but sub-
sequently ascertained that he was &t El
Pago, Texus, and left for Mexico, where
he wa®& a short time .ago.

GURIOUS BEDSTEADS.

One Made of Gold and Another of Glass
—An Electric Bed.

Although the majority of mankind is
~ontent with the conventional bed-
stead, manufactured either from wood,
iron or brass, there exists certain indi-
viduals whose tastes, as regards this
necessary article of domestic furniture,
are by no means so simple,

Such, for instance, was the Parisian
gentleman who, a short time ago, or-
dered from a firm in Paris a golden
bedstead, every part of which, even
down to the laths, was made of this
precious metal. At first sight this cer-
tainly looks like a pilece of unwarrant-
able extravagance, yet who knows but
that the gentleman looked upon it in
the nature of an investment, which he
could at any moment realize, if he felt
so inclined,

Equally uncommon was the bedstead
which an old lady, who certainly had
only tasted the Pierian spring of scien-
tific knowledge, order to be constructed
for her use. She had read somewhere
that glass insulators placed under the
casters of a bedstead were conducive
to the retention of electricity in the
body, and so she argued that a bedstead
composed entirely of glass would prove
a still better contrivance. Accordingly,
she had such a glass bedstead con-
structed,- which on completion proved
to be by no means an inartistic piece
of furniture.

Apropos of electricity, early in the
present century a Dr. Graham, a quack
who made and lost a large fortune over
the *“ Temple of Hygiene,” was in the
1abit of ;te)ung electric bedsteads at
the price $200 apiece, the property of
vhich beds, he advertised, was to reju-
venate the persons who slept in them,
18 well as to give them beauty and
health. :

As a matter of fact, these bedsteads
were nothing more than ordinary brass
ones, with a battery attached, while
all that could be said in their favor
was ‘that they were perfectly harm-
less.

But by far the most curious kinds of
bedsteads are to be found in what we
may term mechanical bedsteads, which
some people of eccentric habits have,
from time to time, ordered to be made.

A retired sea captain, who, although
not actually mentally deranged, was
what one may call “ on the borderland,”
declared to his friends that he could
not sleep unless he felt the motion of
the sea. Night after night this unfor-
tunate gentleman kept awake, thereby
cansiug considerable damage to his
health. At last it occurred to his medl-
cal adviser that something might be
done in order to produce, by mechani-
cal nmieans, the movement which his pa-
tient so much desired. A consultation
with a practical engineer resulted in
the production of a bedstead which, by
means of machinery, moved the mat-
tress upon which the captain was to
sleep up and down, producing, in every
way, the effect so much desired. The
bedstead proved a great success and
the captain was no longer troubled
with insomnia.

Without wishing to detract from the
charms of music, ‘'yet for the purpose
of inciting sleep we cannot help think-
ing it to be a failure, for if the music
be good one keeps awake to listen to
it, while if it be of the contrary nature,
anger rather than sleep is apt to be
engendered. - This, however, was evi-
dently not the ‘opinion of a certain
Indian prince who, a short while ago
ordered a musical bedstead. Attached
to the bottom of the bedstead was an
imstrument, something between a mus-
ical box and a piano organ. This mus-
ical Hindu had but to lie'in bed, press
a knob, and lo! the band struck up.
The repertoiré of this instrument, we
are informed, was decidedly varied,
containing all the latest tunes ; so that
on awakening from a dream the prince
had but to press the knob and.be lulled
to sleep by the strains of &
Rusticana,” * Knockej
Kent Road,” or what
suited his momentary humor.

Japan has Earned Formosa.

Formosa, which Japan will claim and
probably get as part of her war indem-
nity, lies about one hundred miles off
the Chinese coast, between the 20th
and 21st desgrees eof latitude, almost
within hailing distance of the cities
of Canton, Amoy and Tuchan, and will
be surrendered by China with more re-
luctance than any amount of money
she is obliged to pay over. The island
is about 400 miles long and 50 wide, in-
habited by a mixture of races, some
of them not yet emerged from their
primal barbarism, and if Japan gets
it her first duty will be to give it a civ-
ilized administration . and bring its
wrangling tribes into subjection, which
the Chinese have never been able to
do. It is in the main a mountainous
and rugged territory, not very fertile
nor otherwise valuable, but is of great
stragetic importance, lying between
the China and Eastern Seas, and will
zive important naval advantage to the
~ountry that possesses it. France has
nterests in ‘those regions, and’may
have sométhing to say about the trans-
fer, and perhaps other countries will be
represented in the discussion. But
Japan has earned it ; it is important to
"er, and she will probably get it.—New
York Tribune.

