Dr. Crothers, of Hartford, who has had 
long experience in the management of insti­
tutions for the inebriate and insane, says 
that “inebriety is the active cause of from 
fifteen to fifty per cent of all insanity; from 
thirty to eighty per cent of all idiocy; from 
sixty to ninety per cent of all pauperism, and 
from fifty to eighty-five per cent of all crime,” 
then asks the question, “Who can estimate 
the relief of the taxpayers by the removal of 
the perils to both property and life from 
drunkenness T* Dr. Day, of Boston, In Ms 
late annual report of the Washington Home 
for the Treatment of Inebriates, says: “On 
the individual the effect of vicious alcoholic 
indulgence is disease of the body. Sooner 
or later it must succumb. Disease of the 
mind is not far off It may be delirium or 
insanity.” Dr. Formad found in the dead 
house autopsies of the Philadelphia Hospital 
that in 250 chronic alooholists nearly ninety 
per cent had fatty degeneration of the liver, 
sixty per cent had congestion or a dropsical 
state of the brain; the same number an In­
flamed or degenerated stomach, while not 
quite one per cent had normal kidneys. To 
be convinced of the cause of so much pau­
perism in the country, we have only to 
examine the statistics of the liquor traffic in 
the United States. “ According to the re­
port of Internal Revenue Commissioner 
Mills, for the year 1892, the patrons of the 
saloons paid $609,000,000 for whiskey and 
$617,258,460 for beer, a total of of $1,226,- 
259,460, the interest of which for one minute 
at six percent per annum is $8,515.68.” 
This would more than pay off the national 
debt, and would feed and clothe all the poor 
of the country. When we look abroad over 
the world and take a birdeye’e view of the 
evil effects of intemperance in its various as­
pects, its production of disease and death, 
the destruction of happiness and home, pau­
perism and crimes innumerable with general 
demoralization, we are astonished thst any 
thinking man, much less a physician, should 
come to the conclusion that drinking men 
and drunkards enjoy greater longevity than 
total abstainers.

Cold Storage.

We observe by the speech with which the 
New Brunswick legislature was opened last 
week that the government of that province 
proposes to aid in the establishment of cold 
storage warehouses at certain points in that 
province. This to a very good move and one 
which ought to be appreciated by the farm­
ers of our sister province. Our own govern­
ment would do well to give this subject 
some consideration. It to now too late to do 
anything in this direction for the present 
year, bnt possibly by next session something 
could be done in the direction in which the 
Blair government to moving in New Bruns-

This question of cold storage to only of very 
great possibilities. It seems to be Ordained 
that most of our surplus produce should find 
a market in England; and, such being the 
case, the question of facilities for landing it 
there in good condition l>ecorties one of vital 
importance. Fast steamers and a low- rate 
of freights are of course two very essential 
factors, but even these are of little benefit if 
the produce shipped to landed on the other 
side in a damaged condition. A few weeks 
ago a steamer carrying a lot of apples from 
thto valley landed her cargo in London in 
sue*' poor condition as to entail a loss upon 
our shippers of something like five thousand 
dollars on that one shipment. This result 
was caused through no defect in the fruit or 
in the state of the market, but solely in con­
sequence of the heated condition of the 
steamer. Such things occur quite frequent­
ly, so much so that one season’s losses from 
this one cause would go far toward provid­
ing cold storage facilities for a good many of 
our fruit boats.

It to, of course, not the duty of our local 
authorities to assist in establishing cold stor­
age for steamers. That would appear to be 
one of those matters relating to trade and 
traffic which have been given to the care and 
control of the federal authorities: but, the 
erection of cold storage warehouses at a few 
central points in the province is a matter 
which might very properly be aided by the 
provincial government. It might even be 
advisable to dispense with our agricultural 
exhibitions for a few years and devote the 
money thus saved to this purpose. A few 
such warehouses, where butter, eggs, cheese, 
meats and fruits of all kinds could be stored 
and kept for any desired length of time 
without injury would certainly prove of the 
greatest possible benefit to our farmers. 
Then with proper cold storage facilities on 
board the steamers carrying these products 
to England, so that they could be landed 
there in as fresh and good condition as when 
they leave the hands of the producer on this 
side, our farmers need not worry very much 
if other markets are closed to them. Much 
progress has already been made along this 
line during the last two or three years, and 
very much more may be confidently looked 
for in the immediate future. We expect to 
see the time when it will be as easy to send 
farm produce to London as it now is to send 
it to St. John or Halifax.

