To the Predfient and Treasurers of the Circles and Banda

of the Women's Baptist Foreign Missionary Sociely of
Ontario ( West.)

The treasurers of Oircles and Bands are reminded that
they should close their books for the Convention year on
March 31st, and forward the money on hand then for
Foreign Missions as promptly as possible to me.

As there have been differences of opinion aa to the
meaning of closing the local bouks, and it is desirable
that some general method should be adhered to, an ex-
planation is given below whioh we hope all the treasurers
will act upon.

By the requ;t’x olose the local treasurers’ books on
March 31st, we m that all efforts to bring in monaey to
the Cirole or Band for the particular Qonvention year

should be made before thal\g:te, and the results should be
in the local treasurer’s hands and entered in her books on
or before the 81st March., No further entry ahould be
made for the Convention year after that date, The
local. treasurer should immediately forward the funds in
hand to the treasuver of the Society.

Whep the blank form is filled opt for the Associational
Director there should be a recelpt from me for overy
cent reported as *‘sent to the Foreign Mission Treas-
urer,” such receipts bearing a date between May lst of
previcus year and the month of April of the year in ques-
tion. I think the presidents of Circles and of Bands
should make it a duty to seo that the figures reported on
the blank fornis are correct.

Probably sorme money will be handed in late, but it
should be entered in the local treasurer’s book on the
next year's account, and any money received by her in
April should Bot be forwarded in to the Treasurer of the
Society until May, on account of the differonce of date in
closing. .

Last year there wore a great many discrepancies be-
tween the reports sent by the Ciroles and Bands to their
Associational Directors, and the Annual Report of the
Treasurer of the Bocioty to the Convention. Somo sent
in money to mo in April after certifying on the blsnk
form the amount sent in to the Convention year, but
such offerings were inoluded in my Annual Report. In
relation to these, I ask as a personal favor that the
Circles or Bands holding recoipts dated before May lat,
last year, for money whioh thoy have not yet reported to
their Associational Director, should leave out that
amount from the regidar place on the blank form, and
this year report it below in the space for rewarks, giving
the reasons.

It is very important that there should be some
system of cheoking the report of the Treasurer of the
Bociety, but ab present the attempt is a farce. Let us
strive to reach & higher standard that ‘** All things be
done decently and in order.”

My very dear ones oIl at home :--

T wrote one and all individually last weeh s Xmas
lotter, and now I wish to wish you ome and all a
vory Happy New Year and many of them. May you
have a happy time together, and may the blessing of the
Most High, which maketh rich and addeth no sorrow, be
wholly, fully yours ! Oaly a few weeks and this letter
will be there, out of the hot climate into the cold, out of
poor famine stricken Indin to fair prosperous Canada,
out of the midat of heathenism with its dross, its ignor.
ance and its helplessness, and into the midst of Chris-
tianity with its beauty and its power and its love. Away
from the worship of snakes and stones and trees, and of
images made with hands, and near to the worship of the
one true snd living God, the pure, the holy and the just.
What wonder if sometimes the wish ,comes that the
lotter was not going aloné, but that the writer too might
come ont of the midst of publicity, vut of the Babel of

foreign tongues, away from the praise or dispraise of
human voices and the multiplicity of human needs and
into the quist of the home fireside, into the midst of
one's own, one's dear vnes, into the rest and quiet of
sympathetio converse and sweet communion, in a word
into the dear home at Wondside, in the midat of the dear
vnes there. But that may not be for many years yet,

THE SPIRIT GUIDED US.

The Foreign Mission Journa! (Southern Baptist) gives
the example of the church at Roanoke, Virginia. It ia
worthy to be fnllowed by many of our Canadian churches.

By the special request of the Secretary of our Forej,
Mission Board, | venture to say s word concerning LE:
development of tho Foreign Missionary spirit in our Cal-
vary Church at Roanoke, and in doing so there is only
one feature of which I will apeak, and that is the Depen-
denco upon the Holy Bpirit as our Teacher in Giving.
It is known that we aro a poor people to a large oxtent,
and that within the last three years we have erected our
house of worship, and yet we have gone forward in the
matter uf giving to Missions to an extent which has
caused some comment, and perhaps calls for this com-
munication. Our plan is this: First, we set apart the
third Sunday in January as Foreign Missionary Day.
Toward this day the church begine to look from year to
yenr, and frequent attention ia called to it jn oue way and
snother by the pastor. On Sunday preceding the offer-
ing. tho week of prayer for the preparativn of vur hoarts
and the guidance of the Holy Spirit begins. The pastor
makes careful and prayerful preparation for these meet-
ings, and every night a congregation assembles and the
Biblg/As rtudied, and roany earnest prayers made for the
guMince of the Spirit, in the matter before us. These
meetings are among the most interesting that we have.
It is not at all rare to see atrong men and women weep-
ing as they study the Word and feel the quickening
preaence of the Spirit.

