GOLD IN NOVA SCOTIA.

‘The information respecting the gold re-
ygions of Australia and California, brought
home by Nova Scotiuns, who had visited
these conuntries, was in muny instawces
thie real cause which led to scarching for
gold in this Irovince. It being made
known that geld was found in rocks simi-
lar to those of many districts in Nova
Scotin, attention was turned to them, and
the discovery of gold in our quartz mincs
was the result,

- - s

‘The carliest discovery made known-to
the public, occurred during the summcr of
1869, on *ké¢ North East Branch of the
‘Pangicr River. The discoverer, John
Bulsiver, of Musguodobeit, baving heard
of the gold-beari g guartz of Culifornia,
was induced to make a scarch 3 and, with
some Indians whom he had hired, found
several piccesof gold quartzin a brook ata
place now called the Mooseland Diggings.
When this discovery became known, a
number of persons ga.hiered to the spot,
fur the purpose of prospeeting; but not
finding gold iu remuncrative quantity, the
place was abandoucd before the close of
the year,

In October of the same year, Peter
Mason, a fisherman and Jand owner ncar
the head of Tangier harbour, while pass-
ing through thie woods uvear his own
1%se, and on his own land, stooped to
drink at a small brook; and-neticing a
particle of shining ycllow metal, in a
picce of quartz, he picked it up and ex-
amigedit.  He had heanl of the dircovery
up the river, and concluded (hat he also
had found the precious metal. Upon this
circumatance becoming known, a number
of people from the vicinity flocked to the
locality, and commenced a seavch. But
the groand being frozen, and Mr. Mason
wawilling to sllow any onc to prospect ou

<

ing any further evidenecs of gold until
April following.

Gold was also discovered at Wine Ifar-
hour, in July, 1860, by Joseph Smith, on
the South West side of Indian Harbour;
where he found a few small specks in the
sand. And in the smaine month of the fol-
lowing ycar, while prospecting on the
North Fastern shore of Wine Ilarbour,
he found a small picce of gold-bearing
quartz, in front of what was allotted to
him as his free claim, which led to the
¢ Smith Lead.”

1861 was the decisive year of dis-
coverics, cstablishing the reputation of
Nova Scotia as a gold-producing country.
In April Mr. Anderson, deputy surveyor,
pursuant to instructions, procceded to
‘Tangier, and formally took possession of
the district on behalf of the Governiment,
immediately laring off mining lots. Near-
ly one hundred were soon leased, and in
a short time six hundred men were ac-
tively engaged on the ground in prospect-
ing and mining for golil.  Their reported
success occasioned a continved increase
of pri. ecters, nntil the discoveries made
in othier parts of the Province attracted
large numbers to these places.

At Sherhrooke, during the summer,
Nelson Nickerson, who had visited Tan-
sier, while engaged in making hay, ubout
a mile and a half West of the North West
Arm of &t Mary's River, noticed quartz
rocks scattered over the Jand, in differcent
places that had become exposed to view
by the activn of extensive fires that Lad
reged through the forest at different times,
for many Years previons, By examiring
aud breuking quartz he found gold, and
was £o much encourzzed by the quantity
obtained, that it became the principal
busincss of himself and fanmily for some
time, which they managed to kecp secret.
But about thc 1st of Ogtober his neigh-
bours began to suspect that he was fiad-
ing gold somewhere in the forcst, and ac-
cordingly watched him clascly. On the
15th day of the month he was discoverad
by the sound of kis Lau ner, and on the
18th, when this fact became gencrally
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on the ground, who, it is supposcd, on
that day, obtained gold by breaking quart.,
to the value of $100.

At Isaac’s Harbour gold was discover-,
ol on the 14th of September, by Joseph
Iynes, on what is now called the * Free
Claim.” In prespeeting in the West
Division, he found several fine specimens
of auriferous quartz ;. and, on the same
cvening, Julm Lutham and others found
several picees of gold-bearing quariz on
the Burke Lead.  In the Rast Divisicn
gold was discovered by two Indiars, on
what is now called the « Mulgrave Lead.”
a short time after the discovery on the
West side. ¢

At Renfrew guartz veins were discos ¢i-
ed in the summer, by John McPhee, near
William Thompson’s mill, but he docs not
appezr to have feund gold.  Towards nu-
tumn, Whillisin Thowpson accidentally
found smail jarticles of gold in a picce of
loose quartz in the bed of the brook near
his mill. ‘The discovery attracted wvery
“litt]c atiention at the time; but in April,
1862, Andrew Parker, who was attending
the mill, noticzd a smali vein of quartz
on tie hank of the brook, containing gold
in unusnal quantity. The news spread,
and a few days afterwards a rich lvad was
found ou a Lrook, about half a mile di~-
tant from the first discovery. A rush of
zold seckers took place, and Renfrew was
pracluimed 2 gold district without de-
lay. ) ¢

We must reserve the continuance of
this interesting subject for our next pul-
licaticn.

the sparrows, thrushes, larks, tits, finches,
swallows, cte., are common. It is well
stocked with wild fowl of all kinds.

From the nature of this part of the
country, there are immense flocks of yild
geese, ducks, &e., constantlyon the wing.
Quails are numecrous, and are trained to
fight. Ring-doves ave common ; and there
is a peenliar erow of the country, marked
with whitc about the neck. Both large and
small birds of prey are to be scen every-
where, Inconsequence of the large popu-
lation and trafiic, venomous serpents, I be-
lieve, are scarcely met with, The lizard
tribes abound, also scorplons, centipedes,
and spiders, which are said to kill small
birds. The common fly is an awful p .st.
‘They beggar description; they darken
room or tent, and whea you are eating
they dispute every morsel with yeu, and
fiy into your mouth, gotiing down your
throat if they can.

nose are continually attacked by them.
As to mosquitoes, I had cunough of these
gentey at Hong Kong; if they dwelt here
along with the flics, the ccuntry would be
absolutely unbearable,  Butterflies ave of
a gizantic size and very brilliant colours.

Her
Majesty has been cngaged, in concert
with the Emperorz of the French and
Austria, in negotiations, the object of
which has been to obtain the fulfilment
of the stipulativns of the Treaty of Vien-
na of 1815 im Lehalf of the Poles, Her
Majesty trasts that those stipulations will
Le curricd: into execution, and thus a
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conflict, distressing to humrenity and
dangerous to the tranquility of Lurope,
nmay be hrought to a close,

The civii war between the Northern
and the Southern States of the Northe
Amcrican Union still unfortunately con.
tinues, and is ncecssarily attended with
much cvil, not only to the contending
partics, but also to nations which have
tuken nopart in the contest, Her Majesty,
however, has seen no réeson. to  depart
from that strict neutrality which her Ma-
jesty hus observed from the beginning of
the contest, .

Several barbarous outrages committed
in Jopan upon British subjects have yen-
dered nccessary for her Majesty to de-
mand rcparation, and her Majesty hopes
that her demands will be conceded by
the Japanese Government without its
being necessary to use coercive measurcs
to cuforce them. . ’

The Emperor of Brasil has thought fit
to breuk off his diplomatic relations with
her Majesty, in consequence of her Ma-
jesty not having complied with demands.
which she did not deem it possible to
accede to. Her Majesty has no wish!
that this entanglement should continue,;
and would be glad to see her rclations
with Bruzil rezestablished.
