Dear MRs. SannErs,—It appears to be my turn to write to
you this month. Do you know, we have now nine married

couples among our young folk ? The last pair were married the .
early part of this month., Kumba was the bridegroom, and .

Ngeve the bride. We were surprised to see what an interest
was takeén in the event by the villagers around us. The school-
house was pretty well filled with the guests.

It"is the custom here for the prospective bride to go to her own
village a couple of days previous to the wedding, accompanied
by one or more girls as attendants. On the day of the wedding:
the best man and four or five friends of the bridegroom go an:
fetch the bride from her village to her new home. Xn this-
instance Ngulu acted as best man and led the prucession, playing
the native flute, of which he is a skilful performer. Wixen they
arrived at Kumba’s house the young men stood aside till tha
bride and her attendants, one with a basket containing a few
household articles and cloth on her head, passed within,-and
then went in search of the bridegroum to inform.him that she
had come. The procession was rather later in coming than we
had expected. T asked Kumba, o little later, the reason of the
delay. He replied that “‘Ngeve was getting her bair done.” -He

dressing- ‘performance, aithough it is an éperation needing
considerable time, if done in accordance with the prevailing
ashion.  Over the forehead, and extending almost from temple
temple, the hair is braided in tiny plaits, ten to fifteen in,
umber, lying close to the head. .

Carrie was called away to see the captain, who was ill, and he
did not get back until Christmas evening, When we got up in
the morning it was raining, and it rained, vr rather poured, all
day long. We had intended haviug an early prayer mooting and
giving the young people their things, bat it rained so steadily
that we gave up the idea. Abuut ten o'cluck the bell rang, and
sll gathered in our dining room. Mrs. Shindler read, an
spoke a few wurds, We had a nice little meeting. Then the
gifts were distributed and everyone scemed pleased. The rain
still poured, so a feast was.out of the question, and we decided to.
leave it until the fullywing day. Next day was beautiful and
bright. About five hundred assembled, and Mr. Currie gave
them an address, after which was the feast, and ample justice
wag done to the goud things previcud, The captaia was bere to-
day, who is taking a large number of convicts to setfle in
Nakaudunds, not ten minutes from the station of the English
mission. I feel sorry for them ; it must interfere with their-
work. These are not the kind of people who help us. The,
captain told us that five had escaped—two convicted of murder .
and three thieves--and if we saw any of them to secure them,,.
and send them to the fort. We are still busy at work. The.
medicine hour has been cuanged tv 7.30 in the morning, and
then the boys come at 12 30. when the bell rings to stop work.
