such eases”

It waemoved in ameadment by Ar. MeTavish,
and duly ceconded, « ‘That the Preshytery haviag
heard with very paunful fechans the statements
of the partics 1 this case, after reasoming, agren 1
disnuss the conlaunt and the appeal, and afliem
the judament of the sesson in so far as to find
the charges not proven ; yet find that considersng
the strong fechings whieh have been excited on
hoth sides, it isinexpedient that Mesers, Pyper
and Gampbell ba orda nod meanmehile as Elders
n tho Congregauon of Knox's church.”

On Wednesday, tho 13th Scpt., tho Preshy-
tery of Hamilton et in the town ot Brautford
for the purpose of inducting the Rev. John Alex-
ander, recently of Ningara, into tho pastoral
churge of the congregation in this placo in con-
neetion with our church.

After
an excellent address, the Chairman in the name
of the moeting, aud of the community in gencral
as well as tho congregation, gave to Mr. A.
a very hearty weleome.

Refreshments, cousisting of cake and fruit
wero served up. Scveral very fine antlicms wero
sung by the choir, and addresses delivered on
subjects of gencral and local religious interest
by the Revd. Mesers. Alexander, Wood, of the
Congregational Church, lrvine of Hamilton, and
Jox. MeKay, Fuq., of Mantreal, to whom, in the
character of Missionary importer, tho Church
in under such deep obligations.  After an ex-
tremely pleasant evening, the mecting was dis-
missed by the pronouncing of the blessing.

Mr. Alexander cnters upon a comparatively
new, but very large and encouraging sphero of
uscfulness, in one of the most rapidly inereasing
towns in tho Province.  Qur people of Brantford
have long been ina very unsettled state, seatterod
throughout tho churches, and now feel very srate.
ful in their present circunstances.  Whilo the
prospects as regards the ficld are peculiaily on-
couraging, the zcal and wanu energy of the
peoplo aro very chiceringto the ndw pastor.  Wo
have littlo doubt that with tho blessing of God
upon the means of grace, and with pradent man-
agement, we shall beforo long hava a large and
influential congregation in this place.  May the
Lord bless the pastor and pecple, and through
their united efforte, * may the wilderness be made
alad. and the desert made o rejorce and blossom

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NOTES OF A MISSIUNARY TOUR.

Me. Eoirop,—

According te promise, T send you a few notes
of my recent visits to tha Churches ; thongh 1
have not yet completed my intended round, hav-
g stll to fulfil some preacling engagoments at
Montreal and Kingston, I had an opportunity
of makhing a very full survey of an interesting
Misgton field, m or near tha Cornwall district,
Having, on n former visit to my esteemed friends,
Mr. and Mrs. Quin, ganed some aequaintance
with tho locadities meladed i the extensive range
of Mr. Qun’s labours, I had longed for an op-
portunity of explonmg itmore mmutely, and after
assising lum on the first Sabbath of August, in
dispeasing the communion m Osnabruck, to a
very conaderable congregation, chiefly of Duteh
descent, [ accompanted Jum to the eatreme poing
of his field of labour, in the townships of Finch
and Winchester.  Alfter a journey of some
twenty-five miles over a road, not much in-
debned, in its latter portions, to the art of man, 1
arrived at the back atation, whero I was pleased
to seo a house-full of decent country people as-
<emblod on 2 Friday cvening, to hear the word.
They oceupied the upper flat of & large barn-
looking building, and the earnestuess indicated
by the full concert of voices, as they poured forth
in their Joud and hearty strains the sacred song,
mado me revert, in thought, to the olden times of
nmartyr history—especially as I saw before me
mothers with children in their arms, hanging on
the lips of the speaker—a featurn in the pieture
of the early congregations not the least interest-
ing, and telling so impressively of the value
which persons attach to the bread of life, when
first awakened to 2 concern about galvation,
or enpoying the means of graco but rarely and
unceriainly. These peoplo had no one to caro
for them til! sovght out by Mr. Quin, who,
though notable, of course, to prench to thom at
this distant spot, but oceasionally, has however,
kept up for some time, his six-weekly visit to
them, and that in winter as well as summer.—
‘I'ne Winchester station proper, ia eight miles
nearer to te Front.  This is accesable only to
somo of these more landward settlers ; and it is
itself sevanteon miles from the Front—nearly in
a direct line behind Williamsburg,  Winchester
is supplied on alternate Sabbaths with Osnabruck ;
and thoe congregation there, including such as
come from the remutest district shove referred to,
mustered about three hundred, when I preached
on the Friday before menticned.  Williamshurgh
itaelf presents a very imporiant fiold for mission-
ary cxcrtion. It is & considerable and rising
town, containing not a few Presbyterians or per-
=ans who would gladly rally under a Preshyterian
Pastor. In the meantime no church or Pres-
bytery charges itsell specially with the care of
them; and the only religious service*enjoyved
with any regularity by the two towns of Wil-
liatshurgh snd Manatown, a mile distant, isa
sermon at 3 o’clock, at the latter station, by a
Methodist Preacher, who, includes it with some
other placesin his Sabbath cireuit.  Mr. Quin is
turning his attention to this very necessitous
locality, and encouraged by tho invitation of Capt.
and Mrs. Furlinger, and others, I preached wwo
Sabbaths in the church at Mariaburah, usually
unocenpicd, except av the 3 o'clock hour. I had
largo audicnces both days, forenoon and evens
ing—on tho sccond day quite a crowd,  From
the success of this attempt, and also from the
cordial reception given to Mr. Quin and myself,
in our round of domiciliary visits which we mado
—and on tho parachial plan _two—offering our
visits nearly indiscriminately from door to doar,
Lam convinced that Williamshurgh and Magia-
town alone conld seon furnish a sufficient sphero
of labour, and wmeans of support for a dovared
evangelistic labourer, 1t is affeeting to think
that places <0 impottaat as these (nud Dickenson’s
Laading s nearly m a annlar pusitroa) chouid be
comparatsvely destitite of opdinances.  Dichen-

son’s Landing hasa population of several hundrods,
but 18 too distant_even from tho kirk nearest it, to
enablo any butn few to aviil themselves of the ger-
vico ol the minister there ; whose labors, huwever,
were well spuken of. I have preached in that
village ono week evening—bmt thongh near
to the residence of Mr. Quin, it is utterly impos-
sible for lum with a charge so labmiss aud exe
tensive, to do in it what should be-done.

T had the pleasure of making a short visit to

Portland, after iny perambulation of the above«
named d.stricts, and had the pleasure of minister-
ing to more than ono congregation of Now
England chiistians, 1 was glad to find the son
of the eminent Dr. Dwight, doing mugh good
work in the State of Mame; anil onr Suntry-
man, Dr. Carruthers, formerly of Liverpool,
England, and more recently of Montreal. These
itre not only diligent nunisters of the Word, but
among the faithful assertors of the rights of men,
of cvery color, to the privileges of oqual lnw,
Dr. Dwight was the writer and mover of e
noblo resolutions ngainst the Nebragka infamy ;
to which many New Englaud chrisiiaus append-
ed their names,
. I havo only room to mention my very e
lightful visit, not yet completed, to Quebhee.—
‘Tho communion was di:pensed on the Sal-
bath, by my friend, Mr. Ciark, to u Inrge con-
gregation, A considerablo portion of the 7lst
Regiment attend on his ministry, and somo con-
municated.  ‘The same corps met on the Sutur-
day evening provious, and presented Mr, Clark
with a valunble testimony of their sense of hiy
laboes for their spiritual good. It was quite it
treat for me to bo prescnt, and to take part in
that mecting, with so lavge a portion of a Glas.
gow Regiment, one ol the most gallant in the
service.  Their pastor boro testimony to their
good conduct while in Quebee, nnd “they have
dlready earned golden opinions elsewhere ; and
I hope they will long remeimber, whether in gar-
rison or ficld, the good counsels of iy revercnd
friend, so suitably and affectionately tendered.

CELEBRATION OF THE FIRST OF AUG.
18, BY THE NEW YORK ANTI-
SLAVERY SOCIETY.

To the Editor of the Record.
Dear Str,—

The First of August is the Anniversary of ono.
of the most glorious cvents in the aunals of Bri-
tain. It was on that day,*1834, that the West
India Emancipaton Bill came into operation
when the boon of frecdom was conferred on 800,:
000 human beings, and the foul stain of slavery
was affected from the Dritish flag. That was
an act, Brianunia?! which has shed a brighter
halo around thy brow, than the greatest victory
ever thine arm won! Instead of the shuut of
warriors and tho greans of the wounded an the
dying, thoro ascend#d 10 heaven the song of
gratitudo from a disenthraliod people,—instead
of tho tears of the widow and the tatherless,
there flowed tears of joy, tho outgushings of
heorts too full for utteranco !

But to my subject. I understand that the 1st
of August was observed this year in different
pants of the Provinee. It gives mo pleasare to
stato that the New York Anti-Slavery Socicty,
laying asido national prejudico, did honour 1o
the day by a picenic excursion to St. Ronan's
Well, uear Fluzhing.  As 1 had the pleasuro of
forming ono of tho party, I take the liberty of
sending you an account of tho day’s procecdings.

