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THE BLUNDERS OF THE BARINGS.

The recent hardly averted crisis in London financial
circles, and the fortunate tiding over of the difficulties
in which the Barings became entangled, are still agi-
tating the minds of business men on both sides of the
Atlantic, To people who are in any degree conver-
sant with the financial history of the Argentine Repub-
lic during the past 50 or 60 years, there is not much
matter for surprise in the recent developments. To so
low a value had paper money of the La Plate country
fallen atonetime, that it is said it tooka $10 bill to pur-
chase a water-melon ; and in retailing tea, the question
became whether it was preferable to weigh the paper-
money or the tea itself.

As wben things are at the worst they sometimes
mend, so the ien of ability in Argentina who came
to the -front from time to time, during the last 20 or
30 years, had.splendid oppdrtunities of proving what
stuff they were made of. Immigration was pouring
in from Southern Europe; improvements continued to
be made from time to time in the business and finances
of the country, interrupted occasioniilly by the revol-
utionary methods of settlement which the Gauchos, or
natives of the.,ountry, were quite as prone.to as any
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of their more northern fellow-continentals. This im-
proved state of affaira coupled with the glowing
accounts and wonderful possibilities of that great coun-
try, with its almost illimitable area of fertile lands-
second to none in the world-directed the attention of
many peoplein Great Britain te the great advantages
for investinent in that region. The great majority of
people were chary about seeking investments in a
country so far away, but steam and electricity are gra-
dually annihilating distance. When some two years
ago the conversion of Consols began in Great Britain,
reducing the rate of interest ou the national funds
from 3 to 21 per cent, people began te cast about .them
for some more profitable form of investment. Ex-
ploiters here saw their opportunity; and, as we are
often tempted into extravagance " by the cheapness
of it " so the English holders of Consols were tempted
by the offers of 8 per cent and more in Argentina, in
many instances heedless as to thenmethod of payment,
which in the case of the Cedulas or land-bonds (fully
described in our issue of 24th October last) was pay-
able in paper. Readers Of the JoURNAL oF COMMERCE
will remember that nearly three weeks before. the
crisis was precipitated in London, it was fully antici-
pated in thege columns. Indeed, the subject . had
begun te be whispered about in French and German
monetary circles during the month of September last,
when the editor took advantage of a trip through these
countries te discuss the question of finance generally
with bankers with whom he was brought in contaci
through his introductory " letter of credit."

Signs of the coming storm were noticeable enough
in the inner circles of the great metropolis during Sep
tember and October. They took the form chiefly o
ebarrassments among the Barings group of foreigu
investments; they had been the cause of occasiona
semi-panice in the London Stock Exchange, and o
more or1est ympathetic disturbances in the money
market. A feeling of apprehensi~n- was. gradually
becoming stronger in business circles and spreading
throughout the city. No one could suspect for
moment that the great house of the Barings was in
voived to rny trying extent or that thby had gon
beyond their depth. Great was the suirprise'therefore
when the truth began to leak. out that their invest
ments in Argentina and the securities held from tha
country, were. unrealizabIe and ,likely to result in
enormous losses; that the firm in fact had hung mil
lions around its neck and was likely to go under. I

is a fortunate circumstance in these days of closer com-
mercial relationship, that the disasters of historie times,
the famines and panics of former days, are likely to
lose a great part of their force, if they do notal together
disappear, through the better feeling and co-operation
which has-latterly prevailed among the nations. .This
applies also to financial affaira and was well exempli-
fied in the recent determination of the Government of
Great Britain, the Bank of England and other.large
Banking Houses, to come.to the rescue of the Barings
and prevent what might otherwise bave resulted in
wide spread disaster, not only in- London but through-
out thecivilized world. Had the Barings adhered to the
old maxims and principles which guided the founders
of the house, the rash investments in Argentina could
not have been possible. In this respect they showed
quite a contrast to the policy of the other great finan-
cial house, the Rothchilds, who for generation after
generation have strictly followed the lines laid down
for their guidance by the able founders and- builders
of that colossal fortune. It is on]y your you.ng financier
and banker who je possessed of orginal ideas in finance
and wlio ie deterrnined to xnake a spoon or epoil a
horn.

As an example. cf the financial fancy work in Ar-
gentina promoted by -British investuients, wve will
take that of the B3uenos Ayres \Vater Supply, and
Drainage Company, as described by W. J. Lawson in
the Forinightlyj Review, and which had been a dead
weight on its promoterseincetheir unsuccessful attempt
to float it some two years ago. And bore we May
remark parenthically that the yellow-fever epidemie,
which alnost decimated the population of that city in
1872, furnished the original idea for the promotion of
many of these fancy sobemes. 'The -'epidemie drove
the citizens to the neighboring country districts and led
to the ',boom" in suburban property which was 'e ventu-,
ally extended to the whole territory of the republie.
The Water Suplily and Drainage Company referred to,
le a ten rnilliôn sterling enterprise, the concession for
which was obtained by S. B3. Hale &Co., fromn the
Argentine Government.

