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quoted caption. Mr. Newcomen's treatment of the
subject in hand is not by any means new. The en-
croachment of German competition upon the trade of
Great Britain has long been a sore sub.cct with Brit-
ish manufacturers, but there wivill always be a great
majority of the 'people of England set against any
change in the direction of a discrimination against
foreign manufactures, whatever the clamor for recipro-
city, however strong the feeling that they are being
unfairly treated.in return for the freedom w.ith which
foreign products are admitted to the English
markets.

Mr. Newcomen is convinced that the success of nany
articles of German manufacture over those of Great
Britain does not arise from any superiority of-the Ger-
man over the British artisan. There is a protection to
industries in foreign countries which the people of
England do not clearly apprehend, a protection over
and above that which is determined by high duties and
by bounties on exports. The artisan throughout the
continent, especially in Germany, vill ;work for cheaper
wages, will work mlany more hours per week, caýi live
cheaper and dress cheaper, and in niany ways is en-
abled to economise to a degree that his English fellow-
workmen would scorn to contemplate. The article of
beer alone which the artisans of-.both cotntries con-
sume very largely, is scarcely half the price in Germany
that it is in England. Then the British workmen bas,
for over half a century, been making it more and more
difficult for his employer to compete with the manufac-
turer of similar goods on the Continent, but these fac-
tors are of comparatively trifling importance comliared
with those which arise from the mnaking of a vastly
cheaper article that will look almost as well as the in-
trinsically better one. To take the iteip of cutlery
alone, the German pocket-knife looks as wvell, if not
better than its competitor from Sheffield. The German
razor is generally admitted to be a better polished
article, and indeed in all cutting instruments the Ger-
man article looks quite as well, and can be sold, at a
much lower price than that which is made in England,
but the old saying that "the proof of the pudding is
in the eating of it" vwill apply here most effeètively, as
evenyone who has used a Sheffield-made knife and tie
Germaii-inade article can testify. More care has been
bestowed upon outside appearance tlian upon quality
and durability. Hence, in many places in Germany
the naines of leading' English manufacturers are cm-
ployed with a sliglit variation in spelling, and in this
way the buyer is very.often deceived into the idea that
lie is getting an English manufactured knife when he;

is really buying one " made in Germany," the edge
upon which will soon wear off and leave him with an
article that will recall the fable of the vendor of the
razors tiat were " made to sell.

We do not believe that Mr. Newcomeni's plan of " A
Society 'for the maintenance of the supremnacy of Brit-
ish Trade" is at all practicable in Great 'Britain, here
or elsewhere. There is very little sentiment in the
minds of people who set out to buy-to do shopping.
They do not concern themselves,-men or women-as
to where an article is made, so -long as it agrees with
the prevailing fashion or demnand, and is cheap. An
a.rticle of dress, let us say a lady's mantle, that looks
in every respect as well as the most expensive, will not
be discarded.because it is "made in Germany" or else- -
where. The fair shopper wvill simply concern herself
as to its fashionable character and its clieapness éom-
bined. She will not be influenced in paying fifty cents
more because it is represented to, her that it has been
made in the country in which she is buying it. Pur-
chasers wholesale or retail-shoppers, in brief, have rio
patriotism. 'Whoever, to take another example asks
tle question as to whether the box of matches he buys
is made in Hll, Canada, in England or in Norway?
People, as a rule, buy what they want indiscriininately,
without ever thinking- for a moment of inquiring
where it was manufactured.

