GROCERY NOTES.

Some of the United States sugar refiners are at present con-
fronted with a problei whicli will call -for the full share of in-
genuity credited to the versatile American mind in solving. Witi
millions ta sustain thein on either side the Sugar Trust and Ar-
buckle Bris, have been striving to outdo one another ln the distrt-
bution of their separate products. This war had its originin a
difference which arose couple of years ago between the contend-
Ing parties over the purchase of sugar used by the latter in the
preparation of their package coffee. It culminated tu each en
tering the lice of business conducted by the other. But the war
bas a peculiar feature. Granulated sugar la not an article that
eau be reduced i price to any great extent wlthout showlng a
loss. The enormous amount sold by either of these conpanies
If reduced below cost would soon wipe out millions of capital
therefore the fight must be on other g'roundi. The Arbuckle
Company to f urther their sales recently adopted the unique
method of putting up their granulated sugar in two and five
,pound paper baga. The machinery for thtis mode of packing
cost a large suin. The Trust 1s now putting up their sugar ln
two and five pound cotton bags the saine as sait, and in this man-
ner bave a point in their favor as against the paper bag. Cus-
tomers will take the cotton bag in preference; besides it wlll ad-
mit of packing hi barrais whilch la preferred by jobbers and re-
tallers, The next move by Arbuckle Bros. le eagerly awaited.
lu the ineantime the retail grocer le jubilant over the prospect of
net havlng to weigh out bis sugar or run risk of losing ln weight
by carsless handling. The consumer feels satisfied that the re-
finery will not cheat in weight. Thus happinse le dlffused
throughout the land at the expense of the contending refiners.
Since writing the above it la reported the companies have come to
au agreement, but the statement has not been confirmed.

THE PROPOSED ABATTOIR AT LEVIS.

A scheme is afoot to establish an abattoir at Levis for the
preparation of dressed neats for the British and European
market, ineluding a canning industry, which enterprise hope
ta have a gixarantee of $1,000,000 fromu the Governiment. If
private capitalists think well ta establish such an enterprise
it is their own business with whieh the publie have no special
,oncern, no more than they have with any other legitimate
effort te eiploy private capital in trade. But, when the
promoters ask for publie assistance by a Government guaran-
tee they step into a sphere which renders their seheme amen-
able to criticisin. The-e are four such eoncerus working in
Canada, two in the north west, and one each in Toronto and
this city. There is aIso a large amonut of private capital in-
te ested in the trade of exporting live cattle fron Canada.
With all these private enterprises the proposed scheme would
enter into competition, assisted by publie f unds. Now it is
vain in these times to object to a Governnent giving aid ta
a non-governmental scheme of a commercial nature. To do
se would be to condenu any subsidy heing given to a railway
by any governament. But the principle is a sound one, that
a government is not justified in promotihg any mercantile
scheme which is quite within the means of private capital
and is especially not justified in assisting any enterprise
vhich is proposed to enter into competition with similar enes

that have been founded and are being sustained by private
capital. The Levis abattoir scheme is a very appropriate one
to be carried on as strictly a private undertaking. It would
be a competitor with established enes, consequently it bas no
just claim to government assistance. The duty of a govern-
ment is fully diicharged when it ensures a fair field and no
favour to all private business enterprises. The. publie at
large will certainly not be disposed te support the proposal
that a government guarantee be given to a dressei ineat ex-
portation company, especially when every householder is
paying three to five cents per pound more for meat, owing
to the home market baing depleted by heavy shipments of
cattle to Great Britain.

TFUE APRIL BANK STATEMENT.

The distinguislhing feature of the month of April is
the re-opening of navigation. Last year this welcoime
event came unusually early, which added largely to the
volume of business. Tiis year the winter was very
eccentric, and wound up iLs peculiarities by not "linger.
ing ii the ]ap of Spring,'' but iuposing its severe con-
ditions upon that season, by wvhich course the opening
of navigation was too long delayed to give the April
bank returns the usual evidences of greater activity. Ia
April, 1898, the circulation reniained practically as at
the end of Marci, the decline being only $8G,400,
whiclh is too snall to have auy significance. Last
mnonth the circulation dropped froni $38,409,200 to
$37,360,800, a falling oe of $1,089400. In the last
seven returns for March and April the change in April
in each case.was as follows :

It will be noticed that the circulation tide runs out
in Alpril as a rule, this year's decrease being above the
averagq. In 1896 the falling off was a little greater,
but the percentage of decine in that year: wazs 3.68
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while this year only 2.70. The iote issues at end of
last April were $8,217,800 in excess of April, 1895,
vhen they touched their lowest point in some years.

