DESTRUCTION OF THE INQUISITION AT
MADRID.
Anoxa my fellow:passengers on the Ohio river,
was,Col. Lehmanousky, torinerly an officer under
Napoleon, and now a winister of the Lutheran
church. e, bowever, remembers the scenes of
olden tines, and deseribes them with wonderful
interest, He is indeed a remarkable man; al-
though past three score and ten years old, he re-
tains the erect pasture, the firm sten, and activi-
ty of an o‘ficer of fifty. Jlis acquaintance With
Bonaparte conmenced on his first entering the
army, when he fonnd himself a private soldir
nnder this distinguished mnan as his Captain.  For
twenty three years he served with bim in stations
f trust, which rendered the most intimate rela-
tions necessary ; and 1t wasonly when Napoleon
was confined on the Island of J2iha, that Col.
Lehmarousky retired from the service. I have

up the Ohio. Audifl could impart to it on paper
one tithe of the interest it possessed as it fell from
bis lips and beamed forth from his eye, I should
have no doubt of its being read by every member
of every family to whom your paper goes.

In the year 180%,~said CoE Lehmanonsky,
—being then at Madrid, my attention was direc-
ted to the lnquisition in the neighhourhood of
that citys  Napoleon had formerly issued a decree
for the suppression of this instilution wherever
his victorious tioops should extend their arms.
| reminded Marshal Soult, then governorof Ma-
drid, of this decree, who directed me to procced
to destray it. T informed him that mny regiment,
‘the 9th of the Yolish Lancers, were insulficient
for such a service, bat that if he would give me
two additional regiments, 1 would undertake the
work. lle accordingly gave we the two vequir-
el regiments, one of which, the 117th, was un-
der the commmand of Col. De Lile, who is now,
like myself, a minister of the Gospei. He is
astor of one of the Kvangelical Churches in

tarseitles.  With these troops 1 proceeded forth-
with ta the Inguisition, which was situated about
tive miles from the city. The lIuquisition was
surronnded with a wall of great sirength, and
defended by abeut four hundred soldiers. When
we anived o1 the walls, 1 addressed one of the
sentinels. and summoned the holy fathers to sur-
render to the imperial army, aind open the gates
of the Inquisition.- The sentinel who was stand-
inz on the wall, appeared to enler into conversa-
tion fur & few moments with some one within, at
the close of which he presented his musket and
shot one of.my men. This wss a signal for at-
tack, and 1 ordered my troops to fire upon those
who appeared on the walls.

‘It was soon abivious that it was an unequal war-
fare. ‘The walls of the Inquisitioi were covered
with soldiers of the holy oflice ; there was also a

. sfrragshopper:. chirped and whispered, ¢ He
: bleyses-me -also,. with a liftle drop of dew.’

‘breastaork upon the wall, bebind which .they
kept continually, enly as they pufially exposed

¢« In silent rest!’ answered the night, and;

lwelt thus lang on the .chafacter and circum-1

themselt¥s -as they discharged their muskets,
Our treops were in the open’ plain, and exposed
to & destructive fire. e had no cannon, nor
could we scale the walls, and the gates success-
fully, resisted all attempts at forcing them. [
saw that it was necessary to change the imode
of attack, and direcled some trees to be cut down
and trimmed, and brought on the .ground,lo be
used as batlering tams.  Two of these were taken
up by detachments of men, as numerous as could
work to advantage, and brought (o bear upon fhe
walls with all the power which they could exert,
regardless of the fire that was poured upon them
from the walls. Presently the walls bezan fo
{remble, and under the well directed .and perse-
vering application of the ram, a breach was
made, and the imperial troops rushed into the
Inquisition. Here we met with an incident
which nothing but Jesuitical effroniry is equal
to. The Inquisitor General, followed by the
father confessors,in their priestly robes, all came
out of their rooms, as we were making our way
intqgghe interior of the Inguisition, amf with long
faces, and their arms crossed over their breasts,
their fingers resting on their shoulders, as though
they had been deaf to all the noise of the -attack
and defence, and had but just learned what was
going on, they addressed themselves in the Jan-
guage of rebuke to their own soldiers, saying,
< \Why do you fight our friends, the French ?»

