It is not always sate for a Governor of 8
province to reside among the people whom
he has plundered and oppressed and whose
families he has entered with tho lust of that
most losthescme of all creatures, the Turkish
Jivertine.

Of course in‘the East such an jntima-
tion to a subordipate is slmply a commnand;yet
while the Bey submitted he secretly chafed
at what hio considered s gross imposition upon
a friend, o Turkish aristocrat, and na ofticer
accustomed to European liberties and cus-
toms. VLu marriage took place snd waga
grand jete, costing many thousand dolluss, Ot
courss the Bey bad never looked upon her
ince until after the puptial knot was tied, and
when hse did nsitber the countenance nor
the owuer thercof was to his lking.
Two years went by and the XKhbe-
dive's mother perceived that the young
wife was slowly pinizg away.

jectwre and torment of doubt. The Hst of
u perconages of the drama ! prefixed to cach
play carefully explained the identity of every
character. Something of this kind wcs set
out: ¢ Alceste, » young man believed to be
the ton of the peasant Plerre, bat in reality
the son of the Count de I'Espee. Bilancs,
supposed to be & gypsy girl, but aftervard
dircovered to bs the long-lost daughter of
the Marquia do Montsville.” Thus the andi-
ence were led comiortably into the secret at
the beginning, and never had to turn ment-
ally back and hastily revise theirfirst impres-
slons about nvy of the personages. I have
long since lorgotten about Crebillon's plays,
except this arrangement of his dramalis per-
sonce ; but that has always appeared to me
charmingly inartificial, straightforward and
deserving of the gratitude of men. In the
story I am now about to tell I shall,
aftsr my ownp different fsshion, bear this
principle in mind. Avy little mystery that
i3 in it shall bs orly for the persoms who
movae in the drams, and not for the readers.

I would, therefore, ask those readers to turn
beck with me for o fow psges to a porfod be-
fors that at which the connected action of the

story begins. One glimpse at a quiet scere,
whick pagsed some fifteen or sixteen years
esriier than that day, will be enough to put
the reader in fall possession of much that
weas secret to men and women of whom the
story is told, and which, if known by them in
time, might have influenced so signifisantly
their actions and their lives a8 to leave no
atory worth the telling. Yet even that scene,
if it cou!d have been looked on by some of
the persons in the story, would not havo made
things a8 clear to them as & fow slight hints
of explanation shall make them to thereadsr.
™o learn thnt a man is not really what be
professes to be, might, after all, give a very
imperfcct and mislending idea of the man's
fall ckaracter. It might leed to s atern, un-
compromising verdict, instand of a recom-
mendetion to mercy.

At the French or
general heepltal a cold shell from one of the
ships outslde the equadron penstrated the
room where there were three of the Sisters
and embedded itgelf in the main wall. The
poor women were afrald 1t would explode, but
the marines with anoflicer called and assured
them this was imposaible. Yesterday at
thres o'clock in the afternoon 1 was talking
to Sister Barbara and othera at the
Deaconness’ hospital, outside the Mohur-
arm Bsy Gate. ‘They were attacked by the
mob and the soldliers on the duy of the hom-
bardment, but sgome of the inmates fired pis-
tols and the mob di-nppeared, 'The hospital
wos then defended by a guard of Germsn
goldlers, and the :Sisters were calm and
thankful {er belng able to remuin at their
posts, This morning, at four o'clock,
I esaw them Dbelrg escorted, elghty

"in number, including patients to tke German

gunboat. They hsd been obligsd ic leave all
at a moment’s warning becauss an en-
gogomont between the Eoglieh troops and
Arabi's soldicrs was {taminent, Some shots
were fired, and the Sisters were compelled by
the advazcs guard to Jeave the buildlng, and’
were escorted by German sallors aud marines.
The maimed, the balt, and the Jume, all alike,
had to maroh four miles torough the bura.
ipg town to the waterside. Itis aifficult and

dangerous for a strong man to do this.

The snfferings’ of this band of Sisters, with
thelr patlents in 8]l stagea of disease, cannot
enstly bo described.

Scobeleff is Indeed dead, but the details cfli-
clrlly published concernlug the manner and
place of his death ore said to be absolutely
false,

The facts are ag.follows: The evening be-
fore the General’s denth he was in his nenal
bealth and spicits, acd dined heartily with
some bgon cowpavione st one of the
best restsuranis in  the town.  After
diuner the . party proceeded &0 the
Ermitage Gardens, a place of entertair-
ment in the environs of Moscow, of the same
character a8 the Cremorne Gardsns used to be
inLondon. More iriends wete met at the
Ermitage, and after avery lively evening the
patty returned to the towp, Scobelefl inviting
some of the company to join him at supparat
n small hotel of indifferent repute, iu the Pe.
trovka Street, named the Hotel d’Angleterre.
In this hottl and in this socisty the General
died.

