cessful at the bar, and most eminect on the bench o
They have been distinguished in. Gollege lifs, and
spent a Jong course of years in science and letters,
forming their minds for the active duties.of their.pre-
sent sphere.  And, gentlemen,, if fer. one. mowment
we may turn to the highest pursaits of all, lgt me ask
vou how it was.that Wicliffe formed his incempara-
ble mind, by which he awoke the long slunibers of
superstition—by which he sounded, that first note of
truth in Epgland, which was rever after to be stifled
—how he brought into the field of covtroversy a mind
fully equipped in power and.in every quality ealcu-
Jated to subdue opposition ? (Cheers.) Wiclifie, too,
had spent long years of youth 1n those: College pur-
suifs that equipped him.for ihe arduoustask to.which
he was ealled.

how these effects are produced. Taking the causes
therefore in: the.order in which they stand, we pro-
ceed to remark that he whose abundance of this
world’s wealth, enables him to command all that can
minister to his earthly comfort; feeling lesa.than athers
his dependence on him ¢ who giveth to all his crea-
tures life, and breath, and all things,” is consequently
more.:‘likcly,' to-forget to recognise and acknowledge it
in hisconduct. Finding too that riches, while they
procure for him the adulation of his fellow men, ean
also commaad.their services, and pat him in posses-
sion, of whatever art can invent or nature can supply,
he may even be tempted to say, ¢ who is the Almighty
that 1 should serve him, or what profit is it.that 1 pray
unto him.”

On a dark and gloomy evening i the month of]

ed by his feelings, when he endeavoured toreport
that she wham 1 loved so well, thought herself sjck
unto death, and despaired of life beyond the grave,
T'nraugh a group of weeping friends 1 entered hey
room; and welldo Lremember the piercing look with
which she poticed my eatsance, and the agonize(
accents it which she inquired if L thought there conld
be hope for her.. Death, she said,. stared her in the
fuce, and she was unprepared to die. She had neg-
lectedy till too late, to attend to the one thing need.
{ul ; and now she must suffer the consequence of hey
folly.  With a full hieart, a moistened eye, and a tre-
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mulous voice, 1 directed her to some of the precious.
promises of the Gospel, reminded her that at the ele-
venth hour employment had been obtained inthe vine-
yard of the Lord, and that te the dying thief upon the
cross the gracious language of his compassionate Sa-
viour was : % To-day shalt thou be with me in Para-
dise,” and encouraged ber to. believe that {or her, par-
doning merey might still be in store.
