But the Slender Rope She Grasped
Broke and She Fell Headlong.

The Unfortunate Woman Was Beyond Ald
When Medical Men Arrived—A Sad
Affair in the Bauilding of the Ontario

The Deceased Was the Wife of Do-

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Wasson, wife
of Detective Thomas Wasson of the On-
tarlo College of Physicians and Surgeons,
who resided In the Medical Buildings, Bn_y
and Richmond-streets, met with an acci-
dent whigh resulted in her death.

At 5.30 Mrs. Wasson, who had been talk-
ing to Dr. Pyne In his office, walked over
to the elevator for the purpose of going
up to her flat. As she reached the eleva-
tor the car was going up. Willlam Smith,
the elevator man, asked her to wait a mo-
went and he would come down for her. Al-
though no one saw the accident, it is sup-
posed that while walting for the car she
leaned against the door,
been securely fastened. It slid back and
she lost her balance and fell inwards. She
grasped one of the small wire lever ropes,
but as she weighed nearly 200 pounds, it
could not sustain her weight, and broke.
She fell about 35 feet down the shaft, 'The
result was a_fracture’ of the base of the
skull., Drs. Pyne, Sweetnam and QGarrett
were promptly in attendance, but the in-
juries were of such a terrible nature that
Mrs. Wasson died shortly before 9 o’clock.

Dy, Pyne said Mrs. Wasson had only
left his office a moment or two when the
alarm was given.

The deceased lady was 60 years of age

MEASURES THIS YEAR MORE THAN MEN
The World has frequently’ had occa-
slon to criticize the policy of Mr, Flem-
ing, both while he was in office and
when he was running for officaa We
believe we have called him a schemer,
which he is, and a humbug, which he
would find it difficult to disproves The
World, however, would sooner swallow
a live humbug than see the citizens of
Toronto run the risk of losing ome of
the greatest benefits that have ever been
proffered to them or ta the citizens of
any other place. We refer to the pro-
ject whereby access is to be had to the
Island by street car, and at a rate
which no one ever anticipated was pos-
sible. The Street- Railway people are
committed to the project, and Mayor
Fleming is going to make that question
the issue of this Mayoraity election.

'With this big end important .issue

looming up in the front Mayor Fleming
is almost obscured. The Mayoralty
campaign this year is one of measures
more than of men. And by long odds
the most important measure, is that of
the proposed Islmd’ ay. The

but we never expected to see the pro-

the present time. 'We are now within
sight of its realization. It looks very
much as if the project may be started
and completed next year. All that is
necessary to set the scheme in motion
is a vote of the people accepting it.
A vote for Mayor Fleming at the com-
ing election is a vote for an overland
street car route to the Island. That
is the principal reason why The World
will support Mayor Fleming in this
campaign. We believe he is in earnest
in this matter.

We anticipate, for this
reason, that his election is a foregone
conclusion. Furthermore, Mayor Flem-
ing is pledged to carry the case of the
people against the Consumers’ Gas
Company to the Privy Council.

BEET SUGAR IN FRANCE,

The American Consul at Havre sends
the United States Government an in-
teresting report on the beet-sugar in-
dustry of France, The report is
worthy of consideration by the agricul-
turists of this country, and by the Gov-
ernment. - The beet crop, the Consul
Btates, pays the French farmer better
than wheat or any other agricultumal
product, and hence a large acreage is
devoted to the cultivation of this pro-
duct. Tn 1894 the area was 1,700,000 acres
and the production almost 18,500,000
tons, or nearly eleven tons to the acre.
Fifty to sixty per cent. of all this is
used for the production of sugar. The
experience of French' cultivators fs‘
stated to be that the cost of growing
an acre of beets is $10, omitting the
cost of fertilizers, which it is not al-
ways necessary to employ. It is saild,
too, that the leaves and stocks left
on the field will furnish much more
manure, after they have been fed to
cattle, than the beet requires, The
bounty d 'on sugar exported Xrom
Germany has led to less activity in
beet-sugar production in France in the
last two years. Nevertheless, the total
quantity exported in 1894-95 was 183,-
287 tons, of which 119,139 tons went to
England, The advantage of beet cul-
tivation is that there is no waste; every
part ‘of the vegetable ean be used in
one way or another, The pulp, after
the juice has been expressed for sugar,
is largely eaten by cattle, and is found
to be very nourishing, The leaves and
stalks, when fresh, increase a cow's
milk ; when dry they afford excellent
winter food. “Altogether, the beet-
foot, or the residue afiter the juice has
been expressed, supplies, with the
leaves and stalks, nourishment for cat-
tle and sheep more abundant, perhaps,
than any other forage that could have
been cultivated upon the dand.” It is
said that the leaves are frequently used
for adulterating tobacco. The French
experience is that all land suitable for
growing wheat will also grow: beets;
but it is necessary to avoid a soil too
compact or containing too much claya
The report enters into some detail in
the question of soils, position, manur-
ing (when necessary), modes of culti-
vation, harvesting, and preserving the
crop, and & few words are added as to
the manufacture of sugar.

ADDING INSULT TO INJURY,

FLOODS AND SMALLPOX.

Cholera Also'Adds fo the Plagues Which
. Aflifct Chinese amd Japsnese
Citles.

San Francisco, Dec. 29.—The steamer
Peru brings news that in addition to the
smallpox epidemic in Japanese ports, chol-
era has revived at Hong Kong, and, though
there are mot as yet many deaths, the
plague Is” increasing and serious 7 mult;
are expected. The disease has made mue
headway in many 'Chinese cities and on
the Island of Formosa.” The Japanese ports
have declared a quarantine against all
cholera-infected districts.

