THE DUTY OF MANUFACTURERS

Expert Knowledge Gleaned From :
the Higher Scientific Instrue-
tion Should Be Utilized,

A meéeting of the faculty of arts of the
Unlversity of Toronto was held last evening
in <the Chemical Bullding, Queen’s Park.
This meeting was a preliminary one to the
regular convocation this afternoon in the
gymnasium, '

President Loudon’s adaress on ‘““Technical
Education” was the feature of the meedng,

President Loudon’s Speech.

The president’s address was upon *Tech-
nical Kducation.” He thought a loose use
of the term had led to much confusion.

“‘Strictly speaking, the term technical
education is applicable to any course of
training for a trade or profession, not ex-
cluding the so-called learned professions.
I will"use"the term, however, in the more
restricted sense common in Kngland, viz.,
‘Instruction in those principles of science
and art which are appiicable to industrial
pursuits.” In technical training these prin-
ciples are elucidated and their bearing em-
phasized. As exnmgeeu of technical educa-
tion - with may . mentioned the work
of the Schoolof Practical Science, of the
Toront hnigal ‘School and of the Art
the recent dis-
cusslons, it is the Instruction of the artisan
and the commercial employe which most
people have had in mind. In this kind of
instruction the merest beginnings have been
made in Ontario, while in the higher techni-
cal education much has been done,”

He thought England, Germany, .France
and-the United: States could teach ‘Canada
much along this line,

.Germany had made great strides during
the past quarter of a century, owing to her
system of techmical education. Her mana-
factures egualled those of England;. ‘‘her
shipping has increased 20-fold; so that as
regards steamships at least Germany is now
the second In the world. ° German' sugar
rules the world’s markets; German chem-
ists have revolutionized the dyeing indus-

trical plants in Europe, in Central America
and In the East; In iron and steel Indus-
tries she s pressing close upon the heels of
England, Germany, in fine, has attained
the position of a first-elass commercial and
industrial power, and aspires to universal
Side by side with this mar-
vellous progress has gone on the develop-
ment 'of her system of technical education,
in the wider as well as the narrower sense.’”

ONE MAN BURNED ALIVE.

Horrible Death of Eric Arvall in a
Fire Which Destroyed a Block
of Hotels Out West.

Vancouver, Oct. 3.—On Saturday a $25,-
000 blaze wiped out the central block of
hotels in Cascade City. Dynamite was
used in blowing up adjoining buildings.
One man was caught in the ruins and
burned to death. It was 12.30 .a.m. when
the fire broke out in the busiest blo¢k ot
the best built portion of the town. The
water supply was inadequate and soon the
entire block was a roaring furnace. In
rapid succession- the Club Hotel, Britan-
nic Hotel, Grand Central and Railroad
Headquarters Hotel - succumbed to the
flames, and these were followed by Francis
& Milns, and the Montana Hotel. Eric
Arvall was burned to death while trying
to save the Montana Hotel. Dynamite was
used to blow up the Scandinavian Hotel,
and Arvall was caught in the falling tim-
ber. His cries for help were piteous in-
deed, but the intense heat warged off all
asslstance.

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HAYFORKING THE PUBLIC.

_ What Hardy will do next {is always a
conundrum. The only thing that can be
safely predicated of his fufure acts is that
none of them will give evidence of states-
manship. Between now and the time when
he will have to face the country Hardy’'s
acts will be characterized more by trickery
and hypocrisy than by wisdom and honesty.
His latest offence is not so heinous as sonie
of his recent obliquitles, but it exposes the
byprocisy of Grit' morality In . splendid
style. The appointment of sixty Q. C.'s on
the eve of a general election is, of course,
a direct bribe to strengthen the hands of
the Government. But the appointment of
this big batch of Q. C.’s is mot so objection-
able in itself, although the late Conserva-
tive Government never attempted any-
thing In this line quite so _ out-
rageous, Hardy's sin consists in
this, that in making these appointments
he has acted in direct opposition to an
act of his own Legislature, ¥nd in direct
opposition to a high moral principle laid
down by the Liberal party. when the Con-
servative Government some years ago ap-
pointed a big batch of Q. C.’s. On that
occasion the Provincial Liberals ralsed a
great cry and in virtue of their indigna-
tion against the system of making these ap-
pointments wholesale, Mr. Hardy had an
act passed limiting futuré appointments.
The act is Chap. ‘173, R.S. Sectlon 7
reads as follows: :

