1§ UNVELED AT GAPITAL

——

Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Borden
Pay Tribute to the Dead
Statesman.

2.—(Special.)—In
the presence of about a hundred
spectators- Sir Charies Tupper this
afternoon unveiled the monument to
the late Nicholas Flood Davin. Sir
Charles in a brief speech said that
the monument, subscribed to by men
of all parties, bore most certain evi-
dence that Mr..Davin had served his
country wisely and well. That great
statesman, Sir John A Macdonald,
who had a gift for discovering ta-
lents in men, employed him at an
early date as secretary to royal com-
missions appointed oy the govern-
ment. From the moment he entered |
Canada to the hour of his untimely end |
he devoted the great talents whi(-h:
God had given him 1n the way he de_|
lieved best in the interests of his
adopted country. All the great mea-
sures on the statute book had been
forwarded by the eloquence of his|
tongue and pen.in parliament and|
out. Like Macaulay, in his speech he;
taught, he charmed and moved. His|
Bpeeches were full of information, |
his classic diction chaimed, and|
therefore moved. By his efforts on|
behalf of his country he had given
all that could be given by any pub-
lic man, and in Sir Charles’ opinion,
would long live in the memories of
his countrymen.

FARMERS' RIGHTS,

There are two or three points in the
telephone discussion in Pparliament
which deserve attention. The first is
the uss of the word confiscation. It is
a great advantage to the corporations
to have this swelling word in their ser-
vice, A corporation may charge exor-
bitant rates, may withhold the services
for which it is created, may violat:
public rights, without hearing tie
dread word confiscation. When tie
Bell Telephone Company charged $150
for telephones in East Toronto, and
then, in response to agitation, suddenly
announced a reduction of one-half, we
should say that it must have been un-
Justly taking $75 away from its sub-
scribers. But that is not confiscation.
Confiscation takes place only when
corporation rights aré infringed up n.

Rallway companies, steam and eles-
tric, often fall short of fulfilling the r
obligations to the public, pleading ne
cessity. But the public are not allowed
to plead necessity. A wretched rail-
way service may be given between
two points, but the general publ ¢ may
pay them three cents a mi.e. Various
excuses are made and accepted for the
poor service. But let a passenger plead
poverty or necessity for paying less
than the full fare, and see where he
will lJand. The reason why these viola-
"tions of duty by the corporations at-
tract so little notice is that the corpor-
ations commit them without asking
anybody's leave; while the people must
agitate for their rights, Then they are
told that they are violent and insult-
ing, and that they cheiish nefirious
designs against the corporation prop-
erty, The object of a 1ailway commis-
sion is to compel the companies to. do
their duty to the puhlic and to pre-
vent the continual insidious encroacn-
ments on public rights,

The talk about the terrible conse-
quences that will ensus from the use
of telephones in railway stat.ons is ab-
surd. The idea did not originate
with the farmers., The C. P, R. and
the Bell Telephon: Company them-
selves entered into an agreement for
that purpose. It is only when the rar-

ners seek to use the convenience and
to escape the Bell monopoly that we
hear all these objections about the sta-
tion agent being bothered by frivolous
questions, The farmers want the tele.
phones for serious business, not for
gossip and the gratification of idle curi-
osity, Of course the privilege may
be abused, like any cther, That is not
a reason for withholding it. It is a
reason for regulation. What is the ob
Ject of Mr. Blair's commission if it is
not regulation?

Sir Wilfrid Laurier says that Mr. Mac-
lean did not at first propose to allow
the railway commissioners to regulate
the use of the railway stations for tele.
phones.

This is a new featurs which has
dawned upon the mind of my hon.
friend, and I must say it somewhat
softens his communistic doctr nes,
Before that he wanted to commit
a depredation upon the propearty of
other parties outright without the
qualification which he. puts in now,
and by which he says that this
power shall be exercised only to
the approval.of the board.

Manitoba is in the throes of a general
election, with the exciting incidents of
a scandal and the reapprarance of »ur
venerable friend, the schorl question,
The Manitoba Free Press has made the
charge that G. H. Macdon=li, a eon-
tractor on the Boyne marsh drainage
work, had to pay a $5000 rake-off be-
fore his estimates could be passed, and
that on subsequent occasions payment
was withheld because the rake-off was
not paid. The marsh seams to be ra-
ther rich in political malaria, as the
government papers have been charging
that the work was corruptly adminis-
tered by its Liberal predecessor, Pro-
ceedings for criminal libel have been
taken against The Frece Press.

ment. This would mean that nothing
‘can be done except by negotiation be-
tween the two governments, and that
again is an admission that the Domin-
{fon government has the gight to inter-
fere. As a matter of fact, the agre:-
ment itself amounted to such an adm's-
sion. But it was represented as the
result of conciliation, of the moral sua-
sion by the Laurier government, anl
this is the view to which practical ef-
fect will be given. We may be quite
sure that no political party will ever
burn its fingers with the question
again.

