- About 2 o'clock in the
morning a bayonet charge was or-
dered, and the Turks, after a des-
perate = resistance, were dislodged.

It will be a
formal and incoritestable demonstra-
tion that the alfies’ front in France and
Belgium cannot be broken and that
the imperial armies are incapable of
operating- effectively by ‘the lightning-
like methods that succeeded with them
in Belgium and France before the bat-
tle of tho Marne and-in Russia in 1915.
It is from that point of view that the
battlé of Verdun presents so consider-
able an interest. It furnishes us with
precise elements for a sincere appre-
ciation of the wastage of the German
forces. It will teach us just at what
point is the strength of the enemy, and
what efforts, energetically sustained,
we must still make finally to vanquish

him.
Moral Effect Profound.

“If, after al tihe fluctuations insepar-
able from a struggle like that in the
_region of Verdun, it showld finally end
in a ‘check that would be impossible
for the Germans to conceal, the moral
and political consequences in Germany
would:be profound.” ‘

Discussing the renewal of the Ger-
man attack on Verdun, the military
critic of The Journal des Debats says:

VERDUN BATTLE
RAGES WITH NO

Both Sides Fight Stubborn
Contest With Douaumont
Village in Pawn.

- FOES AT STANDSTILL

Situation Favors French Be-
cause of Loss of Surprise
Advantage.

PARIS, March 5, 12.30 pm.—It is
stated semi-officially that the battle at
Verdun continued yesterday thruout
the day with the same intensity and

without causing any change in the re-
spective positions ‘of the .  opposing
armies. Fighting is still going on for
definite possession of the Village of
Douaumont. ‘

The situation, as a result of this
second phase of the German offensive,
is regarded as altogether different
from that of the first days of the bat-
tle: The only progress made by the
Germans was during the first two days
of the second attack. For the last 48
hou's they have not advanced.

The comparison also is in favor of
the French by reason of the fact that
the Germans have now lost the ad-
vantage of surprise and also because
the ground has been torn up:to such
an extent that it cannot be organized
properly.

This information, from semi-official
sources, points out that it must be de-
moralizing to the Germans to see some
40,000 -to 50,000 corpses of their com-
-rades lying before the French lines.

Big Reinforcements Brought Up.

Reinforcements brought up by the
Germans since the inauguration of the
second phase of the battle on Wednes-
day are estimated here at 250,000 men,
raising the total forces utilized by the
assailants to more than 500,000. Esti-
mates of losses show wide variance.

sians reported in Sunday night's com«~
munique that their scouts on the front
of . General Ivanoff have orcunied an
advanced trench of the enemy near
the bridge head in the Mixa.uche re-
gion, northwest of Uscieczko, on the
Dniester River. -Three counter-attacks
of the enemy who attempted to regain
this trench were repulsed. The Russians
took the method of ‘exploding 14
mines near Illoukst to inform the
enemy that their supplies of munitions
are growing more plentiful. In the
terrific struggle for the possession of
these craters, the Russians occupied
six of them solidly and in another
crater, they have surrounded the Ger-
mans in half of a demolished block-
house. A German attack on Alsevitch

“Not only from you is requir-
ed financial dassistance, but the assist-
ance -of your wisdom. On you rests
the obligation of assisting the indus-
trial and commercial consequences
which this war i8 bound to loose on
the country.” g

Husband Resources.

Canada’s resources must be hus-
banded. This was primarily the gov-
ernment’s responsibility. The country
must be ready to absorb an increased
population, for there was bound to be
a great influx from Europe after the
war. And as a result of this influx,
he predicted for .eastern Canada a
great industria¥ and maunfacturing
era, and for the western prairies, cap-
able of feeding the entire Anglo-Saxon
race, he also foresaw great prosperity
in farming and producing lines.

The pulse of Canada’s young men
must have beat faster, he said, when
the call came for 500,000 men. Canada
was proud to have them.go, and
prouder still to have them return cov-
ered- with glory. One of Canada's
greatest duties was proper care of its
returned soldiers.

Work of Mercy.

By collecting of old rags, papers and
rubbers, the Red Cross Fund of this
city now has a permanent fund with
which to carry on its work of mercy,
the results of the collection gathered
by the school children last week
amounting to 19,729 pounds of paper,
2275 pounds of rags, and 900 pounds
of rubber, netting $298.42 for the fund.

The recent salary increases in the
city hall were assailed by T. J. Stew-
art, M.P.,, at the Hydro Commission
meeting Saturday. He declared that
more retrenchment was needed at the
present time, Capt. Mayor Walters and
Mr. Stewart entered into heated argu-
ment regarding the matter, the chief
magistrate claiming that the city was
saving $7700 in the works department
alone. Mr. Stewart referred to the in-
creases granted to the fire department
and the garbage collectors, but the
mayor said that they were the lowest
paid civic employes in the Dominion.

