At the end of the first half year, the District Treasurer sent the 
Provincial affiliation half-yearly fee to the Provincial Treasurer, bid i 
has been returned, thus cancelling the relation of the: Toronto> Unions 
with the Provincial Union, not on any legal grounds, but by the de­
cision of the sub-Executive of the Provincial Union.

This decision based on the fact that Toronto had only 381 instead 
of 400 members; but this had nothing to do with affiliation with the 
Provincial Union, was not a legitimate reason why affiliation should be 
refused, as the Toronto District Union had not in the least degree 
violated any rule of the Provincial, County or Local Constitutior..

This is how the case stands at present, the foregoing is a simple 
statement of facts. We forbear comment, but in no respect will the 
action of the sub-Executive of the Provincial Union interfere with the
aims or work of the Toronto District Union.

The report of last year’s work must necessarily be very imperfect, 
as the statistics from the various Unions are not yet in my hanus, so 
that a summary of the year’s work of the Unions, or of the number of 
members cannot be presented. I hope that next year the printed forms 
issued by the Provincial Union, will be supplied us, so that the Secre­
tary shall be able to report at the Annual Meeting an outline of the 
work done by each Union.

Now, the facts must be gleaned from the reports of the various 
Secretaries as they are read here to-day. Apart from the work of the in­
dividual Unions, the District Union has a work, peculiarly its own ; the 
concerted action of delegates from the Local Unions, some of which 1

SCIENTIFIC TEMPERANCE INSTRUCTION.

The work done under the department of Scientific Temperance In­
struction since our last annual meeting is as follows :

Prizes were given at Christmas for written examination, which is the 
true basis for the distribution of rewards, the 1st prize beig given to 
obtaining 97 per cent of the whole, and the second, 85 per cent. The 
answers were very original, and showed that the teaching had been 

thoroughly understood. They have unfortunately been unable to do 
y Kindergarten work, owing to lack of workers.
The only Kindergarten classes in our city have been carried on fiom 

October to April, by the Gorden “ Y’s”—48 were enrolled and the at­
tendance was fairly good ; 40 signed the pledge.

It has been decided by the Central “ Y’s” to begin a training class 
for the Kindergarten work as soon as possible. A suggestion 
has been made in connection with Band of Hope work, which I will 
refer to my successor, who may find it practicable, that is, that a 
monthly Normal class should be formed that should equip those 
interested in the young, but feeling that they do not know what to 
teach. That seems to be the regular excuse for neglecting Band of 
Hope work. Oh ! I do not know how ; I would not know what to 
teach.

Then, if we could but buckle the armor on to a staff of new workers 
and send them out to gather in the children from all quarters and teach 
those who are already gathered in our public institutions, much more 
would be done towards the education, which is to be the great lever to 
lift the liquor traffic from our midst.