A pro-
longed wrangle took place upon this re-
port, soem members considering that a
discussion would be prejudicial to the
interests of the club, others arguing for
free and open discussion. Finally the re-
port, along with an amendment to refer
it, back, and another to refer the matter
to a select committee, was thrown out,
leaving affairs in statu quo. Mr. C. Long
then moved, “That the association ap-
proves the action of the Government in
transmitting the decision of the Privy
Council to Manitoba.” Dr. Wilson
brought forward a resolution expressing
no opinion or the Government’s -action
thus far, but declaring belief in and ad-
herence to the principle that provinees
shall deal with questions of education
within their borders. These motions will
be discussed next Monday evening.

NIAGARA FALLS.
The Presemt Condition of the Electrie

Power Plant.

“ Nearly three years ago you pub-
lished a letter from this place in which
I gave some account of how the dreams
of the engineer were in the act of being

( realized, and, without injury to the nat-
ural beauties of the spot. Three years
have passed, my work is ended, and it
Seems natural to continue the narra-
tive and tell what these three years
have brought forth. I am perched on
top of a small Biffel tower, lately erect~
ed, and, casting my eyes up the river,
over the housetops and beyond the
town, I see a new world created. There
is a wide canal leading water into that
gigantic power house, where three tur-
bines are set up to drive thrée dynamos
of 5,000 horse power each, There is
the bridge to carry cables across to
the transformer house. Inside the pow-
er house the water is carried down by
pipes 7% feet in diameter into the tur-
bines, whence it passes through a 7,000
feet tunnel under the town, emerging
below the falls and capable of develop-
ing 100,000 horse-power. Far as the eye
can reach extend the company’s lands,
with here and there a huge factory,
either now using the water power or
waiting for the electric supply. One of
these uses 3,300 horse-power, another
800 ,a third one 1,600, and that unfin-
ished mill requires 1,000. You can see,
far away, the model village for work-
ingmen and improved sewage works
with drainage pumps for water supply,

electric light and well-paved streets.

There, again, is the dock, where ships
from all parts of the great lakes can

unload, and there a huge expanse of re-

claimed land, while the whole is swept

by the company’s railway, seven miles

long, connecting every factory with the

great trunk lines, The power is trans-

mitted by electricity, and the first

work is to produce aluminum with 1,500

horse-power. New. types of machines

have been devised for this work, as

also for every other purpose, All erit-

icism as to cost of electric works has

been swept away by .the results

achieved, and the efficiency  of each

type of machine is greater than has

been attained before. All the machin-

ery for the first working has been

made and tested in the shops, and the

last parts are now being set up. The

plans for carrying the power to Buffalo,

eighteen miles distant, are complete.

In a month or two factories will be in

full operation ; in a year Buffalo will

be supplied ; in two years the same

company will be working the Canada

side of the falls, and in ten years (shall

we say ?) the whole of the 100,000 horse-

power which can be supplied by the

existing hydraulic works will be giving

power to smokeless manufacturing

towns. The period of planning the

transmission scheme, of designing the

greatest dynamos in the world and of

construction of the first plant now

closes. The earning of dividends and

the.ordering of duplicate machinery is

the future work of the company. In

conclusion, t iis difficult for me to say:
who were the boldest—the capitalists

who embarked on the scheme before

any plans were matured, or the manu-

facturers who moved their factories to

this field before a single result had been

achieved. The action of both was typ-

ically American, but their confidence

was not misplaced. Their success is

now assurred.”—Prof, Forbes, in Lon-

don Times.

The Coldest Winter:

The most notable thing about the
spell of cold weather through which
we have passed is its widespread in-
tensity. All Europe has been in the
grasp of the ice king, and his antics are
more talked about than those of any
other monarch. In far Asia Japanese
sailors were frozen to death while
training their guns on the Chinese
forts at Weéi-Hai-Wei, and even in
Northern Africa snow fell for the first
time in so long a period that grown men
gazed at it with wonder.