Clause 23 has to do with the school assess­
ments, the nature of which is summarized in 
Mr. Dickey’s explanation 
Clause 25 and 26 are somewhat important.
They read as follows:

25. The school assessment shall be laid 
equally according to valuation upon the 
ratable real and personal property of Roman 
Catholics (other than that of those who have 
given the notice prior to assessment referred 
to in section twenty-eight of this act) in the 
school district and shall be payable by and 
recoverable from the owner, occupier or pos­
sessor of the property liable to be rated, and 
shall, if not paid, be a special mortgage, and 
not requiring registration to preserve it, on 
all real estate, and a special charge and lien 
upon all personal property liable to assess­
ment to the value of $500 belonging to bona 
fide owners of real estate of at least 40 acres.

26. The corporations situated in a locality 
where both public and separate school dis­
tricts are established shall be assessed only 
for the school district of the majority, yet 
out of such assessment the council of the 
local municipality, city or town shall give to 
the school district of the minority a part of 
such assessment in proportion to the number 
of Catholic or non-Catholic children of school 
age, as the case may be, according to the 
census.

Clause 28 provides that Roman Catholic 
ratepayers, including religious, benevolent 
and educational corporations, shall be liable 
to be assessed for the support of separate 
schools, but sub-clauses in the bill indicate 
the manner in which a Roman Catholic may 
become a supporter of public schools, and ex- 

pt from paying separate school taxes, viz., 
by giving notice to the clerk of the 
cipality and of the separate school board.

Successive clauses relate to the duties of 
school trustees and school officers.

Clause 69 provides that the board of edu­
cation shall have power to appoint inspectors 
subject to the approval of the lieutenant- 
governor-in-council (who may within one 
month after the notification of the appoint­
ment disapprove it, whereupon the office 
shall become vacant), who shall hold office 
subject to such disapproval during the plea­
sure of the board and of the lieutenant-gov­
ernor-in council, to define their duties and to 
provide for their remuneration; and such in­
spectors shall visit the schools and report 
thereon at least twice a year.

The important matter of the legislative 
grant is dealt with in clause 74, which states 
that the right to share proportionately in any 
grant made out of public funds for the pur­
pose of education having been decided to be 
and being now one of the rights and privi­
leges of the said Roman Catholic minority of 
Her Majesty’s subjects in the province of 
Manitoba, any sum granted by Manitoba 
and appropriated for the separate schools 
shall be placed to the credit of the board-of 
education in accounts to be opened in the 
books of the treasury department and in the 
audit office.

Clause 75 explains the mode in which 
school moneys are to be expended and how 

to become entitled to them.
Clause 76 says that any school shall be 

deemed to have become inefficient if at any 
time an inspector appointed or authorized 
by the lieu tenant- governor in council 
ports, and the department.itself is satisfied 
that such is the case.

Clause 77 says that in all such cases of 
inefficiency the department shall have power, 
after considering all the circumstances, to 
continue to regard such schools as inefficient, 
or to pay such school a portion of the amount 
to which it would have been entitled, and to 
give a warning to the trustees that the g 
may be withheld next year.

Clause 79 states that any school not 
ducted according to all the provisions of this 
or any act in force for the time relating to 
separate schools, or the regulations of the 
board of education in force under its author­
ity, shall not be deemed a separate school 
within the meaning of the law, such school 
shall neither participate in the educational 
fund nor in the legislative grant.

Successive clauses provide for the com- 
mlsory school attendance and the machinery 
or the more effective working of the school 

system. None are of special importance save 
the last two or thiee.

Clause 110 empowers the board of educa­
tion to establish in connection with any 
separate schools in St. Boniface, Normal 
School departments, with a view of instruct­
ing and training of teachers of the public 
schools in the science of education and the 
art of teaching.