On Sunday following, the pastor 1 greeted always with
a large congregation, for it is a day much talked up and
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looked forward to by the people. He earneatly preachea
along the line of God's requirements of His qeople, and
then, without pressure the offering is made. I amsure I
do not exaggerate when 1 say that of all days this is our
happiest. A bar-keeper in attendance at our church the
day of our Foreign Mission collestion remarked to me at
the close of the service, when he saw the people givin,

with such cheerfulness : ‘‘This is what I call religion,”
and himself put in a liberal contribution. Who could

help being happy when coming, as wo had, from a week -

of study and prayer for the guidance of the Spirit, our
collection, without any public gift or other strained effort,
amounted to not lesa tian a thousand dollars for 1807 !
What. & joy it was for those people to give that day !

Brethren, I beg you to try this method. It will
develop your people not only inthe matter of giving, but
will so deepen their spiritun] life—which, after all, must
precede the matter of their contributions—as nothing else,
in my judgment, possibly can. The Holy Spirit in
Missions ! Oh, how we need Him to,day ! Tha churches
seom to have lost sight of the fact thet He is their teacher.
Let us come back to Him and honor\Him at the risk even
of being called extremists, and He in turn will honor the
churches.

NEW. LAWS FAVORABLE TO WOMEN EVEN IN
AFRICA.

A few days ago our Kombe king came down from his
headquarters at Bata to hold the semi-snnual meetihg of
parlisment, and, after very animated discusasions, .three
or four new laws werec{.)romnlgnwd. all bearing dpon
improvement in the condition of women. 8o, you see,
this is becoming the burning question of the day even in
E(gmt,orial Africa,

ome of the Christian representatives were in favor of
having payment of dowry, which means purchase of
wives to be held as slaves, entiroly abolished. Others
felt that the maass of the l6 were not yet prepared
for such an innovation, and the attempt to enforce such
a law might only lead to rebellion. Bo it was degided
that the amount of dowry be sensibly decreased and no
more infants should be betrothed to grown men. They
are to be left free until they have attained an age when
they are supposed to be capable of making choice for
themselves in this most delicate matter.

Then, heretofore it has been s law as binding as that
of the Medes and Persians that in case‘a man dies his
wife must be inherited, like his other property, and
compalled to marry such member of the deceased hus.
band’s Family as shall be decided upon in council by the
male relatives, irrespective of any choice on her side.
If the woman should have sufficient spirjt to rebel, she
would be ostracized at onco and looked upon as a suspici-
ous character.  Thia custom has been a sore stumbling
block to church members, who have come under disci-
pline again and again for marrying polygamists by whom
they were inherited, and in other cases where they held
out, they were subjucted to real persecution.

The new law provides that in such cases women shall
be left free to make their own election, whether o
remain in the family of the deceased husband, ssek some
other agreeable alliance, or remain even as they are. Of

. course 1f one leaves the family, the dowry paid will have

to be returned, or a portion of it nccording to the length
of her sprvice with her:former ownurs, Narrow as this

@
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liberty may seem to you, it means muoch in comparison

" with former bondage and will, we hope, open the way

for perfeot {reedom. These laws the people have had
translated into French and will present thew to the
administrator, asking his approval, and assistance in
carrying them out. Qur present king iaa Christian, a
member of our church, umiJ su far as his light goes he
will bo in favor of reformn. His prime minister has been
an apostate for several years, but recent trials have been
softening his heart and he seems penitent and anxious to
return. —-R. H. De Heen, in Woman's Work for Wamen,
Benito, July 15, 1886.

Dear Readers of the Link,—We are about saying good-
bys to the cool season. Not that it is positively hot yet,
but one can feel in the air the hint of coming heat, and
it makes me feel gad. The cool season in India ia ideal,
delightful, but alas ! so short. At the ond of November
wo say cheerfully, ‘‘ It is getting cool once mure,” and
at the end of January we remark with a sigh that it is
getting warm again. Much as wo enjoy our cool season,
it is perhaps good for us to have a hot seuson, too, if for
a0 other reason that that it furnishes us with one argu-
ment with which to meet those put forward by people
(at homs), who insist that. foreign mission life and work
in India is ** romantic.”

The year that is past has gone up to (God, with all its
record ; and I cangot but stop and think of all the women
I have spoken the Gospel to during its days. Some of
them bright, some, oh ! so dull ; some_ef ‘them inter-
ested, some indifferent ; some of them respbnaivo, some
cald and apathetic ; some seeming to catch in the words
u glimpse of the God of their hearts; some reeing in it
anly ** a tale that is told.”

What shall tho harvest be 1

Oh'! I cannot help praying and believing that out of
tho hundreds who heard, some, if only one here and nne
there, have heard to some purpose and have found in the
message they heard that day from the Missamma and
her women, the very help they need in this weary life,

“n light that shinath in a dark. place dntil the day

dawne.” As my memory pictures forth one and another
of the many who composed my audiences, Tthink of the

* woman iR an-dutgvillage near Nureapatnam who fullowed
me but $o the outskirts of the hamlet, saying,- ** Plecs
tell me how to believe—I never heard beforo. Iam so
wnorant, what can I know? Please tell mo how
Aud I stood and told her as best I could, until my throas
Iiterally gave out from much talkiog all furenoon, and I
had to come away. What about her, who is only one of
wany 1 Will she ever find the full light 7 will the Day-
star ever arise in her heart to flood that once dark,
superatitious and sinful realm with glory 7 I only know
what (od says: *‘1f with all your hearts ye truly seck
me, ye shall ever surely find me.” Only let there he the
sceking heart, and God is not far off. What a comfort
w His word !