A dull, wet marning, appareatly the foreranner
of a similar day, gave poor sneouraganent to
the would-be eacursionizts, However, alout 8
o'clock the rain ceased, the sun busst {orth iy all
his spivaduur, aad disappeniment £ava plige 1o

¥« hope, Whea Twent downta tha whart
L found a large party of ladics sad seatlearen
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walting for tho steamera which were to convey
ua to tho appointed place. Our coloured frends
wero of courso 1 the majonty, They had don-
ned their holiday attire, and were apparently re-
solvod to enjoy themscives. At length the objects
of our oxpoctation arrived,—the Lnoch Dean
which sails direct to Flushing, and the /sland
City which sai}s in conuection with the railroad
to tho samp place. Tho former of theso vessels
was in a short timo complotely crowded, so I
determined to go by the lauer, A few minutes
sl brought us to * Hunter's Pomt,” where wo
found *he cars in readiness.  Wo took our seats
—tho whistlo sounded, and away wo flew —
Afier passing through Winfickl, Newton &e , wo
arrived at our halting-place.  We dismounted,
and having walked a short distance, fotnd our-

golves at tho rendezvous—a beauttful grove on

thoe summit of an eminonco which overlanks the
tiver. It s a favourito resort of pleasure parties
for whose accommodation cvery arrangement has
been made. Ono of the auractiongis St. Ronan’s
Woll, which is of considerablo depth, and_sur-
mounted by a beautiful rustic eanopy. * [rom
«the old oaken bucket that hangs in tho well,”
the thirsty visitor can obtain & draught of do-
licious wator. ‘The disconsolate lover n the
old ballad tays,

« St. Ronan's well shall be my drink,
Sin® my truo love’s forsaken mo.”

1f tho waters of tho Scottish wel wore hike those
of its Yankeo namesake, ¥ do not thunk that enid
lover was much to bo pitied. I wish thatall ad-
mirers of Aleohiol would forsake their true love,
and tako a stmilar vow. ‘This however by the
way. About 11 o'clock the chair wastaken; an
Amnti-slavery fiymn was then sung, after winch a
coloured gontleman cngaged in prayer. The
Hon. Horaco Greely, editor of the Tribune, next
addrossed tho meeting. Tho substanco of his
remarks (I speak from memory) was, the Jnjus-
tice of slavery,the evils which itinflictson thuse
countries in which it exists (the Southern States
in particular)—a retrospect of tho Anti-Slavery
movement ; and an appeal to the coloured por-
gons prosont to conduct themselves in a becom-
ing manner, and thereby in snine measure to slop
tho mouths of their adversarios. In the couro
of his address, referring to tho Emancipation of
tho West India slaves, he said ¢ whether Britain
remain our friend, or hocome our foe, I will ever
venerate her for that act.”

There is a sketch of Mr. C. from recollection.
About medium height—hair of a * sandy” color
—forehead rather bald, not unlike that of Shak-
spearo—countenanco of a mild east, and appa-
xently that of one in the pnmo of lifo, With
tho titlo ** Honourable” we aro apt to aesociate
«¢ tho best of black,” and an aristocratic air. That
however will not apply to Horace. He scems
1o have too much self-estcom to mako himself a
tailor’s lay-figure.  Asis tho man, soishis style
of spoaking ; casy off-hand—plain common sense,
with no pretensions to ¢loquence.

At the conclusion of Mr. Greely’s address, the
meoting adjourncd till 2§ r. x. The interval
was spent in refreshments, and such amusements
as fancy suggested. At the appomnted hour the
chair was resumed.  Another Anti-slavery hymn
was sung, after which the meeting was addressed
by the Rev. S. J. May of Syracnse, N. Y., who
visited Toronto somo years ago in company with
tho celebrated George Thompson. He con-
trasted tho 4th of July with the 1st of August, to
tho advantago of tho latter. He stated several
facts which would show that tho « Revolutionary
Fathers® woro (tospeak mildly), but men.  Al-
though a warm lover of his nauve land, Mr. May
is not blind to her fan'ts, or tho virtues of the
mother country. The terms of high respeet,
nay, affection, in which he spoke of Britain, dis-
played 2 moro noble =pirit than that exhibited in
certain New York journals, which I urddersiood
o to edited by renogado B-itgie.  Whata rity,
tought I, that such a warm ana talented friend

‘ of the slave, shiould be ecngaged i disseminating
the Chnst dishonoursng, soul-destroying eriurs
of Secimiamsm.

As n pubhe speaker, Mr May's atylo 13 majes.
tie, sometunes approachng to sutihess, Tins
anses in a great measuro from lis * vang the
papor” (as the Seoteh term it Ho has vory
iittlo gesture, cxprossing his fechings by the
modulazions ol Ins voice.

The meoting was next addressed by Mr. Joho-
son and othiers, whoso nawmes have eseaped ny
memory  Some ol the gpeahers had m former
days, writhed under the dnver's tash, ‘This ume
parted to ther linguige, & warmth whieh to
mary more lnghly favored mizhtappear extreme.
It is one thing, however, to be a listener—n very
| ditferent thing to be a sufferer.

Tho exmmses were enhvened by the singing

of Anti-slavery hymns m which our coloured
i trnonds jomed with heart us well as ort. T'he
effect was very pleasant. At tongth the sotung
sun reminded us of homo.  About 7 o’clock, the
mecting broke up.  Kor theeaho of variay, I re-
turned by a different route. We had a moxt de-
hightfal sal down the nwver. Twiaaght had
spreard hor gray mantle over tho scenery.  Ilere
and there, from a glup or cottage wimdow,
streamed 2 Hght wheeh was reflected far down
in tho trombhing waters boneath. From aoveral
of our colored fridnds urose “ the choral hymn ot
praise : "—the shini! vorcexs of the femaies, biend-
ng harmontously with thoso of tho **stemcr
gex,” whily the dashung of the waves whuch was
heard at atervals, formed 2 not unpleasing ac-
compamment.  On our way, we passed the
wreek of a British Man-of-war; also Blach-
well’s Island, on which are crected the Pensten-
nary and Lunatic Asylum. At tength we armved
at our landing-place, when ¢ each took off lus
soveral way” well plesged wath the day’s pro-
ceedings. So ended the  celebration of the first
of August, 1581, by the New York Ant-<lavery

‘Society. Gad of tho nations oftho earth, hasten
that happy day, when the Babylon of Awmerncan

Slavery shall be thrown down, never to return !

MEMOIR OF THE LATE MRS, INGLIS.

Mrs. Ixeuis, of Montreal, died suddenly on
the 8th of June, 3854,

Thowmpson, and the parental instructions of her
godiy parents, she grew up in the fear of the
Lord ; and at an carly age, sfter much exeraise
of mind ard heart, she united with the church of
her fathers. At this pertod her discovery of hor
own lost and helpless condition as a sinner was
clear and humbling, and she was then brought to
Christ by the power of the Hely Ghest—though
this wns followed by mamfold doubis and per-
plexatics, and hence the frequont intcrruptions
of aer joy and comfort in the Lord

¢he cntered heaniily into the work of the
Lord as a Sabbath School teacher and a Mission-
ary collector, aud was wont in after years to re-
call with much tenderncss her connection with
the venerable pastor and the church of her youth.,
Noatly ninc years ago sho was separated from

with devotrd and untione fanhbfuiness, her re-
sponsihalities she et tnpuly, ¥or unshook ogly,
her trials and disappetatients she bore with in-
craastag pati nee and geatleaess ot spine, Call-
ol o pass throngh many ehanges and qunch saf-
ferma i body, she was enabled to tresd the rough
and weary pathe of the dosert with a0 o reasinyg
faith nad bryghtenng hopes and -l e out
of each v w trial, with a g owing ltheness to the
Lord Jeeus Christ,

Fpressiag even tho wrinaer with Ler gentla.
ness ol manner, those who knew e longest and
aud most menately, bved amd valaed her the
most  When parting from the conuregation 1o
whtelt her hushand munistered, befire lus remaval
to Maontreal, many of the powny weatien of that
congregntion elung 10 har wih tears, whilo she
with a streps offont conttolled her emoton nli
she had lost sighit of the Loae that had becomo
endeared 1o ner, the scene of wany jovs and sor-
rows, when che covered her face and wept. And
when a few weeks ago, her death was announedd
to that eongregaton, they mourne $ o thongh tho
bereaverment had been that ot cne of therr vwn
houscholde,

A year aco <he retumned to the home of her
yonth, and there amd the cadearmens of her
first home, her 1apaire d hoalth was great'y re-
atnzed.  Sho retwned to Muntreal with new
strenzth and vigour—and yet wath a sironyg imn-
pression that she was drawing near the elose of
her pilarimage.

One weok after the arth of ason, she was Jaid
upon the bed of death. « So swift trade sorrow
on the hoels of oy After an ilncss of nbout
thirty hours sho fell asleep.  On the evening be -
fore her death, her husband had read o her tho
fourth and fifth chapters of Iirst John. She
spoke of tha love of tho Father w the gift of ins
Son—and of the privileges of the sons of Gad.
Sho quoted the Saviowrs promiss, ¢ He that
Joveth me shall be Joved of my Father; and I
will love him and will manifest my<elf to him 3
and added, ¢ [ know now what that word ¢ mani-
fest® means.  Jesus has mannesied himself to
me, I have seen lis glory.” It was just afier
sunset, and the sunit clouds rested on the moun-
tain, behind wineh the sun had gono down. Sho
raised herself in bod, and «aid, * | sce him now,
beyond yon clouds, and the tribes, the glonons
tribes are following him. O, 11 you could only
sec him” It may be that her mand wandered
for a moment. Or may it vot be, that heaven
opens 10 the ¢yo of the dying samt, m 2 way in
which we cannot concerve

A Jittlo whilo later, she told her husband 1hat
she was dying, and wished 1o speak to him
Of herself she sind that i the moming she had
feared to dic, and had been 1 great distress and
conflict ; but nuw all fear of death was tahen
away. She saw the glory and sunplicaty of sal-
vanon by Christ Jesus, as tho had never seen nt
before. ¢ Jesus is the Saviour of simers, and
he 13 my Saviour. 1 can oniy trust, bui 1 have
no fear.  All 18 peace.”#

Aliho gl ane of the most devoted of mathers,
yet the grace of God cnabled her 1o give up her
cinldren without a munnur. After espressing
atl her wishes regarding them, she only added,
« And dent iet them forget thewr tamaa”  Of
her frieuds she spoke with unabated aficction and
interest, expressing her sorrow for her parents n
their gnel for her death.  From his time she
was scarcely able to epeak, unuil just before her
death, when sho commenddd her spint to her
Fathor and Saviour, a, 1 bid a sad tat hopeful
farewell to theso around her,  She died,

« As sets 1the morning star, which goea
Not down behind the darkencd west, nor hides
Obscured among the tempests of the shy,
But micits away into the light of heaven.”