IlThe concessionaires undertock to pay to the Governxnent
21,000,000 dollars in geld (£,20%,000), being the amnount it

*claimed te have expended on the water supply aud drainage
worka as they thon stood.- They further brnind themaelvea to
compleie the works, which involved a further expeniditure of
probably as much more, The National Government empowered

*thein to levy on every bouse using the sewers and water supply,
an average charge of six gold dollars per morith, or £14 8s. per
annuin. Frima facic, this was an exorbitant rate, but.that
mattered littie ta ihe (Preaident) Ceirnan Gang. They would
quite as readily have autborised a charge of twelve or even
twenty gold dollars per xnonth. But the six gold dollars per
month furnished a broad enough basis for a sPread-eagle pros-
pec tus. The suxu proposed to be asked froxu the Blritish public_

*not ail at once, but by instalments-was, as already stated,
f £I0,00000 Bterling. One half of it was ta be taken in shares

-2,00,000 sterling Ordinary, and £3,000,000 in six per cent.
Preference. The other haif was reserved-for gilt-edged four per
cent. debentures.

,BaringB and S. B. HIile and Company- had practically taken
this trifling load on their ovin shoulders before they gave the
public sn opportunity of assisting them with it. In November,
1888, they advertised an issue cf half-a.niillion of the Ordirary
capital, together with'the whole cf the Preference. It 'was an
' unwitigated frost, only a moderato amount cf the Ordinary

1 haying been applied for, while the six per cent. Preference
sbireis, which wore what the syndicaLe really wanted ta. Bell,
attracted littie or ne attention. Neither in Buenos kyres did

e the- enterprise seem. to prosper much better. 'The transfer of
the water and drainage works ta a foreign company was exceed.
ingly unpopular amiongst the citizens, as the conce »ssionaires

*might have eüsily foreseen that it would be. They ressonably
t objected teea public work of euch magnitude -and importance'

being placed beyond local control. Ttiey protested still more »
vigorously agaînst the six dollars per month of water aùd'àraI'x.'

*aga rate fer each house. On this latter point they had the.
tý *power of giving practical effect ta their opinions. Tkiey used



the water and the sewers, but absolutely declined ta pay for
tliem, and by no legal process available to the Company could
they be compelled. If was stated in the prospectus that about
250 miles of mains bad already been laid, and connections made
with about 15,000 houses. These, at an average rate of six gald
dollars per month, should have yielded and immediate incarne
£216,000 per annum. The amount actually collected would
sound rather ludicrous in comparison with the prospectus estim.
ate. The Company has, we are assured, had a mure apology for
a revenue since if took possession of the works, but it bas been
spending all the tine huge sumas on their extension.

The original failure ta place the Preference ahares blocked
all furtber financing, and the Four percent, debentures remain.
ed in abeyance. 'Tho revolution whiclh turned out Celman and
his Gauchos was a godsend for the Waterworks Company. It
opened the door for a decent Administration ta whom an appeal
could be made for relief from a dilemma which, absurd as it
looked to ontsiders, was vitally serious for those who had been
caught in it. Negotiations were promptly opened with Finance
Minister Pelligrini for modifications of the mousetrap concession.
First of all the Company desired ta escape from the impractic-
able position of having ta collect their own rates. This the
Government bas undertaken to do for themr, thereby bestowing
on then a very substantial benefit. In the second place the
Four per cent. Debentures did not, on closer examination, prove
to bu so gilt-edged as they had looked at firat sight. At thuend
of the concession, namely, thirty-nine years from the date of the
prospectus, or thirty-seven years from now, the entire works
revert to the Gavernmient, free of compensation. The Deben-
turcs, therefore, could not have a longer currency than thirty.
aine years, and ta make thei even a second-rate security there
would have needed ta be ample income ta provide not only for
interest but for full redemption within that period. 'hs Com-
pany having so far hald little or no free income, there was not
even a theoretical basis ta secure the debentures on. The Ar.
gentine Government bad ta be asked to relax the original con-
tract in this respect also. With a fitting sense of favours ta come,
it agreed to allow a certain proportion of the debentures ta run
for a longer tèrm than the lease itself. They will thereby become
an absolute instead of a temporary charge on the undertaking,
and when the works revert ta the Government, the reversion
will be subject ta unpaid debentures.