What should be recommended and if possible
preached to our people is that they avoid as much as
possible extravagant habits of living, that they avoid
strikes of all kinds or other attitudes towaéds their
employers by which profit in manufacture is eut doivn
to a. minimum. Every- increase in the expense of
manufacture in any country tends more to send the
business abroad to countries where people are less re-
moved from a state.of slavery, where they are willing
to work for much less, and conseq'uently are content
with lesser remuneration. The frequent~strikes in the
TJnited States and in Great Britain have done more to
divert trade to the German markets than all the boun-
tics and governmenttolls wbich have ever been'estab-
lished inthose counti-ies. A general spirit of goodwill,
of altiruism, between employer and enployed and a
more far-reaching sense of their self-interestshould be
strongly urged upon. our work-people. They should
be made*to lear'n that a trade dispute prolonged to a
certain period may have the effect of permanently
diverting the trade to another country. "Wlen the
battle is ended" as Mr. Nemvcomen says, "-the comba-
tants nay find to tlieir sorrow that the cause of their
contention is at an end." -

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THE BELL FARM IN THE NORTH-WEST.

The history of the development of new countries and
of new districts is one, more or less, of a succession of
disappointments mitigated by successes partial or com-
plete. The conditions existing in, or. arising out of,
the earlier stages of new industries and of converting
territory hitherto uncultivated into productive areas,
are necessarily for sonie time only imperfectly known.
Ilence all early efforts of an industrial character in
regions where the labors of man have hitherto been
unknown must be largely tentative. Experiment after
experiment must be made in making which the experi-
once requisite for ultimate success is acquired, usually
at a considerable sacrifice of tiie, labor and capital.
The pioneers of civilization labor, and others enter into
and profit by their labors. To judge of the adaptabil.
ity of any region for settlement on a large scale by the
experience of the first generation of those who first
break in upon its native wildness is to take a very
shallow and unroasonable view. In the reign of Queen
Elizabeth those who took such a view might have
argued that England would never have a large populà-
tion, as it had taken many centuries for the old land to
have acquired a population about the size of that now
settled in Canada. This city a century ago gave very
little promise of developing into its present wealth and
rank : indeed at one time, in the memory of those now
living, Montreal was losing population at a very rapid
rate.t

The experiment, for such it ought to be Yiewed, of
establishing an immense farm in the North-West has,
mîost unfortunately, been unsuccessful. It is however
no evidence of conmon experience-no proof of there
being no future for efforts of this class in the great
west. The farni was a very ambitious project. It had a
frontage of 10 miles on the Canadian Pacifie Railway
by 10 miles deep, including some 64,000 acres not too
well-chosen, and capable of yielding annîiually a million
and a quarter bushels of wheat. The projector and
manager was Major Bell, who organized the Qu'Appelle
Farming Company to acquire and work this enormous
farm. Manifestly an undertaking on so prodigious a
scale demanded extraordinary conditions to ensure suc-
cess. The location must be highly favorable, the
supply of labor constant and cheap ; the management
equal to that needed for controlling an army; the food
supplies must be regular and economical ; and the
capital ample for meeting all the enormous expenses of
the staff and horses, and supplying the costly machin-
ery, including conveniences for storing and marketing,
the grain. Under the circumstances ve regard this
enterprise as having been ill-conceived. In such a
region it is at present impossible to secure labor at low
rates or the supply regularly. Too many eggs were intbi regularly.i
this one basket ; the schenie was far too large for ex-
perinental purposes, and its collapse need excite no sur-
prise. Now that wheat is so cheap as to leave only a
fractional margin between cost and market value, there
needs to be the closest economy in its cultivation, and
the-growers must work hard to make any profit.

Reliance upon hired labor, especially such as is 'avail-
able in the North-West, whicl is very costly and not
good of its kind, diminishes the chances of profit, as it
is not worth its price even when watcied closely by the
'boss." On a farni 10 miles square it is impossible to

oversee tho laborers, so that loafing is carried on
freely.