The deposits on denand increased last month fromi
$86,915,000 to $88,537,000, an advance of $1,622,000,
whicli corresponds with the change fron Marci to
April last year, and is about the average increase shown
in these credit balances for the last seveni years. Since
1895 however they have increased 21 millions of dol-
lars, and since 1889 by 34 miiilions. The increase in
the last 10 years in deposits on demand has been 63
per cent. The deposits payable after notice which ran
down in March from $88,387,000 to $86,015,000, rose in
April to $88,537,000. The enlargeinent of these funds
since 1893 has been remariable as the following com-
paisons show .

per cent. Very striking and significant features in the
above tables are, the steady aniual increase of deposits
payable after notice at from 5 millions to 6 millions a
year all through the years of depression fron 1893 to
1897 and the sudden rise since trade began to ituprove
in 1898; whicli, iii two years, sent up tliese deposits by
$36,000,000.

The current loans 'and discounts rose iii April to
$245,408,000, an advance fron the Marci figure of
$240,568,000, whici is one nillion dollars greater than
the increase in A pril last year.

H ragutIe. on the 18h inst. Tlowever douîbtful we mnay
be as to the Conference endiniîg in arrangements being
imade for the nations learning war 1no more, the gather,-
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$ $ $ S
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ing imust he regarded as one of the great events of
listory. On no previous occasion, for any purpose,
were hiere asseinbled sucli distinguished representatives
of all civilised countîries. To suppose that the iost
astite statesien aind diploniats of Christendomii would
attend such a Con ference, if Hie Czar, by whonm it was
iiiitiated, is only fooling thiem, that is, if he is a hypo-
crite in expressing a desire for peacei is not reasonable,
'This theory imuplies that the young Emniperor of Runssia
is so astiite as to have been successful in pulling the
wvool over the eyes of Britishi, Gernan, French, Italian,
A mericai, and otlier diploiatists, and rulers, some of
wioni had brilliant reputations as statesien wihen lie
was in the liands of Lutors and governors. If this is so,
then Alexander of Rtussia is the greatest, hie iost
imarvellously gi fted iian wlio ever lived, or, Che dele-
gates now sittiiig at e ilague are all fools.

IL needs nio suipernatural insight to sec the inconsis-
tency between die present policy of ltussia in China, or

Chat of Great liritain is eiilarging ticir ariamients, or
hie samie course being pursueIc by othier nations, and,

tlie represeiitatives of those powers assemubling to dis-
cuiss a proposal for turiiiig their respective swords and
spears into ploughs and pruning hooks. But, what
else could they du? To lave stopped all defensive pre-
parations before the Ci ference lad asseibled, woild

ave atticip);atel its proceedings.
Althoughl the gahering at TIhe H agiue has no prece-

dont in iLs uiiiversally representative character, it has

several in iLs motive. The one of the greatest historie
îîîintrest is lie 'Treaty signed at Paris on 213th Sept.
1815, by whicli iu1ssia, Austria and Prissia, bonnd
tleiiselves to act towards eaci others as becanie, " the
miiembers of one Clristian faiiily." That Treaity reads
liike a format, diploimatic agreenient amongst those
nations to m iak c t Sermon on the Mounît a part of
Clieir several Constitutions. Straiige to say, that
Treat.y vas entered inito on hie advice and by sugges-

gestion of Alexander, Czar of [ussia, wio, probably,
had beeti deeply imîîpressed by the charis of peace by
lie tesson Ltaught by Napoleoi's occupation of Moseow