‘Their intention, appatently, was to make us
think that this defence was wholly unauthorized
by them, hopiny, if they could produce in our
nindsa belief that they were friendly, they should
have a betler opportunily in the confusion and
plunder of the Inquisition to escape. Their arti-
tice avas {og shallow, and did not succeed. I
caused them to be placed under guard, and all the
soldiers of the Inquisition to be secured as pris-
oners. We then proceeded to examine this pris-
on house of hell. “We passed through reom after
room, found altars, and crucifixes and wax can-
dles in abundance, but we could discover no evi-
dences of inignity being practised there, nothing
of those peculiar features which we expected to
find in an loquisition. Here was beauty and
splendour, and the most perfect order on which
my eyes ever vested. The architecture—the
psoportions were perfect. The cciling and floors
of wood were scoured until highly polished.
‘Thhe marble floors were arranged with a striet
tegafd to erder.  There was everythiig to please
the eye and sratify a cultivated taste ; but where
were those horrid instruments of torture of which
we had been told, and whete¢ those dungeons in.
which human beings were said to be buried alive?
We searched in vain. The holy fathers assured
us that they had been belied—-that we bad seen
all—and I was prepared to give np the search,
convinced that this Inquisition was diffcrent from
others of whick 1 had heard.

But Col. De Lilc was not so eady as myselt
lo give up the search, and said to me, & Colunel.

'The
slabs of marble were large and beautifully pol-
lished, VWhen the water had been. poured over
the lloor, much to the dissatisfaction of the In-
quisitors, a careful examinalion wwvas made ol
every seam in the floor, {o sce if the water pas-

sed through, Presently Col. De Lile cxclaimed

that he had fonnd it. By the side of one of these
marble " slabs the water passed .tbroagh fast, as
though there was en opening beneath.- Al hands
now were-at work for further .discovery—the
officers with their. swords, .and the soldiers with
their bayonets, seekiag to clear out the seam an!
pry up the.slab.. Otbers with the butts of theic
muskets striking the. slab with all their might
break it; while the priest remonstrated against
our desecrating théir ﬁoly ‘and beautiful house.—
While thus engaged, a soldier who was striking
with the butt of his musket, struck o spring, and
the mnarble slab flew . up. Then the fages of the
Inquisitors grew pale, and as. Belshagzar, when
the hand writing appeared on. the .wall, 5o did
these men of ‘Belial shake and quake in every
bone and joint--and sinew. We labked beneath
the marble slab, now partly up, end.wesaw 3
tlairscase. 1 stepped to the table and took from

the cabdlestick i’ of ‘tlie’candles, four feet in
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tenzsh, which was burning, that I might explore
what was before us. . As'| was doing this, | \as
arrested hy one of the faquisitors, who laid his
hand gently on my arm, and with a very demiire
anil holy look, said, ¢ My son, you must not take;

I took
the candle and praceeded down the stairease. I
now diszovercd why the water revealed to us
this passage.

As we reached the front of
the stairs, we entered alarge square rooin, which
was called the Hall of Juidgment. [In the centre
of it was a latge bloek, and a chain fastened to'it.

The cclls were-places.of solitiry confinament,

were suffered to remain until they were entirely
decayed, and the rooms had become fit for others
to accupy. To prevent this practice beins otfen-
sive to those who ozeupied the Inquisition, there
were_flues, or tubes, extending 1o the open air,
sufficiently capcious to carry off the odour from
these decaying hodics.  In these cells we found
the remains of some who had paid the debt of
nature 3 some of tiiem bad heen dead appavently
but a’short lim=, while of others nothing remain-
ed'but their bones, still chainad to tha flaor of
Aheif dunzeon. In others we found the living
sufferer of every age and of both sexes, from ihe
young man and mailen {o those of three s¢ore
and ten years—all as naked as when they were
born into the wortld.  Onr soldiers immediately
applicd themsclves to releasing these caplives of
their, chains ; stripping thamselves in part of their
own clothing to cover these wretchie:d beings, and
were exceedingly. anxious to hring ihem up to
the light of day. Bul aware of their danger, 1
insisted on their wants bein: suppiicd, and being
brought gradually to the lizht &3 they coul-l bear
it. . :

Whan we had explozed thes: ceiis, and open-
ed the prison doors of those who yet survived,
we proceeded to explore another ragom upon the
faft.  Here we found the instra:nents of torture,
of every Kind which the ingennity of men or
davils could invent.  Ameng them was an image
of the Virgin Mary, so contrived  with spikes,
knives, &c., that-when a person went to kiss it,
the arms closed, and tive victim was pierced with
.a thousand wounds, and cut to peices. At the
sight of these the fury of the soldiers refused any
longer to be restrained. They declared that
every inquisitor, monk or soldter of the estab-
lishinent deserved 1o be put to the torture. We
did not altempt dny longer to restrain-them.—
They cammenced at once (he -work of - torture
with the holy. fatheis, and insisted upon the
chief inguisitor kissinz the imageé of the Virgin.
He refused. They pricked-him swith their bay-
ouets, and  compelled lim .to. do. 39, when the
arms closed, and he was cut end hacked to death
in'a most shocking manivér. 1 remained till |
‘saw four different kinds of torturcs -apylied ; and
then retired from the awful scene, which termi-
nated not while one indiyiq&uﬂ remained of the.
“former gulity inmates of this ante-chamber of
hell, on whom .they. conld. wreak reveoge. As
soon-as- the poot sufferers from the cells of the
Inquidition could ‘with ‘safely” be broiight ot of
their prison-to the’light of duy, ¢unews ‘having
been spread far and.near.that . nombers.had.-been
rescied from the [nquisition),.all who'ha:l been
“deprivéa of “frierids by the"holy ‘office,’ came to
‘enquire if theirs wete'among.the number. .
... Oy.what a meeting was.there | about a hundred
.who'had been buried alive for. many yéars, ivere
‘now’restoréd- to the - active! world, and -many of
them found here- a spn, and there. a-dawghter;