Scobeleff had pumerous enemie?’, end by
many it i belleved that he was & victim to foul
play; but those who best know his character,
and who also know who were in his company
at the time of his death, consider it fir more
probable that he was kllled by one of his male
compsnions in a drunken brawl. I myself,
immedintely on hearing of his decease,

A confidential letter which he had written
to me on divers subjects on which I had de.
sired information had not been received.
Tue General when he next saw me after
writing it, made allusions which I did not un.

KHe then, perceivicg
theto was 8 mal enfendn, asked ms if I had
bad the letter. When Itold him that I had
not, he got excited, said that he was watched
by sples, and that half theletters he should
-himself bave 1eceived miscarried. I asked
him whether he had himself posted or reen
posted the letter that I should have had. No;
hegave it to the concierge, with strict injunc-.
tions to take it tothe district post-office imme-
dintely, and saw the men leave the houss
with it. I# dld not occur to him that a lynx-
eyed individual hed taxen up & position in
the lodge. This man came out whenever a
vieitor asked for the General to ectutinize
him. He concluded that the letters were in-
tercepted Ly eome ngent of Blsmarck, whom
he called «that scoundrel.” ¢ Blemarck hag,”
he said,  been trylpg through his croatures

to poisep the Czars mind sagalost
me. He represents me as devoured
by = gnilty and treasonable ambition,

An
adventure in Germany on my way here ghould
have taught me prudence.

'The birds, however, were too
wary, and the cat, finding this ont, trled
another method. Instead of taking up her
station on tke wall, she suspended hersslf
from it, bangiog on to the top by her two
fore pawr, and let(ing her body drop well out
of sight, In this attitude she locked exactly
as if she were dead, and had been bung up
on some unseen nail, Every now and then
she would stealthily raise herself untfl her
eyes belng on n level with the top of the
wall, {she was epable to sweep its surface
with a glance and ncte the spproach of any
unsuspecting bird. IMany a capture bore
testimony to the success of this ruse. One
day, however, a bird alighted on the edge of
the wall, exactly betwecn the paws of the cat
who, on her side, was in the act of raleiog
herself {or one of hor stealthy glamces. The
two were within two ioches of each other,
and the mutual app'gr!tlon proved 80 start-
ling to both that nsither stirred for several
seconds, Then the paw was lifted, bnt
instead of the usual success attending the
movement, the cat lost her balance and fell
off the wal}, while the bird flew away un-

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AN INDIAN SNAEKE DANCE,

Lieut. Bourks, 3¢d United States Cavalry,
oue of the Commissioners appointsd by Lient,
Geners! Bheridun to investignte the habtie of
the Indisws living within or contiguoua to
the division of the Missouri, repotts witness-
ing & strange depes of the Mcquis of north-
enntern Atizopa, used to propitiate the Great
Spirit in times of drought. The Indjons
divided their processioa into two parts, one of
choristers and gourd ratilers, the other of 48
men sod ceildren, 24 of whom carricd suakes
aud the cther 24 eagle feathers, with which
they fanned the eptiles. The snakes were
carried in the hands ard in the mouth, 'Caeir
number wag about 100, and the half of them
were rattla sankes, It wag aloathsome sight
to see the long fils of nnked men tramping
round to n funeral dirge of rattles aad moago-
tonous chanting, twirlirg the huge reptiles
in their outstretched srms, and hoiding the 5
feet monsters hatween tholr teetn, while the
attendants distracted the attention ot the
reptiles by fanning with eagle feathers, In
{froat of & grim pile 30 feet high of wenther-
worn sandstone, resembling a human bead,
native cfforings were made, and the High
Priest sprinklud the ground with water, usiag
an earthen bowl, aad an esgle’s feanther as a
sorinkler. A second medicine meu twirled a
pecullar slirg, snd made a noise like the fall-
ing of copicus showera. AS the proceesion
filed past the squaws, the latter threw corn-
mesl op the grouad. Then the snakes were
thrown to the earth, and showed themselves
to be vicious by striking at any one near.
Cornmest was thrown upon them, and the
assistants ruanicg up, fanreed them with the
eagles’ fonthers until they coiled up, when
they wero seized by the back of the head, put
uader the tuffalo rote coverivg the sacred
lodge, when u praver ended this part of the
performunce Tne close ¢f the coremony
contiated in vefzing the snakes by ones, twos,
aud half-dozzug, acd throwiog them into a
ciccle, where they were covered with corn-
mesl. A siznul was tben glven, & number
of fleat youog meu grobbed the snakes in
kandfuls, ron at {ull speed down the almost
vertical paths in the face of mess, and upon
resching the toot let them go free to tue north,
the soutlk, the east,rod the west, ‘The young
men thon bouuded back, nrd et o full run
dashed through tae crowd and on to one of
the nstafsr, where they swallowed a potion
to indoce cop'ous vomiting, and underwent
other trestment to uveutralise the peison of
the snaks-bites.