A severe famine is reported from West-
ern China. It is particularly severe in the
City of CHuantung, in Szechuen Province,
where there has beem a prolonged rain,
causing floods, which have spread over vast
areas of country, destroying almost the
entire rice and vegetable -crops. The in-
habitants are dying by scores from star-
vation, and a large portion of the city
situated on a bluff at a bend of the Kinsh
River was carried under the flood by a
landslide, and about 3000 of the starving
Chinese weére drowned. The flood had un-
dermined the base of the bluff, and a por-
tioh of the hill, about five acres in extent,
fell into the water. ;

4. That the agreememt for a right
of. purchase at the expiration of 30
years is illegal, without special legis-
lation. |

5. It is not specified whether the
city will purchase the works of the
company in the, eity or the works out-
side the city. J

6. No time is limited within which
the company are to complete their
system, and their right in this respect
is practically a perpetual one, subject
only to the option of purchase.

7. The provision against amalgama-
tion with other companies has general-
ly been found to be valueless,

*8. The Solicitor is not aware of any
power to enforce the provision relating
to the rate of wages. ;

9. That the city might be responsible
for. damages arising from the opera-
tions of the company on the streets,
and might not be able to recover from
the company.

10. That if the agreement is to be en-
tered into, legislation should be ob-
tained authorizing the city and com-
pany to enter into such an agreement,
or validating the same. -

Ald. Leslie stated that, in view
the objections raised by the City Soli-
eitor, he would not ask that the mat-
ter be taken up now, but would move
that it be takem up at the next meet-
ing of the Council, and placed first up-
on the order paper.

Hubbard severely scored the
Board of Control for its weakness in
allowing itself to be so Influenced as
to allow a tender to be withdrawn and
a lower one put in. Such a course
could only result in incaleulable injury
to Tororito contractors, who were do-
ing work in other cities. He moved
that the report be again referred back

Ald.Preston contended that the Board
of Control had shown a lack of candor
in the manmer in which these tenders
had been dealt with, and he thought

ers,

The report was adopted.

ALD. HALLAM IS ASHAMED.

The next clause in the report that
gave rise to discussion was the recom-
mendation to accept tenders from firms
in France and in South Orange, N.J.,
for trees. Ald. Preston challenged
Ald.  Hallain, who had just voted to
give the contract for pipe to a Toronto
firm in preference to an outsider, to ap-
ply the same principle to his own de-
partment, and give the contract for
the trees to another tenderer from To-
ronto. Ald, Hallam was fairly
caught. He admitted that he had done
wrong a few minutes before ; that ‘he
was ashamed of himself at the time he
gave the vote, and that he only did
it to give the men work.
baek to sound principles again, and de-
clared that he would vote to accept
the lowest tender as recommended by
the board.

Ald. Scott and Sheppard wanted to
refer back the recommendation of the
Board of Control to pay $400 on account
to Speclal Auditor W. R. Hughes for
his services in connection with prepar-
ing information for the suit of John-
ston v. Consumers’ Gas Company.

A DISCREDITABLE BUSINESS.

The recommendation for the city to
pay $1000 to Citizen Kelly in full settle-
ment of the judgments held by him
against Police Inspector Archabold and
Sergeant Barton for false arrest,
brought Ald, Preston to his feet with
a demand for an explanation.

INSURING CIVIC PROPERTY.

The Property Committee held @ meet-
ing yesterday morning, and took up
the consideration of ‘the schedule of
insurance on city property as prepared
by Ald. Sheppard’s sub-committee, Mr.
/McCuaig representing the insurance
companies and explaining the various
items. The  total value of property
upon which insurance is placed is $1,-
519,000, and the amount of insurance is
placed at $650,267, upon which a prem-
ium of $11,879.67 is pajd for three years
insurance, being at the rate of 1.76 per
cent. The insurance is given to forty-
one .companies, being divided into a
hundred shares, some of the companies
receiving one. share and others five
shares—the Western Assurance Co.
receiving six shares, the British Ameri-
ca five and the North British and Mer-
cantile, Queen City and Royal Insur-
ance Co. getting three shares each, the
other companies receiving shares vary-
ing from 2 1-2 to 1 share each.

The comrhittee was informed that the
rate of 1.76 is about one per cent. less
than private parties pay.

Architect Lennox was present, and

Lamb called attention to the ne-
cessity of informing the ratepayers
that the water main on Front-street,
for which they are asked to vote $26,-
000, is going down anyway, and if the
money’ is not voted they will have to
pay it in the taxes next year. Also
that failure to vote the $275,000 asked
for to complete the court house means
either the closing down of the oourt
house or going, which he did not ap-
prove of, to the Legislature for legis-
lation enabling the council to override
the decision of the people. L

The board authorized Ald, Lamb and
the secretary to prépare and publish
the information.

The Mayor brought up the question
of a grant to the Western Hospitai,
which caused Ald. Lamb to enter a
very strong protest against the pro-
posal. He declared that this was the
unfortunate result of having two mem-
bers of the board as candidates fer
Mayor. He declared there is no ne-
cessity for a Western Hoepital, that 'the
result of such an institution being es-
tablished. would be to injure the posi-
tion which Toronto occupied as a cen-
tre of medical education, He ridiculed
the so-called “hospital’” because it was
simply located in a couple of ordinary
rented houses, not erected for the pur-
pose, without any adequate organiza-
tion. The scheme, he declared, had
been well worked up. They had taken a
catching name, and had ted
trustees Mr, Thomas Crawford, M.L.A.,
and Mr. E. F. Clarke, M.P,, who had
simply given their names, but not a
cent of money. This was, he declared,
nothing more or less than a private
hospital or sanitarium got up by a few
doctors, such as had been established
bly’ private enterprise in many other
cities.