® From and after the time when this sec-
tion comes into force, no appointment of
Her Majesty’s counsel learned in the law
shall be made by the Lieutenant-Governor-
In-Council -beyond the number of five in
any one year, or twenty in any four years.
Sub-section 4 of the same section ° pro-
vides that the “act respecting the Appoint-
ment of Queen’s Counsel shall not become
operative until it has been proclaimed by
the Lieutenant-Governor. The act was
passed in 1897, but it has not yet ‘beéen pro-
claimed. The aet is on the statute book,
but it is not law. Hardy is at his old hay-’
fork game. Hé is selling the public gold
bricks, He is flim-flamming the people.
He passed an act .in 1807 the better to
emphasize his opposition to the practice of
lowering the dignity of the legal profession
by making indiscriminate appointments’ as
Queén’s Counsel. But the act had a string
to it. Hardy now pulls the string and thé
act vanishes out of sight. Having pulled
the string Hardy is at liberty to make as
wany appointments as- he pleases. And
he certainly has exceeded the limit of
decency. No Conservative premier ever put
out such a list of Q.C.’s as was announced
in The Globe yesterday. 1In 1897 the G v-
ernment thought five Q. C.’s was as many
as could be decently created in one ¥ear,
or twenty in four years. Two years Lave
elapsed since 1897. This would make the
!imit ten. Hardy has appointed sixty.
And yet an act limiting the number to ien
for this year is In existence and is priut-
ed In cold type as the law of tl{e land.

A PROPOSED IMPERIAL CURRENCY

A writer in The Canadian Magazine for
October makes -a suggestion on Imperial
currency that is worthy of consideration.
The idea is to assimilate Canada’s cur-
rency with that of Gregt Britain, by
adopting the English £ as our standard
and calling it $5.00. The author, Mr. W.
Myers Gray, thus explains his system:

Seeing fzen that a dollar is nothing
more than one hundred of tLe smallest
coins, why should we not s0 amend our
Currency Act as to make the Jnglish
pound stand for five hundred cents, or, as
we call it, “five dellars”? if we did.
nobody would be hurt, no shock would he
felt, and all our subsidiary coins would
fit in with sterling money, instead of being
apparently, although not intrinsically,
worth more.

We could then establish & mint and strike
off gold coins for £2, equal fo $10.0), and
£1, equal to $5.00, having both Jdenomina-
tions milled on them, also silver coins
cqual to four shillings, or $1L0U. We
would then not 6nly be independent of our
neighbors to the south of us, but we: woald
be the ‘pioneers in adopting the coming
“Imperial Currency of Greater g:-ltalu."

All the British Government has to do 1s
to abolish the ‘‘cartwheel” penny, and
call the half-penny a cent, and =ay that
25 instead of 24 of them shall go to a shil-
ling, and then all the coins of the realm
will be adapted to this grcat cential cur-
rency.

TEXT OF THE DECISION.

The Boundary Plainly Defined After
Three Months of Labor by the
Distinguished Tribunal,

The text of the award Is as follows:

The undersigned,
i give and publish our decision determin-
| ing and judging, touching and concern-
| ing the questions that have been sub-
i mitted to us by said arbitration; and,
in conformity with said arbitration, we
decide, declare and ‘pronounce definitely
that the line of frontier of the colony of
British Guiana and the U.S. of Vene-
zuela is as follows:

Starting on the coast at Point Playa,
the frontier shall follow a straight Ifne
to the confluence on the Barima and
the Maruimam; thence following the
valley of the latter to the source of
the Corentin, otherwise called the Cu-
tari River.