PARTIES AND FUBLIC OWNERSHIP

The Globe is growing more and more
positive in its declaration that there
will be a government road from Winni-
peg to Quebec. It is now stated that
the government will build’the road and

running rights to other companies, and
that finanical assistance is to be given
to the western portion ot the line from
Edmonton to the coast. This will be a
very substantial concession to the prin-
ciple of government ownership, and it
will involve a surrender by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Mr, Sifton and other members
of the cabinet who have strenuously op-
posed the idea. Socialism and other
rash and wicked political notions will
now run riot, and their opponents will
await with varied feelings the wreck
of matter and the crash of worlds.

The government will have been fore-
ed ir_lto this position by public opinion.
“All the same, it will be a good political
move and we cannot complain if the
Liberals use the political move to the
utmost. Government ownership has
been in the air for some time, and by
presenting a solid front on the ques-
tion, the opposition might have had the
credit and the political advantage of
forcing. the government’s hand- As it
is, the matter has been fought out in
the Railway Committee, and the vary-
ing railivay policies have by no means
followed the cleavage of party lines.

Many questions of course remain to
be discussed when the details of the
scheme are divulged. Then we may ex-
pect that if government ownership
makes headway in regard to railways,
government or municipal will make
headway also in regard to electric lines,
telegraphs, telephones, water powers
and mines. The confusion caused by the
conflict of Dominion and Provincial
powers in regard to telephones is strong
reason for government ownership. Un-
der that gystem the Dominion and Pro-
vincial authorities could easily get to-
gether and agree upon a division of
Jurisdiction, The question of municipal
control would then cease to give trou-
ble, for nobody would be interested in
invading municipal rights. In the
meantime these rights must be careful-
1y guarded; but public ownership offers
the true and final solution. There is
plenty of time yet for the Conservative
party to take up a bold and progres-
sive policy of this kind, both in Do-
minion and Provincial affairs. But
whatever party takes up these ideas,
and whatever political use- may be
made of them, they are sound, and
they are in accordance with a pub-
lic spirit that is growing stronger every
day-

DESTRUCTIVE TUSSOCK MOTH.

Park Commissioner Chambers’
vice to Citizenws,

Park Commissioner Chambers, speak-
ing to The World yesterday said the
Tuseack moth or caterpilar is not eo
prevalent this summer as it has been
in previous years, owing perhaps to
the extremely cold weather of the
spring.

Mr. Chambers has heen busy lately
spraying the trees of the parks and
streets of the city, and he advises all
aitizens who take a pride in the trees
surrounding their property to do like-
wise. This can be done cheaply by
hiring some one with the necessary
pump. Mr. Chambers also advises
the placing of some type of band on
the tree. Personally, he uses a mix-
ture of tar and other ingredients
known as caterpilarine. This mixture
is very simply applied, being placed
as a ring around the trunk of the
tree about five or six feet from the
ground and applied with a brush. Pre-
cautions should be taken at once to
’msure an extermination of the pest,
| as the caterpilars are ye@ ver ysmall,

KING EDWARD TO KING PETEB.

Wishes Him Prosperous Reign, Bat
Official Reiations Are Unchanged.

Belgrade, July 2.—The King of Eng-
Jand has replied
King Peter’'s notification of his acces-
sion to the throne, wishing him a pros-
percus reign and hoping he will bring
peace, order and justice to the country.
The reply has caused great satisfaction
here.

King Pdward also expressed the hopa
that King Peter would be able to re-
establish the good name and renown

of the people of Servia, compromised |

London, July 2.—It is officially stated
in London that King Edward's tele-
gram to King Peter does not change
Great Britain's attitude towards Servia,
and it is added that diplomatic relations
between the two countries will not be
immediately resumed.

REVENGE BY LIQUOR MEN.

Fires Set in a Prohibition Town_
Attempt to Burn Newspaper,

—

Indllanapolis, July 2.—Winslow, In Pike
County, a town of 1000 inhabitants, is in
& state of excitement over ithe attempted
burning of several houses, including the
office of The Dispatch, a weekly news-
paper. Four weeks ago the temperance

eople inyoked the blanket remonstrance
aw, and all the saloons were closed. The
salcon element retaliated by attacking the
gemperance leaders in the street, and
threats “Were made of burniag the town.
Four fires, all of Incendiary origin, occur-
red in one night, and on last Satarday
might three other houses were fired, one
of them heing The Dispatch Office.

The incendiaries are known, but the evi-
deiice is not sufficiont to convict them,
@ud open threats of lynching are made. A
ecommittee of 50 citizens have been selected
and guards are on duty every night. The
Dispatch to-day says:

“A little more evidence, and a necktie
party will be held and a telephone pole
will bear a disgraceful decoration. This
muethod is the  only one that will suffice to
®tcp such lawlessness, and we are In favor
of putting into practice just such a law.
fThere ¥s no use to try to handle such
scoundrels thru the courts, for courts are
a farce and full of corruption and de~eit.
It has been threatened that this paper
would be destroyed, and we make this kind
of a promisce, that when it /s the parties
who bave maWle the threate will attend a
third-rate funeral and be the chief attrac-
tion thereat.”

MASONS’ UNION OFFICERS,

London, July 2.—The provincial confer-
ence of the Bricklayers’ and Masons’ Union
concluded their Husiness Wednesday morn-
ing and adjourned to meet in Erantford
ou Dec. 1 next.