It is not unlikely that the demon-
stration which is being organized for
‘Wednesday, when a deputation of the
friends of prohibition is to wait on
the government in Queen’'s Park, will
be the largest on record. TIt:is ex-
pected to outrival the great hydro-‘
electric demonstration of 1905 whichi
broke the record up till that time.]
There can be no doubt that the peo-
ple of the province have been stirred
on the question, and stirred all the|
more on account of the aspects of the
case which the war has opened up.
What is desirable for war conditions,
however, may not be desirable for
peace conditions, and this is the point
upon which there is a division of opin-
ion. s

The government has taken the na-
tural course of determining to have a
plebiscite. Those who wish to per-
petuate war conditions during peace |
tdmes will then have an -opportunityl
1o say what they think of the measure, |
while those who desire to have the
subject debated from entirely neutrali
ground will naturally vote against 1t.§

It is doubtful whether matters|
would have taken such a radical course !

total prohibition. - Without this opin-
ion, prohibition cannot be enforced,

There was no doubt about the skill
and resource of Captain Muller at that
time, and the commander of the Moewe
is a chip off the same block. He dis-
rlays similar capacity for lying in wait
and escaping from tight places. His
ability to disguise his vessel is exactly
like that of Muller. Burgrave, Count

‘Dohna, Schlodien, had his ship dress-
ed up like a neutral trader, and she |

was evidently the vessel seen in the
Euglish Channel last week, when two
vessels were sunk and ‘'many mines
scatiered about,

Physical Training Needed

Universal military training should
not be confused with universal military
service, There is nothing that a na-
tion needs more than the physical
training of its men, The slouching
gait, the stoop shoulders, the narrow
chests, the undeveloped muscles which
disgrace g0 many of our young men
are the result of the lack of training.
The health of the people would be
imyroved to a high degree, and- their
lives would be prolonged by proper
courses of physical training, with in-
telligent instruction accompanying- it.

No reasonable man or woman wishes
to keep a nation in a state of mili-
tary organization. But there can be
no doubt that the inability to endure
the fatigues whicl a military campaign
imposes would render the manhood of
any unprepared nation ine(tecfl\'e if
the defence of their country became
necessary. The length of time which
has been found necessary to train the
recruits of Kitchener's army and
Derby's army in England {s sufficient
to indicate what is necessary in this
way. Regular training from boyhood
for all these men in proper exercises
would have made them available for
military purposes in a few months in-
stead of the year or more which -has

| been required,

The United States is an instance of
a nation with a huge body of men,
yet these men would be of no avail
comparatively small body
of trained troops. Possibly the state
militia would supply more material
than the military experts suppose, but
this is only an argument in favor of
any degree of training which can be
made acceptable to the public, It does
not follow that a nation trained to
physical fitness will, -therefore, go to
war, Switzerland is a case in point,
and the training of her citizens, even
to the extent of making them the most
expert rifle shots in Europe, has only
had the effect of keeping them out of
war, and preventing the attacks of a
possible enemy. Germany could not
risk the dangers of a campaign with

WITHOUT ANY WARNING

Passengers and Crew of Giava
Made Escape, However,
in Boats.

SUNK ' BY LARGE SUB.

Austrian Undersea Craft Re-

sembled Submarine That
Sank the Ancona.

PARIS, March 5.—~The Italian
steamship Giava, torpedoed by an
Austrian submarine, was sunk without
warning, according to survivors of the
crew who arrived at Piraeus on the
British steamer Trevelyan on March
1, -a Havas despatch from Athens
states. The rescued men said that the
submarine, flying the Austrian flag,
was met 130 miles from Cape Mattapan
while the Giava was en route from
Leghorn, Italy, to Greek ports. While
the submersible gave no warning and
did not visit the freighter, they stated,
passengers and crew were allowed to
leave in three boats which after being
rowed for five hours, met the Treve-
{yan, which rescued them.

The Giava offered no resistance, the
survivors said. They describe the
submarine as a large one similar to
that which sank the Ancona.

Despatches received yesterday from
London and Leghorn, regarding the
Giava’s fate announced that a British
steamer had picked up 54 survivors at
sea and that the Gilava carried no
Americans,

“North of Soissons our batteries have
carried out a destructive fire on the
enemy works.

COMPLAIN OF THE COLD

¥owl Cleared Rapidly and Fresh
Eggs Were Slow !
Sale.

There was the usual winter attendance
at the St. Lawrence Market Saturday,
the basket section being well filled, and
only a small nunlber in the wagon sec-
tlon, which is really unfit for pecple to
stand in, because it is so cold. This sec-
tion certainly should be improved and
made warmer in some way, as the people
who stay in it for any length of time be-
come chilled thru, and catch severe colds.
There have been many complaints (and
they _are just ones) made to The World
about it lately. ;

There was only a small quantity of
fowl brought in, which sold fairly well at
the good prices which have been obtained
lately. Winter chickens sold at about 30¢
to 34c per lb., last year's chickens going
at 22c to 26c per lb., while boilers brought
from 20c to 22c¢ per 1b.