‘What does it all mean ? Scientlsts
have been at work for years to figure
out a law of climatic and weather
changes, and their conclusion is that it
takes between thirty and thirty-five
years to get from the extreme of heat
to the extreme of cold. Just why this
is they cannot tell, but their delving in-
to the old records convinces them that
there is some natural law at work and
that sooner or later it will be discover-
ed. "
Five years ago a Swiss professor,
Brueckner by name, published a book
called ‘“ Climatic Oscillations Since
1700,” and, strangely enougn, his cal-
culations made it appear that one of
the culminating pertods of extreme cold
would come around about this time—
perhaps in this very year—to Le fol-
lowed by gradually increasing warmer:
weather, which is scheduled to reach
its highest point about the end of the
first quarter of the next century.

While we think of our present suffer-
ings, we may, therefore, turn for con-
solation to 1895 or 1830, and revel in the
anticipation of the mildest winter that

'we can secure in this latitude.—New

York News. ’

Solomon’s Temple.

The cost of Soloﬁwn's Temple and its
interior decorations’ and other para-
phernalia was one of the wonders of the
olden times. According to Villalpan-
dus, the ‘‘talents” of gold, silver and
brass used in its construction were
valued at the enormous sum of $6,879,-
822,000. The worth of the jewels is gen-
erally placed at a figure equally as high.
The vessels of gold, according to Jose-
phus, were valued at 140,000 talents,
which, reduced to English money (as
has been shown by Chapel’s reduction
tables), was equal to £575,296,203. The
vessels of silver, according to the same
authorities, were still more valuable,
being se:¢ down as worth £649,344,000.
Priests’ vestments and robes of sing-
ers, £2,010,000 ; trumpets, -£200,000.

To this add the expense of building
materials, labor, etc., and we get some
wonderful figures. Ten thousand men
hewing cedars, 60,000 bearers of burdens,
80,000 hewers of stone, 3,300 overseers, all
of which were employed for seven years
and upon whom, besides their wages,
Sclomon bestowed £6,733,997.

If their daily food was worth two
shillings each, the sum total for all was_
£63,877,088 during the time nf building.
The materials in the rough are estimat-
ed as having been worth £2,545,337,000.
These several estimates show the total
cost to have been £17,442,442,168, or $77,-
581,665,936 in United States money.

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PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
NO. V.

We have in previous issues, to which
* 'we again respectiully call our readers’
attention, analysed the great: increase in
the anngal public school expenditure.
- We have in the first place shown an in-
crease of $110,000 per annum in five
years, while the total attendance re-
mains nearly the same, We have shown,
in the mext place, that there is ade-
crease in the junior forms and anin-
creage in the senior form. In the next
place, by comparison -of the work pre-
scribed for the fifth form in the Public
school, and that of the first and second
forms in the High School, we have shown
that the same work is donme in both,
‘ which is quite wrong. We now take
some of the examination papers of the
years 1889 to 1893, the same periody
and will ask our readers. if they! com-
sider that such work as is implied by
these papers should be required in the
Public schools. , (Wherever there. is &
management by a department or bureau
there is a constant tendency to mag-
nify) the work of the department. In
reason the spirit is & good one, and is
perhaps better than that of lagziness.
Most people prefer a horse which re-
quires the curb to one which needs the
spur. But.we ‘think the geal . of  the
School Board officials outruns their dis-
cretion.

It would be a very fine thing if we
could all pass our lives in cultured ele-
‘gance, hut we can not. The curriculum
of the public school as far as the up-
per forms go is too elabotate - alto-
gether. Parents- complain ' bitterly
that their children  are  over-
worked. Mothers complain that they
cannot get their daughters to help in
housework, or to .assist the struggling
head of the family by 'taking outside
sitnations. We have heard, too, of cases
where children were sent home because
their shoes were mnot- good enough—too
full of holes. The authorities forget or
wish to ignore ‘the fact that the Publie
schools ought to be open to even bare~
footed children in the first place. It was
for their sake that these schools were
inangurated and not for the children of
prosperous tradesmen or mechanics, earn-
ing $2.60 or $3 a day. While it is all
right to have a lofty ‘ideal, that ideal
must come down to the hard realm of
fact. Gush about kindergartens must not
lead to the schools being turned into
public nurseries, which is pretty well
what these clasges are now. There has
been a great deal too much sentimental
rubbish allowed to go uncontradicted.
The report for 1898 contains  several
pages of nonsense, which might suit Uto-
pia, but does not suit a city where the
rate is 16 mills on the dollar, of which
three and a half are for school tax alone.
If the results to be derived from the lav-
ish ‘expenditure we have had were satis-
factory the city might mnot complain.
. But the results are not satisfactory. The
“writing is bad, the spelling is bad and the
grammar is horrible. Who is to blame
we cannot say. We do say 'that if more
attention was paid to the three R's and
less to the etcetras, we would have a
;more sensible system. Pronunciation is
often a local calamity, for which the
school board cannot be responsible. For
other- defects the system they, allow cer-
tainly is' to biame. .