Clause 112—the last clause—provides for 
the parliament of Canada giving effect to the 
measure in the event of the provincial author­
ities overlooking the statute entirely. It 
reads as follows: Power is hereby reserved 
to the parliament of Canada to make such 
further and other remedial laws as the pro­
visions of the said section twenty-two of 
chapter three of the statutes of 1870, and of 
the decision of the governor in council there­
under may require.

Y ou will not therefore be surprised to learn 
that our people are spending a very pleasant 
winter. Nothing has arisen to disturb our 
happiness. The usual duties of the season 
are performed with systematic regularity. 
Out in the woodlands the echoing axe may 
be heard preparing the fuel which 
needed during the coming summer. ' 
rivers and bays are dotted over with busy 
diggers who, ny the aid of ingenious appli­
ances, are raising the fertilizing mussel-mud 
which is valued so highly by our farmers. 
Here and there may be seen groups of men 
who are disporting themselves in catching 
smelts for foreign markets. This little in­
dustry sometimes proves to be quite profit 
able, but there is a growing feeling that the 
risks in comfort, health and success are 
rather on the unfavoi able side.

Much more certainty prevails in relation to 
the profitableness of our creameries. These 
have been flourishing all winter, and the re­
sults have been most encouraging. Farmers 
have been a little slow in learning the value 
of creameries; but they are now convinced 
that the right kind of industry has been 
started on the island. Their attention is 
at present turned seriously to the matter of 
securing the right kind ot cows for milking, 
and obtaining the best and most plentiful 
supply of food for this sort of stock. We 
see no good reason why P. E. Island should 
not take the front place among the Canadian 
provinces in the matter of producing first- 
class butter and cheese. The returns from 
the factories during the past 
been of a most gratifying character, and the 
prospects for the future grow steadily 
brighter.

In political matters there is nothing of 
local importance to note. Our interest is 
turned to the disturbed condition of things 
at Ottawa. We all desire that justice and 
righteousness may prevail in all the legisla­
tive decisions of our country. But we think 
that each province of Canada should shape 
its own general affairs. That Manitoba 
should be compelled to ^pursue a course of 
action in relation to its public schools con­
trary to the best convictions of three-fourths 
of its people is not in keeping with our ideas 
of political righteousness. The policy of 
separate schools is an unsound and danger­
ous one; and the policy of permitting one of 
the many religious denominations comprising 
our Dominion to practically dictate the 
course of procedure of a provincial govern­
ment regarding the regulation of its common 
school laws, is not the sort of thing that suits 
a free people. By all means let Roman 
Catholics have what is just and proper, but 
they have no right to privileges which the 
Dominion government cannot equally grant 
to Presbyterians, Baptists or Methodists. 
Let all religious denominations be treated 
alike, and this can be done in Canada only 
by leaving the state entirely free from church 
control. But we must not attempt to dis­
cuss so big a question in such a short article 
as the present.

Since the coming in of the new year we 
have been enjoying special religious services 
among the various evangelical denominations.
It is not easy to estimate results, but so far 

judge much good has been done in 
the way of reviving inactive churches and of 
welcoming large accessions to their member­
ship. The growth of kindly feeling between 
different denominations is matter for sincere 
gratitude. It promises well for that ulti­
mate unity and love among all classes of re­
ligious workers fondly anticipated by every 
true Christian. We are pleased to notice 
that similar blessings are being shared among 
the different churches of your favored valley. 
May the “righteousness that exalteth a 
nation” abound more and more throughout 
our entire Dominion.