I had an especially good tour on the Narsapatnam
tield in December. 1 wish I might tell you somo of ths
ucidents of the trip, but it is impossible under the cir-
cumatances. How I wish you had been with me, to see
it for yourselves ! 1 saw some villages I had never seen
hefors and where the women had never heard the Gos-
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pel before. They were very wild and shy, sud the show-
ing of my white face in the village street was the signal
for a general rush for home on the part of the women.
Undismayed at this rather disconcerting welcome, I
would advance slowly, assume the most harmless aspect
1 was capable of, take off my smoked glasses and may
gently, ** Come now, friends, I'm not the Collector, nor
yot the Missionary. 1 am only a woman just like you,”
my Bible-woman meanwhile assusging their fright, and
after o few momenta of keon inspection on their part and
assurance of peace on mine, they would consent to draw
near, and in a short time we would be launched upon our
subject. This time we took with us large colored pic-
tures—those used by the primary classes at home—to
show the woman and illustrate our words, and they were
much enjoyed by the women—and men, too. Often the
men who gathered near would say, ‘‘The Dora Garu
(Dr 8mith) comes here to preach, but he doesn't bring
these ! ” The pictures nre a great help as an attraction,
a meansito hold attention, and an illustration of our mes-
sage. A goodly number of women heard on this tour,
and 1 was very much encouraged by the hearing accorded
us, Inonlytwo villages could we say we had not been
well received.

During the first part of the tour we had our tent
pitched under a large tree about a quarter of a wile from
Bulighattam, 'a villaga quite near Narsapatnam, from
which a number of caste people came out in Mr. Bar-
row's time. The head rsn of the village tried in every
way he dared to make it so uncomfortable for us that
we would a!pcd}te our departure, but he did not suc-
ooed. Ho tried ¥ Break up a mesting, but the meeting
only divided into two, and kept on until dusk in the
same place. . In other ways he showed his animosity.
A Christian widow in that village, Rebocea her namo is,
has to atand a good deal of annoyance from this man and
his -friends, who taunt har ind use sbusive language to
her in Lho,stmet, angd who ‘are taking away from her her
land—but as lar as E car sce, she is standjng *the storm
splendidly, apd her own sister wh is still.a ﬁeathen,
told us that, ** Wherens at first Rebecca nsed to get very ™
angry when they abused her, now she never aven showed
that sho heard them.” In this same village live David
and Sarah, who are our faithful workers, and they are a
help to Rebecca and a power for good in the region.
Although the head man of the village and some of his
*“itk ” hate us Christians so, we had just splendid hear-
ings in the village, the ‘‘common people hearing us
gladly.” Auother caste girl, Salome,  who left all to
follow Jesus, belongs to that village. 8he is now being
trained in the Girls’ School in Cocanada. We went to
visit her sister, who is still a heathen, but who bad
invited us to como to her home, and we had an extra
good henring there. The poor old white-haired father,
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who®has never ceased to love his girl who left him for
the *‘ Christian caste,” heard us, too, and said nothing
agsinst us. The firet time the old mau saw me, bhe
stormed aud raged against us and our religion—it. was
after Salome had joined us. Buf now he hss calmed
down to a large extent and will even listen quietly and
interestedly to the truth. God grant they may all come
- out. into His light scon ! -

Even our tent was a silent witness of tl&d truth, It

was quite near the road, and passers by would always

- stop to find out whose it was. Ou learning that it be-
longed to the Missionary Missamma who was touring iu
the district, they would move on, discussing our religion.
Even in the night, as the farmers have gone to their
work of watohing the crops in the fields—in the dead of
night or the chill of early mording I have heard them
discussing, as they passed by, our mesaage. ‘‘ They say
only one God." —** What Gud 1" —** The God who made
us."” — ¢ No idol 1" — ** What are idols — nothing /" —
* That's very true” —and then the footstops would
recede, leaving me amiling to think in how many ways
the seed is sown. Those men passing in the night, had
been reminded of what they had heard from preacher or
missionary, by the white glimmer of our tent under the
tree.

We had, as usuasl, a good time with the caste women
in Narsapatnam—and not half enough time to work the
ground. Especially do the women of the goldemith
caste seem interested in the word. [ saw Narayanamma
again—do you remember my writing of her in the Nov-
ember Ling ? I found her as interested as ever and 1
longed to have a private talk with her, but it was impos-
sible. She had removed since I saw her last, and her
house was in such a public apot that a great crowd of
women gathered instantly to hear us, and I had no op-
portunity for a good, earnest personal talk.