‘Tho Synod: Fund.is
charged with all the expenses connected with
our Synod, with such as clerk’s salary, printing,
and various incidental expenses.  In tho pay-

gation on the rotl of ths Synod should bear a
part.

The larger propartion of the eollection,: how-
cver, is required for carrying on tho Syanod's
Mission ainoug the colourad population at Bua-
ton.

a want of adeqiate pecaniary sepport: At the:
wceting of Syavd, however, in June, it was re-

parted tha, for the first time, it might bo pro-
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nouncod to bo out of debt.  This gratifying re<
sult was mainly owing to the persevering offorts

it is necessary to bave, il pomsible, an additional
school, one for famnales. Wae trast that the liber-
ality of our people will justify such moasares.—

You
may find them at social parties, and at weerings
for recular purpases, but you look for them in
vainat the prayermeoting. Such conduct isto be
doplored. It is discouraging to the pastor, and to
tho pious cliors, and members,—it is injurious to
their own souls, for thoy nre depriving themseives
of precious means of graec,—it i3 mjurious to
roligion, nnd tendy to confirm tho careless in their
apathy, and the neglect of spintual things. We
know excuses aro not wanting in the case of such
individuals as we have reforred to, but tho excu-
gos which are given, cannot in general, bo regard-
edss valid. Dothay say that their worldly busi-
ness is so prossing that thoy have unot time nor

gencral, willingly listen to any suggestion that
hemade with a viow to mako the exercises more
interesting and profitablo. Do thoy feal that shey
can et an withont joining in the prayer-meot-
ing?  This would prove that they must bon a
great measure iguorant of the real aatwre of
spintual rehaion, and have a name to live while
they aro dead.  No doubt the citcumstances of
eomo will preclude them from the social prayer
meeting, but we hehievo that every hively Clins-
tian will deplore such circumstances, and regard
it azaliko Ing duty and his prviloge, to reparr to
the place where prayer s wont to be made, and to
join himsell with those who fear God, and speak
often onc to angther of divine things.

THE PRESENT PORITION OFF THLE
SADBBATIL QUESTION.

Tho present position of the Sabhath question
ia ono which the Christian cannot contomjate
without deep interest and anxiety, not unnungled
howaver with hopo n regard to the future.  Most
strenunus and persovering attempts have been
mado both i the Impenal Parliament and out of
it, 1o havo the Sablath stripped of its sanetity,
and to have 1t converted iuto a day of amusctnent
and mght-seemg.  The Directors of the Crystal
Palace at Sydenham, togother wativ Mr. Home,
and those of ko stamp, havo done every thng
in their power to remove the fonces whieh the
laws of tho country have sull left to guard dhe
Clinstian Sabbath ; and although they Bave not
yot succeeded to the extent which they would
wish, wo are 0ot to nuagine that their efiorts will
not be renewed  Indeed wo have every reason

prayers,

o believe that their effortg will be perseveringly
appliod, so that it is neeessary for the fnends of
the Sabbath to watel the movements of the
enemy, and to put forth equally vigorous and
persevermg efforis fur the protection of the sane-
tity of the Sabbath  The arguments adopted by
many of those who are aidmg in the prosent
mevement, may apjpear to geme to bo epecions, and
to he based on a had and conciderato regard for
the comfort and improvement of the lower ¢ 1ezos;
but still they are perfectly unsnuad and deeep-
tive. T sndwviduals referred o profess (nd
they may tealy feel) docp sympathy and com-
passion fur the lower classes, who, burted in
the streets and fanes of the large ciues, and in-
cessaly ocenpicd i lard 1o, by which they
asan wiath ditliealty eam o gscanty subsistence fur
themselves and their families, are in 2 great niea-
sureshut out from afl enjovment cither wtelivetund
or physical, and have bat few opportunities « f
even refreshing their sight and gladdening their
Bioart with a view of the beauties of nature, so
wrefusely displayed amidst the fields and tho
varied seenery of the eonntry.  ‘These professod
philanthropists propose, tha, for the purpese of
adding 1o the enjoyment and promoting the com-
fort and improvement of the dlaseen referred to,
all fagilwea <hall b affurded 1o them for having
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Sabbath excursions to the country, and that
exlbions of worhs of aet shall b thown open
on the Lotg s day.  Itwalleged that such imeans
would tend to promote ther physieal, wicllectual
aml moral watare, awd to ereate an s sthetieal
taste, and qualily them lor appreciating the bean-
tilad i naware and art,  Now it s to be adnnted
that all these things are desirable. 1t would be
welb if there could be eomo relntation affurded
to the hard-wrought vuns< of tof ; if they amd
therr tatuilies could have opportomes of leaving
for a tme the dark and smoky atmosphore of
the city, mud enoying the fresh air and delightfol
seenery of the counmry. [t would be wetf 1o en-
comage a taste for the beautful m nawre and art,
fur we belicve a reflea wtluence of a muead hind
maght be thus produced,  Bat we are convinedd
that the cnd would not be attzuned by the means
proposed. 1 they try to maho the Sabbath a day
of relaration and amusement to suine, 11t is evi-
dent that to others it must bo a day of hard tml
and labour.  If Sablih traing are to be runon
railways, if exhibitiona are to be kept open, it is
cvident that the numerous classes connccted with
tho raslways and the places referred to, will have
a day of incessanttol.  Farther, wo aro satisfied,
that if once tho larriers that separato tho Sab-
bath from other days of tho weck are removed,
if once the Sabbath 1s mado a day, not of holy
rest, but of amusement and relaxation, the cupid-
ity of employers will o led to take advantage of
tho change, and to claim from those 1o their em-
ployment, seven days work, mstead of six. Thoe
manufacturer may reason thus, if the Sabbath s
not a day different in character from the other
do s of the week: if those who provide for tho
amunrement of tho udle, can earry on their vaned
accepations, why may not Fdo soaswell?  “Fhus
wo fect satisfied that to make the Sabbath a day
of amusement and relanation, so far from beng
a hoon 1o the working elassess, would ho 10 ind
2 ualling yoho aboat their necks, and mnk them
still lower and fower in every respeet. In puint
of fact this has been proved.  Some railway
companics, professmg o desire to pramote the
comlurt and welfare of the masses who aro con-
grogated in the enies and larze towng, have estab-
tished Sabibath trains  What has baen the result 7
Have the peaple boen improved 1 Have they ac-
quired a2 taste for rural seenery and for tho bean-
tes of nature ! Have they hecomo nore sober,
and onlerly, and refined ! The very reverse has
been the case, and seene=of disorder, and drank-
cnness, and wichedness, have bieen of constant
reenrrence.  ‘The truth s, the Sabbath is an in-
stunton ordained Ly God, and cannot be touched
Tt has been * made for man,” for
tan's buost mterasts, physieal, woral, and intellee-
wal 5 and if foolish men who look upon them-
selves as wiser than Gud, sech to set wwaside, and
dispense with the season of saered rest, nothingg
ot dizord -1, and confusion, and eva} can be ex-
pected to arise.

But why should this be taken
finen the Lonl’sday, rath rthan from the six days
wlieh Cod hath given us, that in then womay
“ labaur and do all one works 1 1f certain classes
are ton neessantly enguged in o, and deprived
even of the means of physical enjoyment, would
it not be the wost natural way, to try 1o hiead this
morhad state of dings, and to case the pressure of
secular work, so that all might be enabled to havo
necessary relaxation, and yet bo able to * remem-
bee the Sabbath day' to keep it holy.”

Wo rejoice to obsérve the considerable pro-
gross that has already been wade in the move-
ment which has beon originated for the purpose
of giving to the various classes of the employed,
a holiday, or a half-holiday, on Saturday. Not
a fow cxtensive worke, both in Scotland and
LEngland have adopted this system, und so fac as
experience goes, the result has boen most bene-
ficinl.  Wo hopo it will be, in courso of time,
universally acted on, convinced ag we are that
the practice would tead very mauch to promote tho
observanco of the Sabbath, and the real good
of all partivs concerued, ciuployers and cinployed

ahhe.
Several other grounds of thankfuluess zud of

hope in reference to the Sabbath might bo men-
nwned 5 especially the vigorous attempis lately
made fo cheek the sale of intonicaung drinks on
tho Sabbath day ; and the efiorts to reach the
musses who do not repair to the houso of God,
Ly out-door preaching.  Much gouod, we believe,
has alrcady resulted to the cause of Sabbath ob-
servance from these movements.