The Government lias thus voluntarily conceded ta the Com-
pany two most valuable modifications of the original contract,
The Company on their side have done their best ta grant a quid
pro quo. 'Tie six dollars per month water rate which cannot be
collected la going ta be out down to four dollars per month, and
doubtless more revenue will be got out of the lower rate than
bas hitherto been squeezed out of the higier one. Whether it
will increase sulliciently ta furnish the Company with a feasible
basis to issue ifs Debentures on is a matter to hope for rather
than to count on. By degrees an escape may be found from the
muddle in which, under reckless guidance, the over-Eanguine
exploiters have landed themselves. This Buenos Ayres Water-
works and Drainage Scheme figures, it is said, ta a considerable
extent in the sixteen millions sterling of Baring acceptances.
A plain description aio it, drawnl from the prospectus, dumon-
strates how foolhardy a piece of finance if wap, even for leviathan
capitalists ta enmbark on, without being assured beforehand of
the support of the invsating public. But any practical finaucier
whose thead had not been turned by a long course of rag-money
and Cedulas, might have scen at a glance that such a scheme
would never go down with even the Baring stamp on its hydro
cephabi forehead. The public in this case had more sensethan
their financial leaders, and very prudently denied themseives
the quesitonable pleasure of hunting after a mirage of dim and
distant dividends. That was one of the River Plate misfiis which
began the recent trouble.

iuge and proniscuous as their commitments were in these
ouftide transactions, ihe Barings themselves seem ta have felt
Do miegivings about their Position until almost the eleventh
bour. Till within a few nionthbs ago they were calmly carrying
on large negotiatiolns as if their resources were stil unbounded
and their afrairs in perfect order. They actually contracted
with thei Uituguayan Government in May last for a ten million
dollar latn to relieve the National Bank wbich vas then in des.
perate straits, amtîounting ta daily dread of having ta stop cash.
ing its notes. 'lie proceeds were immediately paid over ta the
Uruguayan Governmttent, and Barings' share of that loan, what.
ever it may have been, must be atill among their assets. A
suries of unexpected fatalities, first, the suspension of specie
payment by the National Bank of Uruguay, the revolution in
Buenos Ayres, and the paiic wbich followed in River Plate secu.
rities, prechlded any attempt at a publie issue. But so sublime
was their confidence iii themselves, or sa unconscious were they
of the precipice at their feet, that the firm were still open ta
fresh proposais from any quarter. They allowed bath the Argen-
tine and the Uruguayan Governments ta look ta them for further
h eelp whn it had become an imminent case o? " physician cure
thyself." If bas even been said that they had to find part of
the money for the July coupons on soine of the Argentine pro-
vincial bonds.

It was an unexpected, though by no means improbable, inci.
dent which opeaed their eyes ct last. About this time two
years ägo a very soothing effect was prodùced on an anxious

money market by a large importation of gold from Russia,
Subsequently, when maoney was inclined to be tight, the sane
sort of Russian salve was repeated. It did produce a certain
effect at the tine, and doubtlesa the gold importers thought
they could afford to let City editors protest ta their bearts con.
tent against what they indignantly called "artificial- manipula.
tion of the money market." 'lie agitation passed away, and
was soon forgotten. No one troubled himself afterwards to
inquire what had become of that Russian gold. Even the
Barings themselves almoast lost sight of the fact that they had
£5,000,000 sterling on deposit from the the Russian Government
which could be called in at a few daysI notice. The money had
been utilised more or less in the nursing of their Argentine
liabilities, the Buenos Ayres Water and Drainage scheme among
the rest, and so long as it remained with them their position
may have been moderately safe. But rumours of their being
embarrassed reached the Russian Government, though the
humble channel, it is said, of a paragraph in a Pari a paper.
Russian officials are apt tu be brusque, and they were more than
usually so on this occasion. A telegram from St. Petersburg
called in the £5,000,000 sterling on deposit, and then came the
criais of the Baringa' fate. With ordinary emergencies they
might have atruggled, but there was no standing up againsi
this. The £5,000,U0O sterling had ta be found, and there was
nowhere ta go for it but to the Bank of England. The Bank
itself could not have rendered ininiediate help, even if the
Governors had been so inclined, for it had not £5,000,000 or
even £1,000,O0 of gold ta spare. An appeal had to be made ta
the Bank of France, hence the mysterions visits of certain
London financiers ta Paris and the return visit of the Governor
of the Bank of France to London. The £3,000,000 sterling of
-gold which the Bank of France ultimately agreed to lend us for
three months was not, as was at firat supposed, wanted for Paria.
The real necessity for it bad arisen nuch nearer home.