We look on the story of the Bell Farp as a valuable
contribution to the experience of North-West settle-
ment. It carries no reflection upon the agricultural
capacities of the prairie provinces, but indicates that
the farming operations therein must be on a more
moderate scale than that of 64,000 acres under the care
of one man. Had some sixty or a hundred energetie
young men been given entire charge of some 600 to
1,000 acres each', with the requisite capital, the majority
of them would have -established good farms and the
failures would have been cleared out to make room for
those adapted , to such work, such farmers as in
our judgment are to be found in Ontario, where they
have learnt agriculture under such conditions as would
enable thei to prosper in the North-West, as many
from that province have doue. As was said in olden
days of Corinth, it is not for everybody or anybody to
go to the North-West. The climatie and social con-
ditions are not fascinating ; they are the drawbacks to
settlement, but even these will only delay: the conver-
sion of the entire prairie region into a productive agri-
cultural area in time. In such a development a gene-
ration or two is a trifling period.-The recent writ for
$124,000, issued at Indian Head by the Scottish Ameri-
can Investmient Co..against W. R. Bell (see JOURNAL
or Commnmic, 6th March, page 465), furnishes the text
of aur article.

CANADIAN CATTLE EMBARGO.

The question of the day on the opening of naviga-
tion from Canada's standpoint, is surely that concern-
ing the embargo on Canadian cattle to England.

The introduction of a bill inthe Imperial House of
Commons, excluding Canadian cattle permanently f roi
the United Kingdom, except for slaughter at the port
of landing, should rouse lihe people of the Dominion to
take prompt action to have such disastrous restrictions
removed. Con'clusive evidence shows, that " pleuro-
pneumonià" does not, and never did, exist in Canada'
Still, cable advices state, that "in the House of Com-
nions lately, Right lon. Walter Long, president of the
Board of Agriculture, in reply to interrogation, said
that seventy-two cases of contagious pleuro-pneumonia
had been found in cattle imported fro;m thé United
States, and, sixteen in cattle importec from Canada
since October, 1892.. He had no doubt that the disease
was specifically infections, though the degree of -infec-.
tion was relatively small. Whatever view the Cana- j
dianl and United States authorities migh t tàke, he could *

only say that it had been conclusively proven here that
the disease was infections.

Our veterinary surgeons are as competent judges as
those in England, or elsewhere ; then from the above
statements, it must be inferred boti are right.

.Where is the disease contracted? Certainly not an
the breezy plain's of aur North-West ranges, nor on the
progressive farms .of Ontario and Quebec Provinces.
The fear is that the catlé are "hustled" away from
their healthy pastures, crowded on to freight cars,
chased and beaten from thesé on to the ocean steamers,
with their blood oni fire but half dead from exhaustion
and fear, then itween decks they swelter. Insurance
companies have paid heavier death losses between the
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ports of Montreal and Quebec than from marine disas- E
ters. The surmise is : Canadian, cattle contract
"pleuro-pneumoniia" on the voyage.

Animals as well as men must have rest. The ques- d
tion is, Would it pay to allow the cattle rest and be b
well-fed at the stock-yards after the railway journey,- t
as is donein. Chicago--before being shipped firn the d
port of Montreal, and then receive more gentle hand- t
ling and less haste be employed in being trans ferrea to
the åteamship. The Canadian governmnent should ap- c
point a' veterinary surgeon to ekamine and pass all ani- 1
mals free from disease, and on arrival at port of destina-
tion a simnlar inspection should be made, one for the
Canadian Government and one for the Imperial. With
such precautions, " pleuro-pneumonia" must be de- t
tected,-the cause of contraction located and the disease e
stamped out by effectual legislation.

The bill introduced in the Imperial House of Coi-
mons this week to compel all sellers to place marks
upon foreign and colonial meats by which these can be
readily distinguished from domestic meats and from
each other, passed its second reading by ¯a vote of 239
to 82. The measure applies alsoto the marking of but-
ter and cheese. The secretary of the Board of Agricul-
ture testified-during the session of Wednesday on the
Adulteration of Food questionthat among the samples
of Food examined by the Government, 39 came from
Canada and 51 frn. the United States, not one of
which was adulterated.

THE DAIRY PRODUCTS ACT.