ii the vinier of 1812.
That 'Treaty was no0t signed by Great Britain. As

the couintry was tlet Llrobbing vith exultation over
Waterloo, the goudy-goodly ternis of tie ioly Alliance
were wholly out of Luei with national sentiment. Jolii
Bull is quite as pious as lis continental neighbours,
but, wihen asked to sigi a Treaty gutshing witl expres,
sions about "'rtheirly love," being adopted as inter-
natioinal law, le glanced at tie Ioutlhs of Rlussia,
Austria aiffl P1russia, wio asked li.s co-operation, and
saw in each of tien one of the limîbs of Poland, which
they hiad recen tly renut into three fragments. Joli n
Buill was nîot dueeived Iby these Volves bl'ating like
lanbs, so lie hield aloof froin their so-called " Ioly
Alliance,' vhihl was opeilly opp> sed by tli Papal
Court. Thie "brotlerly love" Treaty of 1815 was soon
broken lip. Since thleni several efforts have been made
to establisi an Eu ropeai 'peace compact, whicli on ly led
to larger and larger armilamnenits, anid to such re-dIstri-
butions of territory as renIer a iap of Europe as it was
in 1815 unintelligible to-day.

Tlhe scene of probable conllict betweenl lie powers of
Europe lias nîow shtifted to the East. Russia seeis to
have given up hope of dividing, or swallowing Tuîrkey,
and is beiiding lier cuergies towards the task of absorb-

jug il yIst ,Šgse Qf tiiib~, I.f~ diePeCgd Çoîfenceiç

wouîld tackle the Eastern question. and decide in wlat
w'ay the Chinîese Empire is to be disiemnbered, and to
wyhon the joints of the carcase are to be allotted, it
would do mnuch to minimise the danger of future wars.
Indeed it seens to us that the whole question before
the Conference can only be settled by its having a new
map of the world designed, and all national and col-
onial bou ndaries agreed to by the delegates. A Treaty
could thei be drafted anld signed pledging each power
to respect suchi boundaries as were defined in the Con-
ference Map. This chart should be made a part of a
Treaty, just as a surveyor's plan is made part of a deed
for land, or of a policy of tire insurance. If ail nations
would solenly pledge themselves not to reniove tleir
neiglibours land îmarks, tley would do more to estab-
lislh peace on a perianeint basis, than by sucli cloquent
expressions about " brotherly love" as nîow make the
famuous Holy Alliance Treaty an object of ridicule.

We do nîot regard the policy of remnoving some of
the iorrors and penalties of war as so very desirable as
some do. The more dreadful Che conditions of war are,
the greater is the slrinking froi it by the peoples and
by statesnen. The cause of peace will not be furtliered
by glozing over and partially hiding the liorrors of war
with a varnish of humanitarianisn. We trust tie de-
legates at The [Hague will not fall iuto thle utter delut-
sion of trying to help Che cause of peace by a policy
whiici would cause var to he engaged in for trivial ob-
jects, as it would be were its terrors softenîed and iLs
penalties made less severe.

Of the business not included in the first list, a large
amount is marine, and the balance was donc ciiefly by
Germtan insurance comupanies.

The average ratio of expenses to preminuts of above
comupanies was 36.41 per cent which, being added to
59.90 the loss ratio, imakes a total outlay of 96.31 per
cent fron preniums. They liad however other sources
of incomte whici, for the whole of the foreign coi-

panies, amounted to $2,579,767. Their total in'come
was Litus raised to 849,238,909', and their total outlay
for losses and expenses, $14,942,366, tnaking the ratio
of Lhe gross expenditures to gross incone 89.12 per cent.
They are stated in the report to have $30,302,998 as
"a surplus as regards policyhiolders," whieh indicates a
strong position. The above returns show how popular
are Britisi and Canadian fire insurance coipaities in
the United States, who have von the great confidence
reposed in them by the promptitude with which they
have met läimiits, and the liberality of tieir settlemnents.
Were it not that the law of Massachusetts forbids a lire
insurance compt»any fromt accepting any risk in excess
of 10 per cent upon iLs net assets in the hands of trus-
tees, the business of the foreiga companties'wotld be
umuci larger.

THE4, LONDON & LANCASHIl' LtFE ASSULt-
ANCE COMPANY.

The annual statement of this old and substan-
tial coIpany is given on a later page in this issue.
The comtpany is one of those whici regards the interests
of iLs policyholders as the prime, the funtdatental ob-
ject of its organisation and operations. In pursuance
of this purpose it distributes nine-Lentiths of its profits
anongst the policy-holders, each of whoin ias thus a
direct interest in promoting its welfare. The effect of
sucli liberality is to give permanence to its business,
which is so desirable in life assurance, as policyholders
know that in the gradual eurichment of the conmpany,
by accumulating profits, they have an immediate, per-
sonal interest as the prospective sharers in these funds.