here .a sister,_and there a brother; and some,
alds ! could fecognise nofriends. The scene was
such that no tongue can descrihe, When the
work of recognition was over, to eomplete the
fbusiness in which [ had engaged, I went to Mad-
rid and obtainell a large quantity of gunpowder,
which. [_placed underneath the editice, and in its
vaulls ; as we applied the slow match, there was
ajoyful sight to thousands of admiring eges.

Tue hundredth or centenary Conference of the
Wesleyan Metholists commenced its sittings at
Sheffield, on Wednesday se’nnight.  The various
preparatoiy committees -met on the preceding
days, but the only proceeding of any particular
interest was a project for the - extension of the
means of edusation in the Connexion. From the
statistical report of the E-lucation Committce, it
appears that, exclusive of cleven cirenits in En-
gland, and one in Wales, from which no returas
have been received, the total namber of day-
scholars is 20,304 5 of Sunday-scholars, 401,383 ;.
of szhool-libraries, 1,158 ; of tzachers in Sunday-
schools, 78,0815 and the total cost of Sanday-
schools, £24H167 Ts. 2l

At the meeting en Wednesday, the first business
was the fillin £ up of the vacancies in the Legal
fhundred.  The Rev, J. Facrenand the Rev, C.
flool were chasen by ballot 5 the following b
senioiity :—Rev, Messrs. James Bumstead, J.
Goslock, Juneson, Sleigh, M. Dunn, Dalby. For
Iredand—J. Nelson and Phillips.  For the office
of President, twelva ministers were nominated,
hut of these four had only onc votr each, two twn
votes, ane three, another seven. The three high-
est were, the Rev. John Scolt 150, Rev. J. Stan-
ley 18, Rev. 8. Jackson 13 ; and the former, his
nomination having been coufirmed by the fIna-
dred, was duly inducted into ollice, the Rev. Dr.
Hannah resizning the scals. The Rev. Robert

I resided in Rome for twclve months,
and had many opportunities of witnessing the cru-
ol persecntions of the-Jews ; for such is the bar-
barous despotism of the Papal government, that
they usually employ the niost ‘degraded of the
monks to carry on their work of infamy against
those unoffending people 5 and often was 1 curi-
ous to enquire into the private characters of
God’s chesen people, and no ane could furnish me
with any criminal acts by them whatever. The
police, who should be good authorities on ques-
-tions of morality, assured:me that the Jews are the
best behaved people in Rome. 1 frequently. con-
versed with the Jews at Rome and Ancona, and
really they have mentioned acls of oppression on
the part of the ¢ Holy Inquisition,* which would
even put to shame the worst slaveholder of the
United States. Popery is an angel in Ircland
compared lo what she is in Rome j hereshe ison
her good behaviout, like a sucking dove, all mild-
ness ;3 but only see her ¢ at home,” how rampant
and intolerant she is.” .

A great sensalion has hcen created amongst the
Hebrews in the city of London, by the promul-
gation of the edict of the Pope by the Inquisition
of Ancona, which they consider tantamount to the
banishment of their conntrymen from the Papal
gtales. Such a measure was tolally unexpecled

But it remains to be considered, whether that
lady would not have acted more wisely, if she
had let alone the command- till she and her
daughter were betier acquainted.

You cannot make him 2at his porridze, if ha is
not-dispased ; but you may tell bim he ias bad
enough—that he shall bave no more. All you
have o attend to here is, never to express your
purpose till you are delermined to sce it exgcu-
ted ; never to say il shall be done till you are
just about to do it. In this way babits of sub-
mission are formed, and the child never discovers
nor suspects that your will can be reristed.

Dress.—There is not an hour in the day ia
which a man c0 much likes to sec his wife dres-
sed with neatness, as when she leaves her bed-
room and sits down to breakfust. At any other
moment vanity stimulates her efforts af the toilet,
for she expects to be seen—but at this retired and
early hour, it is for the very sake of cleanliness,
for the very sake of pleasing her hushand., A
woman should never appear untidily or badly
dressed in the presence of her husband.