Thence it shall proceed'to the con-
fluence' of the Halowa and the Ama-
kuru; thence, following the Thalweg of
the Amakuru, to its source in the Plain
of Imataka: thence, In a southivesterly
direction, along the highest ridge of the
Imataka Mountains to the highest point
of the Imataka c¢hain, opposite the
source of the Barima and the princlpal
chain of the Imataka Mountains; thence
in a southwest direction to the source
of the Acarablsi.

Following the Thalwon of the Acara-
bisi to the Cuyuni, the northern bank of
which it shall follow in a westerly di-
rection to the confluence of the Cuyunl
and the Vanamu;  thence along the
Thalweg of the” Vanamu to its western-
most source; thence in a straight line
to the summit of Mount Roraima;
thence to the course of the Cotinga.

From this point the frontier shall fol-
low the Thalweg of the -Cotinga to its
confluence with the ' Takutu; thence
along the Thalweg of the Takutu to its
source; thence in a straight line to the
most western point of thie Akarai Moun-
tains, the highest ridge’of which it shall
follow to the source of the Corentin;
thence it will follow fhe course of the
river. b

What It All Means,

retains all the forest country.

FERLING IN LLONDON.

From the First Scanning of the De-
eision British Officials Are
Pretty Well Satisfied.
London, Oct. 8.zAlthough a rapld scan-
ning of the decision of the Anglo-Vene-
guelan boundary arbitration tribunal has

scarcely afforded as yet a thorough un-

tanding of ‘all its detalls, there is a
gsrr:}ml fe%ling of satisfaction' in official
circles, based upon the belief  that Great
Britain has obtained all she expected.

The Foreign Office officials on being ask-
ed by the Associated Press for an official
exprésslon of opinion replied that it was
impossible to comment upon the award at
present.

A similar response was made to the same
request at the United States Embassy, but
the afficials there also seemed to belleve
that Venezuela had gained little by the

arbitration.

WILL THERE BE REGIPROCITY?

Dominion Govéfiament Has Author-
ity to Appoint Q. C.s; But Not
for Provincial Courts.

From Yesterday's Globe.

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor has
been pleased to appoint the following-nam-
ed gentlemen, barristers-at-law, to be of
Her Majesty's counsel learned in the law
for the Province of Ontario, and to direct
that the said Darristers do take precedence
in the courts of Ontario, as between them-
selves, in accordance with the dates of
their being respectively called to the bar,
but next after Her Majesty’s counsel learn-
ed in the law for the Provinee of Ontario
appointed by His Honor the Lieutenant-
Governor on .the 31st day of December,
A.D. 1889.

The number of Queen’s counsel appointed
by the Provincial Government of Qurario
since Confederation is as foliows: Seven in
1862, 53 in 1876, 54 in 188, making in aul
114. Of tnese 59 are on the bench, out of
practice or deceased, leaving the number
in practice 55. The deceased number +1;
there have gome to the bench 14; there are
otbherwise out of practice 4, making, as be-
fore mentiened, 59.

This list, with one exception, do2s not
cor-tain the names of Queen’s counsel bere-
tofore appointed by the Domimion Govern-
ment. Doubtless the appoiatme s Leretos

the other hand, it did not declare to the
coutrary, and it is. assumed that for ihe

purposes of the Dominion courts the Domia-
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fon Government has authority to appoint
Queen's counsel, though not for the FPro-
vincial courts.

Was Once Cursed,

For years zinc ore was takén out of the
Inines of Southwest Missouri in connection
with léad ore, and was thrown on the
dump-pile as worthless. The miners did not
know what it was. In 1874, this peculiar-
looking substance was examined by a geo-
logist and pronounced zine ore. = Several]
wagon loads were hauled to the nearest
railroad. about 100 miles away, and shipped
to an Hiinois smelter;, This led to further|
shipments of the ore and, ultimately, to
the establishment of ‘smelters in this lo
cality. . Now the zine ore which the early
miners cursed as a nuisance, brings ° to
Joplin more than a million dollars a monfh.