New-laid eggs were a slow sale, as
there were large quantities brouzht in,
and many asked too high a price to be-
gin with, and later on had to close out
at a low figure. Of course, there were
a small number of people who only had
a few dozen eggs, and ‘‘regular custom-
ers,” who obtained 38c and 40c per dozen
for all they had, but the bulk of-the
bona-fide new-laid eggs, that is those

thered within a week, sold at 36c per

ozen, large quantities closing out at 34c

and 33c per dozen, while a few went at
30e. The latter, however, did not look
like very choice quality.

The first new duck eggs for this sea-
son xgpeared, and sold at 8c each, or two
for 1bc.

Butter remained stationary in price,
tho there seemed to be a better demand
for it and a smaller quantity on sale.

In the wagon or cold storage section,
the hothouse produce, rhu~arb, lettuce,
onions, etc., also apples and other vege-
tables, kept about stationary in price.

What Would Be a Fair War Tax
on Our Gold Mines

In his “Gold Mines of the World,” J.
H. Curle considers the status of mines as
compared with those corporations whose
business involves the use, but not the ex-
haustion, of their capital. The book was
published before tlLe South Africean War,
after a careful examination of the prin-
cipal gold mines in the British Empire.
It may be said in passing that last year
only $171,000,000 out of a total gold. pro-
duction of $471,000,000 came from foreign
countries, and Canada’s share of this
great aggregate was barely $20,000,000.

The mines of the Rand are regarded by
Mr, Curle as the greatest of which his-
tory has any record. Their output in
1915 was $188,000,000, and their total to
date is $2,300,000,000. Mr.' Curle carefully
studied thirty of the leading mines of this
great field, and shows that the average
profitable life is a trifle over twelve yeans.
Then he selects seventeen of the premier
properties of the world. Sixteen of these
are in the Transvaal, and the seventeenth
is the famous Mount Morgan, in Queens-
land, Australia. These are all proved
mines of great earping power, but Mr.
Curle contends that the investor therein
should get dividends of from 7 per cent.
to 8 per cent.,, and, in addition, the re-
turn of, his capital during the-life of the
mines; and remember that he is dealing
with investments in the shares of produc-
ing properties, and is not considering
what further profits should accrue to
those who have incurred the additional
risks of development and equipment. If
we take 12 years as the average life of
these seventeen mines of the very front
rank, it is seen that amortization of capi-
tal in this period would require 8 per cent.
per annum, or total dividends of over 15

petr cent.

Where the stability of the mine is less
and the initial risks are greater, the re-
turns should be correspondingly in-
creased. In this connection, Mr. Curle
names twenty-four mines in the Trans-
vaal, three in the Kolar fleld, southern
India, one of which is the great “My-
sore,” five in western Australia, and one,
the Le Roi, in Rosslend, B.C. Altho he
deems all these perfectly sound invest-
ments, -he still considers. that they should
pay dividends of 10 per cent. plus the
redemption of capital. This would be at
least 20 per cent. per annum, if we allow
for a presumably shorter life than those

of the first class.

All the other gold mines of the British
Empire should, in Mr. Curle's opinion,
pay from 15 per cent. to 30 per cent. per
annum in addition to making adequate
provision for depletion of ore reserves.
Now, it 18 certain that mining in Canada
is in a very backward state. We had to
bonus the production of iron. We do not
now raise enough coal for home consump-
tion. In gold our lode and placer mines
combined yield per. an not much
more than one-tenth of the product of
the banket beds of the Tranavaal. Our
specially large deposits of nickel, and our
specially rich ores of silver, have given
considerable impetus to the mining in-
dustry. But much mgre is required. A
few of the mines of Porcupine have been
very successful, and interest has been
growing in our gold regions’< But capi-
tal 18 very cautious. It demands big
profits and very moderate risks, and there
s no doubt that the special war tax will
tend to check the development of —our

mineral resources.

To show the vast importance of min-
fng we need only instance our ruthless
enemy. It is certain that Germany would
be unable to prosecute this colossal war
had it not been for the extraordinary pro-
gress of her coal and iron mines within
the past 40 yeans. The same factors made
Britain the workshop of the world by the
middle of the last century. Mining is a
great source of wealth and strength to
any nation. It is a basic industry no less
than agriculture. But it requires much
more capital, and it involves greater
risks, It needs -encouragement, partiocu-
larly In Canada, for our annual produc-
tion is not one-tenth of that of the Unit-
ed States. And in the preclous metals, at
all events, we have an unlimited fleld, and
deposits probably greater than those of

the neighboring republic,

" Mr. Curle’'s examinations of the gold
mines of the world were made as repre-
sentative of The Beonomist, London,
Bngland. His work commands the con-
fidence of financial and mining men the
world over. It fixes the basis on which
mines can appeal to Investors on an, equal
footing with industrial and financial cor-
porations whose operations do not neces-

sarily involve any impairment of capital.

If the best mines of the Rand sghould
return at least 15 per cent. to prowvide for
redemption of capital and interest there-
on, it seems reasonahle that capital in-
vested in our Improved flelds should be
allowed at least 20 per cent., the speclal
tax of 25 per cent. to apply only on the
excess. If there is any departure from
the established standard, the flow of new
capital will be seriously checked. It were
folly to kill the goose that lays the golden
egg.