It is treading on delicate ground to
say that a curriculum which says that
in moralify no course is prescribed . is
.defective. That is mot primarily the
fault of the board. It is the fault of
the public, and it would be unfair to
:old the board or its officials responsi-
* ble. : i

The Toronto Electric Light Co. offer
to remew their contract for lighting the
streets at a rate that is $34 less per
lamp than they are now receiving. This
ofter was made after the present con-
tract had been in existence three and
one-hall years, so that the price of the
arc lamp has dropped $34 per lamp
within that period. | These are the
figures' of the Electric Light Company,

but il we ‘accept the evidence of - other
people, another ten or fifteen should be
added to the $34, making the actual
reduction of _arc. lighting within three
and one-hali years close on to $560 per
lamp. The question naturally arises,
whether we may look forward to a. pro-
portionate reduction in the cost of this
service ‘during the tﬁne the proposed new
contract will rups Arguing from gen-

eral principles, we should say that there’

is just as much likelihood of @& possible
reduction in the future’'as there has been
of actual reduction in the past. In
the matter of fuel, it is safe to psay
that the future will give us devices to
make coal more*economical, and that
will enable us to purchase it cheaper.
The recommendation of the City En-
gineer in regard to smoke-consumihg
devices shows us what a {great saving
can be effected if these appliances = are
used. i

One of the largest items in connection
with electric. lighting. is the supply of
cdrbons. The (City Engineer estimates
it will cost us $10,409 yearly for car-
bons for a 1800-light system. In addi-
tion to that it will cost $7500  for
trimmers, whose duty it js to take out
the burnt carbons and replace fresh ones.
It is only natural that we should look
forward to great reductions in
items of expense. ‘As a matter of fact
an inventor has now, perfected a lamp
which will burn two weeks without
trimming and will consume only one set
of carbons during that time. The de-
tails of this invention are given in The

| Buifalo Express of Saturday last, and

they are well worth our consideration
at the present moment. If what is
claimed for this lamp turns out to be
correct, then we may expeet to see the
$18,000 that has been allowed for car-
bous and trimming reduced to four or
five thousand dollars at the most, mak-
ing a reduction of $18,000, or $10 per
lamp. The following particulars in re-
gard to the lamp will e of interest:

A new arc lamp is now being tried
which promises to make an innovation
in electric lighting. This lamp, which
varies in a number of essential features
from the arc lamps in common use, is the
invention of a Cleveland man named
William Jandus. Mr. Jandus {irst began
working out his idea in 1886, but it was
not until last year that the patents were
finally granted covering the main points
of his invention. Since that time a
company has been’ engaged in manufac-
tdring the lamps. :

The new lamp, which is called the Man-
hattan, has for its gssential principle the
exclusion of oxygen from the heated car-
bons, thereby preventing their combus-
tion. This may also be said to be a
combination of the incandescent and arc
light - principles. This exclusion of oxy-
gen is accomplished by means of two
nearly air-tight globes, one inside the
other, in the inner ome of which the arc
is formed.

The inmer globe is of fine-ground glass,
six inches high and nearly eyfindrical
in form. It is closed nearly air-tight at
the bottom by a metallic base, which
hold sthe negative carbon, and at the
top by an iron cap, throughl which feeds
the upper or positive carbon. The outside
globe, ‘which may be either of clear or
ground glass, is of the size usually seen
on are lights. It has the distinction,
however, of being sealed at the top by
an ornamental iron top and closed near-
ly air-tight at the bottom by a dust-
pan of the same material.

But ‘the particular feature claimed for
the lamp, and the ome which, if true,
marks another great step forward in the
progress of arc lighting is the long life
of the carbons. In this lamp, it is claim-
ed, a pair of half-inch earbons of the or-
dinary length will burn 100 to 200
hours, or, as the arc lampe are ordin-
arily used, two weeks. :

It is claimed that the current required
to operate the lamp is only from four
to five amperes, as distinguished from
the 7 to 10 commonly used by arc lights.
But the same amount of energy is ob-
tained by burning the lamp at 70 to
80 volts instead of 50, as usual. This
means that the lamps can be put singly
on an ordinary incandescent circuit in-
stead of in pairs, as arc lamps are now
used. The long life of the carbons makes
it mecessary for the lamps to “feed”
about one-tenth as often as the common
type of arc light, hence a much greater
steadiness and absence of flickering in
the light. f 4

The claim is made that the saving in
cost of carbons alone is $16 a year for
each lamp, which would amount in an
ordinary arc lighting installation to the
interest on the cost of the plant. The
saving on labor and attention is as
great, or about 90 per cent. of the usual
cost. .