It is something muoh more 
mysterious. The allegation is that the big 
river has a total tidal period of about four­
teen years, and that is, that it falls regular­
ly and continually for seven consecutive 
years, dropping its level four or five feet, 
and then rises for the next ensuing seven 

Those who make this assertion—and
its most persistent adherents are the fisher­
man and guides who study the river as a 
nwer of busines from day to day, and year 
to year—are forfeited with apparently ex­
cellent evidence. They will show you the 
islands submerged for twelve years, that on­
ly show themselves at the lowest water dur­
ing the two remaining years of the period. 
They will row you out to perpendicular 
ciiffs, upon whose sides they, their fathers 
and their .grand fathers before them have 
marked high water, and the allaged dates 
seem to confirm the theory. What makes 
this singular movement of the water more 
apparent is the fact that the lordly St. Law­
rence is not subject to the floods and 
droughts which raise and lower the levels of 
almost all rivers many times during the 
course of each year. Except for the almost 
imperceptible “ tidal ” rise and fall, as the 
case may be; its level is constant the year 
around. Weeks of heavy rain do not dis­
turb its steady volume or spoil the angler’s 
sport by making muddy the clear water.

Straightening Their Eyes.

OPTICAL SURGERY AMONG THE CIVIL1ZEBS OF 
JAPAN.

“ The Japanese have become so progres­
sive in their ideas and so set in their deter­
mination to get a position in the van of 
Caucasian civilization that they are even re­
sorting to artifices to rid themselves of the 
most distinctive physiognomical feature of 
their Mongolian origin—the slant eye,” said 
R. M. Henry to a St. Louis Republic report­
er. “A friend of mine, who is a surgeon, is 
doing a rusting business at Tokio in straight­
ening the eyes of the Japs. So large has 
his novel business grown since he went 
there two years ago that he has induced a 
number of his old classmates to join him in 
Japan. Most of them were doing little or 
nothing at their profession in this country, 
but I bear that they are all getting rich in 
the Mikado’s capital.

“The operation for straightening the slant 
in the Jap’s eye is described by my friend as 
very simple and comparatively painless. It 
is confined exclusively to the exterior corner 
of the eyelids. The surgeon’s sharp little 
blade is inserted under that part of the lid 
near the slant, an almost infinitesimal slit is 
made, a fine silk thread stitches the parts 
together, and, presto, change! the Jap arises 
from the surgeon’s chair a happy man, for 
his eyes are as straight as those of any white 
man that walks tbe earth.”

b The Earth’s Revolution.

Everybody knows that the earth makes 
one complete revolution on its axis ouce in 
each 24 hours. But few, however, have any 
idea of the high rate of speed at which such 
an immense ball must turn in order to ac­
complish the feat of making one revolution 
in a day and night. A graphic idea of the 
terrific pace which the old earth keeps up 
year after year may be had by comparing its 
speed to that of a cannon ball fired from a 
modern high pressure gun. The highest 
velocity ever attained by such a missile has 
been estimated at 1,626 feet per second, 
which is equal to a mile in three and two- 
tenth (3 2 10) seconds. The earth in making 
one complete revolution in the short space of 
24 hours, must turn with a velocity almost 
exactly equal to that of the cannon ball. In 
short, tbe rate of speed at the equator is 
exactly 1,507 feet per second. This is equal 
to a mile every three and six-tenths seconds, 
17 n.iles a minute.

For corn two mixtures are used. One is 
castor pomace, bonemeal and muriate of pot-
uh. The other i. bonemeal, «uperpho.ph.te bat there i. no happioee. without action, 
and muriate of potash. There is little choice 
between them. Everything is broadcast for 
corn, except that when tobacco stems are 
applied and ploughed in one of the above 
mixtures is used in the drill. By these 
means the yield of corn has been brought 
up to over 100 bushels of ears per acre, and 
of hay to three tons to the acre.

Although tbe possibility of improving poor 
land by ploughing under green crops is not 
doubted, the method is not practiced be­
cause too slow. Applied fertilizers bring 
quicker and more profitable returns. Tbe 
rule is not to plant a rod of ground that is 
not fertilized, and to apply just as much 
fertilizer as can be used profitably. Exper­
ience has shown that it is not practicable to go 
much beyond a certain mark for corn or stop 
much short of it and obtain the best paying 
results. Prices vary somewhat, but for corn, 
ordinarily, an outlay of 15 cents an acre for 
fertilizers is found to be about the profitable 
limit.

The same general practice with fertilizers 
has been followed from the beginning, except 
with regard to nitrate of soda. At first a