The first of this month I was touring in quite s new
place-——uow to me, I mean. Our camp waa in a village
oight miles from here, and we had a very good, hearing
in the unear villages. In a few of these villages Miss

-« Rogers had worked three years ago, and when the gold-
smith women eaw me paseing through the street, they
would aay, ‘' Come to our huuse. A Missamma came a
long time ago and we haven't heard since.” It seemed
like seeing old friends, to talk to the women who had
last heard the word from Miss Rogers.

I wmust give you a piece of news which I know will
encourage you. Two weeks ago s native woman was
received by the church here for baptism and church
membership. 8he is a woman in rather peculiar cir-
cumstauces. She has been living for some yesrs with a
Eurasisn here, as his wife. (ver a year ago she signi-
fied & desire to hear about God, and asked us to teach
her. 8o I set Minnie apart espeoially for this work, and
ever since we have been visiting and teaching her regu-

lerly. At first she seemed very, very stupid and seomed
to have no real conviction of her nced of Ohrist as a
Saviour. But within tho laat six months there has been
a great cbange in her. She has shown a new and deep
interest in religion and now says she knows Jesus has
saved her. She has learned almost all of the Bhorter
Catechism, the Commandmenta, beaides other lessons we
have set her ; but chiefly, I believe largely through the
knowledge gained from the faithful teaching of Minnie,
which God has blessed, she has learned to be a true
follower of Jesus. She showed such intelligence in
regard to the question of jewels, that I must tell you of
it, at the risk of unduly lengthening thia letter. Hers
it is. 8he wears a guod many jewels, especially some
rather nice ones in her nose, which are evidently very
dear to her heart. 8he noticed that Minnie wore none,
and ssked her why. Minnie told her her reason, and
said that while we did not insist on Christian women
giving up their jewels, we did not encourage them to
wear them i any profusion, and added, “g)o you not
think you had better take the jewels out of your nose
before you sre baptized 7 The woman thought amo*
ment and then said : ‘' Just as acon as my conscience
tells me to take off theme jewels, I'll take them off;
whatever jewel it tells me to take off, I'll take off.”
Next time I saw her T noticed that she had taken off the
principal one, the one that we miasionaries especially
dislike. She haa the root of the matter. 8he isn't going
to take off her jewela to pleass the missionaries, but to
please ber conscience, which is good ground to take.
Anothar thing whioch Minnie told we concerning her,
pleased me much. Ouc day as Minnie was going to see
her. she drew near the housu quietly and coming around
the corner unobserved, found the woman telling the
story of Jesus to her conly-woman !

I am sure the news of this convert will pleass and
encourage you as much as it has done me. It is the
first (apparent) fruit of vur work together in Yellaman-
chili, desr friends. God has revealed Himself to one
woman'a soul through our work and the great work of
His Holy Spirit, and may Hia Name have all the glory
Rejoice with me, and pray that many more may so be
led into the Kingdom. '

May this young year find us sll with open heart, ready
to receive into ita love and warmth all the wandering
lost sheep of the Lord Jeaus. May it find us daily more
in harmony with His plan for the coming of the King-
dom.

*ON TouR,” BATYARARAM,

My liear Miss Buchan,—There is a sort of lull at pre-
sent in the various sounds, eto., and I think a little chat
with you would perhaps be the best way to make usé of
it. Your letter was a treat, as they always are, and as I
read it over, in imagination I ain once more in Toronto,
enjoying the familiar sights and sounds and the precious
fellowship of Obristian friends again.

If it were possible, you should have a picture of me
nnd my surroundings as I am. Misa Rogers knowa well
for she has camped in the very epot. The sighta and
sounds are not very elevating. It is evening, the cattle
are all being driven homae for the night, the malapilly is
on the opposite side of the road from me, and the women
are calling their pigs and talking to one snother in any-
thing but gentle tones. I asked someone to-day, if any
one had secrets in this country. They do not seem to
have, for they talk as tho' every one was deaf. Early in
the morning, while it is still dark, the -kapus or farmers
come and stand in-thé road and call their servants from
the malapilly.

This was stopped by people coming to talk with me
snd now I am home once more for a few days. It seems
kind of good to have a chance to eat oue's food, etc.,
without & crowd of dirty, nearly half naked folk trying
to peek in on yg}. Its not very appetizing to say the
least. Generslly/ when on tour, we go to different vil-
lages each moraing and apend the. afternoon st work in
the village where we are camped. It does not satisfy me,
but I have not found any better way yet. Villages, We
only see once a year it seems as though we ought to stay
longer.in, 80 the women will have a chance to learn. 1
saw three villages this last tour that were new to me, and
in ench one they gave us very good hearing. Indeed the
people, wherever we went seemed more thoughtful.

Famine seems to be really staring us in the face unless
the Father in His great mercy sends us rain very soon,
snd the people, some of them at least, appear 10 be doing
a little thinking as to why it has come, and also the folly
of their, idol worship.

Remember us constantly in prayer, that we may be faithtul
messengora. Ono longs 80 much to be able to help them
apiritually and physically. How weuld you feel if some
one you visited was sick and they eaid, ‘* Amma, [ better
not take any medicine to maske me hungry because we
have not enough to eat now.” I this was an excoptional
case one might relieve it, but with all kinds of grain at

tions, an old woman, her daughter(the sick womaun), grand-
daughter and great grandchildren.