"The preceding observations havo of courso re-
ference to the state of the Sabbath on the other
sido of the Atlantic.  We are, however, deeply
mterested m the stato of the matter there 5 for
asaredly there will be a sympathy between us
and the old country in regard 1o 2 question
Iihe tlus.  If the barriers that proteet tho sanc
tity of tho Sabbathin Britam are broken down,
wao shzll soon feel the forco of the udo of ungod-
liness and ammorality.  If, on the other hand,
thete 1s an smproved stato of feehng and of prac-
tico n regard to the Sabbath, we may hope that
tho improvement will reach us.  Amongst our-
selves there is much which should engage the
prayers and hearty co-operation ot the fniends of
tho Sabbath. If happily we have few if any
Sabbath trains, still sicamboats mnany cases
tun on the Sabbath, Post-oliice labour is still
continued, and both in town and country thero is
a large amount of Sabbath desecration.  Let all
wh.. love the Sabbath, sirive together by their
prayers and efforts to lessen the amount of this
crying cvil, and to promoie throughout the com-
munity, the obscrvanco of the day which God

had set apar. for hinse!f.

Canada continuiny in 2 state of separation ; and
that many great and obvious advantages might
be expected, under the Divine blessing, to result
from their uniting on sound and scriptural prin-
ciples.”

1. "That the Committee deep)y regret, to find
themselves precluded, by the terms and purport
ol the above ated Deed of the Synod of the
Presbyterian Church of Canada, from saking any
steps, at present, towards the accomphshment of
the Un.on in question.

HI. That the Comunuttee adjourn sine die;
and that a copy of these Recolutions, together
with a sespectful letter fram the Chaiuman, be
traasmitted v the Convener of the Conumittee
named in the aforesaid Deed of the Synod of the
Presbyterian Church of Canada.”

care, the Moderator has not felt fumself at
hberty to refugo the Committec’s request.

JEWIESH MISSIONS OF ‘¢'HE PRESBYT'f-

RIAN CHURCH IN IRELAND.—IHAM-

BURGH.

The following extract from the Anauval Report
of the Assembiy’s Jewish Mission, will shuw the
nature of the work in which Dr. Crasg, the zeal-
ous Missiovary at Hamburgh ia cuployed, zad
thu success, winch, by the blessing of the {{cad
of tho Church, js attending higeffurta:

*« The past year has been one of severo trial by
sickness aud death.  In the Herald for October
notice was taken of the removal af six pessons by
death, four beang members of the Church, and 1wo
children, of whom we entertain a good hope that
they are with the Lurd,  Swce then, two other
chureh members have been called home, and died
1 poace.  Que wasfar advasced i years, and
had been'very selferizhiteons whea we first inade
hier acquamtance, buz, when she had already
passed her aighuceth year, became 2 panaker of
fhwvine grace, and  fur the last threc or four years
of her bfe Jed a close aud constant walk with
God m Chast Jesus,  She preserved all hier fa-
colties (v the Jast; and donng the eighteen
snonthis o7 more that she was chnefly confined 1o
bed, ker views of Clinst and of clernny became
so clear, that it was a precious pnvilege 10 st
besule that sufferer, and Jearn from her. Another
young woman, who had been very scuve and
very useful, was taken away, after abouws oght
days Mness.  Danng the greates pant of that
time hier judgment was wupaired, so that we
cun say httde of her death-bed eapesience. At
ane tme she scemed o fecl the terrors of the
crun hang, and to tremble, but before she expred
she had axain recovered her sssurance ol the love
of Jesus  What imve 0s more comluss,however,
than aught a death:bed cauld veveal, was the
face that, perhaps, the hiait of thore who siood
weepmy aroundd the cotling, before it was cons
vigued 1o its last restingeplace, felt bt it was
praatily o her fnsizemcatalny they had been
wdebied for the first anpulse heavenwand.  In
hours of daghness she had been thar fnead, and
theie spuntual ovshad been all shared wath ber,
Others hzve died, over whose graves we sorrow
without hope, and some of whose state before
God we could oltain no cestam evadence.

* Qac Jewsh juosclyte was called away hy
death.  For years hie had suffered severctorment,
bewng wnahble to turm o lus bed, o 10 ake with
kizx own baad 2 morsel of foc”.  He had once
bernt a wealthy boskseller and pubhisher in Lone
dou aned Falinbusgh, e was wselul i lns dayan
campbzting to the breaking down of the Bible
monopoly in Scoland,  Many will recolleet liow
the poblishing of Swebhing’s Bile, with noies,
watenally contnbuted 10 open the vyes of those
who wished to sce the monoepoly contiaued. The
publisher of that, and of maay «thier cdiions of
the Bble, hias lain for five veatahere in an hos-
putal, hielpless and fuendiess, havinz been uasuc-
cosslal i husinrse, aud s canstinmion  quiie
biohen dawa. 3t afirded me nch gratficaton.
and ueittile anniety and capense, to comivit inn
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in his last years, whea no other feiend was near.
When free fram pam, he seemed to have much
spuentual comfort, und Ins only consolation wasin
reading the Seoptutes and prayer.  Whether it
was hie disease, or whether there was some ather
eanse, | emmot sy, but the last months of ns hife
didd not mtrfest the spumund progress we might
husve wished,  Ttdoes not belong to us to pass
any sentenee, but it affords subject of senous
exanumatan, why the Lord scemed 1o withdraw
the evidence of s preseace, which He usually
bestows.

“ As usual, several members of our Church
liave goue 1o resude elsewhere, und it affords us
pleasure that their usetulness docs not cease with
their connecion with vs, A superintendent of one
of our Sabbath-schools has become a minister,
and i3 gone 10 take charge of a congregation in
Bremen. A Sabbatheschool teacher has Jeft us
1o became a missionary to the heathen in Africa.
Another han left us, wath his family, to becorme
editor of 2 Christian periodical.  Others Love left
for other reasons, but we have great csuse to be
thankfol that the great Master seems to acknow-
ledge aur labours.

«The new members joining our Church num-
bered thirty-four—exactly the same number as io
the previous year.

«‘I'he Sundaveschool have not decreased in
number or in efficiency. Ono of them is ably
superintended by a Danish noblomarn, whe had
served in the Danish auny as captain of the
cavalry, anid who is also an elder 10 our church,
‘I'his British and Foreign Bible Society very Jnd-
1y furaished us with a grant from the Jubilee
Fund, for the benelit of our schools, wiich we

! desire here gratefully 10 acknowledge.

“The number of Bibles aad Testaments sold
during the year amoums to 3130. Were I 1o
cecount the difficulties we have exponenced m
these last 1wo branches ol our mission work, you
searcely believe it possible in a Chrisuan laad
beariny the Protestant name.  As the recording
of these trials would, however, for the present,
produce no good cffect. und might irntate, 1
refeain from their recual.  We prefer spreahing
oug case before Him who will in due time delwer
those who cry to Him agamst the oppressor.

w A considesable number of Jewssh prosclytes
reade at xll times in Hamburg, and conuccts
themseives with our mission-church.  We feel
10 be as much our duty to watch over and instruct
them after baptism as before. Wo have been
ablo to find work and Christian socicty for some
prosclytes who cznie o stop for a e, and for
others we have not been so successful  Qne
widow, who had been baptized upwards of thisty
years, has lately been admitied as a communi-
cant, and scems to have fairly entered on the
narow road.”

CONSTANTINOTLE.

Jamin and Schaufller are employed in prepanng
and pubdislang books; abent a shird of Mr.
Dwight's tnais taken vpan the same depan-
ment; Mr. Goodell is almost whally aceupicd
in tho revision of the Bible in Armenn-Turkish
for a new cdion 3 Mr. Van Lenucp has given a
farge share of s time for several monthe to the
rovigion of the Paalm and Hymn Bosk in Ar-
meman, aud 1o the preparation of a haok of
muue adapicd to ity Mr. Riges has brought a
Geeck Bymn Baok, and assisted m the Anne-
man, amd is now pcporng a Churel Members®
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Manual.  Messre, Humlin and Rigus have their
priacipal sphere of labor in connection with the
setmnary, sd Mr. Everent superintends the fo-
male boarding school, the book depot and the
depantment of colportayge, employing regularly
twolva calporters i the enty, and in the villages
and cities around,

At the same ume, each missionary has his
stated weekly service or services,* there being
an average of mme sennous zad twa  thirds,
preached every week n the native laoguages.”
There are aleo three weckly prayee meetings,
four eatechetical eacreizes, four eapositous and
ono doctrinal leeture every week, besides Eug-
hish and German preaching in Pora and Bebek
every Sabbath, and an Euglish expository service
in ench of these plices and in Hass.Keny, on a
week-day evennag. Nme or ten hours in the
aggregate are speat weekly i vissting the fami-
lics of the native brethren and friendly Arnmeni-
ans, besides what is gaven to visitors.

The average attendance at cach of tho five
places of worship for tho Armenians, is not far
from fiity. A change from Annenian to Turkish,
made by Mr. Goodelf in the furenoon service at
Koomkapoo, which had been thinly attended,
resulted in an increase to upwards of fifty, most
of whom are new comers.  An adult Bible class
1 tho same langmage, conducted by brethren of
the church, and having from twenty-five to inty
attendants, promises to be very useful.  Mr.
Goodell 1s always present to make remarks at
tho closs. ‘The congremation at Hass-keny is
large and interesung ; Sabbath afternoons tho
place 18 crowded. At tho ‘Thursday evening
lecture, Armenians not connecied with the Pro-
testant commus 1y are usually presient, and some-
tunes from the frsat families 1 the place. Much
discussion  of rehgous truth has prevailed,—
especially among this class, and tho evangelical
system has eamed the mtelleets if not the hearts
of many individuals.  The Patriarch, in view of
this, has issucd the most siringent orders for his
peopls not 10 have any intcrconrse with the
Protestants, a measure which has given great
offenco 10 somo leadung en of the vilage, and
which can hardly fail of promoting tho cause
of tuth. The theological students have been
’conducximx the service in Samatia in wra, and

apparently wath profit.  “I'ho average attendauco
on preaching in Greek wm Pora, by Messrs.
+ Benjamin and Constantimdes, has been about
cighteen.  Mz. lagys also preaches in Greek to
tho pupils of the seminary and a few others,
! Twelve new members, five of them Greeks,
have been recewed into the churches in the ety
t during the vear; the her of ans
in these 1wo churehes is one hundred and nwenty -
onc.  Twenty males, several of them wath fanu-
t1es, have joined the Protestant communaty at the
capital.