The Bank of England, having thus fortified itself against the
worst, the grave situation of Baring Brothers was confidentially
disclosed to the Chancellor of the Exchequer and ta the Messrs.
Rothschild. With there help a preliminary investigation was
made into the aflairs of the embarra! sed firmu. If a million or
two would have sufficed to tide thern over, it might bave been
advanced there and then, and nobody outside the Bank and
New Court might have been much the wiser. But the inves-
tigation disclosed urgent need of heroic measures, and if vas
resolved to call a conference of the principal banks and finan-
ciel institutions. That meeting was held late on Friday night,
the 14th November. After a consultation of more than an hour
it was proposed ta adjourn till next morning and then to adopt
a definite decision. This resolution was an the point of being
carried when one of the company strongly represented the
necossity of having the matter settled at once. If left open till
next morning imperfect information would bu sure ta get
abroad, aud alarm might be taken, the end of which would be
panie, and the scattermng of all their plans ta the winds. This
prudent view commended itself so strongly that resolutions
were at once passed for formning a guarantee fund ta insure all
Barings' acceptances then in circulation being met at maturity.
'Ths treasury headed the list with two millions sterling, the
Bank of England followed vith one million, and the three prin-
cipal joint-stock bauks subscribed three-quarters of a mill
ion each. Before the meeting broke up eight or nine mill,
ions sterling had been guaranteed-a auna far beyond what was
likely ta be needed even on the most unfavarable view of the
fird's assets. Any further addition ta the fund could be valu-
able only for the sake of moral effect on the public. Front that
point ofyiew the guarantors were wise in aiming at a big total
and in securing the co-operation of the whole moneyed com-
munity. It served as a magnificent demonstration of the solid-
arity of modern credit institutions.

Some confusion of ideas has got abroad, even in London, as
ta the practicai abject of the guarantee fund. There is no
intention to cals up the noney, or any part of it, unless it be
actually required. No possible estimate can as yet be formed
ai how much may be wanted, but it will be a very bad and a
very slow liquidation if more than twenty five per cent. of the
fund has to be cashed. And then the payments would only be
as loans on security of the assets, repayable as soon as these
could be realised. The liabilities, amounting altogether to £21,-
000,000 sterling, may be subdivided into titres categories. In
the first are the deposits, stated at £4,800,000, most of which is
presuwably on call. The second category comprises £9,000,000
or £10,000,000 sterling of regular trade acceptances, cavered by
bills of lading or other documents of value. These represent the
bonàfide banking business of the firm, the whole of which hinged
on tue magie name of Baring. Various newspaper writers
seent to bu under the impression that the Barings acted not
merely as bankers, but as merchants, in relation ta such accept-
ances. A business which could keep £9,000,00G or £I0,0u0,000
sterling of bills continuatly floatinig ruight command respect even
at Chicago. But nowadays the bill-acceptor is seldom much of
a merchant: he works. chielly on commission. Any importer
of foreign or colonial produce could arravge to draw for it on
Barings by giving*them satisfactory security for the bills being
met at maturity. All they contributed ta the transaction was
their name and fame, for which they made a modest charge of
an eighth or a quarter per cent. it might ber ' Many other pri.

vate bankers do the same kind of business, and the joint-stock
banks are gradually working into a good share of it. Baririgs,
however, were at the top of the tree, and until they themselves
rudely destroyed it, their pre-eminence was beyond question.

THE RETIREMENT OF SIR JOSEPH IIICKSON.

By the resignation of Sir Joseph Rickson the Grand
Trunk Railway Company loBe a general manager whose
rigid economy, sound common-sense, and great ad-
ministrative capacity, have largely contributed to
bring the rond to its present prosperous condition.
When Sir Joseph first entered the service of the Grand
Trunk Railway Company, in 1861, he found it in a
condition of almost hopeless bankruptcy. When he
left it on the 3lst of December 1890, it was operating a
mileage of 4107 miles, and its earnings wereestimated
at twenty-five millions of dollars. No greater or more
striking testimony te the value of bis services could
possibly be given than this plain statement of fact.
Under his management the Grand Trunk bas grown
from a purely Canadian road te be one of the nain
trunk lines of this continent. Few American railroad
problems can be settled to-day without the co-oper-
ation of the Grand Trunk; and that this is the case is
due simply te the fact that Sir Joseph Hickson bas
proved himself to be one of the ablest railway men of
the day and a worthy opponent for the shrewdest of
American traffic, ma gnates.

His administration was marked froin the outeet by
a spirit of progress. One of bis first steps was to effect
a change in the guage of the road east of Montreal, so
as to make it uniforin with that of its connections.
Next lie negotiated the sale of the branch from Quebec
to River du Loup to the Dominion Government in
order te apply the proceeds to the securing of the con-
trol of a line to Chicago. This was a great step in ad-
vance. Next a line was built te Jackson by which a
connection with Toledo was secured, the Midland and
the Grand Junction railways of Canada were acquired,
the Great Western system was absorbed by fusion, to-
gether with control of the Detroit, Grand Haven, and
Milwaukee railway, and lastly the Hamilton and
Northwestern and the Northern systems were added to
the Grand Trunk's mileage. The last of his important
official acts were the commencement of the double-
tracking of the main line between Montreal and Toron-
to, and the cons'ruction of the St. Clair Tunnel.