The low prices ruling for wheat in the last few
years have-given such an impetus. to dairying as to
have-raised that industry into very marked promin-
en ce. Owing to some neglect, or carelessness in mak-
ing butter, our exports of that article began to fall off
very heavily sometine about 1881-2.; In 1881- the
value of our butter exports.was $3,573,034, in 1882 this
fell down to $2,936,150, in 1883 the figure was $1,705,-
817, and so the exports declined year by year until in
1889 their total value vas only $331,958; not one-tenth
of what they had been in 1881. The prospect of this
trade becoming extinct caused an effort to be made for
regaiuing it, and in 1892-93-94 the exports sprang up
to an avérage:of $1,200,000. In 1895 there 'was a de-
crease, and the Government adopted a new policy de-
signed to place the butter trade in a 'better position.
Cold storage was provided in Montreal, Bristol, Liver-,
pool and Glasgow, with refrigerator cars and vessels
with .like accommodation. Farmers were also encour-
aged to miake butter for exp ort of a good quality. These
efforts vill do much to develop this branch of dairying.
In regard to cheese, Our experience has beén most grati-

f ying. In 1880 our exports were only valued, at $3,-
803,366, in 1895 they 'eached $14,253,002, the increase
having been made by regular advances year by' year.
The extent of the British. market .whither Our dairy
prqducts all go, is shonby:the total value of butter
imported into Gieat Britain in 1894 being $67,288,000,
and of cheese $27,326,000. It is therefore strange that,
Canada supplies over 50 per cen t. of Eliglahd's cheese
imports, while she sends onl one and a quarter per,
cent of the butter im ports. The possibility of a very
large expansion of butter exports is manifest from.
these figures. 'As the dairy intei-ests of Canada have
been greatly injured by inferior goôds being sold in

ngland as Canadian," which were not made in the
Dominion, or sold under some other misrepresentation
which injured Our reputation, a. Bill h'as been int ro-
uced into Parliament to ensure our dairy products
eing placed on the market fairly and honestly, so as
o do away with aùiy suspicions, or doubts, or preju-
ices which have been caused by lack of frankness in
he past, and by the falsehoods of American rivals.
Phe Bill in question priovides that, every package of
heese and butter made iii the Dominion shall be
branded " Canada" or "Canadian," in order fo stop'
American goods being. passed off as -our make. Each
package is also to be stamped with the registered num-
er of the factory it cornesfrom, or the name of the dis-
trict in which it is made. This will gradually have the
effect of establishing particular reputations in Englishi
narketH, as bayers will notice the numbers and names
and learn to identify certain qùalities with these brands.'
The month also in which cheese was manufactured is
to be branded on the tub or package, so as to prevent
cheese made in less favorable months being passed off
as having been made-in the best season. This is done
and is very injurions to Canada. Mr. McLennan, M.P.,
who is really in charge of this important Bill said in
the flouse on 20th July.. " This is the whole ground
of complaint in Great Britain, and it is the grievance
which manufacturers of cheese in this country feel,
because misrepresentation is made in regard to the
date cheese is placed on the Englisb.. market. I am
aware, from inquiries made, that in October there were
600,000 boxes of cheese in cold storage, of the value of
$3,000,000, and this cheese wa§ all of early make, I be-
lieve June, July and the,early part of August, it being
stored with a view of placing it on the English mar'
ket in the f all and representing it as September inake."
The guilty parties are not farmers, or cheelse merchants
but, "There are a few speculators, -making, money out -

of the cheese industry, who wish to prevent the date
beiig marked on the chqese which is.placed on the
English market, thoug h its largest and niost respect-
able dealers are favourable to the bianding of the date,
and, no doubt, the small price received in the spring is
largely due to the en6rmous quantity placed there late
in the season.