Last year the London & Lancashire issued 2,832 new
policies for $4,4681300. lle net income froin premiums
was $1,204,583, which ivas $45,830 in excess of 1897.
Besides the preniums the company received $250,137
for interest on its investments. The average rate of
interest received was4 lier cent, which is larger thai
whatis yielded by the investments of most of the
British life couipaies. The total assets were enlarged
last year by $337,988, which shows that 28 per cent of
te net premiums was available for enlarging the re-

sources of the company after discharging its current
liabilities. This indicates a low death rate, economical.
naeament, and generally, as we iave said, a policy

of conserving and pronioting the interests of policy-
holders for whose benefit and protection the assets are
so large. The total funids of the comnpany now stand
at $0,532,237, a suflicient proportion of whici is in the
iands of the Governmtent of Canada to cover ail claimls
that can arise in this country.

The comnpany ias just entered into possession of one
of the inost beautiful and substatntial business structures
in this city, whicl it erected last year on St. James
street, opposite this office. IL contains six storeys ; the
ground floor is occupied by the Bank of -Nova Scotia.
The first flat is devoted to the comnpaty's own offices,
the main one being 65 feet deep by 35·feet wide. Tlie

other rooms are for the manager, tte miedical adviser
and the agents. IL also uses the top storey as a Board
roon, which is one of the handsoniest offices in the

Province. The whole building is occupied by first-class
tenants. The fittings throughont are superb, being alt
in oak and miarble. The entrauce hall is a gem of

decorative art. The walls are lined with rici Italian

and Spanish marbles. Six panels are filled vith the

shields of London and of Lancashire in their correct
heraldic colours, which give an effect both novel and
artistic, as well as bright and appropriate. Lord

Strathcona is Chtairman of the local Board, amongst
his colleagues being Mr. It. B. Anigus, the einient
inillionaire financier, and other citizens of promi nence.
Mr. B. Hal Brown is congratuilated on the company lie
so acceptably represents, having entered into its own

palatial ho e, te erection of which is evidence of the
confidence felt by the London & Lancashire in the future
of this city, as it'is also of its intention to advance its
business in Canada, in which efort we wisi it every
success.

GIANT FINANCIERS AT WAlt.
IL is often said in comparing the British Hiouîse of

Comnons to-day with years long past, " There were
giants in those days." 11 any one who is iiterested in
finance will Lake up the London papers and read bhe
debate on the British Budget, he vill have to admit
that the race of giants is not extinct. The speeches of
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, Mr. Courtney, Mr.
Goschen, Sir Henry Fowler, Sir William i Harcourt and
several otlier members, compare favourably witi any
ever delivered in Parliament in a financial debate.
Several of those speeches must have been nost carefully
prepared, but they were not read from a manuscript.
The readiness with which puzzling interjectory re-
marks were answered showed how iasterly was bite
grasp of the speakers of the subjeet in hand and hoV
thorough was their knowledge of all the intricacies of
most difficult financial problemns. Several of the ablest
speeches were strictly exem pore. or spotaneous, as
they were delivered in reply to those just finished, the
points of wiich vere discussed with a singular fuliness
of knowledge, and an argumentative force which few
living men could display, even after a quiet study of
their opponents' figures and conclusions. lere were
quips and repartees utte.red in the very midst of elabor.
ate expositions of financial problens which also showed
iow thoroughly at ease were the speakers. Of Sir Wil-
liam Harcourt it was said, " The honourab!e gentleman
poses as the high priest of purity-but strip him, and
belold-an electioneering agent !1" Sir William said of
his opponent, the Leader of, the flouse, who had made
an allusion to the strength of the Governmuet, " le
reminds me of what I was told when a young iteumber
of the Bar," " Never mind the J udges-they cannot
conte down .to you !" Another sharp retort was, " The
lonourable member is fond of quoting copy-book pro-
verbs,-he should remiember the onlé-" Self praise is
noa recontmendation." 'Mr. Courtney, Lte eminent fin.
aîncier, alluding to the States, said : " The Ame'riean
people have tasted the fire water of titperialist," which
is aparaphrase of a remark in this journal.