If this discovery turns out to be bona
fide, and we have no reason to suspect
that it is mot, the cost of arc lighting
will be reduced to $50 per lamp. The city
and mot the electric company should get
the benefit of this and other discoveries
that are sure to be made within the
next year or two. 3

The appearance of Mr. Barker's report
on the Grand Trunk' Railway accounts
has been something of a sensation to
those who are interested in the company.
For days before thé report was published
rumors had been current as to what it
would show unfavorable to the directors
and managers. What it did show has
already been indicated in the extracts
from The London Times, published the
other day.  The line taken by The Times
has been generally followed by - other
English authorities. Herepath’s Rail-
way Journal says of Mr. Barker’s report
that it must have proved a great dis-
appointment to those who hoped to malge
capital out of it. The only thing it
proves, The Journal goes on, is that the
enquiry was unnecessary, & sheer waste
of time and money ; there is no skeleton
in ‘the cupboard; there is mo Reinhardt
to be pilloried; the accounts have not
in the slightest degree been cooked ;
there is mo hidden deficiency in the bal-
ance sheet; the statements presented
each year to the proprietors have shown
all the material facts pertaining to the
business., After reviewing the details of
Mr. Barker’s report, Herepath concludes :
The company already has @& general
manager who has most ably carried on
its business during a period of umex-
ampled depression and difficulty. The
idea of moving the board to Montreal is
preposterous, The proprietors may well
ask themselves what is the profit of all
this “ muech cry and little wool,” why all
this talk about *leakages’ and falsified
accounts on pure assumptions proved to
be baseless? The expense and distrac-
tion to the board and the officials are
serious factors mot to be overlooked.
It has always been so  with Grand
Trunk Committees. They are good for
speculators and bad for proprietors. The
Railway Times, another reecognized au-
thority, says it is not surprising the
publication of Mr. Barker's report should
have checked the downward movement
and initiated a slight recovery in quo-
tations. The Times concludes its article
by saying: “It is idle to suggest that
the Grand Trunk would do better with
an abler general manager OT with the
direction exclusively in Canadian hands.
A more able man that Mr. Seargeant
it would be difficult indeed to find,
though he has had the worst of ill-luck
in the financial and commercial depres-
sion, which has been synchronous with
his term ol office.” The London Rail-
way News says of Mr. Barker's report
that it does not contain a single fact
or statement which justifies the charges
so persistently put forward by those
who have taken a part in the hostile
movements against the -~ directors and
the company. The system of accounts
adopted by the Grand Trunk with re-
spect to its subsidiary or acquired lines
is identical with those in use by, Eng-
lish companies. The report of Mr. Bar-
ker, The News concludes, may be taken
as finally and effectually disposing of
the charge of disingenuousness brought
against the directors and officials of
the Grand Trunk Railway. The proprie-
tors have been ‘‘put to unnecessary an-
boyance and disquiet, and but for
the fall which has been engineered by
a clique ‘of speculators in the company’s
stocks, the game was not worth the
candle,” *

A Drama Which Makes Every Playgoer
Think Himself a Man of
Superior Mind.

Every new bplay of; importancs seen
here this season dealt with the sex
against sex ' problem,~ and last night
“Sowing the Wind,” which has made
more money for its author, Sydney
Grundy, than all the rest of them, was
produced at the Grand. Sowing the
Wind,” is more popular and effective
than “The Manxman® or * The Profli-
gate,” or “ The Second Mrs Tanqueray,”
mainly because it is inferior to them
in moral and artistic purpose. It is a

THE IRON CHANCELLOR.

Friedrichsruhe ‘}'mn(ed With 7000 Stu-
dénts and a Host of ‘Well-Wishers on
the Prince's Natal Anniversary—The
Entire Empire En Fete—His First Pre’
sent a Barrel of Beer.