You would meet a large covered vehicle drawn by two
oxen, having a sign acrosa the front stating ite horrible
office, and piled to the brim with the bodies of children.
Sometimes there are a hundred in the cart at once,
thrown in as garbage, nearly all of them nsked ; a few of
them tied up in old reed baskets ; and fewer, never more
than one or two, in cheap board coftina.  These carts go
sbout the streets each night picking up these pitiable
remains, sorme of them mutilated by dogs. They are
thrown in like so much wood and taken to apit outside
thetcity wall, into which they are dumped | then
covered with quicklime. Does it make you sick to hear
of suoh a thing7 Thave lived seven years in a city where
it is a daily occurence.

() ye mothers who sit by the sweet sunny graves of
your little onesand think of them as lovingly carried in the
Saviour's bosom, can you not give one extra cent a weey
to teach these poor, ignorant Chinese mothers a better

BIMLIPATAM.

1t is difticult to get muoh of the early history of towns
like Bimlipataw.

The Hindus take little or uwo interest in the history of
anything, and it is hard to find a man who can tell you
the date of his own birth.

Sinco the Eaglish have had poasession of India they
have tried to gather some facts. I have s few which I
obtained from & bonk giving the history of the Vizagapa-
tam Distriot. '

‘* About the middle of the seventeenth century the
Dutch East Indis Company built a fort and factory ab
Bimlipatam. In the war botween England and the
Batavian Republio, the Dutch lost all their posseesions
in India. The peace of Amiens, 1802, provided for
their restoration, and aotunl reatoration was made in
1810, The Dutch held their territory at Bimlipatam
until the 1st of June, 1816, when it was made over by a
Dutch Commission to England. Up to 1830 Bimli was
a miserable little fishing village. About that time
Moasrs. Arbuthnot & Co., built a factory at Chittavalas,
a village about three miles distant, for the conversion of
sugar-cane iuto japper, gnyrup). At the same time they
engaged in the export of oil seed. .

4
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In 1869 the population numbered between 5,000 and
000

8Bome of the walls of the old Dutoh fort atill stand
and recently some old Dutch implements were found in
the well of old fort ground. A few minutes’ walk out
of the town brings one to the old Dutch cemetery which
has not been opened for generations.

Bimlipatam is built on the sea. Tha ground rises
gradually as we leave the beach. Then we approach a
high, bare, rocky hill, the lower part of one side, of
which was cut away and levelled to build the Mission
House and Compound. On the top of this hill is the
ruin of an old bungalow, said tv be once the home of the
Dutch Governor. The air, on the top, is several degrees
cooler thau below. -

Sume fifteen or tweuty years ago Bimli carried ou a
considerable trade with other parts of the world, in the
export of oilseeds, indigo and grain, but this has dimin.
ished to a large extent. However, there is still some
trade aud & week rarely passes that foreign ships do not
snohor out in the bay, wsiting to be loaded.

The ocoast of Iudia caunot boast of good harbora.
Even in Madrns, all passengers and luggage have to be
landed in bosts. In Biml, the ships anchor out about a
mile from the shore. The natives have rude boats, which
are shaped 8o as to be able to ride safely through the
surf. The water is so shallow near the shore that the
last part of the journsy, Eurogenn passengers have to be
ianded by being carried in a chair by cuolies.

A railroad from Parvatipoor (near Bobbili) through
Bobbili to Vizianagram, thence to Bimlipatam, has been
sanctioned this year by the English Government. This,
if it is built, will greatly increase the trade and make
Bimli a much more important town than heretofore.

There are several European residents—representatives
of the Madras Bank, Arbuthnot Co. and the Government.
Some Eurasians, or East Indiana, hold good positions as
Agents of the British India Steamship Co. and the
Telegraph Department.

The natives comprise nearly every caste among the
Hindus, but the higher castes Predominate. The native
population at the presant time ts about 10,000.

here are two Gov’'t Schools for boya and one for girls.
All castes are supposed to be allowed to attend, if they
wish, but I think it is rarely ever an out-caste would be
found among tho caste pupils. Their lives would be
made miserable not only by the high caste pupils, but ulso
by the teachers, who loock down upon them as unfit to
associate with.

The Mohammedans have a school and there are several
amall Hindu schools in different parts of the town. The
Baptist Miasion School is open to all castes who wish to
attend, .

The Episcopalians have a church owned by Govern-
ment. he Government chaplain holds services in it
once a month.

The Catholica have s chapel and the priest comes in
from Vizianagram occasionally. In thg meantime, the
services are conducted by a layman.

The Mohammednns have rebuilt their mosque, which
was destroyed by the heavy rains some three years ago.
There are several small Hindu temples and one very large,
one called Yarasimbaswamy, which occupies a very
prominent position on one aide of the large ﬂill

About twenty-ono years ago Messrs. Sanford and
Churchill of the Canadian Baptist Mission of the Mari-
time Provinces, came to Bimli. The latter opened a
station at Bobbili.
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Mrs. Gray camo at the beginning of 18856 to work
amoug the women. In the spring of 1806 she returned
home to Canads for a well-earned rest.