ARABKIR.

Mr. Clark arrived in Arabkir, with Lisfamily,
tho first of October, 1853. Shortly after, and
whon he hed studied the lauguage only six
months, ke commencod a service in a private
house, with the assistance of Lis teschor. ~ Eight
or teu were only prosent. A room, which was
fitted up for a place of worship, was opencd De-
comber 18, with a congrogation of thirty-tw.
In a mouth this number doubled, and the place
baving becomo 100 strait, a larger room was with
some difliculty oltained ; 2ad now tho hearcrs
have inéronsed to more than one huadred, which
filis tho place, the largest that ean be obtained.
[t in alic general fecling that 2 place of meeting
in needed that will accomodaty threo hundred.
A servico in held during the week, besides the
twoon the Sabbath. A school with twenty pu-
pils has been commenced. Aa earnest desire for
instruction_cxists among many lads and youag
mmen whe, from their age, are obliged to work for
their daily bread. <« Many have come to me,”
aays Mr. Clark, “ with tears in their cyes, and
oxpressod an carnest desire 1o attend school.”
Oue young mau beloagiag 10 a very intelligont
cluss afier having pursied a kind of preparatory
courso in Mr. Clark's fawily for threo or four
months, is now laboring as a colponter in Khar-
poot and vicinity.  Another who has been a
pricst, is giviug aucntion 1o the doctrines of the
gospel, that e may enter on active Jahors in
book-distribution and preaching in the ueighbor-
ing villages,  He is 2 man of a lovely spin1, aud
his heart yearns for the salvation of the people.
Ue has alecady preached sume execllent sermons
in the place of worship.

The preliminary measures have beci taken
for the organizativn of & commnity, in which
every desitable aid has boen reccived from the
Turkish authoritics.  Iindeed such fins boeu the
counse pursued by the Pasha amd vihers under
hit, that Mr. Clark saye: * Many a time have
we buen affocied 10 tears in thinking of the good
hand of God that has so wonderiully provaded
for our penconal commlort and protection, as well
us for the succens of the cause of our Jdear Re-
deemer.”  More thau three-lourthe of tho Arme-
nians of the cuy, it is believed, are culighticned
in respect tu the oerurs of their church, andd yet
they clingtothem. * There is a Rrange mistaie
of iutelligence, in wee and waterity of
opinien, with au inconsistcat @ractice.” I'ro-
grese, however, has becn very napid. A year
ave Pitentant books could not bo circuiated.
Not a Lible or a Testament from the Protestant
press would boread. Lut now very many Cop-
ics of the Biblo have leen sold, even to Jeading
Anacnians ol tho old chwrch, and tho domand
. continues.  Tracts are =eaticred through the
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wholo city, und not a day passes without a eall
for them and other books, Prominent men in
the Anneman eherch e wakmg effons in van-
oug ways s behalf of tha trah. Some of great
influcnce are advismy their triends to join the
Protestams saying, ¢ We will wata little.  Now
wo have aceess to all. Weo will pepuade as
Innny ay porsible, and then bring up the resr.’
This clasy often visit tho missionary, but never
como 1o the public eervices.  “1hey appear
deeply suterested in tho work.,

CHINA—AXOY.

By the urgent jmportunity of Chieng-Choan,
ono of our native Clinstinns, who delights n a
tour for preaching, Mr. Buras was induced to
sturd with hiw and another brother, ‘Iek-Choan,
on such a tour.  “They left this pluce on the 9th
of Javvary. ‘Their only delinito plan was, 10 go
with the zospol to some romon  where it iad not
been heard.  They went, by buat, to x market
towa on the mnin land xbout fifteen mites distant,
culled Béh-chtisia, (White water fort,) which is
& commogeial centro for an extensive region full
of agriculiural villages. Hero they intended 10
begin work, expectivz afier  fow duys at longest,
to go forward, making known ihe gospe] e
age as they might have opporjunity, aund Just
whero the Master might provide tizly lead them.
But for two'months continously the brethron were
hut up 13 this onc place und the nearest villages,
in holding forth duy and unight the word of life.
Alniost at the very first declaration of she teuth,
some porsons wero interested and became earnest
inquirers. From that time 10 the present, the
work has been  gradually gaining in import-
ance.  Mr. Burns has rented a small building,
the upper floor for Lis dwelling, while the lower
is 2 preaching place, ‘This is visited by many
persons vho como in on markeg duva from «il
the sunreunding region, tor the purposes of trade.
There are wwelve such days in each month, Pub-
lic worsliip is held on tho Salbat and? every
evening, and is attended by govdly number of
apparently interested listeners. Of a fow, hope
is indulged that they have really pussed from
death unto life.  Numbers have renounced their
idols. Some have burnt and destroyed thicm.—
Others have given them to tho brethren 1o he
thus dealt with. Two of our native brethren aro
constantly ¢mployed in coundetion with M.
Burne,

In March, AlIr. Burus and two brothren made
2 tour of some weeks fursher in the interior,
visiting some “places 10 which they had becn
catnestly invited by persons whoe had visited

them at Péhi-chi-ia.  While they were absent,

twa other native brethren comtinzed the labors
at the first place. At this time i1 was my pri-
vilege 10 make ashort vixitthere. 1 foung such
un awzkened interest and pirit of iuGuiry as [
had never before met with among Chinese. Jt
Sid scem as if the Jloly Spirit was at work.—
The most matked cases are of young men of
somna cducation, and endowed with considetatle
zeal and cuergy. These are very active in cffons
to awaken the attention of oiliers.  From the
fint thers kave been O[PISeIs 1o tiie wmovement,
and recently thero has been manilested a dispo-
sition o annoy and distuzh the public worship,
There are ﬁ_xm idolaters there, and the £piris of
persecution is not wanting,

Mr. Burns thinks the timo is neas, when it
will o an incumbent duty 10 gather those who
give uvidences of regenceration into the chwrch.—
One of these has already been with uy at Amoy,
amd was examined as 1o lis Christian cxperi-
enco and knowledze. Never, in 2auy instance,
hiave wo met with a caso among the Chincee in-
dicating moro cieasly tho work of the Holv
Spirit uphon the heart, He was not however thea
vectived 1o church followahip, it Ining though:
more pradent that thore shoald boe some delay,

For the adminisieation of the ordinances and
the pastoral oversight of the disciples tlove, NIt

Burns looks 10 us during the whoio courso of his
manistey 5 he hay ever zeted as gn evangelis,
and is unwaliing 1o do otherwise. It is this
teature of the case, and the intimate conneetion
of our natwe brethren with the work, which
brings us, as & mission, into so cloke & selation
with this wonderul vistation of God's merey —
With our hearnts ar d hands {ul] as they are hieyo
in Amoy, we gearcoly know what we aro to do.
Although those converts might ba gathered into
the church heropeshaps, yet for their awn spiri-
tual intercst and usefulness, the proper place is
doubtless their native town.  1n this case, pas-
toral ovenvight will be needful.  This would be
exercired by My, Buras so lung 38 he remnsing in
the place.  But his desire and purpose ato not
to be tied down 10 any locality longer than ho
fecle ho has evidence of 4 special eall. While
this is the case, the most we could do would Lo
only un occusionul short visit. “The burden of the
work waould devolve of necessity on native

HOME MISSIONS OF THE PRESBYTE-
RIAN CHURCH IN IRELAND—BIRR.

The year that has just closed has taken Dr.
Carlile from the Bisr Missson. Last sunual re-
port, after recording the death of his beloved
partner, noticed that he was himsclf obliged, by
his sinking health, to leavo Parsonstown for a
®eason. Itsoon became apparent that his sep-
sration front the active conduct of the niiesioa
was final, and in September Jast he formally
tesigned itv charge. ‘The work at Birr continged
10 engage his sympathies, and frequently 10 e~
ploy his pen, until, on the 31st March, afier an
illuess so gradual as 1o Jeave him busy at his
Master's work alnost 10 the last hoar, the la-
mented supetintendeat of the mission fell asleep.
. It illustraies the care with which ihe Lord
provides for the carrying on of Hie work, that
: the mninisters who folluwed the remains of Dr.
Carlile 10 their chosen resting-place amongst his
tlock at Bitr, should immediatoly afierwards unite
in solcumly setting apurt & successor 1o him in
the Jahours and responsibilities of 2 mission-field.
This providence hasa voice. It reminds us that
our pravess and efforts cught not1o be intermit-
ted, and it promises that Cod'’s continued blcse-
ing will not be waniing,

“Ifiey continug to have a very wide
access to Romamst funilics, the respeet in which
they aro held, on account of their pradence and
consistency, secaring them & welcome and a
hearing when other mades of approach ure inef-
fectual. Great efiprts were this year mude, and
from time to time renewed 1o prevent the access ot
the Scripture-readers to the houzes of Romanists,
Imperious demands for their immodiate expulsion
issued from the altar; parties who received their
visits, orin any way countenaneed the wission,
were denounced by name, and Roman Catholie
employers were required to withdraw heir work
from all who should prove rehellious. In many
instances these convulsive efforta to regain lost
ground awakenced to :un unusual degree the oppo-
sition of the ignorant aad prejudicod, yet thenum-
ber of farities sglusing the visits of the readers
has not been sensibly increased. On the con.
trary, there is very evidently un advance in the
dearee in which contraversial questions are en-
tertained. Insomecases the readers have report-
that they were asked by persans not previously
visited by them to enter their houses, when
lonx and interesting conversations have been held,
in which ditiiculties were freely stated, and their
solution cagerly canvassed. There is, ton, 2
rendiness to listen 1o conversational discuscions,
showing an intereat in the questions at issne,
aruch more georal and earnest shun was ever
previnusly ohaerved.