The reasons for Sir Joseph's retirement are suffici-
ently evident. Although still in the prime of life he
feels that after forty years in harness he bas a right to
.seek some well-earned repose. A man of bis active
and energetic temperament is necessarily. a bard-
worker, and bis reputation in the Grand Trunk is that
of a man who worked from nine o'clock in the morn-
ing till nine at night. In fact se assiduous was bis
attention to the business of the road that bis eye-sight
commenced to fail him. In addition to this Sir Joseph
is a wealthy man, and bas large private interests to
attend toi It was only natural that, under these cir-
cumstances, he should desire to shift the burden of bis
railway responsibilities upon other shoulders, or that
he found the pressure of his many occupations more
than even bis active temperament and unrivalled capa-
city for work could safely assume.

In his successor, Mr. L. J. Seargeant, the Grand
Trunk Railway have a general manager, fully worthy
of his predecessor. Since 1874 Mr. Seargeant bas occu-
pied the responsible positions.of Traffic Manager, Vice-
President of the Chicago and Grand Trunk- Railwayj
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and director of several of its afliliated roads. He is
an extremely popular man, and excéptionally well-
fitted for his important post. Few railroad officiais
have as intimate an acquaintance with the theory of
transportation as he possesses, while at -the same time
he is one of the most courteous gentlemen that have
ever occupied the general manager's chair. Under Mr.
Seargeant's control the Grand Trunk Rail way cannot
fail te show as substantial a measure of progress in the
future as it bas in the past, and the company are to be
congratulated upon being able to command the ser-
vices of a gentleman of the experience and calibre
necessary te carry out the far-reaching and aggressive
policy inaugurated by Sir Joseph Hickson.

THE NEW QUEBEC LOAN.
Ten million dollars is the amount to which the

government at Quebec bas been granted leave to bor-
row by the Legislature. The statements contained in
the resolutions authorising this loan show that the
sum mentioned will all be needed to pay off the float-
;ing debt, meet maturing obligations, provide railway
subsidies and construct publio works, the necessity for
:which is not denied. The fgures on which the de-
;mand for the new loan is based are : Floating debt on
26th December 1890, $5,788,003; Required for public
service in addition to ordinary revenue, $5,074,320; a
total of $10,862,853. Thus one half the entire amount
is needed to pay off debts already incurred, while the
other half goes te erect new public buildings, repair
old ones, construct iron bridges, supportnight schools,
aid primary education and secondary echools, improve
country roads, assist colonization, build or purchase
lunatic asylums, subsidize projected railways and
other works. It will be observed that 'among those
works are several that in other Provinces are paid for
by the' municipalities under a system of direct tax-
ation. It is because of these charges on the Provincial
revenue that the finances of this Province cannot be
fairly contrasted with those of Ontario. Indeed it May
be questioned whether the government of that Province
would show an 'annual surplus if it had to bear all
the charges of municipal expenditure as is the case in,
Quebec. To get a fair comparative statement of the
financial condition of the two Provinces the municir ai
debt of Ontario should be taken into account as an
offset to the provincial debt of Quebec. In that case
it would probably be seen that there is veiy little
difference between the burdens borne by the people in
each Province. In Ontario the peoplehave ihe advant-
age of knowing exactly what they pay inasmuch as
the municipal taxes are .direct.

The loan resolutions do not contemplate the launch-
ing of a ten million loan in a lump sum, but from
time to time as the necessities of the public service
may require. The interest on the bonds is not to ex-
ceed four per cent per annum. The Lieut.-Governor
in Council is empowered to fix the amount ofthe de-
bentures and ail matters connected with their issue
and redemption. Sucb debentures are to be redeem-
ablewithin 65 years by giving one year's notice, or
redeemable by a certain number of annuities, payable
yearly or half yearly, for a period not exceeding 65
years. The Governor in Council shall determine'that
such debentures shall or shall not have a sinking fund.

Y THE JOHNSTONE, OLIVER, CASE.
The proceedinga taken in insolvency against Messrs. W. P.