The bill should be passed, although: some objections
were raised by members who object to everything
which does not bear their paity brand. Mr. McLennan
is thoroughly familiar with this question, he bas given
great attention to the needs of the dairy industry, and
In pushing this bill lie is doing a valuable service to the
agriculturàl interests of Canada, which have everything
to gain by placing dairy products on the market in a
straightforward, frank and honorable manner.

ADILTERATION OF FOOD.
The report of the Inland Revenue Department, Ottawa,

Part III. deals with the mach vexed question of adulteration.
While it must be adimitted that a good deal. bas been doue
by the department towards stamping out the evil, it is evident
that a great deal romains to be done. Out of 926 samples
in all, analysed in 1895, only 680 were found genuine. This
may seoin te be a fair proportion, but taking out of the list
flour and infants' food, vhich ivere gratifyingly pure, the
showing is much worse, for out of 149 sanfiples of flour, only
two were found te b6 adulterated ; while out of 86 samples
of infants' food, there were none adulterated. Coffee and tea
show u a little botter than in former years, but are still
lamentably adulterated. Of the first named, out of 89
samples, only 51 were genuine, and of 89 samples of tea 57
were genuine. Butter was also found te be largely adulter-
ated, out of 113 samples, 81 being genuine. This semins te
be on account of an excess of water or salt, sonetimes of
both, and is put down by the commissioner as largely due te
carelessness rather than fraud. Turning te articles that oan
scarcely b considered foods, although classed by the depart-
ment under that head, we find that out of 98 samples of
white lead, only 56 were genuine, or about 57 per cent. a
very low'average. Fertilizers shov up a little botter, 59
per cent. being classed as genuine, or 77 samples ont of 113,
no less than 24 being "uuclassed," whatever that means. It
is gratifying, turning again te foods, that among the purest
samples that were examined wore beef extra ets and infants'
foods. In this connection the remarks of Dr. Best vill bear
repetition as they apparently refleet the opinion of other
analysts :-" The varidus beef extracts examined were evi-
dently p:epared froin fresh and w'holesome materials, and
were net mixed with extraneous substances. With reference
te the different brands of infants' foods it may b noted that
while nothing of an injurious nature was detected in any of
samples, yet it may be a question whether these compeunds
are in the fori most suitable for the digestive powers of in-
fants and invalids." [n the Montreal district coffee iÇ~ilfl
the article most largely adulterated; out of 14 samples ex-
amined, only 4 were found genuine, while tea shows up even
worse, only 3 samples out of 14 beipg genuine. In Winni-
peg much of the coffee now sold is put up in tins labelled
"coffee compound." One sample ,contained one-third its
weight in chicory, while tvo reported as adulterated con-
tained both chicory and starch, while a third contained
75 per cent, of chicory. Prom this it will be seen that the
suggestion for Dominion licenses, including inspection of
spice inills is perhaps worthy of consideratien, as an aid to
the exclusion of worthless materials froin this popular
boverage, and the condiments of food. A further aid in re-
ducing the percentage of adulteration, would be the regular
and frequent publication of bulletins by the department, as
dealers would refuse to purchase or sell goods which are
generally known te ho below standard strength.

LOCAL REAL ESTATE.
Real estate business is exporiencing sonie improvementan

evidence that men who have made monoy are becoming
more confident, and that a good many others continue te
prosper whatever the experience, complained of here and
there. Thero is more prosperity in business than is genor-
ally believed. There is too much croaking, too much grum-
bling among business men, and one dispirited citizen will
infect half a dozen with the "blues." "Give me the man," said
a prosporous stationer, the other day, " who will admit that
business is gooa with his house; we have had so far one of the
best seasonsof any one of half a dozen of late years," and se on.
The accounts of sales by brokers and transfors recorded dur-

ing February refleet a larger volume of real estate business
than bas been seeu since April 1893. During last month,
according te the Real Estate Record, there wore 138 sales in
Montreal and Westmount, amounting te $968,593, while in