The debate turned upon the proposal on the budget
to appropriate, practically, a portion of the Sinking
Fund of the National Debt towards meeting the enor-
ormous expenditures being made for naval and muilitary
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services. Somie years ago it was enacted that each year
25 millions of pounds be set aside from revenue to pay
debt charges and increase the Sinking Fund. This is
to be reduced to 23 millions, and over this there was a
battle royal. Connected with this proposal' 1 is that of
iuvesting the Savings Bank funds in Consols, and of
issuing teriniiable annuities by the Debt Commission-
ers. At present the British governnment is paying in-
turest on deposits at a higher rate thait il eau realise by
investiig the nioney iii Consols. These securities have
Lu be bought at the rate of about te millions a year,
the price for ench £100 being £111. As this only
yields a return of 2.A8 per cent, there is a loss on all
new deposits and on all received since Consuls wenît so
high. One speaker pointed out that Consuls were be-
iig forced pt) by the governmetant buyiig against itself,
which was a sirewtl reimark, and the price wis artificial.
This class of consuls are redeemnable in 1924, or renew-
able at 2- per cent. A tiother class are redeeiable, or
renewable at 2- in 1905, these are quoted at 103. The
proxiimity of the lime of redenmption laving, as is the
rule, a depreciatory efect on the price. To relieve the
situation it was urged thai the governient siould take
power to invest Savings Bank monies in other securi-
tics, such is India 3k's, or other stocks whici yield 3
lier cent or over. There is tIis however to be cotsider-
ed, if the British governmnent came into the market as
a buyer of any security, iL would advance in price. The
businessi like course woulid be to pay less interest on
deposits, as the gencral public ought not tu be taxed to
pay more for Savings Batik deposits than they cati be
invested to realise.

The Hou. Mr. Courtuey said, the truth was, the-e
was anii accuuitlaLion of capital going on in Eugland in
excess of opportunities for profitable investient. At
present ths British Government haa £73,000,000 of
deposits in haud, which are daily increasing. The
operatioi of the annuity systeni was thus described by
Sir H.y. Fowler :" Suppose I want an annuity for 15
yeursand I have £10,000. The Debt Coimissioters
will for this give me £800 a year for 15 years. Consols
for the amounlt will be transferred lo their names, cati-
celled, and they will undertake the liability of paying
me £800 a year for 15 years and the payment to me' of
that amount will ensure tue ny 2à per cent on Consols,
and provide a fund which, at comîpound interest, will
replace any 210,000." In view of the absolute security
givei to lie annuitant, we should say he had ithe better
of the bargain.

Considering thuat the national debt of Great Britain
haits beei very largely reduced yearly for tmaniiîy years,
ut the rate of 7 bo 8 million pouînds anuîîtally, there
seins no pressing need of the Sinking Fund being now
iicrealsed as imuch every year as it was ordered to be
wlien the debt was tutici less. That was the strong
point of the supporters of the Governmetit. It was
pressed home witl great force, being supported by the
argument that the cost of the itncreased armatnments
called for by existing conditions justify, if needs be, the
Sitking Fund being drawn upon to cover theni. The
Ilimtit of taxation sectms to have been reihed in England,
the anount per head is now higher thain it was 0 years
ago, so that tap was dry.

in answer to one speaker who spoke of the large
revenue as a proof of prosperity, another said, " Higi
taxation is no, proof of prosperity," and he -went on to
sh1owv that more and more could be extracted fron the

people by taxes without their paying the increases be-
ing any sign whatever of increased ability to bear the
added burden. The application of his remarks to con-
ditions iii Canada would not be difficult. The Governi-
nient shone in debating power as much as it did in vot-
ing strength, and the people of the old land generally
have stood by their rulers in their policy of strengthen-
ing the defensive power of the Imperial forces.

QUEIN'S BIRTHDAY AND EMPIRE DAY.
The 80th birthd-ay of the Queen was celebrated here,

tas indeed il was tbroughout Canada, vith reiarkable
enLhusiasm. The day was an ideal one, clear and
briglit as the record of ler Majesty's reign and life.
The celebration of the day iLself was preceded by one on
the 22nd in honour of Empire Day, which was mainly
a childrens' festival. The idea of this novelty is, to
develop a national and imperial spirit amongst the
rising generation by devoting one day in eacli year
to exercises in which patriotic sentiments would be in-
spired by singing national songs, and listening to* ad-
dresses expository of the relation of Canada to the
Empire. This celebration passed off with the greatest
success throughout the Dominion.