Friedrichsruhe,| April 1.—Hundreds of
bouquets, the gifts of the numerous
friends of Prince Bismarck, were sent to
the castle this morning, wiﬂxﬁnumerous

laurel wreaths tied with ribbons, with
the German colors attached, and bearing
mottoes and inserfptions, *‘In Memory
of April 1.” These were hung from the
branches of the| trees around the fromt
of the castle. | :

Prince Bismarck arose at 9.46, and Dr.
Schweninger was the first to congratu-
late him, and presented him with &
bouquet of roses and a cask of Pschorr
beer. Prior to the reception of the stu-
dents by the Ex-Chancellor, Prince Bis-
marck gave an audience to delegations
of umiversity professors, headed by Rec-
tor Pflederer, of officers of the Zedlitz
Cuirassiers, of which the Prince is col~
onel ; & number of representatives of the
State of Hamburg and several other de-
putations. The Prince briefly thanked
each deputation for ‘their congratula-
tions.

The students, after 256 minutes’ march
from the station, took their places in
front of the verandah. The band of the
Fourth Guards played while the students
were taking their positions, and when
Prince Bismarck appeared on the veran-
dah he was greeted with deafening cheers
and the clashing of swords. He looked
hale and hearty. He wore the undress
uniform of the Cuirassiers, with a hel-
met, and stood upon skin rugs to keep
the cold from his feet.

After the cheering had subsided the
students’ address to Prince Bismarck was
read, as follows: Upon this happy day,
yvhgn all Germany is resounding in jubilee,
it is the pacred duty of the German stu-
dents to present their homage to Your
Highness, With thankiul hearts the
students celebrate the anniversary of
the man who raised the Fatherland from
long distnion to the glorious height of
a united and powerful empire. What
was achieved on the battlefield under
the victorious banner of our fathers has
fallen to the present generation an un-
earned harvest, but the German youth
hope to bravely sustainm and advance the
work to which Your Highness devoted a
lifetime, replete withl great results. To
this we heartily pledge ourselves, May
God bestow upon Your Highness happi-
ness and abundant blessings.

g The Iron Prinee’s Reply.

Prince Bismarck replied: I have just
received from the rectors a recognition
of what has been done in the past] but
of a very much higher value is your wel-
come, It is a promise of the future, and
is of greater worth for a man of my
age, because the mational feeling you
evince is evidence of a continuance of
my 'W()rk. It is very satislying to me
to find a brospect that the German char-
acter will remain steadiast to the old
priuciples. In politics it -is much easier
to know, what to avoid than what to
do. The guidance policy in politics can
be compared to the navigation of aship
in unknown seas, The principal aim is
reach a safe harbor. If it is reached,
we ought to be’thankful. One is never
perfectly independent in guiding -politics,
but is always more or less dependent
upon the decisions of others. Therefore,
if we have sucSfeded partly we ought
to thank God, afid not complain because
we have mot achieved what we haped
to. Man proposes, but God disposes. Let
us foster and guard what we have secur-
ed, and be thankful therefor,. We mean
to keep a fast hold upon the German
empire as it is. Germamy was, powerful
under the Carlovingians. The Saxon Ho-
henstaufens losing her position, it took
nearly 600 years to regain it. Political
devg]:opmeuts proceed ‘as slowly as geo-
logic formatiomns, 8o the work of leaders
ought mot to be judged hastily. The
world will have.to get a sight of the
mldfllﬁ of the mext century before I can
be judged unbiased in history, or from
the impartial standpoint of bygone times.

I am glad to.feél your enthusiasm ;
glad) to think that the German does not
abandon in his dge' what enthused him
in his youth. The f@eed laid in your
heéarts by William I. is certain to bear
fruits in later days. I trust that you
will always remgi.u a8 German and as
national as you to-day. Men domnot,
tear out of their hearts such .a plant
as 'mtiona,l feeling, not even if Germans
emigrate can it be uprooted, for I have
prools, especially to-day, that hundreds
of thousands of Germans in America,Aus-
tralia, Africa and elsewhere are still
attached to the Fatherland, for which
many of them fought hard battles. They
remember me and send me greetings, re-
calling the hard fights for German unity,
beginning with Schleswig-Holstein, that
was the prologue of the greater struggle
/with Austria, which was of national
cousequence, (These, with Sadowa and
the war with France, were all necessary
to obtain unity. i