Mr. and Mrs. Sanford remained in charge of the Bimli

field until early in-1891, who wrds
compelled him to return home, and Mr. and Mrs. L. D.
Morse, who had gone to India in the autumu of 1891,
took charge of this mission field. —LiLur P. Mouse.

HOW OQUR MISSION BAND LEARNED TO PRAY.

Our band is composed of girls from fifteon ddwn to
seven yeuars of age. We have wondered many times if
any ot.{ner Band has trouble getting its members tg pray
in the moetings, and I nsked our lender, Miss Helen
Camnpbell, about it one day. Sho answored : *‘ Yes.
know sume of the children are nut willing to lot their
voices bo heard in meeting, for the ladies who have
charge uf some of the Bands have talked with me about
it. Buppose you write and tell the young people how we
managed t, and may bo they will all make it as casy as
wo did. T think it will do gued if you give them our ex-
perience, and let them see that is not so vgry hard after
all.”

Woll, one Bunday, about s year and a’half ago, we
girls wero very much astonished to hear our minister
read s notice from the pulpit to the effect that Miss
Campbell would be glad to moot at her home the next
Saturday all the girls of the church not already connected
with the missionary society, that they might form them-
selves into n Mission Band. We were greatly excited
aver tho notice, and we talked about it out of schodl-
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hours all through the week, and when Saturday came
Miss Helen's parlors’ were full; and the littlo bits of
chitldven were there as well’as the older unes, 8he was
just as glad to seo thom, and made them fovl that they
were just a8 much neoded 08 the Inrger girls.

When we were all quiet, Miss Helen told us just what
s Mission Band was meant to be and do, and how we
must study about the differeut fielda, and the mission-
aries who go to these placea to tensh ; but you all belong
to a Mission Band -yoursclves, and do just the same
things, 80 I need not tell you any more. i

But just before we went home, Bliss Helen said :
" There is one thing more important than al) the work
you can do, and all the money you can give, without
which the cause of missions never will prosper,—and that
is prayer. Everylone in this Band must pray every day
of hor life that God will bless and strenﬁthen vho mission-
aries, and that He will put it into the hearis of Chrisu’rgn
peuple to send their money and their prayers, to ad in
the work of preaching Ohrist to those who bave never
heard His name. $Now, before we go home, let us kneel
downeand ask Bim to give us a true missionary spirit, and
bless all the work we may do as a mission Band.” Then
wo all knelt, and Miss Helen prayed thatjGod would
accopt the offering of all our hearts, and that He would
wake our work and our monoy and bless it, not because it
was 8o much, but besause we were in esrnest, and gave it
for Jove of Him. )

At our next meeting slips of paper, on which were
written Bible texts, were passed around. Kach alip was
numbered ; and when our number was called we read
vur text ; then Miss Helen offered prayer. For several
moetings we each bad either texts or verses w read, but
uo one ever prayed except Miss Helen. One day she
nsked us to pick out our own texts for the next meeting,
matead of depending -on her to do it. Even the little
girls had their texts, and we all ouijoyod reciting them,
because we found them all by vursolvea.

At one of the meetings, after,we had_been urganized
about four months, Miss Helen said, after she had read
s few verses of Soripture: ‘‘ For several meetings you
hnve read or recited Bible-texts,! talked about the
country which was the subject of the meoting, recited
jwetry, asked questions, and have taken part in all the
cxercises gxeept the prayer. I purposely gave you texis
and pootry to say, that you might not be frightened
at the sound &f your own voices; and now that you
have gained confidence in yourselves, I think you ought
to help in the prayer also. I think Jesus will not ho
plmes\with this Band, nor bless its work, until every one
in it is willing to make this sacrifice for Him. In a mo-
mont we nlml? kneel to pray, and I will ask Bessie Bron-
son, Dolla Cutler, and Mamie Foster, cach to offer a
short prayer.”

Wo knolt, and there was a long silonce in the room.
Not a girl said a word, sad then Miss Helen rmyud
just a8 usual. When we rose we all wanted to laugh ;
hut Mliss Hoelen's face was so seber that we did nemt
dare.  We all expected that she would say something
sbout it, and we were notymistaken ; for after the mnp
exorcise, the ainging, the roports from the missionaries,
and the papers wore all over, she talked to ua for a few
moments very earnestly about mkinﬁ part in the prayera
of each meeting, as well as in the othor excerises. ** Of
course 1 know 1t will not be easy at first,” she ssid ; **it
never is easy for anybody ; but Jesus will help you if you
wsk him overy day. I havea plan that will niake it much

wnaior for every one~of you if you will try it.  Bofore
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you come to tho next meeting, think of just one thing
that you want to ask for, and have it ready in a few
words whon [ ask you to pray. We will call these littlo
prayors sentence-prayers, and I want everybody to be
ready with one for the next meeting. How many will
promise 1" Nearly overy hand was raised, and the pru-
wmise was given.