He is repeatedly asked for the Douay Scriptures
by thosze who s ave already parchased the author-
ized version, ev.leatly for the purpose of compar-
ing the transtaticns.  Reference Bibles alwo aze
in great demand. *

Qur colporteur has visited, dging the year, in
about one thousand places including police and
soldicrs’ basracks. e is an cnterprising and
intellizent salesman, and traverees a great extent
of country.  Though often threatened, he has
hithesto been preserved from violence.

Thus our God s carried 1lis canse through
the clianmes of wnother yesr, to the praise of Uis
unfailing carc.

EXTRAGRINDINARY SUCCESS OF MIS.
SIONARY OPERATIONS IN NEW
ZUALAND.

Tic triumphs of the gospel in New Zealand
ate amony the most remarkable of mederntimes.

*Tirc following oxirarts frvan one of our Loudon

papers, condains a corroct and a very interesting
narrative of tho progress of the mission:

By the abounding grace and compission of
our God, the people of New Zoaland have been
almost entirely convested 1o Christinnity. Of
tae emtire population, tho late Governor estimates
that there may not bo more than 2 thousuand pro-
fessedly hemhen natives remaining.  From being
ano of the most ferocious, warlike, and révenge-
ful of the heathen tribes, they have been changed
into a quiet, ndusirious, friendly, and even de-
vout people.

I'he useful arts of life—agriculture and com-
merce—have made considerable progress among
them s and property, oneo valued by tho measuro
of a few hateliets has beeame as well understood,
and as capable of rpady convorsivn, as in many
countries whose civilization dates from a remoto
period.

Aud these marvellons changos in the character
and condition of this nation have been wronsht
within tho period of a single gencration. Tho
firat convert to Christianity was baptized in the
year 1825, The translation of the Holy Serip-
turo was commenced in 1828. A printingspress
and water-mill were introducted in 1830, ‘Theso
chinges havo been accomplished by agencien
employed by England, under tho guiding hand
of its heavenly Fathdt; and*¢ first and foremost”
among those agencies, according to the testimony
of the late Governor of the Island, and of Bishop
Selwyn, is thuat of tho Chorch Missionary Soci-
oty. -

As further resalts of this mighty work, the is-
Inndsof New Zoalaud, which no forrigaer could
onase approach in safity, have become, according
to the_rematk of Sir Georgo Grey, by the benign
influence of christian missiouaries, withowut the
aid of arms, or any other of the vsual means
tw which all barbarous countries have lecn
acquired, a valuablo depondency of Great Bri-
tian.

< Christianity,” said Gavernor Holson, in the
year 1840, « has readered New Zoaland & safe
residence for Europeans, which it was not for-
mer!z'. and it will cre long be peopled by white
men,

That prediction has- been werified.  The
Europcan settiements are already dividod inte
six distinet provinces, inhabited iy a population
of 35600 souls, and comprising numerous de-
tatched farms and factories, for various purposes
of commerce, where Europonns dwell in satety,
without protection, surrounded by an athletic
race, their corpetitors in the pursait of wealth—
gn!cc an irascible, revengeful nation of canni-

s,

‘The conversion of the natives to Christianity
boing uow almost whoily accomplished, the timo
has arrived when the transition from a mission-
ary 1o a peninancat ccclesiastical state must
commence.—Iresbyterien.

PROGRESS OF THFE GOSPEL IN
FRANGE.

From tha letter of a special correspondont
pailished in the Augast Number of the News of
the Churches, we tcjoico 10 learn that notwith-
standiug many vexaticus acts of annoyance on
tho part of ofiicials, cvangelical religion con-
tinues to make progresy in Prance.  The corres-
pondent to whose letter we refer says—

Progress hears foll propurtion to opportwnity,
—rogreeg, not suisy and sudde, but silent and
steady fike the sumner-tide.  Within the last
fow vears whole villages have renounced Popery.
In Auvergné a numirer of Eanglish miners from
Gurnwall have of laze been engaped (o comdneta
profizable mining unterprise.  They belonged, for
themost pare, to the Weslevan church, and intho
cxercize of that missivpary spitit, for which the
deavmination 1o which they Belong has from the
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beginnin, .en distinguished, thesa Clristian
hiners soon began to converse with their French
fellow-labourers about 1hie gospel.  “I'he conse-
quence has been that forty fanulies have bidden
farewell. to Romanism, and the whole mining
village 18 enjoyinge at thes hour a revival from
heaven. I myselfhave remarked that congrega-
tions which I saw ouly five yeass sinee, havo
within that short period considerably more than
doubled their numbers.

I have been dolighted 1o find one feature of a
reviving relizgion noticeable in ather countries he-
ginning to dieplay itself in this country ; 1refer
to the promotion of youny men's Christian nsso-
ciations. ‘There are alreddy twenty-five of these
seattered over France, and maintaining aregular
corrcepondenco with each other.  They are in-
creasimg every womth, and pronuse to b pro-
ductive of incaleulable benefit. The Sabbathe
school syatem isaleo beginning to be appreeiated.
Thirty-two yeurs ago the first Sabbatheschool 1
Paris was opened by Mr. Frederick Monud; not
long since bis cloquent brother Adolphe nddressed
4000 Sabbath-schoal children in the Oratoire;
aud, indeed, one of the numerous band of minise
ters connected with the Oratoire—Mentandon—
has his cntire timo occupied with the care of the
young.

In the-impontant French city from which I
now write, we have a remarkablo instance of
the steady progeess of the gospel.  ‘There are
about 9000 Germans iv Lyons.  An evangelical
minister has lately been obtained to Jabour
among them.  He Legan with eight hearers ; he
has now 200 in regular atteudanco on his nunis-
ury.  Liut tho labours of Mr. T'ysch are the most
vemarkable. Ho is abous to huild 2 new church
that will accommodate 1000 or 19200 persons ; his
present place of worship having become incan-
veuiently small, though it so happens that archi-
tectural improvements have been deereed by tho
anthaorities that require it to be pulled down.
Around this place of worship, ata greater or less
distange, thoto aro eight wissionary chapels,
which aro the ceatre of evangelistic eflorts for
the districts -in which they respectively stand.
Along with two heloved Christian friends from
Scotland, I vsited one of theso Jast aight, with
the view of witnessing 2 work-evening service;
wo were conducted into a back court, then up
lofty stairs and alung winding passagos, when of'a

» 10 our agreeable surasise, there opencd
helore us & Iarge hall, very plain, but clean, and
well lghied with oil-lamips, and with a neat
little pulpit at the extrenmty.  Tho hall was ex-
collently filled with working mcea in  blonees,
soldiere, women tastefully bnt humbly dressed,
perbaps amonnting in all 10 seventy. ‘Themeet-
iug not many months since began with four per.
sons, and Feamed that with one cxception, all
of them had not long before heen Romanisis,
Afier the usual serviecs were ended, T addecssed
the peopie for nearly twemty minutes in Fnglish,
Mr. T'vsch interpreting, and never, T am sure,
did I speak 1o -a snore artentive Meople.  Afier
the beantiful French hyun had been suag, with
that pathoswhich is o characteristic of Protestant
worship in France, many of ihe people cawe up,
andiakingmowarmly by the hand, thanked me for
what I had spoken,  1iked 10 be thus received
by the songh soldicr and bloused ourrier.

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STATE OF THE CHURCI IN HOLLAND.

The following extract from a letter in the
News of the Clhurches, w.li no doubt, tend 1o
to awaken a prayerful interest in the present
position and future pro-p.ets of the once famous
church in d{olland :—

The rationalist party 1= cvidently inerensing in
courage and bolduess iy it progresses, Alrealy
has the Provaen! Synad of North Hollasd o
moved alf the ancient fandmarks, and virtually
proclaimed that there existsno test orstandard by
which to prove the orthodoxy of candidates tor
the holy ministry.  Whilst this leaves the de-
cision in every ease in the hands of the candidage
himeelf, provision is made in the newly-proposed
formula, which has been stuned provious to onli-
nation, for andvancing one step furtiier, and thas
completing the cirele of defection from the fazh
anee held so dear and maumained so steadfastly
by the chreh of Holland,  As stated in my last,
it vests the power taken from the confessions in
the church counts,  Whilst professing to give
unlinuted freedom from the tyranny of law, it
covertly hands over the aspirant for oflice 1o the
tender mercies of a judea who is bound Ly nao.
thiag hut his own snspirations of truth and duty.
Should this propesal be adopted, and there js
every likelhood that it will, unless events inter-
fere, the fmpossibility of exciuding unfanhful
ministers will be followed by tha possibility of
excludiag taithitul ones.  “The power taken fiom
the dead confe-sion, heing transforred to the living
Syned, would undoubtedly i used by that body,
as &t present cunstituted, first 10 protect error,
then to discourage trath, and ultimately to cast it
out.