Johnstone and Robert S. Oliver, of this city, have caused con.
siderable stir in local»flour and grain circles. The bank's story
is that some paper in which they were b6th interested fell dué
at the Union Bank in this. city on the 24th. This Mr. Johnstone'
promised to take-up on the 26th. On Christmas Day he left the
city, as he says to secure the necessary funds, and this versioný
of the case seems certainly ta be borne out by the fact
of his early return, but, in the meantime, hearing that
Mr. Oliver was also missing, the bank' became alarmed,
and at once presented petitions for authorisation ta call both
gentlemen through the press as absentee debtors, which has
been duly done. In the meantime Mr. Johnstone has returned
ta town, denies his insolvency, and states that he only left town
on a brief business trip ; but the whereabouts of Mr. Oliver are,
at thé time of. writing, still unknown. A statement of Mr.
Johnstone's affairs was presented ta bis creditors on Wed-
nesday evening last, when -it was decided he should make
an assignment. One of the first resuits of this case ba'
been the failure of W. A. Whinfield & Co., bakers and con-
fectioners of this city, with direct liabilities of $44,000 and
indirect of $16,O0. This firm was originally C. Pitts & Co., but
the style was changed to the present one in 1888. Tiey are
debtors ta R. S. Oliver ta the extent of $15,000.

AN IMPORTANT CASE.
The Supreme.Court of Canada, by its decision in the case of

Raphaeland.McFarlane, has reversed the judgments of the
Superior Court and the Court of Appeals for this province on"a
quèsiión of considerable interest ta commercial circles. IL will'
be're'inembered that the action was brought by H. W. Raphael,
tutor to a minoi to'recoverfrom Jamea-McFarlane,40 shareà f,
the capital stock of the Major Manufacturing company, which
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-had been transferred te McFarlane hy P. T. Gibb, in trust, on the
company's stock transfer book. The Supreme Court decided
that the stock being previouely held by Gibb in trust and the
transfer being signed by Gibb in trust, that Mr. McFarlane did
not acquire any title te the stock ; that the woi.ds " in trust " on
the transfer and in the books of the company showed Gibb was
net the owner of the stock, and that any person acquiring stock
held in trust took it subject te the rights of the real owner, who
could coie forward afterwards and claim it as his own proporty.
The judgment follows the lines laid down by the Supreme Court
and Privy Council in the case of the Bank of Montreal and
Sweeney. ________-______

INTEREST ON DEPOSITS.

Some comment was aroused in financial circles by the receipt
by the managers of certain insurance companies, who are large
depositors in our local banks, of letters inquiring why they could
not secure better terms than 3à per cent on deposits, when the
very identical banks in which their money was deposited were
piving 4 par cent compounded at their country agencies. They
were further instructed tbat if they could not secure four per
cent or better in this city, they had btter remit their spare
funds ta hesd-quarters at once. Tne managers in question at
once laid the matter before the banks, with the result that,
sooner than lose these deposits, the latter at once consented ta
pay four per cent. The diflerence in the rate offered at the
bead offices of the banks, and at the branches, is explained by
the fact that in country towns they have te meet the competi
tion of the lan companies, whereas in Montreal they have still
a monopoly of deposits. This le the reason that, up te recently,
money in western towns has been apparently worth from a half
te one per cent more te the same banks than it is in Montreal.

ANOTIIER IMPLEMENT FIRM IN TiiOUBLE.
Certain of our western agricultural implement makers are

having a hard time te make bath ends meet just now. Two
weeks ago we chronicled the difficulties of John Elliott & Sm,
of London and Winnipeg, and now we are called upon to notice
those of D. Maxwell & Son of S,. Mary's. The latter firm claim
an apparent surplus of $î70,000, but this is in farmer's notes,
plant, and other unrealizable assets, In the middle of last month
they held a meeting of creditors at which most present agreed
te allow the firm an extension of two years at 6 per cent inter
est. But one bank objected, unless a claim for some $12,000
was settled first, and this leaves the whole matter in aboyance.
In the meautime the factory is closed down, most of the hands
have left, and it is doubtful if the firm will resume operations
this win ter. Their liabilities are not far from $400,000, and it
is believed that fully two-thirds of the assets are represented by
farmer's notes.

A LARGE SALE DRY GOODS.
The dry goods stock of Messrs. Gillespie, Roach & Co., of

this city, bas been disposed of ta Lindsay, Gilmour & Co., on
terms kopt secret at the request of the purchasers, but which
are generally understood te be in the close vicinity of 65 cents
in the dollar. The payments are spread over nine months, and
the purchaser assumes the two and a half years yet te run on
the vendor's lease. Possession was taken on Thursday and it is
understood that the buyers will remove to the premises in May
next. The stock vas valued at $75,000.