April 1893, there were 190 transfers recorded. Amounting to
$985,775. Of these sums Westmiunt contributed $308,118
last month and $268,539 in April 1893. The general char-
acter of the business transacted is botter than it bas been for
some time, most of it bein of the permanent investment
prder. lu this connection an encouraging feature is a dis-

position on the part of the investor of moderate means to
turn away from stocks, into what may he regarded as safer
avenues of investnent. In the auction branch of .the real
estate market, thero is also an improvement. Thero is little
change in the mortgage loan market, exept perhaps a. tend-
enoy te slightly lower rates for large amounts on undoubted
security. The. transfers in February last year amounted te
$531,755. The mortgages in Montreal West lest month
amounted to $1.21,907; of this $51,762 was placed at 5 per
cent, $23,000 at 51 per cent, $17,000 at 51 per cent, $17,815
at 6 per cent, $1,830 at 7 per cent, $2,500 at 8
per cent, and $8,000 at a nominal rate.' In Montreal East
the loans amounted to $265,408; of this $40,000 was pilaced at

4-e per cent, $23,000, at 5 ber cent, $64,000 at 51 por cent
$59,550 at 5ý per cent, $62,950 at 6 per cent, $4,350 at 7 per
cent, $1,400 at 8 per cent, $900 at 10 per cent and $9,253 at
a nominal rate. In the renting departmont, this is a ton-
aut's year. lieuses and- stores are apparently plentiful,
many nei houses havipg been built out in the suburbs.
Convenient city dwellings, with moder appurtenances are
still, however, in demand.

EXPORTS OF EGGS.
Last year's exports of eggs te Great Britain were sußi-

ciently large to encourage a hope that with judicious baud-
ling this branch of trade should work into a regular and in-
croasing source of profit to the Canadian producer. The, re-
turns of the Board of Trade show that of the 12 million
great hundreds, which the United Ringdom importe-1 in
1895, Canada supiied less than half a million; Germany led
with only 31 millions, France came next with 21, Belgium,
21; Russia, 2j, and.Denmark 14 millions. . Still, it must be
considered that the Canadian trade is yet young, and since
1893 bas increased over 100 per cent. The figures following
thei are very encouraging, showing the quantity and value
of British imports froum Canada

Commenting on these figures, an English Exqbange says
the expert egg tra-de of Canada was last year more satisfa'-
torythan in previous years. one large receiver intends
visiting Canada next'month -to make further and extensive
arrangements for supplies.

- Another large importer reports that
his firm have had several consignments frou Canada, both
fresh and pickled, yhich were disposed cf advantageously te
the shippers.

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MEN'S WEAR.

Among the principal materials for men's wear this spring
and coming summer will be worsteds in greys and blue
greys. Worsteds for the Canadian trade are best, because
they keep eleaner and stand more roughing. Black worsted
tvillb according to a local merchant sell best for the city
trade, while the satin finish for the country. is the leader.
Viennas are havingl a moderate demand for dress suits,
while worsted mixtures are also receiving some attention.
Shepherd checks are the principal checks selling. Heather
mixtures and Bannockburns in light shades for bicycle suits,
are unusually active as compared with last year. awn and
drab Venetians for overcoatings have always a place for the-
smart trade, though mixed worsteds in browns, fawns and
greys are thought to have good chances for the early spring
trade. A greater variety of new style's in veAtings are shown
this season than ever before.

New fashions in men's wear show few radical alterations.
A few new styles will give the effect of lightness as against
heaviness in designs. Overcoats and undercoats are to be
shorter, and shoulders are to be padded. -Double breasted
sack suits will have their usual run for the early part of the
season. Trouseiings are to have narrower legs and less
spring.'

THE SEALING OUTLOOK.