It would be well for the old land to have a similar
anniversary, at whiich all British youngsters-could
learn something of Lhe glories of the Empire outside
the United Kingdon. The impressiveness of "Empire
Day" will depend largely upon its being generally ob-
served wherever the "old flag" floats. The conscious-
ness that all people who on earth do dwell, who are the
subjects of one monarcb, are simultaneously celebrating
their political unity, would strike the imagination, and
convey a deeper impression than any number of isolated
observances. The world at large vouild then learn by
Empire Day what is meant by the British Empireand
what the strength mîust be of the unity vhich is
inspires such a celebration.

BUFFALO AND QUEBEC LABOUR
TROUBLES.

The troubles arising out of the great strike at
Buffalo, and those threatened at Quebec may be looked
upon vithI some complacency from the standpoint of
the interests of this port, at present. When however
our neighbour's house is on fire it is well to be prepared
for its extending so as to endanger our own. The
strike at Buffalo has paralysed the shipping interests of
that port, as the elevator labourers, freight and coal
liandiers, dockmen, firemen on the lake boats, with a
large nuiber of oLher mcn, are not working. IL is
useless to take vessels to Bufalo as they cannot be un-
laden, and those in port are tied up, as cargoes cannot
be shipped. Se far as commerce on the lakes is.depen-
dent on Buffalo labour, as it is to a large extent, it is
seriously injured, and shippers in the west are arrang-
ing for otier routes being utilised to transport grain
and other freight to the sea-board. There seems to be
every likelilhood of a large anount of freight coning
this way as a consequence of Buffalo being blockaded
by its own labourers wio seeni to be under the control
of a few professional agitators who make a handsome
living out of organising strikes. Quebec has an un-
fortunate reputation for troubles of the sane class.
It is only a few years ago since the dock labourers
there had to be over-awed, by the military, so riotoQ
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were their proceedings. Tite citizens at large, had to
pay a large indeiunity to persons whose properties liad
been iujured during'the disturbances, and the shipping
interests of Quebec suffered grave injury, fron which
Lhey have not recovered, nor are likely to do under
existing conditions. The dock labourers are enforcing
regulations in regard to the loading and unloading of
vessels by means which are distinctly illegal, as they
put those under a ban, and compel them to quit work,
who enter into free contracts with shippers. Tite
labourers tried to secure Parliamentary sanction to
those regulations, but failed, s0 thua the ouly author-
ity for their enforcement is persecution by threats, by
boycotting, and violence. A more insane policy could
not be devised to divert business away from Quebec,
which is in need of every possible help to keep its ship-

ping interest fron continuing to decline. Buffalo is
so favorably placed, is so wealthy, its people are so en-
terprising, that the city can stand a long siege, without
permanent injury, but another labour outbreak at
Quebec, as is Lhreatened, might give -the slippihg trade
of that ancient city its coThde-grace. Te immnunity
of this city fron wharf labourers' strikes lias done
mach to further iLs welfare. The vessel trade cannot

prosper where labour is in revolt ; wher' its services
are liable to interruption; where the cost of them in'
the future is uncertain. The suspension of work on
our wharves for even a day would involve a very heavy
sacrifce; it would throw the whole harbour with its
many millions of dollars of property, into confusion ;
il would create a long-lived prejudice against this port.
IL would be well then to guard againast the Buffalo and
Quebec agitation spreading so as to bring the troubles
they suffer from into this port. The fomnentors of suich
disturbances are most dangerous men, they belong to
the fire-bug order, who thrive on the disasters ofýothers.
The matter of taking precautions is worth con-
sideration.