After Sadowa the principal point with
me was that war with the French was
not to come too soon, and that
we should not be forced to begin it
without proper preparation. After the
French war many thought that we
would be obliged to renew the contest
within five years of peace, Indeed, it
was to be feared, but it was the exclu-
sive task of my life to prevent a re-
newal of hostilities. Germany had ob-
tained what she needed. The Germans
do not yearn for conquests. They have
no aspirations toward what I should
like to call Bonapartism. The
profligacies of conquest do not belong
to the German character. Preferring
equity and justice we always are for
peace, and ready to make minor sacri-
fices to preserve peace.  The powerful
can recede or make concessions. Neither
Samoa nor the Caroline Islands were
worth the war that lesser nations might
have carried on for their sake. German
sovereigns and princes made the greatest
sacrifices for the erection of the empire.
Let us be thankful that these sacrifices
resulted in Germany unity. Holding
fast to what we have, let us not fear
those who are annoying us on account
of our unity, or the internal factions
that are quarrelling. Disputes have
long been existent in Germany. These
quarrels once prevailed between the
guids and the patricians, between the
peasants and the 1lords, during the
Bauernkrieg, and at other times. With-
out internal disputes we would arrive
at a state of Chinesedom. We would
petrify. Without a fight we would
have no quickening for growing life, but
in all’ our struggles we must have a
point of concentration, and that point
of focus is the German Empire. Let us
stand by our Imperial Emperor. In this
sense I call upon you for three hearty
and thundering cheers for His Majesty
Emperor William. Hoch, hoch, hocli!

Thus, in the case
of many people, the mere smoking of
a pipe or two more a day would pro-
duce in them all the advanced symp-
toms of tobacco poisoning. So it is
that doctors make it imperative
such cases that the smoking habit must
be dropped entirely. To smoke moder-
ately will not do. You cannot afford
to take the chances of giving the sys-
tem that little bit more of nicotine
which would cause the case to be seri-
ous. \

“ Tobacco blindness can, fortunately,

abolished, plenty of outdoor exercise, a
good nerve tonic, which would assist in
the purificatfon of the blood, as well as
toning up the general system, and ab-
séntation from alcoholic beverages,
there is no reason why tobacco blind-
ness cannot be cured. Alcohol drunk
in any of its forms is liable to produce
tobacco blindness in a fairly heavy
smoker,

“ But the strangest part of it all is
that a person does not have to smoke
tobacco to become afllicted with_tobac-
co blindness. In fact, one of the most
obstinate cases I ever had was that of
a waiter in a city cafe. He was a non-
smoker, and a total abstainer, yet he
came to me with tobacco blindness fully
developed, caused by being compelled
to work all day in theqatmosphere of
tobacco smoke, breathing the poisoned
air polluted by thirty or forty smokers.
It is a wonder why more of the disease
is not developed when this is consid-
ered. But, fortunately, nature is more
kind to us than we are to ourselves, so
she gives us strength to throw off many
evils to which we are carelessly ex-
posed.”’—Boston Post.

The Price of Champagne.

It is reported from France that the
price of champagne will be, if anything,
higher this year than it has been pre-
viously. This is suomewhat surprising,
for although a great deal of money is
spent on the manufacture and bottling
of the wine, nevertheless its cost of
production appears to be wholly out of
proportion to the charge at which it is
retailed, not only in America, but also
in French restaurants. In Paris you
must pay 12 francs, or $2.40, for a not
stirictly first-class bottle of champagne,
and the same wine will cost at least $3
in New York. Turning to the bill of
fare given in a little guide book to Paris
published in 1803, the most expensive
champagne is quoted at $1.20 a bottle.
To be sure, Chambertin, Volnay, Pom-
mard and Nuits were only $1 per bottle
then. A beefsteak with potatoes was 20
cents ; and “bouilli” garnished with ve-
getables only 8 cents; but mutton

cutlets were dear, being cited at 20
cents apiece ; and a fried sole cost 40
cents, if the book is to be believed. |
Be this as it may, the value of the
champagne produced in France is daily
increasing. In the Department de la
Marne alone it has increased from $1,-
327,000 in 1884 to over $6,000,000 in. 1891.
| The strangest circumstance connected
with champagne is that the FErench
themselves have little liking for the
vintage of Epernay. In fact, the aver:
age Gaul rarely touches “fizz,” save on
the occasions of masriages, birthdays,
and grand balls ; at the carnival, and
sometimes at race meetings. At smart
dinner parties this vintage is never
served, being deemed vulgar. There is
an immense amount of champagne
drunk at first-class Paris restaurants,
but the consumers are for the most part
foreigners—English, Russians, Ger-
mans, and especially Americans, who
| for some unaccountable reason dote on
this wine and consider no feast complete
without it.—New York Tribune,

A Eailway Curiosity.