When we left the church wo talked a groat deal about
the new plan, and our hearts were none too brave when
we thought of praying alvud, even oue sontence, before
oach other. blow could wo feel othorwise when we
never had let any vne but sur mothers hear vur prayers !
But we had prooised, and of course wo would keep the
promise.

**1f Miss Helon over asks me to pray again,” sail
Dells Cutler, when we were nearly home, **I'll do it, if
I any nothing but *Now I lay me down to sleep.’ 1
never waut to seo such a surry look on har [sce as thero
was this afterncon.  Let us do the best we can, girls,
next time. Good-bye i and she slamméd her own gate
without giving us achance to reply, but wa all felt exactly
na she did.

When the regular mesting of the Band was snnounced
in church twao Sandays later, we membars of it looked at
oach other and smiled a little, for we thuught of the
drendful ordeal of * making a prayer " before people.
We were all at the meeting, and each wna bravely deter-
mined to ask God for the nme thing she most wanted fur
the mission cause. After s chapter in the Bible was
read Miss Helen said : ** We will now ask Gud's bless-
ing on our mesting, on the missionaries averywhere, and
on all the little children about whom we have been
studying, in the sentence-prayers you promised.  Deila
Cutler will begin, and the others will fullow, and let the
prayers come quickly, one after another.”

Wo all knelt, and though our vaices trembled, every
oue of us prayed our little prayer, and all these together
mudo & long prayer with many different petitions in it ;
for, strange tosay, no two of us asked for the sames thing.
Whon we rose from our knees we looked at each uther
in wonder, surprised to see what an easy thing it was to
pray aloud, after all.

For several meetings we bad senteuce-prayers, until
by and by our leader suggested that each of us have two
sentonces inatead of one.  You can easily see how il soon
became not only an easy task, but ‘a delightful privilege,
to offer prayér in our ineetings ; and now any one of our
Baud may be called upon to pray at any time, and she is
always ready and willing to respond.

** Isn’t it nice, Miss Helen 7" said one of the youngest
members, after she had taken part in one of these joint
petitions. ** It is ever eo much nicer than it used to be,
because you soe we help du the praying, as woll as o
send the money."”

We all feel that it is indeed blessed to help in every-
thing, the praying as well as the giving ; aud we atudy
each month's topic with tenfold the interest that we used
to, because in anition to mere information, we aro look-
ing for something for which to pray. It is s%range what
u zest that gives to everything; I would never have
believed it before.

I hope this account of what our Mission Band has dono
will help other Bands to try the same plan, and also help
them to persevere. Although it may be hard at firat to
let vur voices be heard in prayer, I know Lhat it bocomes
very essy after a few trinls. Do, please, try it and ace.

AFRICANER.

Africaner was a Hottentot who, before the arrival of
the Dutch in South Africa, had pastured his flocks,
hunted hia game, and lived his life of savage luxury on
his own lsnds near Cape Town. When the Dutch came
they took possession of his lands and made him a subject,
after a custom only too common tw civilized nations in
their greed for territory. Africaner and his people were
atarved, beaten, and robbed till they could endure it no
longer. They domanded better lreatinent and agreed
on a conference ; but ane of the natives, against the

wishes of the leaders, killed a Dutchman and that
brought mattera to a oriais,

Africoner was declared an outlaw and a reward was
offered for his capture. He withdrew with the remnants
of his tribe to Mamaqusland and there began a series of
wars upon hatives sm} foreigners alike. e robbed and
burned the settlements and murdered the farmers until
his very name struck terror wherever it was heard.

Not far from Africaner's kraal the English established
a mission, although the proximity of the notable robber
added not a little to their anxieties. Strange to say, he
received them kindly at first, saying, ** As you are seot
by the English, I welecome you to the country; for,
though 1 hate the Dutch, my former oppressors, 1 love
the English, for I have always heard that they are the
friends of the poor black man.”

It wasat this time that Africaner first heard the gospel,
and he afterward aaid that he then saw *‘ men as trees
walking."” .

Troubles came, howover. The wisest of the mission-
aries died and Africaner waa led to believe that another
had treated him unjustly The savage spirit broke forth
again and, calling his followers together, he attacked the
mission station, burned the houses and carricd off every-
thing of value.

The mission was for the time given up, but later re-
opened, and in 1817 that noble worker, Robert Moffat,
arrived at Africaner's kraal. The chief scon appeared
and wolcomed the mssionary, ordering the women to
build s hut for him. In spite of this, the outlook at first
was far from encouraging, and it is a high tribute to the
wisdom and the consecrated zeal of Mouflat that he so
soon won the contidence of the people amung whom he
settled. Africaner began to come to the services, and
his regularity was finally such that Moffat aags, ** [ might
as weﬁ doubt of morning’s dawn as of his attendance on
the appointed means of grace.” He had learfied to read
and speat his days over his Testament, and in the even-
ing he would sit with Moffat on a great stone near the
station and talk on creation, providence, and redemption
until he would say, ** I have heard cnough ; I feel as if
my head were too small and as if it would swell with
these great suhjects.”