ilitherto, it must be confessed, the policy of the
ratoualists has triumphed. It has been bold,
unserupulous, and daring.  Whilst damaging
iteelf, no doubt, by wauading the sensibilities of
some, it_posses<es, on the other hand, the force
derived from naity of object, and uity of mind

interaally among those who prosecuteit. It is
the policy of men who know what they wish, and

avaw it openly.  Its bolduess is in fact both i1s
weakuess and its strongth,—its weakness, hy
shocking and alienating these wha sympathise
indeed with its principle, but shrink from acerpts
iuge its fruits ; and its strenzh, in giving concen-
tration and unity to those who age neither scared
by a full inward concivdsuess, or hy 2 full public
avowal both of its principle and jis fruis,
Whether its weahness or strengih shall prove e
predominating clement depends of course on the
yet unknown and unspoken mind of the commu-
nity. It evidemly, however, bears the charace
ter of apoiiey which i cither hastening ou 10
victory, or preparing for a sigwal and uncexpected
overthrow,

Twisht I could say that the cvangelical or orthoe
dox pariy presented the same united front and
uncompromising  attitude as thejr opponcits,
But itisnatso. The wo principles of cure, the
medical and the judicial, of which 1 spokacin a
fonner leiter, remnnin as yot unreconciled, and the
two parties representing them remain at thesame
disiance from cach other.as befure., The kanmno-
nious union of these twa principles and these 1wo
paruies might, hmmaniy sneaking, offect the sale
vation of the Chiurch of Holland. Bt notwithe
standing all that fine boen spoken and wsitten on
cither side, I cannot see that an appreach 1o res
conciliation has yet been maade, It is nue that
theseswhoadvocxte the medicalnicthod and expeet

cliveraner from the unfaithfl preaciing of the
gospel by cach in his own sphiere, donot PMopose
thatihe confessions shonld he set axide and all
discipline abolished.  Nos have those who take
the opposite side the couragee 1o maintain that the
confertinn should be nscd as 2 striet code of Jaw
on which 0 judga and cast ont a)) whoe differ
from it in swbordinate dovirines, Bat then, if
slighter deviations are yenmitied, who is 1o adju-

dicate on the more and less wliich is 1o form the
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basis of such opposite conclusions vs the rejection
or admission ofa minister? It seems to me if
tlie two parties, instead of dweliing on the great
benefiis and blessings to be derived from tho ap-
, plication of their respective prineiples, would ad-
i thess thetasolves suuply 1o the resolution of tho
above problem, and show low they covld b
! praciicaily hasmonized, they would take 2 wmighty
b step in advanes towatds the attainment of their
common objeet. As it is, however, they stand
i aloot fram each other~at least any attempied ad-
+ vinees on the side of the party of diseipline, have

" contrasied principtes, which are botl founded on
truth, and the only difficully lving 1n their joint
aud harmonious application. ‘Fhe mvariable ans-
wer T ot rom both sides was, that such a fusion
wasimpossible. 1 bedieve that some obstacles ex-
ist in the position and antecedents of the partics
themselves, but Lennnot but think il the principles
- they represent were reconeiled, the parties would
| dissolve and melt into one, whilst the history of
: their feparate existence would be speedily fur-
gotten,

The case as it now smands presents a problem
of areat interest 10 Cliristendon in general ; and
whasoever shouhl be found abile to provide for jt
a4 satisfaciory solution, founded on broad princi-
ples of universal application, would confer agreat
benefit not only on the Church of Holland, but en
the church at large dircughont the world. 1ow,
for exumiple. diseipline is 10 lic restored to 2 cone
gregation falien away in whole or in part from
the faith aud practice of the gospel, 3o as neither
to give ground for the charge of.unfaithiulness
on the one hand, nor of uscless sevetity on the
other. “The process has been olten gone through
practically, with success, under judicisus guid-
unce.  But what sre the minciples an which it
ought 1o be conducted 1 Preaching, aud at least
iucipient disapline, are both neeessary ;3 the cre-
ative power of Jove,and the repressiag hand of jus.
tice, must bath come into play.  But where isthe
point of junction?  On what reflective principle
Hacs an instruetive sound sense combing them ?
Time may furnish the suswer, and perhape,
throuzh the Church of 1oland, to the other
churclics.

CRANMER.

The followinzg moming was dark and clicere
lesx, and the rmin fell heavily.,  Grammer's
timiec was come, and he was jod forth to St.

«the Primate of all England passed through the
streets on his way 1o that xpot where his 1wo hee
loved friends, Ridley and Latimier, had boeen
burnt as marnyrs to the fith a0t many menths
hefore.

But firet, pro¥ably according 10 the aTanges
ment of shat morning, 10 sheler his peisceuters
fromlic ines- meney of the weathier, the sermon
was to be preached, and hisexpected recantation
1o be made i 1. Mary’s Circh. Notwihrtand-
ing the meantess of his apparcl. the mild gravay
of that sorrowful conntenance, and the long
white heard of the venerahie Archhishop, touched
e licane of the spectators with sincere com-
miscration, as hoe wa< Jod 1o a lofiy plasform
which had heen raiscd wpposite the palpit, thay
e might be xoen by cvery one.  There hie knely

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prayer, while the tears foll fast from his eyos.—
Dr. Colo preached tho serinon, and spoke of thoe
yrisoner us the chiof leader in that horesy which
Tiad infocted the religion of the wholo country,—
But we cannot dwell on the serton, and the false
and enitol accusations it contained, and the leart-
leas address to the victim of that wicked and
savage creed which is typified in Seripture as an

abandoned woman, drunken with the blood of

the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of
Jesus, During the winle of that acrmon, Cran-
wmer stood the very imago of sorrow, tho oars
streaming down his vencrable face; bt hostood
inmeck and paticnt quictness, anly at the times
he raisced his eyes towards Heaven, then, as if
avercomo hy shame, fixed them on tha ground.
When the preacher ealled upon the congregation
to pray for the prisoner, every one knelt down
and prayed for-him, even as they had ail wept
with him when they saw him weeping.

Cranmer knelt down with them and prayed
in silence. When he roee up from lns knees,
alter thanking the peopla for their pravers, he
aaid, « I will now pray for myself, as 1 could best
choose for my own comfort, and say the prayer
word for word as I have written it’  When that
aflecting prayer was ended, he kaelt down again
and repeated the Lord's Prayer, and the people
keeling with him and uniting their voices with
his in that solemn prayer.  And now all listened
inbreathiess attention to the address, which they
had boen anxiously waiting to hear. ¢ Every
man, good people, he began by saying, < at the
time of his death, is desirous of giving some
good exhortation, that others may remember it
after he is gono, and be the hetter therchy. So
I heseech God to grant mo grace, thatl may
speak somcthing at this my departing, whereby
God may be glorified and vou edified 3° for some
time he continued to spoak, hut siill the public
recantation, which the Romanists expected to
tioar from his lips, had not heen spoken. He
had earefully and wisely reserved for the close
ot his address tho recantation, not of that pure
scriptural faith, which he had so Jong held, and
»0 long Iaboured 1o advance and to preach, hut
the full, plain, and explicit renunciation of that
recantation which ho had written and xigned :
and he added, ¢ forasmuch as my hand offended
in weiting contrary to my heart, therefore my
hand shall first ho ponished ; for if [ may come
tee the fice it shail first be burned 3 and as for the
Pope, I refanc him as Christ’s encmy and Anti-
chrint, with all his false doctrine.’

Wo may oasily picture to onrsclvee the
general cffect produced by these words, on that
large and mixed assenbly 5 tho brief panse of
maute astonishment, the mnermnred expression of
satsfaction and thankfulness in some, and the
foud and *avage taunts and reproaches of thoese
~vho wero now utterly disconcerted and batiled.
At the very climax of their saceess, as they
thonght, their triumph had =uddenly received its
death-blow. In auswer to the anary reproaches
of Lord Williams, who, witlh scvesal other
persans of note, had attended by order of the
Queen, o preside at the oxecution, Cranmer said,
< Alas! my Lord, [ have been a man that all wy
life luved plainness, and never disecntal till now
against the trath, which I un most sorry for, and
I eannot better play the Christinn man than by
apeaking thetrath,as Luow do. 1say, thesefore,
that 1 bhelieve enncerning the sacrameny, as |
have taucht in wny baok againat the Jate Bishap
of Winchester,”  Tha violent clamour of the
RNomigh party was Eere antrageans, and Craamer
weas hurricd away o the spot where he was o
die. Ashe went along e was assailed unceas.
ingly by tho bitter tauns and tho insnlting remon-
stranees of tho Romish pricsts, especially of Do
Viila Garcia.  Put nmhing could dictarh or
trouble him now. Hix agony of gtrief was at an
end; calmly and cven chectfully ha gazed
areund him, with leoks of kindnces on hic mild
exprescivo canntentnce; calaly and with un.
skiinking foeritude he cadured hio dreadiul
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flames, Truo to his word, e held his right
haud over the raging fire; thero he steadily kept
it, except wheg onee, fur a moment, he raised
it to wipe his face. Hhs left hand was constantly
pointed upwards, and his eves rused towards
Hoaven, while he eried, ¢ Lord Jesus, receive my
spirt. At times, indeed, he fixed them on his
burning right hand, exelaiming,+ Ob this un-
worthy hand!*  ‘f'hus he stowl motionless, en«
abled, doubtless, by divine atrenuth, 1o nusier
the strong agonies of badily pain, and to possess
that woenderfu} power of self-command which ho
manifested to she end.  ‘The fire burnt rapidly
and firiously, and his happy spitit was soon set
free from its mortal prisen-house. His heart was
found afterwards among the aches unconsumed.”
—Tuylor'a Meyovialz of English Martyrs.

INFLUENCE OF MOTHERS.