I' Ts claimed that a systom of fraudulaent collusion has-been
carried on between certain consular agents and exportera in
this country whereby the United States Treasury have been
defrauded of duties te a considerable amount. Consular certi.
ficates iu blank, signed by the consuls and consular agents, have
been sold for a nominal sum for the use of exportors in making
false returs of the value of goods sent te the United States.
The evidence is not complote as yet te the percentages allowed
by exportera for the privileges of undervaluation, but enough le
known to show that a systeiratic scheme of petty swindling bas
been carried on by meane of the con sular certificates. The laws
regulating fees authorizes consular agents who receive no stated

1, salary to reserve tron the fees received a certain sum, usually
amounting te about$1,000, as their compensation. The consuls
also receive a certain, proportion of fees received by the consu.
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lar agents in their districts. They reserve for themselves no
part of the fees received for official duties at theirown offices,
because they are paid by salary. A number of consuls, includ.
ing several whose naines are well.known, wer quick ta appre-
ciate the point that there was more money for them in having
exports presented for certification at the consular agencies in
the outlying towns than at the consulate itself. They accord-
ingly made terms with the exportera by which the latter, in vio-
lation of law, carried gooda from right under the nose of the
consuls before whom they should have been certified, te sinaller
towns where consular agents were on duty. These consular
agents were in the pool and accepted the certificates which they
had already filled out with false and insuflicient values. These
certificates recite that the exporter appears personally before
the consul or consular agent and makes oath te the correctness
of the facts set forth. The very nature of the certificates pre.
clude their boing signed in advance without palpable and
intentional fraud. They have' been distributed, however, in
great numbers, and the autographs of certain consular officers on
these documents will soon he in the possesion of Secretary
Blaine. The question arises why a systematic scheme of under-
valuation has not been arrested by the vigilance ofthe appraisers
and collectors of customs on the frontier and at the ports of
arrival of goods imported into the United States. The investi-
gation, so far as it bas gone, seems te show extreme laxity on
the part of many of the custome officers.

Hl. A. MOMILLAN, a railway mail clerk, bas been arrested in
this city on the charge of robbing the mails. One of the postal
car routes on which Mr. McMillan has, for the last two months,
been doing duty for about three days each week, je that between
Waterloo and St. Johns, known as the " Shefford " route. Dur.
ing thie period several complaints had, at different times, reach.
ed the inspector either of the abstraction of money fron regis.
tered letters or of the loss of unregistered letters; and, singular.
ly, it was, on an analysis of these cases, noted that their
occurrence was uniformly on those days in the week when Mr.
McMillan was on duty. This naturally directed suspicion to-
wards him and further steps were taken in the prosecution of
the enquiry. It was then discovered that certain large enve-
lopes termed I registered letter envelopes," used for wrapping
registered letters passing between Waterloo and Montreal, hald,
en route, been opened and reclosed with .fresh gum, a process
by which the operator was enabled to manipulate registered
letters which, in due course, would not have been handled by
him, Then again, it was discovered that a couple of regisfered
lettera from which the senders said money had been lost bore on.
their envelopes wax seals when received at destination, whilst
when mailed they had borne no such wax. These seals "
tee were, as the operator supposed, plain, and yet on close
scrutiny they revealed the impression of the top of the handle
of a private India rubber stamp belonging te the mail clerk on
duty on those trips. It is stated that the prisoner bas made a
partial confession te the Post Office Inspector of bis complicity
in some of these depredations. It is also stated that in a small
safe in Mr. McMillan's bed room some $230 were found deposit-
ed, $86 of which were in silver.

TsE pepper trade of 1890 was anything but propitious for
either importers or speculators, owing te the almost continuous
fall in prices, and the impossibility of holders escsping without
some loss from the situation. A little reflection will show that
this complote reverse in the position of the article is not to be
wondered ai, since the landings of both black ana white pepper
at the port of London up to date have been greatly in excess of
those in 1889, and after making due allowance for the increased
deliveries which have followed upon a reduction in the market
rates, the stocks remaining on band exhibit mateuial surpluses
over the quantities held in December last. Particularly is this
the case with black pepper, of which the imports have been
2,200 tons larger than in the previous year, se that the existing
stock amounts te 2,430 tons,. against only 1,960 tons a twelve
month ago. White pepper, though in a less degree, aIso, stands
out prominently for an increase of supply, baving arrived here
te the extent of 3,140 tons, in lieu of barely 2,700 tons in 1889 i
and the separate stock of this description, according to the
latest returns, is shown to be1,580 tons, as contrasted'with 1,210
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-tons in the forime year. After undergoing some consider-
able depression during the opening months of 1890, the market
rallied ih May, whenPenang and Singapore black pepper realiz
ed 41 to 6,d, and white do 7j to 97d per lb; but since then
the prevailing tendency has been atrongly in the opposite direc-
tion, and within the past few days the two kinds bave been sold
respectively at 3 to 4d and at 5 ta 7àd, Singapore white still
being relatively the dearest description on offer.