The sealing fiéet from British Columbia, bas left for the

season's hunt under elementary àircumstaùces as adverse as
last year. The weather was then to blame for a series of
financial reverses, and the outlook so 'far is not, much more
hopeful. A succession of gales bas prevailed and only two
fine days have broken the disastrous monotony. The out-
fitting of this year's fleet cost upwards of $142,000, as com-
pared with about $125,000 in 1895. More white men are
employed toa, this year than last, some 1,500 having signed
articles, besides fully as many Indians. Wages are practi-
cally unchanged, $4 per .skin being the ruling rate for
hunters. Nearly one-half of the fleet have gone direct to
the Japanese coast with the intention of hunting along the
Copper Island and the Siberiai coast ; some three or four
will confine thamselves to the Behring Sea, and the remain-
der left for the coast of Oregon, Washington and Vancouver
Island. •The Newfoundland seal fisharies are being prose-
cuted vigorously. Twenty-two steainers left St. John for
the ice fields, according to a telegraphie despatch, taking
8,000 men.

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WEIGIITS, ME ASURES AND GAS.
The total revenue collected for the inspection of weights,

measures and gas during the year ended 30ti June, 1805, was
$39,483 as against $38,651 during the previous year. The total
expenditure was $71,041 as against $78,398 during the sane
period of 1893-4. The number of weigits, Dominion, tested were
70,487 of which 818, or 0.40 per cent, were rejected, while ôf
measures of capacity, 78,981 were inspected and 694, or 0.87 per
cent, were rojected. An admission almost startling in its frank-
ness, is made by Mr. Miall lu the words :-The expenditure In
the welgits and mneagures branch might be considerably lessened
in many of the diversions without affecting the etllciency of the
service, by reducing the staff of assistant inspectors." The gov-
ornment would do well in view of last year's deficit te lop off all
superfluous salaries and thus liglten the taxpayers' burden to
that degree.

The report of gas inspection shows an uniformly high quality
all over Canada. Tests of the illuminating power have beae
made ln all the cities and towns including 105 in Montreal. No
case is reported as below standard. In addition saine 68 tests
for sulphur and amnonia are reported in Montreal, in none of
which were these ingredients found in excess. The number of
gas meters inspected was 13,552 of which 190 were rejected, as
against 12,833 tested and 180 rejected in the previous year.
Those figures must be considered as on the whole satisfactory.
When everythlîing else, almost, is a(tulterated to a consider'able
extent, it is Tefreshing to lind one commodity that is said te
come always up te standard. I.t is a pity, thongh that sane of
the " extra pressure" co.aplained of as put through consumers'
meters was not testerl, particularly for illuminating power.

LAGER BEEt BiREWING.

The Influence of the Teutonic elenent in our p opulation,
though not se pronounced as in the United States, is nevertheless
making.itself fait, especially as regards the social habits of the
people. Lager Beer has becomne the national beverige of the
United States, and it bids fair te obtain a similar hold upon the
tastes of our own population. In the early days of its manufac-
turc in Canada the lack of experionced help stood in the way of
its success, for thougli the quality was there it lacked that pecu-
liar palatableness which characterized il ln the Western States
and which lias made it so popular a beverage of late years on
this side of the Atlantic aise. Among those who brought with
them the necessavy tkill and ability te manufacture an article
that suited the popular palate and produced a liglit, mild drink,
with what a connisseur calls " just enîough trouble in it te make
the glad come," is Mr. Reinhardt of Toronto, who may be justly
terned the father Of lagur-beer brewing lu Canada. Mr. Rein-
hardt's success has been evident fron the start, and his naine is
as identical with the nanufacture of lager beer in this country
as is thit of the great inakors in Germany. ' It is perhaps fortu-
nate if the national thirst is te be assuaged in this way, that It is
te be effected by se innecuous a beverage as lager-beer.

THE SITUATION IN DRIED FRUIT.