ELECTRIO POWER AT NIAQAR YAFALLS.
The Canadian Niagara Power Co., which lad secured

a mnonopoly of the supply of power on the Canadian
side at the Falls, has agreed to surrender its monopoly
on being granted certain concessions. The ternis ai.
thus stated; the comîpany will pay the Ontario Govern-
ment $15,000 for the first 10,000 horse power it deve-
lops, $10,000 for the next and $7,500 for the next. Af-
ter that amount is developed the rate will be 50 cents
per horse power. Th us, if 100,000 horse power is ob-
tained the payment for iL will be $07,500. The intake
will begin at the south end of Cedar island. Another
company is awaiting developients under above agree
ment, and, if the monopoly proves to have been really
abandoned, it will seek to secure power on the Canadian
side on the saine ternis as are given above. A strong
suspicion las been expressed that the Americaus wyho
secured the nonopoly did so solely to lock up'power on
the Canadian side and prevent any of it being deve-
loped in comnpetition with the electric enterprises on the
A merican side of the Falls. When the project was first
mooted of utilising the Fails for developing electrie
power-soon after the Victoria Park was open to the
publie-the privilege of securing such power could
have been obtained from'the Park Commissioners for
$30,000 a year. This was considered much loo higl a
price by some projectors, amongst whom were English

capitalists of rank, who were acting under the advice
of a celebrated electrician. What they lost by delay in
closing with ofgers then open may be judged by the'
readiniess of two companies to pay more than double
tie original ternis. We trust thore will be no more
bluffing in this imatter. Whoever is granted power
privileges should be bound to erect and ope'rate plant
withini a fixed reasonable Lime, or pay a heavy forfeit.
IL would be intolerable to give an Amnerican coipany
the power to stop the developient of Canada and of
Canadian interests in the Niagara Falls region. The
annual charge paid Lo the Ontario Governmuent would
be a muere bagatelle to the very large sui of which the
residents in that district would be (deprived by the works
not being fully operated.

Its size is vouched for by the fact that it sudiced for the
fiai course at the dinner of a family of seven. The people of our
large cities do not sulliciently value thilr great fishing facilities
along our northera lakes and streams.

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- THE ENGLISH LICENSE COMMISSION.
A Royal Commission bas been sitting in England for about

three years to consider the licensing laws question. The

chairman was Lord Peel, ex-Speaker of the House of Com.
mons. After a considerable amount of evidence had been
presented the chairman drew up a report. This vas so per-
emnptorily rejected by a najority of the comnissioners that
Lord Peel withdrew in a great huff, but, after cooling down,
lie decided to continue as chairman. The point at issue was
as to the treatnent of persons who under a proposed new
law would be deprived of their licenses. The question is one
of great importance to Canada as it would establish a prece-
dent in case a form of Provincial prohibition comes into
force. Lord Peel and his' party, insisted upon the view
being expressed by the Royal Commission that license holders
were not entitled to and ought not to be paid'any compensa-
tion for the cancellation of their license. This was strenu-
ously opposed by the majority. They admitted the licenses
to be excessive in sone districts, but having' been granted
they ought not to be withdrawn without compensation after
a long notice had been given. The compensation fund was
proposed " to be raised by a levy of one-third per cent upon
the declared value of public bouses, clubs paying in propor-
tion to their sales of liquor, and hotels a twelfth on their
rateable value.' This in London alone would yield $650,000
a year, a sum which would enable 45 bouses to be closed
yearly and each given an average compensation of $15,000.
Tbis is supported by a majority of the Comimissiouers. The
trade in Ireland bas put in a very strong protest against thI
withdrawal of so nany licenses as Lord Peel proposed, as not
only would the licences be ruined but there would be an
enormous increase in the number of unlicensed places. The
action of the Chairman and some of bis supporters in' absent-
ing themselves from the sittings in a sulk at th, majority
being against the proposals they favour, is likoly to cause the
labours of the Commission to have no legislative result.
Those who are anxious to diminish the grave evils arising
from the excessive number of licensed publie bouses, but who
distrust the effects of prohibition, regard the obstinacy- of
Lord Peel and bis over-zealous temperance friends as most
unfortunate. They are judged to be more anxious to have
their own way, which they will never get in Great Britain,
than to promote the cause of temperanca reforni.

Reilners propose to now sei on set terms
of 14 days net, aud in abolishing the old
arrangenîcot, have at saine time made a
very substantial reduction in prices.
Granulated fron $4.65 bas dropped te
$4.45 net 14 days, Yellows are selling at
$3.65 te $3.75. The popular opinion ex-
presses satisfaction at the refiners action,
" the less the trade is caparisoned 'by
agreements of any kind, the better". At

present prices, quality taken into account,
there is absolutely nothing in American
sugars for the purchaser, and even leaving
out quality, the dif'erence la still a shade
in the Canadien refiners favor.