. Work is about to begin on a railroad
in Florida which is a curiosity of its
kind. Some time ago the citizens of
Avon Park and Haines City, Fla., be-
lieved that a transportation route con-
necting them would be of great advan-
tage, The country is sandy and nearly
level. A company was formed, but the
people lacked in capital what they made
up in enterprise. It has been decided,
so The Manufacturers’ Record is in-
formed, to build the road with wood
rails, which are large enough to be laid
so that they will be half imbedded in
the sand, without other ballast. They
are tbo be held in position by wooden
pins, two inches ia diameter and eigh-
teen inches long, while the ends are
connected by (f ank couplers, placed
underneath and held by pins. Not a
pound of metal will be used in construc-
tion of the track, although the line will
be forty miles long. Most of the ‘‘rails”
will be furnished gratis by property
owners along the right of way. The
company believes that in a few years
the fruit, vegetable and passenger busi-
ness over the route will pay for regular
steel rails, when the others will be used
fot ties.

THE PUBLIC BE HANGED.
The Alliance ‘Wants a Law to Stop Sunday
_ Cars Whether the Public Vote in
Favor of Them or Not.

The Ministerial Association at their
meeting yesterday reeeived a deputation
from the newly formed Lord’s Day Al-
liance, consisting of Messrs. J. A. Pat-
terson and O'Meara. v

Mr. Patterson referred to the recent
interview of the Alliance Wi
ernment in regard to the opera®ti
certain railways on Sunday. Sir O
Mowat had said that the question was
one of local option. He showed that the
Government had altered their views and
produced the drait of a bill prohibiting
the operation of radial electric rail-
ways on the Sabbath and the opening
of parks and pleasure grounds. This act,
however, did not apply to railways with-
in the city. He spoke bitterly of the
action of The World, which had advised
the deputation to go home and mind
their. own business. However doubtiul
he may previously have been as to the
wiedom of his action, the reading of the
article convinced him that he was in the
right.
© “The Alliance,” said Mr. Patterson,
“have to fight the street railway con-
test next January. In addition to the
old method of canvassing we shall adopt
more essential ones. We wish to obtain
the declaration of some court that,
whether the. peopie vote ‘yea’ or ‘nay,’
the use of the railway on Sunday is un-
lawful. We propose to test the right of
the Hamilton Railway to operate their
cars on the Sabbath, and the decision
will apply to Toronto, though the peo-
ple declare the cars necessary.”

For this object money was needed, and
he asked the ministers present to assist
in making members oi their congrega-
tions subscribers to, the alliance. The
proceedings would not be commenced un-
til funds were forthcoming. In answer
to a query he stated that it wasnot
possible to- stop’ Sunday traffic to the
Island, but a large modification might
be made. g

Dr. Milligan expressed grief that the
Government should have looked upon a
moral question as ome for the
decision of the people, and that
they had given indications that
the Decalog could be . reformed.
There was mnot the slightest rea-
son why a moral question should be de-
cided by local option.

Upon the motion of Drs. Parker and
Milligan the association unanimously
expressed satisiaction at the stater
ment of the deputation with regard to
the railway legislation, and agreed to
render all possible aid to the alliance.

A Little Breeze.

Dr. J. G. Adams, destist, was allowed
five minutes to ask the association’s aid
il a scheme ior the preservation of poor
children’s teeth. -There were mno less
than 100,000 permanent teeth going to
destruction in the city, and parents
seemed generally ignorant of the matter.

Dr. Milligan interrupted the speaker
and .objected ‘to outside matters being
taken up. He considered that the order
of the day should be proceeded with.

Dr. Adams, having left the room, Dr.
Parker pointed out that he had the
permission of the meeting to speak, and
expressed sorow that his feelings should
be wounded.

Rev. Mr. Bishop: I think it is unfor-
tunate to insult’' a man who is permitted
to address us.

It was agreed to give Dr. Adams a
further hearing mnext Monday.

Rev. R. T. McKay explained the posi-
tion of the churches at the present day
with regard to missions.

Rev. Mr. Langford of East Toronto,
called attention to a bill to be intro-
duced by W. F. Maclean, M.P., at the
coming session, to promote the safety
of railway employes by compelling com-
panies to equip their locomotives and
fa" with automatic breaks and coup-
ers. '