Moflat bears this wonderful testimony of his charscter.
** During the whole period I lived there, I do not re-
member having occasion to be yrieved with him or to
complain of any part of hia conduct ; his very faults seemed
‘tolean to virtue'sside.’ He zeajously reconded my offorts
to improve the {»eop)e in cleanliness and industry, snd he
who was formerly a firebrand, spreading discord, enmity,
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and war among the neighboring tribes, would now make
any sacrifice to prevent anything like a collision between
twa contending parties, saying, ¢ What have I now of ali
the battles I have fousht, and all the cattle I took, but
shame and remorse 7'’

Aftor soveral months' work in Mamaqualand Moffat
found it necessary to visit Cape Town, and it ocourred to
him to take Africaner with him. At first the chief re.
fused to go, for he was an outlaw and feared the conse-
quencos, but finally consented if his safety could be
assured. The English at Cape Town had-invited him
down suvera] times and promised hirh entire freedom, but
it was a question whether he could get eafely through the
territory of the Dutch farwers. Finally, attir~d in one
uof the only two substantial shirts Moffat had left, a pair
of leather trousers, a duffel jsoket, and nn old hat,
neither white nor black, the attempt was made, the chief
passing as one of the missionary’s servants.

The Dutch farmers were very hospitable to Moffat, and
many ocongratulated him on getting out slive from Afri-
caner's land, for thoy could not believe that this robber
and murderer could be living a peaceful and law-abid-
ing life. As they spprosched ome settlemont, Moffat,
meeting a farmer, wham he had seen before, held out his
hand to him.

‘ Who are you 1" said the farmer.

*“ Moffat,” replied the missionary.

* Moffat " exolaimed the Boer. ‘' Itis your ghost'
Don't come noar me. You have bsen long since mur-
dered by Africaner. Everyonec says you have been, and
s man told me he had seen your bones.” When Mofiat
declared that he believed Africaner was a truly good man,
the farmer maid: ‘If what you assert be true, I have
only one wish, and that {8 to see him before I die; and
when you return, as sure as the sun is over our hesds, I
will go with you to see him, though he killed my own
uncle.” Moffat, knowing the Boer was a sincere and
discreet man, turned toward the wagan where the chief
was riding and eaid, ‘* This, then, 18 Africaner.” The
Boer, with s look as though the man might have dropped
from the clouds, exclaimed: ‘'*Are you Africaneri”
Africaner arose, doffed his old hat, snd, making a polite
bow, replied : “Iam.” The farmer seemed thunder-
struck, but on realizing the fact, lifted up his eyes and
said : O God! what a miracle of Thy power! what
cannot Thy grace accomplish 1" L

Africaner's appearance in Cape Town excited consider-
able attention and served as a striking witneas of the
usefulness of missions from a merely political point of
view. All were struck by his peaceful snd gentle man-
ner and his great knowledge of the gospel. While
Mofiat was in Cape Town it was decidef to change his
station, 8o that it was flecessary for Africaner to return
alone. Thin he oheerfully did, expecting to move his
residence 80 as to be near his friend ; but thia waa
destined nover to happen, although he met Mr. Mofiat
for a few days about a year later.

In March, 1823, Africaner disd. When he felt that
the end was coming he collected his people and spoke
these final words : ** We are not what we were —savages,
but men professing to be taught acoording to the gospel.
Let us then do accordingly. My former life is stained
with blood ; but Jesus Christ has pardoned me, and I am
going to heaven. Oh | beware of falling into the same
evils into whioh I have led you frequently ; but seek
God and He will be found of you to giroot you.”—Mis-
sionary Herald,

Then in his
caliner moments he wou!d beseech the missionary to stay
and teach his children and his grandchildren, so they
need not die without Jesus, as he was dying.

* I'll give two dollars,” thought Unecle Billy, crushing
his shoft, gray beard down on his chest—a way he had of
doing when he wishpd to think seriously—and he fell to
caleulating how long it would take to send the money,

and wondeFing, if he had given more in the past, if that-

old man might not have heard of Jesus before it was too
late.

But the choir ceased singing, anvther voice took up
the story, and straightened himself up to listen.

This woman told of a poor man in China who had
learned about Jesus of a missionary, and was filled with
a desiro to help others to know Hiru ; but he was poor
and ignorant, and thero seemed nothing he could do until
he hit upon this plan :

Une mode of punishment for certain orimes, in that
country, is to place a large plaok four or five feet square
with a hole in the centre agmitting the head, about the
criminal’s neck, and to fasten it in such a way that the
wearer himself cannot unfasten it. The orime he had
cummitted is written on this plank, and ho is turned into
the street to pick up his food as best he can, for a longer
or shorter time. very one who passes etops to resd
what ho has done, and then kicks or spits upon him as a
part of the punishment. This man sold all his poor
possessioms to have w sumilar plank made, and had
as much of*the gospel of Jesus written upon it as was
possible, then adjuating it to his own neck, he took up
his abode in-the streets.