We are accustomed to speak of tho achieve-
ments of such men as Bacon, Hall, Newton,
Dwight, Edwards, and a host of like renown,
withont duly.appreciating the world's indebted-
ness to their gifted and faithful mothers.  ‘That
maternal influence had much to do in preparing
them for spheres of extensivo uscfulness, is
cvident from such facts as the followine

Bishop Hall acknowledged maternal sgency
in the formation of his own character, and on
one occasion wraie of his mother, « low often
have I hlessed the memory of those divine pass-
ages of experimenmal divinity which I havo
heard frony her inowth! What day did sho pass
without = larzo task of private devotion, whence
she would still come forth with a countenance of
undissembled mortification?  Never any lips
have read to me such fecling lectures of piety,
ncither have | known any soul that moero accu-
rately practiced them than her own.”

John Quiney Adams once paid the following
tribute to his mother :—*Jt is duc 10 pravitude
and nature that I should acknowledgo and avow
that, such as [ have been, whatever it is, and
such as I hape 1o be in all futurity, must be as-
cribed, under Providence, to the precepts and
examplo of my mother.”

The following very interesting testimony of the
Rev. Richard Knill is quoted at length:—¢ [
have a vivid recollection of the efiect of mater-
nal influence. My hanoured mother wasa reli-
gious woman, and she watched over and instruc-
1ed me as pious mothers nre accustomed to do.
Alas! [ often furgot her admonitions ; bt inmy
most thoughtleas days I never lost the impres-
ston which Lier holy example hias made on my
mind. After spending a large portion of my life
in forcinn lands, [ returned again to visit my
native village.  Both my parents died while [
was in Russia, and their house is now occupied
by my brother, The furniture semaing just the
rame as when T wasa boy 3 and at night T was
accommodated with the samo bed on which 1
had often slept before. but ny busy thoughts
would not let me sleep. 1 was thinking how
Goid had fed e through the journey of life. At
Tast the light of the morning darted through the
linle window, and then wy cve caught a sight
of the gpot whero my gained mother, forty years
hefore, twok mo by the hand and said, * Comne, my
dear, kneel down with me, and I will g to pray-
ot ‘This completely overcame me. T seomed
10 hear the very tones of her voice; 1 recollec-
teid some of her expressione; and T harst into
tears, and arore from my bed and fell upon my
Kuecex just on the apot where my mother kneeled,
and thanked God that 1 bad once a praving
monther.  Anid, O! # every parent could! feel
what 1 felt thien, 1 am sure they would pray with
their children, as well as pray for them.”

Lqually to thepaint and weoching is the fol.
lowing incidens in tha 1ife of Dz, Todd, as rela.
ted by himself,  His marther was deprived of her
waron when ic was » ¢luld s and reiersing to
this ho says :—* 1 canu recoilret that when 2
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child T waa standing at tho open window, at the
close of alovely summer's day.  The large, red
sun was ust vinking away behind the western
hills ; the sky was zold and purple commingled,
the winds were sleeping, and a soft, solemn still-
ness seomed to hang over the carth. I was
watching the sun as he sent his yellow raya
throngh the trees, and felt a kind of awe, though
1 knew not wherefore.  Just then my mother
cameto me, Sho was raving with frenzy 3 for
reason hiad long since teft its throne, and her a
vietim of madness.  She came up 10 me wild
with insanity. I pointed to the glotious sun in
the west, and in a moment alie was calm. She
1ok my little handa acithin hers and 10ld me
that ¢ the great God made the sun, the stars, the
world—cverything ; that he it waswho made her
listle boy, and gave him an immeonal spirit 3 that
vonder sun, and thoe green ficlds, and the world
iteelf will ono day be burned up; but that the ,
spirit of her child will then be alive, for ho must
live when heaven and earth are gone ; that he
must pray to the great God, and luve him,
and gerve him for ever’ Sho let go my hands
—madnest  returned—sho hurried away,
stood with my eves filled with tears, and my
littte hotom heaving with cmnotions which 1
could not have described ; but T can never forget
the impressions which that conversation of my
poor mother left upon me. 0! what a blessing
it would have heen, had the inscrutable provi-
dence of God given me a mother who would
have repeated thesa instructions, accompanicd by
her prayers, through all the days of my child-
liood ! But, ¢ cven so Father; for so it scemeth
good in thy sight'”

Bat suppose he should study it with a view to
shapo the method of his hushandry by t? It
may then become an intercsting and profitable
subject of investigation.

There is, for cxample, 2 strong natural pas.
sion in onc of his class for adventure and hold
cnierprise.  Suppose we contrive to set heforo
him the real greatness and glory of a struggle for
tngh and right.  Thero in real heroisn in this
** good fight of faith.”  Thera is stirving adven-
ture in the path of him who “counts all hings
Lut loss for the excellency of the knowledge of
Christ Jesus our Lord.”  No tracr beavery was
ever seen or sunge than that of apostles xnd mar-
1518, No merebrilliant victory was ever achievod
than that af the man who tules hisown spin.
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Supposo, on tha oilier hand, a meck and quiot
spirit is indicated as tho natural growth of the
soil,—and there ara such spirits which, even be-
fore the work of regeneration, seom to have
*“less of earth in them than heaven” It may
nat be needful to stimulate such a goil to securo
a mora rank vegetation, but it mny bo quite im-
portant to eucourage tho growth of active and
encrgetic virtues, which ara quite consistent with
that ancckness and gentencss, which might
otherwiso degencrate unto indolence and pusil
lanimity,

There may he indications of a bad and in-
tractable soil, in wluch to attemipt to sow good
seod scems alinost a wasto of titne, Perhaps a
peculiar implement is needod to grub up the
fallow-greund, and the wise hushandman will
not spare time or pains till he finds or makes it,
and by its skilful use, prepares the ground for
casting in tho zced.  An extra hour of instruc-
tion, orreproof, or adinonition 3 a timely visit,
or other exhibition of human kindness or Chris-
tian lovo, may have a softening influence upon a
very hard heart and open furrows into which
the incorruptible sced may be cast with cvery
promise of germinating,

Wa could easily pursue theso analogics, bat a
thoughtful teacher can do it without help fram
un, and probahly much botter than with jt.— Ez-
change Luper.

SOLUTION OF D%(}'{;‘glNAL DIFFICUL-

A world of difficulty and of theological con-
troversy might bosaved, if the mind, instead of
employing itsclf upon particular pointe, could bo
conducted at onca to the the grand source of the
solution of allditficulties.  Many have diflicul-
ties about the doctrine of election 3 or the sover-

cignty of God : or the terms of reconciliation tov

God. Thoee difficaltics scem to inhere only in
the intellect; and it is natural 1o think that ver-
bal explanations may remove them. But, as
they reeult from tho blindness that isin the hearr,
the only eficctual way 10 remove them is to se-
cure the removal of that Mindnese. Thisremark
may havo illumtration inthe recorded experience
of Dr. Merla I Audigne, histerian of the Refor-
mation.  When a mudent in Germany, he was

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perplexed with doubts, and applied to an ol and

experienced teacher with 2 detail of tho diflienl-
ties of swhich ho wished a solution.  “Tho teacher
refuged 10 touch them, saying, « Wers I ta rid
you of there, others wonld come. There js o
shorter way of annihilating them.  Let Christ bo
really to you the Son of Clod, the Saviour. and
the Author of eternal life,and the light of Christ
will disperse your darkness, and the Spirit of
Christ will lead you into all truth”  ‘I'ho inqui-
rer 8ay8 i—

“1le had shown me the way, T saw it to be
right,  But it was hard to follow it, But afiers
wards, when studying the Epistla to the Ephe-
siane with two athers, wo came to that passaga
~ Now unto him that is able to do oxceeding
alundantly, nbove all that we ask or think, accor~
ding to tho power that worketh in us? &e 3 the
expression, ¢ exceeding abundantly, * he says fu]]
npon his epirit like a new revelation, They all
knelt in prayer, and their supplication, deep and
thrilling, penetrated the heavens, * When 1 arose
in the room.” he saye, 1 folt ax if my wings
were renewed liko the engles!  From that time,
I comprehended that my own svllogistng  and
cfforts were of no avail ; and that Clirist wasahlo
to do all by the power that warketh inus. The
hahiteal attitude of mny soul was to lie at the foot
of the cross.” The expericnce of D*Aubigne in
this caso ins been the experienco of thousands.

For tho salution of all our difficulties, Christ
offers himself through his spirit, as our effectual
teacher, wha shall lead us into all wruth, He
says: “Lam the way, the truth, and the life.’
He is the teacher of tho truth in that he is the life.
In giving us divine Jife, he opens a light upon the
soul which diepels its darknces. 1ia Spitit is
tho living soul of the whole system of Christian
truth.  Christianity is not simply a doctrine, or
a theory, or ahabit. Ttisa life ; and its doctrino
comes effectuaily to the mind, only as it ‘comes
along with thelife. And lifo comes only from
Christ's Spiritof life. It is the law of the Spirit
of life in Christ, that sets us free from the law of
sin and death. Lifo only ean producs jife, as it
is firo that kindles firc. ‘Iho transformation of
tho snul, and with it the true enlightening of the
mind, is by «tho pawer that warketh in us ™ Tho
soul that receives Christ, receives him as a sun,
throwing light over the new creation. The Spirit,
in now-creating the soul, fixes its aytention ypon
Christ, and sheds abroad the glory of Christ.—
He first preparen tho'heart for the discovery of
Christ, and then makes that discovery open upon
tho mind as & rising sun. The preparation con-
sists in convincing 1ho mind of ita sin and miscry.
After this eonviction comes the discovery of the
work of Christ in its trae glory.

The work, then, of solving difficultics of doc-
trine, is properly a work done upon the heart by
the Spirit of God. It does not fullow from this
that ministers should never attemt the solution
of doctrinal difficultics; but rather that they
should attempt it in & way to dircct the sinner 1o
the true saurce of all effectual reliefand satisfac-
tion in such perplexitics.—Pwritan Keccorder.