TiHE Collector of Customs at Buffalo, N.Y., recently submitted
ta the Treasury Department the question as ta whether natural
gas imported into that port from Canada is liable ta duty under
the Tariff law. Ha says that the Buffalo Natural Gas & Fuel
Company is engaged in laying a large eight-inch main pipe across
Niagara River for the transmission of natural gas pioduced in
Canada ta be used for fuel purposes; that it will bea.brought in
large quantities and tah;e the place of fuel in many hundred
households in the northern part of Buffalo, and that the quantity
received is ta be measured by a metre located on the American
aide of the river. In replying ta the Collector, Assistant-Secre-
tary Spaulding says: -"Under the circumstances mentioned,
the Department concurs with you in the opinion that illuminat-
ing gas is wholly different from electricity, and that, as it is a
merchantable commodity which can be measured as readily as
liquida and other gases, it would be liable ta duty on import-
ation. The proper rate of duty would seem ta ha that prescrib-
ed for unenumerated manufactured articles, viz., 10 per cent ad
valorem."

Two Chicago mechanical engineers are the inventors and
patentees af an automatie telephone exchange which, it is said,
will revolutionize the telephone business. The scheme, which
the inventors say is practicable ta the minutest detail, contem-
plates the doing away with all the clerks and employees of the
ordinary exchange and substituting in their stead a systen of
automatic stops or levers, worked by the persan using the tal-
phone at the other end of the line. Instead of ringing up the
central office and requesting that your wire be connected with
Mr. Blank, the telephone user of the future will simply touch a
button and make the connection himself, thus dispensing with
the services of all intermediaries. The owner say that their
invention will be ready for inspection within a short time, some
little work having yet ta be done on it before the stock can ba
put on the market.

THn monthly report of the Manchester Chamber of Commerce
says: Cotton spinning is in a moderately prosperous condition,
though the mills are working largely in execution of old con-
tracta. A small proportion of the weaving machinery is still
idle, but this proportion is believed ta have been reduced con-
siderably. Complaints, on the other hand, are becoming rather
frequent of the bad quality of this year's Amarican crop of
cotton. The yield is expected ta prove the largest ever gath-
ered, but it is considered doubtful, for all that, whether the
supply of strong, staple cotton will exceed. that of last year.
The reports regarding the woollen industry vary considerably.
With the exception however, of a portion of the Bradford trade
dependent on the United States demand, the condition cannot
be discouraging, while the hosiery branch is decidedly active
and the linen trade is reported ta be satisfactory.

Tu United States Secretary of Agriculture has made an
order closing all the ports in the collection district f Vermont,
except St. Albans, against the importation of cattle, sheep and
other ruminants and swine, and requiring that all such animale
imported through this collection district must enter at the port
of St. Albans, where they must be inspected by a veterinary-in-
spector of the Department of Agriculture. Railroad companies
carrying animals imported into the United -States are required
ta provide the necessary pen and ta load snob animals sO that
they may ha properly inspected. This attempt ta hamper the
Canadian cattle trade has been made in retaliation for Englands
prohibiting the importation of sheep from the United States, on
the ground that the latter have not heretofoie caused ta
be made an 'inspection or quarantine of sbeep arriving from
other parts of the world.

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HASTY 9E1osLATIoN.-CoMplaints have already reached us
from mining districts throughout the Province, especially in the
Ottawa region, concerning the evil effects of the~recent mining
legislation at Quebec. These mining industries are as yet large.
ly in their infancy, and a blow such as that deaIt byour repre.
sentatives in the ancient capital, is one that they are not likely
to bear without injury. Were the evil effecta confined to the
minera alone we should probably not have heard of it at so early
a date ; but this is not the case. Every country merchant in the
nieighborhuod of the mines who stocked up early in the fall in ex-
pection of boing able to dispose of bis purchases during the
winter, is now likely to find himself with a quatity of unsold
goods to carry over, and consequently less able to meet the
maturing paper given at the time te the wholesale dealer. It is
te be hoped that our Provincial Government bas as much rea,
son on their side as have the mercantile bouses interested, on
the other; and that their action in this respect*will not be here-
after characterized as another instance of hasty legislation.

quality, the fruit running chiefly to the larger
size. The market ln Bordeaux appears well
sustained, with no disposition manifested to
'urge supplies, the bellef being entertained
that the entire availaile quautity will be re-
quired during the coming season. TheTurk-
ish prune crop was a comparative failure this
year, hence the strong ideas cabled for ship-
ments. The old-time custom of packing in
casks is gràdu'ally dying out, bags and boxes,
assorted fruit,!being given the preference by
most buyerà upon the score of easier to handle,
and the latter more desirable, as they can ba
used by the trade to display upon shelves.
The stock of Valencia raisins remaining at
primary sources consiste chiefiy of the -better
class of fruit, the poorer grades having been
hurried forward earlier in the season. The
trop of Malaga raisins this scason was a salali
one, but as the .United'*tates bas become :al-
most wholly dependant upon California. for .a
similar clase. of fruit, the scarcity has been
without influence:upon this aide .of the water.
For fine.grades.of-importd :fruit there as yet
a moderate call, as California packers have
not yet undèrtaken the putting up of'the