The dullness in the local dried fruit market seenis ta have
arison chielly froin the lack'of supplies. Receipts for sone
time, past have bcon very small, and consequently business
has.beeu curtailed. California fruits are'now becoming scar cer,
and are likely to continue so for soine tinte. One authority on
the situation says, never before have the markets been so well
cleaned up. Prices on raisins are very firm and on California
prunes good prices ire maintained. Last year at this time Cali-
fornia was carrying about 275 carloads; tis year her stock docs
not amount to 100 carloads. The roason for this shortage is that
about 17% carlnds have been shipped ta England, Germany and
Fraice. Up ta this year, shipments had not beau made te
France, but further shipncîts will be made, on account of the
shortage In last year's crop of French prunes, Apricots are
stronger, on reports of frost and snow in the Santa (lara Valley.
Advices froi the Mediterraneau ports speak of the shortage lu
prunes,'butt say the winter ias been on the whole favorable,
The prospects are for a good crop of oranges, almonds, raisins,
&c., especially of Malaga raisins. What makes the outlook for
raisins so particularly good is the fact that the vines that were

planted ta replace those destroyed by the phylloxera, will. yield'.
the coming seasoi and the fruit from these is. expeeted ta be
uperior In quality ta that obtained from the old vines.

ANOTIIER SMOKE-CONSUMER.
Herr Gruenwald of Hlolzminder, Ger-

many, bas recently patented a device for
disposing of the smoke from boiler fires
The waste gases of combustion are drawn
throug h a conduit at the end of which ls a
ventilating fan, which forces tûem into
the Iower pait of a gasometer. Here
tlihëybubble through a sheet of water,
where they are cleansed of the solid par-
ticles held in' suspension, and collect li
the upper part'of ý the gasometer, whènce
they may be set free into th'e atnosphere
or used for any purpose desired. The
wash water is continuously renewed and,
as a measure of economy, the conbusti ble
solid matter contained in it may be ex-
tracted, by decantation or evaporation, and
used a second time for fuel. The draught
is regulatedasimply by varying the load.
upon the bell of the gasometer. The sys-
ten is applicable only where power is
available for operating the ventilator,
but one fan may perhaps suffice for a
whole battery of boilers. Besides the
smoke-consuming preperty of the inven-
tion, an important feature is In dispensing
with chimneys, as well as the stacks on
men-of-war, which are valuable points,
and which, with the accompanying smoke,
render'torpedo boats difficult of conceal-
ment from the enemy.. The sole draw-
back to this device seems to be the diffi-
culty of protecting the'parts of the venti-
lator from the action of the hot gases, and
If that obstacle be overcome and no others
be encountered, such a sinoke consumer
may prove a great boon to soue cites.

GREAT BRITAIN'S NAVAL PRE-
PARATIONS.

Although eight battleships, twenty.three
cruisers and forty torpedo boat destroyers
are now under .construction for the British
navy, the naval programme for 1890 sub-
mitted to Parliament contemplates the lin-
mediate laying of the keels for five addit-
lonal.battleships, thirteon cruisers and 28
destroyers,' Three new docks are to be
constructed at Gibraltar, and the navy's
personnel is to be increased by 5,400 mon.
This programme will entail an expenditure
of $110,000,000, of which nearlye87,000,006
l to be appropriated for new slips, docks
and gùns.

CHECK NUTS..

It is common lu railway ,practide, says
the Railway Gazette, to place two nuia on
any thread requiring a nut, and to have
one nut lock the other; Ono, the check or
lock-nut, is usually.thinner than the other,
and is invariably put on last. A little re-
flection will show how utterly absurd le
this practice. The nut that does the lock-
ing presses forward the nut on which the
strain comes the latter transmits ali the
load it may bo.carrylng -to the cieck nut.
Therefore,.if either of the nuts Is ithinner
than its mate, it should be put on first, for
it becomes not much more than a washer
as regards holding; after. its companion.
ias. been crowded upon to 19ck
it in place. The outer nut lias to carry the
whole load, and lu addition any stress that
mzi ha'vebeen imnposed by settingitha two
nuts together.
